Kinnick Named

Canton Planner

A strohg recommendation

from le?ma's mayor was a

deciding factor in Canton
trustees’ choice for filling one
of two vacancies on the
township's planning
commissipn.

Appointed to the
commission Tuesday night
was Joseph R. Kinnick, 39, of
47606 Saltz Rd., a township
resident for the past two
years.

Kinnick was one of the top
contenders for the trustee
post the board had to fill
recently when Ray Deeds
resigned. That appointment
went to Brian Schwall,
president of the Holiday Park
Homeowners Association.

He was proposed for the
planning post by Trustee
Robert Griffin, a close friend,
who said that Kinnick's civic
involvement in Livonia
before moving to Canton
made him an ideal candidate
for the Canton commission.

A letter from Livonia

iMa_\ror Edward McNamara
supported the Kinnick ap-

pointment to the board.

Kinnick is the owner of a
tool repair shop in
Farmington and was an
unsuccessful candidate for
Wayne County Charter
Commission last November.

During his Livonia
residency, he served as
deputy director of Civil
Defense and in that capacity
aided in the organization of
the auxiliary police. He also
served as a constable and is a
reserve member of the
Michigan State Police.

Kinnick and his wife, Dona.
have four children, two of
whom are still at home. He is
active in Little League
Hockey.

Kinnick will fill the
vacancy caused by the sud-
den resignation last week of
Lynn Wilson, a veteran of 12
years on the planning
commission.

Wilson resigned along with
the commission Chairman
George Lawton. The pair
reportedly resigned in protest
of the board’s decision to put
a six-month multiple housing
moratorium and the denial of
a rezoning of 110 acres in the
northwest sector which the
planning commission had
recommended be approved.

Except for Schwall who

.

abstained from voting, the
appointment was unanimous.

Board members admitted
that the Kinnick appointment
was relatively easy to make
because “‘he was right there

at the top™ in the
deliberations for the trustee
post.

Lawton's replacement,
however, will be tougher and
take longer, indicated
Supervisor Philip Dingeldey,
who said he had yet to talk
with Lawton since his
resignation after last week’s
planning commission
meeting.

Dingeldey explained that he
has been tied up daily with
board of review sessions, but
hoped to talk to Lawton soon.
Nowhere in his letter does
Lawton use the word
resign,” said Dingeldey.

Wilson used the same letter
Lawton did to submit his
resignation. but later
confirmed the resignation in
a talk with the supervisor.

The supervisor said that all
suggestions for the Lawton
vacancy ‘‘will be
considered.™

The statement was in
answer to a question from
Robert Greenstein, president
of the Northwest
Homeowners Assn., who
wondered if the homeowners
could submit rec-
ommendations.

“We know from week to
week in the basketball season
how our teams are doing. It is
the same in football and other
games. Why can't we have
the same thing in
education?

What did he imean”?

“Why can’t we match our
classes with the various
schools in the area? Then
we'd find out if our students
are up to par with the others
in such things as
mathematics. history and tne
other things being taught
today”?

“Just imagine.” he went
on, “‘how interesting it could
be if we had these meetings-
even on a monthly basis--and
watch the rivalries build up
with the other schools.

“When [ was a young lad in
school. we used to have
spelling bees. After our own
school champion was
decided. we'd meet the cham-
pions from other schools. And
we used to have debating con-

tests along the same lines. |

They were a lot of fun. Now.
you don't hear of those things
any more.

He dropped the real bomb
when he pointed out that we
have no way of rating
teachers today.

And despite the fact
that $3,000 is still owed, last
June all their mutual sacrifice
and effort seemed more than
worthiit.

For on June 4, this quiet and
exceptionally well-liked young
man of 27 graduated from the
University of Virginia
medical school. Two weeks
later his parents' joy reached
another pinnacle as Bob
married Elizabeth Newton
Day, a lovely young blonde
from nearby Roxboro, N.C.

In another week Bob began
his work as an intern at
Roanoke Memorial Hospital,
-with the goal of becoming a
surgeon. By working over
Christmas and New Years, he
was able to obtain two weeks
leave in early January, when
he and Elizabeth took a
delayed honeymoon -- in New
Orleans.

In view of this ghastly
tragedy the Steagalls might
have followed the written
suggestion they received in
the mail from the American
Nazi Party: to hate all black
people, just as the Black
Muslims preach the hate of all
white people.

But the Steagalls have lost
their son and daughter - in -
law —~ not their senses. And
they recall with gratitude that
the first of hundreds of ex-
pressions of compassion from
all over the nation came from
a local black minister.

This writer is personally
acquainted with only a small
percentage of the nine million
subscribers to the newspapers
who publish this column. I am
unable, for example, to
respond personally to all the
mail -- even though I do read it
and I appreciate receiving any
and all comments, or
information.

[ can respond personally to
the appalling tragedy of the
senseless and brutal murder
of two of my readers in
Roanoke and Martinsville -
by continuing to expose and
oppose the race - hatred which
was responsible for their
untimely deaths, and church
funding of race - hating
groups.

The life 'of Elizabeth and
Robert Steagall together was
short.

WHEREAS. a three judge panel of the United States Court of Appeals for the
Sixth Cicuit has upheld the decision of the District Court on the premise
that local school districts are instrumentalities of the State and exist
merely for administrative convenience and has further declared that
local school district boundaries and autonomy may be ignored by the
Courts whenever the State has countenanced or abetted segregatory
acts limited to & single school district: and
WHEREAS. the Court of Appeals for the Sixth Circuit has held that suburban
school districts in the Detroit metropolitan ares may be included in a judicial
plan for reducing a racial imbalance in the Detroit public schools even in the
absence of discriminatory conduct, either de facto or de jure, on the part of
any of such subufban school districts: and
WHEREAS, the aforementioned rulings threaten the continued exist-
ence of local school districts, as has always been the practice in the
American educational systermn, and the tradition of locslly elected school
officisls determining educational policy and programs consistent with
the educational needs and financial resources of the commaunities which
they serve: and
WHEREAS. we do not believe that Boards of Education should be faulted for
residential patterns or the mobility of the races, nor should the public schoals
be used as a vehicle for racial balancing which will inevitably result in disrup-
tive consequences for the educational system and will not serve the best
interests of parents and chilgren, black and white
NOW.

Death Of Frisch Recalls
1934 World Series

Wil

The death of Frankie
Frisch, manager of the St.
Louis Cardinals and the
famous “Gas House Gang,"
during the past week brought
many memories to the
oldtime baseball fans of the
wildest and most hilarious
world series ever played.

It was back in 1934 when the
Tigers had won their first
pennant in 25 years and the
entire state was in a frenzy
after the long, dreary years of
the depression.

The celebration of the
pennant victory was as
nothing compared to the wild
scenes that followed before
Mickey Cochrane and the
Tigers lost the fall classic
against the '"Gas House
Gang' that included those two

colorfulcharacters, Dizzy and
Daffy Dean.

Along with them were Pep-
per Martin and Joe Medwick
who was ordered out of the
sixth game by Judge Kenesaw
Mountain Landis, then the
Commissioner of Baseball,
when he became the target for
the famous frun barrage that
has a promment place in
world series history.

The fun and excitement
started five minutes after the
Cardinals reached Tiger
Stadium (then Navin Field)
on the day before the series

opened.

Arriving at the ball park
just as the Tigers finishing
their practice, Dizzy Dean.
attired in cowboy boots and a
white cowboy hat. leaped over
the wall and headed for home
plate. Picking up a bat, he

yelled “‘throw me one,” and
then proceded to hit the ball
out of the park.

Rubbing his hands and
chuckling, he yelled, ‘“This
series will be easy’” as the
Tigers stood by in silent
dismay. But the best was yet
to come.

The Tigers wq n the thick
of the fight allthe ay and the
tenseness grew! with every
pitch in the sixtlf game. Then
toward late innings, Medwick
raced into third ibase, spikes
riding high, and jcrashed into
Marv Owen, the Tiger third
baseman. To the fans it looked
like a deliberate’ attempt at
bodily injury and they vent
their feelings in a volume of
boos that could be heard for
miles.

When the side was retired
and Medwick walked to his
place in left field the Fans
really let him have it -- not

only with yells and boos. They
made him the target of a fruit
barage that didn’t let up until
the Baseball Commissioner
ordered him from the game.
There never has been a case
like it in all baseball history.

Then came the final game
‘and one of Dizzy Dean's
greatest days. He had spent
several hours in Ford
Hospital the day before after
being hit on the head by a
pitch. After a hurried
examination he was
discharged and the Detroit
Free Press came on the
street with a big head
headline --

"*Dean’s Head Shows
Nothing.™

Ever since that day Dizzy
claims it was one of the worst
insults he ever received.

The other came when
Manager Frankie Frisch sent
the entire pitching staff to the
