Appeal In Fin

By MAURIE WALKER

Donald Alan Crenshaw,
now in Jackson Prison for
fhe shooting last May 31 of
Charles P. Finlan, has been
denied a petition for a
court-appointed attorney and

- furnishing of the trial tran-

script at public expense for
an appeal of his sentence.

He was convicted last Sep-
tember by a Wayne County
Circuit Court jury of ‘‘assault
with intent to do great bodily
harm less than the crime of
murder.” He had been tried
on a charge of ‘“‘assault with
intent to commit murder.”

On Nov. 8, Circuit Judge
Thomas J. Foley sentenced
Crenshaw to serve from six
years and eight months to 10
years. It was the maximum
permissible under the ver-
dict.

Finlan, who then lived at

2 Liquor Applications
h Pose Canton Problem

Like misers watching over
a hoard of gold.

That’s how Canton trustees
have been characterized as
they ponder two new appli-
cations for the last two Class
C (liquor-by-the-glass) licens-
es the township has to grant.

What makes it doubly diffi-
cult is that when those two
are gone, there won't be any
more to give out until anoth-
er U.S. census is taken in
1980.

Trustees are mindful that
between now and then, much
of Canton’s expansion is ex-
pected to occur. The pre-
dicted population  boom
should be accompanied with
a proportionate commercial
development and many of
those are apt to need liquor
licenses, they believe.

Center Launches
New Job Program

PLYMOUTH
The Plymouth business
community will instantly ex-
pand by five or six members
next month thanks to a
job-referral program planned
by the Plymouth Center for
Young People, called “‘Sum-
mer Workforce.”

The purpose of the pro-
gram is to create new jobs
for Plymouth-area young
people through organization
and promotion, according to
center director Dale Yagiela.
The plan calls for the estab-
lishment of several '‘com-
panies’ offering specific ser-
vices to members of the
community.

Tentatively planned are
groups trained for house
painting, furniture refinish-
ing, and possibly moving.
Two others, a car wash
“company’’ and the Young
Artists’ Gallery, are already
in operation.

The gallery is a small shop
in the front of the.center
building at 271 S. Main,
which will sell pottery, jew-
elry, paintings and other art
work produced in the cen-
ter's studio. The idea grew
out of a successful art show
held last December, accord-
ing to Yagiela. Tentative
plans are to open the shop
from 2 to 5 p.m. every Mon-
day through Thursday.

Each group will operate as
an autonomous enterprise,
doing its own planning,
scheduling and equipment
procuring, and working out a
method for sharing profits. A
small amount of each
group's proceeds will be
turned back into the center
to perpetuate and further d
velop the program. ‘

Approximately 20 persons
have already signed up for
the program, Yagiela said,
and when the first round of
recruiting is  completed
around May 30. each group
will begin a series of work-
shops aimed at training the
members in their special
field. One or two members of
each group, hopefully
well-versed in the company's
service, will serve as coor-
dinators.

The Rev. Carl Kaltreider,
innovative pastor of Antioch
Lutheran Church and Farm-
ington community leader,
will leave June 12 to pioneer
a new kind of ministry for
the Lutheran Church in
America.

Pastor Kaltreider. leaving
Farmington after 11 years at
Antioch. will undertake a
community ministry in the
brand-new planned city of
Rotunda West, Fla., 36 miles
south of Sarasota.

“It's an exciting move but
at this moment not really a
happy one,” the clergyman
said after announcing his
plans to his congregation.

“Farmington has been a
wonderful place to live.”

Pastor Kaltreider departs
as he completes a two-year
term as president of the
Farmington Clergy Fellow-
ship.

He has also served on the
board - of the Farmington
Area Advisory Council (Rap-
line) and on the Farmington
YMCA board.

He headed the substance

abuse committee that was
part of the Family Life Edu-
cation study later in-
corporated into the Farm-
ington school district curricu-
lum, and for several years
worked with Dr. Edwin
Blumberg in a sex education

program for junior high
schools.
Pastor Kaltreider’s new

ministry will be in an area
that now has 2,000 residents
and is expected to have up-
wards of 80,000 when its
carefully prepared devel-
opment is completed.

Sometimes described as
the ‘‘city of tomorrow.” it is
being developed by Cav-
anaugh Land Developers un-
der plans worked out under
the auspices of General Elec-
tric Corp.

“The city is being built in
the round. with business and
cultural centers in the
middle and housing planned
so that no one will live more
than a mile and a quarter
from a school and police and
fire station,”” Rev. Kaltreider
said.

“The idea is that, through
study and planning, the
things that cause crime and
blight are virtually elimi-
nated.”

Seven of the nation’s more

liberal theological schools
have joined in a campaign to
raise $42 million “‘to formu-
late plans and programs for
meeting ‘a crisis in values.”

Harvard, Yale, Vanderbilt,
Notre Dame, Chicago, Union
Seminary in Manhattan and
the Graduate Theological
Union in Berkeley. Calif. are
asking for the $42 million “'to
make theological education a
more influential force in the
moral structure of the na-
tion."

But the conservative and
influential inter-
denominational magazine
Christianity Today asks:
“What were these schools
doing when the crisis in val-
ues was developing?

“They had the chance to
provide proper spiritual lead-
ership for the country with
their numerous influential
graduates. and they blew it.”

One example cited by The
Magazine is far fetched -
the fact that *‘Death of God"
advocate Thomas Altizer is a
graduate of Chicago Divinity
School. As a former chan-
cellor of the University of

Chicago once put it, “All
alumni are dangerous.”
But it does make some-

thing of a point in noting that
“Colin Williams, dean of
Yale University Divinity
School, has said he considers
Buddhism to be as valid as
Christianity.”” And Christian-
ity today could have cited
Harvard divinity school’s
president Kristar Stendahl as
well. He has publicly af-
firmed his lack of belief in
anything beyond the grave.

It might also have cited
he impressive number of
candals and disruptions
which have gone on at Ber-
keley’s Graduate Theological
Union - a sort of continuing
crisis in values.

Here in this. the nation’s
first theological cooperative
(six . Protestant and three
Catholic seminaries), the

what she termed ‘“‘gross in-
accuracies’’ in their report-
ing this fact.

The current criticism of
many liberal seminaries is
by no means confined to con-
servative magazines.

There is the trenchant crit-
icism which appeared in the
liberal journal Christian Cen-
tury. written by former Yale
divinity school Prof. Browne
Barr. who is now pastor of
the First Congregational
Church of Berkeley. Writes
Dr. Barr:

e “Many schools origi-
nally established for the
training of ministers for local
congregations are strongly

influenced at all levels by

leaders who quite honestly
believe that it is a waste of
time to try to raise up lead-
ers for the church on the cor-
ner.”

e It is miraculous if the
vocational resolve of men al-
ready committted to the min-

istry survives a year in
many of our seminaries.”

e Many seminaries have
become ‘‘oytstanding centers

for the purely intellectual

disciplines and for the spe-.

cialized training of coun-’
selors, educators and profes-
sional scholars .. These
should be left to the univer-
sities whose embrace they
so eagerly seek ... | am sure
most churches would not be
troubled by the absence of
academic credentials, if the
minister possessed demon-
strable professional com-
petence.”

Dr. Barr contends that a
“drastic, radical reform of
education for the parish min-
istry is long overdue.”

Among other things he con-
tends that seminary profes-
sors who know next to noth-
ing about the parish church
and even refuses to join the
seminary community for
worship are like Christian
Science practitioners placed
in key positions in a medical
school.

He also pleads for instruc-
tion in Bible which is not de-
signed to produce professors
of Biblical arehaeology. but
parish clergy - with instruc-
tion by professors who spend
their sabbaticals in a local
church rather than deep in
esoteric study in Switzerland.

A men’'s convention was in
town and the girls raised the
then large sum of $150.

In the fall of 1924, the l-
brary board accepted the of-
fer of free quarters in the
village hall. By then, book
circulation had reached an
impressive 14.858 volumes
annually.

Fruit punch and cookies
were served at an open
house and Mrs. Clark be-
came the first custodian.

In May of 1926. the library
moved again, into remodeled
and larger quarters with a
private entrance on the south
side of village hall.

New shelves. tables and
chairs were provided and
Mrs. Weidman decided new
marquisette curtains were
needed. She and Mrs. Mur-
ray located a dressmaker to
sew them and. as a final
touch of elegance. had them
hemstitched.

Then came an exciting
day. Plymouth was asked to
entertain the Wavne County
library staff and board mem-
bers.

Plymouth’s first city man-
ager was a collector of
curios. He contribured a par-
ticularly large wasp’s nest to

grace the library shelves, .

along with other relics, much:
to the distress of the super-
visor and cutodian.

By now the city needed
more room for records and
office space so the library
board met to decide on a
new location.

Supt. of Schools George A.
Smith was firm in his belief
that the site should be the
Ralph J. Tuck furniture store
across from city hall. He
said that would put the li-
brary in the path of the
school and small children
would not have to cross the
street to reach the library.

So the library moved
again. The city bought new
linolewum and helped move
the books and furnishings.
The rooms were remodeled
from time to time but even-
tually were outgrown.

About this time, a new li-
brary board was appointed.
It consisted of Mayor Robert
Lidgard, Township Super-
visor Charles Rathburn, Berg
Moore representing the
Chamber of Commerce, Ber-
nice Weidman representing
the Woman's Club and
George Wilcox.

After Moore’s death, Cass
Hough was appointed to the
board.

The library’s move to its
present location was made in
February 1945. A lease was
signed but rumors kept
cropping up that the library
would be forced to move.

Everyone was delighted,

therefore, when the an-
nouncement came in Febru-
ary 1947, that Mrs. Bessie
Dunning and her daughter,
Margaret, had arranged to
purchase the property and
present it to the city for a
permanent library.

It was called the Dunning
Library in their honor.

“A good library i1s as es-
sential to a commumnty as a
gdod school,” the Plymouth
Mail editorialized.

To keep up with increased
use, the city of Plymouth ap-
propriated some $45,000 in
1953 for the first addition of
an overall plan for a com-
pletely new building.

By 1956, space was tight
again and the original build-
ing needed costly repair.

Byron Becker of Plymouth,
a partner in the Detroit ar-
chitectural firm of Wheeler
and Becker, submitted a pre-

liminary drawing for a
$100,000 front of colonial de-
sign, but chances of its con-
struction were remote.

A letter from the Edward
C. Hough and Mary Hough
Kimble Foundation offered to
finahce the project.

In gratitude, the library
was renamed in honor of its
original patrons and became
the Dunning-Hough Library.

The library still holds a
warm place in the Hough
family’'s heart. A surprise
$10,000 gift at the end of last
year ‘‘almost gave a heart
attack” to the present chief
librarian, Elizabeth Barn-
well.

It was used to set up an
audio visual department of
movies, film strips. record-
ings, casettes and topogra-
phical maps.

“1 had my fingers crossed
on spending the money for
those maps.’’ she chuckled.
1 was afraid they might not
be used and I'd be saying lat-
er: ‘Well, Barnwell, you
goofed.”

She hasn't had to say it.
The maps have been used so
much by patrons that she's
“Amazed.”

Last year circulation
reached 150,000 and ‘every
month since it's been ‘way
up from the same month last
year,"” said Miss Barnwell.

With all the building going
on in both Plymouth and
Canton Townships. she looks
for increasing library use.

“We don't get a lot of kids
with school assignments
here,” she remarked. "They
are people who like to read.
In the summer, circulation is
even busier sometimes than
in other months. We had all
time highs on three days last
July and August.”

Miss Barnwell is proud of
the library’s history and the
services it now offers and its
“upset’ because illness pre-
vented her from celebrating
the half-century anniversary
as she would have liked.

“I'll make up for it some-
time," she pledged.

*‘People ought to know that
we are a pioneer library in
the system and the great ser-
vice we are equipped to per-
form."

stroll, he kept his eyes open
for a tell-tale sign of the old
stands in Farmington.

No more. They've been

forced out.

1 couldn’t afford to have
the shoe shine chair in the
shop any more.” Bill, my Li-
vonia barber, said. “When I
had it. the young people (and
they are the ones who have
spending money these days)
would line up in the chairs.
awaiting a shine. Meanwhile
fellows who needed barber-
ing would look in, see a line-
up. and move on.

“That chair cost me a lot
of money. So 1 took it home
as a reminder of a by-gone
day.” -

With the passing of the old
stands from the streets and
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the barber shops, they also
are being forced out of their
last stand- the men’s rooms
in the various public places.

Asked the reason. the re-
sponse was quick.

“Not enough money in it --
even at today's prices.”

The young fellows of today
have turned to the more lucr-
ative job of washing cars.
They can wash a car in little
more time than it takes to
shine your shoes and get
three and four times the
money.

Barbers can't hire them
anymore because of the min-
imum wage scale is much
too high to make it a paying
proposition.

So. what has happened”

If vou want your shoes
shined today, you'll have to
find a shoe repair shop and
have the repairman ‘‘clean™
vour shoes -- for a fancier
price than a shine.

Either that, or travel to the
larger shopping centers--
where the shoe shine boys
are making their last stand.

So. another picturesque
character is passing from the
American scene.

New Approach To Writing
Proves Big Hit At Pioneer

PLYMOUTH
Not all kids step to the mu-
sic of a quarterback’s signals
or a cheerleader's cheers.
And the ones who don't may
feel left out in schools today.
‘many of which are heavily
sports oriented.

A step closer to a different
drummer has been taken at
Pioneer Middle School in
Plvmouth. through a creative
writing program in the Eng-
lish department.

~We offered this program
at the insistence of the stu-
dents.”” said Sally Hindert,
program chairman and Eng-
lish instructor. ‘‘The non-
sportsman  needed some
place to stand out, some area
to excel in. And we just we-
ren't offering it.”

The program. open to all
Pioneer students. was
planned in January to begin
the first of April and contin-
ue through Easter. It is. In
effect. a contest with awards
to be given for the best
works. :

The first two weeks of the
program were devoted to
creativity sessions.

Each English  section
(there are approximately 30
at Pioneer) met with a dif-
ferent _ instructor each day.
Each instructor offered some
sort of learning experience
that could be connected with
creative writing.

Categories included vocab-
ulary, plot, setting, symbol,

taste. smell, sight. sound.
and texture.

Students kept folders of
their learning experiences
| and at the end of their two-
week session went back to
their own English nstructor
to begin the actual writing.

At this point. each instruc-
tor handled the program his
own way. Basic categories
for all included: short sto-
ries. science fiction. humor.
mystery. tall tales. biogra-
phy. documentary. fiction.
non-fiction. play. essay. ar-
ticle and poetry.

There was a 1.000 word
maximum for all entries.
They had to be written with
correct spelling and punc-
tuation.

Students in each English
section voted on 10 selections
from their section to be
judged for awards.

A judging panel will con-
sist of one student (chosen
by students) from each sec-
tion. The panel will be super-
vised by Miss Hindert and
Mrs. Jill Potter. another
English instructor.

There will be first, second
and third place awards given
by grade for each category.
These awards will be an-
nounced over the public ad-
dress system and placed on
an honor certificate to be dis-
plaved in the school.

Two grand prize winners
will be selected for each

grade, one in the short story
category and one in the poet-
ry category. These prizes

will be awarded at
school's annual awards
sembly in June.

“There are always many
sports awards given at the
assembly.”” Miss Hindert
said. At least this is a start
toward a better balance.”

According to Miss Hindert,
the majority of students in
the program really enjoved
1t

the
as-

“Some of them submitted
as many as five or six selec-
tions each.™

But a couple of problems
did crop up. “In the creati-
vity sessions. it got to be dif-
ficult for some teachers
teaching the same lesson 30
times.”

Another area which par-
ticularly bothered Miss Hin-
dert was the break between
the creativity sessions and
the actual writing.

“Some students have short
memories. 1f thev undergo
an experience in optical illu-
sions during the two-week
session. it may be difficult
for them to bring that sensa-
tion back when thev begin to
write.”

But Miss Hindert is con-
fident the problems can be
worked out and hopes the
program will be continued
next yvear.

She also plans to make the
winning selections -available
for other students to read in
the school library.

All involved in the creative
writing program readilv ad-
mit it doesn’t vet equal op-
portunities offered in the
sports field.
