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Indy Wails Sound Like Broken Record

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A balanced program of camp 
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without regimentation. 
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The hue and cry that ac­
companied the running of 
th is  y e a r ’s Indianapolis 
500-mile race, calling for a 
revision of the rules and a 
possible rebuilding of the 
famed 2H mile oval, sounded 
like the playing of an old 
record with a new needle to 
old-timers who have followed 
th e se  g a so lin e  d e rb ie s  
through the years

Ever since 1911 when Ray 
Harroun. of Flint, won the 
first of these pulse - quick­
ening thrillers, there have 
been cries for a change- and 
many demands (o eliminate 
the event each time death 
stalks the track.

But if you ever had the op­
portunity to spend any time 
along '‘gasoline altey,” as 
the garage row at the track 
is called, you’d soon learn 
that this defying of the fates 
is part of the annual spec­
tacle.

As The Stroller sat in the 
comfort of his living room 
this year and looked at the 
smashups and explosions 
that took two lives, he 
couldn't help recalling his 
first assignment to the indv 
500.”

It was back in 1935 and he 
was all eyes and ^ars as he 
saw the track (then a brick 
oval) for the first time. 
There seemed to be some­
thing different about it -  yet 
he couldn’t put his mind on 
just what caused the feeling.

u  wasn't until one of the 
track officials took him for a 
ride (in a pleasure car) 
around the track that he re­
alized that the “Angel of 
Death ” was a constant vis­
itor and left her marks along 
the walls.

As we circled the track, 
The Stroller noticed white 
blotches here and there along 
the top of the wall. When he 
asked if there was any sig­
nificance to these spaces that 
stood out in the old gray 
wall, he was shocked at tlK 
answer.

‘‘Oh those,” our host said. 
‘‘They mark the spots where 
the unfortunate drivers have 
gone over the wall to their 
death.”

As we passed one after an­
other, our host reeled off the 
names of the drivers and the 
dates of their passing.

It seemed cold- but that 
was the way of things at the 
speedway.

It was down here that The 
Stroller experienced one of 
the most unforgettable mo­
ments along the sports trail.

On the afternoon before the 
1935 race, he was a guest at 
the drivers' meeting where 
old “Pop” Meyers, Uie sage 
of the famed bricks, was to 
discuss the rules.

Old Pop was a kind gent, 
well r e ^ ^ e d  amcmg these 
strange characters who toil 
in the garages and sit behind 
the wheels of the racing 
cars.

As the drivers gathered 
this day, they were asked to 
sit in a circle -  and old Pop 
moved to the center.

“I want to talk to you

today,” he began, “because 
we don’t know bow many of 
you will be here tomorrow. 
And bow many of yon will be 
missing depends on the num- 
ner in iriiich you observe the 
rules.”

It was the first inference 
that the “Angel of Death” 
would be hovering over ev­
ery inch of the track the next 
day.

The S troller'had attended 
many sports events, but this 
was the first time that pos­
sible death was even hinted.

He calls many of his 
young charges by name as 
they file by several times a 
day, and say s  he has 
watched many of them grow 
from kindergarten to junior 
high age.

Being a crossing guard 
also means serving as a sort 
of unofficial inform ation 
booth, Domblaser says. He 
keeps his car parked nearby, 
well stocked with maps and 
phone books for wayward 
strangers.

It also means making a lot 
of friends.

“People stop me all the 
time down town and say hel­
lo, or wave when they go by. 
I don’t know who most of 
them a re -1  just see the 
backs of their necks”

Kids aren’t much different 
now, Domblaser says, than 
they were when he was a boy 
walking to school in the 
Dutch settlement of Allen­
town. Pa. If anything, they 
just look different. .

“ I got my first pair of 
pants when I started school,” 
he recalls. “Up until that 
time I wore skirts with long 
black stockings. We had one 
boy in school who was still 
wearing his father’s cut-off 
pants when he graduated. 
They were cut off just below 
the knee but they got shorter 
as time went on. ’

Domblaser went to work in 
a machine shop after high 
school, although his real de­
sire was to go on to college. 
He dismissed the idea be­
cause his father, a $15 a 
week mill foreman, couldn’t 
afford it.

He didn’t tell his father 
when he found out about a 
scholarship sponsored by his 
state senator. Common la­
borers were earning about 
nine cents an hour, he re­
calls, when he skipped work 
for an entire day to take a 
competitive test.

He won the scholarship and 
left Allentown for Pennsylva­
nia State College, where he 
graduated in mechanical en­
gineering in 1909. The college 
had an enrollment that year 
of about 600.

'The rare college degree 
found Domblaser a number 
of jobs in at least half a doz­
en different cities before he 
came to Plymouth in 1948, 
while an employe of Bur­
roughs Ck>rp. He and his 
wife, Oma, whom he met in 
Ak:on, Ohio shortly after 
World War I, still live in the 
same house at 881 Simpson 
they bought that year.

Domblaser left Burroughs 
while in his mid 60s, but 
didn’t take well to retire­
ment. He answered a news­
paper ad for a job at Anchor 
Ckiupling Co. in Plymouth 
and at the spry age of 67 
went back to work for nearly 
five years as an engineer.

It was the same sort of 
spirit which prompted him to 
take the crossing guard post, 
a job which he says he en­
joys most because it gives 
him something to do without 
working full time. More than 
that, he has the opportunity 
to do something for others.

“The greatest pleasure in 
life is ^ in g  something for 
somebody else,” Domblaser 
says. “Sitting back in a rock­
ing chair when you retire is 
just no good.” He recalled 
the story of an old under­
taker who was informed that 
a long time friend had de­
cided to retire.

“Give him two years," the 
undertaker replied, “ and 
he’ll be mine."

Pastor Bersche answered a 
request to visit the church 
with a suggestion that sev­
eral in leadership positions 
join. So Burt Hendricks of Li­
vonia, Tom Sellers of Det­
roit, Harl Leach of Com­
merce Township and Art 
Ford of Southfield met to­
gether.

Pastor Bersche gave a 
brief explanation of how the 
church was founded. A Pres­
byterian minister. Dr. Albert 
B. Simpson, began holding 
evening prayer services in a 
New York City theater in the 
early 1890s. He had the feel­
ing that the word of Christ 
wasn’t getting to the man on 
the street.

“So many came to Christ 
through his ministry that 
eventually they said, 'Let’s 
have our own church,’” Pas­
tor Bersche explains.

Congregationalists, Meth­
odists, Presbyterians, Epis­
copalians -  ^1 gathered to 
preach with him, and this be­
came the Christian Alliance. 
For a while the Mission Al­
liance was separate, but 
when the two b^am e cum­
bersome to operate, they 
were joined.

Now there are 1,500 Chris­
tian and Mission Alliance 
churches in the United States 
and Canada. They support 
more than 1,000 missionaries 
in 36 countries. There are 10 
churches in the metropolitan 
Detroit area.

The undershepherds are so 
called, because • each one 
ministers to about 40 church 
families assigned to him. 
Deaconesses work with the 
u n d ershepherds to m eet 
needs of their assigned fami­
lies. Each home is visited at 
least once a year, many 
more often. The need may be 
anything from an emergency 
babysitter to a prayer ser­
vice.

Pastor Bersche says about 
the m em b ersh ip , “ This 
church is definitely not in- 
bred. It is a great cross-sec­
tion of various denomina­
tions.” 1

“The people were led here 
by the spirit of God. They 
didn't come here by acci­
dent,” Hendricks says in an­
swer to a question about the 
membership.

“Some churches are em­
pire builders. Here the em­
phasis is on Christ,” says 
Tom Sellers, whom the men 
refer to as the “philoso­
pher.”

As they continue talking 
about their faith. Pastor 
Bersche makes an observa­
tion: “ I t ’s a contagious 
thing. The presence of God in 
a person’s life makes that 
person a delight to be 
around. Enthusiasm comes 
from the Greek entheos -  to 
put God in you.”

The pastor continues, “In 
Christ they’ve found reality, 
it’s the person of Christ with­
in us th a t’s unique. We don’t 
say, ‘come to my church,’ 
but rather. “I ’d like you to 
know my Christ ,”

Leach picks up the conver­
sation: “ If a man be in 
Christ, he is a new creature. 
When this happens there is a 
natural attraction for each 
other...Our main basis is a 
literal acceptance of the

word. Northwest Church is 
four-square Gospel -- Jesus 
Christ Savior, Sanctifier, 
Healer and coming King.” 

Ford expresses his feel­
ings: “He lives with us. He 
is with us constantly in our 
homes, in our businesses, 
wherever we are He is there, 
a very real Person.”

Healing, as expressed by 
Leach, is part of the respon­
s ib ilitie s  of the u n d er­
shepherds. They do not want 
to have it cheapened, as fre­
quently happens when reli­
gious healing is mentioned. 
To a person, the men strong­
ly believe in healing through 
prayer.

Seller refers to the fifth 
chap ter of the book of 
Jam es: “ If any man is sick, 
let him call for the elders of 
the church”

“I t’s a low key thing,” 
says the pastor. “It’s not em­
phasized; it’s always done in 
a very quiet way.”

The The undershepherds 
recently prayed at the altar 
rail for a woman to be 
healed.

The pastor says. “We be­
lieve God has touched her 
body and the evidence of that 
touch will be seen.”

He explains the healing of 
the soul by salvation as all - 
important, and the healing of 
the body, he adds, “ is like a 
fringe benefit.”

Ford was concerned that 
not enough of the emphasis 
in the conversation had been 
placed on prayer.

“Good point," said Pastor

Bersche. “The major part of 
our lives and the major part 
of our ministry is prayer.

“We encourage our people 
to have prayer partners. 
They share with one another 
th t things Mliich God is 
teaching them. They pray for 
th e ir h u rts  -  everybody 
hurts someplace.”

Ford added, “This prayer 
life has to extend to our 
work. When there’s a prob­
lem, the answers are there 
afterwards. This is some­
times surprising to me.”

The congregation will 
mark the seventh anniver­
sary of the completion of the

“The largest response I’ve 
ever gotten,” the syndicated 
columnist told this writer, 
“ is from the column I did on 
the Episcopal Book of Com­
mon FTayer.”

In this column, Kilpatrick 
conceded that just how the 
Episcopalians worship is su­
rely their own business -  al­
though, he observed, their 
Book of Common Prayer “ is 
part of the common inher­
itance of literate men. ’

Noting the current Episco­
pal experimentations with a 
series of vastly revised li­
turgies called “The Green 
Book,’’ be summarized this 
effort as the work of “a com­
mittee of earnest butchers 
...the work of men with tin 
ears; good clerics but bad 
poets.”

The political columnist 
cited as an example the tin­
kering with the General Conr 
fession, so that the classic 
beauty of “We have erred 
and strayed from Thy ways 
like lost sheep . . . ” b la m e s  
w h a t he  t e r m s  “ th e  
store-bought piety” of: “We 
have not loved you with all 
our hearts.”

Kilpatrick also zeroes in on 
t h e  s i m p l i s t i c ,  
c h a n g e - fo r -c h a n g e -s a k e  
methodology wherein the 
Lord’s Prayer’s reference to 
“this day our daily bread” 
becomes “today our daily 
b read .”

This best known of all 
prayers is further altered to 
what Kilpatrick regards as a 
“disaster,” -  with “Lead us 
not into temptation” excised 
in favor of an even more 
misleading phraseology than 
this unfortunate suggestion 
that God is a tempter.

“Do not put us to the test,” 
is the proposed form, which 
evokes from  K ilpatrick : 
“What do the words mean?

Why shouldn’t we be b ro u ^ t 
to a test? Most of us rather 
like to be tested.”

Were It not for the tyranny 
of space limitations in a 
Aewspaper column, Kilpatr­
ick could have gone on at 
considerable length.

There is, for example, the 
service of the consecration of 
a bishop. What should be the 
solemnity of the appointing 
(rf a purported successor of 
the 12 Apostles is shattered 
midway, by the ceremonial 
directive that the congrega­
tion shout, all together, as if 
a chm is line of nincom­
poops:

"HE IS WORTHY! HE IS 
WOR'THY! HE IS WOR­
THY!”

Presumably he is, although 
some theologians note that 
nobody is worthy in God’s 
sight. But why does this have 
to be howled?

Few if any Episcopalians 
will contend th a t th e ir 
Prayer Book is not in need of 
some change.

tism, for example, suggests 
that unbaptized children are 
not children of God. And one 
prayer in the holy commu­
nion service (“That we may 
eat his flesh and drink his 
blood” ) has long been de­
scribed by some skeptical 
youth as “Swallow the Lead­
e r.”

The otherwise beautiful or­
der for holy matrimony still 
contains that reference to 
“the dreadful day of judg­
ment, when the secrets of all 
hearts shall be disclosed,” 
while the communion service 
prays to God “unto whom all 
hearts are open, all desires 
known, and from whom no 
secrets are hid.

The vastly revised propos­
als of the denomination’s 
standing liturgical commis­
sion, however, have proven 
repugnant to many. Some 
outraged Episcopalians have 
reportedly raided church 

, pews at night and shipped 
crates full of the hated 
“Green Book” to national 
headquarters in New York.

Others have joined a new 
o rg an iza tio n  c a lled  the 
SPBCP. The Society For The 
Preservation of the Book of 
Common Prayer (Box 12206. 
Ackley Station, Nashville, 
Tenn., 37212) has grown, in 
just the one year since it was 
founded, from 12 people to 
more than 17,000. It now has 
an office with five rooms and 
seven employes.

Dr. Walter Sullivan, one of 
three Vanderbilt University 
English professors who were 
among SPBCP’s 12 founders, 
is by no means awed by the 
E p iscopal e s tab lish m en t 
power structure - or afraid to 
do battle for his cause.

The issue will come up 
when the denom ination’s 
highest governing body, (Gen­
eral Convention, meets this 
October in Louisville, and 
Bishop Hines discovers that 
SPBCip is unwilling either to 
shut up or to get out.

I do favor the safety mil­
lage issue; however, I would 
like to see the involved local 
units of government partici­
pate in this area.

Regarding construaion of 
further h i ^  schools in the 
Educational Park, I feel that 
I need more information con­
cerning the effect that hav­
ing so many students clus­
tered together will produce. 
In any case, construction of 
another high school within 
the educational park will not 
eliminate the need for addi­
tional high school construc­
tion outside of the park if the 
area continues to grow as 
presently planned.

I should like to continue 
both the modular and or 
traditional scheduling sys­
tems within the high school. 
Modular scheduling. I think, 
has so much to offer the stu­
dent preparing for a college

program in which indepen­
dent study is important. The 
availability of traditional 
scheduling however, is im­
portant for those students 
who either because of lack of 
maturity or lack of academic 
interest are not capable of 
functioning in the modular 
program. I do think that 
greater emphasis on indepen­
dent activity in the elemen­
tary school would make ac­
ceptance of a modular con­
cept easier when a student 
reaches high school.

In regard to the last ques­
tion concerning alternates to 
school building, my views 
are as follows:

Ideally the rate of growth 
of the community should be 
such that building could pro­
ceed at a rate that could be 
comfortably funded by the 
growing e lec to ra te . This 
would obviate the need for 
any of the alternatives to 
building. Should the growth 
rate exceed the building ca­
pability of the district, 1 feel 
that the use of the satellite 
school system and split ses­
sions within the elementary 
years would accommodate 
this growth and do it with 
the greatest economy and 
least destructive influence on 
education. For example, split 
sessions do have the poten­
tial for maintaining or reduc­
ing class size.

I feel that while the ex­
tended school year may have 
considerab le  educational 
merit, this is not an easily 
adopted program (three year 
lag time) and should not be 
considered as a real alterna­
tive to building.

We must offer options within 
the schools so that each 
child, according to his style 
of learning, can be guided to 
the type of educational pro­
gram (Structured, modular, 
traditional, open, etc, i that 
the child needs and will in­
sure his success.

I promise a very close 
scrutiny of the budget so that 
our tax dollars are spent to 
give each one of our children 
a superior education.

I do not support the safety 
millage. We all pay taxes to 
our city and township gov­
ernments, as well as the 
state and county, to insure 
the public health and safety. 
We must demand from these 
units of government the ser­
vices we pay them to provide 
so that we can spend educa­
tion dollars on education.

We u rg en tly  need to 
re-examine our concept of 
the educational park. We 
must find a way to utilize the 
advantages of bigness (by 
providing excellent facilities 
for vocational, scientific and 
physical education) but at 
the same time provide a 
small school atmosphere, the 
advantages of which are a 
personal closeness between 
students and faculty, op­
portunity for participation in 
a broad variety of activities, 
and closeness within the stu­
dent body. We must find a 
way to achieve this.

Parents and students must 
be offered options in types of 
educational programs to suit 
the individual child. We must 
keep the options of tradition­
al and modular open and pro­
vide for even more individ­
ualized styles of learning.

We must build the schools 
tha t we need. However, 
whether or not the bond issue 
fails, we must continue our 
exploration of the extended 
school year. Its economic ad­
vantages look promising, and 
its educational advantages 
look outstanding.

How­
ever, it should be noted that 
the citizenry, in general, 
does not particularly want to 
pay more taxes and it should 
come as no surprise if the in­
crease in operating millage 
is defeated. But. if the elec­
torate realized the impor­
tance and need of this addi­
tional nullage, I am sure 
they would vote in favor of 
it.

In regards to the bonding 
proposal, we should take a 
close look at what kind of 
third high school we are go­
ing to build. Specifically, do 
we need another sports and 
band program? Are two high 
schools sufficient to meet the 
needs in these areas? I ques­
tion whether we do need 
these and perhaps we should 
only build classrooms and 
design programs to further 
improve the curriculum, and 
then construct the high 
school in the Centennial Park 
accordingly. This would go 
along with the college-like at­
mosphere the educational 
park concept was conceived 
and implemented for in our 
school system. A similar out­
look at our safety millage 
proposal would, also, be of 
benWit so that the tajjpayers’

money gains the maximum 
utilization that should result 
from it.

Most everyone recognizes 
the fact that the monies 
being asked for schools this 
election a re  despera te ly  
needed. F ortunately , we 
have been able to see how 
some mistakes are made in 
connection with larger school 
districts which we will be in 
the near future. As an al­
ternative to building in the 
years to come or if a bond is­
sue was defeated, I would fa­
vor an extended school year. 
Schools are supposed to be a 
place of learning and I ’m for 
learning all year round.

Controversy has arisen 
over wiiat type of teaching 
system will be used in the 
classroom: traditional or 
modular.

Yes - General oper­
ating costs for schools have 
increased just as they have 
for individual homeowners.

school day. The large num­
bers of students at the Cen­
tennial Park causes an im­
personal atmosphere where 
administration has lost con­
trol of the situation and 
c re a te d  an a tm o sp h ere  
where many students feel 
they are a number with no 
individuality.

I favor separate programs 
for each high school regard­
ing sports, band programs 
and extra curricular activi­
ties. The split should be care­
fully planned well in advance 
and gradually implemented 
so that we maintain pro­
grams of high quality such 
as our present band repre­
sents.

5. Do you favor keeping 
both the modular and tradi­
tional scheduling systems? 
Yes, under the following con­
ditions:

• Both programs offer equal 
quality and opportunity.

• Observation of the stu­
dent’s behavior and record, 
sixth grade through eighth 
grade in order to decide 
which program would best fit 
the s tu ^ n t’s needs.

• Program selection made 
by parents along with strong 
counselor recommendations.

• Personal interviews be­
tween parents and students 
and counselors be mandatory 
before entering ninth grade 
and at the beginning of the 
sophomore year. If the par­
ent cannot attend or is not 
interested, program selection 
for the student would be 
made by the counselor after 
an interview with the student 
and a review of past behav­
ior and performance.

• Re-implement the struc­
tured modular program for 
those students who need 
close supervision but do not 
fit into traditional scheduling 
because of special interests 
or students on modular who 
find they cannot handle their 
free time.

• Attendance procedures 
for every class be recorded 
daily so the attendance office 
has a record of where stu­
dents are at all times, who is 
attending class and who is 
not.

6. What alternatives to 
school building do you favor?

The ideal situation is build­
ing the schools necessary for 
our growing population and 
at the same time being care­
ful we do not over build. 
There is a study presently 
being d(xie in Northville to 
determine what, if any, cost 
savings or advantages there 
are for year round school. If 
the ond issue and future bond 
issues fail, the school board 
will be forced to choose the 
best of alternate plans or a 
combination of them such as 
split sessions and extended 
school year. Renting extra 
class space in the community 
such as churches and pulic 
buildings or renting class­
room ^ c e  from neighboring 
communities is also a possi­

I favor the building bond 
issue ~ our studies have 
shown that even if the most 
drastic action were taken to 
increase building use we 
would still need the rooms 
that are proposed in this 
bond issue. I believe we 
should do a study of the max­
imum population that can be 
expected in the district and 
begin to plan now to locate 
buildings and increase use so 
we will not over build or bad­
ly mislocate our buildings.

I favor the operating mil­
lage proposal -  increasing 
costs are hitting schools, too; 
however, I will not vote to 
levy any portion of the mil­
lage which is not absolutely 
essential for support of the 
program. I believe a more 
careful accounting system 
can help us get more from 
the funds we now spend.

I believe separating the sa­
fety millage from regular op­
erating millage is an ex­
cellent idea. Thus it will de­
pend on the citizen’s willing­
ness to pay for safety and 
will not come from the 
educational program. I per­
sonally favor the issue since

municipal governments have 
not providkl adequately for 
these needs.

In regard to building more 
high schools on the (Centen­
nial Park site, 1 have been 
urging a citizens study of this 
issue for two years, I do not 
feel we should make deci­
sions almost by default that 
lock this community into a 
position for 50 years without 
study and broad citizen in­
put. No one knows what the 
pros and cons of this issue all 
are or what the people want.

1 am in favor of continuing 
both the modular and the 
traditional schedules and in 
being sure that a great 
e n o u ^  variety of courses 
are offered on the traditional 
schedule to make this a real 
option for student and par­
ents. We should provide for 
some students to have a 
combined schedule in both 
programs.

The variable starting and 
closing times in the high 
school is, in my judgment, 
the least disruptive option for 
increasing building use; how­
ever, 1 also feel we should 
plan to make available a 
year round school program 
for those parents who would 
volunteer to have their chil­
dren on it to determine its ef­
fectiveness and acceptability. 
The decision to " test” the 
satellite school idea has al­
ready been made and the 
current bond issue will per­
mit trying this plan, if ap­
proved.

The Plymouth schools face 
some difficult days ahead. 
Growing numbers of students 
with no guarantee of an in­
crease in tax base will force 
higher taxes or less money 
for education. The biggest 
challenge to the board of 
education will be to try to ac­
commodate the increasing 
numbers without losing the 
quality education which has 
been a Plymouth tradition.
