ach upset, constipation, poi-
soning, burns and cuts.

Some of her advice fol-
lows:

FEVER - Take aspirm no
oftener than every four hours
and for no more than 24

hours. If it causes stomach products on the market. Ose

NAUSEA - Try to find out
the cause. If there's a lot of

stomach pain, it may be food
poisoning. Try warm water
with salt or baking soda ( up
to three or four cups for an
adult or two cups for a child)
to induce vomiting, but try
this just once. For heartburn,
try crackers or dry bread.

"Don't get into the habit of
drinking baking soda and wa-
ter," Mrs. Roeber said, "and

I don't advise using the gro-
cery store heartburn re-
media. We don't know what

they can do."

it with diet and by drinking
plenty of water Don't get
worried about it.

POISONING - There are

two general kinds of poison-
ing, and both need emer-
geney treatment.

In the case of swallwing
of pills or other medication,
or a soapy product, try to in-
duce vomiting.

If the substance swallowed

is a household product or
caustic solution, do Nur in-
duce vomiting, d it can do
damage coming up as well
as going down. Give milk,
bread, cornstarch or vinegar
to neutralize.

In both cases, get the vic-
tim quickly to the hospital
andtake along the bottle that
contained the substance

swallowed.
