Unification Stu

dy Could Start

With Consolidation Advisory

Should the Plymouth Township Board study the
possibility of unifying with the City of Plymouth?

That, according to two township officials, is the
real meaning of the consolidation advisory question
which will be on the ballot of the Sept. 4 special
election.

According to Supervisor J.D. McLaren and
Treasurer Elizabeth Holmes, a “yes” vote on the
consolidation advisory question would mean that the
township officials then study the options of unifica-
tion with the city.

Technically, there are two forms of unification.

Consolidation is the formation of a new munici-
pality from two or more existing governments. A
new city charter is written.

Annexation is the attaching of all or part of one
governmental unit (usually a township) to another
(usually a city). The city’s charter and officers are
unchanged, and its boundaries are extended. The

(govemmental unit that is annexed ceases to exist.

The township hoard used the term *‘‘consoli-
dation™ in its advisory question.

“We shied away from the word ‘annexation,’
McLaren said.

** ‘Annexation’ isn’t a popular word around
here,”” Mrs. Holmes said.

What the township board was trying to deter-
mine by putting the question on the ballot, McLaren
said, is ‘“how the people in the township feel about a
merger of some form with Plymouth.”

“If the advisory question shows there is great feel-
ing for some sort of different kind of government,
then we’'ll look into it,”” Mrs. Holmes said.

In that case, McLaren added, ‘“We’re going to
have to sit down as a group to determine what'’s

best for the township and look strongly at some
form of cooperation with the city.

“We have to look at what the election telis us,”

he said.

In addition to the consolidation advisory ques-
tion, there will be three other items on the Sept. 4
Plymouth Township election.

- The first will be a referendum on extending the
Byron Creek sewer into the western portion of the

township.

A petition drive on that issue forced the election.
The second will be on whether the township
should purchase the Hilltop Golf Course for $390,000.

Township officials have said the purchase would
not cost the taxpayers more money. The cost, they
said, would be paid from federally shared revenue

and other sources.

Also on the ballot will be an advisory question
on whether township residents are satisfied with
their present local law enforcement.

C&O Freight House Finds Savior

The Chesapeake and Ohio
freight house in Old Village
will become the office of a
Southfield architect after it
has been moved across the
tracks and across Stark-
weather St. to a new site.

The way for the move was
cleared this week when the
city fathers agreed to sell the
land necessary for the move
to Robert W. Stine. The new
site is immediately north and
east of the C&O tracks. The
building will only have to be
moved a few hundred feet.
The Plymouth City Commis-
sion voted 6-0 to sell the land
to Stine for $11,500.

The sale of the land came
Monday; Tuesday, the city’s
building appeals board gave
tentative approval to Stine to
move the structure, which
Stine intends to preserve as
close to the original as pos-
sible.

Stine expects to move the
building, whose construction
date is lost in history, some-
time in the next few weeks.
The building was erected be-
fore 1900 according to car-
vings inside the sturdy struc-
ture.

All of this is part of a
series of events that began
several months ago. The
freight house was used as a
temporary arts center when
the Michigan Artrain visited
Plymouth in April and May
last year.

At that point the local Arts
Council had ‘urged that the
freight house be saved from
the planned razing by the
The fate of the freight
house was further com-
plicated by the Golden Spike
restaurant, planned on the
site by Calvin Boles.

There they met Mayor

James McKeon who talked
Stine into looking at the
freight house.

“I hope to maintain the
character of the building as
much as possible, and still
make it fireproof and able to
meet city codes,’” Stine said.

Stine said he had a rever-
ence for old buildings and
has been a member of two
groups working to preserve
them: one, a committee of
the Detroit chapter of the
American Institute of Archi-
tects (AIA) and the other a
national group known as the
National Trust for Historic
Preservation, in Washington,
D.C.

“We want to save the
building and I know that it
means something to the
people of Plymouth,” Stine
noted.

He said that generally
there are three types of his-
toric buildings: those that
are an architectural gem,
those that have historical
value to a community, and
those that are rare or
unique.

“The freight house is his-
toric because it is rare. It is
not necessarily a beautiful
design although there are

some good details,”” Stine
said.
Stine outlined basically

what would happen to the
building.

The building rests on piles
and is well constructed since
it had to hold heavy freight.
Just how the building will be
put on moving skids is not
yet determined.

The exterior features of the
building, including the siding,
will be maintained, although
it will be painted a color oth-
er than white.

The platform on the side of
the building will be moved as
well. The openings, including
four big doors and two small-
er doors, and windows, will
be maintained. although
some of them will be closed
with glass or some other ma-
terial.

Inside, the building must
be insulated. ‘‘However, we
have the building appeals
board’s permission to keep
the exposed beams. The
changes will be kept to a
minimum,”’ Stine said.

The heavy floor will be
saved and should straighten
out when reinstalled, Stine
noted. Most likely the build-
ing will have to be moved to
the new site and a foundation
constructed underneath be-
cause the building will not be
“true,” due to its age.

Stine also hopes to get in-

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Library

Funding
Boosted

Local libraries will get a
whopping increase in state
appropriations this year,
equivalent to six times the
amount they received last
year.

The Dept. of Education's
appropriations bill contains a
provision giving libraries 30
cents per capita this year
compared to five cents last
year.

The provision was over-
whelmingly supported by
Sens. William Faust
(D-Westland), Carl Pursell
(R-Plymouth), Daniel Cooper'
(D-Oak Park) and David
Plawecki’ (D-Dearborn
Heights) as well as Reps.
John Markes (D-Westland),
John Bennett (D-Redford
Township), Raymond Baker
(R-Farmington), -~ Thomas
Brown (D-Westland), Wil-
liam Keith (D-Garden City),
R. Robert Geake
(R-Northville), Joseph For-
bes (D-Oak Park).

The increased apprepria-
tions was influenced by a bill
sponsored by Markes to give
libraries a larger income and
guarantee that it will be con-
tinued at a higher level.

“The existence of my bill
got more money for libraries

Dept. of Education bill, and
Markes was assured by Sen-
ate leaders that his bill will
be reported out of the appro-
priations committee in the
fall, he said. Markes’ bill will
guarantee that the increase
in library support will be
continuous.

‘“The whole goal in increas-

ing money to libraries is to
open the doors to libraries
and let people make use of
improved services,”” Markes
said.
- “It covers libraries all
over the state,” he added
“Some of them are in dire
need.”

Libraries will receive
$2.2 million more from the
state than last year, under
the provision for a total allo-
cation of $4.3 million.

The bill also provides that
library systems will get an
increase of five cents per ca-
pita over what they received
last year, Markes said. It
would mean that most will
receive 25 cents per capita.

Full color was introduced to
animated cartoons with *‘Flo-
wers and Trees™ in 1932.
Disney technicians devel-
oped the Multiplane Camera
in 1937. This unique camera
gave ammatxon ~a three-

Fantasound. a
form of stereophonic sound,
was first heard in “Fan-
tasia” in 1940.

The year 1942 saw 95 per
cent of the studio’s staff en-
gaged in making military
training films and designing
insignias for the armed
forces.

The combination of live ac-
tion and cartoon characters
in full color came into exis-
tence in 1943 with ‘“‘The
Three Caballeros.”” and the
natural science series was in-
troduced with *‘Seal Island™
in 1949.

In the end, Pursell hopes
that a county official with re-
sponsibility for administering
the county will drive a wedge

into the county bureaucracy.

It’s a viable alternative to
county home rule which has
been defeated in Wayne
County several times be-
cause of fear of changing the
tax structure.

Pursell’s bill doesn’t affect
the tax structure and simply
enables counties to change
their administrative struc-
ture.

“It is a very specific pro-
posal which will be. more
easily identifiable for the av-
erage citizen,’’ Pursell said.

The closest the bill came
to a partisan struggle was a
House amendment to make
election of a county execu-

tive in a presidential election
year rather than during the
gubernatorial election year,
as Pursell proposed. The
Democratic House passed
this amendment because
Democrats generally do bet-
ter during the presidential
elections.

The bill is the first
reform by the state legisla-
ture in 100 years, Pursell
said. Another major reform
which initiated election of
county commissioners was a
court decision, he said.
