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Recreation Authority
Abandoned By City

On the advice of its city
ntaiger, the Plymouth aty
Cbmmission voted 4-3 Mon-
€hy to abandon its pledge to
the area-wide recreation au-
thority.

After more than three
1*,urS of debate with mem-
ben of the recreation author-
ity board, the conEnission
voted against signing the au-
thority agreement as it has
since April.

Opposed to joining were
Beverly McAninch, James
McKeon. Norbert Batter-
mam and Harold Guenther.
In favor were Ernie Henry,
William Silvis and Robert
Sincock.

It also voted, in an accom-
pinying remltig to dliect
aty Mana„er Fred Yockey
to "pursue coorination of
the recreation programs
the four governmental units
which had pledged support to
the Plymotih - Canton Rec-
reation Atihority.

The other three units had
•igned the authority agree-
ment in April andlast month
allocated fu™ls to the author-
ity's first-year budget on a
per capita basis.

They were expecting the
city commission to iron out
its disagreement with a dis-
solution dause in the agree-
ment and join up.

Originally the city commis-
sion had approvedthe agree-
ment. Bt when Plymouth
Township added the dis-
solution dause, commission-
ers said it made the aglte-
ment too loose and since then
hid refuled to commit the
C*y.

Yockey issued a report to
the commission last week

recommending that the city
not participate in the author-

ity for several rczms
Among those reasons are:
• "By panicipating in the

recreation althority, the city
will be aiding the townships
to provide recreational pro-
grams for their residents,
which will only delay co,Soli-
dation or unification-"

• The authority would
mean a "mibstantial cost in-
crease" to the city with "far
fewer services."

• The city would lose its
present autonomy because
control of the recreation au-
thority would be vested in a
nine-member board

• The authority would con-
cern itself more with devel-
oping recreation programs in
the outlying townships where
there are currently limited
recreation programs, and not
to the city.

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1. What will bi some of the

important features at The
Lutheran Retirement
Center?

Among the most important
features of life at The Center
Will be freedom from

homeowner responsibilities,
well balanced meals, special
dietary services, constant
attention to health needs, a
balance between privacy and
companionship, and an inde-
pendent form of living with
assured security. Residents
will be free to come and go
as they choose, to entertain
guests and relatives, to par-
ticipate in the varied activities
available and to help plan
those activities. in fact, resi-
dents will be expected to live
there as they wguld in the
homes from which they come
with complete freedom and
privacy.

2. Who will be eligible?
Persons who are 65 years of
age or older are eligible.

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State Lumber Shortage Prompts Change In U se
A shortage of lumber for

buiking in Michigan? When
nearly half the state is for-
ests?

Yes.

Th lumber used to con-
struct homes and other build
inB is cd mainly from soft-
woods such as pine and
douglas ar. But softwoods
yield only about 11 per cent
4 Michigm's =w logs and
veneer. explains Henry Hu-
ber, Mici,gan State Univer-
sity extension forestry mar-
keting specialist

Michigan forests aremost-
ly hardwoods such as aspen,
oak and maple. Hardwoods
are used for fltrniture, wood

en shipping pallets, pulp and
paper.

Except for oak and maple
Med in flooring, hard•mods
are difficult to use in con-
struction. Softwoods cost less
and are much easier to
handle than hardwoods.

A Michigim State Univer-
sity study projects that about
83 per cent of the plywood
and veneer u,ed in the next
few decades will be soft-
woods.

Also, much of Michigan's
timber isn't available to be

harvested, Huber says. Land-
owners don't want to sell the
timber, or the lots are so
small the trees can't be eco-

nomically harvested
*'Unless the wood iS ex-

tremely valuable, such as
walnut, most loggers won't
consider ctting a smatllot."

Does this mean that the
forestry incentives program
of the recent federal "Agri-
culture and Consumer Pro
tection Act of 1973" won't af-

feet Michigan's timber in-
dustry ?

The forestry incentives
program is designed prima-
rily to increase the U.S. sup
ply of softwoo€Is, but it can

also improve Michigan's
hardwood indt=try, Huber
says.

"Michigm can take better
advantage of its forest re-
sources by improving forest-
ry production and manage-
ment practices and increas-
ing the mpply of high grade
hardwoods."

Some wooded areas should
be thinned, md certab vart-
etta may be fertilized for
faster growth. Mechanical
pruning aim boosts tree q=1-
ity, although the process is
costly.

In some areas of the na-
tion, there is a trend toward
"completely integrated wood
complexes." One factory
uses the entire tree, produc-
ing plywood and veneer,
bark mulch, two-by-fours. pa-
per pulp and sawdust for
particle board, Huber ex-
plains.

To lower timber and wood

products prices. expand the
wood products indlmtry and
meet glowing deman, MSU
extension foreiry specialigts
havebeen conducting demon-
stration projects for pallet
and furniture manufactultrs.

The projects suggest alter-
nate methods for both the

pallet and furniture in-
dustries.

For pallet ma=lacturers:
In every ill heard feet of
lumber et at pallet 0-s,
there maybe hm live to 15
feet of high.quality Imal-
ture-type lumber, Hober
sa„. Usually, this

highquality wood is med
along with other wood to
build panelm.

The extension demonstra-

tions show that pallet manu-
facturers may be able to sep·
arate this higher-quality lum-
ber and sell it for a higier
price to furniture manufac-

turers. At the furniture plmt,
the 1,]mber produced at pal-
let plants has yielded as
much as O per cent furni-
ture wood, compared to the
Imal 50 per cet.

(Huber points out that
more accurate statistics will
be available when his study
is completed)

Huber says that although
the operation is complex ("if
it wereng pallet manufac-
turerswouldhavebeendoing
it long ago"), it may be prof-
itable and practical.

Pallet mantiacturers

would need few equipment
changes to produce furni-
ture-stock wood. The only
real difference would be that
pallet Inanufacturers don't
usually separate wood spe-
cia and sizes. Pallet plants
would have to sepante spe-
cies, such as hard maple
from oak, for the furniture
industry.

Huber encourages the fur-
niture indlatry to me more
01 the wood they buy and to
buy mon Jower-grade turn-
ben because more of it is
available.

Incidentally, there are al-
ways some gardeners who
wonder about the relation-
ship of daffodik and nar-
cissus. R's just a matter of
terminology. Some people

' call them all narcisms and
lothers call them all daffodils.
Seme experts prefer to use
the term daffodils for the
large varieties with long
trumpet blooms and call the
small flower ed kinds nar-
Cissus.

There are all sorts of van-
ations in size and form.
There are kinds with a single
large flower per stalk and
kinds with a cluster of small
Bowers at the top of each
stalk. There are kinds that
are known as long trumpet
daffodils and kinds that are
known as nat cops.

There are even little min-
iatures that copy the forms
of the large kinds, but on a
much reduced scale. The tall
kinds can be over a foot in
height. The miniatures are
under six inches with flowers
about aninchindiameter.

Daffodils are especially
loved for their cheerful sun-
ny shades of yellow. Some of
these are combined with

touches of orange. Thece are
also gleaming whites
trimmed with scarlet or
bright yellow, and there are
even a few new devel-
opments in delicate shades of
pink or peach.

LIT, the second largest private college in
the state, is healthy and growing on the 10
Mile - Northwwtern triangle, a few miles
south of where the hilly lake region of Oak-
land County begins.

With a 1973-74 operating budget of $3 mil-
lion and an anticipated enrollment of 4,000
students, LIT msts on a solid financial
base. Careful nanagement of resources and
the use of facilities on a day-and-night basis
enables the college toplan forahealthy fu-
ture.

aasses are im se.dom every weekday
from S a.m. to 11 p.m„ and so the college
operates in the black. UT hasn't any debts
•her th- long term nmacing of the $2.5
million science bulldlng.

The college receives enthusiastic financial
support of industry and alumni. Major cor-
porations, recognizing the need for well
trained petson-, make substantial contri-
btions to LIT.

LIT ranks fifth among U.S. colleges as a
supplier of management and technical per-
sonnel to two of three major auto com-
panies. Employers give tuition assistance to
more than 50 per cent of the students.

Students in day and evening classes study
for degrees in five schools: engineering, ar-
chitecture, arts and science, industrial man-
agement and the teclmical institute.

Feder,1 government manpower experts
mticipate the outtook for jobs in the field of
eggineeri•g is best among all career occu-
pltions, says William C. Burke, director of
student services and placement at LIT.

' 'Many potential engineering students
have been unduly influenced by the dem'ess-
ing news of unemployment in the aerospace
industry," he says.

"The Engineering Manpower Commission
forecasts an average annual demand for
48,000 new engineers and a decline of bach-
elor's degrees in engineering to 31,000 in all
U.S. colleges by 1975."

Engineering graduates in 1972 received
the highest starting salaries, says Burke,
and the demand for electrical, mechanical
and industrial engineers is gmwing rapidly.

"There are an unusually large number of
engineering and architectural firms in the
Detroit metropolitan area," says Buell,
"and the demand is great."

Enrollment peaked to 4,566 in 1968 and
1969, says Buell, but he doesn't feel the
draft had a more significant effect than oth-

er factors. About 1,000 veterans enrolled
last year.

Last year, 126 women attended LIT. Buell
attribtes the increase in female enir,!Iment
to the Equal Oppon,mity Act and the need
to hire women in ind,stry.

The college provides 60 scholarships and
400-500 students are on state tuition grants.
Also available are loan programs, federal
basic opportimity grants, and industrial
scholarships. Employers of students pay a
total of $1 million in tuition fees.

"Alumni contributions have increased
10-fold in the past five years," says Buell.
"We have alumni in responsible positions
throughout the country. About 100 com-
panies a year internew LIT seniors, and
half of them have jobs before they gradu-
ate.

"The future of UT is bright because of
our location and program structure. It is
Unusual to have 2,000 students in a daytime
program, 1,400 in the evening and 700 in the
technical mstitute attending college at dif-
ferent times.

"This facilitates a high degree of space
utilization and economy and enabdes us to
reduce our tuition costs lower than any oth-
er private college. Available financial aids
make it possible for students to choose LIT
over public colleges>

Dr. Wayne H. Buell, presi-
dent of Lawrence Institute of

Technology, is beginning his
lath year as head of the col-
lege. His association with
LIT dates back to 1982.

Buell left the family farm
in Lewis. Ind., to enroll in

the first class of the newly
opened college in Highland
Park. He worked his way
tkough colige and was
third vice president of the
student council.

He received his bachelor of

chemical engineering degree
from LIT in 1936. In 1951. he

obtained his master of sci-

ence degree from Wayne
State University, an alufnni
achievement award in 1952

and an honorary doctor of
engineering degree from LIT
in 1958.

A 93-acre plot of Greenfield
and Eight Mile, purchased in
1949 for LIT's campus, was
bought by the J.L Huaon
Co. for its Nodhland Center.

With the profits, LIT
bought a farm which became
its present campus and sold-
81 acres of land again at a
pront.

Using more of the profits
from real estate dealings,
LIT constructed a group of

three classroom and adminis-

tration buildihgs in 1955 on a
68-acre tract. In the inter-

vening years, four schools
have been added - the

schools of architecture, engi-
neering, industrial manage-
ment and arts and sciences.

The library complex was
built in 1961 By 1965, in-
eteases in enrollment, facul-

ty and personnel put pressur-
es on existing facilities. In
1968, the $2.5 million,
800-square-foot science build-
ing was opened to house the
newly created school of arts
md sciences.

With the exception of a
$771,000 federal grant and a
$921,000 loan for the science
buikEng, LIT perks akmg al-

most entirely on tuition mon-
ey. Since 1955, the campus
has expanded from 68 to 85
acres.

With 1970 assets of $8.7
million, lawstment of mex-
pended operding f-ils net
ted $1.2 million for the col-
lege.

All members of the LIT

faculty teaching professional
courses have had practical
experience in business or in-

dustry
Dr. Earl Pellerin, dean of

the LIT school of archi-

tecture, has been with the
college since it was founded
and has designed all campus
buildings.

THE SHETLAND

A shetland is a tweed-like fab-
rtc woven from the wool of shet-

land sheep. They are softer and
more luxurious than ordinary
tweeds and a bit more perishable,
too.

The original saxony cloth took
its name from the German region
in which it was woven. It was
first woven from a blend of wool

and worsted yarns and it is very
adaptable to pattern-work such as
plaids and checks.

Twee€Is are even of tough,
coarse, wooten yarns and origi-
nated in Scotland and Ireland.
They are made in many waves
and many patterns ranging from
plain Donegals and herringbones
to bold plaids and checks. Tweeds
are very adaptable to color (their
soR surface "nap" tends to blend
bright shades) and they are used
in suits, sport coats and topcoats.

Flannels in their simplest form
are a plain twill weave of either
fine spun wool or worsted and
they are "finished" with a soft
surface nap. Others may be in
stripes, checks and plaids. Once
thought of as a sporting or casual
fabric, flannels are now worn for
business and dressier occasions

Their most usual use is for suits,
blazers and stacks.
CAMEL HAIR

Camel hair is, obviouily, the
wool of the camel and it is, most
often found in plain weaves al-
though sometimes in both twills
and herringbones. The usual use
of camel hair is in topcoats and
sport coats, and, its usual color is
one of the typical tans.

Corduroy was originally a cot-
ton fabric ba now it is made of
man-made fibers, too. It is a
plulh cloth in which the ribs or
cords are cut after weaving.
French in origin, its name was
"corde du roi," or "cord of
kings."

Texturized polyesters are
man-made yarns with a balt-in
stretch factor. They can be either
woven or knitted to simulate a
nun;ber of wool and worsted fab-
rics; and they have become very
popular because of their durabi-
lity and the fact that they cost
much less than the currently high
priced r•tural fibers.

Double-knits, either of 100% po-
Iyestor or of polyester Wen€led
with natural fibers, are produced
on machines that actually Imit
two surfaces that are locked to-

gether in the knitting. They have
recoverable stretch, almost total
wrinkle resistance and are known

for holding their press.
Warp knits and single-knits are

less bulky than double-knits and
