Ringing denunciations by
the township fire chief and
engineers have prompted
Canton Township trustees to
seek an injunction against
the State Highway Dept. to
halt work on the Joy Road
overpass of I-275.

'I'he action Tuesday night
followed on the heels of a

"show of force" meeting
Monday night called by resi-
dents of Holiday Park Subdi-
vision and neighboring Deer
Creek apartment complex.

Both groups are vehe-
mently fighting the com-
pletion of the overpass on the
grounds that the steep eleva-
tions present a serious traffic
hazard and a pose a constant
threat to drivers as well as

the school children who cross

Joy Road to get to and from
school.

Deer Creek Apartments
and Holiday Park are on the
southeast corner of the inter-

section of Joy Road and
I-Z75. Fiegel Elementary
School is directly across Joy
from them.

Monday's 216-hour, emo-
tion-packed meeting resulted
in the reaffirming by the
residents to "physically and
bodily" prevent the pouring
of the final portion of cement
on the eastern ramp of the
overpass until some traffic
problems are resolved.

Several hundred residents

packed Fiegel Elementary
School gym to listen to and
ask questions of State High
Dept. and Wayne County
Road officials who agreed to
come to the meeting after
learning of the residents'
plight.

Spokesmen for the citizens
group were Brian Schwall,
township trustee; Tom Ste-
venson; Flossie Tonda, new-
ly appointed Canton plannmg
commissioner and chairman

of the schools' safety com-
mittee; and Frank

MeMurray, former chairman
of the township's recreation
advisory committee. All are
Holiday Park residents.

While generally defending
the design of the overpass,

many highway offici•lq noted
that they were not aware of
the problems voiced by the

" until lastresidents

Thursday" when they were
invited to the meeting.

Intense questioning finally
brought two commitments
from the state officials, who
have jurisdiction over the
construction of the overpass.

After first refusing outright
to halt construction, state of-
ficials finally agreed not to
pour any cement until meet-
ing once again with resi-
dents. That meeting will
come after a parley with
high level highway depart-
ment officials in Lansing this
week.

The other commitment was
the installation of metal

guard rails and a chain link
fence to further protect chil-
dren walking to the pedestri-
an skywalk that will soon be
erected for their use i in

reaching Fiegel School.
When the state officials ap-

peared adamant in carrymg
on the final phase of con-
struction despite protests,
Stevenson outlined the steps
the residents would take to
block the work.

He said that the 550 Ho-

liday Palt homeowners plus
the 754 Deer Creek occupants
wUlband together en the u-
paved portia of tl,e ramp
-1 "bodily block any at-
tempt to pour the final per-
tien of concrete."

The signal, he said, would
be the continuous blowing of
a horn. Residents will then

descend on the ramp and re-
main there in two-hour

shifts. Children will not par-
ticipate, he emphasized.

At one point, state traffic
official Paul Riley was asked
point-blank if he would issue
orders to halt the construe-

tion until the problems could
be aired.

Riley replied with a terse,
"No ! " Later, he acknowledg-
ed being "sympathetic with
you" and said that the prob-
lems would be taken directly
to deputy director of the
highway department in Lan-
smg on Tuesday.

However, some relief may
come if the township can ar-
range for the opening of Han-
nan (Eckles) Road on the
eastern edge of the subdivi-
mon.

Bart Avenue, bypassing Hot-
ly.

But what that entrance

means to some residents is

WHAT SEEMS to have been the straw that broke
the camel's back was President Nixon's actions of 11

days ago, when he fired Special Prosecutor Archi-
bald Cox. He thereby violated his own pledge that
Cox would have a free hand in his investigations and
raised to a sharp new pitch the suspicion that he was
trying to cover up wrong doing by his administration
and, perhaps, by himself.

The met effect waste give the public the impres-
sion the preside/'s daims that ke was just as inter-
ested as uyone else in rooting out fairly and thor-
ougly the Waters- 6-ibles were nothing more
than politically motivated lies.

What's dangerom about that is once people get
the idea the President might be lying in this particu-
lar case, they then lose regarding other cases the
fair-minded trust and respect for the office they
ought to have.

Did the big grain sale to the Russians benefit a

few insiders while raising the cost of bread and beef
to the American housewife? The administration
denied it.

Did the settlement of anti-trust charges against
I'IT result from a campajgn contribution? l'he ad-
ministration denied it.

Did the dairy industry get a big price increase in
milk through another big campaign donation? The
administration denied it.

Was the financing of the President's two houses
entirely appropriate? The administration says so.

And so forth.

THE WHOLE POINT is that since Mr. Nixon

fired Cox, the entire question of trust and confidence
in the President has become the key issue in an
tnexpectedly direct way.

All of the public opinion polls now show that a
majority of the American people no longer trust
what President Nixon says. That isn't just polls;
when the mideast crisis erupted, most people,
thought the President was over-emphasizing the na-
tional security problem to cloak his own political dif-
ficulties.

That, I believe, will turn out to be an incorrect
conclusion, when all the evidence is in.

BUT IT DOES go to show that when the people
lose trust in a leader, he quite simply cannot govern.

Itall goes back to that old proposition that a gov-
ernment, to survive and succeed, must have the con-
fidence and trust of the governed that it is a govern-
ment of decency and integrity.

I think the President has lost the confidence and
trust of the people.

I think that, having lost it, he cannot get it back.
I think that, in the present situation, Mr. Nixon

simply cannot govern effectively.

tants.

The,eport substantiates that the Plymouth Community School
District is continuing to operate on a sound,financial basis.

In an inflationary economy Ice riere able to work mithin a
balanced budget. This was accomplished through cutbacks in
administratite personnel and curtailing operational cost, de-
layed maintenance, capital outlay and building use. In addi-
tion, tee weye able to accomplish cont,act settlements within
accepted standards with fire of our six bargaining units.

The immediate futwre reflects a gyouth spiral which should
produce an additional 1000 students in 1974-75. This added to
our present increase of 815 students in the school year 1973-74
will exceed the functional capacities of our buildings. These
factors compound the need for additional elementary schools
and high school facilities and, due to the time log for building,
point up the need for alternative plans Joy housing the school
population over the years of 1974-75 and 1975-76.

It is our desire to continue to bring the youth of the Plymouth
Community the finest education possible rm-thin the framework
of existing revenues.

Take your
pulse within 10 seconds after
stopping (sitting down) for
one minute again. This is
your working pulse rate.

part. Check your pulse again
after a five minute rest pen-
oi Has it returned to nor-
mal ? If it has not, I suggest
you give up smoking, over-
eating, and start doing some
endurance work such as jog-
ging or swimming or skipp-
ing rope.

Your heart is a muscle and
needs wor* like any other
muscle if it is going to re-
main strong. If you don't
have cardio-vascular endur-
ance you will tire easily and
that leads to injuries particu-
larly late in afternoons
When you're tired your mus-
cles won't respond primarily
because they lack endurance
as well as strength.

The smart skier knows
whether or not he or she is
"in shape." They've had a
recent physical and their
physicians has given them a
clean bill of health. When

you're paying the high price
for a lift ticket, you want to
ski all day, but not at the
risk of incurring an injury.

How many have taken that
"last run" and wiped out
halfway down? I believe
most ski injuries occur be-
cause of lack of ability, im-
proper equipment and poor
physical conditioning.

The plant manager was re-
ferring to some multi million
changes currently under way
in production where numer-
ous open gas furnaces are
being replaced by enclosed
induction or electric fired.

"It was necessary to make
these changes," Dauch said,
"because of the long time
needed to make repairs on a
gas furnace contrasted to the
relatively short time for the
electric.

"It takes almost 24 hours

to cool off the gas and only
five to 10 minutes for elec-

tric. Then, too, an electric
furnace can heat a bar of
steel in 25 seconds where it

takes 35 minutes or more to

heat with gas. We just had to
make the changes, even
though it is costly."

The third program cur-
rently under way is meeting
