NOTES TO F[NANCIAL STATEMENTS
Year ended June 30, 1973

Note A - Significant accolmting policies
Fund classifications. The accompanying financial

statements have been prepand in accordance with the
balanced-fund principle of accounting and on an accrual
basis. For statement purposes, the accounts of the College
have been classified into six balanced4und groups, which
are described as follows:
( 1) General Fund, which shows those activities financed

by student tuition and fees, annual appropriations from
the State of Michigan, and property tax revenues.

(2) Restricted Fund, which shows institutional activities fi-
nanced by direct gifts and grants and other revenues
which must be used for the purpose specified by the do-
non or Board of Trustees.

(3) Auxiliary Activities Fund, which shows the activities
of largely self-supporting enterprises operated princi-
pally to provide services to the student body, faculty,
and staff.

(4) Student Loan Fund, which shows the transactions re-
lated to loans to students.

(5) Endowment Fund, which shows the transactions re-
lated to gifts which allow only the income thereon to be
expended

(6) Plant Fund, which shows the transactions related to
the investment in institutional properties, including in-
debtedness incurred in the financing thereof.
Investments. Temporary investments are stated at cost
and accrued interest.
Inventories. Inventories are stated at the lower of cost
or market

Properties. Physical properties are stated at cost and
expenditures for maintenance and repairs are expensed as
incurred. Amounts expended directly from a fund for cam-
tal additions are included in the expenditures of such fund
and are capitalized within the Plant Fund. No depreciation
of properties is recorded.

Reve-e recog/tion. Gifts and grants are not record-
ed until received. Restricted fund revenues are recognized
only to the extent expended. All revenues received in con-
nection with the current summer session are deferred at
year-end.
Note B - Temporary inwstments

Temporary investments of the several funds at June
30, 1973 include $975,198 in certificates of deposit, $174,250
in savings deposit receipts, and $14,471 of accrued interest
thereon.

Note C - Beads payable
The principal and interest on bonds are payable from

designated property tax levies. The College has levied a
3666 mill tax (aggregating approximately $570,000) for the
year ending June 30, 1974, which together with funds on
hand will be adequate to meet payments due during that
year, including mandatory prepayments for the 1962 debt
retirement.

The bonds are generally callable, bear interest at
rates varying from 34% to 6% and mature at various
dates through 1995
