How High Costs Make
Your Turkey Special

The high price of feed in
our spiraling inflation has
caused the turkey fanciers of
the land to take a page from
the automobile industry and
build ‘‘models” to suit vari-
ous family purses.

Sounds outlandish, doesn't
it?

Well, it isn’t. You can take

the word of Loyd Sharland,
one of the most popular fan-
ciers in western Wayne
County for it.

“With the price of feed
today (better tham $150 per
ton), a fellow can afford to
use only so much feed per
bird. So, you choke off the
growth at various poundages
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Sharland pointed out that
there are cheaper models in
the auto industry, too.

“What these fellows do,” he
explained, “is start to fatten
the birds later in the season
or choke them off at various
weights and freeze them un-
til the season is at its height.

“In this way they haven't
too much invested in, food,
and they can sell the bird
that much cheaper.”

It was on this theory, it
was agreed, that the fanciers

" were controlling ‘‘models” to

meet the various family pur-
ses.

It is the theory that you
can have a small car if you
wish -- or jump up to the top
customn built cars if you can

. afford it.

This brings up an inter-
esting point.

A year -ago Sharland ex-
plained that the turkey grow-
ers had bred the white tur-
key's breast to the point
where the hen no longer
could sit comfortably on the
nest for breeding purposes
and that - artificial in-
semination was the order of
the day.

Would the present theory
of controlling the weight of

-the bird bring about suf-

ficient change whereby the
hen could rest comfortably
on her nest and enjoy the
natural love life of her fore-
bears?

“No,” Sharland answered.
“The artificial method has
proven the best and leads to
improved fertility.”

So the old fashioned love-

life of the turkey is a thing of
the past.

“There is one more odd
angle to today’s market,” he
said. ‘“‘And that is the fact
the black folks from the in-
ner city always have shown
a preference for the old-time
bronze bird We discarded
that breed because they were
to difficult to dress and re-
move all the black pin feath-
ers.

“But now, with the high
price of feed, these bronze
birds are becoming a drug
on the market. The inner city
folks can't afford them any
more.”’ A

Meanwhile, the turkey fan-
ciers have found relief from
the high feed prices by tak-
ing a page frem the auto in-
dustry and now are raising
models to suit every size
purse.

Von Daniken packed the
college’s gymnasium, and af-
ter every seat was filled, an-
other 400 had to be turned
away. He drew an audience
comparable or larger in size
than Ralph Nader, Adele
Davis, or ‘‘Jesus Christ Su-
perstar.”

The advent of the space
age prompted von Daniken to
take a fresh look at ancient
drawings and recorded sto-
ries. His conclusions seem
highly probably and belie-
vable to a many in
space-aware public.

At 38, von Daniken is a
self-taught student of the sci-
ences. That the acquired his
knowlege on his own has
been credited with his fresh
views rather than stifled old
theories.

He showed slide after slide
of ancient carvings and stat-
ues of figures with strange
halos (or could they be space
helmets?) and who often are
shown floating is in space.

Von Daniken also combed
through ancient epics and
stories recorded in the Old
Testament which describe
“sons of God” descending
amid smoke, fire and loud
noise (a space ship?) and
drew similarities between
stories recorded from primi-
tive civilizations which were
too distant in time and geog-
raphy to have been commu-
nicated in any way other
than a similar experience.

The Epic of Gilgamesh, for
instance, is similar to the
biblical Book of Genesis but
originated from the Sume-
rians and is older than the
Old Testament. In his book

Auto Club Warns State
Motorists Of Holiday
Highway Driving Peril

Motorists are expected to
stay close to home this
Thanksgiving weekend - and
close to danger - since sta-
tistics show that about 75 per
cent of holiday deaths occur
within 25 miles of the vic-
tim’'s residence, according to
Automobile Club of Mich-

igan.

““Since Thanksgiving is tra-
ditionally the time for short
trips to see family and
friends, it is potentially the
most lethal of all holiday pe-
riods,”” said Fred Rehm,
Auto Club general manager.

He noted that although mo-
torists travel about 50 per
cent fewer miles over the
102-hour Thanksgiving ho-
liday period than on major
summer holiday weekends,
traffic deaths usually are as
high or even higher than
summer holiday totals.

‘“This trend appears to be
caused by the fact that most
motorists are driving near
their homes and tend to be
less alert and more careless

Twenty-nine persons were
killed on Michigan roads last

Thanksgiving weekend
compared to the 1973 state
count of 26 traffic fatalities
over Memorial Day weekend,
13 during the July 4th period
and 27 over Labor Day week-
end.

, “We urge all motorists
traveling during the Thanks-
giving weekend -- especially
those who will be near home
— to drive with extra caution
and to avoid overindulging in
alcohol,” said Rehm.

The Thanksgiving weekend
officially begins at 6 p.m.
today (Wednesday) and ends
at midnight Sunday.

A round trip of 200 miles
should be the maximum
one-day travel distance for
any motorists. If a motorist
starts at 8 am. and allows
four hours to drive 200 miles
round trip by freeway, he
can spend five hours at his
destination and still be home
by dark. On non-freeway
roads, the same 200 miles
takes between five and six
hours. :

One traditional holiday des-
sert that's a “‘must’’ in many
homes during the Yuletide
season is a molded steamed
pudding ... festive in appear-

ance, moist, rich and de-

licious.

One of the best, to our way
of thinking, is a chocolate
steamed pudding, made with
semi - sweet chocolate chips.
It steams in only 2% hours.
It's lighter, more delicate
than most, and absolutely sen-
sational when served warm
with drifts of whipped cream
and cherry sauce.

Even if you've never tried
to make a steamed pudding
before, you'll be surprised at
how easily this one goes to-
gether. Here's the recipe:

Chocolate Chip
Steamed Pudding
1%2 cups semi-sweet

cholclate chips
Ya cup water
2 eggs
1 cup sugar
1 teaspoon vanilla
1% cups sifted

all-purpose flour
1 teaspoon salt
2 teaspoon bakind soda
Ya teaspoon

cream of tartar
%3 cup water

THURS.-FRI.-SAT. ONLY

Melt chocolate chips with %
cup water in top of double
boiler over simmering water;
stir to blend well.

Beat eggs until foamy on
medium speed of mixer, grad-
ually add sugar. Blend in
chocolate mixture and vanilla.
Combine flour, salt, baking
soda and cream of tartar. On
low speeds of mixer add dry
ingredients alternately with %
cup water, beating just until
combined.

Pour into a generously
greased and sugared (granu-
lated) 5 or 6-cup mold or heat
- proof bowl, filling about %3
full. Cover mold loosely with
waxed paper or aluminum foil
and tie securely around edge
with string. Place a rack in a
large kettle or saucepan; pour
water into kettle to top of
rack.

‘““That is much faster than
the population has gone up,”
he added, “‘and for years this
country, with a small per-
centage of the world’s popu-
lation, has been using 30 per
cent of its resources.

“There has long been a
question as to what would
happen when the rest of the
world balked at letting us
have so much, and that is
what happened with the Arab
countries.”

The ‘“large outcry that the
shortage is artifical”’ may be
partially true, Siegfried
added, but that fails to lessen
the reality of the crisis.

The speaker said he agreed
with President Nixon that
this coumtry must become
self-sufficient in the matter

of fuel supplies.

“But it's going to take a
great commitment of re-
search money for that to
happen,” he added. ‘‘Some-
thing on the scale of the
space project.”

One early development
likely, he said, is ‘‘coal gassi-
fication.™

“That takes coal and turms
it into gas or liquid,” Siegf-

ried said.‘“This country has
enough coal to last 300 years
—~ at least 200 even if you
consider much increased use.

“There are problems in ex-
tracting it safely and in a
way that will not harm the
environment and in trans-
forming it for low - pollution
use. But this is our best hope
for new fuel soon.”

In the future, Siegfried
said, there are prospects for
extracting energy from sea
water or using solar energy
or burning garbage. ‘‘And
there are beginnings of de-

vices to drastically reduce

the waste of energy,” he
added.

Siegfried said he had grave
doubts about a great in-
crease in nuclear energy.

“We just don't know the |

facts on the possibilities of
nuclear accidents in the
small number of plants we
now have,” he said.

“We do know the Atomic
Energy Commission keeps
revising its possible casualty
figures upward, and Con-
gress has passed the Pierce -
Anderson Act which limits
liability in any nuclear acci-
dent.”

In addition, he said, more
nuclear plants would mean
the handling of more pluto-
nium, ‘‘the most deadly sub-
stance on earth,” and it
