Like many broadcast firms, ABC-TV puts its bet-
ter minds to work promoting programs rather than
actually producing and directing them. The botched

ing of the ‘color” surrounding the Mich-
igan-Ohio State football classic is a case in point.

ABC-TV boasts it is “recognized around the
world as the leader in sports television’ - so says
its promotion writer. °

Yet anyone with an ounce of show biz sense (and
after all, sports television is show business) would
have known that three of the most interesting things
about that were:

1. The band - best in musicianship and
second best in marching in the country. °

2. The Ohio State band — best in marching and
second best in musicianship in the country.

3. Whiskey - the perky wirehaired fox terrier
who pushed a maize and biuwe soccer ball the length
of the gridiron, giving the last performance of her
brilliant career.

So what did the great minds of ABC do at
half-time?

They cut half or more of OSU’s band show for
commercials.

To Keep Its Nose In Joint?

There are times when poli-
tigans are breaking speed
records in putting their feet
in their mouths and looking
foolish.

The Wayne County Board
of Commissioners held the
local record four years ago
when it tried to push through
fulltime salaries for the
part-time posts.

Since then, little has been
heard from the commission-
ers — which is probably a
good sign.

But a committee of the
county board last week shat-
tered the calm when it voted
41 to adopt.a resolution call-
ing for the impeachment of
President Nixon.

The resolution is a good ex-

ample of the county — which
isn't the first public agency
to approve a similar resolu-
tion — sticking its political
nose into an area which isn’t
its business.
- The anti - Nixon resolution
from a predominantly Demo-
cratic county committee is
galling for a few reasons.

.

In 1972 an effort was made
to encourage grass roots par-
ticipation in the political pro-
cess by allowing a tax deduc-
tion (kickback) to individuals
donating money to a Presi-
dential candidate.

That effort was less than
successful because the grass
roots donations were diluted

corporate contributions
prior to the April 7 disclosure

‘deadline.

Now, the Senate Watergate
Committee is considering
legislation to strengthen the
impact of grass root dona-
tions by curbing corporate
contributions.

It is doubtful whether any
campaign financing reform
can do much to generate
grass roots involvement. The
main reason is that it is the
non-involvement of the mas-
ses that necessitates ex-
penditure of such large sums
to obtain a national office.

One is that one factor list-
ed for Nixon’s impeachment
is his refusal to obey a feder-
al court order to turn over
specified tape recordings of
conversations in his offices.

That sounds good and prop-
er from the county point of
view.

But it was the county
board which, earlier this
year, refused to obey a cir-
cuit court order to pay sa-
lary boosts for various coun-
ty employes.

The commissioners not
only deliberately disobeyed
the court order but even of-
fered to accept a jail term
for contempt of court.

So much for consistency.

But the biggest gall of the
county committee is that the
impeachment issue is a fed-
eral government matter and
certainly one too complicated
and important for any county

- figures to worry about.

The practice of political
bodies stepping into areas
which they were neither
asked nor welcomed started

for exercising the responsi-
bilities of citizenship. Con-
gress could emact a law
granting a.tax credit of $10
for each time an individual
votes.

The tax credit could be
allowed for each city, town-
ship, school, county, state or
federal election. In this man-
ner, citizens would be en-
couraged to do their duty at
all levels - instead of just
every four years when the

If involvement is the goal,
it makes more sense to offer
tax credits for actually vot-
ing than for merely making
a campaign contribution.
Isn’t it more important that

-each citizen vote?

It may sound crass to re-
ward citizens financially for
voting. Well, it is crass but

two years ago with the
cross-district school busing
issue.

At that time, every group
of politicians from a town-
ship board to a city council
was approving resolutions
left and right expressing op-
position to busing.

Some of the agencies were
told by their lawyers that
busing is primarily a matter
between the federal courts
and state and local school
districts.

it doesn't involve city,

township, or county govern-

ments but that didn't stop lo-
cal politicians from passing
their beloved resolutions.

For those readers who
aren't familiar with those
type of resolutions adopted
by governmental agencies,
copies of the statements are
mimeographed and sent to
appropriate state, county, or
federal legislators.

The county committee’s
resolution on the Nixon im-
peachment should be aimed
only at the waste basket.

This Christmas try something a
littie different for the traditional fam-
ily meal. Gather the family around
hearthside and charcoal grill part of
the meal right in the fireplace. It
makes an especially warm and cozy
gathering for the smaller family.

For the fireside Christmas dinner,
try a turkey breast, a nice change
from a whole turkey. Most turkey
breasts are found in the frozen meat
section of the supermarket and
range in size from 3 to 10 pounds.
For the larger 8-10 pound breast,

simply fillet it or remove it from the .

breast bone on either side.

THE BONED BREAST is
wrapped in bacon and grilled very
slowly over a bed of coals. The key
to juicy, tender turkey breast is to
grill it slowly. If there is room, while
the turkey is cooking, do double
duty with the lighted briquets and
cook the squash too. Place the
whole squash right on the coals and
let them cook, turning often, and the
flavor is simply delicious.

GRILLED
TURKEY BREAST

(Makes 8 to 10 Servings)
1turkey breast, about
8 pounds
Salt and pepper
2 pound sliced bacon

Cut through skin along both sides
of the breast bone and remove
breast meat. Follow contour of car-
cass, taking off as much meat as
possible in two large pieces. (Sim-
mer bone in water with seasonings
and use for soup stock, gravies,
etc.)

Sprinkle each piece of turkey with
salt and pepper. Wrap bacon strips
around each piece and secure ba-
con with skewers.

Grill about 8 inches from low
coals for 1 hour. Turn occasionally
with tongs. Turkey is done when
lightly browned and tender. Check
for doneness by cutting a small slit
in largest part of meat.

NOTE: Turkey breasts vary in size
from about 3 pounds to 12 pounds.
For a small turkey breast (under 4
pounds) crack breast bone, flatten
meat and grill in one piece. Time will
vary with the size and thickness of
the breast. If using a large frozen
turkey breast which has been
thawed, cook both breast pieces.
Leftover cooked turkey may be
served cold for sandwiches, used in
casseroles or wrapped tightly and
refrozen. i

EMBER ROASTED
ACORN SQUASH

Place acorn squash in coals, leav-
ing a few briquets to surround each.
Turn frequently with tongs until fork
tender, about 1 hour, 15 minutes.

When cooked, remove from
coals; cut in half and remove seeds.
Serve immediately with butter, sait
and pepper. About 1 tablespoon of
maple syrup may be added to each
squash half. Allow one acorn
squash for2 servings.

Treat him gently, give him lots of rest and keep him away from all
swallowable objects -- from tinsel to turkey bones.

Deck your halls with boughs of
holly, but make sure they're out of
Bowser's biting range. Holly berries
can poison a dog. Mistletoe is dan-
gerous too.

If there's going to be a puppy
under your tree this year, make
plans for a very wary Christmas.
Until he grows a bit, chewing is baby
Bowser’s favorite sport, and you can
bet your bottom Christmas tree or-
naments that he’ll sample every-
thing in sight during the Yuletide
season.

In fact, Christmas is an especially
hazardous time for puppies, ac-
cording to Bob Bartos, Director of
Friskies Research Kennels.

GLASS ORNAMENTS, tinsel, and
figures in your under-the-tree
creche (a holy terrier in Pennsylva-
nia wolfed down one Wise Man, Jo-
seph and half an angel before any-
one noticed) are just the kind of
thing a puppy gulps now and regrets
later.

Exposed extension cords, which
he loves to get his teeth into, may
give him the shock of his life. Soft
rubber, as found in many children’s
toys, tears easily and can stick to
puppy's insides. Wooden and pilas-
tic toys can be chewed into splin-
ters.

Your safest course is to clear the
decks of all swallowable objects
when puppy has the run of the
house. And while you're at it, get rid
of those tempting turkey bones; a
little gnawing can make them as

sharp as daggers. Even an older
dog will go for leftover bones, so put
them safely out of reach.

In spite of the fact that canine
sales shoot up 50 percent at Yule-
tide, Christmas day is not the best
time to introduce a new puppy to
your household, advises Bartos, au-
thor of (the paperback manual) “All
About Puppies.” Christmas morning
chaos can be terrifying to the little
fellow, and if his first day in new and
strange surroundings is an exhaust-
ing and frightening experience, you
could end up with a nervous pup on
your hands.

IF A PUPPY heads your family gift
list, why not choose one ahead of
time and make arrangements to
pick him up after Christmas, when
all is calm? You can still make his
imminent arrival an exciting surprise
on Christmas morning. Hang an ex-
tra stocking filled with a new collar,
leash, doggy toys, and a stuffed dog
peeking out. This is one way to
make Christmas last longer. Puppy
might last longer, too!

If such delaying tactics won't
work, do keep puppy out of the
Christmas hub-bub as much as pos-
sible. Remind the children that he's
not a toy. Handle him gently. Put
him in a quiet room frequently for
naps. Give him some safe toys of his
own, and make your house as pup-
py-proof as possible. For the Christ-
mas puppy, take a tip from Good
King Wenceslas --look out!

School-age children enjoy the fun
of competition and trying to win
against another player. For them,
traditional boxed games such as
Don't Break the Ice give hours of
play value .and test their skills.

As children grow older, they find

appeal to this age group, as they
require quick thinking and planning
while sharpening their calculating
powers.

Keeping in mind what kind of toy
or game is appropriate to the child’s
age group, the shopper must also
recognize whether the plaything is
well-constructed and free of safety

hazards. Before buying any toy or
game, check the copy on the box for
warranties or guaranties which in-
dicate the manufacturer’'s willing-
ness to stand behind his product.
Also, look over the dbject for sturdy,
durable construction and safety.

On the whole, toys and games on
the market today are safer than ever
before. This is due to government

standards for inflammability and .

toxicity together with efforts on the
part of industry manufacturers to
make products free of safety haz-
ards. However, the name and relia-
bility of the manufacturer should
also be considered when selecting
an object for play. A well-estab-
lished firm with years of experience
has succeeded by offering quality
products backed by research and
testing.

With these shopping pointers in
mind, it should be easier to evaluate
the array of toys and games offered

Then Canton filed suit ask-
ing for an injunction to halt
the overpass’ completion,
and Deer Creek's owners
also filed suit claiming the
construction which blocked
‘the apartments’ entrance
was making it hard to rent
out the units.

State and county road offi-
cials, faced with the possi-
blity of having the suits
block construction for an in-
definite time, backed down.

But when the judge came
out to look around and said,
“There’re definitely some
problems here,”” road offi-
cials began to talk a little
more about reaching some
compromise.

So some changes were
made that would insure the
overpass area would be a
little safer.

The point is, however, that
what the highway depart-
ments (both state and coun-
try) say and what they do
are two different things.

The Holiday Park and
Deer Creek Park residents
are to be praised for what
they’ve accomplished so far
and for keeping their guard
up to make sure the highway
changes are made.

Highway officials should be
reminded that they will be
expected to follow through on
what they say - or find the
area’s residents may take
the whole mess into the gov-
ernor’s office if necessary.

An 1l1-year-old girl was hit
by a car while crossing the
road at the site Monday.

Fortunately, she wasn't se-
riously injured but the mis-
hap points out that what the
Fiegel area residents are
saying is true. Highway offi-
cials should see that
foot-dragging won't solve the
safety problems.

Geer’s Students

Act Like Indians

The 46 youngsters in the
two-room Geer school on Ann
Arbor Road are acting like a
bunch of Indians.

Nobody is enjoying it more
than teachers, Mrs. Rita
McClumpha and Mrs. Mary

. Lou Horwood.

As a tribute to the real
founders of the American
Thanksgiving, the Geer kids
gave a program on American
Indians for 180 parents and
friends last week.

It climaxed a study of In-
dians which included cus-
toms, crafts, history and a
trip to the Detroit Institute of
Arts to see the display of In-
dian rugs and blankets.

The students were divided
into groups such as plains In-
dians, desert dwellers, farm-
ers, seed gatherers. They
arranged themselves before
the audience in the shape of
the United States, seed gath-
erers in the southwest — each
group in the appropriate lo-
cation.

An understanding of the

varied Indian cultures came
through the songs which the
youngsters sang. One about
the beauty of Indian names

mentions some familiar
ones--Saginaw, Pontiac,
Washtenaw, Ispheming,

Mackinac, Chippewa, Huron
and of course, Michigan.
They sang about ghost
dances and medicine dances,
girls grinding corn on a flat
rock, hunting elk and “a
paddle keen and bright.”
Mothers put the costumes
together from natural color-

ed burlap and students deco-
rated them appropiately, de-
signs and style characteristic
of the tribe.

The crafts made a big im-
pression on the Geer Indians.

They talked readily about
their newly acquired knowl-
edge.

“In weaving,”’” said Sara
Powe, “‘Indians always made
one ‘mistake,’ they thought it
brought bad luck to made a
perfect piece.”

Stacy Post thought of an-
other bad luck omen, “In-
dians made pictures in sand,
but they would erase them
because they thought it was
bad luck to leave them over-
lligllt."

Somebody else remem-
bered that when the Na-
vahos wanted wool for blan-
kets they would steal sheep
from the Spaniards.

Varky Tabian reminded his
friends that the Navahcs
who were late in organizing
as a unit made blankets for
other tribes.

Rick Van Dyke remem-
bered that Navaho designs
started with stripes and
progressed from squares to
diamonds and oth®r geomet-
ric shapes.

The girls were interested
in the role of Indian women
in the life of the tribe.

Several like Jane Warren
wanted everybody to know
that the women did all the
work around the home. They
always did all the weaving,
too, someone else mentione-i.

“The Pueblo Indians
taught the Navahos to
weave,”” David Donahue

John S. Stock, acting direc-
tor of the County Health De-
partment, disagreed with
that ‘“‘rather extreme’” con-
clusion. But he said he did
agree that the program
needs improvement through
more ‘‘out-reach’ and follow-
up efforts.

Stock said he believed the
apparent discrepancies be-
tween clinic statistics and its
budget could be explained af-
ter thorough analysis.

The citizens group also
complained there is a lack of
coordination between the
county and the Wayne Coun-
ty Department of Social Ser-
vices, a state agency, in car-
ing for indigent TB patients.

The citizens group urged
that $135,000 worth of addi-
tional staff be added at the
clinic. They also recommend-
ed an outside audit of the
clinic operation.

Members of the human re-
sources committee com-

mended the group for its ac- -

tive concern. Committee
Chairman Paul Silver prom-
ised a full investigation and
said the committee would
coordinate improvements at
the clinic.

Commissioner Mary E.
Dumas, of Livonia, a com-

table against the mirrored
wall of a tiny dining alcove.

Mirrors do more than pro-
vide reflection and decora-
tive wall touches.

They actually can double
the apparent size of a room,
extend the expanse of walls,
ceiling and floor. and give an
illusion of greater spacious-
ness to areas that would oth-
erwise be boxlike and con-
fining.

Take, for example, the
case of a small foyer. A mir-
rored wall enlarges the
apparent size of the room
and also provides arriving
guests with a sneak preview
of your home.

In a room this size, an an-
tique mirrored wall is most

subtle, yet effective. A handy
console table placed in the
foyer doubles with the mirror
as a grooming aid for mak-
ing that last-minute check
before leaving the house.

Today decorative framed
mirrors are being created for
every room in the house.
Whether a person's tastes
are delicate, colonial. mod-
ern, traditional or whatever,
a framed mirror can be
found to answer his needs.

Although the quality of the
mirror itself is the prime
consideration, a handsorne
frame. will greatly increase a
mirror’s beauty.

Choose a frame that's the
right feeling and the right
size for your room and its
furnishings -- a slender, ver-
tical mirror over a wide
chest will look spindly, a
huge mirror over a small
table will dwarf it.

More and more decorators
are using framed mirrors as
though they were pictures. In
fact, in busy rooms that re-
quire simple wall treatment,
mirrors often are more effec-
tive than pictures.

Reflect something lovely in
your mirror - a bowl of flo-
wers, a sparkling chandelier.
Or if you have a big sofa or
table, hang a collection of as-
sorted mirrors above it just
as you would put up a pic-
ture group.

Experiment with mirrors
as a stage director does with
lights -- try various places
to see what drama their re-
flected light gives.

Over a dining room buffet,
for example, an unusual ar-
rangement can be made by
hanging a decorative mirror
off center and standing a
single candlestick on the oth-
er end of the buffet.

At night this irregular bal-
ance is especially striking as
the light from the candle is
combined with the room light
reflected in the mirror.

In a living room mirrors
can provide a modern look
for traditional furnishings.

Try hanging a framed mir-
ror at one end of a sofa or

table and Dbalancing a
more-or-less equal mass at
the other end. This could be
a picture, a handsome floor
lamp or a vase of flowers on
an end table.

In a bedroom, mirrors can
double as sliding closet
doors. Not only will they
serve as a great grooming
aid, but they also will catch
and increase the sun's light.

The one room in the home
which always seems to have
a mirror of some sort is the
bathroom. If your bathroom
is: somewhat small, once
again a mirrored wall will do
the trick.

A medicine cabinet with a
decorative frame then can be
mounted within the mirror
wall. This mirror-on-mirror
effect provides a real decora-
tor focal point and increases
the light where you need it
most.

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Green Thumb

By GEORGE ABRAHAM

Now that the heat’s on in
our homes, we can expect
some house plant troubles.

Here are a few symptoms
to watch, and what to do
about them. Bottom leaves
turn yellow and drop. It may
be due to overwatering, or
poor drainage, or plant may
be potbound. Dropping of
leaves, especially the lower
ones, may be die to too
much water or poor drain-
age.

Wilted leaves may be due
to too much or too little wa-
ter, or plant pot is too small
or too large. i

Dropping of foliage may be
due to excess water. Stunted
growth: look for tiny white
worms in the soil. If present,
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soak cigar or cigaret butts in

water and drench the soil
surface.

When all leaves suddenly
drop, look for cold air, gas
injury, lack of water, or fer-
tilizer injury. Sometimes
when you bring plants in
from the outdoors, the sud-
den change will cause leaves
to drop.

Leaves drying at the edges
or tips may be due to humi-
dity being too low, soil too
dry or too wet. Direct sun on-
leaves may also cause burn-
ing around the edges.

Brown spots on leaves may
be due to sun burning or
fungi or foliar nematode.
Avoid getting water on fo-
liage, especially in evening.
Light specks on foliage in-
dicate aphids. The specks

are skeletal casts. Wash
them off with warm water
and soap.

Cobweb growth on tips in-
dicates red spider mites.
Hold plants under shower
and wash them off.

Home gardeners who try to
store dry beans often get ir-
ked to find their crop has
small holes in them. These
holes are due to weevils, and
they can ruin a jar of dry
beans, making them unfit for
food or seed.

Let’s see how the weevil
gets inside the jar. The wee-
vil begins its work by attack-
ing the growing pods in the
garden.

When the dry beans are
hulled and stored they are al-
ready infested with the small
white grubs. When beans are
stored in a warm place the
grubs mature and eat their
way out of the dry bean,
leaving small holes in the
beans.

Here’'s how to thwart the
weevil: (1) Store beans in
cans in an unheated room or
porch (beans won't freeze).
(2) Dip the beans in boiling
water for one minute and
then spread them out to dry
(not usable for beans to be
used for seed). (3) Or heat
the beans in a shallow open
container in an oven for 30
minutes at 130 degrees F.

Seeds may be heated to a
temperature of from 130 de-
grees to 145 degrees F. with-
out affecting their germina-
tion.

Holiday Wreaths
Easy To Assemble

With a minimum of equip-
ment and a little practice,
you can make your own ho-
liday wreath suitable for ei-
ther indoor or outdoor deco-
rating, say Michigan State
University horticulturists.

A coathanger or a plastic
foam frame may be used for
the foundation of a small
wreath. For a larger one, use
a length of number-9 wire.

For a wreath about 14
inches in diameter, four to
six inch sprays are recom-
mended. Smaller wreaths re-
quire shorter pieces, while
larger ones can use sprays

up to 12 inches long.

Bind the sprays to the
frame with one continuous
strand of florist wire. Lap
the bushy part of each spray
over the wired ends of the
preceding one so that none of
the wiring is visible.

Beginners usually find it
easier to point all the sprays
in the same direction.

Your finished wreath may
be decorated with many ho-
liday items - cones, bells,
tiny gift-wrapped boxes, col-
ored ribbons, Christmas tree
omaments, gourds, nuts and
berries, even fresh fruit.
