Placement of students is now run-,
ning around 50 per cent of student ap-
plicants, Monfette says, and he points
out that when he talks of placement,
he does not merely mean finding a
student a job. "What we are trying to
do," the director says, " is to assist
students in gaining skills in their pro-
grain areas."

It is that aim, Monfette says, and
the attempt of the placement office to
"mirror the peeds of the community"
that make the program important to
the future of Schoolcraft College, its
students. and the community at large.

Five area high school seniors are
among only 1,?00 students througkbut
the country awarded corporate - spon-
sored four - year National Merit
Scholarships.

The L awards are underwritten by
about 250 corporations, foundations,
professional associations, and unions.
In most cases the awards were estab-0
lished for children of employes or oth-
er finalists who live in communities
where the sponsor has facilities.

Dana Taipate, a senior at Stevenson
High School, will be sponsored by
Western Electric. He plans to study
mathematics in college. Thurston sen-
ior Thomas Wilson will be sponsored
by American Motors and plans to
study physics.

Three of the winners are seniors at
the University of Detroit High School.
David Beauchamp will be sponsored
by Western Electric and intends to
study political science. John Dal-
lacqua will be sponsored by B. F:
Goodrich. Both he and Ronald Elder,
who will be sponsored by Chrysler
Corporation, plan to major in business
administration.

Two additional groups of' merit
scholars will be recognized in coming
weeks. On April 25 1.000 high- school
seniors will become recipients of na-
tional merit $1,000 scholarships. Qn
May 2 winners of the college - spon-
sored four - year stipends will be an-
nounced.

The 1,200 corporate L sponsored fi-
nalists were chosen from over 14,000
semi - finalists, out of over one mil-
lion students who took the national
merit test last year.

The scholarship is meant to provide
the difference between what the win-
ner's family is able to pay and the
costs of attending the college of his
choice.

A total of 3,200 schMarships will be
awarded nationally this year. The to-
tal value of these awmds will exceed
$7.5 million.

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, How this Canton Uk W Local
farmers' market cuts costs

CANTON - The people who gave.
you cost 01 living protection, a guar-
adeed annual wagejand Walter Reu-
the now are worklng on the family
food budget in Canton Township.

Every Friday a farmer's market is
held in the parking lot of UAW Local
735 on Michigan Avenue, with reduced
prices the order of the day. The gen-
eral public is welcome.

"We insist that the farmers who sell
here sell below the prices of regular
stores and we watch to see our cus-
tomers are not overcharged," said
Ike Huffstutter of Livonia, financial
secretary of the local.

A man unwilling to take the high
cost 01 food lying down, Huffstutter
was the prime mover in the estab-
lishment of a market on the local's
premises.

"I am a firm believer in doing any-
thing you can for your members and
that includes lowering their grocery
bills," he said. "If every local (union)
started something like this I believe
we could force down prices in chain
stores. We've got to do something -
we can't contlnue the way we were.

"As a matter of fact I would like to
put gas pumps out here," he said, as
visions of cut-rate gas, shoes, clothes,
cars seemed to dance in his head.

About three months ago the local
decided to contact farmers who daily
bring their produce to Detroit's East-
ern Market to see if some of them
would be willing to stop off in Canton
Township on their way home.

At first disinterest was rampant. A
few perked up when Huffstutter men-
tioned that members of his local, all
employed by the Hydramatic Ivision

of General Mbtors in Ypsilanti (the
fan*Als Willow Run bomber plant of
World War II) numbered about 6,000.
Not to mention 1,500 retirees.

Paul Stephanson, a fifth generation
farmer from South Haven, was one of
those who became interested in the
.project. He is glad he did because
now four other locals in the area are
holding similar sales in their parking
lots.

Every midnight while union mem-
ben are sleepily digesting the food
they ate the day before, either he or
his son sets out from their farm 200
miles away in a truck containing local
produce.

Currently the farmers are offering
a 50-pound bag of Michigan potatoes
for $6.50, a dozen Florida juice or-
anges for 49 cents, seven large grape-
fruit for $1, three pounds of tomatoes
at $1, a slab of bacon for 79 cents a
pound, and cabbage at 12 cents a
pound.

erected a pavilion at the rear of the
parking lot, which when completed
will accommodate the farmers and
the shoppers.

"Local farmers have already start-
ed calling me to ask what we would
like them to grow," said Huffstutter.
"But we are going to have to be care-
ful about that. We don't want to start
fights among them when they com-
pete to sell their potatoes or corn."

Louis Carreiro, president of the 10-
cal, is of the opinion that local mem-
ben and their wives favor the oper-
ation. Seconding him was Charles
Davis, a union member, who said,
"My wife claims she couldn't do with-
out it. I think we hit the jackpot withthis idea."

"My wife has told her family and
friends about our market and they
come too," said Tommy Blevins, a
member of the shop committee since
1956. "It's a real good deal for every-
body "

A weak effort to sell ears
Airing Lyndon Johnson's administration, the

phrase -credibility gap" was coined. You don't
hear the phrase often these days, but the so-called
energy crisis of last fall brings the expression
back into focus.

The higher
taxes that will be needed to pay for all the road
work around the stadium ought to run us all a
pretty penny, too.

THOSE THOUGES got me to musing about
pro football in general and those Miami players
who got $3.5 million to jump to the new league in
particular.

Evidently the players liked playing for Don
Shula and the Dolphins well enough, and the eli-
mate in Miami has got to be better than Toronto.
It was simply a matter of money, according to
the newspaper reports.

That's what they say in any business when a

somewhat questionable deal is being discussed.
An offer that couldn't be refused. Three and a
half big ones.

Incidentally, don't let the juxtaposition of
"business" and "sports" jar you; everybody
knows that sports of the professional variety is a
business masquerading as sport or, perhaps, en-
tertainment. Simple avarice seems to be the oper-
ating policy of most club owners, whether it's the
baseball men conning us with 'the great Ameri-
can pastime" or the football magnates soft-
soaping with "the favorite sport in America."

And while I'm at it, has it ever occurred to
you that this constant reference in newspapers to
football or baseball "clubs" is a lot of hogwash?
They're not clubs (i.e., a group of friends associ-

ating for pleasure in a non-business way); they're
corporations; and we ought to call'em that.

Anyway, up till now I have somehow felt dif-
ferently about the players. I don't know why.
Maybe it's a hangover from the hero-worship of
childhc.1 or the notion that they liked playing
their game too much to be infected with the nas-
tier forms of avarice.

It's clear now. The players who went to To-
ronto are nothing more than professional, highly
skilled, very highly paid mercenaries.

Forget the carefully cultivated smokescreen
of loyalty to the team or the fans. It's a business,
Jack, and while they're having a bidding war let's
get ours while the getting is good.

THE DETROIT Wheels are the new club
(ahem) in this market, sneaking in downtown
while the Lions have their eyes on the lush sub-
urbs of Oakland County.

I have no idea which corporation will win out,
although the Lions probably figure the Wheels do
not have enough big money behind them to buy
good enou*h mercenaries to win their division.
The Wheels owners, however, are probably de-
lighted at the $3.5 million deal, since it doubled or
tripled the value of their stake overnight.

Personally, I suspect the popularity of pro
football has passed its peak. Fans are interested
in a football team because it is their team, not be-
cause it is profitable to the owners or the players.
And I suspect that despite all the PR and mer-
chandizmg the increasingly commercial climate
of the sport will drive the fans elsewhere.

Along that line, my wife has been in the mar-
ket for a new car, and the only time we seem to
be able to look at new cars is on Saturday.

For the last couple of Saturdays we have
toured dealerships, staring into their windows and
roaming through their back lots, looking at cars.

AS WE HAVE roamed, I have noticed many
other people doing the same thing. But there is no
one to sell us a car because the deaterships now
are closed on Saturday. It would seem that if
saks are down. the dealerships would be making
every effort to sell more cars, and Saturday has
to be a good day for families to look at new cars.

The credibility gap comes because nobody is
telling the American people why they still have to
suffer at the gaspump and why Michigan has an
Imemployment rate twice the national average,
yet the industry suppoedly hardest hit by the
energy crisis shows no indication of wanting to do
anything about curing the problems.

The Southeastern Michigan Trans-
portation Authority has signed an
agreement to purchase the Great
Lakes Transit Corp. of Birmingham.

The purchase, when completed, will
make the Great Lakes line the third
operating division of SEMTA. The re-
gional transit agency is currently
negotiating for the purchase of the
DSR.

With the purchase, SEMTA became
the owner and operator 91 the three
major sub:,ban transit lines in there-
00•totating =bases.

The agency had purchased Lake
Shore in 1971 and Metropolitan Tran-
sit last December. SEMTA will ac-
quire Great Lakes for about $2.1 mil-
lion, sdys Board Chairman William C.
Marshall. The agreement was signed
by Thomas Lipscomb, SEMTA Gener-
al Manager, and Peter Giacoma,
president of Great Lakes.

As an operating division qi SEMTA,
Great Lakes will continue to serve the
northern suburban communities of
Birmingham, Royal Oak, Ferndale
and Pontiac along Woodward, Mt.
Clemens, Roseville, Fraser, Warren,
Sterling Heights, East Detroit and St.
Clair Shores, and the down ver com-
rmmities of Wyandotte, Lincoln Park
and Southgate

Besides purchasing 65 buses and
continuing a lease agreement on 20
buses, SEMTA also acquired Great
Lakes' admitstrative offices in Bir-
mintim at Woodward and H=ter
Blvd. me authority will also coatimme
le=e Yreements for the Great Lakes
Roseville terminal on Gratiot-Ave.

Lipscomb says that with the acqui-
sition SEMTA has gained another step
in the coordination and integration of
public transportation in the South-
eastern Michigan rel#on.

Regional management of the bus
lines will allow a coordinated market-
in effort which hasn't been passible
when the bus companies operated un-
der individual ownerships, he adds.
SEMTA will also centralize use of
equipment and services.

With the purchase, says Marshall,
SEMTA will be able to take steps to-
ward coordinating fares and sched-
ula within the region - giving equi-
table fares to all transit riders and
developing much needed service. im-
provements in the region.

life or death" Gignac said.

'r'he township ordinance says, in
lvery resiential bi,iwing located
at a distance no greater than 90 feet
from the closest public road
right-of-way *tall have Arabic muner-
als displayed, at or near the front
door. The Arbic numerals shaU be
readily visible to occupants of fire de-
partment vehicles on the public road.

"Every residential building located
at a distance greater than 90 feet
from the closest public road
right-of-way shall have Arabic numer-
als displayed at, on or near the fiont
door and shall have Arabic numerals
displayed on a post or on a regulation
United States Postal Service mail box
located on the same side of the public
road as and directly in front of the
building and directly adjacent. In no
event shall the distance be greater
than 10 feet from the public road

,right-of-way.

MA processed Michigan fruits anc
vegetables come in standard ca!
qi-•. The general rule is to allow on,
- half cup of vegetable or fruit fo
each individual serving.

The No. 1 or picnic can is used fo
condensed soups, some vegetabk
fruit and meat products. It hold
.hout ond and a fourth cups or 10
mince.

Specialty items like beans with 
pork, chili con carne and a variety of 
fruits are packed in the No. 300 gan,
which yields about one and three -
fourths cups.

Most processed Michigan vegetables
come in the standard No. 303 can. It
is also the most common can size for
Michigan red tan cherries, blue-
berries, fruit cocktail and applesauce
Next in size is the No. 2 can, about
twe and a half cups, used for vege-
tables, fruits and juice.

Michigan peaches, pears and vege-
tables like '*tomatoes,sauerkraut and
pumpkin are commonly found in ther
No. 2.5 can which holds about three
and a half cups. The No. 46 can is
used almost exclusively for juices and
contains about five and three Yourths
cups or one quart and 14 fluid ounces.

For large families or persons who
use fruits and vegetables in quantity,
the No. 10 Gan, also called the in-
stitutional or restaurant container, is
stacked by some retail stores.

If you are unsure about the number
of persons you'll be serving, or if your
family has hearty appetite, you will
save money by blering the larger
sizes. Leftovers can be refrigerated in
storage containers for later use.
