Legislation introduced in the Mich-
igan Senate by Sen. William Faust (D-
Westland) would. if adopted, save tax-
payers from being billed twice for the
State’s air pollution control program.

The measure prohibits the Michigan
Air Pollution Control Commission
trom charging air pollution control
fees t0 governmental agencies or to
agencies or authorities established by
governmental units.

. "While the commission has
exempted many governments and pub-

=

lic agencies.” said Faust. whose dis-
trict includes Garden City and West-
land, “a few glaring exceptions have
meant some Michigan taxpayers are
forced to finance the cost of the pollu-
tion surveillance program on the state
end and to pay for the surveillance
fee charged governments and the pub-
lic agencies at the other end.

a Girl Guide in Mexico City was only
ane of the highlights of Nancy's week-
long trip to Mexico on the Scouts In-
ternational Wider Opportunities sum-
mer travel program.

Money from the program and the
Juliet Lowe scholarship fund enabled
Nancy and seven other scouts from
the United States to study the Mexi-
can language and culture up close.

“We stayed at the Cabana, which is
