A hearing on a request that Wayne
County be barred from ending free
Sheriff's patrol to townships, pending
outcome of a laW!u.ut. has been ad-
)ourned while the' county board of
commissioners considers extending
the patrols through the current fiscal
year which ends Nor. 30.

Seven townships, including
Plymouth and Canton. recently filed
suit against Wayne County challeng-
ing its right to discontinue free road
patrol services. The board of commis-
sioners had funded the patrols only
through Aug 31.

THE PLAINTIFFS asked Wayne
Circuit Judge Thomas J. Foley to en-
join the county from discontinuing the
patrols until the lawsuit is resolved.

Foley adjourned an Aug. 23 hearing
at which the county was to show
cause why a temporary injunction
shouldn't be issued. The hearing was
adjourned until Tuesday. Sept. 3. at
request of George Cross. assistant cor-
poration counsel for the board. Cross

made the request after consulting a
special cornmittee of commissioners.

A recommendation to extend the
service through Nov, 30 has been
made by the board's public safety and
judiciary committee and was approv-
ed Monday by the ways and means
committee. The matter is expected to
be considered by the full board today
(Thursday )

Area commissioners voting in favor
of extending the service through Nov.
30 at the ways and means committee
meeting were Richard Manning (D-
Redford ), Brian Arrowsmith (D-Can-
ton), and Tom Taylor (D-Westland).
Mrs. Mary Dumas (R-Livonia l was
vacationing and didn't vote.

THE PUBLIC SAFETY committee
recommended the patrols be eontin-
ued through the end of this fiscal year
at a cost of $88,975 "pending a full re-
view of the service at the 1974-75 budg-
et hearings" in October.

The intention to phase out free pa-
trot service in townships was first de-

clared in 1963 by the then-appointed
county board of supervisors.

The elected board reaffirmed that
policy in adopting the annual budget
in 1970. The board then advised town-
ships about the plan but didn't set a
timetable for ending the service

The board funded the service only
through Aug. 31 in last year's budget.
but continued the patrols after some
townships promised to work toward fi-
nancing their own police services.

An Aug. 31 cut-off was scheduled
again this year to prod the townships
towards establishing their own police
forces.

THOSE FAVORING the cut-off
argue county taxes collected at-large
stiouldn't be used to provide police
service for some townships while
other townships plus 33 cities pay for
their local police protection.

 major developers in the city.Damman, who served 20
months as a city commissioner
in 1969-70 before his election to
the House from the 63rd Dis-
tricL dismissed the charges as
the ' 'spurious allegations of des-
perate Democrats" and said
there was "absolutely no con-
flict of interest" involved in his
receiving campaign money in
1970 from local businessmen.

Republicans from the gover-
nor's office to precinct delegate
obviously agreed with Dam-
man's assessment of the
charges

*There was some awareness
that these old charges were
floating around." a Milliken
spokesman said last week.
"The governor did ask Jim
about these things, and Jim

told him there was nothing in 
them then and there's, nothing
in them now."

ALL THE PARTY workers in-
terviewed Friday nightllk__
pressed surprise that there was
even a question of Damman's
integrity and said they knew
nothing of the charges.

Born Jan. 16, 1933, in Grosse
Pointe Park, Damman gradu-
ated from the University of De-
troit in 1954. He was connected
for many years with the family
hardware business in the De-
trdt area, the A.L. Damman
Hardware Co.

Active for a number of years
in Troy sernce groups and
civic organizations, he was F
elected to the Troy City Com- 1
mission (now the Troy City I
Council ) in April 1969. He re- 
signed his seat on the commis- 1
sion Dec. 28, 1970, to take his I
seat in the state house to which I
he was elected in November 1970.

Once in Lansing Damman
quickly established a record as I
a supporter of a gasoline tax in- 1
crease to finance mass transit I
programs (he was the floor I
manager of a bill which ulti- 1
mately raised the gas tax) and
as a backer of legislation to
curb state welfare costs by es-
tablishing a residency rule for
welfare applicants.

HE ALSO became involved in
an abortive effort to establish a
one-house legislature in Mich-
igan, a move which died when
a petition campaign failed to se- i
cure enough signatures to getthe proposal on the statewide ballot in 1972.

In his first term, Damman
also supported a resolution urg-
ing the state to force greater
private financial aid to nursing
homes to cut costs to the tax-
payer. He was re-elected in
1972 with more than 70 percent
of the vote.

Esch said he had discussed the mat-
ter during previous months with Gov.
Milliken, Callaway, and the deputy di-
rector of Civil Works in Washington,
DC to warn of the deteriprating situa-
tion due to structural damage in the
dikes.

"We can't let red tape interfere
with saving people's homes," says
Esch. "Because of the technical na-
ture of the regulations in the law
there has been confusion regarding
restoration cost.

-I strongly believe the Army Corps
must make repairs to structurally un-
sound dikes and provide assistance
for self-help.

"I've been fighting for months to
cut through the red tape so residents
of the affected areas as well as state
and local officials can have a clear de-
termination of responsibility."

coniort to parents in Wayne-Westland and Gar-den City school districts where the lack of prog-
re- in negotiations indicates strikes are looming.

WAYNE-WESTLAND district deserves special
praise. though. for the manner in which they keep
,•rents informed on the progress of negotiations

Almost weekly, press conferences are held with
both sides represented to report on progress andwhat issues are still unresolved This won't neces-
sarily forestall a strike. but does keep parents in-formed as the press passes the information on toits readers

Because of this blackout, the Observer & Eccen-
tric is only able to report generalities on negotia-tions and must leave parents anxious about wheth-
er school will open Sept. 3 or Oct. 3.

To make matters worse, the superintendent

The blackout con-
tinues all summer until a few days before school
is due to open. The lifting of the blackout is a
sure jignal that agreement has been reached anda contract about to be ratified.

It is rather silly to assume parents and tax-
payers arm't entitled to information on negotia-
tiom from beginning to end. After all: it is the tax-
payers who will pay for the new contract and the
parents whose children will be affected.

To impose a blackout during negotiations is to
deny parents and taxpayers the chance to supply
any input to the school board, administrators, or '4
teachers union. Instead, the public is left in the
dark while negotiators wrangle.

The man who foots the bill is entitled to more
than this type of treatment. School districts
should seriously consider keeping residents in-
formed throughout contract talks when next
year's round begins. It might improve support for
the schools. It certainly wouldn't erode presentsupport

Who could possibly need the counsel of the Bet-
ter Business Bureau more than a new home-
owner?

In fact, so popular is the organization with the
public in general that it logs about 100,000 calls a
year.

If a new homeowner contemplates adding a new
room to his house or wishes to replace the wiring,
he can call what the bureau calls its inquiry num-
ber, 962-7566.

To make a complaint about shoddy work-
manship in the laying of his carpet or about the
new dishwasher that won't work, he should dial
9636785.

When he asks for information about a company
with which he plans to do business, the bureau
will tell him how long the firm has been in busi-
ness and whether there have been any previous
complaints against it.

Ordinarily the bureau does not keep a detailed
file of financial information about the many com-
panies in the area unless uncovered by previous
complaints.

In the case of a complaining call, the BBB will
send out a form to be filled in. Then it will speak
to representatives of the company being com-

By comparing answers, the re-
searchers were able to identify sig-
nificant changes in the respondents'
attitudes toward marriage. child-
rearing. political involvement, race
relations and other issues.

The data on religious beliefs and
practices taken in 1958. 1959 and 1971
show that church service attendance,
for example. declined significantly
during that period. Weekly church-
goers decreased from 43 to 35 per
cent. while those attending "a few
times a year" or "never" increased
proportionately. the researchers re-
port.

If the '50s were. as others have
suggested. a period of religious reviv-
al. then it appears that the revival
crested and was followed,by a period
of religious depression." the authorst comment.

The Michigan Council for the Arts
has announced a new grants category
specifically addressing the special
needs of small and intermediate size
arts organizations and institutions
throughout the state.

Action by the State Legislature,
prior to passage of the appropriation,
restricts applicants for these grants to
such organizations outside the city of
Detroit.

The following guidelines apply to
this program:

Grants may be awarde#to (1) sup-
port operational functions, (2) permit
continuauon of current projects at the
present level, (3) provide for expan-
sion of current projects to accom
modate larger audiences and. or (4)
develop a program which permits the
efganization to make its resources

available beyond the geographic area
presently served.

Organizations that have been oper-
ational for at least five years and
have an annual budget of $25,000 or
more are eligible to apply for grants
up to $10,000 to support current open
ations and, or continue existing pro-
grams.

They may also apply for an addition-
al amount up to $10,000 to expand pre-
sent programs. initiate new projects
and

or devel® an "outreach program"
of some type.

Applicants not seeking support for
operating costs or maintenance of ex-
isting programs, may apply for up to
the $20.000 maximum to implement
new, expanded or outreach programs.
