Moehle argued that with regard to
parking, access to which is one of the.
key reasons for the loop, existing
spaces are "roughly in balance" with
business needs downtown.

"If the loop road is successful we'll
be out of balance as far as parking is
concerned." he said. He warned that

other improvements. "The price tag
could be in multi-million dollar fig-
ures," he said.

The commissioners decided to grill
city planner Jay Eldridge on seeming
inconsistencies in his presentation of
the loop.

According to the development pro-
gram for the central business district
which Eldridge submitted this sum-
mer, acquisition of property and con-
struction of the loop-consisting
chiefly in roundingoff the corners of
existing streets-carried a price tag
of about$550,000.

At last week's public hearing El-
dridge told the audience that reports
of that figure were mistaken and that
$346,000 was a truer cost of com-
pleting the loop.

Several commissioners also ex-
pressed confusion at Eldridge's con-
clusions on just what properties along
the affected streets would have to be
acquired to create the curves.

The commission further indicated
that thorough traffic studies carrying
either one or two-way traffic, would
be justified.

Much of the discussion centered on
the role of the city in encouraging
cornmercial development in the een-
tral business district-and what sort
of leadership role, if any, the city
should take.

The commission decided to plan
visits to neighboring communities
where downtown developments sim-
ilar to the loop proposal have .been
tried.

Among the cities commissioners are
expected to visit is Sylvania, Ohio,

One question still unanswered is
how the loop road should be financed.
The commission may set up a meet-
ing with central business district mer-
chants and property owners to sound
out their views.

The property owners would be
asked whether the loop road was ae-
tually the'best or only way to stimu-
late downtown development and
whether they would be willing to par-
ticipate in financing the project by ap-
proving a special assessment levy to
cover a portion of the cost.

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Many wild animals once roamed entire a
PLYMOUTH - The arrival o{ set-

When the pioneers arrived. great
minbers of wild animals roamed the
area. John S Ijbbits. who came here
m 1CS - about the same time as Wil-
ham Starkweather. Roswell Root.
Join Van Sickle and others -- wrote,
that bear, wolf. lynx. deer. wildcat:
for raccoon. badger. porcupine. wood
chuck. rabbet, mink. weasel and fish·
er were abndant.

nbbits' recollections are contained
in a paper entitled -Wild Animals in
Wayne Cotmty" read before the De-
troit Pioneer Sodety in 1874

Tibbets reported that the settlers
comidered bears and wolves to be de-
structive nuisances The American
black bear. a woodland and largely ve-
getanan animal, appararently devel-
oped a taste for the sheeD and hogs
the pioneers brought with them

Settlers set traps and deadfalls to
catch the bruins Thbbits describes "a
novel mode of trapping the bear"
which was then popular. A triangular-
shaped hole was cil into a hollow
tree. with the acute angle at the bot-
tom The cut was made about seven
feet above the ground and just large
enot€h for the bear to sqtmeze his
head through. A piece of meat was
sulpa*led inside of the tree. about
twio feet below the hole The bear. in
his attempt to get the meat. would get
hug in the acute angle of the hole.

Settlers were also bothered by
-ves which like the bear. destroyed
domestic animals. Tibbits wrote that
Wolves were often ' inveigled into the
folds with thi sheep and captured in
that way. A large pen was made of
poles. and so constructed that it was
rarrowed up at the top. leaving an
opening only a few feet square This
afforded an easy ingress td the hun-
gry wolf. but an effectual barrier to
lus escape '

DEER WERE KILLED for food.

but with little thought for con-
set™ation. "Little skill was required
in killing them." Tibbits reported.
"the principal qualification being a
steady nerve. During the hot days in
the summer. when the mosquitoes
and gnats were troublesome, the deer
would resort to the streams and ponds
oi water during the night to get rid of
their tormentors.

Here they would fall an easy prey
to the hunter. who. in his canoe. with
torch pt the bow. would row noise-
lessly about The deer. seeing theligm. would f remain entranced, pre·senting to the unerring aim of thE
hinter two small bright globes. 01
light. between which the fatal bulle
was sure to be lodged."

me that the Michigan Department of
Conservation is now trying to bring
fishers back in the Upper Peninsula.

Although the ways of the settler
were too much for some animals and
birds. other species liked the new envi-
ronrnent created by man and they
moved in after him. Among these
were the skunk, the oppossum, the
crow and the unwelcome rat. Tibbit
wrote that "the crow. like the skunk
and the rat did not make its appear-
ance till a number of years after the
first settlements were made."

THE SKUNK, which prefers open
land to forests, found the manmade
terrain to his liking. In addition to his
usual diet of insects. mice and frogs,
he was not.averse t6 an occasional
foray in the settler's hen-roosts. For
well-known reasons, he had no fear of
man or other animals. In spite of
being trapped for their fur since Colo-
nial days, skunks have continued to
thrive in this area.

Another nocturnal animal, the oppos-
sum, moved here from the South as
recently as 30 years ago. This cat-

 sized marsupial is an easy victim of

high-speed automobilists and is often
seen dead on our highways today.

'I'he now ubiquitous rat was not in-
digenous to the United. States. The
origirial home of this fierce rodent
may have been central Asia. At any
rate. it did not reach Britian until
1730, and it arrived in this country by
boat. As Tibbits said. the rat was not
found in this area until years after
Plymouth was settled. I have seen
only one rat here. and that was.sever-
al years' ago. When I reported it to
the authorities, I was told that a few
may have been brought into the area
at the time some land fill· was im-
ported for use at a 1®al school.

Along North Territorial) Road, just
outside the city limitCT continue to
see possum. skunks. raecoons and rab-
bits run over on the road. Rabbits.
squirrels and ground squirrels still
compete with cardinals, blue jays. gra-
ckels, (loves and sparrows for the
seed we put out on our property in the
township.

A woodchuck has made occasional
appearances on our back lawn. and is
probably responsible for the dis-
appearance of all of the leaves from

some newly-emerging sunflowers this
summer. I still keep a heavy weight
on top of our garbage cans to dis-
courage a foraging raccoon. Quail and
pheasant are still occasionally seen in
the area.

pine and fisher. The clearing of the
forests. the trapping and shooting for fur. and other manifestations of -civ-
ilization" were more than the beasts
could stand. None of these species is
now found in Wayne County. The badg-
er. which was not plentiful even when
Tibbits arrived. is now scarce all over
the state. as is the poreupine.

The fisher. to which Tibbits re-
ferred. is a tree-dwelling member of
the weasel family. It is black in color
and about 42 inches long. Also called
Pekan. Pennant's marten. and black
cat. the fisher was one of the chief .
controls of the porcupine. It has been 
trapped almost out of existence for its
fur

It's not so good for everybody else. If 'this
n¤:strous boondoggle becomes law, the increased
transportation costs it will impose on the oil in-
dustry will come to about $70 per year for the av-
erage American household.

THIS "ENERGY Transportation Security
Act" would be better titled -The Consumer and
Taxpayer Ripoff Act of 1974," or perhaps "The

Shipbuilding and Maritime Union Security Adt of1974."

The total bankruptcy owhe official title is evi-denced by the fact that the Department of Deiferne says it would actually threaten the securityof the U.S. In addition to Defense, seven other fed-eral departments have objected to the bill (State,Treasury, Commerce, Justice, Interior, Agricul-ture and Transportation). And yet it passed theSenate by 42-28. and the House by 266-136. Onehas to wonder what is going on here.
THE INFLATIONARY effect of this legisla-tion should be enough, by itself, to cause its rejec-tion. But for those who want other reasons, thereare plenty:

Such a law would violate more than 30
treaties with other nations, and encourage themto adopt similar laws in retaliation.

If the proponents get away with applying acargo preference law to petroleum, they will soon

try to extend the principle to bther important com-modities, such as agricultural products, with asimilar effect on prices.
The law would give the small but powerful

maritime unions the means to interrupt our oil im-
ports when they don't get what they want.

THE PRINCIPAL argument used in favor of
the bill is that it will "create new U.S. jobs."
Sure. A few thousand. Is that worth the price?
And how many jobs will be lost in businesses that
can't take the increased operating costs imposed
by a new petroleum price hike?

By the time you read this, the bill may have
emerged from the joint conference committee and
received final passage through Congress.

At that point, a Presidential veto would be the
only hope for the American consumer. You might
urge the President to do just that. And then gent-
ly encourage your congressmen to uphold theveto. £

It may appear like a gasoline war with a difference of two to six cents a gallon in the prices

Why? Serna like a logical question. and the
bgical answer is to make sure you' are getting
gasoline at the prices advertised on signs in frontof the stations.

- It's easy to follow a sign that reads "49.9 for
regular." get in line. order regular and then a

- few minta later notice the attendant has the
hose from a brand of regular for 54.9. And what
are you going to say when this takes place? Are

; you going to order the attendant to drain the gas
: out of your tank? Are you going to raise a fuss
:over paying a nickel a gallon more than you had
bargained for? Or are you going to do what most
driven do in a similar situation. swallow your
anger. pay the higher price and then ¥ow never togo back to that station?

WE DON'T KNOW how many others have
been caught in this kind of a trap. which is
caused by not watching which hose the attendant
attaches to your car. but we have been victimizedno less than four times in the last three weeks.

Ordinarily we would charge up to the station
owner and demand an explanation but generally
find he is long gone and the attendants are young
high school boys and girls who seem to have been
taugit to make the switches if the motorist isn'tpaying that much attention.

Most certainly one knows the difference in the
price when he forks out $7 or $8 when he figures
he should be paying only $6 or $6.50. And then he
kind of feels he has been taken in by a confidence

Relax for a minute while the deter-
gent attacks the dirt. then go over the
area with the saturated mop, scrubb-
ing hard enough to clean the floor
thoroughly.

Stubborn marks can be removed
with a nylon pad. Wringing out the
mop, soak up as much of the cleaningsolution as possible.

Next. take your rinse mop. dip it
into clear water. wring it out. and pro-
ceed to remove the cleaning solution

, from the floor. Repeat this procedure
of washing and rinsing an area at a
time over the entire floor. Be sure to
change your rinse water often to
avoid redepositing any dirt or deter-
gent.

WAXING: With the exception of no-
wax floors. all floors should receive
regular applications of a protective
ftoor polish to prevent scratching and
to provide a bright shine.

Always apply the wax to a clean sur-
face. and strip off accumulated layers
of wax after six or seven applications.

Follow the steps for washing, then
allow the floor to dry. Apply the pol-
ish in a · thin unifgrm coat. Move the
applicator in all directions to assure
even distribution. Let the polish dry
completely bffore using the room.

No-wax floors should have a bright.
shiny appearance to begin with and
should keep that shine without waxing

far longer than ordinary vinyl floors.

When moving heavy furniture or ap-
pliances. slip a scrap of carpet face
down under each leg to avoid dam-
aging the floor.

PREVENTATIVE maintenance re-
quires regular sweeping or vacu-
urning. sponge mopping with warm
water, occasional washing, and polish-
ing (except in the case of no-wash
floors).

SWEEPING: To prevent soil build-
up and scratches, sweep. dust-mop. or
vacuum floors often.

Sponge-mopping: Dip the sponge
mop into a bucket of warm water.
wring it out well. and push the mop
across the floor. pressing enough to
loosen the surface dirt. Do not flood
the floor.

Washing: Prepare a cleaning solu-
tion with warm water and a general
purpose liquid detergent. Do not use
soap-based products which can leave
a dulling film.

Use one sponge mop and a bucket
to wash the floor and another mop
and bucket for rinsing. Floors should
always be rinsed thoroughly because
detergent left after washing will hold
dirt

Relaxing by a blazing hearth is a fa-
vorite winter pastime made more en-
joyable by having a dry, convenient
place for storing firewood.

A garage or carport often will have
room along a wall for building racks
of 2xtinch lumber for stacking logs
and kindling placed so air can circu-
late through the stack.

Another idea is to build a leanto
shelter on the outside wall of the ga-
rage. The outside wall of the leanto
has siding to match the garage and
the ends are open for access to
stacked wood

ICs important to have a floor of
slightly spaced 2xd-inch fir or pine to

keep logs away from ground mots-
ture.

If wood must be stored away from
the house. a shelter can be built by
adding a sloped roof .to two 6x6-inch
posts spaced six to eight feet apart.
Two 2,[6-inch stringers attached above
ground level support a floor of 2x4s.

The rest of the bond money will be
used in a number of outstate projects.
primarily for intercity passenger and
freight railroads.

WHILE $1.1 BILLION may sound
like a lot of money, McKinney said it
is "a modest step long overdue."

He explained gasoline taxes have
long been allocated to highway devel-
opment and maintenance-this year
amounting to $SOO million. Only since
1972 has there been one-half cent of
the nine cents par gallon gas tax di-
verled to nonhighway purposes, gener-
ating about $23 million annually.

McKinney emphasized additional
taxes for the bond issue will not be re-
quired because of decreasing debt re-
quirements for present Clean Water
Bonds and anticipated growth in state
revenues.

THE AIMS OF THE PROGRAM
are two-fold: To provide high-frequen-
cy, easily-accessible passenger and
freight transportation and to grab the
state's fair share of federalaid dot-
lars.

While the need to provide in-
expensive and fast transportation for
people is easily understood. the criti-
cal need for up-to-date freighting is
misunderstood by many taxpayers.
McKinney said.

ON INFLATION: -The type now
being experienced can't be explained
by looking at our economic texts.

'Oil price increases are being exter-
nally imposed. We must use our diplo-
matic powers and group with other na-
lions and force prices back down. And
we must conserve our fuel.

"The administration is trying to re-
spond to traditional inflation by reduc-
ing the budget and raising interest
rates. But excess demand isn't the
cause of this inflation.

"My suggestion is the adminis-
tration should bring down interest
rates so people can afford new homes
to pt the construction industry back
to work. This will stimulate demand
so the massive industries now under-
producing can operate efficiently and
economically. Inflation won't revult if

we work more effectively and econom-
ically."

Another anti-inflation measure Reu-
ther proposed was to strengthen the
anti4rust division of the U.S. Justice
Department which he said is "so un-
derstaffed and under-financed that it
can handle only 23 cases a year. If
staffed .properly, this division could
save the American consumer $90 mil-
lion a year."

ON DEFENSE: "About 15 years
ago when Knischev visited America.
we talked about cutting the defense
budget, which was then some $40 bil-
lion a year. Today, it is about $90 bil-
lion.

'*There are some areas that can be
cut that won't weaken us. Overseas,
there is a 10-1 ratio between suppOrt
troops, such as clerks and cooks. for
each combat soldier. Russia's ratio is
3-1. If we just reduce this ratio to 9-1
we can cut $2.5 billion from defense,

which is more than we spend on the
anti-trust division,

"We can save $1 billion a year just
by reducing unnecessary qroop trans-
fers."

NEXT REUTHER stopped by his Li-
vonia headquarters on Five Mile
across from Bentley High School and
then to a Livonia supermarket to dis-
tribute literature and shake hands
with voters.

The supermarket visit was effec-
tive. Housewives exiting with food
carts containing fewer bags of food
then a year ago seemed receptive to
meet a challenger who '*might" do
something new to handle inflation.

Here be received two negative re-
sponses-from an elderly man who
said "I won't vote for any Democrat"
and from a Republican who also re-
fused to accept his literature. He com-
plemented both for their honesty.

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BEFORE HEADING for MeNa-
mara Towers. Reuther stopped off at
Livonia headquarters again and took
10 minutes for a sandwich and glass
of milk, and discussions with staff
members between' bites.

Brahms wrote it in tall when he re-
ceived an honorary degree from the
University of Bresau "lt's lull of Ger-
man miversity tunes and ends with a
familiar song everyone will receg-
nize." says Dinlap "irs one of the
most popular works in the orchestral
repertory.

Another orchestral work on the pro-
gram is Maurice Ravel's -Rapsodie
Espagnole ' Dtnlap explains: -Ravel
was French but lived near the Span-
ish border lt's strange how the
French are able to capture Spanish
colors and rhythms better than the
Spantards themselves." Bizet's "Car-
men" is an obvious example.

Tbe Rhapsody has four movements
based on Spanish tunes. The move-
ments are entitled "Prelude ot the
Night:' -Malaguena.° -Hobanera"
and '*Feria:

Pianist William Doppmann. a famil-
iar figure to Plymouth. Oakway and
Schooleraft College audiences. will be
heard with the orchestra in two

worb-Mozart's piano concerto No. 24
in C minor ( K. 467) and Stravinsky's
' ' Caprice for Piano and Orchestra."

Mozart wrote more than two dozen
piano concertos. but only two were in
minor keys-C minor and D minor-
and they are considered his best.
" Anything in C minor is usually some-
thing special, says Dimlap. pointing
to this work and Beethoven's fifth
symphony.

The C minor concerto is dark and
moody in contrast to the light. clear
tone of most of Mozart's works. It
was a major influence in Beethoven.

DUNLAP NMES that Mozart was
rarely played in the 19th century and
began to make a comeback about 25
years ago. Today Mozart has more
listings than any other composer in
the Schwann record catalog.

Igo Stravinsky. a 20lh century Rus-
sian. went through as maBy "Peri-
ods" in his musical compositions as

Pablo Picasso in painting and draw-
ing.

Dunlap notes Stravinsky was emerg-
ing from a "severe classical period"
in 1929 when he composed the "Capr-
iccio." It corresponds to the period in
which Mozart was paving the way for
the Romantic era in the C minor con-
certo.

Dunlap. as director of fine arts at
Schoolcraft College a few years ago.
juxtaposed Mozart and Stravinsky as
his featured composers during one
summer concert series. .

Concert tickets will be available at
the door. Admission is $3 for aduRs
and free for K-12 students. Season
memberships. tax deductible. are
available at prices generally below
season tickets.
