Buried cars, broken awnings, and 
the wonderful sport of “shoveling 
out" welcomed area residents Mon­
day morning as the worst snow storm 
in nearly a century dumped 18 inches 
of the wet stuff on southern Michigan.

While most residents opted for 
staying home, a  few brave souls ven­
tured onto the roads, only to find their 
forward progress limited or com­
pletely blocked by the snow-clogged 
paths.

Residents in Plymouth fared the 
best, as city crews began work late 
Sunday afternoon to begin removing 
the first 6-8 inches of the fluffy stuff. 
By 5’p.m. Monday, city crews had put 
a plow to every street in town, mak­
ing roads at least passable.

In the townshibs of Canton and 
Plymouth the situation was not quite 
as good, as county road crews were 
kept busy just keeping state and coun­
ty roads open to traffic. Secondary 
roads and local streets took a back 
seat to the main routes, leaving many 
streets untouched by anything larger 
than a snow shovel until Wednesday.

One of the few serious incidents re­
sulting from the storm was a reported 
h e a r t a tta c k  by a x33-year-o ld  
Plymouth Township man on Monday. 
Plymouth firefighters also transported 
a 20-year-old man to St. Mary Hospi­
tal on Tuesday morning after the 
snow removal vehicle he was working 
to repair slipped into gear and ran 
over his arm.

Following a pumper truck into Wind­

sor Park subdivision, the Canton fire 
department ambulance picked .up 
Mrs. Elaine Pilar Sunday evening for 
a quick trip to St. Mary so she 
wouldn’t miss her appointemnt with 
the stork.

No other serious incidents were re­
ported and both Plymouth Police and 
Fire Departments said the situation 
was “calm" in the city both Sunday 
and Monday.

“If I had my way we’d have snow 
every day." noted Plymouth Police 
Giief Tim Ford. When asked if it 
acted as a deterrent to crime, he 
said, “No, I just like snow."

As a result of the snow storm, the 
Canton Fire Department has added an­
other vehicle to its fleet. Through the 
generosity of Supervisor R obert 
Greenstein, the township will have a 
snowmobile at its disposal for em er­

gency rescues*“ I wasn't using it that 
much,,’’ noted G reenstein. “ so I 
thought I’d leave it where it was 
really needed.”

Plymouth Township Supervisor J.D. 
McLaren said he had few complaints 
about the storm other than “a few 
sore muscles that I didn’t  know I 
had.”

P lym outh  F ire  C hief G eorge 
Schoenneman asked residents to take 
one step pf precaution because of the 
snows arid uncover fire plugs that 
may be buried. “ It will make them 
easier for us to find if we have tb use 
th an ,” he said. .

At its regular Monday meeting, the 
Plymouth City Commission and City 
Manager Fred Yockey praise# • the 
work of the DPW crews for once 
again doing a fine job of snow remov­
al.

W ork begins 
on Canton plan

PLYMOUTH—In attem pt to  im ­
prove the efficiency of financing local 
street construction in the city, the city 
com m ission w ill be Lumping all 
streets in its 1975 paving project into 
one special assessm ent district.

In the past, the city has set up a sep­
arate district for each street sched­
uled for rtpaving, but according to 
city m anager Fred Yockey. if the 
streets am  all sim ilar they can be put 
together into one district to obtain 
more "consistency."

HE NOTED that other paving proj­
ects. when assessed on a street-by­
street basis, had come up with slight 
deficits or surpluses. In the case of 
the surpluses, refunds were m ade and 
the deficits were picked up by the 
city, because, “ It would have cost 
more to reassess for the difference."

The proposed project includes seven 
residential streets winch are all the 
same width and which contains a min­
imal amount qf excavation.

Yockey noted that his experience
had been U> place streets of like con­
struction into one district with every- 
ope assessed the sam e amount of 
money per Irani foot. Cost estim ates 
for the eight-inch concrete pavem ent 
have been placed at MS. 14 per front 
foot and $13.07 per side lot footage (on 
corner lots).

THE TOTAL estim ated cost of the 
project is more than $356,000 with the 
city picking up close to half, or 
$174,000, of the total. The rem ainder 
will be assessed to the owners of the 
more than 130 parcels of land affected 
by the repaying program .

The commission set a public hear­
ing on the necessity of the paving proj­
ect for Jan. < a t 7:30 p.m in the com­
mission chambers.

The assessm ent will be spread over 
10 years on the properties affect ed at 
an interest rate of nine per cent.

Commissioners approved setting the 
public hearing, but voiced their con­
cerns over a  section of the m anager’s 
report on the proposed project regard­
ing the life expectancy of the project. 
Yockey’s report listed a span of 15 
vears, while several commissioners 
felt the tim e was too short.

“I think it used to be 20 or 25 years 
before,” noted commissioner' Norbert 
Batterm am . According to commission­
er Harold Guenther, the expected life 
of a project is “ like a w arranty” on 
the improvem ents. Yockey said he 
wbuld look into the reasons for the 
change in the figure but added, “as a 
practical m atter I don’t  think it’s 
going to make a bit of difference.’* 
Guenther agreed in principle but

noted the life expectancy was a type 
of “sales factor” when presenting the 
project to the property owners.

COMMISSIONER Joseph Bida ques­
tioned the cost increase over previous 
paving projects staling. “Hie $26.14 is 
one heck of a price. I’m wondering if 
this is a  realistic figure."

City engineer Allan Gove noted his 
estimates were based on an expected 
10 per cent increase over last year’s 
prices. Yockey also noted that if the 
estimates were not high enough it 
would be difficult to reassess, adding 
it would be much easier to refund any 
surpluses if original estimates were 
too high.

The commission also authorized pur­
chase of a new truck body for the 
DPW, a gasoline storage tank for the

fire department and installation of an 
eight-foot backstop for the parks and 
recreation department.

A green light was given to the firm 
of Reid, Cool and Michalski, traffic en­
gineers, to study the city’s downtown 
loop road project for traffic impact. 
The study is expected to be completed 
by Dec. 31 at a total cost of $3,300.

In other action, the commission con­
firmed recommendations by Mayor 
Beverly McAninch to fill vacancies on 
the planning commission and zoning 
board of appeals. The commission re­
luctantly accepted the resignation of. 
Ezra Rotnour from the planning com­
mission because of a recent heart at­
tack. He will be replaced by Charles 
Kaufman on that body. Frank Allison 
was reappointed to the zoning board 
of appeals.

CANTON—Recognizing that land 
use is a “top priority m atter" all 
township officials have started  a 
coordinated effort too develop a new 
master land use plan.

The planning commission and town­
ship board met Tuesday night to ham ­
mer out the “all important” new 
plan, and for the next several months 
one half of each planning commission 
meeting will be devoted to this end.

TOWNSHIP PLANNER Mike Manore 
led the meeting, proposing a calendar 
tor the development and 
tion of the land use pifin and tiie zon­
ing ordinances nectsttjry to  institute 
it. *

He suggested the land use plan be 
adopted by July 1975 and the zoning 
ordinance by October 1975. He under­
lined, the importance of quick action 
by saying “it is essential the land use 
plan be completed as soon as possible 
because when Jhis economic slump is 
over we can anticipate even more 
building activity than in the past.”

As Manore explains the situation, 
two documents must be developed. A 
master land use plan, which would de­
tail die desired use of the land and a 
new zoning ordinance to carry out the 
intent of tlfe plan.

Each document must go through 
several steps before ratification. 
First, goals must be established, then 
a rough draft, then a recommendation 
by the board or commission, then a

public hearing and finally a vote.
Manore suggests rough draft work 

could take until the summer with a 
public hearing for the land use plan in 
June and possible ratification in July. 
The hearing and ratification of the 
zoning ordiriance would then follow.

TWO MASTER land use documents 
have to be drafted, Manore says, one 
for a  long range projection of 25 
years, and one for 5-10 years.

The planning commission will be 
asked‘to adopt the shorter version, 
and the township zoning ordinance 
will also be fashioned from that.

The long term land use plan is more 
“hypothetical” because, as Manore 
says: “w e just can’t  predict or see 
that far into the future. For practical 
reasons we’ll have to work with a 
shorter plan." -

The economic Impact of rapid tran ­
sit win be stressed by local speakers 
at a  special western Wayne County 
meeting  aimed at getting changes in 
the ISM plan of the Southeast Mich­
igan Council of Governments.

The meeting — not legally a  public 
hearing but having the same impact 
— is scheduled for Tuesday, Dec. 17 
at 8 p.m. in the Forum building audito­
rium at Schoolcraft College. 18600 Hag­
gerty. Livonia.

S ta te  Sen. C arl P u rse ll  (R- 
Plymouth) arranged the m eeting 
after several local officials com­
plained that this section of Wayne 
County was eliminated from SEM- 
COG’s rapid transit plan and had in­
adequate opportunity for comment.

Cosponsoring the session is Observ­
er & Eccentric Newspapers. Pursell 
will open the session. Tim Richard. 
Wayne County editor of the news­
paper group, will be moderator.

SEMCOG OFFICIALS have orally 
accepted an invitation to present their 
justification of the plan. Expected to . 
attend are either Michael Glusac, 
SEMCOG executive (Erector, or John 
Amberger, his deputy, along with 
Gary Krause, a member of the plan­
ning staff. <

Krause indicated they will make 
much the same presentation they did 
at a series of public hearings around 
the region. The closest one to this 
area was in Taylor and was attended 
by only one local public official and a 
handful of citizens.

The Qity of Livonia is expected to 
present figures on the number of per­
sons working in the Schoolcraft- 
Plymouth roads corridor. That corri­
dor is shown as a  rapid transit line in 
the old Transportation and Land Use 
Study.

Pursell will arrange to get a repre­
sentative from the state Department 
of Transportation.

Invitations are being sent to chief 
executives in the cities of Dearborn 
Heights, Garden City. Livonia. North- 
ville, Plymouth and Westland and the 
townships of Canton. N orthville, 
Plymouth and Redford.

THUS, THE MEETING will have 
much the same arrangement as the 
SEMCOG hearings with copies of any 
written presentations, and notes on 
oral presentations being forwarded to 
SEMCOG.

It will not. however, be an official 
hearing because legapnotice require­

ments aren’t  being met. Nevertheless, 
the impact will be the same as a  hear­
ing because it is known that SEMCOG 
officials are .paying dose attention to 
the western Wayne County com­
plaints.

/  Chief point of attack is likely to be 
1 SEMCOG’s first criterion for being 

awarded a  rapid transit line — that 
there be a  congested freeway. The I- 
96 Jeffries freeway in the Schoolcraft’

corridor is still under construction 
and cannot therefore qualify as “con­
gested.”

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Economic bright spots 
indicate recession shift

By EMORY DANIELS

Although the economy in seems to 
be growing gloomier as each week 
passes, there are some bright spots to 
be found and some indicators of a 
speedup in 1975.

With the current rounds of auto com­
pany layoffs, the economy in the met­
ropolitan Detroit area is apt to re­
main gloomy during December. But 
forces now at work may lead to 
growth beginning in January. If so. 
then the recession will bottom out be­
fore Christmas and then begin its re­
covery.

INDICATORS CHECKED by the Ob­
server & Eccentric were new car deal­
ers. mortgage availability for the 
housing ipdustry. and fluctuations in 
the classified advertisement use of 
thesenewspapers.

Traditionally, classified ads begin to 
decrease in volume at the inception of 
a recession and converesly pick up in 
volume before the recovery process 
begins. Classifieds, thus, are a signal 
of a looming recession or good times 
to come.

An analysis of the classified section 
of this newspaper shows the total num­
ber of ads remained stable between 
1969 and 1970 when the national econo­
my was in a • mini-recession.” The 
classified total jumped upwards by 
about 20 per cent in 1971 over 1970. 
but increased by only 7.5 per cent in 
1972.

Total classifieds remained below 
1971’s boom with a 124 per cent in­
crease from 1972 to 73 with the reces­
sion creeping upon us. Between 1973- 
74. total classifieds increased by 54  
per cent. The 73-74 increase was com­
puted after making adjustments for 
the merger of the Observer News­
papers and Eccentric Newspapers dur­
ing the past year.

What is occurring within segments 
of the economy can be observed by 
studying individual categories within 
the classified section. There has been 
an increase, for instance, in the num­
ber of garage and rummage ia le  in­
sertions Used car listings has also in­
creased with more "sale by owner” 
ads. There has been a significant in­
crease since last spring in the "home 
for sale by owner” ads.

NEW CAR DEALERS in the suburbs 
are optimistic 1975 will be a better 
sales year than last year once poten­
tial buyers overcome the current 
shock of temporary plant shutdowns 
and layoffs.

The dealers point out that now is a 
good time to buy a new car because it 
can be obtained at a lower price as 
higher trade-insare being offered for 
1971-73 models in good shape.

Now is a good time to buy because 
dealers have cars in stock ready for 
immediate delivery, says Lou La- 
Riche. Chevrolet dealer in Plymouth.

If the used car is clean and in good 
condition, he adds, it is worth more 
now than it was six or seven months 
ago.

"There is a tremenduous m arket 
now to buy used cars which gives the 
dealer a greater incentive (and abili­
ty) to offer a better trade-in deal. We 
know the used car will move faster on 
our used car lots and will sell for a 
profit. With the nature of our busi­
ness. it is natural then we will offer 
more to buy a used car on a trade- 
in.”

LaRiche says the pattern has been 
for prior year cars to drop $1,000 in 
value as soon as the new models are 
introduced. "But this hasn’t taken 
place this year, which is a situation 
we’ve never faced before.”

He adds that an upturn in consumer 
confidence won’t occur until the in­
flationary spiral is cut into, and au­
tomobile dealerships are now doing 
this.

ED BROWN of Bill Brown Ford. Li­
vonia, reports the same situation 
exists at his dealerships — the higher 
trade-in value of 71-73 cars has offset 
the increased price for 1975s.

"Used cars are at a premium now 
and so it costs less to finance a new 
car then at any time in the past two

analysis
years — especially with the medium 
and larger-size cars of model years 
71. 72 and 73.

“There is a little upswing in new 
car sales now. But people need jobs to 
buy new cars and a  layoff of one per­
son scares another 10.”

He adds there is also a  demand for 
1970-72 compacts. "The premium de­
mand is for cars in the $2,000-12,500 
price range, and it doesn’t really m at­
ter what kind it is.”

Brown has an added incentive to po­
tential car buyers in that he has about 
120 “new” 1974 models whose prices 
have dropped with the introduction of 
the 75 models “Here’s where some 
real bargains are.”

DOMINIC MARINO of Colony Chrys- 
ler-Plymouth in Plymouth joins his 
GM and Ford counterparts in offset­
ting higher prices for new cars by of­
fering higher trade-in value.

Money*is tight, he adds, which pre­
vents a buyer with a $200-$300 down 
payment from financing a loan for a 
new car. But the buyer with a two- 
year-old car worth $2,00-$2.500 has a 
large enough down payment to secure 
a bank loan.

Another advantage today in financ­
ing new cars. Marino saysis that the 
buyer can note obtain a loan for 48 
months instead of the previous max­
imum of 36 months. "Dealers in the 
City of Detroit are having problems. 
But my dealership, and most o f  the 
dealers I’ve talked to in the suburbs, 
have had a better new car sales 
month in November then in October.” 

He believes this pick up is due to 
the better trade-ins which dealers can 
offer.

Marino added that he has about 30 
74dusters in stock. "That’s surpising 
because we expected the Duster to 
sell better than other models because 
of last year’s energy crunch.”

EVEN MORE promising are drops 
in the home mortgage rates the week 
of Nov. 18.

Conventional home loans took a half 
per cent drop with savings & loans dip­
ping to 9 4 . On Nov. 26, Michigan 
Bank lowered its home mortage inter­
est rate to 9 4  per cent.

Mike Samonek of United Northwest 
Realtors Association, Farm ington 
Hills, predicts the home mortgage 
rate will continue to decline until next 
spring when it will level off at 8 4  per 
cent. The drop will be much faster in 
savings & loan institutions, he added, 
because 90 per cent of their loans are 
home mortgages.

"If people keep on saving money, 
and deposits in savings & loans in­
creases. the rate will continue down­
ward and more mortgage money will 
become available.”

Samonek says he expects “points” 
charged to obtain a home loan will re­
main the same, and might come down 
a bit. "Money is loosening up. Nation­
wide. the recession has hit bottom al­
though it hasn’t yet in this area. 
Money will become more available 
during 1975.”

Samonek said Realtors and home 
lenders have been taking a hard look 
at the point system and will keep 
points down to the extent the money 
supply allows. “Points are controlled 
by the demand for money. The higher 
the demand, the more likely points 
will rise. Unfortunately, savings and 
loans take it on the chin because of 
government requirements.”

NEW CONSTRUCTION of homes 
can be expected next year, he added, 
because the federal government will 
be pumping money into both into new 
home construction and used home 
mortgaging and rehabilitation.

The money to rehabilitate used 
homes is especially vital in Detroit, 
he said, where HUD has 16,000 homes 
costing the taxpayer about $120,000 a 
day just to maintain.

New money pumped into the used 
house market would. Samonek says.
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help the economy by getting more 
people into houses, get rid of the 
$100,000 a day maintenance drain for 
HUD houses, and encourage home- 
owners to sell their houses and pur­
chase either new homes or more ex­
pensive used houses.

In summary, Samonek expects 1975 
will be a  much better year than 74. 
“Our economic policies will begin to 
pay off if people don’t panic. If you 
look hard enough, you can see spooks 
behind every comer. But you can also 
see cause for hope and all indicators 
now point towards an economic recov­
ery.”

ON A LARGER SCALE, optimism 
is also expressed by Thomas A. Mur­
phy, vice-chairman of General Motors 
Coq)

An an example, Murphy points to in­
flation. “World market prices for cop­
per, aluminum, textiles, lumber, steel 
scrap, lead, zinc and other industrial 
materials are declining — and have 
been for some time.

«
“Domestic prices have already 

begun to reflect this trend. The Bu­
reau of Labor Standards’ index of 13 
industrial materials, for example, has 
registered a 15 per cent decrease 
since mid-July

"Regarding world oil prices, I think 
we can look for some stability, if not 
improvement. Certainly, there is no 
reason to expect a repetition of the 
four-fold increase which was such a 
significant factor in raising ALL costs 
during the first nine months of this 
year.”

The first grant application of 
9 W ,M  will be used to support four 
current projects, two new ones and 
seven youth workers, a  planner, five 
youth service workers and a  gang 
worker on the east side.

ALONG WITH THIS recommenda­
tion from  the Human Resources Com­
m ittee, another was given final ap­
proval, an assistance program  for 
troubled county employes a t a  first 
year cost of $56,407.

Commissioner Tbm Taylor (D-West- 
land), chairm an of the human re­
sources com m itte, proposed the trou­
bled employe program.

Taylor cited the savings in employe 
absenteeism  due to emotional prob­
lem s and substance abuse as justifica­
tion for the expenditure.

The board also approved a formula 
for the distribution of $2.5 million in 
Title D finds for the public service in­
tern  program  among 40 cities and 
communities in the county.

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Freon dangers may evok e ban on aeroso ls C R A F T  SA L E
Aerosol sprays and other household 

products which discharge fluorocar­
bon gases or Freon, a trade name, 
may become tomorrow's antiques.

Representatives Marvin L. Esch IR- 
Ann Arbon and Paul G Rogers iD- 
Fla > are drafting legislation to per­
mit the Environmental Protection 
Agency (EPA* to ban the products, if 
studies by the National Academy of 
Sciences and others, substantiates the 
suspected danger. Esch represents
the 2nd District which includes Li­
vonia and Plymouth.

THE LEGISLATION would amend 
the Clean Air Act and require manu­
facturers of any product which in nor­
mal use discharges fluorocarbons to 
obtain a certificate of safety from the 
EPA if the health hazard is estab­
lished. Refrigerators and air condi­
tioners use fluorocarbons for cooling, 
but normally don’t discharge the 
chemical.

The two congressmen said in a joint 
statement: “The warnings from the 
National Academy of Sciences and 
other scientists who have conducted in­
dependent research indicate a poten­
tially dangerous situation.

“We feel that hearings should be 
held to determine the severity of the 
situation and what steps should be 
taken.” Rogers and Esch said. “We 
have not called for an immediate and 
total ban. That would be pre-judging 
on the basis of limited evidence. But 
there is little doubt that if the evi­
dence does hold up. a ban may be nec­
essary”

HEARINGS ARE tentatively sched­
uled to start Dec 11 before the House 
Subcommittee on Public Health and 
Environment.

Studies indicate that fluorocarbon 
gases rise in the atmosphere and par­

tially destroy the ozone layer which 
shields the earth from cancer-causing 
ultraviolet rays. The fluorocarbons 
broken down by radiation in the stra­
tosphere form free chlorine atoms 
which will increasingly destroy ozone 
and trigger an increase in skin cancer 
due to the increased ultraviolet radi­
ation which the ozone normally would 
absorb

Esch said: “We are drawing no con­
clusions about th/* warnings of risk to 
health at this tione. However, we are 
calling upon the scientific community 
to provide Congress and the public 
with the facts so that if a risk is pro­
ven we can take the proper steps.”

An estimated 2.9 billion aerosol and 
pressurized products were manufac­
tured in the United States in 1973, but 
it is not known precisely what percent­
age of aerosols contain fluorocarbon 
gasses.

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Malpractice settlements drive out
Thousands of ailing persons in southeastern 

Michigan may find it impossible to find a doctor 
within a year and perhaps sooner unless major 
steps are taken to ease the pressures caused by 
the medical malpractice lawsuits.

More and more doctors are finding the con­
stant threat of- a malpractice suit hanging over 
their heads a bit more than they care to bargain 
with.

The only answer to the situation, which has 
mushroomed to astronomical proportions in re­
cent months due to huge payoffs ordered by 
courts and juries after lengthy, costly trials, is to 
hike the malpractice insurance premiums. Prac­
tically every doctor faced with this prospect very 
candidly admits he can’t afford toe costs and 
can’t afford not to have insurance.

Therefore, he has to drop out of private prac­
tice to less risky fields, one where he has pro­
tection provided by large corporations or by form­
ing groups of doctors who have large enough and 
lucrative enough practices to share the costs.

DISCUSSING THE SITUATION with a few doc­
tors at a Livonia hospital recently, we discovered 
that many in the specialty fields believe the pre­
miums will go as high as $30,000 to $50,000 if law­
suits are decided in favor of the patient.

And when that day comes -  and many think it 
isn’t far away -  then doctors have only two alter­
natives... hike fees to cover the costs of the insur­
ance or drop out of private practice.

Within only a few weeks, it will be just 14 
years since the then newly appointed public rela­
tions director of the Detroit Race Course sugges­
ted to the track’s hierarchy that the 1961 thorough­
bred racing season be given the added opening 
day fanfare of a parade through downtown Li­
vonia.

Some of us who report and edit the ongoing 
input of suburbia frequently make light of the fact 
that in our several sectors there are som e civic 
debates which seem to go on ad infinitum without 
decisions, thus establishing ready-made issues on 
which our grandchildren can take their political 
stands.

But all about us new things are under w a y -  
some of them sociological, but mosfr^of them phys­
ically apparent if only we would take the time to 
see them.

THE BEST EYES to examine a community 
are those of a former resident who hasn’t been 
back in the old home town for at least 10 years, 
preferably at least 20. In brief, someone who 
moved away from Livonia, Plymouth. Redford 
Township, Westland (then Nankin Township) or 
Garden City as early as 1954.

After he has asked of his old buddies. “What’s 
new?” and has been answered. “Aw. nothin' 
much,” his eyes will move around, inquisitively 
asking, “Where’s this, where’s that, where are 
those?” And of course, you, who were there all 
the time, will hedge a bit and confess that you 
really didn’t pay much attention; it all seem ed so 
slow.

“You can’t go back.” they say—and many of 
your elders who have sought to recapture a mo­
ment from the past will tell you it’s true. But 
please don’t ignore the even so slight changes 
that today has brought. Accumulatively, they are 
your tomorrow.

If the latter happens, then area hospitals are 
going to find themselves in a real bind for top spe­
cialists. Most certainly there will be well trained 
MDs available, but they won’t be able to practice 
doe to the high costs of operation.

This was brought to  mind in a convincing man­
ner a few days ago when we visited a large Gener­
al Motors complex in the Livonia area and 
learned a neuro-surgeon had been hired as the 
plant medical doctor.

Imagine a highly skilled, highly trained person 
with all of the knowledge of this doctor handling, 
cut fingers and legs and sim ilar accidents. Imag­
ine what a loss it is to some hospital, which has 
been trying for months to induce a neuro-surgeon 
to join its staff, to learn such a man is available 
but can’t afford to go into private practice be­
cause he can’t afford the costs of malpractice in­
surance.

THERE WAS AN incident a few weeks back 
where a teener from the Flint area suffered criti­
cal head injuries in an accident. None of the 
neuro-surgeons in that area would examine him, 
and he had to be rushed to one of the hospitals in 
the Ann Arbor area.

He died within hours of admission and prob­

ably wouldn’t have survived had he been treated 
in Flint. Reports from there were that no doctor 
cared to handle the case because of the possibility 
of a malpractice suit. It seem s that several have 
been burned lately, and none wanted to become a 
new possibility.

The crisis worsened recently when Shelby Mu­
tual Insurance Co. announced it would stop provid­
ing medical malpractice insurance to some 2,000 
generally high-risk Michigan physicians during 
the next three years.

More than half of the 2,000 surgeons and spe­
cialists reside in Wayne, Oakland, Macomb and 
Genessee counties. These are the doctors most fre­
quently sued and few of the state’s other insur­
ance companies have been willing to sell them pol­
icies.

It is reported that those who can get insurance 
from other firms, are finding their $5,000 annual 
premiums increased to $20,000. Only a scant few 
would continue practicing without adequate insur­
ance. Very few could continue practice without in­
creasing fees to patients to take care of the high­
er premiums.

“MEDICAL MALPRACTICE” is when a doc­
tor injures his patient through negligence. Al­
though doctors are humans just as you and I, the 
majority of patients and their fam ilies believe he 
is like God and can’t make a mistake.

Of course this is not true. A doctor is trying to 
the best of his ability to cure the patient, to mend" 
his injuries and wounds and to get him back trfT 
normal as quickly as possible. But oftentim es”,'; 
things don’t work out that way, and the doctor;', 
takes all the blame. He is the marked m an.,.the,.. 
one to accuse of malpractice and take into court. -

Forgotten entirely are the hundreds of others^4; 
he has brought through serious, situations and re- 
turned to normal life.

A m odest p lay proposal
I have this terrific idea for a drama. Trouble

is, I’ll never have time to write it. So I’m passing 
on the idea, free of charge, to anyone who wants
it.

It’s like that terrific idea I had for a novel of 
suburban lust and passion to be entitled “Hot 
Wind over Livonia.” That never got written ei­
ther, but the royalties and movie rights should be 
worth a million bucks to anyone who can write 
the novel to fit the title.

Anyway, my idea for a drama was inspired 
by that Greek play “Lysistrata” about the women 
who opposed war and who (hrrumph!) withheld 
their favors from their husbands until the men 
quit fighting.

Newsboys and they gladly agreed to 
carry on with the slogan “No Kiddie 
Without A Christinas.” Came the day 
of the gale and what a sight it was to 
see some of these former newsboys, 
now grown men, in all walks of life, 
standing at their favorite com ers in 
downtown “ selling” their papers 
again.

Nothing like it ever had been a t­
tempted before, and right there was 
bom the tradition of the Old Newboys 

- and the annual “Goodfellow editions” 
of the newspapers.

The early sales were a bit different 
than those of today in that each of the 
old newsboys (doctors, law yers, 
judges, business and industrial lead­
ers) had their own followers and 
these groups came back to their for­
mer newsboy to make the purchase in 
the name of charity.

For instance. A1 Day. a druggist 
who was one of the area’s best boxing 
referees, handled the comer of State 
and Griswold Streets, and the sports 
groups drove for miles to help him 
boost the fund. It was a common sight 
to see Frank Navin, owner of the De­
troit Tigers, and Jack Adams, general 
manager of the Detroit Red Wings, 
come to the comer along with many 
of their players. Newpapers sent spe­
cial reporters to cover the comer, 
both with the printed word and pic­
tures.

Sports Comer became a real tradi­
tion. When A1 Day moved on to his re­
ward. "Spike” Briggs, son of the late 
Tiger owner, and Judge John P. Scal- 
len, took over. What a job these fel­
lows did for charity!

Herman Leiberman, the veteran to­
bacconist. took over at the com er of 
Woodward and Michigan where the 
former Majestic Building stood / He 
too became one of the real traditions 
of the day.

So strong had this tradition become 
that when the rush came from the 
city, to the suburbs, the Goodfellows 
came with them and every township 
and city in the metropolitan area now 
has a Goodfellow paper sale with the 
slogan. “No Kiddie-Without A Christ­
mas.”

Livonia was one of the first to pick 
up the tradition with the organization 
of a Goodfellows group in 1937. Then, 
one by one. the others followed.

: The old newsboys of the early days
are gone now. In their places have 
come the firemen and police of the 
various communities to conduct the 
sale.

Stale asked for jail funds
with the panel of judges said there is 
a conflict between Crockett and some 
of his fellow judges on the m atter.

Richard T. Kelly, chairm an of the 
Wayne County Board of Auditors, 
urged defendants be brought to trial 
more quickly to reduce the jail popu­
lation. The jail population consists 
mainly of persons awaiting trial.

The judicial panel asked county offi­
cials to inspect, and report back on 
the feasibility of using as jail facil­
ities. the vacant form er Oakland Coun­
ty jail and vacant psychiatric build­
ings a t Wayne County General Hospi­
tal in Westland.

Sheriff William Lucas told the panel 
he felt it would be m ore‘humane to 
have prisoners sleeping on floors in 
the Wayne County Jail than housed in 
the Oakland County jail.

The 799 limit on prisoners was set 
by the judicial panel after the panel 
ruled in favor of a  suit brought 
against the county on behalf of a num­
ber of jail inmates. The suit charged 
the rights of the inmates were being 
violated by the crowded conditions 
and structural shortcomings of the 
jail,

In meeting informally with the coun­
ty  officials, the judicial panel ad­
journed a hearing at which the offi­
cials were to show cause why they 
shouldn't be held in contempt of court 
for exceeding the lim it.

Patrick declared in his letter. ‘T here­
fore. in order to meet this compelling 
need, we appeal to you and to the 
State Legislature to arrange for the 
advance of, the required funds.”

Maher—said they would ask the Mich­
igan Siqweme Court im m ediately to 
review bail bonds of prisoners await- 
ing trial in Detroit Recorder’s Court, 
the source of most of the ja il’s popu­
lation.

Presiding Recorder’s Court Judge 
George W. Crockett J r. cites bonding 
practices of some of his fellow record­
er’s judges as a  m ajor cause of jail 
overcrowding, tie  advocated wider 
use of personal bonds which don’t  re­
quire that any cash be put up, rather 
than surety bonds.

“IN OUR HOUSE we use artificial 
sweeteners.” said Barbara Babcock 
of Redford. Township. “We are using 
very little table sugar. Last year -I 
made about 300 cookies during the hol­
idays. But this year I’ll make only 100 
using sweeteners.”

Most of the those questioned de­
clared they felt they could afford to 
pay more money for sugar, but they 
were purposely boycotting it because 
of their indignation at the cost.

“But when 
you're planning to entertain, what can 
you serve?” she said. “More crackers 
and cheese. I guess.”

Kathryn Miller of the same town is 
lucky. “ I have a five-pound bag of 
sogar left over from when it was 87 
cents a pound,” she said. “We usually 
make seven or eight kinds of cookies 
and candy to give the neighbors but it 
will be less this year.”

Ann Arbor) and William Ford (D-Tay- 
lor) voted with the m ajority Dec 3 to 
override the President's veto of a 22.7 
per cent increase in most Gl educa­
tion benefits.

The congressmen cast their votes 
with 392 others to solidly block the 
President's denial of the benefits to 
seven million Vietnam-era and four 
million post-Korea veterans Only 10 
congressmen backed the veto.

In the Senate. Michigan’s Robert 
Griffin was the only one to support

can leader.
Neither Esch nor Ford were avail­

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Verdict is inconclusive
The dispute over a 55 mph speed limit *•< *•r •  r*

%  EMORY DANIELS

A definitive conclusion has yet to be 
reached on the impact of the 59 mph 
speed limit on the reduction of au­
tomobile injuries and fatalities.

The experts disagree and the sta tis­
tics often tend to cloud the issues 
rather than lead toward consensus. 
Most agreed reduced speeds have had 
some effect, but many are unwilling 
to cite this as the m ajor factor.

ONE SNARL in the s ta tistica l 
jungle is the most recent report of the 
Down River — Western Wayne Safety 
and Traffic Committee of the Automo­
bile Club of Michigan 

An accident summary for the com­
munities of Westland. Taylor. Ecorse. 
ADen Park and Lincoln Park shows a 
19 per cent reduction in the persons in­
jured to date in 1974 but a 57 per cent 
increase in fatalities.

There is a definite trend, which 
matches national traffic reports, of 
less severe accidents involving pedes­
trians and bicyclists 

Of the total 19 per cent decline in in­
juries for these selected communities, 
there was a 22 per cent decline in pe­
destrian injuries, a 10 per cent drop 
for bicyclists and a 20 per cent reduc­
tion for motorists 

Of the 57 per cent increase in fata- 
laties. 90 per cent were motorists and 
only 30 per cent pedestrians. There 
was only one bicyclist killed from Jan­
uary to September 1974

THE STATE POLICE have cau­
tioned against reaching the conclusion 
that the lower posted speeds are re­
sponsible for reduced fatalities and 
less severe injuries. This agency says 
more data should be compiled and 
studied before a scientific determina­
tion can be made 

State Police records show that tra f­
fic deaths in Michigan have shown re­
ductions in each of the last 15 months 
compared with the same months a 
year earlier.

Factors affecting this reduction 
cited by State Police are the lowered 
speed limit, cost and availability of 
motor fuels, some decline in traffic 
volume, and a slowdown in some 
phases of the economy 

In October there were 177 traffic 
deaths in Michigan. 15 per cent less 
than the same month in 1973 The Oc­
tober deaths brought the 10-month ac­
cumulated toll to 1.522. or 20 per cent 
below the same period last year.

TRAFFIC ENGINEERS from the 
Highway Users Federation for Safety 
and Mobility. Washington. D C . ques­
tion the safety effects of 55 mph 
limits, claiming more attention should 
be given to the impact of travel, driv­
ing patterns, pedestrians and speed 

The federation argues, for instance, 
that fatal accidents are down almost 
as much on city streets (unaffected 
by the 55 mph law) as on higher 
speed rural roads that had posted 
speeds reduced to 55 

Furthermore, engineers argue, fatal 
accidents on under-55 rural roads are 
down 75 per cent as much as on over- 
55 rural roads.

Although speeds are below 1973 
levels, the federation reports, most ve­
hicles aren't going 55 mph. “They 
never did slow down to that speed." 
says John Jermrich of the federation, 
"even in early 1974 just after the fed­
eral law was passed, and now they're 
averaging at least two-to-four mph fas­
ter than in January when average 
speeds ranged from 55 to 60 

“Right now the bulk of the motor­
ists — more than 70 per cent — are 
driving in the range of 55 to 65 mph 
Despite the 55 mph signs and despite 
increase law enforcement, speeds are 
going back up "

This is indicated also by a national 
survey of speeds monitored by state 
highway patrols in early fall which 
showed averages ranging from 60 to 
68 mph. There was found widespread 
speeding in the range of 60 to 65 mph 
but very little of the 70 to 80 mph 
speeds of 1973.

"There is no question speed is a fac­
tor in causing or increasing the severi­
ty of accidents But it is only one fac­
tor among many which affect what 
hapoens when driver, vehicle and 
roadway get together."

Engineers estimate at least 52 per 
cent of fatal accidents occur at speeds 
less than 55 mph National Safety 
Council statistics show in 1973 only 
25.2 per cent of the fatals involved ve­
hicles driven “too fast or too fast for 
conditions."

TRAVEL VOLUMES are almost 
hark up to 1973 levels, rising from 
much lower volumes earlier this year.

For the first eight months, volume 
was down 3.8 per cent from the same 
period in 1973. Cumulative travel for 
main rural roads, which would reflect 
recreational travel more accurately, 
was down 4.6 per cent'. The figures, 
however, were down even more dur­
ing the most critical driving times.

As an example, weekends are gener­
ally high-risk times for highway trav­
el. Nationwide, 38 per cent of fatali­
ties occur on S atvday  or Sunday with 
extremely dangerous times being late 
Friday night, late Saturday afternoon 
and night, and early Sunday morning.

Translated into hours, this accounts 
for 13 per cent of the week. But 16.1 
per cent of the fatalities occur during 
these times.

Therefore, engineers observe, a re­
duction in travel with its subsequent 
reduced exposure to accidents, could 
be expected to have a greater effect 
durtag a tchm rti than any other time. 

“And there’s no question about trav­

el being less during these crucial 
times.” asserts Jem rich. An indicator 
is that in early 1974 long distance car 
travel on Interstate freeways was 
down as much as 40 per cent in some 
locations as compared to 1973 — and 
no location had a drop less than 20 
per cent.

The biggest part of the drop was on 
weekends with travel on Saturdays 
and Sundays down about 50 per cent 
more than travel on weekdays.

IN 1973, pedestrian deaths account­
ed for almost 19 per cent of the total 
motor vehicle related deaths.

Although this category is unaffected 
by the change in speed laws. Jennrich 
argues, there has been a startling de­
crease in deaths during 1974.

The federal government reports for 
the first seven months pedestrian fa­
talities were down 24.7 per cent. Bro­
ken down, it was a 22.9 per cent drop

in rural areas and 26 per cent in 
urban areas.

In brief, pedestrian deaths nation­
wide generally are running about one- 
fifth of total deaths. **If they’re down 
by a quarter, that would contribute to 
a five per cent reduction of the total.

“The impact of pedestrian deaths 
on the total is a simple arithmetic cal­
culation. In contrast, volume changes 
can have geometric effects on total 
traffic fatalities — a slight change in 
overall volume can have a whopping 
effect on deaths."

NATIONAL SAFETY COUNCIL, for 
example, reports that for five national 
holidays in 1971-73, travel was up four 
per cent while deaths rose 24 per 
cent.

Similarly, it is reasonable that 
small decreases in traffic volume — 
overall and during high-risk weekends

— will correspond with proportion­
ately greater decreases in traffic 
deaths.

“It is worth noting." observes Jennr­
ich. “ that traffic engineers have 
found more drivers are moving at 
about the same speed. During 1974 the 
number in what engineers call the 
‘pace’ increased from less than 50 per 
cent to more than 70 per cent.”

The pace, or general speed of traf­
fic, is important because it is the 10 
mph speed range driven by the great­
est number. In this respect, the raw 
speed takes a back seat to the fact 
that most of the vehicles are moving 
uniformly at that pace speed.

Engineers believe the increased 
number of drivers in the pace is a sig­
nificant factor in the greater reduc­
tion in rural fatal accidents involving 
two or more vehicles than in single­
vehicle accidents.

With more drivers in the pace, 
there is less overtaking and passing. 
And when one car does pass another, 
the speed differential is less.

Jennrich concludes: “Although acci­
dents have declined substantially 
since speeds were reduced, traffic vol­
umes and patterns of travel have also 
changed.

“These changes and other factors — 
perhaps an immeasurable change in 
attitude — apparently have influenced 
traffic operations and, in combination 
with reduced speeds, resulted in safer 
roads."

BACK IN MICHIGAN, the Traffic 
Safety for Michigan agency is urging 
legislation which would assess penalty 
points for drivers ticketed for violat­
ing the 55 mph limit.

The legislature argued earlier that 
previous speed limits were set for

safety, reasons and drivers shouhtaft’ 
be hit too hard for violating a  lower** J 
limit set for gasoline conservation.* 
State Police admit that a problem In: ’ r 
enforcing the 55 mph limit is the ab­
sence of penalty points.

“The police comment bears out find* - -  
ings that the only traffic penalty driv-. r - 
ers fear is loss of their license, to 
which penalty points contribute.” says •» ‘ 
Jack Green, mananging director of «..• 
the agency, “whereas fines present no 
serious problems to errant drivers: *’

“One problem facing Gov. Milliken -• 
is that some legislators want to junk. - 
the 55 mph limit immediately a o d : . . 
would welcome opening the issue if , 
the penalty point boost is presented to ' 
them.”

The argument remains unsettled, - 
but it may be decided during the 1975 

, terms of the Michigan Legislature or 
U.S. Congress.

OLGC offers GIFT
.BY  MARGARET MILLER

'  “The whole idea is to grow in faith, 
m d the great thing is that you do it 
together."

That's how the Rev. Kenneth MacK- 
jm on. pastor  of Our Lady of Good 
Counsel CathoBc Church in Plymouth, 
views the GIFT program  his parish 
has pionee red  in the Detroit Areh-

The le tte rs  in GIFT spell out 
Growth In Faith Together, and F r. 
MacKinnon feels that since fall OLGC 
has accomplished a  great deal of

- growth in three stages—research, re-
- flection and response.

NOW IN PROGRESS is the  last of 
these phases, a  series of sessions with 
Catholic leaders in this area on the as­
pects of faith the parish has deemed 
most important.

The Most Rev. W alter Schoenherr. 
•auxiliary bishop of Detroit, and the 
Rev. Anthony Kosnick of Orchard 
Lake Schools addressed parish m eet­
ings this week, and visitors on Dec. 1! 
and Dec. 12 will be the Rev. R obert. 
Hunitz. Archdiocese head of religious 
education, and the Rev. P a trick  
Cooney, head of the Archdiocese wor­
ship committee.

Each speaker is taking up a differ­
ent topic from the list of 10 given top 
priority in the parish program  that 
was in preparation in the first half of 
this year and put into action begin­
ning in September.

GROWING IN FAITH Together is a 
program developed in the Baltimore 
area and adopted by the Plymouth 
parish.

“We saw it a s  an attem pt to m eet 
some of the questions that have been 
raised since Vatican II began to 
change the direction of the church." 
Fr. MacKinnon said.

‘Some of these questions a re  put

for ex­
ample. about the (Afferent term inol­
ogy their children are learning.

“Some are not voiced—in fact, they 
may be unracowtaed until a  program  
Nke this foci—  thinking dh m atters 
of faith. So this project has given 
people a  gracious vehicle for thinking 
about their faith, talking about it, voic­
ing questions where they turn  up and 
giving support to each other."

THE PASTOR EXPLAINED how 
GIFT has worked as put into motion 
in Our Lady of Good Counsel.

As a first slap, seven parish lead en  
Wient two days in Baltim ore in June.* 
laxlergokig intensive training with de­
velopers of the GIFT program . Parish 

informed of plans

Then, in September, questionnaires 
went out to all Catholics in the area. 
They provided for com puterised re ­
sponses so parish m em bers could 
agree, disagree, strongly agree or 
strongly dbsgree with 60 statem ents 
involving hath.

These desk with topics like belief in 
God and life after dearth, evaluation of 
the spiritual value of the Bible, m ass. 
sermons and sacram ents, and ques­
tions like papal authority, abortion, 
birth control and m arriage for Catho­
lic clergy.

Those who answered indicated their 
age, sex and occupation and family 
status, so that the com puter tabula­
tion gives a quite complete picture of 
the beliefs parish m em bers in all 
walks of life.

“AFTER PEOPLE started  thinking 
about the various aspects of their 
faith," F r. MacKinnon said, “ we 
began the reflection phase of the pro­
gram.

"This involved meetings in homes— 
about SO of them—for discussion of 
the questions raised

#
“I made i t  a  point to get to many of 

these m eetings, and it's  been beauti­
ful to se e  ane pa rishioner  help anoth­
e r resolve I  problem—m d to see the 
people in our parish who have a faith . 
so strong that they can use it to help- t*outers*

THE RESPONSE PHASE of the pro­
gram  began with a  meeting that drew 
some 500 members of the parish to 
vote on top priority questions.

That session involved reports from 
the reflection groups and then com­
ments from  people in the parish at 
large, then a  vote.

ReUgkms education, then adult edu­
cation, then birth control were given 
top priority in the m atters of concern, 
F r. MacKinnon said.

Then cam e, in order of the num ber 
of votes received, church authority, 
Bible studies, liturgy-mass, homilies, 
penance, m orality and conscience and 
social activities.

WHAT HAPPENS now that the 
GIFT program  has'been completed?

Definitely, says F r. MacKinnon, pro­
grams of Our Lady of Good Counsel 
will be geared to reflect these top con­
cerns.

But more im portant, he added, is 
the fact that "we came to grips with 
the idea that faith has to be reflected 
in the things that you do.”

He said he expects more em phasis 
on comihuraty service, mission work, 
help in drug programs and other like 
m atters “because we saw th a t'th ese  
would be a way to get into the faith 
concept and develope the faith of our 
people."

“When you understand your faith 
better, and understand that questions 
about faith are good, then these other 
things will be easier," he added.

“I think that’s how it's  going to 
work out.”

Leo Shirley is involved in a court suit 
filed by Northville Downs over the 
1975 allotment of harness racing ' 
dates, one wonders when Gov. Milli- 
ken will announce his new appoint­
m ent...if he plans on making a 
change.

MiUiken can’t  move in any direction 
until he has been sworn in to a new 
term. Then he can announce his ap­
pointments. It’s a certainty that he 
won’t  replace an appointee if that de­
partment is involved in any kind of 
legal matters.

Our information is that the North­
ville Downs suit will come up before 
the Appeals Court in Lansing within 
another week or 10 days. It is a case 
that must be decided quickly since 
Northville Downs has the opening 
dates for 1975 beginning on Jan. 1.

The suit contends the commissioner 
acted capriciously in not awarding 
any sum m er dates to Northville 
Downs. Executive D irector John 
Carlo points out Northville Downs, 
which pioneered parimutuel wagering 
on night harness racing, has tradition­
ally had sum m er dates since it 
opened in 1944 and now has been 
awarded only winter dates beginning 
Jan. 1.

A subcommittee has been
formed to recommend a  solution to 
the Wayne County Board at Commis­
sioners by Dec. 31 on whether to con- 
ttww Sheriff's road patrols in town-

The subcommittee will consist of 
Q yin n an John Barr (D-Dearborn 
Heights), and commissioners George 
Kihen (^D etroit) and Mrs. Jarrette 
Simmons (D-Detroit).

Barr will also invite representation 
from the Sheriffs department and the 
deputies union bargaining agent. 
Local 101.

Although commissioners have appro­
priated $350,000 for road patrols in 
townships, questions remain about 
how long this service should be of­
fered ana how extensive it should be 
if continued.

The allocation in the 1874-75 county 
budget is $117,000 less than the 
amount allocated last year.

At issue is whether present services 
should be curtailed to stretch the allo­
cation throughout a  full fiscal year or 
whether the present level of service is 
to be maintained until the funds are 
depleted.

Killeen and Mrs. Simmons are al­
ready m em bers of another sub­
committee studying the road patrol 
service, which has been controversial 
since 19(3.

Barr’s  subcommittee will also make 
recommendations on the budget of the 
Sheriffs marine patrol division, which 
is authorized to maintain present serv­

ices throughout the year — contingent 
on two-thirds reimbursement from the 
state.

In this area,4Redford Township has 
its  own police d e p a rtm en t but 
Plymouth and Canton townships rely 
on the Sheriffs patrol for police pro­
tection.

In the November election, Plymouth 
township residents defeated by a wide 
margin a  millage proposal designed 
to establish a full time township po­
lice department. On the same election 
day. Canton Township voters defeated 
a public safety millage proposal to 
build a new fire station and hire pub­
lic safety officers whom eventually 
could be used for some police func­
tions.

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Harrison and friends rouse Olympia crowds

Despite George Harrison’s rasping 
voice, the Harrison and friends con­
certs that began Wednesday dight and 
lingered into Thursday morning at 
Olympia Stadium were instrumentally 
a great production.

Joining Harrison was the 15-mem­
ber Ravi Shankar Family and Friends 
Band without Shankar, who stayed in 
Chicago because of illness.

The lndian musicians put on an im­
pressive show. However, because the 
music was so unfamiliar to many of 
Harrison’s Detroit fans, the nearly 
16,000 persons who attended the 11:30 
p.m. show were getting restless and 
noisy before the Easterners finished 
their act. It was unfortunate because 
the group demonstrated a good blend 
of classical Indian and contemporary 
tunes. Their music represented the va­
riety and vitality of Shankar’s compo­
sitions.

BILLY PRESTON got the audience 
moving with “Will It Go Round in Cir­
cles,” the third number in the first 
set. He got everyone up and dancing* 
and set the mood that paced the rest 
of the show. Preston’s rock and roll 
renditions and wild stage dancing to 
“Nothing for Nothing,” in the seond 
set got everyone clapping for the rest 
of the concert.

Harrison’s voice was hoarse from 
the start of the second show and got

progressively worse.By the end of the 
night he could hardly talk, let alone 
sing.

Nevertheless, the rail-thin Harrison 
(the result of a strict vegetarian diet) 
appeared to be having a good time 
and gave his audience everything he 
possibly could.

Harrison’s back-up group soloed in 
the second set and demonstrated its 
fine'musical abilities. The group in­
cluded Tom Scott on the sax and wood­
winds. Robben Ford, guitar; Andy 
Newmark, drum; Emil Richards, Will­
ie Weeks, Chuck Findley and Preston 
on the keyboards.

HARRISON finished the show with 
a few selections from his new “Dark 
Horse” album. The title song “Dark 
Horse” was an interesting piece of in­
strumentation using two acoustic gui­
tars. three flutes and two woodwind 
sets.

Harrison’s final number “What is 
My Life,” received a 10 minute ova­
tion with the crowd clamoring, danc­
ing and demanding more. The group 
came back and did an encore of “ My
Sweet Lord,” in which Harrison deliv­
ered a few Krishna messages. It
wasn’t the first time either. In the 
first set he performed “ In My Life,” 
and interjected bits of his Krishna be­
liefs by often changing the lyrics of 
the song.

Harrison, never forgot the mood of 
his rock and roll oriented audience 
and delivered l>k hours of what the

fans fought the weather and parking 
lots to see and hear. • '

For the symphony to perform with 
dancers requires accuracy.

The tempo has to be exactly pre­
cise." says Di Blasi "While the or­
chestra is rehearsing the music, can 
be slowed down, but you must always 
get back to the dancers' tempo."

change their *face9

Apparently that is still a very time­
ly question. It is one that is being 
a m d  more and more frequently by 
businas and industry, who are turn­
ing to experts for the answer.

The experts in the question of busi­
ness identity, it turns out. are advertis­
ing agencies. They are  the new 
“nam e’’ or “image” makers.

These days, when a company has 
problems, whether it is flagging sales 
or a  poor reputation, it can go to an 
advertising agency to either increase 
the sales of the ailing business or to 
launder their public image with a 
"new identity” program.

HISTORICALLY, the identity of a 
company involves a  very important in­
gredient: a company symbol, sign or 
mark. This mark is referred to as a 
“logotype.” or more commonly, a 
“logo." It is toward this little em­
blem. or trademark, that the agencies 
direct most of their attention.

In common usage, the word logo, or 
logotype, refers to the tradem ark, or 
name, of a company. It is usually a 
word or two or more letters. It can 
even be a picture.

In olden days, a business was desig­
nated by colorful signs or marks. A 
shoemaker, for instance, would use a 
sign of a golden boot to indicate his 
trade. A grocer might use a picture of 
loaves of bread.

The two principal functions of a 
logo or trademark is that of both a 
n a rk  of identification and a seal or 
signature of authenticity.

WHEN A COMPANY has poor sales 
performance and lacks a good image.- 
it is usually because of several specif­
ic reasons, according to Tom Pelant. 
president of Artra associates, a South 
field-based design firm.

“It is either because the logo is 
poorly designed, or the design is used 
inconsistently.” he said. “ Many times 
there is not a sufficient connection be­
tween the product and the idea ex­
pressed by the company's logo."

Lately many logos have lost the 
function of symbolizing the product 
that is being sold.

“A logo should be informative about 
the kina of business a corporation is 
engaged in.” said Pelant.

HE SAID that usually the biggest 
problem with any company's image is 
that they do not present a consistent 
“face” to the public. “Their signs, sta­
tionary and product images are usual­
ly disjointed and unfocused.” he em­
phasized.

“If a real estate company, for’ex­
ample. does not have a consistent 
image from sign to sign.” he explain­
ed. “it can and does affect their busi­
ness.

“You have to have a systematized, 
modular approach to logos.” Pelant 
said.

As examples of unified modular cor­
porate images, he cited franchise oper­
ations such as Howard Johnson's. 
MacDonald's. Big Boy. “They always 
look the same, no matter what city 
they are in." he $pid 

Local signage codes have let retail­
ers in this area put up a “hodge­
podge” of signs that are “visually il­
legible” to the consumer, he said. 
“Most local signs do not mean any­
thing and they are not working well.

“Some of the worst examples are 
even impossible to read, not because 
there are so many of them but simply 
because they are so poorly designed

PELANT CITES the automotive 
companies having the initiative and 
foresight to spend a great deal of ef­
fort and money to coordinate their 
images and to make their signs effec­
tive and readable.

There is. he explained, a positive 
and consistent presentation of the 
Ford logo, for example, on every 
Ford product and design.

“Ford has a strict, modular form of 
design which has been redesigned and 
updated several times to make it 
more contemporary.” Pelant said, 
“but it still his not lost its original 
and design aspects. ”

Seeing the designs used consistently 
and correctly is a big issue with most 
advertising and design firms Kevin 
Tataman. a graphic designer for Artra. 
sunned up the feeling on this sub­
ject

“It's an ego thing. 1 suppose, but it 
sort of hurts your feelings to see a 
really good image that you designed 
not being used properly, so the whole 
look and impact is destroyed.”

JIM RAMSEY an account super­
visor for McCann Erickson advertis­
ing agency was recently involved in 
“jazzing up” thq image of one of his 
agmcy’s biggest accounts, Buick.

The fundamental problem, they dis­
covered. was that the name “Buick” 
had a bad reputation. “It didn’t stand 
far anouMi of the right things.” Ram- 
sgrsahj- The Buick line has tradition-

THIS YEAR, the Buick line added 
two new cars which were unlike the 
old image: the Skyhawk and the Sky­
lark. They are small, sporty, and eco­
nomical. Or fairly economical, any­
way. They have in other words, con­
temporary appeal.

McCann Erickson decided to take 
the symbol of the Skyhawk and use it 
as a logo to “light up” the whole 
Buick line.

Using a hawk to symbolize an atti­
tude of freedom and independence, 
the agency has attempted to appeal to 
the sense of Individuality and inde­
pendence they believe lurks in every 
person's heart.

As a result, the idea of freedom and 
independence has been linked with the 
product through the association be­
tween a hawk, the idea of a free spirit 
and the name "Buick.”

At the end of every Buick com­
mercial now. instead of hearing the 
old “wouldn't you really rather have 
a Buick” line, the viewer sees a beau­
tiful and graceful hawk alighting upon 
the mundane name of Buick to the in­
spiring message, “dedicated to the 
free spirit in just about everyone." 
The association becomes nearly irre­
sistible.

“We hope the thought of free spirit’ 
becomes connected with the idea of a 
whole variety of Buick products." 
Ramsey said.

How important 
are snow stats?

For some Michigan residents, home 
is where they hang their snows hoes. 
But residents in southeastern Mich­
igan must plan ahead for weekends of 
skiing, sledding and snowmobihng.

Planning for winter activities in 
Michigan involves more than choosing 
the right winter vacation time, says 
B Dale Ball, director of the Michigan 
Department of Agriculture

FOR BUSINESSES catering to win­
ter sportsmen, it is important to know 
when the right kind and right amount 
of snow can be expected.

Snow removal programs must be 
prepared for action when that first 
substantial snowfall occurs. Some out­
door construction work, such as home- 
building. must be scheduled for com­
pletion before bad weather sets in 

The MDA's contribution to winter

preparedness is the Michigan Weather 
Service. Fred N urnberger. m ete­
orologist for the service, says: • Un­
like the National Weather Service, we 
don’t forecast the day to day weather.

"We compile data from more than 
200 cooperative weather stations lo­
cated throughout the state and can 
tell what has happened in the past 
and what can be expected in the fu­
ture "

NURNBERGER said the collection 
of snowfall data is a challenge to even 
the heartiest observers and a  task 
made more difficult by the high winds 
and drifting which frequently accom­
pany snow in Michigan.

"In spite of adversities, the data 
taken by volunteer observers exhibit 
close agreement over a period of 50-75 
years.”

The Auto Club compiled its figures 
by driving a 1974 eight cylinder, four- 
door hardtop Chevrolet with standard 
equipment including automatic trans­
mission. power steering, power disc 
brakes and radio. Joseph Ratke. Auto 
Club touring manager, points out that 
while some 1975 cars may offer im­
proved fuel economy resulting in 
slightly reduced operating costs, the 
cost reduction will be more than ob- 
sorbed by the higher prices of new 
models.

Operating costs will also be gov­
erned by the area in which you drive 
with rural areas offering lower oper­
ating costs than urban areas.

Based on annual mileage of 10.000. 
it costs approximately 12.1 cents per 
mile to operate a compact, six-cylin­
der model in a low cost area and 17.9 
cents a mile to drive the same car in 
a high-cost location.

MOTORISTS should also expect to 
add 20 cents a day in operating costs 
for air conditioning.

Motorists interested in improved 
fuel economy should consider weight 
as the greatest weight penalty, rang­
ing from one to two percent miles per 
gallon for every 100 pounds.

Motorists wishing to improve mile­
age should consider buying radial 
tires which can improve fuel economy 
from three to 10 per cent with steel- 
belted radials generally producing the 
better mileage.
