locates a curator

PLYMOUTH—The long search for a
director to take charge of the
Plymouth Historical Museum has
ended.

It came to a successful conclusion
Friday when Phillip E. Mroczkowski,
currently assistant director at the

" Monroe County Historical' Museum,

agreed to take over on May 1.

His selection came from a field of
more than 60 candidates who have
been interviewed during the past year
and a half and brings to the Museum
a man who has been interested in his-
tory of all kinds since his early school
days.

“It took quite a while to find our
man,’’ Margaret Dunning donor of the
building that houses the museum,
stated, “‘but I think we found the one
we wanted.

“HE HAS SEEN the museum in its
present state and likes it,”” she contin-
ued, ‘‘and he is anxious to get to work
getting things in order for an official
opening within several months.”

The new director and his wife,
Carol, made a complete tour of the
building and were loud in their praise
for the work that has been done thus
far.

“I think it has a great potential and

I am look’ng forward to some inter-
esting times after we get organized.”
Mroczkowski, 29, is a graduate of
Western Michigan University in Kala-
mazoo and holds degrees in American
history,. literature and culture and spe-
cial honors in early American history.
Presently he is working on his mas-
ters degree in American history. His

wife is a graduate of the University of
Kentucky and has a master’s degr?

from Western Michigan University”

Prior to his assignment at the Mon-
roe Museum, Mroczkowski spent two
years in the Medical Corps of the U.S.
Army and was stationed at Fort
Bragg. N.C.

His acceptance of the position was a
great relief to Miss Dunning, who has
waited patiently to complete the me-

morial tribute to her parents by open-
ing the building to the public.

SINCE THE BUILDING was dedica-
ted in May 1973, Miss Dunning and
members of the Historical Society
were several times on the verge of
getting the man they wanted. And
each time they met with dis-
appointment.

They’re calling it a ‘“happy night-
mare.”’ But no one is sure when the
happiness will begin and the night-
mare will end. _

‘“They* are the expectant parents
waiting to receive work that their
adopted Vietnamese children are on
their way to the United States from
Saigon.

The ‘‘happy nightmare” is the gov-
ernment’s decision to waive paper-
work needed for Americans to adopt
foreign-born children following the
communist takeover of South Vietnam-
ese provinces which have left thou-
sands homeless.

Adopted Parents of Asian (APAC)
children presently is working to raisé
$85,000 to charter a plane for an airlift
of Vietnamese children, and area
churches are becoming drop-off points
for baby clothes and non-perishable
food' items.

AT BEST, the situation is iffy, says
Livonian Millie Dreisbach, member of
APAC 'and mother of an adopted 13-
month-old Vietnamese daughter.

“We are seeking a blanket passport
for these orphanages,” Mrs. Fox said.

As plans stand, APAC hoped to char-
ter a Pan Am plane to Saigon over
the weekend. The group is in contact
with a Georgia couple, Dick and Jody
Darragh, who both work for Eastern
Airlines and who promised to secure
an escort service for the children.
" OVER THE WEEKEND trucks
stopped at pick-up points at Rosedale
Garden Presbyterian Church and New-
burg United Methodist Church in Li-
vonia to pick up children’s food and
clothing.’ ‘

One Livonia couple sitting on pins
and needles have been waiting since
October for their two-year-old to ar-
rive from Vietnam.

Since then Mary and Mike Dolinski
have kept their phone covered on a
24-hour . basis, with Dolinski able to
cover the 50-feet from their bed-
room to the phone within one ring.

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An order of dismissal of the town-
ship’s case was signed by Judge
Foley Friday, April 4.

Fire in township
claims man’s llfe

PLYMOUTH TOWNSHIP—An early
Saturday ‘morning apartment fire
claimed the life of a resident.

Dead is D.J. Jones, 41, of the

Jones was dead on arrival at a hos-
pital. Township Fire Chief James Gig-
nac said the cause was smoke in-
halation. He speculated that if the
apartment building had been equipped
with a smoke detector, death may
have been avoided.

THE CHIEF SAID the fire started
in the kitchen and spread throughout
Jones’ apartment before being
brought under control. No other apart-
ments caught fire.

According to Gignac, the Nybergs,
whose apartment is upstairs, smelled
smoke and checked through the build-
ing. They discovered smoke leaking
from the doorway of Jomes’ apart-
ment. »

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the Nybergs evacuated the rest of the
building. Said Gignac: “If it hadn’t
been for their quick thinking, a lot,
more people might have died or been:
injured. .

‘ACROSS THE HALL from Jones’
apartment, Mr. and Mrs. Robert
Ayers escaped injury when they
leaped from their side balcony.

Ayers said the Nybergs ‘‘came
down and woke us up. We couldn’t get
out the front door, so we went out the
window onto the balcony and jumped
to the ground from there.”

The apartment complex has no
smoke detectors. Gignac commented,
“We have an ordinance now reqnm'ing
smoke detectors. It was
years ago for multiple b\ildhu But
this building was constructed in 1967.

“People should know they can buy
portable smoke detectors and install
them wherever they live. Then when
they move, they can take their smoke
detectars with them. '

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Mayor Young’s bid for clout

Monday, April 7, 1975
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spurned by SEMTA members

Most suburban officials reacted ne-
gatively to Detroit Mayor Coleman
Young’s demand that he be allowed to
appoint four of the nine board mem-
bers of the Southeastern Michigan
Transportation Authority (SEMTA).

The idea was aired, at Gov. Milli-
ken’s request, before the executive
committee of the Southeast Michigan
Council of Governments. SEMCOG, a
six-county planning agency, appoints
six of the SEMTA board members;
the governor names three.

'SEMCOG delegates who spoke on
the matter Friday also favored a
weight (auto license) tax or an in-
come tax as the preferred methods

for financing the region’s 10 per cent
share of constructing a rail rapid tran-
sit system. The federal government
would pick up 80 per cent of the tab,
and Milliken has pledged his support
of the state’s picking up the remain-
ing 10 per cent.

LARRY PERNICK (D-Southfield),
an Oasakland County commissioner,
summed up what appeared to be a ma-
jority view (there was no vote) when
he predicted SEMTA “will become a
political football” if individual cities
begin appointing board members, as
Young proposed.

Pernick said Detroit’s interests
could be adequately protected by ap-
pointing Detroiters through the SEM-

4-4-1 basis, with Young naming four,
SEMCOG four and the governor one.
The heavy majority felt there should
be no formal reorganization but that
Detroit’s interest could-be protected
by SEMCOG and the governor nam-
ing enough Detroiters to the board.

3. Should SEMTA'’s district size be
reduced from seven counties to three
(Wayne, Oakland and Macomb) in-
asmuch as it will be decades before
any transit lines reach out to Washte-
naw, Livingston, Monroe or St. Clair
counties? Majority reaction was that
planning should be done on a seven-
county basis, but taxing and oper-
ations should be confined to the three
metropolitan counties for the immedi-
ate future.

4. What kind of tax should be levied
to finance the region’s 10 per cent
share of building a rapid transit line?

bound for home last Tuesday, but a
single piece of paperwork stood in
their way.

“I'm glad to see the government
opening up the adoption procedure,”
Mrs. Dolinski said. ‘I say more
power to the people trying to adopt.
The waiting is just miserable.”

As of Thursday night, Mrs. Dolinski
said she was sure her son was safe,
and said she was reasonably sure he
was not aboard the Air Force plane
which crashed with 243 Vietnamese
children aboard. But she was unable
to send cables on Friday.

The waiting period also irks Mrs.
Dreisbach.

‘“When we received our daughter,
she was 52 months old,” she said.'

“But it was as if she was just born
in the way she has developed.

“Time means so much to these
kids. By the time we received our Su-
zanne, she had already had pneu-
monia. The longer they are without a
family, the sicker they get and the
more behind in development they are.

“‘Sometimes I 'think this isn't one of
the considerations of the people han-

. dling the adoptions.”

CANTON—Treasurer Carl Parsell
wants to*‘put Canton Township on the
map.’’

that will name all future subdivisions
- after the species of tree planted in it.
* He said, ‘‘We have acquired copies
of various ordinances from nearby mu-
nicipalities, and we have studied
them. We also have a model ordi-
nance from the State Department of
Natural Resources (DNR). The heart
of our ordinance will come from the
DNR text, but we will incorporate
some variations from the Ann Arbor
ordinance.”’ .
He .added,“We want not only to pre-
serve what we have, but add trees as
the township expands so the trees, sub-

divisions and township may grow to-

gether.” '

The treasurer commented that the
last thing a potential homeowner
thinks about when purchasing a new
house is trees. He explained, ‘“They’ll
sink a lot of money into the house and

trees put in right away. We realize
that the cost of this will be trans-
ferred to the purchaser, but it is the
only way we can get the trees in be-
fore the subdivision gets built up and
mmpim." ; ’

Parsell also wants to see part of the
ordinance include a section stating
that developers cannot remove a tree
without planting a similar one some-
where else, “either in the subdivision
or in the township recreation areas.’

The nattily-dressed man in the gray
flannel suit and expensive pink shirt,
sitting in his opulent Southfield office,
pays more money in yearly income
taxes than most people see in a life-

moet, he says, if he had his 57 years
to live over again, he'd come back big-
ger and better in one pair of pants.

“Hindsight is 20/20 vision,” says
Leonard Schultz, a slightly built, artic-
ulate, labor relations consultant who
;i{.drrnnits to having 10 strikes against

“I'd give every penny I own to wipe
out my criminal record. But society
doesn’t accept ex-cons who want to
come back and lead a decent life.”

Schultz says he realizes he’s thought
of as a “sharpie” but he considers
himself a homebody who loves to gar-
den and work around his three-acre
home in Franklin Village.

“l never want to be away from
home and that's why my office has a
comfortable atmosphere.

“Does this look like the office of a
criminal?” _he questions when he
points out a small library filled with
books on labor cases and law.

“I NEVER went to college. but I
know more about labor relatidns than
most lawyers. I work hard for my
clients and I tell each one apout my
past record. I've never had pne turn
me down yet.”

Schultz says he cringes when people
point to him and whisper, *‘That’s
Lenny Schultz.”

“1 hate being a target for that kind
of nctoriety.” he says. ‘I ean run
away from it. but it hurts my boys.
That’s the Pric_e I'll have to keep pay-
ing until 1 die.”

Schultz was born and raised in De-
troit and attended Northern High
School. His father was an alcoholic,
and in the depression years. at the
age of eight, Schultz sold newspapers
to help the family.

“My mother sold chickens in the
back yard and I flicked them myself
so she could beat the competition and
sell cheaper,” he recalls. *'I peddled
fruits and vegetables in a horse and
wagon for $1.50 a day.

“I took any job I could get. selling
in drug and grocery stores 15 to 18
hours a day for $5 a week. On Satur-
days. I mopped floors, washed win-
dows. and sold sodas and hamburgers
to college kids on Woodward and War-
ren. | worked until one in the morning
and got up at six.”

SCHULTZ MANAGED to get’

through high school but he couldn't af-
ford to go to college. He always want-
ed to be an attorney but he settled for
working at Federal’s Department
Store for a weekly salary of $18.

He then went to work in a pawn
shop and later opened his own in 1940.

“That was my Waterloo,”” he
admits. “‘I was probably the youngest
pawnbroker .in the country. I started
with $3,000 in savings and I did well—
until some old friends came in and
sold stolen merchandise.

“They got caught and confessed
they sold the stuff to me. Actually, I
was downtown at the time and my sis-

ter was in charge of the store. I doubt:

if the value of the stolen clothes and
cheap furs exceeded $50.”

Schultz “says he didn't know the
package was under the counter when
police officers came and searched the
store. But he was charged with receiv-
ing stolen property and convicted.

“I DIDN'T have a juvenile record
but the judge didn't send me to the
probation department for a report. I

Schultz, who was married by that
time, a ed to the Michigan Su-
preme and was out on bond for
three years pending a decision. He
says he lost his business paying for at-
torneys and “police shake-downs.”

“It took every penny I had to fight
that case. The cops were taking me to
the station every 72 hours on one
phony charge after the other so they
could build up an arrest record. My
new attorney finally convinced the
judge that the original sentence was a.
nistake and 1 was placed on pro-
bation for three years.” :

Six months later, Schultz says, he
gave a check to a friend, was charged
with insufficient funds and violating

probation and served 18 months of a -

maximum five-year jail sentence.

“I didn’t have the money to cover
the check and I was desperate. When
I went to jail in 1947, my wife was six
months pregnant. We had a son, Low-
ell. who's now 27.

“In 1949, I went to work in a cloth-.

ing store and the manager bought a
stolen television set. He wanted to sell
it and be asked me to sign a receipt
with a phony signature. The police
caught the thieves and I was in the
middle because I had a record.”

IN 1950, the year his son Jeffrey
was born, Schultz was arrested for lar-
ceny in a dwelling and recent posses-
sion of stolen goods. He says the larce-
ny charge is misleading because he
never broke into a home.

“I served 18 months on the larceny
charge and concurrently I got 60 days
in the house of correction on a charge
of uttering and publishing. I had cash-
ed a check for a friend and it was
fraudulent. I wouldn’t tell the police
who gave me the check so I was con-
victed.”

In 1959, Schultz went to work for the

isher Body tank plant in Grand
Blanc for $115 a week. The same
year, he was charged with arson,
given a $1,800 fine and three years pro-
pation.

“During those three years, I worked
at the plant and became interested in
union activities. I did some organizing
for the Teamsters and opened a res-
taurant in the Alamo Hotel. I took cor-

ndence courses in labor relations

and studied 18 hours a day. That
ended my criminal .career.

“My first client was a nursing

home. You can’t be a labor consultant

for five years after you've been.

charged with a crime but nursing

“A SCAB-TYPE union was organiz-

- ing in a Bloomfield Hills nursing

home I was representing. The employ-

es got hold of my criminal record and

made copies of it. The owner called a
meeting and I told the employes how
I grew up in a broken home.

“I talked about the dirty tactics of
the scab union and I said I would
leave if I hindered the employes’
right to form an honest organization.
That turned out to be my biggest suc-
cess and I was accepted and won the
election for my client.”

Climb to Haiti’s Citadelle

6n the highest peak, La Ferriere,
the monument is visible by land and
aif. General Henry Christophe built
the Citadelle under the direction of
General Dessalines, after Haiti's inde-
pemdence was declared in 1804. It has
bélin called the eighth wonder of the
walld.

Our group of 20 Nomads had signed
lplor a side trip to the Citadelle on a
regent visit to Port-au-Prince, Haiti’s
capital city.

The Nomads, a metropolitan De-
treit-based air travel club, arrived in
Haiti aboard its own 90-passenger
L&kheed Electra jet-prop. The club
is in its 10th year, and this was its
26nd trip.

OUR ADVENTURE to the Cita-
defle. and the Sans Souci Palace along
the way, began when the tour bus
frém the hotel dropped us at the Port-
awPrince Airport.

There we boarded a 28-passenger
D€-3, which touched down in Cap Hai-

tien. By car, we drove to the nearby
village of Milot.

At Milot, we waited in an open
cog‘tyard for the promised donkeys,
winch turned out to be horses. Mean-
while, a hassle was going on between
softfiers and some Haitians, while pris-
ongrs gazed through windows of the
loeal jail and townspeople looked on
from the other side of the wall.

My horse was named Jocko, said
one of the two boys who was to escort
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me on the trail. I gripped the saddle
with both hands, never having been
on a horse before. One boy led holding
the reins, the other followed urging
the horse with a switch.

ACTUALLY, one man did happen to
ride on a donkey. He was heavy and
said at the end of the trip he was glad
to get off (we all were) because when
the animal went up, he went down,
and vice versa.

Besides the two boys for each rider,
our group was accompanied by young-
sters, some barefoot, carrying big
coolers filled with beer and Cokes on
their heads.

At the first stop, shortly after set-
ting out, we got off our bumpy rides
and toured the ruins of the San Souci
Palace. It was built by Christophe in
1807 and destroyed by earthquakes.

We continued our climb, along a
path that would have been wide
enough for a car, if the car could
have made the ascent. The Citadelle
reigned tantalizingly in the distance.

ALONG THE road, we passed
simple homes of Haitians who, like
our guides, were primitive and pover-
ty-striken. The mountain’s edge was
close. Above and below we could see
more mountains and valleys, purple
peaks and an incredible expanse of
sky.

At a rest stop, cooler carriers quick-
ly popped the tops of beers, or Cokes,
whichever you would buy for your
boys. The path became increasingly
rocky and steep.

On the way, the boys pointed out
where breadfruit, avocados, bananas,
coffee, cocoa and mangoes grew.

Reaching the Citadelle at last, we

quickly had another cold drink, then
toured the remains of the fort, an ar-
senal of cannons and balls.

THE CITADELLE is-at an eleva-
tion of 2,845 feet. Christophe’s tomb is
in the center of the parade ground
and bears the inscription, I shall rise
again from my ashes.”

We walked among the ruins and
right out onto the top and-as close to

the edge as you wanted to. Some ac- -
cepted the challenge, others just wan- '

ed safely back.

Back on our horses, we began the
descent, which was more tricky and
swift than the ascent, and took about
an hour.

Both on the way up and coming
down, the boys kept reminding us how
they were ‘“‘taking good care of you,”
in hopes of getting a bigger tip.

THE CLIMB seemed arduous to us,
but our tour leader, Jerry, who said
he has made 1,000 trips to the Cita-
delle, said the path has been cleared
of much rubble.

Haitians were doing some road
clearing as we climbed. Soon the as-
cept to the Citadelle will be éven
more accessible. (There is also anoth-
er. shorter tour available, where you
drive in closer and take donkeys to
the top, the tour company director ex-
plained later at lunch in Cap Haitien.

- Now they tell us!)

It is expected that before long
major airlines will fly direct to Cap
Haitien from Miami and other ga
teway cities.

A few days later, as our Nomads
plane left Haiti, the pilot dipped down
for a view of the Citadelle so photo
buffs could get pictures. It was hard
to believe 1 had been there.

He questions safety
of board’s position

Safety is a strange thing to the
Plymouth Commuuhity school board. If
it's free, or containable with. min-
intum effort, or if it can be tied to a
millage issue in a school board elec-
tion year to act as a sounding board
fof. ’aspiring candidates... then it is
duly recognized with much show and
self-righteousness.

However, if the criteria are not
met, then safety be damned, and full
speed ahead.

This was the impression left after
the 'school board meeting of March 24.
In faet, they are so opposed to spend-
ing money to insure safety that they

. are willing to hire legal counsel (for

whuse fee funds become magically
available).

At issue is the building of a tempo-
rary road for the construction of a
school in Windsor Park. The initial

plans included this road, but after
much confusion and conflicting esti-

mates f $20,000 to much, much
more, road was deleted.

The big snag, however, and the at-
tendant need for legal counsel, is the
fact that the Wayne County Road Com-
mission will not .approve the site
plans if there is no construgtion road.

It would be interestirig to see a’
study of the safety implications to de-
termine moral responsibility as well
as legal responsibility.

In view of the most recent in-
dictment of school safety by the AAA
report, it seems ironic that any hint of
a safety problem would not give the
school board cause for consideration.

In this age of citizen distrust of
most governmental bodies (aftermath
of Watergate), the erosion of faith in
the school board in the future is a pos-
sibility. Next election, if they should
win their legal right to avoid moral ob-
ligation, we may remember where
the school board stands on safety..
when it isn’t politically advantageous. -

A $15 MILLION 10-year effort on
the part of the Federal Food and
Drug Administration gives the family
food shoppér* both a challenge and a
great aid in her effort to buy nutrition
instead of just something to eat.

Known as nutrition labeling, it will

.take full effect July 1, after a six-

month delay, and it has been de-
scribed by Dr. Alexander M. Schmidt,
U.S. commissioner of food and drugs,
as ‘‘a landmark along the path of mod-
ern regulatory initiatives.”

What it does is require that all prod-
ucts which make nutritional claims or
have added nutrients state clearly on
the labels how many servings are in

the container and the contents of each

serving in calories, protein, carbohy-
drates and' fat.

In addition, it requires that the
labels list the vitamins an minerals
present, and, for each, the percentage
of the U.S. Recommended Daily Allow-
ance (RDA) contained in éach serv-
ing.
IT COMES OUT to a row of figures

that can be confusing or invaluable,

depending on how you look at them.

Stop, for instance, by the shelves of.
cereals with their array of varieties.

Nearly all cereals bear the nutri-
tional labels, since nearly all lay
claim to being body-builders. Cereal
labels,
gredients in each serving of the pack-
age contents, include a listing of the
same serving if half a cup of whole
milk is added.

The variations from brand to brand
can be interesting for the discerning
shopper.

Two relatively-new products, adver-
tised as all natural, nothing artificial
added, cost 85 and 86 cents for a 16-
ounce box, and each one-ounce serv-
ing has 130 calories and three grams
of protein and of carbohydrates.

Compare that with an instant ce-
real, 54 cents, 18 ounces, 110 calories,
four grams of protein.

Two other products, one sweetened
are 110 calories per serving without
milk, and both are vitamin fortified.
The difference here is in cost, the un-

. Sweetened one is 64 cents for a 15

ounce box and the sweetened is 69
cents for eight ounces.

OTHER SHELVES bring the shop-
per to more consumer knowledge.
One orange drink is 100 calories for
six ounces and is fortified with 100-per
cent of the RDA of Vitamin C and
less than two per cent of the RDA for
other ingredients including as Vitamin
A. It costs 52 cents for 46 ounces.

Another, 39 cents for 20 ounces, has
90 calories and 50 per oent RDA in
each six-ounce serving.

You may need a calculator, but it's
quite possible to determine how to
come out with the most nutrition and
least caloria for the least money.

THE RDA LISTINGS may need a
word of explanation The FDA has ex-
pressed them in percentages instead
of absolute amounts to simplify them
for the consumer,

But not everyone needs the same
amount of the various nutrients.
