Lity postpones
parking fee hike

PLYMOUTH-A shopping spree in

downtown Plymouth may cost an
extra nickel, dime or quarter in the
weeks to come.

The Plymouth City Conwnission
Tuesday tabled a proposed parking
meter rate increase initil its June 2
meeting to give local businessmen a
chance to respond to the proposal.

Members of the city's adminis-
tration Tuesday submitted a parking
report and recommended doubling all
meter rates, except for meters 10-
cated in the east central lot behind
city hall.

Under the recommendation, permit
and stamp fees in the city's central
lot, located behind downtown stores
between Main ahd Harvey, would also
double. Half-hour rates at most
meters would jump to five cents,
while hourly rates would jump to a
dime.

The increased rates would offset the
city's annual $30,000 deficit in the
parking budget and create a slight sur-

City Commissioner Norbert Batter-
mann noted a letter from a Plymouth-
Chamber of Commerce committee, op-
posed to meter rate hikes. The letter,
he said, does not recommend aa alter-
native solution to the city's $30,000
parking deficit.

The $30,000 is now ooming out of
the general fund to support parking,"
he said. "'Ilus is what we're trying to
resolve. Should the general public sdp-
port this?"

Commissioner John Cummings
added, '' 'Right now I don't think we
have much choice. This isn't a solu-
tion, but we have to start some-
where." 1

Commissioner Joseph Bida voiced
opposition to the proposed rate in-
crease.

"I would vote no for any increase,"
he said. "I've heard so much static

from the people. ¤eters are not the
answer."

Added Commissioner Harold Guen-
ther, "I don't think .raising the rates
is the answer either. But it would be a
misuse of public funds to continue
picking up a parking deficit."

Even with the proposed rate incneas-
es, Plymouth's parking rates would
still be cheaper than those in most
other places, said Commissioner John
Moehle, who moved to defer the park-
ing rate question until the commis-
sion's June 2 meeting.

"I agree with that motion. - .al I

Guenther. "I don't want the accusa-
tion that we acted ona report without
anyone knowing about it."

The city will place a cop,i of the
parking report in the public library
for the scrutiny of local businessmen,
Yockey said.

The recommendation is one of three
alternatives outlined in the report to
eliminate the deficit. Other alterna-
tives propose increased rates in all
parking lots and the metering of the
entire central lot.

"The east central lot doesn't have
the high usage of the other lots," said
City Manager Fred Yockey in explain-
ing the rates there, we hope for more
usage of that area. People who park
all day could park cheapt there."

awarded a contract to low bidder Fel-
ker C-truction Co. for $4.6 million

to construct the three elementary
schools.

The company has agreed to wait 60
days while the fate of the site in Can-
ton's Windsor Park Subdivision is de-
dded. The company has submitted a
bid of $23,500 more than the H.6 mil-
lion to construct an access road to the
site, a requirement for the Wayne
County Planning Commission's site
plan approval.

Larry Morris. a representative of
the architectural firm which designed
the three buildings, said work may
begin on two of the schools. located in
Canton Township near Haggerty, with-
in two weeks.

But work on the Wir* Park
school site cannot begin until school of-
ficials sign a lease agreement with
the owner of the property through
which the access road must cross.

If ati agreement cannot be reached.
the school May have to be moved to
an alternate site.

could be. No one will know until the
final contract is signed. We've been
trying to negotiate this for quite
awhile."

If an agreement is reached, the con-
struction company can build the Wind-
sor Park access road and bridge Ton-
quish Creek in any way desired, ae-
cording to Hoben. The restoration of
the creek to its original condition is
the only requirement of the Wayne
County Drain Commissioner's office.

The school board's contract with
Felker Constructidn Co. is $180,000
lower than the board's estimates in
February. Hoben said the district will
use the money to beef 1*, the Dchool's
equipment alloc-n.

"We estimated bigh in February,"
Hoben said. "We're just about on par
with the portion of the bond issue
(®.8 million) allocated for the elemen-
tary schools."

School officials may add another
$14.450 to the costs of the schools' con-

Pursell, who served as the
Plymouth Chamber's president for
three years, said chambers of com-
meree are "almost totally unrepre-
seated in Lansing."

"That bill is going to cost business
plenty and it may even drive some
firms out of the state. I'm prepared to
take the heat from both sides but I
need representation from both sides."

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MARKES, whose district includes
Westiand and a section of Uvonia, in- '
dicated that because of economic con-
ditions, the Legislature "probably
isn't going to please very many
people."

"But ideas are begirming to bubble to the top and Lansing will become
more than just a place you're not r
happy with."

Markes explained one proposal in
which joint committees uld conduct
public hearings on bills to eliminate
the time it take for bills to go through
separate committees.

"You may be seeing the legislative
branch of government becoming in-
volved in a check system which would
monitor whether the intel of a law is
being carried out by the bureaus ad-
ministering the law."

Markes cited the need for legisM-
ton to be in hne with legislative pro-
ceedings in Ohio, Indiana and Illinois.

"Very often if you can solve a prob-
lem in a certain manner there, then
you can solve it the same way here,"
Markes said.

The proposal raises the problem of
increased travel for legislators.

"We hear all the time about jun-
kets, but there are good thing, which
need to be weeded out of travel," he
said.

"Government is attracting a differ-
ent breed. They want to know a great
deal more than what can be learned
over a dinner plate."

Markes reported that the Le#sla-
ture is challenging the office of the
Secretary of State, which, he says
earns $174,00. annually by selling infor-
mation of title transfers and sales
transactions to private business.

"We think that is an infringement of
your privacy, but in the case of earn-
ing money, we're caught in between.
It's a bad year to be a legislator."

Special education staff expanded
PLYMOUTH-Special education stu-

dents in the Plymouth Schools will be
getting close to twice the special serv-
ices next fall with the addition of 20
members to the special education
staff.

The Plymouth school board has ap-
proved the hiring of 15 classroom per-
sonnel, four aides and a secretary to
add to the total current staff of 24.

According to Supt. John M. Hoben,
the additional personnel will bring,an
increased cost of $60,000 for the dis-
trict with the balance of the salary
costs borne by the Wayne County In-
termediate School District and state
department of education finding.

HOBEN SAID the possibility exists

by fall include the addition of two psy-
chologists, four speech correctionists,
and two social workers.

Hoben explained the staff for spe-
cial education will? work in five clus-
ter groupings with one cluster for
each of fourt middle schools, and a
fifth operating at the Centennial
Educational Park.

A citizens committee on the needs
of special education reconlmended the
addtional staff earlier this year, point-
ing to the low cost to the district be-
cause of significant reimbursement
from county and state sources. The
committee recommended the school
district hire all 28 personnel, but
Hoben said current budget projections

only allow for 20 to be hired pres-
ently.

Included in the discussion on special
education was an amendment to the

motion by board secretary Marcia Bo-
rowski directing building principals to
provide plans for progranns for gifted
children. The amendment was passed

"Smoke detectors warn occupants
of a fire within the building. If this or-
dinance is approved, existing apart-
ment buildings will have to install the
detectors within a year of the date of
approval of the new amendment to
the fire prevention code."

Plymouth Township was three years
ahead of the State of Michigm in re
quiring smoke detectors in new build-
ings.

A new state regulation, adopted by
the State Construction Code Inmis-
sion, required all residential units,
constructed after Nov. 6 of last year
to have a smoke detector device in-
stalled within the stnleture.

Thenew state ruling, which is sim-
ilar to the one the township adopted in
1971, reads in part:

"Each dwelling unit within build-
ings of use group L-2 (multi- family)
and IA Cone and twolfamity) shall be
provided with a minimum of one ap-
proved smoke detector se,04 visible
or invisible particles of combimtion in-
stalled in a manner and location ap-
proved by the authority jwdisdiction.

"When actuated, the detector shall

gravel and boulders) contains salt as
well as sulphur compounds, and that
water collected from gravel close to
this rock was usually brackish, hard
and unpalatable.

HE CITED A 1906 U.S. Geological
Report which referred to a well in
Carlton Township. sunk to a depth of
108 feet by Edward Barker in 1901.
"Salt water was secured from near

the botton, six to seven quarts yield-
ing a teacup of salt. This water has
been used for preserving pork."

The report went on to say that W.A.
Wallace, also in Carlton Township,
had a well 70 feet deep whose water
was so salty that cattle would drink it
and require no other salt.

The 1906 report also mentioned the
Plymouth Rock Mineral Spring re-
ferred to in a previous chapter of this
history. "Some of these mineralized
waters not so highly charged with salt
are being put on the market for their
medicinal properties and sold in De-
troit by the gallon.

One of these sources of supply is on
the Rouge flats at Plymouth. It is
owned by Dr. M.V.B. Saunders of De-
troil and is advertised as the

Plymouth Rock Mineral Well'. It is
reported that 3.000 gallons are sold an-
nually. and that it has been found es-
pecially efficacious in cases of rheu-
matism. kidney and bladder trou-
bles."

ALSO MENTIONED was a well

nearby which was owned by H.P.
Peters. It had a depth of 80 feel possi-
bly reaching bedrock. "The water is
said to have originally flowed, and
has been put on the market as 'hydra
carbon mineral water'. Bubbles of
gas. apparently carbon dioxide, are
continually rising to the surface."

To get back to 1891, and the efforts
of the citizens' committee. on Sept. 23
of that year a special bond issue of
$30.000 was approved by popular vote
for the purpose of constructing a grav-
ity system from the Northrup Spring.

On March 15, 1892, the bonds were
sold at 44 per cent interest. A con-
tract was let for the construction of a
10-inch vitrified tile crock line from
the spring to the village.

During the time the community was
discussing the proposed new water
system. there were some who dis-

Stoning c
prompts

The stoning death of a duck on Phoe-
nix Lake May 18 has brought on offer
of a $200 reward from the Michigan
Humane Society.

The white Pekin duck was the pet
of the children of Robert Bessler of

Not'thville Township, who lives on the
east end of the lake.

Bessler said he and his children

watched several teenagers throwing
stones at the duck on the other side of

the lake Sunday afternoon. By the
time he reached the site, a 10-year-old
girl had taken the dead duck from the
lake.

"We bought two ducks just before
Easter for the kids and they've been
pretty much on their own for the past
month or so, but they were defense-
less against humans."

Bessler said the dead duck belonged
to his eight-year-old son, Tom who
watched as the duck was stoned to
death. "I don't know what I can tell

him. The Sheriff's deputy came out
and my son wanted him to arrest the
kids who did it. but there's no way we
could identify who was responsible."

"We've had considerable trouble on
the lake for the last two years." Ac-
cording to Bessler, teenagers have
shot .22 rifles at ducks and other wa-

terfowl including Canadian Geese and
trumpeter swans."

James lambard, ontinuing Educa-
tion Center director, said that special
programs weren't needed necessarily
in summer school:

"JUST BECAUSE a Btudent does
poorly during one semester doesn't
necessarily mean new methods of
teaching are needed," said Iombard.

POLICE CRIME LAB. Ikvin notes the state po-
lice department operates seven crime labs, which
provide service to every police agency in the
state. Detroit runs its own lab at a cost of $1.7 mil-
lion. Levin thinks the state should reimburse De-
troit.

Query: Who told Detroit to start its own crime
lab? Why shouldn't Detroit use state crime labs in-
stead of its own ? Why should the state pay for a
crime lab over which it has no control ?

The obvious answers are that Levin and Detroit
politicians don't want to lose control over those
jobs.

POLICE HARBORMASTER. Levin says the
state pays counties. two-thirds of their costs for
providing harbormaster services. Detroit pays
most of the harbormaster cost ($600,000) in
Wayne County but gets no reimbursement.
Ikvin's solution: The state should give Detroit
$600,000

Alternate solution: Let Detroit get out of the
harbormaster business, let the county do it, and
let the state give the county that $600,000.

TAX EXEMPTIONS. I.evin says the I,egislature
exempts Blue Cross-Blue Shield from local proper-
ty taxes. The Blues' major real estate holdings
are in Detroit, and Detroit loses $640,000 a year
revenue. Levin wants the state to eough it up.

While Levin is at it, he should get Detroit to
reimburse Royal Oak for the lost taxes on the De-
troit Zoo, Plymouth Township for the lost taxes
on the Detroit House of Correction and Northville
Township for the lost taxes up to 1972 on the May-
bury facility. What's sauce for the goose.

NOT ALL of Levin's ideas are bad. He notes,
for example, that Detroit school kids pay to ride
on city buses while suburban, outstate city and
rural kids ride on yellow buses that are paid for
in part by the state.

By and large, however, Ikvin is seeking our
money to perpetuate Detroit's ill-considered ded-
sions to provide state-type services. I,evin's true
motivation is to get the rest of us to pay for the
jobs Detroit politicians control.

What Detroit needs to do is to reconsider its pri-
orities-to quit providing state services and ask-
ing for state money. We need only one state gov-
ernment in Michigan.

In the days of the Israelites many
mught consultation on their dreams
from those outside their own religion
and were warned agaimt this. But,
ne are alio told in both the Old and
New Testaments time and time again

The Old Testament tells us how he

Some people will tell you they never
drearn. Those who have researched
dreams scientifically tell us everyone
dreams, but not everyone remembers
his dreams. Stu,lie• show we all expe-
rience several dreams nightly, but re-
call only those we are having when
we wake up.

There are those who believe that
certain foods or fragrances can make
you dream more. Actually, these
things only serve to disturb your
sleep, causing you to wake more often
during the night, therefore recalling
more dreams.

WE AU experience at least three
different kinds of dreams, some of
which need no interpretation.

One kind of dream which we all

have, is the physical dream. Physical
dreams are caused by something that
is happening either inside our bodies
or in our immekliate environment.
Heat, noise, thirst, hunger and the
like all cause physical dreams.

Did you ever dream that you were
thirsty and got up to get a drink of
water, and later wakened to discover

that you reall, thirsty and had only
drearned that you had gotten a drink?

This was a physical dream your
mind manufactured to keep you
asleep a little longer and not let your
thirst waken you.

One night I dreamed I was walking
along carrying a whole basket of cats,
all of which were yowling loudly. Be-
fore long I awoke to discover my cat
Sally standing by my bed yowling for
me to get up and let her out. I had
managed to ignore her for a little
while because of my dream.

Physical dreams are the protector
of our sleep. They need no inter-
pretation, for their only purpose is to
help us ignore what is going on
around us and sleep a litUe longer.

ANOrHER KIND of dream we all
experience sooner or later is the
clairvoyant dream, the dream that
comes true, perhaps a few days later,
perhaps not for several years. But it
does eventually happen in real life
exactly the way we dreamed it.

was not the first time you had Uved
through tlis particular happening. but
had seen or done all this before? This
is called the "de ja-vu" experience.
One explanation for deja-vu is that
possibly youdreamed this butdonot
recall the dream until the experience
really takes place.

The third kind of dream, the kind
most common to all of us, is the sym-
bolic dream. This is when you dream
one thing and it means another.

THERE ARE countless dream die-
tionaries or dream encyclopedias on
the market where you can look up
yourdream to find out what it means.
I would like to suggest that if you buy
one of these, be sure to buy another
one. If you don't like what you read in
one book, you can look it up in the
other one and find a different inter-
pretation.

There is a very good reason for
this: Each author tells what those
symbols mean to him, and symbols do
not always have the same meaning to
all people.

Suppose there is a man who owns a
house. It is a very nice house. but he
is tired .of taking care of it, tired of
shoveling snow in the winter and cut-
ting grass in the summer. He wants
to sell this house and move into an
apartment.

Down the block in an apartment
complex. there lives another man
trying to save money to make a down
payment on a house where he can put-
ter around the yard.

Now, suppose that both these men
dream a dream about a house. Would
that symbol mean the same to both of
them? Of course not.

The meaning of dream symbols is
determined by associations you have
had in your past, and by what is hap-
pening in your life at this time.

There is, however, an excellent way
to study your dreams and learn to in-
terpret them for yourself. That is by
keeping a dream diary.

Each year. as Memorial Day ap-
proacha.

Being chosen to recite the famed
speech was considered quite an honor
and the "Old:Colodel" made the most
of extending praise. But he was at his
best in leading his comrades in the
ceremonies at the graves. John Barry-
more couldn't have done a better act-
ing job.

The "Old Colonel" never wavered
until the year of the big thunder-
storm. Just at the peak of the ceremo-
ny. there was a roar of nolling thun-
der and a flash of lightning with a
loud crack--a tell-tale sign that it had
struck close by.

Sure enough, it struck the GAR>mon-
ument right in front of the chapel and
at the very spot where the "Old Colo-
nel's" name had been chiseled in the
stone. When he saw that, tears filled
his eyes. He thought he was being pun-
ished. He vowed he'd never be back.
He never did return. He was called to
his reward before another year
passed. But The Stroller is going back
t!*s year--if only in his dreams. He'd
like to walk with the GAR again.

Crisis centers luork to prevent suici(les
BY SHERRY KAHAN

The calls come mostly at night
"I feel like killing myself." mur-

nwrs an unknown voice to the court-
selor manning the telephone in one of
tt,e area's crisis centers

Rarely is the yoice of the potential
suicide loud and dramatic. Rather it
is low and subdued-the voice of des-
pair.

Trained in suicide prevention. the
counselor quickly draws on his exper-
tise and experience to see his caller
past this dangerous period of stress

"We try to work with the person
and help him through the immediate
crisis. " says Eugene Michels. who
has handled many suicide calls as di-
rector of the Redford Township Infor-
mation and Counseling Center on
Drugs

"Mostly they are calls for help
They want to get through their depres-
sion. However. a few have already
taken pills and now regret it. In that
case we ask them where they live and
send out a rescue squad. "

MICHELS I S ONE of a growing
band of social workers and psycholo-
gists who immerse themselves in the
work of five crisis centers in this
area.

And during Suicide Prevent Week,
May 18 to 24, they aid the volunteers
who help them are doing exactly what
they do all year long-giving new per-
spectives to people whose lives are at
iow ebb.

T'he centers in operation in this
area. besides the Redford facility, are
the Garden City Substance Depend
ence Treatment Center, Our House in
Plymouth and the Livonia and Wayne-
Westland Aide crisis centers. run

jointly by the Community Cornmission
on Drug Abuse

WITH VOICES of reason and sympa-
thy. trained and volunteer workers try
to whittle down the number of sub
cides.. During 1973 that number was
4.565 in Wayne County.

Our House in Plymouth had 70 out
of its 1,702 calls last year from per-
sons with suicidal feelings. Redford

has from five to 10 such calls a
month, and Garden City has a couple.

A spokesman for the Livonia and
Westland centers. which share a
crisis phone, found the number diffi-
Cult to estimate. About 2!i per cent, he
said, involve those in a depression,
and in a small percentage there is sui-
cidal talk.

"We involve ourselves in what they
are thinking and feeling," Michels
said, "to tearn the cause of the depres-
sion. Just doing that is therapeutic-
they begin to feel someone cares."

ON CALL on the Redford crisis line
are paid staff members, all of whom
are social workers or psychologists.
Volunteers back them up.

Terry Fields, project director of the
Garden City Substance Dependence 
Center. reports that his staff follows a
procedure similar to that followed in
Redford Township.

"Our counselors try first to find out
what is going on with the suicidal per-
son and provide some kind of sup-
port," he says. "We try to help them

gain perspective on what is going on
at that moment.

"Telephone counseling is difficult be-
cause you are trying to establish a
level of trust with someone whom you
can't see and who cannot see you."

As far as he knows, no one making
a suicide call to the center actually
carried out his plan.

"But we don't know for sure." he
notes. "There is no way for us to fol-
low them up unless they wart us to."

KATHY Cross}ey, now supervisor of
Livonia Aide Crisis Certer, took her
first suicide call when she was a vol-
unteer. Her feeling of nervousness
was greatly lessened by the fact that
an experienced counselor was at her
side to aid her if necessary.

The Livonia-Westland crisis tele-
phone line is answered by paid coun-
selors and 50 active volunteers, all of
whom have at least 50 hours of trnin-
ing.

Ms. Crossley says that on the phone
she "lets them know I care, that I am
there and will talk as long as needed.

He's 445 pounds less and enjoying life more

Three years ago Bill Leverton of
Port Huron walked out of the doctor's
office with an unusual prescription.
The order was brief but explicit:
'*Join Weight Watchers to lose some
of your 640-pound frame."

'*That was the turning point in my
life. I am a new man." Leverton told
a Weight Watchers group recently in
Livonia Mall.

In less than three years. Leverton
"staying 100 per cent legal." shed 445
pounds and presently weighs 195
pounds. He has maintained his goal
weight for the last four months.

"I owe it all to Weight Watchers
and the good Lord. I don't have an
ounce of will power," he added, hold-
ing up a picture of himself before the
big loss.

LEVERTON, a construction in-
spector for the Michigan Highway De-
partment, was presented with an ulti-
matum in 1972.

With the right goes the responsi-
bility to use credit wiaely and make
payments on time.

' 0 Your Right to Credit," a pub»
licaUon which can be obtained free
from the U.S. Office of Consumer Af-
fairs, Pueblo, Colo., discusses these
rights and responsibilities.

The booklet explains the new Equal
Credit Opportunity Act, which bans
sex discrimination in the granting Of
credit. It points out that not every
woman can expect to get credit.

However, women applying for cred-
it must be judged by the same stand-
ards used for men, that is, a steady in·
come, prompt payment of bills, a
regular savings record and cautious
use of credit.

If you are ever refused credit, find
out if it's because you have a poor
credit rating. Whenever you apply for
credit, a report on your credit stand-
ing is prepared, usually by a credit re-
porting company.

Under the Fair Credit Reporting
Act, you have the right to learn the
name and address of the company
that put together the report on you.
