Four seats will be up for grabs with
voters selecting the top eight in the
primary on Aug. 5.

4.

TERMS OF current commission
members which are expiring include
Mayor Beverly McAninch and Com-
missioners John Cummings, Harold
Guenther, and Robert Sincock.

Sincock is restricted by the city
charter from seeking a third con-

secutive term, and Guenther has de-.

cided not to seek re-election, leaving
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incumbents McAninch and Cummings
to compete against the eight other con-
tenders.

Guenther said he was not seeking
re-election because he wants to spend
more time on personal matters.

“There’s a whole bunch of personal
things that I've got to get done that
I've been too busy to do.” Guenther
mentioned his involvement in two busi-
nesses and his work with the
Plymouth Canton Development Com-
mission, and other charitable work
with retarded and crippled children as
some of the things he’d like to spend
more time on.

“I've got to get my house lined up
and spend a little less time on extra-
curricular activities. I also think that

‘911’ emergency phone
plan approved by city

PLYMOUTH—The entire Plymouth
area could be served by the 911"
emergency telephone system within 15
months if Plymouth and Canton town-
ships agree to participate.

The Plymouth City Commission
voted 4-1 Monday night to initiate the
emergency system and invite neigh-
boring communities to join.

Commissioner Robert Sincock was
the dissenting vote because he felt the
townships should be contacted first be-
fore the city committed itself. and be-
cause he had concerns about addition-
al manpower requirements and the
willingness of the other muncipalities
to share that expense.

Other commissioners felt the sys-

tem was beneficial to residents and
the city should implement the pro-
gram even if others didn't join. Com-
missioners John Moehle and Norbert
Battermann were absent.

UNDER THE system, residents
faced with an emergency dial the nu-
merals nine-one-one and are immedi-
ately connected with a central dis-
patcher in the Plymouth Police De-
partment.

The dispatcher records the informa-
tion; a police car, fire truck or ambu-
lance is sent to the place of emergen-
cy. Before the vehicle is sent out, how-
ever, an automatic call-back feature
returns the call to make sure it is an

Vandals hit

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AS ESTABLISHED by Michigan
Bell, explains Mayor Beverly
McAninch, when a number of munici-
palities share the same phone ex-
change one community must agree to
initiate the program before it can get
off the ground.

The phone company asked the City
of Plymouth to take the initiative and
has agreed to approach Plymouth,
Cantort and Northville townships and
the City of Westland. The city will
also contact each unit to ask coopera-
tion in the project. .

Westland is already considering im-
plementing 911 and has budgeted
some $1,400 for that purpose. The City
of Wayne has started 911 which now
serves the ‘‘Parkway” exchange
which covers part of Canton Town-
ship.

The present cost to the city involves
hooking up some lines into the police
central desk dispatch and installing
the callback feature. If other commu-
nities join, other dispatchers would
have to be employed with their sala-
ries shared by the 911 participants.

The quicker service possible be-
cause the 911 has its seperate circuit
and is not affected by calls on the
regular Plymouth phone exchanges.

After Sincock suggested waiting
until the townships agreed, Mayor
McAninch responded that the only
way 911 can be set up is for one com-
munity to initiate the system and then
approach others to join.

It will take 15 months after Mon-
day’s approval to install the system,
added City Manager Fred Yockey.
That will allow ample time for dis-
cussions with Plymouth, Canton and
Northville townships.

Members of the audience expressed
concern about problems Detroit has
had with 911. Yockey responded:
“This is Plymouth, not Detroit.” "

Joe Bida made the motion to imple-
ment the system, was supported by
Harold Guenther, and was joined in

the vote by Mrs. McAninch and John

Cummings.

Cummings earlier vocalized some of
the same concerns of Sincock, but
joined with. the majority when the
votes were taken. :

Hit man ordered
to pay jail keep

The Bloomfield Township gunman
who shot down Plymouth insurance
man Chuck Finlan and left him para-
lyzed may soon by paying his room
and board at Jackson State Prison.

A court order by Wayne County Cir-
cuit Court Judge Harry J. Dingeman
Jr. could take away a sizeable chunk
of a $50,000 inhertiance of Donald
Crenshaw, who was convicted of as-
sault charges in 1972 as a result of the
attempt on Finlan's life.

Finlan has been paralyzed from the
waist down since the shooting in a
downtown Plymouth parking lot in
broad daylight on May 31, 1972,

- CRENSHAW’S ATTORNEY, Peter
Barbara, said he was drafting an ap-
peal of Dingeman’s ruling, charging

“that the 1934 state law which prompt-

ed the room and board bill was “‘un-
constitutional.”

The court ruling places the cost of -

Crenshaw’s keep at $12.33 per day, or
$4,500 for each year in prison.

According to Crenshaw's court-ap-
pointed guardian, Ralph Goldsmith,
the room and board fees could be
made retroactive from Crenshaw’s
date of sentencing in November 1972.
The convicted assailant is serving a
term of six to 10 years on the charge,
‘but would be eligible for parole within
the next two years.
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Barbara said this is only the first
time he has heard of the 1934 law
being used, but according to Gold-
smith the state has used the law on
several occasions during the past 40
years.

He noted a recent case in which Cir-
cuit Judge Thomas Foley signed an
order for a man to pay $4.000 of a
$6,000 inheritance just before to his re-
lease from prison.

Foley said the case came before
him within the last year.

Goldmsith added the law had been
used in a case against Holt Photo-
graphic studios during the 1940s or
'50s in which the the owner of the stu-
dio was forced to pay $7.000 to $8.000
of a $50,000 inheritance when it was
dearned he was paying money for the
keep of his dog and his garden while
in prison.

NOTING THE ‘‘change in thinking"
about court decisions in recent years,
Barbara said he was ‘‘confident that
the court will see the ruling as a viola-
tion of Crenshaw's constitutional
rights.”

Barbara said he expected the case
to go before the court of appeals dur-
ing the October session of the court.
Until then the money will not be paid
if a stay order is granted by the the
court, pending the October hearing on
the matter.

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Geake eyes medical services bills

By MARTHA MAHAN

LANSING—Four bills intended to
improve emergency medical services
(EMS) in Michigan will get quick leg-
islative action in the opinion of Rep.

- Robert Geake (R-Northville).

The problems he foresees are finan-
cial and in the ability of local govern-

-ments to pool resources and to estab-

lish a regional or county structure for

- EMS operations.

Geake, whose 35th District includes
most of Livonia, is a member of a
joint senate-house committee engaged
in revising and updating all Michigan
laws pertaining to health.

The four EMS bills are due for in-
troduction in the legislature June 24,
he said.

THE FIRST proposal, known as the
‘Ambulance Operations Act, would li-
cense ambulances for emergency serv-
ices, including medical equipment
within the vehicle, as well as for me-
chanical condition.

“The purpose is to upgrade the am-
bulances,” Geake said. ‘“Those now in
service would stay in service with cur-
rent equipment, but any mew ambu-
lances would have to be up to national
standards as set by the U. S. Depart-
ment of Transportation.”

THE SECOND bill, called the Emer-
gency Medical Services Personnel
Act, would upgrade personnel from
ambulance attendants to emergency
ambulance technicians.

S

REP. ROBERT GEAKE

The ambulance attendant is re-
quired now to have. 56 hours of train-
ing, Geake explained, whereas 81
hours are required for an emergency
ambulance technician. Courses are
taught under the direction of the State
Department of Public Health.

The bill would require all ambu
lances to carry two emergency medi-
cal technicians by 1980. Present law
requires only one attendant and one
driver.

County OK’s 5
legal programs

WAYNE COUNTY —While denying
continuation of one law enforcement
grant program costing $13,500, the
Board of Commissioners approved
general fund financing through the fis-
cal year for five others, totalling
$534,300.

The only grant to be vetoed by the
board in a 139 vote was a request
from the Prosecuting Attorney for con-
tinued funding of an office adminis-
trator.

Voting in favor of the program was
Mary Dumas (R-Livonia). Commis-
sioners Tom Taylor (D-Westland),
Richard Manning (D-Redford Town-
ship) and Royce Smith (D-Bellevifle)
voted against the measure. Commis-
sioner John Barr (D-Dearborn
Heights) was absent.

THE BOARD passed by a 14-8 vote
continuation of the Prosecutor’s Con-
sumer Protection Unit at a cost of
$193 415.

The commissioners went against the
Board of Auditors’ recommendation
responsibility to provide such services
other than to prosecute criminal fraud
cases.”

The bill would establish statewide
planning for EMS within eight regions
and would standardize and coordinate
services throughout the state.

Opponents want regions to be more
independent, the Republican legislator
said.

Although Geake sees a regional or
county structure as the “only logical
way’’ to operate an efficient EMS, he
also has some questions.

“The Detroit region would include
everything west of Ann Arbor, and I
question whether that would not be

too large an area to accomplish the
purpose,” he said.

PRESENT EMERGENCY medical
services and contracted ambulance

services are unable . to ‘answer the

need, Geake said.
“They are handicapped by more

and more restrictions on training and

equipment, he said. ‘“‘Personnel are
poorly paid.

‘‘Some ambulances don't have prop--
er brakes and tires, let alone interior .

equipment needs.”

Nor are ambulance oeprators
wholly to blame, he said. “There are
studies which show that up to 50 per
cent of patients being transported
never pay. Operators are hopeful that
a state operation would guarantee
their being paid.

“We know about the 911 delays in
Detroit and the inability of some
smaller communities to contract for
ambulance services.

“One thing of which we should be
certain is that all persons, regardless
of where they live, in a rural area or
a particular suburb, should be as-
sured of uniformly good services.”

Postal box
rates hiked

PLYMOUTH—Post office box rates
will increase by 22 to 48 per cent and
customers picking up their own mail
will have to pay for the privilege, be-
giming July 6.

According to Plymouth Postmaswer
John A. Mulligan, the nadonwide
changes in both services have been in-
stituted to meet incivusu operating
costs for the Postal Service.

The new rates for postal boxes also
require that a box holder rent for a
minimum of six months, instead of
the current three-month minimum.

Based on the present cost of a six-
month rental box rates will increase
by 22 to 48 per cent.

If we continue to
pay our employes the way, they do
then we're going to be bankrupt.”

“On July 1 these people will not
have a contract and they may or may
not continue to work.”

TOM TAYLOR (D-Westland)
pressed to have the issue brought
back to the board in September when
it will consider the 4% per cent pay
raise for elected officials, their depu-
ties and non-union personnel.

“I want to see what our total pack-
age is going to be in September,” Tay-
lor said. “You can’t expect the union
to go back into negotiations when they
know the labor board is going to try
to reduce their offer.”

The final vote to accept the pay in-
creases was defeated 10-9 with two ab-
stentions. Manning voted yes on the
measure, Taylor, Mary Dumas (R-Li-
vonia) and Royce Smith ( D-Belleville)
voted no. John Barr (D-Dearborn
Heights), whose district includes part
of Westland, was absent.

HAD THE measure passed, the Su-
pervisory Association would have in-
c!ugled two proposed agreements pro-
viding ‘‘negotiated salary adjustments
for certain classifications.” | .

Estimated cost for these. adjust-
ments is $118,600 for. July 1, 1974 to
June 30, 1975, and $49,000 for July 1,
1975 to Nov. 30,

The second agreement extends the
association’s existing contract for one
yeay beginning July 1 through June
30, 1976, and provides for a general
salary adjustment of 4'% per cent ef-
fective July 1, 1975. Cost of the 4%
per cent adjustment is $77,000.

fires. Only now the fires were lighted
to honor St. John and were called
Johnmas fires.

In ancient times, witches, along
with other pagan , celebrated
. However, it
is considered a ‘‘minor” or “lesser”

sabbat among modern witches, and -

there is disagreement from coven to
coven, even among the most tradition-
al, as to which night (June 21 or 24)

. should be celebrated, because both

were once part of the pagan Midsum-
mer festival which lasted several
days. As a result, many no longer ob-
serve it at all, since it is not one of
the ‘“major’’ or ‘‘greater” sabbats.

ALTHOUGH MOST dictionaries list
June 24 as Midsummer, and that is
the day the coven to which I belong
recognizes (but seldom celebrates),
June 21 was the day we observed
when I was a child.

On that night each person would

break a hen’s egg, and one’s future

would be read from the splattered egg
much the same way as people read
tea leaves. It was also customary for
young girls to sleep with yarrow
under their pillow in order to dream
of their future mates.

Fernseed gathered on Midsummer
Day, and properly used, was said to
make men invisible. Shakespeare re:

- ferred to this custom in “Henry IV

Part I: ““We have the receipt of fern
seed. We walk invisible.”

My grandmother always allowed us
to stay up late on June 21 to watch
the fairies dance at midnight.
Wrapped in blankets, because June
nights in northern Michigan can+be
cold, we would sit quietly beneath the
trees watching the open field across
the way.

The older folks had told us so man
tales about fairies and elves dancing
bgneath the moon at midnight that I
could almost imagine I really saw
them, although my brother always
said they were just lightening bugs in
the tall wet glass.

Maybe you’d like to watch for them
yourself on this Midsumnmer’s Night.
But don’t be too disappointed if you
don’t see them; those fairies may be

using the fernseed.

THE MACHINE is one of five sec-
tions of an assembly line which will
eventually turn out 50 heavy truck dei-
sels an hour along the banks 3f the
Kama River, 500 miles east of Mos-
cow.

The complete operation is being de-
signed and built in the Farmi
plant. Ingersoll-Rand will build all the
components, including foundations,
overhead steel work, and specialized
hand tools.

The line will be disassembled for
shipping and packed in specialized
crates built to resemble small houses,
The components may have to stand
outside for as long as two years while
the remainder of the huge truck plant
is completed, according to company
officials.

The components are part of a large
shipment from several American sup-
pliers going to a new industrial town
in the Soviet Union.

Building the assembly line tooling
has been a design and contruction
project for the last two years in the
Farmington plant, according to Rand
officials.

When the line is shipped, a service
crew from the United States will
spend up to a year getting it in oper-
ation.

SEMTA board OK as is

Two unfortunate developments in re-
cent weeks are casting the shadows of
small town politics over the advancing
dream of a regional rapid transit system
for southeast Michigan.

Oakland County Executive Daniel T.
Murphy, in honest criticism of Gov. Milli-
ken’s transit proposals, came up with an
alternative that was little better than Mil-
liken’s unfortunate deal with Detroit.

Murphy proposed the governing
board of the Southeastern Michigan Trans-
portation Authority (SEMTA) be compos-
ed of two persons appointed by Detroit,
one each by Wayne, Oakland and Ma-
comb counties and two by the governor.

Leave aside the fact that Murphy’s
proposal violates the constitutional ‘‘one
man, one vote’’ principle. What it does is
to make the SEMTA board answerable
mostly to provincial politicians.

MURPHY’S PLAN is no better than
the bad deal Milliken made with Detroit
Mayor Coleman Young: Five members
appointed by Young, five by the South-
east Michigan Council of Governments
(SEMCOG) and three by the governor,
with the governor’s three subject to veto
by six of the 10 Young-SEMCOG mem-
bers.

The reason both Murphy and Milliken
are wrong is that a public transportation
system 1s supposed to serve the entire
southeastern Michigan region—seven
counties. SEMTA’s governing board must
think regionally. It can’t think regionally
if any of its members must answer to pro-
vincial politicians.

The political fact of life is that over-

-all public transportation planning is the

sole responsibility of SEMCOG. Not Dan
Murphy. Certainly not the perpetually pol-
iticking Coleman Young. Not Wayne Coun-
ty, or Oakland County, or Macomb Coun-
ty.

SEMCOG must do the planning, and
SEMCOG ought to be appointing at least
the majority of SEMTA’s board.

By the way, that is precisely what is
happening today: SEMTA’s nine board
members include six appointed by SEM.-

Tim Richard writes

COG and three by the governor. That
board can be expected to work closely
with SEMCOG planners—and it is. This
harmonious and fruitful relationship
could’ only be hamstrung by letting
Mayor Young and the county boards get
into the act.

THE SECOND UNFORTUNATE de-
velopment was a lavishly publicized ac-
ceptance by Mayor Young of some new
buses that will be operated by Detroit’s
Department of Transportation.

The reason Young was so wild for the
publicity is that he’s trying to build a
case for his having power to appoint five
SEMTA board members. Young’s argu-
ment has been that Detroit owns 90 per
cent of the tuses in the region, so Detroit
should have a disproportionate share of
SEMTA’s political power.

The truth of the matter is that Detroit

" didn’t pay for those buses. Neither did

Bill Milliken, Dan Murphy, nor the
Wayne, Oakland nor Macomb boards of
commissioners. The truth is that the
friendly federal government paid for
them. That’s us—Detroiters, subur-
banites, out-staters and the other 49
states.

Because Detroit didn’t pay for the
buses, Young has little cause for demand-
ing political power over SEMTA to “‘pro-
tect Detroit’s investment” because De-
troit isn’t making any investment.

The public transportation system is
supposed to serve all of southeast Mich-
igan—seven counties. SEMTA’s govern-
ing board must think regionally. That

‘board does think regionally precisely be-

cause the seven-county Council of Govern-
ments makes all public transportation
plans and controls two-thirds of the
board’s appointments.

SEMTA’s governing board is doing
all right. It doesn’t need to be rhessed up
by either Bill Milliken and Coleman
Young or Dan Murphy.

CETA funds misused

In spite of calls for federal programs without
strings, local governments have a way of destroy-
ing what begins with good intentions.

A classic example is the way some local govern-
ments have allocated funds from the Com-
prehensive Employment Training Act (CETA)
which Congress passed to combat unemployment.

Suburban municipal governments, school dis-
tricts and county governments receive CETA
funds specifically to hire persons currently unem-
ployed and train them in new job skills. In theory,
persons are put to work, the unemployment rate
shrinks, the state pays out less in unemployment

THAT’S THE THEORY, at least in Washington,
DC, where the act was passed andmoney appropri-
ated to local governments. But back home, local
governments caught up in the recession are faced
with fixed incomes and rising costs.

As a result, some local units have reduced their
regular permanent work force and have hired
CETA employes to perform the same labor.

In Redford Township, vacancies have occurred
in the regular work force retirement or
death. The township has left the positions unfilled
and has brought in CETA employes to perform
the work. In Westland, two permanent employes
were laid off and then recalled by using the
CETA funds to pay their salaries.

At Wayne County General Hospital in Westland,
there were initial fears that
would be laid off and their labor performed by
CETA laborers. That,naﬂnrauly. will not be the
case, but the fear is held by some employes
with 20 to 25 years seniority.

Emory Danlels Writes...

THE UNEMPLOYMENT rate remains the
same when local governments lay off regular em-
ployes and replace them with CETA workers.

If the CETA replacement was working less than
10 years before becoming unemployed, then funds
paid from state coffers for unemployment com-
pensation increase because the r employes
with longer tenure who are laid off earned more
and will collect more.

In cases where two CETA persons are used to
“replace the labor” of one permanent worker,
there will be a loss in discretionary income being
spent on the marketplace. A CETA employe’s in-
come is likely to be limited to basic purchases
most of which he made while collecting unemploy-
ment. He certainly Iacks extra income for a new
car, furniture, or down payment on a house.

WHAT WE GET is a trade-off in unemployment
with the rate remaining the same, the possibility
of an increase in unemployment compensation
paid by the state and a decrease in discretionary
dollars entering the economy. .

This may help local budgets, but does little to
help the economy as expected the CETA
program would. I suggest we need to attach anoth-
er string — that federal funds cannot be used by
local governments to perform labor already per-
formed someone else.

Certainly, federal dollars shouldn’t be used to
take jobs away from the employed under the
guise of giving jobs to the unemployed.

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We get what we don’t need

“There is good news from W ash.
ington today. The Congress is dead-
locked and can’t act.”” — Will Rogers.

Ten, maybe three, years ago, such an old saw
would have been greeted with grumps and even
snarls from many people, when the bulk of the na-
tion viewed government action as the surest and
best way of solving our problems.

But today it’s all different, perhaps not pro-
vable by hard data‘but as obvious though as im-
palpable as a heavy fog stealing over the land-
scape, leaving everything quite the same yet
somehow utterly different. Quite simply, we don’t
trust government much anymore.

. In part, it’s because at all levels, government
has become too darn expensive for what it re-
turns to us. In part, it’s because government has
become too heavy-handed (the seat-belt interlocks
on the cars) to be useful, or too thick-headed (the
effect of the Interstate Commerce Commission in
keeping freight rates high) to be depended on.

And in part, it is because government seems
increasingly to be intervening in a heavy-handed
manner into the lives of ordinary citizens in order
to accomplish, at great cost in taxes, things that
we don’t want done to us.

A few years ago, we could regard our govern-
ment as an extension of us; now we regard it, in
most of its forms, as “them.”

THE LITANY of examples is as long as any
conversation in a bar. :
The State of Michigan is currently figuring
out how to spend millions it doesn’t have, to buy
school buses which very few people want, in

order to accomplish the supposed purpose of in-,

tegrating the schools in Detroit but with the near-
certain result of further segregating education in
the metropolitan region. It is doing so because the
government, under the aegis of the federal courts,
it telling it to do so. -

In the last decade the federal government has
spent God-only-knows how many billions of dol-
lars to stabilize the economy and help out the
poor, but. then that same government will not tell
the catastrophe-ridden automobile industry what
the emission standard will be for the next five
years or what the rules of the gas mileage game
are, with the net result that unemployment in our
region is higher than at any point since the Great
Depression.

- Our government is supposed to stop malefac-
tors of great pollution from mucking up our lakes

and streams and woods. Yet the Reserve Mining
Co., by federal court order, is permitted seem-
ingly indefinitely to keep dumping 67,000 tons of
taconite tailings daily into Lake Superior. We are
paying for this permission with our taxes. and
then we shall pay even more in taxes to clean up
the mess that Reserve Mining has made in our
greatest remaining unpolluted body of fresh
water.

And so on, and so on, and so on. etc.

THE ONLY PLACE where government seems
to be doing a reasonably good job is on the small.
local level, where people can get at it—or better
yet, where it keeps its cotton-pickin’ hands off
what ordinary people are trying to do together.

Most millage renewals in these suburbs
passed last week, and even a few increases were
approved. This, I suspect, is not because the
voters are enamoured 'of paying more taxes but
rather because they have a feeling that they have
some say for what’s going on in their local school
systems with their tax money and can beef in an
effective manner if they’re sore.

Beyond government, even local and acces-
sible, private citizens and businessmen are going
about their lives in improving their communities.

Birmingham recently sprouted flowers
throughout the downtown, not because some gov-
ernment unit wanted, but because some local busi-
nessmen got together and did it.

The Farmington Founders Festival later in
July, Livonia’s birthday celebration ‘‘Spree 25",
and the Plymouth Fall Festival are other exam-
pPles of worthwhile activities which people work
at, and hard, because they think they're worth-
while—not because some government unit wants
it.

My guess is that this kind of local. non-gov-
ernmental, non-coerced, small-scope activity is
where people are today. What it means for the fu-
ture is two-fold: (1) A lot of the government non-
sense will be got rid of; (2) A lot of politicians
had better sit up and take notice...or else.

The U. S'.'lPostal Serveless

Several years ago the United States Postal
Service was created as a separate public corpo-
ration with the announced purpose of taking the
mail out of politics and building a self sufficient,
more efficient\postal system in the United States.

We, who are in the business of substantial
mailings, applauded the move because it looked
as though mail would be moved quicker at a sub-
stantially lower cost to the taxpayer.

I feel like a Monday morning duarterback,
but in retrospect I now question the move.

Since the United States Postal Service has
come into being, postal rates have increased sub-
stantially and mail service has been reduced sub-
stantially. :

THE PROBLEM IS not a local one. Letters
mailed locally are handled with dispatch. News-
papers are delivered on a local basis with the
same dedication and efficiency.

However, once you want to send something
out of town the ground rules are changed.

In the old days you could mail letters well
into the evening and still expect them to be deliv-
ered in the next town the next day. Today it is
very difficult to find a place where a letter will be
picked up after six o‘clock ifi the evening, and it
takes a minimum of two days for that letter to be
delivered to the next town.

AN EXAMPLE OF the new systems is that a
letter malled in Bi going to Troy or
Bloomfield Hills, which abut the city limits of Bir-
mingham, must now travel to Royal Oak to be
sorted and then sent back to those communities—

and we are paying more for this service. Maybe

this increased travel is one of the reasons it is
more expensive, ’

Upnder the new law creating the United States
Postal Service, postal rates were set by a Postal
Rate Commission. The new service made a pro-
posal in 1973 to the Posfal Rate Commission and
that proposal still has not been acted upon.

UNDER THE POSTAL Service Law the new

service was allowed to charge temporary rates-

until the postal rate commission acted. It makes

a m{écery of the terms to have temporary rates
for two years and still not be near to having any
permanent rates.

- At the end of last month an administrative-
law judge named Seymour Wenner, as part of the
rate commission procedure, made new recommen-
dations. He proposed that the first class rates be
decreased, air mail rates be increased and. the
second class rate, which covers newspapers, be in-
creased 473% for local newspapers and over 300%
for magazines, and that the parcel post be in-
creased by 67.5%.

THE SECOND AND. third class mai}ings of
newspapers, magazines and circulars help kee
the post office in business because their volumg
pays the basic salaries of postal employes. The av-
erage American household, according to the best
market research available, sends only 3.2 first
class letters in a typical week.

If Wenner’s rulings were to be adopted by the
postal rate commission, which I am sure they will
not be, people will either be spending a lot more
for newspaper and magazine subscriptions or the
post office is goingto lose an awful lot of business
when commercial mailers turn to alternative de-
livery systems. '
