PLYMOUTH—The name ‘‘West
Middle Schools”” may aptly describe
the building at Ann Arbor Trail and
Sheldon come next fall.

While the majority of West students
sit in more traditional classrooms, a
group of 150 sixth, seventh and eighth

y  graders will study in their own wing

of the school, under the instruction of
a five-teacher team.

WEST’S SCHOOL within-a-school
concept, used to some degree at other
elementary schools throughout the
Plymouth Community School District,
is a first for middle schools in the dis-
trict, according to Jim Leary, assist-
ant superintendent for instruction.

According to the teachers who will
teach West’s “‘second-school,” the pro-
gram stresses individuality, creative
thinking, self-direction and the needs
of each student.

“I'd want my child to be in this pro-
gram, where he has more room to
grow and be creative,” said teacher
Linda Gratsch. ‘‘He has five adult
models to emulate and different aged
kids to relate to.”

The program, taught by Mrs,
Gratsch, Dolly McMaster, Jim Szcze-
chowski and Tom Williams, is open to
60 sixth graders, 60 seventh graders
and 30 eighth graders.

In each learning unit, students will
be assigned work that teachers think
is essential. Students will work at
their own individual pace and attend
“interest seminars,” taught by any of
the five teachers, to complete the
learning unit.

“In this program, the child has a
chance to say, ‘I already know this.
Can’t I do something else?" explain-
ed Mrs. McMaster. ““We want kids to
develop their own interests, but many
times they don't know what they
want, so we have to push them a
little.” 3 s

THE STRUCTURE of the program

and students become more accus-
tomed to the individual pace, explain
the teachers. More seminars and op-
tions will be offered toward the end of
the year.

The students and their five teachers
will occupy a five-classroom wing of
West to separate them from the rest
of the school. Each teacher will keep
records of the educational needs and
achievements of 30 students.

The students will mingle among
pupils from other grades. An eighth
grader may tutor a younger student
in a specific subject.

“The tutoring would reinforce a
skill that an eighth grader has.” said
Mrs. McMaster. “‘A teacher who pre-
pares something to teach really be-
comes a master of that subject. Tutor-
ing would make a student feel real
worth. By being tutored, a sixth gra-
der would have a good model to emu-
late.”

Mrs. McMaster and the other teach-
ers hope to continue the program for
at least three years. Next year's sixth
graders could remain with the same

teachers through ninth grade.

INVOLVEMENT IN. THE program

is strictly voluntary, the teachers
stress. '
The school's administration has sent

~ parents information about the pro-

gram . Parents may leamn more on
July 22 when the school sponsors a
meeting between West parents and
teachers.

*“We’'re inviting anyone into this pro-
gram who wants to get into it.” said
Szczechowski. *‘Kids who have reme-
dial problems can really benefit from
this too. We think this is going to
work, and we think it's going to work
for a lot of different kinds of kids."”

Mrs. McMaster agreed.

County urges
Ford’s approval
of crime bill

WAYNE COUNTY—The Detroit-
Wayne County Criminal Justice
Coordinating Council unanimously
adopted a resolution, sponsored by
Commissioner Mary E. Dumas (R-Li-
vonia), urging President Ford to ap-
prove a congressional appropriation

of $25 million for combatting juvenile -

delinquency.

The May 22 resolution urges the
President to sign a supplemental ap-
propriation bill which includes an out-
lay for funding the Juvenile Delin-
quency Act of 1974,

“We believe the funding and imple-
mentation of the act will provide the
means to prevent and control juvenile
crime and delinquency.” the resolu-
tion declares.

In citing the need for the program,
the resolution notes that juveniles
under age 17 account for approx-
imately 22 per cent of all arrests for
serious crimes including murder,
rape, burglary, larceny, felonious as-
sault and auto theft.

The resolution points out that the
current high unemployment rate has
increased the incidence of crime in
Detroit and Wayne County.

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Slate of 4 organized
to defeat incumbents

PLYMOUTH — It was more than
mere ha that the City of
Plymouth will have its first primary
for the city commission in 12 years.

In past years, enough candidates
have filed to necessitate a primary
but some were always talked into
withdrawing to avoid the need for a
run-off. This year nobody withdrew.

The major reason is a series of al-
liances that have formed amongst the
candidates, persons now serving on
the commission, and reside ts active
in city politics.

A definite slate of four candidates
has been organized. Two other candi-
dates appear to have teamed up and
there seems to be a loose alliance be-
tween three others.

From examining the signatures on

nominating petitions, the only person

seemingly running as an independent
candidate is Mayor Beverly
McAninch.

THE SLATE of four are: Alfred H.

Thoman Jr., 345 Joppa Place, busi-
nessman and planning commissioner;
Thomas A. Turner, 1300 Linden, for-
mer Plymouth Board of Education
member; Scott Dodge, 382 Blunk,
local attorney; and Mary Childs, 1439
Ross Street.

Among the signatures on the nomi-
nating petitions of each of these four
were city commissioners Robert Sin-
cock and Harold Guenther, neither of
whom are on the ballot Aug. 5.

Although the two incumbents signed
petitions for the four challengers, nei-
ther signed for Mrs. McAninch or in-
cumbent John Cummings.

It is expected that persons who
have served on a legislative body for
a few years will play some part in
helping to decide who their replace-

- ments will be.

What is interesting in this primary,
however, is that the two retiring in-
cumbents have thus far lined up be-
hind four candidates 1mtead of just
two.

At this point, the lront-mmers
among the challengers would appear
to be Thoman and Turper — both in
the four-member slate. The other two
would probably be Dodge (a slater)
and Lesley Howes of 279 Blunk.

HOWES’S nominating’ petitions con-
tained the signatures of incumbent
Commissioner Joe Bida and Cum-
mings. Cummings obtained the signa-

‘ture of Mrs. Howes.

This seems to indicate that Howes

- has the backing of Cummings, who is

seeking re-election.

There was a slight intermingling of
signatures between David A. Pugh of
964 Roosevelt, Kenneth B. Kisabeth of
1008 Roosevelt, and Leonard Budnick
of 685 Harold.

Pugh signed the petitions of Kisa-
beth, a neighbor, and Budnick. Pugh
himself received names mostly from
neighborsi but Kisabeth’s and Bud-
nick's signatures weren't among
them.

WHAT STANDS OUT about the
slate of four is that there are exactly
four seats up for grabs this year —
the seats vacated by Sincock and
Guenther, and the two held by Mrs.
McAninch and Cummings.

The presence of a woman on the
slate could be an indication that the al-
liance is out for all four seats, includ-
ing that of Mrs. McAninch.

Formation of the slate might have
been prompted by the recent success
of the slate put together by Canton Su-
pervisor Robert Greenstein and Treas-
urer Carl Parsell. The idea may have
caught on here.

It will be interesting to watch what
happens between now and Aug. 5. Will
Mrs. McAninch abandon what now ap-
pears to be an independent candidacy
and join with Howes and Cummings’
And is there an alliance belween
Pugh, Budnick and Kisabeth which
will become known as the campaign
gets under way?

At this point. the real race appears
to be Dodge and Mrs. Childs versus
Cummings and Mrs. McAninch. But
the active campaign has not yet
started.

The Plymouth Board of Education is generally
quife open, as school boards go, in its deliber-
atlons and dissemination to thé pyblic. But the
bdard fell flat on its face at its last meeting.

The meeting was delayed a few minutes while
trustees met in a secret meeting from which the
public was barred-to discuss ‘‘personnel mat-
teys.” But the delay wasn't too long, and the meet-
ing began, and continued, and continued, and con-
tinwed — and was until 11:50 p.m.
when the board president for an ‘‘execu-
tive'’ session.

Those in attendance for 3% hours had to wait 10
nminutes fer the board while it interrupted its
“public”’ meeting to conduct a second secret ses-
sien in one night — this time to discuss “pro-
cedural questions related to personnel matters.”

THERE IS honest disagreement about what
items legislators have a right to discuss in secret
and what business must or should be conducted in
tie open.

School board members, city commissioners and
township trustees will usually list a half-dozen
items rightfully discussed in secret meetings —
“personnel’” matters, site acquisition, labor nego-
tiations. '

The last week in June, a bill was introduced in
the Michigan Legislature which would prohibit all
state or local government units from holding any
meetings in secret.

The bill. sponsored by Rep. Perry Bullard (D-
Ann Arbor). is co-sponsored by more than 40
other state representatives from both parties, an
indication that there are at least 41 non-jounalists
who feel public business is best conducted before

Bullard’s bill is based-on Fiorida’s “Sunshine

Act” which requires open meetings without excep-

tion. New Mexico has also passed similar legisla-

tion during its last session. The subject has been:

kicked around in Lansing for the past few years
and, someday, a bill will pass. A

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Fascinating rivers-

—By W. W. EDGAR

Ever since childhood, rivers have
held a strange fascination for The
Stroller.

As a youth, back home in Pennsyiva-
nia, he'd stand for hours on the old.
Pine Street bridge peering down at
the rippling Lehigh River as it wound
its way toward the Delaware and then
on into the sea.

In the years that followed, Dame
Fortune has smiled on him, and The
Stroller has had the privilege of stand-
ing on the banks of many of the

. world's greatest rivers, each of them

leaving a lasting memory.

SO. IT WASN'T just happenstance
that he was on the shore of the St.
Clair River just at dusk the other eve-
ning taking in one of the most inter-
esting of all sights.

The golden summer sun was fast
sinking. and the native fishermen who
watch such things were coming down
to the river in the hope of landing a
few of the famed St. Qlair River pick-
erel for the next day's meal. Just a
short distance away. one could see
the Blue Water Bridge arching sky-
ward. and this great example of mod-
ern engineering skill is a sight to be-
hold at dusk.

Across the river, two monster
freighters were unloading coal and oil
at Sarnia refineries, and out in the
middle of the stream were two sail-
boats with their multi-colored sails
gliding along to complete a most fasci-
nating sight at the close of a hot day.

“YOU WON'T SEE ANYTHING
like this any other place in the
world,”” one of the group confided.

“Just imagine, we're sitting here

looking into a foreign country, within
the shadows of a mighty bridge. while
two lake freighters are unloading
their cargo, another from a foreign
country gliding by, while the fish-
ermen down there on the bank are
using the old fashioned bamboo poles.
Talk about contrasts. This is a full
measure of them, and only a few
miles from home."”

This set The Stroller to thinking of
the many other river scenes he has en-
joyed on other vacations around the
world.

He recalls very vividly standing on
the banks of the Thames River in Lon-
don, just outside Westminister Abbey,
and looking across to the famed Brit-
ish Parliament buildings and ‘‘Big
Ben.”” He was still fascinated by what
he saw in the Abbey and the Parlia-
ment buildings left more of an impres-
sion than the famed Thames—though
The Stroller is greatful for the op-
portunity of seeing it.

Then, on the same vacation, was
the ride up the Rhine River in Ger-
many. There the freighters seemed to
ride too low and the scenery was
mainly old castles high on the banks.
Many of them possibly had interesting
histories, but the Rhine itself lacked
much of the beauty The Stroller had
expected.

It was the same with the Seine
River in Paris. It was a Sunday morn-
ing when we arrived at the overpass
to get a good look at the famous
Notre Dame cathedral. It was a fine
sight—the cathedral—but the river
banks were strewn with litter from
the many nights before, and the only
memory of the Seine is that it is a
dirty old river.

Some years ago we came to the Mis-
sissippi and another surprise. Instead
of a fine sparkling river, we found it a
muddy stream a mile wide and not
one where a fellow would sit by the
hour to watch its movements.

FURTHER WEST WE came to the
Colorado River, and what a sight that
is as it cuts through the Grand Can
yon! But each time, we return
from these river visits, our thoughts
go back to the St. Clair River where
there is a combination of beauty and
action that can’t be beaten.

The Stroller has many fond memo-
ries of this stream that separates
United States from Canada. It was on
this smooth surface that he enjo
one of the greatest thrills of his life—
the ride with Gar Wood—to set a
world record of 124.85 miles an hour
on water in the famed Miss Arherica

It was here, too, that he went fish-
ing with a group in the wee hours one
morning and got lost in a fog. With
foghorns on lake freighters blasting
away, it was a moment that never
will be forgotten.

And there was another morning
when he went fishing with two native
sons who promised him some “good
fishing,” and all he snagged with his
hook was an old rusty lantern.

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Mileage means money

N Are you in the market for a 1975 automobile?
é Before you buy. the Federal Energy Adminis-
: tration suggests you compare the various models

* you are considering in

terms of the gas mileage

. you can expect to receive.

With the increasing price of gasoline, a car
with good fuel economy can savé its owner sever-
al thousand dollars over its useful life period.

To help prospective buyers choose a new car,

the Federal Energy Administration, in coopera-

- tion with the U.S. Environmental Protection

- Agency, has published results of fuel economy
. tests in a booklet entitled, *‘1975 Gas Mile
. Guide for New Car Buyers.” :

THE GUIDE lists estimated city and highway
miles per gallon ratings for all new cars and

. light-duty trucks that meet 1975 emission stand-
. ards and are certified for sale in the United

- States as of Sept. 15, 1974.

Each vehicle’s engine size, number of cylin-
ders and type of fuel system are described. In ad-
- dition, particular models equipped with catalytic

converters are identified

Before the end of this year, the National High-
way Traffic Safety Administration is likely to
move to rewrite the standard automakers use to
design car steering assemblies.

A “larger padded hub to spread the impact
load over a larger area of the chest’’ may be re-
‘quired. says agency head James Gregory.

The arm of the Department of Transportation
first set safety standards for steering wheels and
the columns to which they are attached for cars
sold in the U.S. after Jan. 1, 1968.

Those standards require that the steering as-
sembly be able to absorb the impact of a driver
being thrown into them in the instants after an ac-
cident; earlier, rigid, columns often pierced a
driver’s chest. )

But recent research indicates that the labora-
tory conditions under which testing is now done
do not really reflect what happens in an actual
highway accident.

The coming move to enlarge the contact area
in the middle of the steering wheel is one Wash-
ington reaction to those resuits. Another likely
change in the standard would make it more clear
that the steering mechanism has to be aligned
with the way a driver would actually hit it in case

~f a crash.

. While these ratings can help a buyer select a
car with good fuel economy, FEA noted that an
individual driver will not netessarily attain the
identical gas mileage as the test resuits. Many
factors affect the fuel economy of each car, in-
cluding: ; : ;

eIndividual driving ‘habits. Frequent starts
and stops. long periods of idling, and uneven
speeds decrease the number of miles per gallon.

¢ Accessories such as air conditioning and
automatic transmission. These use more gasoline
and increase the car's weight.

¢The condition of the engine. Keeping the en-
gine tuned will help get the best fuel economy
and performance for one's type of driving.

For motorists who want to compare perform-
ance levels on brakes, tire reserve load, and accel-
eration and passing ability for 1975 model passen-
ger cars and motorcycles, the U.S. Department of
Transportation has published three consumer
booklets that contain this information.

Compiled by the National Highway Traffic
Safety Administration (NHTSA), the booklets are
designed to help prospective buyers in comparing
certain safety features among the models they
may wish to purchase. Data are based on informa-
tion furnished by domestic and foreign manufac-
turers.

Braking performance information is based on
the distance in feet required to bring the vehicle
to a full stop from a speed of 60 miles per hour.

Best and worst performance involving all 1975
car models range from 164 to 250 feet. Com-
parable figures for motorcycles range from 130 to
210 feet.

Tire reserve load is a measurement of the
safe carrying capacity of a vehicle's tires beyond
the full passenger loading. Comparison figures
are given as a percentage of the fully loaded ve-
hicle’s weight. Figures rank from a best perform-
ance of 26 per cent to zero per cent.

Acceleration and passing ability is character-
ized by the time in seconds and the distance in
feet required to pass a 55-foot-long truck that is
moving at 50 miles per hour.

All three publications are available from the
Superintendent of Documents, Government Print-
ing Office. Washington, D.C. The volume covering
brakes costs $1.10, the tire volume is $1.20. and
