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Cash settlement offered on Supersewer

Plymouth and Canton townships
have accepted a more than $600,000
out-of-court settlement on a portion of
their ongoing Supersewer lawsuit.

The eight communities involved in
the South Huron Valley Wastewater
system offered to pay the money in ex-
change for being dropped from a law-
suit filed last year by the two town-
ships.

"I'm extremely happy with the way
things are going. I am happy the people
down south have finally realized we
were treated unfairly when Super-
sewer was split," said Canton Supervi-
sor James Poole.

The two townships filed the lawsuit
against the South Huron communities
(mostly downriver), the Michigan De-
partment of Natural Resources (DNR),
the City of Detroit and Wayne County
after a governor's task force decided to
split Supersewer into a north and south
project in July 1983.

The south communities have agreed
to reimburse Plymouth and Canton
township for all the Final Interim Fi-
nancing Agreement (FIFA) money they
paid for designing the abandoned Su-
persewer project - $142,000 to Plym-
outh Township and $475,000 to Canton.

"We are getUng reimbursed and we
are not going to drop our lawsuit
against the DNR and Detroit," Poole
said

BOTH TOWNSHIP boards met in

closed sessions Tuesday night to dis-
cuss the proposed settlement.

"Through all the deposition taking
and mish-mash, an offer was made,"
said Plymouth Township Supervisor
Maurice Breen.

Although the lawsuit was scheduled
to begin at the end of October, the set-
tlement with the southern communities

will push the trial date back to March
1, 1985. The communities have until
then to repay the FIFA money.

"The agreement is likely to include
language obligaling all the participants
in any future North Huron Valley
project to repay $700,000 to the South
Huron Valley communities, which rep-
resents that value received by the
north communities during the planning

of the south project," said Brian James,
attorney for Plymouth Township.

"This $700,000, if repaid, would be
included in the cost of any future North
Huron Valley project," James said.

Federal Enviromental Protection
Agency (EPA) grant funding was ap-
proved this year for the south project
but the lawsuit prohibited the sale of
construction bonds.

The north project, however, was de-
rued EPA funding this year - cutting
all chances of receiving 75-percent
EPA grants. Many believe the north
project is out of the question now, with
EPA funding reduced to a maximum of
55 percent.

BESIDES SEEKING reimbursement
for the FIFA money, the townships'

lawsuit likely will address the reason-
ing behind the project split.

"We've just about found the smoking
gun," Poole said. "When we get done
with this lawsuit it will make Vista'

look like a Sunday School picnic, this
will spread across the state and all the
way to Washington.

"This whole thing has been an at)00-
lute conspiracy. We have been lied to,
we have been coerced because of the

threats of sewer bans if we didn't go
along," he said.

"Now, as we get closer to the target,
we see that there was a conspiracy.
The mayor of Detroit, some people in
Washington and some people in Lans-
ing decided they were going to kick us
out to keep the good paying sewer cus-
tomers going to Detroit.

"We want a sewer system. We're not

out there to defeat anyone, we only
want parity," Poole said.

Breen said Plymouth Township will
place its ;142,000 back into the water
and sewer fund because that is where
the FIFA money was taken from.

Poole wasn't certain what will be
done with Canton's share of the settle-

ment.

"It can be used to build roads, or
playgrounds, or any number of things,"
he said. "But it may be best to put it
there and hang onto it for awhile.

"I'm just happy if we get it back. I
was criticized by some for suing.

"We've paid almost a half-million
dollars and I find that we have no toi-

lets, no pipes, no sewers, no nothing.
For all the money we paid we could
have studied China and Tibet too,"
Poole said.

A protest was lodged Monday night
by soccer players and parents concern-
ing the refusal of high school officials
to allow soccer to be played on the Cen-
tennial Educational Park (CEP) athlet-
ie field.

A large number of Plymouth Canton
High soccer boosters appeared Monday
before the Plymouth-Canton Board of
Education to protest what they viewed
as favored treatment toward football

and shortchanging soccer as a vanity
sport.

Spokespersons included parents Bil-
lie Whiteley, Bob Crain, Linda
Gasparet, and student Tim Mueller, co-
captain of the Chiefs soccer team.

Among other requests, the group
asked permission to play its last home
game Tuesday on the CEP athleUc
field. Superintendent John Hoben
promised to expedite an administrative
study of the request in an attempt to
get an answer back to the group by
Monday.

The parents said they had made re-
peated requests to use the CEP athletic
field and were turned down by the ath-
letic director and principals of both
high schools. They particularly object-
ed that the freshman football squad
and junior varsity football squad had
been allowed to use the CEP field while

such use had been denied the school's

varsity soccer team.

"AT PRESENT, equal opportunity
for both boys and girls varlity soccer
at the CEP does not exist," said White-

ly

"At this time it is not our objective to
list all the inequities. Some are more
obvious than others,such as the addi.
tion of freshman football when some

sports at the C.E.P. do not even have
junior varsity teams.

"Our objective 18 to make a strong
request for the use of the high school
athletic field and stadium for all home

games for both Plymouth Canton and
Plymouth Salem girls and boy, vanity
soccer gannes.

"It is our feeling that a vanity sport
should take precedence over all Junlor
varsity or freshman activittes. As par
ents of varsity soccer players," added
Whiteley, "we have heard other achool
soccer teams and their coaches com-

plain about having to play on such a
poor facility as we have at the CEP.

"The CEP soccer teams are the only
teams in the Western Lakes Conference

who are not allowed to play their home
games on their school's athletic field."

Whiteley said soccer parents would
work with the administration to cover
the costs of use of the field and stadi-
um.

Crain noted that soccer as a vanity
sport is not rated very highly by the
CEP athletic department and is not
getting equity in use of facilities. Crain
pointed out that this year more than
5,000 students in Plymouth-Canton
have signed up for soccer. In addiUon,
said Crain, some 700 basketball players
have signed up for Junior Basketball
leagues while only 180 football players
are registered.

"Soccer is not getting an appropriate
billing."

Crain added that soccer parents have
purchased the players red shirts, white
shorts, red sweatsuits and paid for half
the cost of the jerseys while the district
has only paid for half the jersey cost.

Gasparet read a letter from soccer
coach John Neff of Livonia Churchill

who, among other comments,said it
was a bad situation not to separate the
players from the spectators at the
fields used by the CEP soccer teams.
Neff wrote that soccer is not particu-
larly rough on a field as it is played all
over the field during game action, as
opposed to football where action is con-
centrated in one location for each play.

Trustee David Artley said a study of
facilities for soccer 18 under way and
some options will be suggested soon,
possibly including spending money to
improve the CEP soccer fields. Artley
commented, though, that he di(in't feel
it was likely that the soccer teams
would get use of the CEP stadium this
season

Trustee Les Walker asked if use of
the stadium this season could be looked

al Hoben answered he would expedite
the administrative studies and try to
get back to the soccer boosten by Mon-
day.

Soccer was added as a vamity sport
about four years ago. At that time,
Whiteley was among parents spear-
heading the group appearing before the
board promoting soccer.

Parents of Canton High loccer play-
ers commented that the field they play
on 1, alleged to be a Salem HI"er
field loaned to Canton for use, although
Artley said it wu a CEP loccer field to
be used by both teams and belonging to
neither.

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Congressional candidates exchange verbal blows

An election forum featuring candi-
dates for U.S. representative in the 2nd
District turned into a verbal sparring
match last week.

Libertarian James Hudler, Demo-

crat Mike MOCauley, and seven-year
incumbent Carl Pursell, R-Plymouth,
attacked each other's potential effee
tiveness at a candidates night spon-
sored by Livonia and Plymouth-Canton
branches of the League of Women Vot-
ers.

The candidates are vying to repre-
sent the 2nd Dislrict which includes

part of Livonia and Plymouth and
Northville in western Wayne County.

The candidates traded verbal bart)s

before a sparse audience composed
mostly of Plymouth Canton High
School students - most of whom are

not old enough to vote - who were in
attendance for a history class assign-
ment. McCauley, of Salem Township, is
a social studies teacher at Canton High.

PURSELL EMPHASIZED the im-

portanee of experience in politics, and
cited McCauley's voting record, which
he implied was inadequate.

McCauley called Pursell's voting
record inconsistent and his tenure in

Congress ineffective.
Ii#dier blamed both the Republican

anDemocratic parties for the coun-
try's deficits and other problems.

On McCauley's voting record, Pur-
sell pointed out that McCauley voted in
only 7 of 10 elections since he moved to
Plymouth in 1979.

"The biggest one election McCauley
missed was on a 10.36 renewal millage
In Plymouth that's equated to $1 mil-
lion dollars a mill, which is $10 million

to the local school budget in Plymouth
- the district he teaches political sci-
ence in, Pursell said.

Noting he's earned professional re-
spect from his colleagues, Pursell said,
he was chosen congressional whip for
the midwest region. He also stressed
the importance of ' political savvy." He

Assistance for

implied McCauley was young and inex-
perienced

McCauley countered: How is Carl
Pursell like Michigan weather?" All
you haveto do is wait five minutes and
he will change."

McCauley, a teacher at Canton High
since 1971, cited incidents where Pur-
sell's voting record seemed to contra-
diet itself.

'One month he is in favor of the nu-

clear freeze amendment," McCauley
said.. 'And, the next month he votes in

favor of the MX missle system."
"He says he's in favor of teachers,

and yet he voted against over $18 bil-
lion of education legislation," McCau-
ley said.

The only law Pursell has passed in
the last two years is the national St.
Lawrence Seaway Day, McCauley said.

HUDLER SAID education should be

"a totally private affair" without gov-
ernmental intervention.

U shake in my boots when I hear Mr.
McCauley say, "fair taxesJ Hudler
said.

He also suggested initiating a lottery
to finance the country's military force,
which would lower the budget deficit.

"The Libertarian Party stands for
less taxes with their eventual elimina-

tion, a non-interventionist foreign poli-
cy, and we believe the United States
should become a giant Switzerland
where we wouldn't interfere with the

affairs of other countries, said Hudler,

a medical technologist at Chelsea Com-
munity Hospital

7 think we should withdraw all our

troops from foreign soil. I don't think
there is any reason why we should be
the defender of the world," he said.

PURSELL SAID he supports
strengthening the country's convention-
al weapon system and conducting "bi-

He also said many corporations paid
uzero taxes this year.'

He cited the
U.S. Constitution, right to bear arms,»
to support his argument.

When 35th District Judge Dunbar
Davis cleans his desk off and walks into

retirement he will take with him many
fond memories.

And not all of them will be recollec-

tions of his 16 years on the bench
where, he admits, he has enjoyed many
interesting and unforgettable
moments.

What were the great thrills he will
take with him?

"Well, naturally the biggest thrill is
the fact that I am leaving with a
healthy body and the strength to enjoy
the remaining years of my life. And I
also will forever recall the thrill that

was mine on the day they dedicated the
Hall of Justice in my name. Naturally,
that was an unforgettable moment.

"Of course if you would want the big-
get thrill of my life, that came years
ago when I was a student at Earlham
College in Richmond, Ind.

"As part of our studies a speech con-
test had been arranged and I entered. It

was something new, but interesting.
And I managed to survive with four
others in the finals. , .

"AS I look back now to that day in
1934 1 still can't believe it, but I won
the contest.

"Then, in the afternoon, I played
baseball and hit a home run that won

the ballgame. Imagine that - two vic-
tories in two starts.

"My aunt had been in the audience
that saw and heard me win the speech
contest, and now she saw me hit a ho-

mer that won the ballgame. It was a
great day for me and her."

Gazing around the room at all the
mementoes on the walls, Judge Davis
recalled that his aunt helped arrange a
dinner at the country club that evening.
"It was a grand way to close one of the
greatest thrills of my life - and what
memories it brings back after all these
years."

Speaking that big day he recalled an-
other great thrill. And his came with a
two-minute speech.

"It was one of my first attempts," he

recalled, "and we were supposed to
speak on our home town.

"I GOT started alright. But when I
got into the middle of it I got stuck. I
sort of choked and had to sit down. I
still feel the pangs of that disappoint-
ment. But it is a thrill now to recall it.

"But that embarrassing moment
helped me. When I regained my feel-
ings I vowed that such a moment never
would happen again.

Most of our prehistoric past is gone,
but there are a few outstanding pieces
of the old cultures in local museums.

Begin your search at Fort Wayne. It
is almost as much of a collection of In-

dian artifacts as it is a military show-
case.

The fort is at 6325 W. Jefferson, only
three blocks south of I-75. It is closed

on Monday and Tuesday. Call 297-9360
before you go.

EARLY ARCHEOLOGISTS, includ-

ing John Blois, Henry Gillman and Bela
Hubbard, explored two mounds on the
grounds of Fort Wayne in the 1870s.

Some of what they found is on dis-
play within the museum. Probably the
most beautiful artifact ever unearthed

there is the lovely pottery vessel shown
on the cover of the September 1981 is-
sue of the Michigan History magazine.

The Aboriginal Research Club of De-
troit unearthed this prehistoric master-
piece in 1944. It was found at the Fort
Wayne Mound, and dates from 750 A.D.
a part of the Hopewell period.

A short trip across the bridge, or
through the tunnel, to Canada and then
about 15 miles south to Amhertsberg
will bring you into the Fort Malden
Historic Park area.

Like Fort Wayne, it is one of the
most interesing places near here and
well worth your time. I was impressed
with the Chief Tecumseh relies as well

as a number of rare military momen-
toes of the War of 1812. It also tells you
that history, like beauty, sometimes is
in the eyes of the beholder. For in-
stance, Simon McGirty, who is labeled
a traitor in some of our early history
books, is enshrined as a hero at Fort
Malden.

RETURNING TO Detroit, let's not
overlook the splendid collection of Indi-
an artifacts at the Detroit Institute of
Arts on Woodward.

And right across the street is one of
the greatest little museums in our area
for this period of history - the Detroit
Historical Museum at the corner of
Woodward and Kirby.

After this survey, let's speed out I-94
to the Dearborn exit. Oversha(lowed by
its world famous neighbor, Greenfield
Village, the museums of the City of
Dearborn have some outstanding early
relies of primitive life along the Rouge.
They are particularly significant to us
because some of them pertain to the
Indians of the Plymouth area. Perhaps
Chief Tonquish or someone in his
brave, little band carried that emblem,
or smoked that peace pipe. Look about
you! You will be surprised al what
Dearborn has found.

One of the major collections of prim-
itive relies in the state is to be found at
the Exhibits Museum of National His-
tory at the University of Michigan. It is
four floors of marvelous artifacts 10-
cated at 1109n Geddes (at the corner of
Washtenaw and Ged{les Roads) in Ann
Arbor. It is open seven days a week
from 9-5 except Sunday when it is opne

from 1-5 p.m. Don't miss it. It is simply
fabulous.

ANOTHER MAJOR collection of

Michigan's Indian treasures is to be
found in the Natural History Museum
of the City of Grand Rapids.

Early Hopewell moun(is, known in
this area as the Norton Mound site, are
clearly visible along the river here.
Some of them have never been exca-

vated. Other Hopewell moun(is may be
found in the Muskegon area, and they
also have significant collections on dis-
Play.

The old records in the Michigan Pio-
neer and History Collection state that
there was an important school for
Shaman (Indian medicine men) at
Grand Rapids. Archeologists uncovered
by accident the main building of this
school which had been well preserved
because it was partially enclosed in a
small mound. There the paraphernalia
of the secret rituals were carefully
stored.

Today, some of this collection is in
the museum at Grand Rapids. In my
book, Tonquish Tales, I described the

old Shaman of the Tonquish and the int-
tiation ceremony for Chief Tongah who
is said to have succeeded Tonquish
Perhaps the old Shaman learned his
trade in Grand Rapids.

Readers who wish to explore this
subject in some depth are advised to
study John R. Hatsers excellent work
"The Springwells Mound Group of
Wayne County, Michigan." It is Anthro-
pok)gy Paper No. 32, published in 1968
by the University of Michigan's Muse-
um of Anthropology. John R. Halsey is
director of archeology for the state. His
writing is eminently readable, relevant
and sound.

I also would recommend Charles

Cleland's "A Brief History of Michigan
Indians," and James E. Fitting's "The
Archaeology of Michigan: A Guide to

MacKinnon to celebrate 40th year in priesthood

hen the Rev. Kenneth MacKinnon,
pastor of Our Lady of Good Colinsel
Catholic Church on Penniman Avenue
in Plymouth, was ordained on Feb. 24,
1945, he took a solemn vow to care for
his parishners - large or small, rich or
Poor.

Now with the 40th anniversary of
that day approaching, he is keeping his
pledge by asking that the 40th anniver-

sary celebration be held on Nov. 11,
1984. And his wishes are being granted.

"If we would attempt to celebrate on
the regular day," he said, "we might
run into snow and ice and all sorts of

wintry weather. That woul€In't be fair
to the parishioners and friends, some of
whom would be traveling miles to at-
tend the services. So, it was only nice to
switch the date.

"It will be a great day for me and it
should be for them, too, so we can't let
weather stand in the way. It will be a
day I can't forget and I want the vist-

ton to remember it, too."
Fr. MacKinnon didn't relate any of

the details of the anniversary other
than to confirm that friends are ar-
ranging a dinner and some other fea-
tures of the anniversary.

WHEN TOLD that the date (Nov. 11)
he selected is the date of the original
Armistice Day, he smiled and eau-
tioned, "That also 13 the day the Pil-
grims landed at Watertown, Mass.

"History tells us that was in Novem-
ber and they didn't get to Plymouth un-
til Dec. 6."

Fr. MacKInnon, now 65 years old,
was born on Detroit's East Side - one

of three boys in the family. He attended
St. Charles Borromet and later went to

Sacred Heart Seminary where he stud-
ied theology and was ordained.

Following his ordination Rev. MacK-
innon served at three different church-
es and spent several years teaching in
the Rchools.

He finally was assigned to Our Lady
of Good Counsel in Plymouth on Jan.
10,1973.

AS KE LOOKS back over the 40

years he has served in the priesthodd,
he recalls many interesting moments.

"First," he said. "I enjoy being a
priest. It isa fine way to spend a day
and it gives you a chance to serve eve-
ry day of your life. I like that and it
offers many chances tobeof service in
the community.

"Of course, my greatest day was the
day I was ordatned and I'll have anoth-
er thrilling time on the day of my 40th
anniversary."

He is a member of the Plymouth flo
tary Club which gives him a chance to

be of additional service and he always
is available when =neone needs a

helping hand. 1
He has enjoyed his 12 years in Plym-

outh and is food of thepeople and the
manner in which the city has pro-
gressed during his stay.

"It isa fine place to live," he Iaid,
"and my days here have been well
worthwhile. Now, I hope the weather
will be ideal on Nov. 11 when we cele-
brate my 40th anniversary before the
official date that comes when the

ground could be covered with snow and
ice."

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'Local control' challenger eyes State Board
By Tim Richard

"I'm a local control person," said
them Jacobus.

It's the theme of her Republican can-
didacy for the State Board of Educa-
tion. It's the answer she gives to many
questions, such as teacher evaluation,
merit pay, curriculum and reducing the
number of school districts.

Like GOP running mate Dorothy
Beardmore of Rochester, Jacobus
points out that she has two terms of
experience on a local kindergarten-
through-12th-grade school board.

In contrast, the DemocraUc incum-
bents are a Michigan State University
administrator (Gumecindo Salas) and a
Northern Michigan University profes-
sor (John Watanen Jr.)

Grand Rapids Board of EducaUon, two
as president. She got acquainted with
the legislative process through the
Michigan Association of School Boards
and the Governor's Educational Block
Grant Committee.

Mary Jane Schildberg, a former Gar-
den City school board president who is
supporting her, thinks Jacobus' experi-
ence is needed in Lansing. Hosting a
coffee in her home recently, Schildberg
said:

"My feeling is that a lot of problems
of K-12 education would have been put
on the front burner if there had been on

a person on the State Board with K-12
background."

"WE WENT through the declining
enrollment crisis where we closed
schools," said Jacobus. "We negotiated
contracts with teachers six times. We
went through buying computers. We
dealt with the financial crisis (state aid
cuts during the recession)."

At the September Republican State
Convention, she easily won a nomina-
tion with strong support from the west-
ern Michigan contingent.

"Geographically," she said, "we
would like to have one member from

western Michigan, even though we
(State Board member,) don't vote re-
gionally. There are two from the Upper
Peninsula, two from Lansing and four
from this area (metropolitan Detroit).

The Republican team argues that
only one of the eight current State
Board members has any kindergarten
through 12th grade board experience,
and that isn't recent.

HER GARDEN City audience was
made up largely of board members, ad-
ministrators and teachers from the

suburban schools. Sample questions
and answers:

• On the Reagan Administration's
push for income tax credits for tuiUon
paid to private schools: "I am opposed
to tuition tax credits. If that income is

lost, if the money comes out of Borne-
place, it's going to come out of public
education. Tuition tax credits are the

tip of the iceberg."

• On consolidating school districts:
She would hesitate to mandate such a

policy, preferring other methods of
helping school districts too small to of-
fer full curriculnu. "We're doing more
program sharing - in languages, voca-
tional center. We're finding some good
results."

• On merit pay for teachers:
"Teachers are very uncomfortable
with it. Who does it (evaluating)? How?
They're very skittish ... Merit pay
means you have the money to give
merit pay."
• On whether the State Board

should set guidelines for merit pay: "I
don't want to see a lot of ties that bind
from the top. The state should set poll-
cy but not mandate."

SEVERAL QUESTIONS from teach-
ers revolved around those who had lost

their jobs through enrollment shrink-
age but had enough seniority to
"bump" younger teachers in other sub-
ject areas. Should they have to be re-
certified?

"In our small district," Jacobus said,
"We found in a middle school a physt-

cal ed teacher who had to be reas-
signed. He 'bumped' someone and
found himself in science, where he
hadn't been in 25 years. This teacher
had had a science minor in college.

"I have no pfoblem with released
time (for teacher retraining). They
should be willing to take some courses.
I'm not wed to any one proposal."

Jacobus was asked about the desire
of the "higher education lobby" to see
those displaced teachers go back to col-
lege for retraining.

"I have to prove to the hospital
(where she works part time in the
emergency room) all the time that I
can do CPR (cardiopulmonary resuscl-
tation) - every six months. I'm not
going to lay on someone else what I'm
not willing to do myself," she said.

"But I'm very concerned about state
mandates. I'm a local control person.
Re-training could be in-service. It
doesn't have to be higher education."

OTHER QUESTIONS and answers:
• On the voting record of Barbara

Roberts Mason, a State Board member
who is on the staff of the MEA: "I have
not felt" her votes were pro-union. But
Jacobus noted some unionists had ob-
jected to attending an educational fair
at the non-union Amway,Grand Plaza
Hotel in Grand Rapids.
• On stale curriculum guidelines:

"The more guidelines and more regula-
tions we set up, the more staff persons

you have (in Lansing) and the longer it
takes to get something through the bu-
reaucracy. I would lean toward not
passing the regulations unless it'* ab-
lutely neces,ary."

• On the roles of teachers and par-
ents: "I have a brother who is a special
education teacher On another state)
who left because he couldn't teach a

class after lunch - the students were

'stoned.'... Our board set out a par-
ent and student responsibility code."
The important agents of educaUon are
"parents first, teachers second."

Jacobus predicted: "We'll hear more
about teaching at home in the future."

A CLEAR CHOICE awaits Plymouth-

But delinquency and prison are not the
only social costs of learning disabilities.
People with LD tend to have low self-im-
ages which are reinforced by others daily.
All too often the mental abuse suffered by
an LD person la even more degrading than
the handicap it,elf.

This does not have to be the ending,
though. A study designed by the American
A-ciation of Children with karning
Disabilittes (ACLD) found that u few u
65 hours of proper instruction led to dra-
matic academic improvement. After only
36 hours the tendency toward delinquent
behavior fell tharply.

South Africa - By a vote of 269 for and
62 against, the House insisted that any new
law controlling sensitive exports include a
ban on U.S. banks loaning to the South Afri-
can government.

The house previously included such a ban
in its version of the Export Administration
Act. But the Senate excluded sanctions
against South Africa when it approved the
bill.

U,S. banks have been loaning to the pro-
apartheid South African government at a
rate of $388 million annually.

The effect of this vote was to return the
conference report on the Export Adminis-
tration Act to the Senate, which allowed the
bill to die with the 98th Congress.

Members voting yes wanted a ban on U.S.
bank loans to the South African government
to be part of the Export Administration Act.

Kennedy Center - The House approved,
166 for and 163 against, a measure enabling
the Kennedy Center for the Performing
Arts to remain solvent.

The rescue plan was included in the $470
billion catchall appropriations bill for fiscal
1985 (HJ Res 648) that later was signed by
President Reagan.

Washington's Kennedy Center will be for-
given $33 million in interest it owes the
Treasury as well as furture interest on gov-
ernment bonds that financed its creation in
the early 1960's.

It will be allowed to retire its debt by
2017 through principl payments of $200,000
annually.

Supporter Mary Rose Oakar, D-Ohio, said
"England, Germany, all of the great West-
ern cultures subsidize the arts. We aought to
do more, not less."

Opponent Gerald Solomon, R-N.Y., called
this "the first black-tie raid on the public
Treasury."

Federal Trade Commission - By a vote
of 36 for and 298 against, the House reject-
ed a provision to weaken the Federal Trade
Commission's power to bring anti-trust ac-
tions against local governments.

This occurred during debate on a bill (HR
6027) that immunizes cities and municipal
units from paying damage awards when
they lose anti-trust suits. In future cases,
judges can grant only injunctive relief.

The bill was sent to President Reagan.
Supporter Martin Sabo, D-Minn., charged

the FTC with "stupidity"in challenging taxi-
cab regulations in Minneapolis and New Or-
leans.

Opponent Hamilton Fish, R.N.Y., said the
FTC should be permitted to "exercise its
normal statutory responsibilities to enforce
compliance with our anti-trust laws.

Members voting no wanted the FTC to be
able to file anti-trust suits against local
governments.

SENATE

Debt - By a vote of 37 for and 30
against, the Senate gave final congressional
approval to a measure (HJ Res 654) raising
the national debt ceiling from $1,573 trillion
to $1,824 trillion.

The new borrowing limit is expected to
suffice until fiscal 1985 ends next Sept. 30.
The House averted a record vote when it

approved the new ceiling.
Without the higher limit, the Treasury

would have been unable to borrow to pay
the government's bills. It was within $25
million of its borrowing authority when the
Senate voted.

Senators voting yes favored the higher
debt ceiling.

Freeze - By a vote of 30 for and 61
again•t, the Senate refused to table (kill) an
amendment in behalf of freezing fiscal 1986
federal spending at 1985 levels.

This occurred during debate on raising
the debt ceiling to $1,824 trillion (above)

The amendment provided that a record
vote on freezing 1986 spending would be
held next year, as part of the next vote on
raising the debt ceiling. It later was shelved
on procedural grounds.

Pete Domenici, R.N.M., who voted to kill
the amendment, said "I am not prepared to
ffeeze defense spending today at $292.8 bib
lion without a full discussion of what that

really means."
Paul Tsongas, D-Maa, called a spending

freeze "the unique opportunity for Demo-
crats to finally demonstrate fiscal disci-
pline" and repudiate President Reagan's
claim that "we are the party of tax and
spend."

Senators voting no favored freezing 1986
spending at 1985 levels.

Voting no: Levin, Riegle.

Federal Trade Commission - By a vote
of 56 for and 42 against, the Senate adopted
an amendment restoring the Federal Trade
Commission's power to bring anti-trust
suits against· local governments.

As before, the agency could seek injunc-
tive relief but not financial damages.

The provision was attached to a bill to
protect municipal units against paying
damage awards in anti-trust suits filed
against them (see House vote above).

Supporter Warren Rudman, R.N.H., said
the Pre should be able to counter "egre-
gious interference in the free market pro-
cess" on any level of government.

Opponent Ernest Hollings, D-S.C., called
the FTC a "national nanny" that is "not ac-
countable to anyone."

Senators voting no were opposed to the
Pre suing cities for alleged anti-competi-
tive practices.

ST. MAARTEN - - In most vaca-

tion spots, the question, "Which way to
the beach?" elieits a simple response.
Not so in St. Maarteh.

Here, on this 37-square-mile Carib-
bean hideaway, the question invariably
generates another, "What kind of beach
are you looking for?" With three dozen
beaches ringing the island, visitors
have a wide range of choices.

There are long, looping scarves of
white sand that seem to stretch on and

on to the shimmering horizon. Beaches
just big enough for two nestle between
rocky headlands.

At Cupecoy Bay, coral cliffs
overhang the talcum-soft sand. At
Dawn Beach, sea grape trees with
leaves like paper fans edge thestrand.

And, according to a centuries-old
tradition known as "The Queen's
Walk," St. Maarten's shoreline is the
property of the Dutch crown.

AS A RESULT, all beaches are open
to everyone. For visitors this means ex-
ploring the island roads and byways
with a sense of discovery.

A sandy track meandering through
the palms may lead to a secluded
beach that seems unchanged since
Christopher Columbus first sighted it
nearly five centuries ago. A path zig-
zagging down a low cliff may end in a

bathing spot not much larger than a
beach blanket.

The gentle crescent of sand that
curves along Mullet Bay reflects St.
Maarten's "forget your cares" way of
life. The low, yellow-roofed buildings
of the Sheraton Mullet Bay Resort and
Casino, set back from the Mullet Bay
beach, lend a Mediterranean air ot the
setting.

Mullet Bay's Watersports Center is
located on Ute beach and provides more
active beachgoen with boats and
boards for sailing and windsurfing.

BEACH BUFFS with a taste for peo-
ple-watching may opt for the Great
Bay Beach, a few steps from Front
Street in Philipsubrg, St. Maarten's
captial village.

Great Bay itself is dotted with sleek
yachts on which holiday-makers Ioll be-
neath billowing awnings. Nearby,
brightly-painted island cargo boats
rock at anchor, their crews buslly en-
gaged in loading and unloading every-
thing from bananas to bedsprings

Several hotels line the beach - St.
Maarten Beach Club, Holland House,
The Seaview - comfortable and con-
venient home bases for vacationers

who want to be close to the action.

At "Antoine's," a few steps from Phi-
lipsburg's "Little Pier," diners exclaim
about both the imaginative menu and
the panoramic view of sea and sky.

Snorkelers find Dawn Beach the per-
feet setting-off point for exploring the
reefs that lie just off-shore. Below the
surface, the views are a breathtaking
as those on land.

BUrTERFLY fish, bright as flowers,
dart among coral branches; sea fans,
delicate as lace, wave in the gentle cur-
rents.

Lazily swimming through the placid
Caribbean waters, snorkelers enter a
world that is memmerizing in its silent
beauty. Back on land, there's always
time for a refreshing drink and perhaps
a suck at the Dining Room of the
Dawn Beach Hotel whose louvred win-
dows overlook the beach.

Equally evocative is Simpson Bay
beach, a long parenthesis of sugar-
white sand set between a picturesque
fishing village and the murmuring sea.
Bright blue nets festoon many of the
fishermen's doorways and sturdy boats,
red, yellow, green, are drawn up along
the shoreline. \1

4 travel notes

I recently attended a travel trade re-
ception hosted by the Detroit office of
the Canadian Government Office of
Tourism. Your travel agent was proba-
bly there, snacking on cheese and wine,
browsing among the dozens of tables
*read out like an information network
around the large room.

Justice Patricia J. Boyle recalled the
first time a "door opened for me" and
she found her first professional job af-
ter graduation from the Wayne Slate
University Law School. At a time when
work was scarce in the legal profes-
sion, she started her career as a legal
research assistant for a federal judge
in Detroit.

Twenty years later another door
opened for Boyle when Gov. James
Blanchard appointed her to the Michi-
gan State Supreme Court, filhng a va-
cancy created by the death of Justice
Blair Moody Jr. in early 1983.

For Boyle, who was then a federal
judge, accepting the Blanchard ap·
pointment meant giving up a lifetime
presidential appointment in the U.S.
Federal District Court.

The decision to accept Blanchard's
offer thrust her into the position of run-
ning for election this November for the
six-year seat.

A nominee of the Democratic party,
her opponent is longtime political vet-
eran and fortner U.S. Sen. Robert Grif-
fin.

Boyle, whose own experiences as a
campainger have been limited as com-

pared to her opponent's, brought her
campaign to Livonia this week, one
week after GOP nominee Griffin ad-
dressed the Livonia Chamber of Com-
merce PoliUcal Action Committee.

BOYLE had requested the same au-
dience before the local chamber PAC,
but said she was rejected. Instead, she
arrived in Livonia this week at the invi-

tation of Mayor Edward MeNamara.
Curiously, Boyle has earned the rep-

utation of a conservative judge who has
been honored by such groups as the Po-
lice Officers Association of Michigan
("Women of the Year" for 1983), the
Michigan Jaycees and by her own pro-
fession when in a newspaper poll of
prosecuting and defense attorneys she
was ranked the best of 20 judges in the
Detroit Recorder's Court.

Taking time out from the sweep
through the City Hall complex Monday,
Boyle responded to questions posed by
the Observer on the partisanship of the
court, her opponent and the method of
electing judges.

Boyle discarded the notion of parti-
san politics affecting the courts deci-
sions, saying she has seen no evidence
of that. "My experience on the court
... and of the 50 decisions we've is-

sued (in that time) is that there's not
been a single one divided on party

election '84
lines. The most significant decision -
on legislative redistricticting - was a
unanimous one. We disagree, but along
the lines of judicial philosophy."

IN VOTING, the public often misun-
derstands the nature of the non-parti-
san position of Judicial candidates. It's
understandable, she said, because while
the candidates run under neither party
affiliation, the parties do nominate par-
ticular candidates. The misunderstand-
ing sometimes costs votes when voters
pull a party lever at the ballot box but
fail to know the judges fall under the
non-partisan section of the ballot and
that these votes must be made inde-

pendent of pulling either party lever.
Boyle also said she believes the head-

on nature of the high court race, which
as opposed to an open-field system pits
two individuals against one another for
one job, helps the electorate learn
about these often overlooked judicial
races. "It sharpens the focus, the abili-
ty to make a comparison (when two
candidates are involved)," she said.

Of the court's operation, she believes
in the separation of powers between
the legislative branches and the ju(iici-
ary. Just as the judiciary should not in-
terpret decisions in ways that expand
the intent of the law, as drafted by the
legislature, neither should it "footdrag
to limit its intent," she said.

A L FRACASSA IS not the happiest coach

A around these days, and it's not all becausehis team lost to Warren De La Salle three

weeks ago.
The head coach of Brother Rice finds himself in a

very uncomfortable position. If he wants to qualify
for the Catholic League Prep Bowl as the Central
Division representative, De La Salle must lose
Saturday and the Warriors must get the nod
through the league's tie-breaker system.

If Catholic Central upsets De La Salle this
weekend and Rice beats Bishop Borgress, then the
Warriors, Shamrocks and Pilots will be tied with 4-

1 league records.
The Catholic League then willlook at the

winning-point margins between the three
deadlocked teams, with the maximum spread being
21 points.

I've talked to enough people about the rule -
including the Catholic League director of physical
education, Walt Bazylewiez - to make my head
spin. It looks like a Catholic Central win over De La
Salle by less than 21 points would send Rice to the
Prep Bowl because the Warriors beat CC by 21, the
Pilots only beat Rice by three and the Shamrocks
will have beaten De La Salle by less than 21. Got it?

A De La Salle win By any margin would make it
all academic as the Pilots would win the title with
a 5-0 record.

HOWEVER, IF CC beats De La Salle by 21
points, then the tie still hasn't been broken because
Rice and Catholic Central both won by 21. Because
a tie still exists, all three teams will match point
spreads against common opponents, and the team
with the greatest margin of victory (again with 21
points the maximum allowed) would be the league
representative in the Prep Bowl.

Against common fees, Rice has the upper hand
because the Warriors defeated Harper Woods
Bishop Gallagher and Notre Dame by at least 21.
De LaSalle and Catholic Central each edged
Gallagher, both in double overtime. In league wins,
Rice has won three games by at least 21, De La

As explained in last week's column, a
zera-coupon bond IS a deep discount
bond that increases in value at a com-

pound rate so that at maturity it is
worth several times the initial invest-
ment.

These bonds are particularily suited
for Individual Retirement Accounts,
Keogh plans and other pension funds
for which income is tax-deferred

Zero-coupon bonds come in a wide
range of maturities and denominations.

A person planning to retire in 1996
might invest $24,242 and have at re-
tirement $100.000. Another might pay

bond. The maturities should also be re-
lated to your personal cashflow needs.

Finally, you should carefully look for
call provisions. Most bonds cannot be
called or redeemed in less than 10

years, but some housing issues have
special redemption calls that permit
redemption in less than three yan.

shown uncut and without interruption
- that's for sure.

Canada's CBET Ch. 9 comes closest,
airing most movies in their entirety
and with a minimum of commercial in-
terference. The movies seldom are new

or even recent, but putist take heart
knowing they are at least intact.

Occasionally public TV, Ch. 56, opens
its vaults and runs a movie marathon,
giving air time to classic films that re-
main stashed away 1144 months out of
the year. These broadcasts are "com-
mercial-free," too, although countless
interruptions for pledge breaks more
than compensate for the lack of tradi-
tional sponsors.

There can be no disagreement that
there's no substitute short of cable for

movies-on-TV fans who want their
motion pictures screened in totality

Yet there's another form of movie
entertainment - the antithests of un-

cut, uninterrupted movies - that's dis-
appearing from the scene. It is an art
form nonetheless, and, in a way, it's a
shame that il's becoming a thing of the
past.

That's the TV movie host.

YOU CAN get an idea how serious
the artist is about her work from her

advice to would-be sculptors.
"Don't go into it if you don'l like

spending a lot of time by yourself,"
Wilkie said. «And I would strongly
advise that you know the dangers of the
chemicals you're working with. To
make my glazes, I use scales, mortars
and pestles. There are formulas. I
stand there and think, 'Am I a chem-
ist?"

Wilkie has been working at art for
some 10 years. She now out of a studio
in Detroit. The artist's work has been

seen in local shows (within a 10- or 15-
mile radius, she estimated) for about a
year.

'I don't remember not doing the
sculpture and painting," she said. "It's
my life.

"We were always encouraged to do
what we like. For me, it was art. When

we made Christmas lists, I always
wanted something out of an art supply
store."

Wilkie studied art at Redford Union

High School, where she was encouraged
by teacher Olin Sanders, and later at

Schooleraft College.
'It's something inside me," she said.

This is me. To take away the art part
of myself, I don't know if there'd be
anything left.

BEFORE I GO on, let me, as How-
ard Co,ell would say, "re-it-erate". By
the artist being unchallenged, I mean
many artints draw only thoee particti-
tar subjects In which they do best. One
award-winning still life artist said to
me, "Gee. I'm thrilled to win but you
know I eouldn't palnt my dog if my life
depended on It."

After all, the many subtle curves and
ruffles of an tria couldn't be much less
critical than the feature, of an animal.
It ts thooe very subject, that do give us
trouble that should challenge us the
most. It 11 in thi, no-rilk artwork that
boredom can lettle, and It W mit •l-
wa, noticeable In the work I al•o
mentioned repetitiouB buly work can
produce medlocre remill

Well, I remember thi hamburger
chain that u,ed thl, dolan: "We make

over a million hamburgers a week .
one at a time." So it Is your mental and
spiritual dullness that causes mediocri-
ty and not the repetitious aspect of
your art.

And finally, what do I mean by the
term seeking entertainment rather
than creativity? Well, who more than
the artist knows if he or she is halfway
up the mountain. Without the push up-
ward you come to a stand:Ull. And It
gets a little boring standing still on the
side of a mountain. So just about any
diversion seems entertaining and you
ultimately quit in your attempts for ex-
eellence.

Let me introduce you to mediocrity's
super brother which is excellence. Yes,
brothers, kind of alike but quite differ-
ent. One merely does the job and the
other does it with purpoee and spirit.

SOMETIMES I will say to a student
concerning their artwork, "Gee this
doesn't look good in this area," and I
am surprised at their comment. "Oh,
this Is for my school/club/church etc.

is mediocre. Everytime your C- work
gets turned over. it makes you want to
give eIcuses justifying its mediocre ex-
istence. All of this time spent in justifi-
cation would perhaps be better time
spent In the pursuit of excellence. Now
excellence is, of course, relative. Ex-
cellence from the teacher is much dif-
ferent than excellence of the student.

Since many of your customers are
not critics in art they are pleased with
most of what you do. So whether you
are a teacher or student your product
must be a good example of your panic-
ular level of excellence. Although the
word excellence implies superiority u
in better than anyone's artwork, it al»o
is defined by the word virtue.

VIRTUE, AMONG its many defini-
tions 18 noted as meaning strength. Per-
hape strength Ls very helpful for my
point. When you are safe within your
favorite medlum and subject, it may
perhapi require little of yourself. The
le- of yourself the weaker your work
will become.

No, I am not saying you must u.
every media and gubject to be happy.
But what I am,aying, i•that you must
put one hundred of your mind, spirit
and body into every work you create. If
not, you cheat your viewers mt,
reprelent your ability and worst of all
run tim rilk of boredom and ultimate

failure. So, if you feel you'restock half-
way up the mountain then Bhake your-
ielf and charge upward toward rela-
tive excelleoce.

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Superinsulation saves money on energy
How would you like to own a home

with an annual utility bill of only $130?
Sound too good to be true?
As unbelievable as it may seem, that

low figure is correct - the home hap-
pens to be a "superinsulated, double
wall construction" house.

A house of this type is currently
being built in Brighton by Paul Levine
and Jeffrey Tapper, partners in Grana-
da Homes Inc of West Bloomfield.

This 1,300-square-foot colonial in
Fairway Trails sub has three bed-
rooms, bath and a half and a two car
garage

The partners hope it will be a model
for many more energy efficient houses.

This method of superinsulation al-
lows homeowners to reduce their heat-

ing costs -- usually by 80 to 90 percent
of what it would be in homes without

it," Levine explained.
According to Robert Oliver, spoke-

man for the Department of Energy in
Washington. D.C . Levine's claim is le-
gitimate

We have sponsored studies on the
superinsulated homes... and there
are cases where the comparative utili-
ty costs are only 10 percent of what
they might otherwise be," said Oliver.

In addition, a study of 192 different
methods of home energy conservation
at the t'niversity of California/Berke-
lev revealed that this was the most

cost-effective way to construct an en-
ergy-efficient house

THE CONCEPT of superinsulation
- regular insulation installed at sever-
al times the normal thickness, then
wrapped with an air vapor barrier to

make it airtight - began in
Saskatchewan, Canada.

It then spread to Minnesota, North
Dakota and Wisconsin about five years
ago, and is just gaining interest in
Michigan, said Levine.

To learn about the process, he and
his associates attended training in
Alpena, at Universal Energy Services,
the company which now acts as adviser
on the building of the new model home.

The construction of a superinsulated
home involves first building a double 2-
by-4 outside wall on the house. The
walls are then filled with a minimum

of R-40 fiberglas insulation ("R" repre-
sents the resistance to heat loss, and

the average home has an R-11 insula-
tion number).

Basement walls have a minimum of

R-19 fiberglas, and ceilings have an R-
60 minimum insulation.

After the house is insulated, the out-

side is wrapped with Tyvek, a material
which reduces air infiltration by 30
percent, and the interior is wrapped
with Tu-tuf, which keeps heat and hu-
midity inside the home.

The end result, said Levine, is a ther-

mos effect - the inside temperature of
the home remains constant, despite
outside weather factors. The home is

cool in the summer and warm in the

winter. he said.

ACCORDING to Oliver, this airtight
construction can cause problems with
air quality if appropriate measures
aren't taken to control airflow.

"You have to be careful, make sure
the home has adequate ventilation." he

explained, "especially if the house uti-
lizes gas Power.

Levine has taken the necessary steps
to insure appropriate venUlation, said
Oliver, with the installation of an "air-
to-air heat exchanger," which removes
old air and its moisture content from

the home and replaces it with fresh air.
This machine not only provides air

circulation in the home, but also pre-
serves and transfers about 80 percent
of the heat in the old air to the new air.

In addition to the air to heat ex-

changer, Levine also uses all electric
heat, so there is no problem with gas
fumes in the home.

The result of the exchanger and elee-
tric heat is a climate controlled home.

'There is very little air infiltration,
and you don't get the drafts you might
in a normal house," Oliver explained.
"The superinsulated home is just gener-
ally more comfortable."

Another attraction of the homes is

the price of the construction - super-
insulation adds only 5 to 7 percent to
the total cost of building the house.

'On an average sized house, superin-
sulation would only cost about $3,000
extra," Levine said.

"At that price, it's worth the extra
money, because you get back a return
on your investment in only a few
years," he added.

Oliver agreed, saying the superinsu-
lated house could be very economically
attractive if the added costs were kept
low enough.

IN ADDITION to staying within af-
fordable range of homes with normal
insulation, the superinsulated house

also looks like the rest of the homes on

the block, said Levine.
"These are not odd looking houses,"

he explained. They can be built to a
variety of specifications."

Although it's really not economically
feasible to remodel old homes using
this new method, Levine believes the
tributes of the superinsulated home
will make it the 'standard house of the
future. "

"In building the home this way in the
first place, the buyer is saving right
from the start," he said.

Quality and energy efficiency are
built right into the house, you don't
have to backtrack and add something
on later."

Oliver agreed that this method could
be very popular in the future, especial-

Bag the geraniums in plastic
It is difficult to think that winter will be coming.

The leaves are almost all fallen. Just remember
the enjoyment of their beauty was an early pay-
ment for raking and bagging them, now.

This calendar cycle puts us in the mood to repot
our indoor plants. I would advise that you buy bag
of humus for this purpose. You will find that many
potted plants need shifting to larger containers.

NEVER repot a plant in the same or larger con-
tainer which has not been washed out with warm
water, plus Clorox or something like it to assure a
clean receptacle.

An ideal way to do this job is with a card table,
covered with several layers of newspaper, and a
large bucket for rinsing out dusty pots and contain-
ers to be re-used. A scrub brush makes the job easy
and if you plan to circulate in society, wear rubber
gloves.

What a joyful profes-
sion it is to be a garden writer with eyes tuned to
the glory of nature.

IT IS always a temptation to dig up a few gerani-
ums and bring them in for some enjoyment. You
can hold them over for another year if you prune
them down after the last flower. I will admit they
aren't too beautiful as the season progresses, but
you can hold them over.

Today I heard of a new idea passed on by Ann
Bryant who has had superb results by the following
method of preserving her beautiful summer gerani-
ums.

First secure a large dark colored plasUc bags
and gingerly lift the gernaiums up with a shovel,
shake the dirt off the plant and remove any existing
blooms. You can drop into it at least 12 plants into
the bag. Now close the bag tightly and place in a
storage area which is not heated, but not cold
enough to#eeze the contents.

In early spring you may wish to pot them up,
provide a good meal of fertilizer and, by the way,
cut down the total height and remove any leaves
that look 'weary."

Give them good soil, some fertilizer, and endear-
ing words, and soon you will have fine plants for
the next season, as reported by Ann Bryant.
