A Eries of articles in the Obierver,
quoting the Plymouth city clerk, the
Plymouth Township clerk and the state
senator from thi district. referred to
the position of the Ikague of Women
Voters of Michigan on the bill to re-
strict voter registratiom in Michigan.

Unfortunately. the League wn not
contacted to make clear its position or
the reason for that position Thls letter
is an a((empt to do so,

The bill contained no provision for
response from the voter who was to be
purged from the rolls. lt would be very
simple. and an amendment to this ef
feet was introduced but not passed, to
add the requirement lhal a postcard be
Included with the notification to annual
registration. That device would ensure
that the clerk would know, either that
the citizen wished to continue to be reg-
istered, or did not

Clearly. it ts easier to maintain re-
cords when they are tidy and neat.
However. it Is more Important that cit-
izens of a democracy be enabled to
vote without undue restrictions.

If you were a registered voter who
for some reason had not been able to
vote for a time, would you wish to be

purged from the rolls without even an
opportunity to return a postcard?

The comments made about the
DIP. arenot .ell iormei An-sy
call to the local }eague, or to coe of two
state board membon who live In the
Plymouth comm,mity (the preddect
and one of the vice-prelideots) would
have clarified the matter.

The Ikague never supported thts bill
The only comment made by the kague
while tatifying u to many Improve-
ments which could be made to the ret
istration proc- In Michigan •u that
we would not oppoN tt That wu be-
fore we di,coverd that the return
postcard •u not Included In the bill.

The League in Michigan, together
with a large coalition of other group'.
has filed a lawsuit against the Michi-
gan Department of Slale to make more
uniform the treatment of registration
applicants from one municipahly to
another.

I In Birmingham, Booth Communica
tions ts now charging $1 more a month for
premium channels except Bravo, which
went up $2. Remote control, which had
been free. is now $3.50 a month.

0 On March 1, Southfield's Continental
('ablevision will raise its basic service
charge from $6.95 to $8.95 a month.
IThree years ago, Continental promised to
keep the basic rate unchanged for three
vears Time's up.) Installation for full ba-
ste service will go up from $14.95 to
$24.95

• In Plymouth and Plymouth Town-
dtip, C)innicon raised the charge for basic
g·rvice by 40 rents per month.

1 HAVE A HARD time being sympa-
thetic to cable companies. These expert-
enced businesses contacted a community
and bid for the franchise. Their promises
were evaluated by a committee of local
residents. The company was awarded the
contract.

As soon as the ink was dry, the cable
companies headed for Washington, D.C., to
lobby for "deregulation." Soon, cables
were strung, giving the company a local
monopoly.

Then a -deregulation" bill was passed.
The cable company could forget about
their promised services and raise their
rates

Cable television companies should have
the right to fail If they miscalculate their
expenses and revenue, that is their fault.

But the free market economy won't
work when it comes to cable. No compet-
ing company can string cable in a town
and offer better service at a lower rate

WHAT CAN be done?
For all of its good intentions, I doubt if

the lawsuit against Booth Communica-
lions will succeed. It can be argued that
local governments are not regulating but
merely trying to hold cable television
companies to existing contracts. But no
precedent has been established for such an
argument

The only effective deterrent for raising
cable television rates rests with the indi-
vidual subscriber If enough subscribers
cancel when rates go up. the cable com-
pany will not make money. It will then be
forced to back off the rate increase

technique for black and while art-
work would be with a technical pen
and hot press illustration board

To achieve clean lines you must ink
very carefully and use templates.
such a, french curves and straight
edges whenever possible I always
have my ,!udents carefully ink on
both sides of their pencil lines and
then fill In the space In between Th13
technique allows you to concentrate
only on one i,de of your Inked line at
a time Likewise, when inking a cir
cle. I recommend u:Ing a technical
pen adapter on a compan This way
you again ink one side of your pencil
line then open the compass to the
other side of the pencil line

Then you can carefully fill in be-
tween the lines and when done you
have a perfectly inked circle To help
you ink perfect lines, slay with
smooth illustration board» and pa-
pen ]1 you do goof, you can easily
repair your mistake by picking off the
ink with a razor blade. then erase the
debris

My favorite ink for the commercial
look H Higgins Black Magic. and be-
lieve me it is very black. Still, any Ink
can produce *hades of black •hen
brushed on So whatever you une, af·
ter a coat or two, spray the finished
work with a f intlve and the blacks

The best part of crepe line tape 1,
that it 1§ flexible and suys the same
width regardless of ho• tight you
make it curve One final way to pro-
duce a clean commerical look M to do
your best ink possible then copy kt on
a good copier or have a ",lat" made
of it at your loral printer Then you
can carefully go over your artwork
scraping a little here and inking In a
little there

Now these tips for the clean look
are very helpful and if you take your
time and work carefully you wit[ find
a certain pleasure in your ability to
create the clean commercial look.
