Robinson leads field in city primary vote

Despite an extremely low voter turn-
out, there were a few surprises in Tues-
day's Plymouth City Commission pri-
mary election.

With just 736 residents voting -
some 10 percent of those registered -
candidates Greg Green and Lloyd Dus-
ton were dropped from the Nov. 5 com-
mission race.

There were 10 candidates on Tues-

day's primary ballot, with the top eight
vote-getters going on to the Nov. 5 gen-
eral election. Voters were allowed to
vote for four candidates.

Candidates for the November race

will be (in order of Tuesday's finish):
William Robinson (368), Robert
Kroeger (325), Jean Morrow (318), An-
thony Anason (317), Donald Keller

(297), William Bingley (286), Robert
Jones (281) and Karl Gansler II (251).

GREEN AND Duston - who fin-

ished with 119 and 92 votes, respective-
ly - were the only two candidates who
missed a League of Women Voters can-
didate's night prior to the election.

Green, a member of the planning
commission and past City Commission
candidate, had urged other candidates
not to attend the function to protest vo-
ter apathy.

Because Green predicted one in 10
voters would go to the polls, he suggest-
ed one of the 10 candidates appear at
the informaUonal forum.

Duston, making his first bid for the
commission, didn't attend the function
but wasn't taking part in Green's boy-
cott. Duston said he was unable to fly
home in time for the event because of a

tropical storm in Florida.
Of the eight who survived the prima-

ry, two have past commission experi-
ence - top finisher Robinson and
eighth place finisher Gansler.

Robinson is mayor pro tem and is ex-
pected to make a bid for mayor if
elected in November. Gansler is a for-

mer commissioner who bowed out of

city politics to devote more time to his
business and is attempting a come-
back.

THE SECOND, third and fourth
place finishers - Kroeger, Morrow
and Anason - are newcomers to com-
mission races. All three are seen as

strong advocates of the police and fire
departments.

Kroeger resigned as a volunteer fire-
fighter to run in the election. In
prompting Kroeger's decision, city offi-

cials cited a state law which gives em-
ployers the right to force government
employees to decide between their
work and running for their governing
body.

Kroeger, Morrow and Anason, along
with sixth-place finisher Bingley, were
the focus of some animosity at Monday
night's City Commission meeUng.

The four were named in campaign
literature which urged residents to
vote for them lo, among other thin gs,
save Central Middle School.

Commissioner Mary Childs, during a
precommission meeting, said nothing
during her years on the commission has
irritated her more than the "Central

Middle School ploy."

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Commission hears cop praises

What can improve productivity, re-
duce down time and strengthen em-
ployee morale?

No, in this case it's not a new high-
tech computer. Nor is it a space-age
telephone or communications system.

The answer, as far as the Plymouth
Police Department is concerned, is a
team concept coupled with 12-hour
days.

"We feel the police department's mo-
rale is as high as il's ever been," City
Manager Henry Graper said Tuesday.
"The 12-hour day and the team concept
approach to police work are the most
innovative changes we have ever made
in the department."

And Graper iso't the only one singing
the praises of the recent reconfigura-
tion. Similar comments are coming
from city commissioners, residents,
judges at the 35th District Court, the
police chief, and even the officers
themselves.

'It is apparent to me that, initially
anyway, the 12-hour day and team

AT MONDAY night's City Commis-
sion meeting, Mayor Pro Tem William
Robinson shared several memos con-

cerning the police department.
"I met with Judge James Garber this

morning to discum the district court,"
Graper wrote in one memo.

officers have generated a profit to the
city of approximately $20,000."

and above court costs - compares
with a total income of $4,300 for all of

"I believe that this is a remarkable

change and certainly is in the best in-
terest of our community," the city
manager wrote.

Chief Richard Myers, in another
memo, said, "For the month of July, a
total of eight hours sick time was used
by the officers. This is an outstanding
statistic, given the last nine month pat-

tern."

That pattern included months with
as many as 121 hours of sick time.

"I am gratified by an improved spir-
it and morale," he said in regard to less
sick time.

"As of this time," Myers wrote in a
July 31 memo, "all officers of the
Plymouth Police Department have
received standard (basic) first aid
training and the basic lifesaving course
in CPR.

"Additionally, three officers have
received advanced lifesaving training.
The patrol, administrative and detec-

More jobs expected as prison nears completion

About 140 new jobs will be created
for the Plymouth area by late 1988,
when employment is expanded to help
operate upgraded state correctional fa-
cilities at Five Mile and Beck roads.

Old facilities - all on former De-
troit House of Correction (DeHoCo)
property - have been turned over to
the state. Among other improvements
the state is building a new men's unit
(Scott Correctional Facility) for $35
million.

The Scott unit, plus an existing Phoe-
nix Correctional Facility across from
the old DeHoCo comlex, and the old
DeHoCo building (now called the West-
ern Wayne Correctional Facility) even-
tually will provide law enforcement
authorities with 126 acres of detention
facilities.

After the Scott facility is completed
and the DeHoCo building has been re-
novated, the correctional compleI will
house a prison population of close to
1,400.

The Phoenix facility, built in what
once was the old DeHoCo women's fa-
cility, currently houses parole viola-
ton. All three prisons, Western Wayne,
Scott and Phoenix,will house men when
completed.

"The judges' hands have been Ued

for many years," said Emmett Baylor
Jr., supervisor of the correctional com-
pleI

'At DeHoCo, they sent us many men
who should have been sent to Jackson
Prison. But at least it got them off the
streets," said Baylor

BAYLOR SAID the expansion of the
correctional complex, designed for me-
dium security prisoners, was part of a
growing trend toward expanding deten-
tion facilities in the Midwestern states,
including Michigan.

" This facility was geared for in-
mates serving a year or lesa, but we
had been getting men sentenced to nine
months in jail and six months proba-
tion," said Baylor.

"It wai like a revolving door. A guy
who robs a home is different from
someone who robs a bank."

The DeHoCo facility had been a
strange hybrid. "Before, it was both a
maximum and a minimum security fa-
cility," said Baylor. "The inside was
maximum and the surrounding outside
area waB minimum."

Trustees had been allowed to work in

the fields, when DeHoCo wa, a mini-
mum security facility that wu sup-
posed to hold fugitives from halfway
houses and parole violators.

But to visitor, in the area, it 18 quick-
ly apparent that the old DelioCo is no

longer for minimum security inmates.
Construction of a formidable perime-

ter fence is nearing completion, with
concertina wire looped from top to bot-
tom. The wiring, with razor-like inserts
spaced every few inches, is being in-
stalled slowly and carefully by eau-
tious workmen wearing gloves.

THE NEW fence is nearly 20 feet
high, but there's little chance of anyone
trying to scale it, especially with the
facility's improved detection devices.

The fencing is the first phase of the
DeHoCo remodeling, which includes
the installation of new loilets, single
cells and fire exits, to be completed by
1987.

The Western Wayne Correctional Fa-
cility is expected to be able to house
650 inmates by October 1985. It now
has 40.

Some of the old DeHoco buildings
will be demolished, to make room for
"bow-tie-shaped" two-story buildings
that will take their place.

Baylor said he expects the complex,
with Phoenix, Scott and Western
Wayne facilities, to be completed by
late 1988.

When the 140 new hires are added to

the existing staff and transferees, the

MESC may mail welfare checks

frorn our readers

Plymouth and Canton residents who
receive unemployment compensation
eventually could be affected by a pro-
posed plan to mail checks rather than
require recipients to pick them up at an
MESC office.

The Job Service - Michigan Em-
ployment Security Commission - staff
has recommended economy measures
that would close down offices in some
areas, allowing clients to receive their
checks by mail.

The proposal will be reviewed and
acted upon by the ME]SC commission-
en at their meeting today.

The proposal calls for the conversion
of Michigan's unemployment insurance
benefit program to a claims-by-mail
system in the upper half of the Lower
Peninsula and the entire Upper Penin-
sull.

MESC director Richard Simmons Jr.
said the move would eliminate 181

suff positions and close 23 offices.
Only six offices would remain open

to provide employment services
throughout the state.

The MESC receives all of its admin-

istrauve funding from the federal gov-
ernment through the Department of
Labor. Federal budget cuts a year ago
forced the MESC to close six full-ser-

vice offices, a day labor office in the
southern portion of the state, 19 part-
time claims locations in sparsely popu-
lated areas and to eliminate 232 staff

positions.
Since 1980, budget cuts have forced

the MESC to reduce its staff by 56 per-
cent from 6,226 employees to 2,734 em-
ployees.

THE PLYMOUTH-CANTON MESC

office, 877 Ronda Drive in Canton, has
had its staff reduced by 50 percent in
the last year, to 41 employees.

It was the third busiest office in the

state, serving not only Plymouth and
Canton but also Walled Lake, Wixom,

Brighton and South Lyon.
If the MESC plan goes into effect on

the proposed implementation date of
Oct. 1, $735,000 will be saved in the off-

ice closings.
"Michigan is not the only state expe-

riencing budgetary problems," said
Simmons. "Forty-one states are pro-
jecting nonpersonal services shortages
this year alone and the problem is not
expected to end with the new fiscal
year.

"This situation exists across the na-

tion because the U.S. Department of
Labor, which funds us, has repeatedly
failed in recent years to sufficiently
finance overhead or nonpersonal ser-
viees costs such as rent, utilities and

data processing to the extent neces-
sary," said Simmons.

The ME:SC administrative budget di-
rectly is related to the workload. When
claims are down, so is funding. Michi-
gan has had a greater-than-expected
drop in the number of jobless workers
receiving unemployment benefits.

Simmons said claims are at an all-

time low in Michigan because of the

improving economy, tighter eligibility
requirements, more permanent separa-
tions from the work force for some

workers and fewer federal benefit pro-
grams.

Claims-by-mail will require that job-
less workers visit an MESC office to

initially file their claim for unemploy-
ment benefits and for periodic eligibili-
ty reviews. Unemployed claimants will
certify by mail on a biweekly basis that
they are able to work and that they are
available for and seeking work, as re-
quired by law.

MESC will then mail benefit checks

to eligible claimants.
The agency also will offer claim-by-

mail to claimants affected by the pro-
posed office closings in the lower half
of the Lower Peninsula if they live
more than 25 miles from their nearest

remaining MESC office.

School bosses: A peek at their paychecks
They are paid more than state rep-

resentatives and senators. And their
average pay packages are slightly
mbre than salaries paid to lawmak-
ers in Washington.

In nearly every district, the pay for
a superintendent outpaced averages
for the region, state and nation.

Yet, there is a great deal of dispar-
ity among what local school boards
provide their chief executive officers
in pay and benefits, with little corre-
lation between district budget size,
student enrollment, longevity or state
equalized valuation (SEV), which is
one indicaUon of a district's ability to
pay taxes

A SURVEY of 12 districts in west-
ern Wayne and Oakland counties
shows yearly salaries range from a
low of $47,500 in Clarencevilk which
includes parts of Livonia, Farming-
ton Hills and Redford Township, to
more than $93,000 in Southfield. Oth-
ers districts in the survey included
Livonia, Wayne-Westland, Redford
Union, South Redford, Garden City,
Plymouth-Canton Community
Schools, Farmington, Birmingham,
West Bloomfield and Troy.

The base salary for school districts
in Region 9 (Wayne, Oakland and Ma-
comb counties) was $55,643 aa re-
ported in the 1983-84 survey conduct-
ed by the Michigan Association of
School Administrators.

IN 1984-85, the national average
base salary for superintendents
throughout the nation was $56,954,
according to Educational Research
Service, a non-profit, non-advocacy
organization that provides informa-
tion and data to local districts. The

averages vary widely based on en-

rollment, according to an ERS spoke-
man.

For districts ranging in student
population from 10,000 to 25,000, the
national average pay for superinten-
dents was $61,748. For districts from
2,500 to 10,000 the average was
$55,897. For those below 2,500, the
average was $43,747.

The average base pay of the 12 dis-
tricts surveyed here is $66,081. The
average compensation package (not
including fringes) is $72,606.

SOUTHFIELD SCHOOL chief

Carl HARRel tops the list with a total
pay package of more than $93,000.
Not all of that is direct salary, how-
ever. He gets $73,140 in pay and for
his automobile allowance. Travel ex-

penses are provided.
Hassel, who has been in the Oak-

land County district for nine years,
also receives a $20,667 tax-sheltered
annuity, which is not available until
he retires.

Southfield had 8,400 students in the
past school year, with a budget of
$47.8 mimon. The district SEV for
the 1985-86 school year is ;1.4 billion.

In contrast, the Clarenceville
School District is the lowest in num-
ber of students (2,100), budget (16.6
miion), SEV ($136 million) and su-
perintendent salary.

MICHAEL SHIBLER, who was
hired by trustees one year ago, is paid
$47,500. He receives a car for profes-
sional use only and medical, dental,
optical and life insurance benefits.
Shibler, who recently received an
outatanding review by trustees, has
not yet received a raise for the 1985-
86 school year. The Clarenceville
post 18 his first superintendency.

The Wayne-Westland School Dis-
trict, which has the largest student
population of the districts surveyed
(19,135), gives its superintendent an
annual pay package worth nearly
$83,000.

Dennis O'Neill, superintendent of
Wayne-Westland schools sjoce April
1984, receives ;71,451 in salary. He
also gets $2,000 for having a doctor-
ate and $375 per month for a car
lease plus $5,000 for gasoline, oil,
maintenance and insurance charges.

ALL OF the superintendents sur-
veyed receive a fringe benefit pack-
age that includes medical, dental and
optical coverage comparable to what
other distiet employees receive.

My response is, how much does it cost
for one lawsuit?"

With the recent new staff configu-
ration inside the Plymouth Police De-
partment, what do the officers think
of the changes?

Three officers - all members of
the department's "A team" - took
time out Tuesday morning to share
their thoughts.

"It's working better than we ever
anticipated," said Officer Robert
Scoggins

"Just the change to covering only
the city has allowed us more time to
deal with the calls we get. We're also
getting more Ume off; we were use to
working constantly," Scoggins salti.

Officer Robert Henry, the A team
leader, said he really appreciates the
time off. Prior to July 1,officers
would work as many as 15 consecu-
tive days.

"I was getting one day off every
two weeks," Henry said.

"The way to get the stress out of
police work is to have days where you
aren't in here," Officer Ed Ochal said.

"With our time off now, it's like

having a vacation," Scoggins said.
ALL THREE of the officers claim

to enjoy working together as a team.
They are developing their individual
routines for answering calls, as well
as getting a grasp on how each of
their partners work.

"For that 12 hours that the A team

is on, these three bodies handle what
ever happens," Ochal said, adding
that each team is working out the
"tactical logistics" on how to ap-
proach their work.

Al,0, communication within the de-

partment ha: improved, Henry said.
With two · shifts working around the
clock, officers relieve the same guys
who relieve them.

"With three shifts you could tell the
guys relleving you something and
then when you came back in there
was a dlfferent shift working and
they might not have gotten the infor-
mation," Henry sald.

Communication lines also are open
with the department's new chief.

"The chief ts very open in allowing
us some experimental laUtudes and
that's a stress reliever," Scoggin.
said.

"When you have an administrator
you can work with, it's really good,"
adds Ochal.

THE OFFICERS also like having
specialty teams to develop specific
skills and interests.

"Anybody here can do the regular
job. But now with everyone working
on a specialty team, there's no little
kingdoms," Ochal said. "Careeer de-
velopment is open ended."

Each of the A team members have

a different specialty - Ochal in evi-
dence and investigations, Scoggin* in
crime prevenuon and Henry in traffic
and leadership.

"You are a generalist first and a
specialist second," Scoggins said.

"You just wait and see once we get
the bugs worked out. People are get-
ting good service now and they are
going to get excellent, outstanding
service in the future," Scoggins said.

This is probably the strictest anU-
abortion language ever approved by
the Home, becau,e it bans federally
supported abortions in D.C. even if the
mother' s Ufe is at stake or the pregnan-
cy is the result of rape or incest.

By contrast, in the 50 states abor-
tionB using federal money are permit-
ted when either *those conditions is
present

The amendment also was unprece-
dented because it limited the way D.C.
officials can spend not only the dis-
trict'a "federal payment" but also such
local revenues as property and sales
taxes.

The ban was attached to the fiscal

11986 appropriations bill for the Dis-

trict of Columbia (HR 3067), which was
sent to the Senate.

Look for industries aided by a tax decrease
Second Of two parts

In this concluding article, we will
discuss some additional planning
ideas in connection with President
Ronald Reagan's tax proposal.

Investment Taxes

The big item here is the capital-
gains tax imposed on profits real-
ized by selling stocks, bonds, land,
building, jewelry or nearly any
other asset held for six months or
more.

The maximum tax rate on such
profits would in effect be lowered
to 17.5 percent, from 20 percent
now. The one exception would be
your profits on properties that can
be depreciated, commonly found in
tax shelters. Those investments
would be inflation-adjusted and
taxed the same way as rental va-
cation properties.

That probably means a higher
tax - which makes lower-taxed

stocks relatively more attractive.
We recommend that you consider

buying stocks in companies facing
lower tax bills - among them, re-
tailers, food and cosmetics compa-
nies, trucking, tobacco, drugs and
publishing.

Other companies would pay
more - probably autos, steel,
leasing, machine tools, airlines,
mining, oil, utilities, construction,
insurance companies and banks.

However, a caveat must be add-
ed here: Tax changes alone do not
lead to higher or lower stock pric-
es. Always look for growing profits
and widening profit margins.

Insurance

The new tax proposal would end
the tax deferral on the net savings
build up in cash-value insurance
policies and tax-deferred annui-
ties. If you consider these to be
valuable investments, you may
wish to buy them now.
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Fringe Benefits

Of the amount that your compa-
ny pays for your health insurance,
up to $300 would be treated as your
taxable income. In the 25-percent
bracket, that cost boils down to
only $75.

Here is an excellent planning
tool. Take a careful look at your
company's 401 (k) savings plan.
Some plans allow withdrawals for
hardships like college tuition.

If you expected to use that privi-
lege, see if it's possible to reclaim
your money before the end of the
year. If the tax plan passes, you
normally wouldn't be able to get at

these savings before you are 591,6.

Summing up

President Reagan's proposed tax
law is complicated and far from
being a certainty. The best advice I
can give you is to start planning
your strategy as you keep your
eyes on what's transpired.

Better still, engage a competent
financial planner you can trust and
charge her or him with the full re-
sponsibility for taking advantage of
the opportunity presented by the
tax proposal.

Some day, residents living along the
murky Rouge River may be able to
point to a clean resource.

But making it happen will take coop-
eration and commitment from the 36

communities that border the Rougeh
three branches, along with a central
coordinator to organize pollution
cleanup activities, according to a state
Department of Natural Resources off 1-
cial.

Using that formula, a state-led effort
to make a clear, clean Rouge a reality
is currently before the Michigan Water
Resources Commission. Next month,
the WRC is expected to finish plans for
a DNR strategy to improve the river.

"In the past there was a lot of study-
ing that took place before anything was
done," said Roy Schrameck, DNR wa-
ter quality specialist "But the orienta-
Uon of the new strategy presented to
the commission is that there are a lot

of things that can be done now."
THE STRATEGY would involve such

measures as:

• Placing the DNR at the lead to di-
rect improvements, list remedies and
coordinate the cleanup.
• Finding for permanent listing all

the sewer lines and pipes that dis-
charge into the river..

• Eliminating more than 180 com-
bined sanitary/storm-sewer discharge
points that dump raw sewage and in-
dustrial waste into the river during
high water.

Schramek is detailing a work plan
for the cleanup. It will be presented to
the WRC Sept. 19 in Delta Township,
west of Lansing. WRC's seven mem-

ouge?
possible

ben include representatlves of the de-
partments of Natural Re,ources, Agri-
culture, Public Health and Tran•porta-
tion. Its main concern is water pollu:
tion, and it issues water dilcharge
permits.

By the WRC's request, the plan will
include a section detailing community
involvement. Central to this. new stat
at cleaning the Rouge Is community
support and input in the 467-aquare-
mile Rouge basin.

"It will be their (communities) re-
sponsibility to develop a correctional
plan and submit it to the state to coor-
dinate with other communities. Our
(DNR'S) role wiU be to coordinate,"
Schrameck said.

BUT SOME community spokeper-
sons believe local involvement is need-
ed even earlier - at the development
stage.

Karen Gottlieb, executive director of
the 19-community-member Rouge Riv-
er Watershed Council, said she urged
the WRC at its last meeting to seek
community involvement in the devel-
optog the strategy.
«My contention was you need to have

the people who are implementing the
plan in on developing it," she said. 'You
tan't just hand them a plan and expect
it to becarried out."

Northville Township Supervisor Su-
san J. Heintz, who chairs the watershed
council, agreed.
«They can't expect local communi-

ties to implement a state policy if they
di{in't have input," Heintz said.

For that reason, she said it was a
good idea that the DNR established an
advisory committee made up of
Gottlieb and representatives from
Wayne and Oakland counties, the

Southeast Council of Governments
(SEMCOG), the Detroit Water and Sew-
er Department and the DNR. (The eom-
mittee is meeUng for the second time
today in SEMCOG'S Detroit offices.)

Both Gottlieb and Heintz called the
strategy extremely broad in scope,
though they agreed it ts an important
"first step."

THE RQUGE River is comprised of
three branches that flow through
southeastern Michigan into the Detroit
River. Branches of the lower, middle
and upper Rouge are found in parts of
Wayne, Oakland and Washtenaw coun-
ties.

According to Schrameck, the state
intends to develop a computerized
model of the river basin to aid in cor-
recting pollution problems.

"There are all kinds of uses for thts
model down the road," he said. 'For in-
stance, if there's a fish kill in Redford
Township, we'11 plug in the coordinates,
and we'll be able to figure out what
remedy would have thehest impact."

Schrameck said federal support is
being sought from a fund of the federal
Clean Water Act but negotiauons ha-
ven't been concluded. He said the
project, however, will need a combina-
tion of federal, state and local support.

Schrameck said less than half of dis-

charges into the Rouge River are from
combined sanitary/storm Bewers oper-
ated by the Detroit wastewater system.
Discharges are evenly divided between
storm water and sanitary sewer over-
flows. Industrial discharges account
for a small portion.

The sewer pipes are designed so that
during heavy rainfalls. wastewater in
the pipes overflowB into the river. But
now wastewater Ls diseharging even
during dry times. Each year, sewers
dump 600 billion gallons of water into
the Rouge River and its tributary riv-
ers and creeks.

'The river has the ability to cleanse
itself u long as you don't exceed that
capacity," he said.

a marsh. It's a natural aging process,"
said DNR inland water expert Howard
Wandell.

He continued "Man accelerates the

process by nutrient loading with im-
properly treated waste water dis-
charges and agricultural run-off."

Wandell contends that the best way
to slow the eutrophication process is to
get rid of nutrient loading sources.
Finding those sources is the tough part.
According to Wandell, the DNR Self-
Help Program is one aid Ln the fight.

"THE INTENT of the Self-Help Pro
gram is to correct a long-term mont-
toring problems," says Dick Mikula,
who heads the monitoring effort "The
state tries to monitor all lakes in Mich-
igan but 18 not meeting that goal."

Mikula noted that over the last 10
years, 650 lakes of more than 50 acres
in size have been sampled at least once.
"The Self-Help Program provides a
much needed means of monitoring wa-
ter quality in a wider range of public
and non-public lakes."

Plymouth now can lay claim to being
the only city in the country tohave a
cemetery for old memoriar stones in
the downtown business district

Early Thunday afternoon last week,
the department of public works (DPW)
set up the historical stone - that once
marked the beginning of the old plank
road - in the rear of the Plymouth
Historical Mu•eum.

The stone was presented to the city
by the Sarah Ann Cochraoe Chapter of
the Daughters of the American Revolu-
Uon tomark the site of atollgateon
the old plank road at Mill and Main
streets.

Plank plaque at museum
The original presentation wn made

on April 29, 1941 The pre-tatioo
speech was made by Mrs. Merle Ben-
nett.

Some years later, when the old plank
road wa replaced by pavement and
bricks, the interiection of Mill and
Main Street was widened. With this

widening, the stone and bronze plague
were removed to awalt a new resting
place.

For a Ume, the stone was in the cus-
tody of Mike Allen, the stone monu-
ment dealer in Northville. It was kept
there unUl Harold Guenther, one the

Citfs long-time city officiali, made the
latest move pogible.

GUENTHER APPEALED to the city
fathers for permillion to have the
stone placed on the rear lawn of the
Historical Museem.

Permilsion wu granted but for rea-
sons of weather and red tale, the stone
was kept in the DPW yard.

From time to Ume, stepe have been
taken to have the stone relocated and

made apart of the history of the city.
At the original prementation program
when the marker w= given to the city,

Mayor Ruth Hitoo Whipple respooded
with a Ipeech ofaceeptance

Now the final step ham been made

Prices of property and casualty in-
surance are rearing upward - when
insurance is available.

And the con,en= among "risk man
agers" - the business office people
who buy insurance for industry and

government - 13 that growing num-
bers of customers will be unable to get
insurance at any price. They quote fig-
ures of 91 percent availabillty this year
and only 75 percent next year.

"It's a seller's market" said Paul Y.

Kadish, who knows the subject from
two angles - as presidF of Associat-
ed Group Underwriters in Ltvonia and
as a trustee of Schoolcraft College.

WHAT HAPPENED? Business mag-
azines and local risk managers boil it
down to two reasons: interest rates and

big awards from juries tri damage cas-
es.

And looming over the insurance in-
dustry is the biggest international dis-
aster story of the decade - Bhopal, In-
dla, where a toxic fumes leak from a
Union Carbide plant killed thousands
last December.

During the recession of 1979-83, in-
terest rates were in double-digits. In-
surance companies could earn comfort-
able profits on their investments. They
didn't need to hike premiums to cover
benefits, since those 18 or 20 percent
interest rates brought in the revenue.

During that period, there was cut-
throat competition to sell insurance -
so much so that premiums someUmes
failed to cover the cost of benefits.
Writes Carol J. I.oomis in the June 10

issue of Fortune Magazine:
"Originally, insurers cut prices to

haul in premium dollars they could in-
vest at the, high interest rates that pre-
valled. Ultimately, they scrambled for
premiums to cover the claims rolling
in from the bad business they had un-
derwritten. In that leg of the cycle,
prices for commercial insurance fell in

In that context, Loomis said, a tripl-
ing of insurance premiums from such a
low base Isn't inflation: "The rise is no

more than restorative."

WHY CAN7 insurance companies
simply raisepremiums to cover costs?

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Mute swan census is on; duck numbers down

outdoors writer

 OWE THE time to count muteswans, says the state Depart-
ment of Natural Resources.
The majority of the 20-25-

pound birds are flightless during the
first two weeks of August, so DNR is
taking a census - with the public's
help.

One of the largest waterfowl in
southeast Michigan, mute swans have
bright orange bills. Males (cobs) have a
prominent knob at the base of the bill.
Juvenile swans are grayish brown, es-
pecially in the head and neck.

Mute swans don't breed until they
are 3 years old. They average four to
five eggs in a nest, and they are pretty

outdoors

aggressive about protecting the cyg-
nets.

If you spot mute swans, make these
notes:

• Where - the body of water, town-
ship and county.
• Number - adults and young, and

whether they constitute a family group.
• The date, your name and address.
Either call DNR's district office at

666-1500 or mail the information to
DNR at 2455 N. Williams Lake Road,
Pontiae 48054.

THE LOWEST duck population in 16
years will wing south this fall, accord-
ing to U.S. and Canadian wildlife au-
thorities. An estlmated 62 million

ducks - down 22 percent from last
year - will use four flyways to go
south.

Reason: Breeding habitat deteriorat-
ed in midsummer because of dry coodi-
tions. Record low numbers of ducks

were produced in Montana and Canada.
But nesting conditions for geese and
swans were normal.

Government biologista in both coun-
tries make estimates in May and July
from air and ground surveys of habitat,

breeding populations and brood pro-
ductions

THIS IS one of southeastern Micht-
gan'a better fishing yean. Some years,
when you get a few 100-degree days
and a bunch in the 908, angling dries up
by August as fish head for the deep.
This summer has been more moderate.

Walleye are still hitting in Lake St.
Clair in the Brandenburg Park and An-
chor Bay areas. Lake Erie in Monroe
County is producing better size walleye
this year, though they have slowed
down in the last week or two.

Nice bass have been taken from Oak-

land, Woodhull, Maceday and Lotus
lakes Ln Oakland County.

Good 01' reliable Kent Lake is pro-
ducing crapple, bluegill and an occa-
sional walleye. Walleye in Kent Lake?
Yep - they've been stocked, though
the ones we've seen tend to be under-
sized. Conservation officers say to try
during morning hour under or close to
bridges with faster water currents.

By happenstance, Plymouth's Old
Village section now has another dis-
tinction that stands it apart from the
rest of the city.

"Most psychiatrists and social work-
ers receive no training of any kind
working with the gifted. They say they
don't need help or that being gifted
can't be a problem. They don't realize
it's a mixed blessing."

Dallas Egbert's inner turmoil ulti-
mately became too much for him to
bear. He killed himself in 1980 at age
17

AFTER HIS death, Egbert's parent.
and Webb joined to form SENG, an or-
ganization designed to help glfted chil-
dren and their parents cope with stu-
dents' emotional problems.

The organization offers parent
groups, testing, counneling and psy-
chotherapy and in-§ervice workshops
and consultations.

In school, gifted children are undera-
chievers and make up anywhere from 6
to 18 percent of high school dropouts,
Webb said. They are bored with classes
geared to the needs and pace of the av-
erage student

"One mother said it's like learning to
dance with the numbers for someone

who's already teaching ballroom dane-
ing, and how frustrating it is to move
your feet on the little footsteps on the
floor when you already know how to
waltz or tango "

The emotional pressure continues
when they reach college. Gifted college
student5 are more likely to commit sui-
cide than their fellow students, Webb

said. Some feel lonely and alienated
from other people, who may refer to
them derisively as "eggheads," "nerds"
or "Einsteins."

AFTER DALLAS Egbert's suicide,
his parents, through a mutual friend,
contacted Webb, a specialist in child
psychology.

"I never knew Dallas," Webb said,
"but after he died, his parents contact-
ed me and asked where in the country
there was an organization that focused
on the emotional need, of gifted chil-
dren. I had to tell them there wasn't

any."
In January 1981, Webb and the Eg-

berts appeared on "The Phil Donahue
Show" to discuss the emotional prob-
lems which even the brightest student
can have. The show received 20,000 re-
sponRes from people across the coun
try.

"The Donahue folks say that was the
most response they'd gotten lo any
show that year," Webb Bald. "People
are •Ull talking about that :how."

Webb had never before done any par-
ticular work with glfted children. But
he made a commitment with the Eg-
bert, to form SENG, with their finan-
cial help, u a modelt organization op-
erating out of Wright State.

'That little, bitty program has
grown incredibly, to the point where
it's had a nauonal impact," Webb said.

IF SUCH an organization had existed
before, the tragedy that befel] Dallas
Eggbert might have been avoided,
Webb said

The Egberts could have become in-
volved in parent groups where they
could discuss common problems with
psychiatric professionals who under-
stand the particular emotional prob-
lems of gifted children, he said.

And Dallas Egbert could have partic-
ipated in some of the new programs
which gather together gifted children
for such activities as summer camps.

"That would have helped Dallas feel
less like an alien, to find other kid3 like
him who share an interest in computers
or mathematics or the Brazilian brown
spider, for that matter."

UNLIKE SOME critics, Webb saw
nothing intrinsically wrong with Dun-
geons and Dragons, the game that so
preoccupied Egbert.

"Parents began to wonder H some-
how Dungeons and Dragons might be
bad for their child. I try to reassure
them I don't think there's anything in-
herently harmful in the game.

"But I do think so if the children get
so involved in Dungeons and Dragons
that they cut themselves off from oth-
ers, or don't have the skills to interre-
late with others. But I would say the
same thing with computers or going to
the museum. I would see the same
thing in any form of excess."

WEBB SAID meeting the educational
needs of gifted students in the school
system shouldn't necessarily mean
much greater outlayB of money.

He said it 18 a matter of adding en-
richment cluses and doing some res-
tructuring so children can be pulled out
of regular classrooms into glfted pro-
grams at an earlier age

Koch, the former women's varsity
tennis coach at Cornell University, is
the new pastor of Good Shepherd Lu-
them Church in Redford.

Although she's changed her emphasis
from body to soul, Koch said her two
fields of interest complement each
other nicely.

"What I've learned through sports -
the dedication, drive and determination

- all helps in strengthening my faith
life," she said.

"I feel that coaching and being a pas-
tor are similar in many respects. There
is the motivation, there is a critical, an-
alytical eye. There is the critical abili-
ty of the coach to help players perfect
their strokes, and the motivation of the
teacher to educate, to help people to
understand their faith life."

KOCH, WHO graduated from Luther
Northwestern Seminary in May, as.
sumed the pastorship of the Redford
church last week.

She said it was a gradual process
that transformed her from physical ed-
ucation teacher and coach to Lutheran
Church of America minister.

A naUve of Monroe, Mich., Koch
started playing tennis as a child and
competed in junior tennis tournaments
in Michigan and other states.

She earned a bachelor's degree in
physical education from Adrian Col-
lege in 1970 and a mastefs degree in
physical education from Western Illi-
nots University in 1971.

After teaching at Monroe's Jefferson
High School for a year, she was hired to
replace her twin sister, Cathy, as a
physical education teacher and coach

at Cornell University in Ithaca, N.Y., in
1972.

Koch was the women'• varlity ba,
ketball coach at the Ivy League Khool
her first three years there. She aim
was the women's B team tenni, coach,
and eventually became the varsity ten-
nis coach her last three years at Cor-
nell.

AS SHE was helping others strength-
en their game, she was also strengthen-
ing her own faith.

In 1976 and 1977 she attended Myron
McNamara's tennis camp® at the Unt-
versity of California at Irvine where
the focus was both on tennl, and relig-
ion. The players would meet for prayer
time and Bible study before meeting on
the courts.

"That started my combining sports
and faith," Koch said.

But,
Burke, who earns a living by day in
the computer business, has been en-
chanted with Ireland and its history
formuch of his life.

Theatre Guild of Livonia-Redford's premiere
performances of the farce Friends in Dark Places"
occasionally comes up to the level of being
moderately amusing, but the uneven cast never
quite makes it all the way to funny.

Triends in Dark Places" is the first work by new

playwright Janet Mackie Hackel. This type of com-
edy depends upon vulgarity and outlandish situa-
tions for its humor rather than wit or subtlety. Like
all good plays in this genre, "Friends" unes, stereo-
typed characters and unlikely plot reversals. The
story is about four young female roommates pre-
paring a party in their apartment for influential
people who are considering giving a grant to one of
the roommates.

Complications include bickering among the
friends, an intoxicated bartender, stopped-up
plumbing, clumsy accidents and a rather strange
visitor who quite inconveniently dies.

It is likely that the playwright has based her fic-
lional roommates on people she knows. She seems

to have a good ear for everyday dialogue. In fact,
one of the play's flaws 18 that the converutions in
the introductory scene sound so much like real life
they border on monotony. But she does succeed in
introducing her characters well enough to achieve
plausibility

ONE OF MACKELS strong points is her ability
to write overlapping dialogue, in which simultane-
ous converutions produce amusing non sequiturs
and startling revelations. Unfortunately, the cast of
this production is allowed to pace its lines so slowly
that the effect is almost completely obliterated.

Pace, in general, is the major flaw in the per-
formance. Outrageous farce demands a breathtak-
ing speed if the plot twists and sardonic lines are to
be effective. Here, the humor is muffled by long
pause and hesitant movement.

Susan Reno is featured as Luther, the high-living
roommate with the low-life friends. The production
makes good use of her fine singing voice as she
drifts off regularly into her headphones and com-
ments on the action through the words of pop songs.
Reno also is effective in portraying the touch of
melodrama unnecessarily provided by the script
through Luther's pregnancy.

Joseph Haynes exhibits a fine sense of timing and
an attention-getting voice as O"roole, the only male
character who is well-drawn. The audience
brightens up each time he is on stage. Haynes de-
serves every bit of his lingering applause for creat-
ing a whimsical and convincing character.

Moot teachers don't get exceptional
students. For those teachers who want
more, that's built into the program
also, so we can teach the whole thing..

During the summer, the college has
operated a chamber music program,
which runs from 9 a.m. to 3 p.m. five
days a week for four weeks. Studenta
learn chamber music technique, sight
reading, duets and solo performance.

ALL THE LEARNING paid off for
the three in the competition.

'Students seem to be challenged,"
Morelock continued. 'They need to
know what's possible for them.

«By preparing for two careers, they
have the solid training earlier so if they
get the chance (to excel u a planist)
they've got the background."

MORELOCK BELIEVES the best

time forayoungster to start lesmons is
at age seven. After having beeo in
school for a year, the student hal devel-
oped some reading ability, important in
following pamages. In addltion, moit
music is written for that age, Morelock
said.

Students start out in groups, with
parents encouraged to vilit. That ge#
students accustomed to performlng for
the public, making the transition to
competition easier.

Most itudents in the Schoolcraft pro-
gram are from the western metropoll-
tan area and take les=2 twice a week,
according to Morelock.
