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Blanchard blasts Senate
leaders over tax reform

Gov  James Blanchard accused
Hepublican state Senate leadership
vesterday of “avoiding the tough is-
sies by stalling efforts to approve
his vear-old “tax fairness” proposal.

The Democratic governor was in
Roval Oak to promote the Home-
stead Property Tax Credit program,
which he would see expanded to in-
clude 33 percent more households.

The Senate leader wants the 1987
Legislature to write into law clear
guarantees that if voters raise the
sales tax, school property taxes will
come down — possibly through rate
ceilings for schools.

The sales tax has the advantages
of growing with consumer spencing
and tapping tourists and business
visitors from out-of-state, he said.

Michigan's sales tax is 4 percent
on consumer items excluding grocer-
ies and prescription drugs. Many
other states have sales tax rates of 5
to 6 percent.

A 1980 ballot plan, supported by
then-Lt. Gov. James Brickley, would
have raised the sales tax to 5 percent
while lowering property taxes.

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AT THE CROSSROADS

HEN THE [-275 freeway
was born on the state’s
drawing boards, it was
supposed to be the main

north-south freeway on the route
from Sault Ste. Marie to Key West,
Fla.

Instead, it is a 38-mile, partial
bypass around Detroit. 1-275 starts
north of Monroe and halts abruptly
in Novi — much to the consternation
of Oakland County officials.

It is far from being an “interstate”
freeway, as the “I” implies. “About
95 percent of all I-275 trips originate
and end in the seven-county area,”
said Carmine Palombo, manager of
transportation programs for the
Southeast Michigan Council of Gov-
ernments.

And while it has generated a flur-
ry of economic development, the
freeway in the Haggerty Road corri-
dor carries only half the traffic ca-
pacity designed for it by the Michi-
gan Department of Transportation.

“IT SHOWED up at the beginning
of the Golden Age, in the '50s,” said
William D. Swanson, of MDOT's
highway project planning unit in
Lansing.

“This,” he said pointing to the
Haggerty corridor,
been I-75. And this,” he added, point-
ing to the road that runs through the
middle of Detroit as the Chrysler
freeway, “would have been the I-275
penetrator.”

While construction on I-275 was
completed in the early 1970s, it's
taken a while for the office and hous-
ing market to gear up. But the boom
is on, and some areas are even near-
ing a saturation point.

“It took a while for the natural
workings of the marketplace to show
that western Wayne County was a vi-
able area for development,” said
John Nagy, Livonia planning direc-
tor.

OF THE FOUR western Wayne
County and southern Oakland County
communities touching 1-275 — Can-
ton Township, Plymouth Township,
Livonia and Farmington Hills — de-
velopment is most pronounced in
Farmington Hills.

“We started planning back in the
early '60s,” said Richard Lampi,
Farmington Hills community devel-
opment director. “The intention was
that the city be developed primarily
as a residential community but that
it also be a balanced community . . .
with enough retail to service the
needs of the residents and industrial
lands to support our tax base.

AND BOTH residential and office
development are flourishing:

® More than 1 million square feet
of office space went up last year,
Lampi said.

® -In housing, permits for 646 new
homes and 1,700 multi-resident units

In US. road planning, a two-digit
freeway like 1-75 or 1-96 is the main
freeway and avoids downtown areas.

“I-275 never got built,” Swanson
said. Instead, the penetrator through
Detroit was constructed in the 1960s
and carries the main I-75 number.

The southern portion of what we
know as I-275, from Monroe to Novi,
was opened in 1977 at a construction
cost of $145 million.

The northern portion, from Novi
to I-75 at Davisburg, was held up by
political-economic muscle from De-
troit and environmental opposition
from the lakes area of western Oak-
land County. It’s known as the M-275

project. - —

BIG TRAFFIC gainers from the
existing [-275 are the western sub-
urbs, Palombo said.

“In 1985 SEMCOG did a travel
forecast from models based on the
1980 census,” he said. “One-third of
all I-275 traffic is going to or from
the top five communities. Only about
5 pereent of trips start outside the
seven-county region.”

ridor.

WHILE DEVELOPMENT means
expansion of a local government’s
tax base, it doesn't neccessarily
mean a tax bonanza. “Development
generates new tax revenue but at the
same time, it requires new ser-
vices,” Lampi said.

The tax boost Livonia gets from
new [-275-related development will
only offset inflation and cuts in fed-
eral grant programs to cities, Nagy
said.

But he does see a further benefit:
“When you have good-quality corpo-
rate offices, it makes our housing
more attractive and we see greater
demand. . . . There's more people
to support our stores and shops.”

Livonia reported $124 million in
construction in 1985 — about half of
that near the I-275 corridor, Nagy
said.

We're just running
out of available space.”

“WE'RE CERTAINLY seeing an
awful lot of movement along that (I-
275} corridor,” said Joann Bryngel-
son, president of the Western Wayne-
Oakland Board of Realtors. “It
seems to be very popular. People
like it because it’s close to work and
has easy access to Detroit, Lansing,
Ann Arbor and Metro Airport.”

Lower interest rates — around 10
percent for a 30-year, fixed-rate
mortgage — have sparked a domino
effect in which people already own-
ing homes in the $40,000 to $50,000
range are selling those homes while
seeking mortgages on more expen-
sive homes, she said.

“Homes are selling very rapidly in
the northwest suburbs, in Plymouth,
Livonia, Canton, Farmington Hills
and Novi. They're selling just as fast
as they are built,” Bryngelson said.

“One condominium in Plymouth
didn't have a model finished, and
they sold the whole complex; it was
just amazing,” she added.

BRYNGELSON SAID the main
reason for the construction boom in
the corridor is lower interest rates.

But Donald Converse, general
manager of the Dunbarton Building
Co., disagrees. “If it wasn’t for I-275,
I really don’t believe this area would
have the number of developments,”
he said. Dunbarton, part of the Shel-
don-Korn group, is building housing
all along the corridor.

Dunbarton is selling new homes
and condo units in the $80,000 to
$100,000 range in the Canton-Plym-
outh Township area. Generally, pric-
es rise as one heads north along I-
275, with new housing starting in
$130,000 range in Dunbarton housing
in Farmington Hills and Novi.

Lampi said Farmington Hills is 75
to 85 percent developed. “We're still
a few years away” from saturation,
he said. “But if we have a few good
years like last year, it won't take
long.”

IN THE Canton-Plymouth area,
the market will be saturated in the
next five years as available land for
housing runs out, Converse said.

Police, fire scramble to keep pace

Municipal officials in the area are
confident that local services — po-
lice, fire, sewer and trash collection
— will fare well in the wake of new
development, which will bring more
traffic and more people into the
area. =

“The dollars that this will gen-
erate will certainly provide any ser-
vices . . . that we will need,” Livo-
nia Mayor Edward McNamara said.

Police expect some increase in
crime when an area changes from
open land to a developed site. It will
involve larcenies, auto thefts and
other crimes from parking lots, said
Marvin Snider, Plymouth Township
deputy police chief.

“INCREASED business increases
targets available,” Snider said.

Livonia Police Chief William
Crayk has said, “Any development of
the area, be it residential or com-
mercial, will increase the crime
statistics and need for police service.
We do not anticipate any unique
problems that would be generated
by a project of this nature that can-
not be absorbed and controlled by
the city of Livonia division of po-
lice,” Crayk said.

Union representatives of one Livo-
nia department are concerned that
unless its staffing is increased and
its equipment improved, the city is
literally playing with fire.

“THAT TYPE of building project
is going to mean a lot of extra ser-

vices needed in the city,” said Vern
Beach, president of the Livonia fire-
fighters union.

“We feel that we're operating with
an unsafe level of manpower,” he
said. “We're endangering our own
people with the limited manpower
that we have. There are days we
have 18 people, and we have 38
square miles to cover. We don't feel
that that’s safe at all.”

McNamara said, “For some time
now we’'ve known that we need a fire
station site in that area.” :

According to Fire Chief Barney
Knorp, “It won’t be a sudden impact
overnight. The alarms will increase
just at a normal rate.

“We have enough equipment and
manpower at the present time. Ev-
erything will be done to update these

buildings going in there to make
them as fire-safe as possible.”

A SEWER IS being built north of
Seven Mile Road that will have the
capacity to accommodate the _addi-
tional flow, Livonia city engineer
Gary Clark said. The sewer is '18
inches in diameter near Bicentennial
Park, and narrows as it travels west
to a minimum 12 inches near 1-275.

TRASH COLLECTION, handlgd
within Livonia by a contractor, will
be extended to the new development.

“It will mean an additional area to
be served,” said Russ Gronevelt, di-
rector of public works. )

Many of the commercial and in-
dustrial properties in Livonia must
provide their own trash collection,
Gronevelt said.

Location, access spur growth in Novi, Northville

and Northville Township.

Although primarily residential in charac-
ter, they are among the fastest-growing
areas in southeast g

Retail es are hot in Novi, an Oak-
.land County community with a population
of about 26,000.

Several projects that have been
or recently approved include: @~ ' —

o F Hills-based Ramco-Ger-
shenson Inc. will build West Oaks II, a

350,000-square-foot mall on 12 Mile and

Novi roads adjacent to West Oaks I and
across from Twelve-Oaks Mall. Major
tenants include Mainstreet, a retailer from
Chicago, Toys R Us and its subsidiary, Kids
R Us, Marshall’'s, a discount department
store, and Builder’s Square, a do-it-yourself
department store. Construction is expected
to start in the next month.

¢ Trammel Crow Co. of Dallas has been
given preliminary approval to build a
400,000 square foot development known as
Towne Center at Grand River and Novi
roads. The estimated $40 million to
$50 million development will include an
eight-screen theater, a department store,
health club and dozens of speciality re-
tailers and services. It is expected to create

about 500 new jobs in the area. Construction
is expected to start early spring or late
summer :

® Orchard Hill Place, an office/hotel dis-
trict at Eight Mile and Haggerty roads.

® Westbooke Place, a multiple-use
project on property occupying 72 acres of
Bob-O-Link golf course at:Beck Road and
Grand River. Preliminary plans call for off-
ice, hotel, recreation and commercial devel-
opment.

® The Dallas Market Center (a related
entlty of Trammel Crow) has proposed a
150,000-square-foot convention and exhibi-
tion center next to the Sheraton Oaks Hotel.
The project is on hold because of problems
with tax Increment financing.

NOVI CITY Manager Edward Kriewall
believes this development will spur other in-
dustries — including automotive, computer,
electronics and other high-tech firms — to
locate in Novi.

In Northville Township the main thrust of
growth will be in residential areas “because
that's what people want,” said Township Su-
pervisor Susan Heintz.

Northville Township with an estimated
16,000 in population is expected to grow to
more than 20,000 in the next two years, ac-
cording to projections from the Soutbeast

Michigan Council of :
The township, situated west of the free-
way, had the second highest average selling

price of a home at $106,000 last year, ac-

cording to Heintz.
Meljer Thrifty Acres opened a new store
in July on Seven Mile and Haggerty roads.

Ward Presbyterian Church, at Six Mile
and Farmington roads in Livonia, owns 140
acres on the northwest corner of Six Mile
and Haggerty roads and has presented the
township with a site plan which includes 2
500,000-square-foot office complex, a four-
story retirement village for 500 people, &
church building that will a te
3,000, a fellowship hall for 1,500, and a K-12
school.

Tax break is not

the strongest lure

TAX ABATEMENT.

In researching this series of news ar-
ticles, fteature stories and editorial
opinions, we found that location, acces-
sibility to freeways and utilities, roads,
good schools and good city and/or
township services are stronger incen-
tives than tax abatement in attracting
new business.

Many of those same conditions were
repeated in a survey done last year by
Michigan Bell, the Livonia Chamber of
Commerce and the city of Livonia.

Good location and accessibility to
markets, local government, availability
of materials and a low crime rate were
the most frequently mentioned reasons
for the positive endorsement of some
230 manufacturing firms in Livonia.

The purpose of the survey was to de-
velop an industrial profile of the city,
identify its strengths and weaknesses,
retain existing business and encourage
business expansion here. (A similar sur-
vey was done in Westland and now is
being done in the Plymouth communi-

ty.)

THOSE RESPONDING to the survey
cited state taxes, workers compensation
and unemployment compensation and
the single business tax as areas of con-
cern. But those are issues that need to
be addressed by state policy, not-by tax
abatements at the local level.

Community leaders need to be fair
with business, but they also must show a
little more courage when businesses
threaten to locate elsewhere without lo-
cal tax abatement. Residents and other
civic leaders also need to keep a watch-
ful eye on governmental bodies in
charge of granting tax breaks.

Economic growth, as we’ve noted
elsewhere on this page, has a price.
Part of the price is the movement of
industry and commerce into our former

" cornfields. Granting tax abatements too

casually, willy-nilly, will shift the price

tag to small businesses and homeown-
ers. That’s not fair.

The debate goes on over tax abate-
ment and the proponents for each side
make some convincing arguments.

Plymouth Bownship Supervisor Mau-
rice Breen: “You get.a homestead ex-
emption, exemptions for having kids
and other deductions. Tax abatements
for business should be regarded in the
same light.” S

Farmington Hills Planner Edward
Gardiner: “Who's to say business
wouldn’t locate out there anyway and
pay their fair share of taxes?”

THE STATE Legislature authorized
tax abatement in 1974 to provide incen-
tives to rebuild aging plants and to
draw new business to Michigan. Local
governments may grant a property tax
break of up to 50 percent on new or re-
novated buildings and eqUipment for a
period not to exceed 12 years.

To date, Livonia has granted 34
abatements, Garden City 22, Canton
Township 18, Westland 14, Plymouth
Township 12, Redford Township and
Farmington Hills two each and Novi
none.

What criteria is used to determine the
length of the tax break? Is the act cre-
ating competition for jobs between cit-
ies and township and a supermarket
shopper’s attitude among businesses?
Are too many local companies receiv-
ing breaks under the act? In giving the
tax breaks, are local units creating fu-
ture tax problems for themselves?

Given the healthy state of our econo-
my, and the “‘gold rush” mentality along
1-275, maybe it's time we receive full
tax benefits to offset some of the added
demand that growth places on our roads
and services. Arguments for abatement
may be more historical than real, par-
ticularly along the golden corridor.

There is no real conflict be-
tween Upper Peninsula timber
cutting and recreation, according
to Dr. Ronald Woessner, manager
of forest productivity Yor the
Mead Paper Corp.

Woessner recently spent two
hours defending the timber man-
agement practices his company
uses in the UP. He spoke at the
University of Michigan School of
Natural Resources in Ann Arbor
following a hearing in which
southeastern Michigan environ-
mentalists objected to federal
plans for UP forests.

Woessner said the conflict be-
tween Mead's timber cutting

people in its milling operation
near Escanaba. The mill produces
an estimated 1,000 tons of paper
pulp daily from some 5, 000 tons of
lumber.

Mead'’s timber harvestmg meth-
od of “clear cutting” — removing
the entire tree and surroundmg
brush — reduces wildlifé habitat.
Many people view the practice as
a threat to the area’s recreational
opportunities, particularly hunt-
ing.

Woessner holds an opposite
view: “Clear cuts are beneficial.
We aren’t creating:a biological
desert. Plants come back. It's a di-
rect benefit to deer, a species that
prefers open grazing areas.”

“There’s all kinds of growth along
the corridor It has generated quite a
bit compared to the past,” Rafferty
said.

That growth has created light as-
sembly jobs along with clerical and
sales positions, he said. The area’s
growth has alsoe created a number of
service-type jobs, such as positions
at fast-food restaurants

Not all of the people working at
corridor businesses are permanent
employees. The growth along the
corridor has also created new oppor
tunities for temporary personnel

A NUMBER of temporary em
ployees are sent into that arca. ac-
cording to Susan Zahn, senior ac-
count representative for Kelly Ser-
vices.

Zahn said the light-industnial and
clerical jobs are among those most
frequently filled.

What about future employment
patierns?

“I think the traditional jobs are
still going to be there” Rafferty
said. Assembly-type jobs will re-
main, but “not nearly as many as
there were.”

“The service jobs are going to be
there.” The growth will also create a
demand for engineers and those in
the skilled trades, Rafferty said.

Employment patterns will depend
in large part on the state’s ability to
attract, and to keep, high-tech busi-
nesses.

“I'm fairly confident it will contin-
ue,” he said. "It just depends on how
competitive we stay.”

Tax abatement. It's been called a
blessing for the development of busi-
ness and industry and a drain on a
community's tax base. It all depends
on who's doing the talking.

“Without tax abatement, we would
not have attracted Republic Airlines
or CBS Fox Video,” said John Nagy,
planning director for the city of
Livonia.

“We have developers knocking at
our door,” responds Edward Gar-
diner, Farmington Hills planner. He
and other government officials there
and in neighboring Novi look with
disfavor on the concept.

“Who's to say business wouldn’t lo-
cate out there anyway and pay their
fair share of taxes?” Gardiner asks.

The state Legislature authorized
tax abatement in 1974 to provide in-
centives to rebuild aging plants and
to draw new business to Michigan.

City and township governments
are empowered to grant an abate-
ment — a property tax break — of
up to 50 percent on new or renovated
buildings and equipment for a period
not to exceed 12 years.

TO DATE, Livonia has approved
34 abatements, Garden City 22, Can-
ton Township 18, Westland 14, Plym-
outh Township 12, Redford Township
and Farmingtion Hills two each and
Novi none.

Tax abatement isn’t loved by ev-
eryone.

Obsolete factories generally aren't
restored in depressed central city
areas, critics charge. Developers in-
stead are looking to suburban loca-
tions like thé 1-275 corridor.

Second, relatively few out-of-state
businesses appear to be drawn to
Michigan by abatement. Rather, ex-
isting companies seem to shop
around the- metro area for the best
deals they can get.

Third, if residential property own-

ers make improvements, their as-
sessments go up. Why should busi-
ness — big business, in some in-
stances — get a break for essentially
doing the same thing when they, too,
avail themselves of municipal ser-
vices?

Plymouth Township Supervisor
Maurice Breen takes up the last
point first.

"“Tax policy is set by the state,” he
said. “You get a homestead exemp-
tion, exemptions for having kids and
other deductions.”

TAX ABATEMENT for business-
es, Breen said, should be regarded in
the same light.

A report prepared and released in
November by the Michigan Depart-
ment of Commerce addresses the
need for abatement to, if nothing

else, keep business here.

“Without the tax abatement . . .
the surrounding Great Lakes states
(except Minnesota) have advantages
in total business taxes that can be as
low as 45 percent of Michigan’s total
tax liability.

“Repeal or severe restrictions
would put Michigan at a severe dis-
advantage,” the report concludes.

As for growth outside of central
city locations, pioneers and others on
the move always have used avail-
able transportation routes — rivers,
trails, railroads and now freeways
— to get to more open surroundings,
notes James Anulewicz, planning di-
rector for Plymouth Township.

The 1974 law allowing tax abate-
ment contains a mechanism that ad-
dresses the pirating question.

Before a business can move from

one community to another and ob-
tain tax breaks in the new communi-
Ly, it must obtain a release from the
community it’s leaving. Most subur-
ban governments play the game and
give their blessings to relocation,
perhaps so they won’'t be stymied
later themselves.

A PROMISE of growth in local
jobs also proves alluring when tax
breaks are considered. In fact, jobs
are specifically addressed in abate-
ment applications.

“We've checked with enough ap-
plicants to find they produced and
exceeded the jobs they’'ve forecast,”
said Nagy. Anulewicz confirmed the
same situation for Plymouth Town-
ship.

Still, Gardiner believes tax abate-
ment is bad policy. His biggest con-
cern is erosion of the tax base with
residential taxpayers shouldering an
unfair share of the burden.

It's up to residential taxpayers to
speak up more forcefully if they dis-
agree with abatement, Gardiner sug-
gested.

James Wahl, planning and com-
munity development director in
Novi, said local officials could prob-
ably show a little more courage
when businesses threaten to locate
elsewhere without local abatement.

“WE’LL SAY fine, don’t come,” he
said. “I don't know if other commun-
ities are willing to take that risk."”

Canton Supervisor James Poole
makes the point that not every com-
munity develops at an equal pace.

“If we get some seed companies in
here, we don't need it,” he said of
abatement. “It's appealing to us:be-
cause it gets people in here, and we
have a tax base we wouldn’t have
otherwise.”

Anulewicz suggests that municipal
leaders are taking a harder look at
abatement now. “They’re starting to
sharpen pencils and say let’s make
sure the pros outweigh the cons.”

High times
for hotels

00OM FOR ROOMS is fast di-
minishing along the 1-275
corridor.

The recent boom in ho-

tels along the strip on I-275 between

Haggerty and Newburgh roads is the
main reason. Several lodging estab-
lishments are either being construct-
ed or in the process of development.

And even the established hotels in
the area, like the Novi Hilton, are
adding rooms.

The new hotels will either be of
the full-service variety with restau-
rants and lounges included, or limit-
ed service, which provide quality
rooms minus the lounges and meet-
ing rooms. 3

Budget hotels, which cater to the
cost-conscience individual, are also
in the works.

ONE THING all of them have in
common, though, is they're after the
business traveler's dollar.

Here’s the result: -

® A 12-story, full-service hotel to
be built on Seven Mile Road between
Haggerty and Newburgh roads in
Livonia by Victor International
Corp. Manny Kniahynycky, vice
president of Victor International,
said his company is negotiating with
one hotel chain but refused to name
it. He added that the deal should be
completed in two weeks.

® On Six Mile Road, where a
Jacobson’s department store is being
built, there’s strong possibility of a
hotel being constructed also. David
Schostak, of Schostak Bros. develop-
ers, said is firm has been approach
by a number of hotels but is still in
the preliminary stage of negotia-
tions.

“We've had constant inquiries,”
said Schostak. “We're looking at our
options in all areas.”

@ Another hotel site in the negoti-
ation stages is on the Chestnut Hills
development in the Haggerty, Eight
Mile and I-275 area. Janet Jonna, of
Jonna Reality Ventures, said two ho-
tel chains are in the bidding and a
deal should be closed within 30 days.

“We want something of a different
concept than what's already out
there,” said Jonna. “One has all the
amenities, one does not. They're
quite different from each other.”

UNDER CONSIDERATION are
several possible hotels:

® The Hampton Inn, despite hav-
ing its original proposal shot down
by the Northville Township Planning
Commission, intends to build a limit-
ed-service hotel on the southwest
corner of Eight Mile and Haggerty
roads, which is near the Chesnut
Hills site.

“We do a market feasibility study
to determine if a hotel would do well
in a particular area,” said Jane
Innes, director of marketing for
Hampton Inn (a division of Holiday
Inn). Northville “has met our crite-
ria.”

The hotel, which would have be-
tween 100 and 130 rooms, wouldn't
be finished until 1987, depending on

approval from the Township Plan-
ning Commission.

® A Budgetel Hotel is under con-
struction at the Ford Road and I-273
area in Canton. It will be finished in
early fall and will have 102 rooms,
according to Budgetel spokesman
Mike Lepkowski.

® A Skylight Inn is expected to be
completed this summer on Haggerty
Road, directly across from the Novi
Hilton. It will be a limited-service
hotel with 140 rooms.

NOVI HILTON general manager
Gerhard Seibert isn’t too concerned
about the competition. In fact, he
even offers some advice to the bur-
geoning hotel community.

“I hope that all these new hotels,
no matter what size or name brand,
have active sales and marketing
people,” said Seibert. “If we just sit
around and wait to have office build-
ings built, we'd be making a big mis-
take.”

The Novi Hilton is doing some
building of its own. Plans include
adding 140 guest rooms to push its
total to 376 rooms with construction
starting this summer.

Holiday Inn West in Livonia had
an expansion plan of an additional 96
rooms put on hold, according to sales
director Carla Conner.

“IT’S VERY challenging,” said Di-
ane Maloney, saleswoman at the
Plymouth Hilton. “I'm not going to
tell you it's not going to take away
from business. A lot of hotels aronnd
here are spoiled.”

Added Kenneth Pias, general man-
ager of the Quality Inn in Livonia,
“If anything, it's going to increase
business because there will be more
convention business coming in.”

“It seems to me the people are
tooking for the lowest rates without
all the frills,” said Kathy Simmons,
general manager of the Red Roof
Inn in Plymouth. “The ones with the
highest rates are going to have the
most trouble.” s

Conner said, “A full-service hotel
is going to be more in demand sim-
ply because of the clientele, which is
corporate people. They have expense
accounts and are going to want to
live like they do when they're at
home.”

Over the next decade, the I-275 corridor
will take on an entirely new look.

High-class hotels and eateries, plush off-
ice centers and light-industrial parks, sur-
rounded by wooded landscaping, will line
the hilly terrain.

“We think it is definitely the future loca-
tion. It's considered the future center of the
hub — Ann Arbor, Lansing, Detroit,” said
developer David Johnson, president of
Southfield-based Victor International Corp.

Johnson is one of three major developers
with plans for the corridor.

James Jonna, president of Jonna Con-
struction Co. in Farmington Hills, and Rob-
ert DeMattia, president of R.A. DeMattia
Corp. in Plymouth Township, are others
betting on the corridor’'s future.

JOHNSON IS planning a $200 mitlion to
$300 million, privately financed hotel-res-
taurant-office complex east of I-275, west of
Newburg Road in Livonia.

Jonna, Is working on a $40 million, pri-
vately financed hotel and office complex
bordered by I-275, Haggerty and Eight Mile
roads in Livonia.

DeMattia is developing three light-indus-
trial parks attracting big-name internation-
al firms in Plymouth Township and Van
Buren Township, east of Ypsilanti.

“We're at the heartland of industrial
America,” DeMattia said. “You can be at
the airport, Ann Arbor or Detroit within 20
minutes. We are on a straight line to Chica-
go and a straight line south down I-75.”

JOHNSON'S complex, between Seven and
Eight Mile roads, will sit on 104-acres with
4,500 feet of frontage on I-275. The corpo-
rate campus will be catty corner from the
new Novi Hilton on Haggerty Road, north of
Eight Mile Road, and across the freeway
from Jonna's planned hotel.

The park will boast an eight-to-12-story
hotel, complete with a fine-dining restau-
rant. Although Johnson is still unsure which
hotel chain will come into his park, rates
will be about $125 a night. The hotel will
feature an executlve-sulte concept in which
every unit will have a separate living room.

The growing number of women business
travelers is the reason for the executive-
suite concept. Today, women constitute 33
percent of business travelers with expected
growth to 80 percent. “They don't want to
have business meetings in their bedrooms,”

Johnson said.

The rest of the corporate park will fea-
ture seven high- and mid-rise luxury office
buildings, four free-standing restaurants
and five parking d that will be tiered
into the surrqundjng hils. Office rents, de-
pending on gi e between $16 and

$20 a squaye foot. Headquarters for John-
son's com y will be in the park.

The taller, 12-story office buildings will
be on I-275 away from residential areas
while providing greater freeway exposure
for firms that will locate in the buildings.
Closer to residential areas to the east along
Newburg, the office buildings in the park
will drop to four stories, said Manny Kni-
ahynycky, Victor International vice presi-
dent.

SIXTY PERCENT of the 104-acre site
will remain heavily wooded; jogging trails,
ponds, landscaping and art sculptures will
be added. A four-lane boulevard, extending
through the park from Seven to Eight Mile
roads, is also planned.

Estimated tax revenues from the pro-
posed corporate park range from $8 million
to $10 million. When complete, the park is
expected to provide 5,000 new jobs, Kniahy-
nycky said.

Construction is expected to begin in June.
Targeted completion is within 10 years.

Jonna's office and hotel complex will be
across the freeway from Johnson's develop-
ment.

Jonna's family and partners, Michael
George, president of Melody Farms Dairy
Co. of Livcnia, and Timothy Busch of the
Timothy Busch Firm, a financial consulting
company in Farmington Hills, are involved
in the project.

Christened Chestnut Hills, Jonna's com-
plex will sit on 42 acres. It will consist of an
upscale, 200- to 40-room hotel, three restau-
rants (one in the hotel), twin, 180,000-
square-foot office towers and a 42,000
square-foot medical building and a low-rise
office building.

THE TOTAL complex will contain ap-
proximately 500,000 square feet of office
and hotel space, Jonna said. The hotel will
range from 125,000 to 130,000 square feet.

Like Johnson, Jonna is still negotiating
with several national hotel chains. The front
of Jonna's complex will face I-275 to cap-
ture the much-sought-after public exposure
for corporations that./£hoose to locate in the
luxury offices.

Estimated tax revenue figures from Jon-

na's proposed complex were unavailable.
But the complex is expected to provide
3,300 new jobs.

At the southern end of the corridor are
DeMattia's industrial parks.

The 250-acre Metro West Industrial Park
is at M-14 and Sheldon Road, east of I-275 in
Plymouth Township. Two Ja Corpo-
rations have joined DeMattia’s firm in set-
tling in the park. Some of the other firms
located in the park are Involved in printing,
aerospace and high-tech machinery.

WHEN COMPLETE, the entire industrial
park Is expected to be worth $500 million,
DeMattia said.

Metro West Indusirial is considered a
high-tech business park that combines both
office and industry within the same build-

ings.
“This enables the corporate people and

the eulnmtohvoahlﬂlyrm

entists,” DeMattia sald.

The other two parks are south of Metro
West Industrial.

Although employment estimates for his
parks were unavailable, DeMattia guessed
that by the time all three are fully occupied,
“thousands of jobs” will be created.

A state Senate panel is considering
two House bills that would require
the state’s pension funds to sell off
$3 billion worth of stocks of firms
doing business in that racially torn
and segregated-country.

© “All kinds of studies” show that
stocks of major companies won't do
as well in the market if big institu-
tional investors aren’t interested in
holding them.

And if a company wished to float a
new issue of securities, it would have
trouble if institutional investors
weren't buying, added Horwitz, a
seven-year veteran of the OU facul-

THAT PANEL, chaired by Sen.
Harry DeMaso, R-Battle Creek, is
weighing two bills that would re-
quire state employees’ and teachers’
pension funds gradually to sell off all
stocks of firms doing business in
South Africa because of its racial
policies.

State Treasurer Robert Bowman,
a former Wall Street banker, said
the market value of assets in the two
funds has soared from $6.3 billion in

1982 to $13 billion currently.

Two or three years ago, Bowman
said, most were fixed-income securi-
ties (bonds and preferred stocks); to-
day only 45 percent are fixed-in-

The funds are invested in about 85
stocks, and Bowman warned, “We
don’t have the staff to manage $20
billion. We don’t have staff to inves-
tigate 400 companies to find the 80
we should own.”

Bowman said.

A MAJOR question from DeMaso
was what it would cost the state to
divest.

The question of whether divesti-
ture really would work is one of
many facing the Legislature. One
doubt is whether a state pension
fund’s selling of a stock would really
“send a message” to the government
of President P.W. Botha.

Some companies resist the divesti-
ture idea, contending more can be
accomplished by applying the so-
called “Sullivan principles” of cor-
porate treatment and training of ra-
cial minorities.

RON STOCKTON, professor of
political science at University of
Michigan-Dearborn, says it's import-
ant to distinguish between “divesti-
ture,” the selling of stocks of compa-
nies doing business in South Africa,
and “disinvestment,” a company's
deciding to pull out of South Africa.

“One thing that's overlooked is
that, even without divestiture,
American companies are pulling out
of South Africa,” said Stockton, who
teaches comparative politics and a
course on South African politics. The
saying goes that “the smart money is
running” before there is internal dis-
ruption.

Chrysler, PepsiCo, International
Harvester and Pan American Air-
ways have pulled out, he said, while
Ford, General Electric and Coca-
Cola are “readjusting” their posi-
tions. :

State Treasurer Robert Bowman
told a Senate panel recently that last
year 11 companies — “almost one a
month” — discontinued operations
in South Africa.

THERE ARE three ways private
companies can be pressured to send
a message to the regime, Stockton
said:

® Manufacturing firms can cease
making new investments theré. That
can hurt, even if a company like
Ford doesn't shut down existing
plants entirely. i

® Pension funds like the state’s
can avoid investing in such South Af-
rican firms as DeBeers, weakening
the market for that firm’s stock.

® Banks can refuse to make loans
to the South African government or
South African companies. “Twenty-
six banks won't make loans to the
South African government — includ-

ing Chase Manhattan, a big hitter,”
said Stockton. Chase stopped loans to
the government seven years ago and
last year announced plans to stop
making loans to private borrowers.

JIM BURCHELL, an aide to state
Rep. Perry Bullard, D-Ann Arbor,
said the South African government is
so concerned that “'it’s a crime to ad-
vocate divestment.”

* Burchell referred to -South Afri-
ca’s 1982 Internal Security Act
which defined support of divestment
as “subversion” punishable by five
years to life in prison.

Bullard is sponsor of. House Bills
4770 and 4771, which would require
state pension funds to divest. About
one-fourth of the $13 billion owned
by two major state pension funds is
invested in stocks of companies
doing business in South Africa. The
House passed both bills last year.

As of 1984, American corporations
had direct investments worth $2.3
billion in South Africa, and U.S.
banks had loaned more than $4.5 bil-

lion to South Africa, according to E

House sources.

~ Dimples and more

OME SAY CHRIS EWING is
the hottest young actor in
town. His clean-cut, friendly-
young-féllow face has shown

up so often on TV commercials,
print ads, industrial and feature
films, and on national television that
he’s become somewhat of a “Haven'’t
I seen you on TV?” kind of local ce-
lebrity.

On ABC's “One Life to Live,” Ew-

" ing just shot his seventh episode
playing a college student. A while
back he did a spot on “Kate & Allie”
as well as a three-episode stint on
“All My Children.”’

The broad exposure of playing on
national TV is speeding up the ca-
reer Ewing began five years ago
while still at Southfield High School.
He used to complain about missing
his senior class trip and doing his
homework at 35,000 feet while flying
back and forth to jobs, but Ewing
isn't complaining now that his ca-
reer seems to be on a roll and that
he's “finally making a respectable
living.” :

“Thank God for dimples,” he said
when asked about his secret formula
for success, as if dimples alone ex-
plain the steady rise in his career.
When pressed, he admits that being a
competent actor helps his chances
once he gets an opportunity to audi-
tion. His agents in Detroit, Los Ange-
les and New York make sure he has
frequent opportunities by keeping
their ears open for jobs calling for a
personable young fellow between the
ages of 15 and 23.

THE REAL-LIFE Chris Ewing
just turned 22. He's an articulate,
thoughtful young man, a native to
the Detroit area who attended
Roeper and Gesu schools and gradu-
ated from Southfield High. He has
played assorted roles including on-
line factory workers, store clerks,

_college students and supermarket

bag boys. Ewing keeps his own prop
wardrobe so he can dress for the
part when he auditions. He has ev-
erything from the hefty boots fa-
vored by factory workers to the little
black bow ties that bag boys wear in
posh grocery stores.

Ewing belongs to the major enter-
tainment unions including the Amer-
ican Federation of Television and
Radio - Artists, the Screen Actors
Guild and the National Academy of
Television Arts and Sciences. Pro-
fessionals he meets on jobs and
through these affiliations help
spread the word about his talents in
an industry where networking is not
just one of many ways to get ahead,
but the main way.

New York and occasionally Chicago,
Ewing recently hired a manager.

Ewing spends half of every month
working the Detroit market and the
other half in New York. When he’s in
town, he lives in Southfield with his
two junior-high-age brothers and his
mother, a psychologist. Ewing keeps
an apartment on Manhattan’s upper
west side 30 he has a home when he's
in New York. Recently his work in

-the Big Apple has been taping epi-

sodes for “One Life to Live” which,
like most soaps, is made in New
York.

Soap operas tape each day’s epi-
sode about 10 days ahead of air time.
A typical day on a spap set begins
sometime after 8:30 in the morning
with dry runs and blocking. After
lunch the cast runs through a dress
rehearsal before starting to tape at 4
p.m. The actors often work until 7 or
8 p.m. and frequently on Saturdays
as well as week days. On such a tight
schedule, Ewing claims he doesn't
have much free time to explore New
York.

WHEN HE’S HOME in Detroit, he
likes to go to movies with his friends,
go dancing at Dillon’s, or play with
his Bouvier puppy, and he regularly
heads for Haverhill Farms to ex-
ercise his horses. He owns two, J.R.
Ewing, named after the Ewing of TV
fame, and Ta Cin Ca Fawn, a cham-
pion Appaloosa jumper which he’s
been showing professionally since he
was 14. Ewing said he bought Ta Cin
Ca “cheap” from earnings he saved
up delivering the two Detroit daily
newspapers.

In 1979, Ewing rode Cin-Ca tosec-

ond place in the U.S. Appaloosa In-
door Jumping Competition and they
placed sixth at the Appaloosa World
Championships. At the 1982 National
Appaloosa Championships held in
Louisville, Ky., Cin Ca placed second
in the nation.

The rare Roseate Spoonbills, na-
tive to North America, wander like
walking pink flowers around the
waters edge below.

There are many tall tales told
about this island. Charlie Cook’s
favorite may be the story of the
Rhea, an ostrich-like bird who
stole a ring from a lady’s finger
and swallowed it.

She wanted her ring back, so the
long drama began. First they iso-
lated all the Rhea’s on the island
and dosed them with mineral oil.
No results.

Next they used a metal detector,
found the culprit and called in a
team of surgeons; they had never
operated on a bird before and
thought it was hilarious. They fi-
nally extracted the ring and re-
named the bird Ringo.
