An unfair labor practice charge
has been filed against Plymouth-
Canton Community Schools by the
educational aides union, the Plym-
outh-Canton Para-Professional Asso-
ciation, MEA-NEA.

“We have filed an unfair labor
praclice charge over the district's
refusal to bargain and a petition for
factfinding,” said Maryann Ligato,
the union’s executive director.

“We had six meetings during the
month of August, and during that
time, the district refused to give us
one counter proposal. They refused
to explain specific objections to our
proposals. Finally, in frustration, our
team requested mediation.”

A STATE-APPOINTED mediator
said after a Sept. 15 bargaining ses-
sion that “unless one party changes
its position, there was nothing else
for him to do, and he recommended
factfinding,” said Ligato.

Factfinding is a method of resolv-
ing contract disputes whereby the
Michigan Employment Relations
Commission appoints a neutral party

to hear the facts in an open hearing.
A recommendation is then issued as
to what terms of the contract should
be.

Dusk to dawn training stints were
often the order of the day in July and
August.

Woman sentenced in fatal
drunk driving accident

A Westland woman was sentenced

‘ to five to 15 years in prison last

week after being found guilty of
manslaughter in connection with the
traffic death of Dorcas Ruth Au-
mann, 67, of Canton Township.

Yvonne Marie Hillier, 20, was con-
victed in a jury trial before Detroit
Recorder’s Court Judge Vera Mas-
sey Jones. She plans fo file an ap-
peal, according to her attorney, Wil-
liam Necker.

Aumann, a retired teacher, died at
the scene of the head-on collision,
which took place about 7:30 p.m.
Dec. 13 on Joy Road at the I-275
overpass. Her husband, Bruce, who
was driving, sustained facial, shoul-
der and wrist injuries.

ACCORDING TO testimony, Hil-
lier drove her car from the parking
lot of the Plymouth Rock Saloon on
Joy west of Haggerty.

Hillier turned east onto Joy and
sideswiped the Aumanns’ westbound
car. Hillier was driving on the wrong
side of the road in the dark with the
lights off, officers said.

Hillier's blood alcohol level was
.20, a Michigan State Police lab ana-
lyst testified. A level of .10 is consid-
ered legally drunk.

Judge Jones ordered that Hillier
undergo alcohol rehabilitation and
counseling while in prison, despite a
probation department report recom-
mending no jail time for Hillier.

“The judge went outside the guide-
lines and pre-sentence report to give
her enough time to get some type of
alcohol treatment,” said a court
spokesman.

“Hillier felt like she should do
some time but she thought five years
was too much. The judge pointed out
that Mr. Aumann’s wife had been
taken away from him, and that Hil-
lier has a drinking past,” the spokes-
man said.

Necker said his client *had no re-
collection of leaving the bar” and the
only evidence establishing Hillier as
the driver was the testimony of one
police officer. Hillier was traveling
with a friend, Kathy Paananen of
Westland, who also is blonde and 20
years old, Necker said.

“The prosecutor felt some incar-
ceration was necessary,” said
Necker.“Supreme Court guidelines
recommend a sentence of zero to 36
months. I felt it was a pretty stiff
sentence. It's a tragic thing for a
young person.

“I didn't agree with the judge's
conclusion but you don’t argue with
Judge Jones."”

PLYMOUTH TOWNSHIP Police
filed violations against the Plymouth
Rock with the Liquor Control Com-
mission.

A hearing before Commissioner
Alex Laggis is scheduled for 10:30
a.m. Monday, Oct. 12, in Lincoln
Park.

Saloon owners Donald Vargo and
Peter Elefterio are charged with 12
counts including selling alcohol to

minors, serving visibly intoxicated
persons, and allowing intoxicated in-
dividuals to consume and loiter, said
Verna Foote of the Ligquor Control
Commission.

The saloon owners face a possible
suspension or revocation of their li-
quor license and fines of up to
$12,000, Foote said.

Bruce Aumann is suing Vargo and
Elefterio, owners of Var-Ken Inc
Var-Ken had no liability insurance
at the time of the incident. Also
being sued are attorney Norman
Farhat, a Var-Ken director, Hillier
and Jacqueline Shatf, the bar mana-
ger on duty Dec. 13.

“According to the statements of
the young lady and her friend, no one
checked their ID" at Plymouth
Rock, said John Nora, Aumann’s at-
torney.

“They became visibly intoxicated
and proceeded on Joy toward 275.
They had one accident (sideswiping a
car) prior to hitting the Aumanns
head-on.”

Vargo, part owner of Detroit's
1940s Chop House and former owner
of Vargo's restaurant on Six Mile in
Livonia, tried before the traffic fa-
tality to transfer his interest in
Plymouth Rock, Nora said.

He was unsuccessful because he
failed to obtain approval from the
Liquor Control Commission and
Plymouth Township, Nora said. Var-
go couldn’t have transferred his
shares anyway, due to earlier LCC
charges of selling to a minor, added
Nora.

Harden report:
$200 million boost,
shift to sales tax

Here are more excerpts from
“Fducational Quality in the 21st
Century,” the so-called Harden
Commission report to the State
Board of Education. Earlier in-
stallments were published Sept.
24 and Oct. 1 on page 5A.

The panel recommended a
$1.38 billion tax shift — raising
the sales tax from 4 percent to 6,
cutting farm-residential property
tar rate to 18 mills and cutting
the business rate cut to 23 mills.
All business property taxes would
be shared in common by school
districts.

$200 million asked
for new stat®e fund

“The commission recommends
that the Legislatrre enact an ‘Edu-
cational Trust Fund’ (of $200 million
in new revenue). The purpose is to
ensure that the money is targeted to
improving the quality of K-12 educa-
tion.

“New dollars (should) be spent on
specific programs and not be put
into a general formula increase.”

The commission suggested the
Legislature spend the new money on:

® “Pre-school programs for ‘at
risk’ children 4 years of age.

~ @ ""Reducing class size in grades
K-3.

e ‘'Providing a flat dollar amount
per student to every school building
in the state . . . (for) community in-
volvement and staff improvement

e :'Expanded testing and report-
ing. ...
@ “Funds to encourage open éen-
roliment or choice within a public
school district.”

THE NEW $200 million increase
could come from these sources:

1. One-tenth of 1 percent of the
income tax rate — 50 percent of the
federal windfall.” Thus, the panel
suggests that Michigan not reduce
its income tax rate from 4.6 percent
to 4.4 percent, as proposed by Gov.
James Blanchard and many sena-
tors.

“9 Prudent reductions in the state
pension fund.

“3. Elimination of non-mandated
categoricals and soclal security for
out-of-formula districts.” This would
shift those costs from the state budg-
et to many suburban school districts.

“4, . . . (A)n increase In the ciga-
rette tax.”

Case for shift
to 6 pct. sales tax

“The commission recommends in-
creasing the sales and use lax rate
from 4 percent to 6 percent. This
recommendation will require a vote

:'.:"”" in order to amend the
state constitution.

. . A broad-based tax such as
the sales tax is more politically ac-
ceptable than other forms of taxa-
tion.

“HOWEVER, THE increase in the
sales tax does present two concerns:

“First, the sales tax is no longer
deductible (for income tax purposes)
at the federal level . .\ . Approxi-
mately 37 percent of Mjthigan-tax-
payers itemize their fedgral tax re-
turn. The increase in the Ygderal in-
come tax liability is estimated {G/De
between $140 million and $150 mil-
lion. 2

“The second concern is ‘regressiv-
ity’ — a tax in which lower income
households pay a higher percentage
of their income tax than do higher
income households . . . .

“IA) 6 percent sales tax would be
clearly regressive. That is, families
with an income of $6,000 would pay
an effective rate of 2.9 percent while
families with an income of $40,000
would pay only 1.7 percent.

‘“‘However, the regressivity is re-
duced if the sales tax is excluded
from utility payments” Effective
rates: 2.3 percent on a $6,000 in-
come, 1.5 percent on a $40,000 in-
come.

“Both (sales and property) taxes
are regressive. Increasing the rate
of one regressive tax while decreas-
ing the rate of another regressive
tax will approximately ofiset each
other . . . . Specific cases will vary
significantly.”

Cap business tax
rate at 23 mills

“‘Business property should be sub-
ject to a constitutionally fixed rate
of tax (of 23 mills). Three reasons
supported this position:

“First, if significant property lax
relief were granted, then it is possi-
ble that several communities would
vote to increase their local miliage
rate. If the local school district could
keep the revenue from commercial
and industrial property, then the fis-
cal disparities would continue to ex-
ist.

“The second reason CONCerns eco-
nomic development. A fixed rate
.. . would provide businesses with
some degree of certainty about fu-
ture costs of doing business. (Current
statewide average is 32 mills.)

“The third reason concerns the
overall business share of total taxes.
It is estimated businesses pay 38

percent of the total property tax E

levy (and) 22 percent of the sales tax.
Therefore, a shift from property tax-

es to sales tax, other things being 4
equal, would reduce taxes borne by |

business and increase taxes paid by
individuals.

“The 28-mill levy still provides
some tax relief for businesses. For
example, the business portion of the
sales lax is estimated to be $304 mil-
lion. The business property (ax re!
is estimated to be $393 million at 23

Student count
increases by 52

Enrollment in Plymouth-Canton
Community Schools has increased by
52 students.

An unaudited count obtained Oct.
2 — the traditional Fourth Friday
date after Labor Day — turned up
7.105 pupils in the elementary
schools. 4.048 in the middle schools
and 4.415 students in the high school
for a total of 15.568.

That enrollment
15,516 last vear

In comparison to last year, there
are 134 more elementary students,
103 less middle school students and
21 more high school students.

Administrators had projected
15,700 students would enroll in be-

gindergarden (pre-kindergarten)-12
this vear.

“We thought it would be up be-
cause of all the housing that was
being built,” said Geannie Murdock,
the pupil accountant.

This is the third vear in a row that
there was a slight increase after four
consecutive years of decline. The
district's student population peaked
at 16,913 during the 1980-81 school
year.

“We increased up to the school
vear of 1980-81 then we began to
drop because the economy was very
bad and mortgage rates were very
high,” said Murdock.

From 1985-86. the begindergar-
ten-12 student count was 15,338 and
1986-87 it was 15.516.

WHEN YOU CONSIDER these things, the
message of Fire Prevention Week (Oct. 4-10)
should be clear — we all should be motivated to
do what we can to avoid the human and economic
loss caused by fire, often unnecessarily.

The two things most effective in preventing
fire loss is fire exit drills in the home and instal-
lation of smoke alarms (one on each floor, near a
heating appliance. and near the bedrooms)

These tips also can prevent unnecessary trag-
edy:

@ Keep flammable liquids stored outside the
home. .

@ Do not smoke in bed.

® Discard oily and paint-soaked rags.

® Do not overload electrical circuits.

® Keep matches away from children.

® Never use a gas range or an oven to heat
your kitchen.

® Keep an appropriate fire extinguisher on a
wall away from the stove. :

® During snow storms. keep the snow sho-
veled away from the fire hydrant.

® If vou suspect any part of your house is on
fire, do not open the inside door without first
placing vour palm against it. If it feels hot, do
not open it.

Wonders about
sale of land

Who's kidding who? Plymouth-
Canton Board of Education presi-
dent David Artley stated that the
purchase of two lots by the board of
education for $225.000 was a “good
investment."

One of Plymouth’s most notorious
businessmen (three guesses) pur-
chased both of these properties with-
in the past year for a total of less
than $165,000. In fact one of the
properties he sold to the board less
than two months after buying it
That's a cool $60,000 profit for both
properties combined. Good speculat-
ing . . .tosay the least.

But there is a bigger issue here.
What is our board of education doing
speculating in real estate” The
school district already owns plenty
of property at the Centennial Educa-
tion Park and elsewhere.

The only handicapped
parking available (legally) is the
two-level structure across from Kel-
logg Park.

We (ried to find a spot on Sunday,
but they were all taken on both lev-
els. We finally ended up parking on
the upper level way in the corner.
Our van has a side lift, 30 in order to
get my husband out, I had to block
part of the driveway, get him out
and then finish parking in that spot.

When we got over to where the
handicapped parking was, which
also is the location of the ramp head-
ing down to Main Street, we found

that two of the four or five handi-
capped spaces were taken by cars
with no sticker or license plate to
prove that they were handicapped.

I WAS very upset by this because
it happens all the time. I took down
the license plate numbers and the
make of car and took it to the offi-
cers standing around the gazebo.
They told me they would send some-
one over to look and issue a ticket if
necessary.

After we left that information, we
looked back, and they had continued
on talking. We stayed there for a haif
hour, and they never did a thing'

So 1 went back up-and wrote the
information down again and took it
to the officers who had a booth on
Ann Arbor Trial and Main and was
told the same thing. They also did
nothing.

Two hours later, we left. The cars
were still there and guess what . . .
no ticket! I guess they get away with
it.

I realize that parking illegally in a
handicapped spot is not a federal of-
fense, and I guess to most people it's
no big deal. But for those of us who
are restricted either by age, or dis-
ease or wheelchair-bound, it is a ma-
Jor issue.

It's hard enough to. get around, es-
pecially in a crowd, and able-bodied
people need not make it more diffi-
cult for us.

The insensitivity of those who ille-
gally park in designated handicap
spaces is disgusting. [If only they
were in our shoes . . . or chairs!

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Insurance tax
Senate deals blow
to Blanchard bills

The Michigan Senate dealt a bi-
partisan blow to Gov. James Blanc-
hard’'s tax program Tuesday as it
passed a pair of “revenue neutral”
bills equalizing Insurance taxes

“The Senate can feel good about
that.” said Majonity Leader John En-
gler, R-Mount Pleasant. The GOP
chiet accused Blanchard's state
treasurer, Robert Bowman, of “put-
ung his personal political agenda
ahead of the public interest and per-
sisting 1n a vendetta against Michi-
gan employers In the insurance in-
dustry.”

Area senators split within party
ranks on the two bills, which go to
the House of Representatives

THE FIGHT erupted when the
state Court of Appeals in August de-
clared unconstitutional a premium
tax on “foreign’ insurers — compa-
nies whose headquarters are outside
Michigan.

For two vears. Blanchard had pre-
dicted such a ruling He advocated
also levving the premium tax on
“domestic” insurers — those head-
quartered within Michigan. And he
wanted to use the revenue from
“closing this loophole” to pay for his
homestead property tax rebate pro-
gram

Instead the Senate passed two bills
which will

e Lift the premium tax on for-
eign insurers (SB 447). It passed 20-
10

® Make foreign insurers hable
for possible “retahatory” taxes if
their home states apply such taxes to
Michigan companies (also SB-447).

& Apply the single business tax to
both Michigan and foreign insurers
(SB 448). It passed 28-6.

Republicans dropped a plan to tie

" the bills to a third bill reducing the
state income {ax.

BOTH BILLS were supported by
Sens. Richard Fessler, R-Commerce,
Robert Geake, R-Northville, Rudy
Nichols, R-Waterford, and George
Hart, D-Dearborn.

Sen. William Faust, D-Westland,
opposed SB 447 lifting the premium
tax on foreign companies but sup-
ported SB 448 placing all under the
single business tax. Sen. Jack Faxon,
D-Farmington Hills, missed the vote
on SB 447 but supported SB 448.

Sen. Doug Cruce, R-Troy, joined a
handful of senators in opposing both
neasures

“The hasic 1ssue 1S increasing tax-

es.” said Cruce. estimating they ac-

tually would increase total revenue
$25 million “"We can't Increase taxes
10 insurance people without increas-
ing premiums to policy holders

Cruce preferred to follow the
Appeals Court order 1o hift the prem-
ium tax on foreign insurers: which
would reduce revenue as much as
$180 milhion, and cut spending

OTHER SENATORS, however, ar-
gued “the state has significant reve-
nue problems,” in the words of Lana
Pollack. D-Ann Arbor. a 1988 candi-
date for Congress in the 2nd District

Like Faust, she supported one bill
and opposed the other And lke
Blanchard, Pollack argued “domes-
tic insurance companies have a very.,
very sweet deal. Domestic insurance
companies are not paying their fair
share of taxes

Treasurer Bowman contended do-
mesuc firms pay only about §1 mil-
lion a vear under the single business
tax — 3 percent of what they would
pay if the premium lax were levied

But Michigan insurers argued
they

1) Pay heavy property taxes.

2) Create jobs for people who pay
the state income tax

3) Would be hit with a sudden in-
crease — from $1 million to $21 mil-
lLion — if the premum tax were lev-
ied on them

4) Aren't given the kind of tax
credits in Michigan that foreign in-
surers get in their home states

DEBATE WAS brief Tuesday.
Much talk revolved around an
amendment by Sen. John Cherry. D-
Clio. to exempt the Michigan Acc-
dent Fund from the single business
tax.

MAF writes about 10 percent of
the state market's workers' comp 1n-
surance — covering 21,000 business-
es

For years state officials and the
insurance industry argued whether
MAF., created in 1912 when workers’
comp was begun. 1s a private busi-
ness or a state agency whose 380 em-
plovees should be covered by civil
service rules.

But Monday Ingham Circuit Judge
Carolyn Stell ruled MAF 1s a state
agency.

While MAF officials intend to ap-
peal, senators decided in the mean-
time to treat it like a stale agency
and exempt it from the single busi-
ness tax. The Cherry amendment
was adopted with support from all
local senators except Cruce and Ni-

chols.

Torch Drive sets
goal of $59 million

The United Foundation has set a
1987 Torch Drive fund-raising goal
of $59 million.

Meeting the goal requires “a sub-
stantial increase from all present,
individual contributors and a posi-
tive response from past non-contrib-
utors.” UF Chairman Walter McCar-
thy Jr. said.

Based upon employment projec-
tions, McCarthy said the organiza-
tion’s fund-raising base has shrunk
by about $3.3 million from last year.

Torch Drive-supported agencies
would have to cut back services if
the goad isn't met, McCarthy said.

The Torch Drive will use $642,642
from its reserves toward meeting its
goal.

The Torch Drive raises donations
for 153 social service agencies in
metropolitan Detroit.

Sid Morris has a lot to lose talking
about the possible effects of Agent
Orange

Going public with fears about his
exposure could backfire on two long-
lerm goals

The Westland resident, who works
as a Plymouth Township Police re-
serve, wants to become a full-time
police officer But it's unlikely he'd
be hired if department officials be-
lieved he had serious physical prob-
lems

Also, serving as a Marine reserve,
his future pension could be jeopard-
ized

But, agreeing to the interview, he
said “If this in any way would help
someone get what they deserve it
wouldn't bother me at all. That’s
what | want to do

“1 believe in this research and
cause and that someone should do
something

ON ONE HAND, Morris said his
rashes and minor eye problems are
minmiscule compared to the life-
threatening cancer conditions linked
to the highly toxic herbicide, diexin,
sprayed in the jungles of Vietnam
from 1963 to 1970.

On the other hand, he worries
about his two children — both born
with physical problems. And he
wants Lo know if their conditions are
a result of Agent Orange. "If my two
kids' physical problems are a result
of my exposure, they should have
something to fall back on.

“It's not like we were running
around looking for something to

cause

blame this on ‘he were trying to
hunt for a reason why we had two
children like this

His second wife had two physical-
ly healthy children during her first
marriage. Morris had another child

also physicatly healthy — during
his first marriage, 100

But the children he had with his
second wife after returning from
Vietnam, a son, 16, and daughter, 12,
have many physical problems

Both children have extremely thin
skin texture and are double jointed

His daughter had a back operation
for scoliosis

Accidents, considered munor for
most chidren, develop into major
problems for them, Morris said. The
boy. for instance. recently fell from
a skateboard and was hospitalized
almost a week

He was born with severely crossed
eves and wears thick glasses.

“I don't really know whether It
{Agent Orange) was the cause of this
or not.” Morris said.

“] was exposed to it, and I don't
have many problems.”

MORRIS WAS in the 1st Marine
Division of the ist Reconnaissance
Battallion and patrolled jungles in
North Danang. South Vietnam. He
slept and drank water from the
fields burnt out by the chemicals. He
served for 14 months including a
couple of months he was on sick
leave. .

When he was in Vietnam, Agent
Orange was considered an aid that
could save their lives, because it
helped them fight the enemy.

. IU's been a long time 1n coming, 20
vears after the end of the Vietnam
War

Legislation was passed recently
providing help for the 161,000 men
and women Michigan residents who
served during the war

" This summer, Gov. James Blanc-
hard signed' a law establishing a 14-
member Agent Orange commission,
and information and referral ser-
vice.

The purpose of Public Act 48 and
49 of 1987 1s to identify Vietnam
War veterans in the state and to
compile a study about their medical
conditions. said Roy Klaviher, a
Vietnam veteran answering the state
Department of Public Health toll
free information number.

Information about their children’s
health also will be recorded.

"It allows for testing of Vietnam
vets to determine Agent Orange and
birth defects,” said Barry Cargill,
legislative aid to Sen. Vernon J.
Ehlers, R-Grand Rapids, who was
one of the bill sponsors

THE GOAL IS to register all
161,00 Vietnam veterans in Michi-
gan and provide follow ups on expo-
sure assessments.

“On the registration portion
thev're compiling information on
vets-and their offspring to find out if
there’s a link between Agent Orange-
exposed veterans and the children
thev had since the Vietnam War.”
Cargill said

Klaviher predicts this will be the
largest state registry compiled. It's
considered a model for other states,
he added

The toll free number is In effect as
part of a Michigan Department of
Public Health toxic and health infor-
mation network and will be avail-
able indefinitely.

“Some {veterans who call) need
medical help,” he said. “Some need
financial assistance or job training
skills. We get them to a veteran
medical facility or a veteran social
worker, county counselor and we use
whatever is available to help the
person who is calling.”

Those people who haven't regis-
tered will be sought by state agen-
cies. However. the registry program
is on a voluntary basis, Cargill said.

Patients can choose death

AP — A dying patient has a right
to refuse or halt life-sustaining
treatment. even medication and
food. medical ethics experts said re-
cently in releasing detailed guide-
lines on making such decisions

A 150-page report published by
The Hastings Center. a private New
York research institute specializing
in medical ethics was called the first

" comprehensive set of considerations

for halting life-sustaining treatment
and allowing patients to die

The report said patients or their
designated decision-makers should
be able to refuse life-sustaining
treatment if there is no reasonable
prospect for recovery.

The 20-member panel. drawn
from the fields of medicine, law. eth-
ics. nursing and health care adminis-
tration, defined life-sustaining treat-
ment as any medical practice in-
tended to forestall death, such as use
of blood dialysis, breathing ma-
chines, antibiotics, transfusions and
feeding tubes.
