Some accountants recommend
that municipalities and school dis-
thicts maintain an emergency sur-
plus account of 10 percent of annual
operating budgets.

The surplus at the beginning of the
budget year was 8 percent.

AP — Bexism plays a role even in
divorces, with the parents of sons
less likely to separate than couples
raising only daughters, according to
a new study.

S. Philip Morgan and two other re-
searchers at the University of Penn-
sylvania, using US. Census data,
found that parents with sons have a §
percent lower risk of divorce or sep-
aration than parents with only
daughters.

The study, which will be published
in the July edition of the American
Journal of Sociology, also found the
difference held across racial and age
groups and categories of the
mother's education.

“Who would imagine that the sex
of a child would affect their parents’
risk of marital disruption?” Morgan
said Monday. “We argue in the paper
that children promote marital stabil-
ity but that sons do more than
daughters because fathers are more
involved in rearing their sons than
daughters.”

The theory was supported by an-
swers from mothers and children In
the National Survey of Children con-
ducted by Temple University re-
searchers, the Penn group said.

Sons lower divorce rate

AP — Sexism plays a role even in
divorces, with the parents of sons
less likely to separate than couples
raising only daughters, according to
a new study.

S. Philip Morgan and two other re-
searchers at the University of Penn-
sylvania, using US. Census data,
found that parents with sons have a §
percent lower risk of divorce or sep-
aration than parents with only
daughters.

The study, which will be published
in the July edition of the American
Journal of Sociology, also found the
difference held across racial and age
groups and categories of the
mother's education.

“Who would imagine that the sex
of a child would affect their parents’
risk of marital disruption?” Morgan
said Monday. “We argue in the paper
that children promote marital stabil-
ity but that sons do more than
daughters because fathers are more
involved in rearing their sons than
daughters.”

The theory was supported by an-
swers from mothers and children in
the National Survey of Children con-
ducted by Temple University re-
searchers, the Penn group said.

THE PENN researchers sald their
findings do not assume men instigate
the breakups or that the decision to
stay in a marriage is theirs alone.

County executive, sheriff
announce jail expansion

Vowing to keep more criminals
behind bars. Wayne County Execu-
tuve Edward McNamara and Shenff
Robert Ficano jointly announced an
$8 million county jail expansion
project Thursday

But county officials might have to

ask the state for at least $2 million
to make it a reality.

Money from the sale of Westland
Medical Center will be reserved to
add space for 470 prisoners,
McNamara said

SALE OF the former county hos-
pital 1s expected to bring in $6 mil-
lion. The rest, McNamara said,
would have to come from other
sources

Without

being sperihf,

MceNamara sad. state and federal
sources could be tapped

A seven-story addition would be
built on Gratiot, next to the old coun-
ty jail The addition would hold 240
prisoners. It would be built on space
currently used for prisoner recre
ation Space for 170 additional pris-
oners would be added at the new jail,
according to project architects Sims-
Varner of Detroit

Expanding the old jail would en-
able the county to keep overall costs
at  $20,000. per prisoner bed.
McNamara said. Building a new jail
would push cobts closer to the na-
tional average of $69.000 per bed. he
added

The first 40 beds would be added
this fall. The total project would be
completed by fall 1989, McNamara

sand

Ground could be broken this sum-
mer, MceNamara said The project
awaits counly commission approval

cluding Ficano's proposal to house
three prisoners to a cell, are pend-

The county exceeded jal capacity
“83 percent of the time” last year,

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Rapes force women
to lock their doors

There is reason to be frightened in
Birmingham, Bloomfield Township.
West Bloomfield Township and
Farmington Hills

All these affluent communities
have attractive homes, well-kept
neighborhoods. shiny cars in the
driveway and one thing else a rapist
in their midst

Since April there have been nine
attacks in seven homes in a 16-
square-mile area bounded by 13
M:le, Maple, Farmington and Cran-
brook roads

It's impossible to say that the at-
tacker has always been the same
man, but the similarities are
frighteningly similar. He wears a ski
mask and carries a knife. He attacks
women in their home, once returning
to the same address to attack a sepa-
rate victim. He either gains entrance
to the home or surprisés women in
their garages. The victim has almost
always been alone. One exception: A
Farmington Hills attack in which
two women were raped.

IT'S FRIGHTENING to say that
the attacks appear to be both ran-

dom and calculated There appears
to be no common bond among the
vicims other than geography Al-
though the victims may be randomly
chosen. 1t is hard to believe that the
attacker ‘moves by chance By al-
ways catching the victims alone, he
most certainly stakes out his prey
beforehand ‘There is no way that
such knowledge cannot strike fear
into the hearts of women and those
who love them

The fear was evident in the people
and their anger at a community
meeting in Birmingham, last week
Officials prudently called the meet-
ing to offer information and advice
to a worried populace. But people
wanted more. They wanted someone
to do something. They wanted some-
one to catch this guy

HYATT EBY, a neighborhood ac-
tivist. said he had heard all this ad-
vice after the first rash of attacks in
Birmingham and Bloomfield Town-
ship last April No more advice, he
saild He wanted action He wanted
an arrest

Well, of course Everyone wants
an arrest. It s difficult to tell how
well the police are pursuing this
case But one thing 1s certain. Most
of us have an unrealistic idea of
what police can do They can investi-
gate crimes, they can locate known
felons, they can react to eyewitness
accounts. They can try to fight crime
by long-range efforts such as com-
munity awareness programs, in-
creased patrols and development of
neighborhood watches

But they can seldom stop a specif-
ic crime from happening. If you
can't stop an intruder from breaking
into your home or lurking in your ga-
rage. what makes you think a hand-
ful of police can?

Such talk does nothing to ease the
fear As one woman told me, “This is
Birmingham. We don’t even lock our
doors here.” They should be locked
now

A particularly umely dispatch
from my favorite conservative on
the national scene. the scholarly and
renowned Russell Amos Kirk, doctor
of letters, arrived in last week's
mail Its focus was upon the phrase
“original intent” as 1t pertains Lo
provisions of the US Constitution
drawn up i1n 1787 and raufied in
1788

The tumeliness stems from the
fact that just one week from today
the man who will be sworn in as an
assoclate justice of the Supreme
Court, Anthony Kennedy, has taught
constitutional law for 22 years at the
McGeorge -School of Law In Sacra-
mento, Calif

On the day Justice-to-be Kennedy
was confirmed by the U'S Senate,
97-0, his acceptance statement in-
cluded the sentence, “l am commit-
ted to the 1dea of the rule of law and
to the American constitutional sys-
tem "

I'll wager that pleased the Kirk
clan hving on top of Piety Hill in the
hittle town of Mecosta up in mid-
Michigan. This is why:

Crnitic, historian of ideas, biogra-
pher. novelist, political theorist, es-
sayist, Journalist, distinguished pro-
fessor, lecturer and debater, the
Plymouth-born Kirk has been in the
thick of intellectual controversies
for more than three decades.

He addressed the constitutional in-

tent issue 1n a recent lecture at The
Hertage Foundation in Washington,
DC, presenting and attempting
to answer - Lhese questions

“Are the provisions of the consti-
tutions binding in perpetuitly upon all
judges, unless those provisions
should be formally amended? What
latitude of interpretation should be
allowed to the Supreme Court? Are
there ascertainable original inten-
tions of the men who framed and ra-
tilied the constitution? If so, are
those intentions still applicable at
law, two centuries later?”

The verbatim copy of the lecture
runs 11 single-spaced pages and is
recommended reading for any stu-
dent of US. history. You possibly
could get a copy by writing Kirk at
Mecosta 49332 or The Heritage
Foundation, 214 Massachusetts Ave,
N E..

“If a reasonable attachment to the
written text of tho constitution

which does not mean a blinkered lit-
eralism at all umes - 1S not re-
tained or restored as the standard
for interpretation of the basic law of
the United States, we will be left
with a most unpromising alterna-
tive

“That alternative mode would be
the domination of American public
policy and much of American pri-
vate lhfe. by the impulses, preju-
dices, and ideological dogmata of the
mine justices of the Supreme Court.

“Those justices having received no
systematic preparation for serving
as a lund of oligarchy or council of
ephors, they would make many
blunders, some disastrous. They
have made a good many grave
blunders already over the past 40
years and more

“Their power to do mischief would
become almost infinite, their ability
to rule prudently would be improb-
able. In any event, such a scheme
would abolish the American democ-
racy and enfeeble both Congress and
the presidency, if the justices were
permitted to perpetuate their as-
sumption of haughty authority, pow-
er the courts of law never were in-
tended to exercise.

“But presumably the Supreme
Court would not be permitted to con-
tinue in this usurping of power. The
Congress and the executive force, if
pushed to the wall, have means for
repelling this judicial insolence.”

Senate race brings back some old, familiar faces

DEJA Vl,', the French say —
something already seen. -

That’s how the 1988 U.S. Senate
race is shaping up in Michigan.
Nearly all the candidates have been
around before.

Incumbent Democrat Don Riegle,
50, is seeking his third six-year term.
He has been in politics 22 years.

Riegle was 28 and working for-

IBM in New York State when he got
a call from the Republicans in Flint
recruiting him to run for the US.
House against incumbent John C.
Mackie.

That was in 1966, a Republican
landslide year in which Gov. George
W. Romney won re-election and car-
ried six Republican congressmen
with him. Romney appointed Bob
Griffin to the U.S. Senate, and Grif-
fin won a full term, defeating the
late G. Mennen Williams.

By 1970 Riegle was antsy to-run
against Sen. Phil Hart, but Republi-
can chieftains insisted on an or-
dained candidate — Lenore Romney.
She lost to Hart.

INCREASINGLY UNHAPPY with
the Nixon Administration on civil
rights, “the seeming contempt for
young people” and the lack of GOP
support he was getting. Riegle
switched parties in 1973.

In 1976 Hart was dying of cancer
and wouldn't seek a new term. Rie-
gle won the Democratic nomination.
The ~Republican he defeated was
Marv Esch, a fellow member of the
“class of '66. Six years later Riegle

"bested Phil Ruppe, a third member

of Romney's class of '66.

IN THIS YEAR'S Senate sweep-
stakes, one of the first announced
candidates was Bob Huber, 65, for-
mer mayor of Troy, state senator
and congressman. Huber has been
around, too. He made his first Senate
bid in 1970 — against Lenore Rom-
ney. He made his second Senate bid
in 1976 — against Esch.

Jim Elsman, a Birmingham law-
yer, is sgeking the GOP Senate nomi-
nation. At 51, Elsman is by no means
old, but he has been around, too.

In 1966 he was a Democrat and
got into the race against Socapy Wil-
liams and the late Detroit mayor,
Jerry Cavanagh.

By 1976 “Roots” was popular TV
and book fare, and ethnicity was
“in.”" So “Dutch” Elsman, as he was
now known, made another Senate bid

the one against Riegle and two
others.

Since then, Elsman did a party
switch and today is running as a
Robertson Republican

JIM DUNN, 45, hopped in last
week. In 1980 Dunn won a term in
the U S House in the old 6th District,
which stretched from Lansing to
Jackson. In 1982 the Democrats ad-
justed the boundary to exclude Jack-
son, where Dunn had spent a ton of
money, and include Pontiac. Dunn
lost.

Dunn made a US. Senate bid in
1984, but the Grand Old Party was
looking for another consensus candi-
date and ganged up to support for-
mer astronaut Jack Lousma unsu-
cessfully against Sen. Carl Levin

Dunn earned a reputation as a sav-
age primary campaigner. This year
he acknowledges “‘mistakes” and in-
tends to seek a higher road.

RIEGLE, HUBER, Elsman, Dunn,
deju vu.

The lone new face is Armand
Velardo, a tax lawyer from the east-
side suburbs. I didn't see him at the

recent Republican State Convention,

although I talked to a woman who'

talked to Gelardo on the phone and
swears he really exists

Don’t misread me. I'm not com-
plaining about seeing famihiar faces
in the campaign After all, I covered

all those contests. and

I'm still
around. :

FOOTNOTE: In his 1972 book O
Congress,” Riegle, then still a Re-
publican, wrote of his friendship
with a Texas congressman.

One step at a time,
he’s going straight

RUCE GOINS is dividing his
time these days between
classes at North Farming-
ton High School, swim

practice, his Farmington Hills home
and Straight. where he is in treat-
ment for drug abuse

The 17-year-old wryly admits that
his current lifestyle, in some re-
spects, is similar to living under
house arrest. He makes little to no
decisions about how his time is
spent. He needs writlen permission
to vary the schedule for even an
hour.

But step by step, he is given larger
amounts of responsibility, working
toward his graduation from Straight,
when he will hopefully be equipped
with the wherewithal to face a fu.
ture without drugs.

He refers to himself as “Mr.
Tough Guy,” or “a wild and crazy
man,” when he speaks of his life be-

fore entering the long-term therapy
in Straight last June.

Today, he says "I'm learning how
to have a good time.” Before, his
good times used to be more costly
and hardly enriching.

“I'd get the money. then get the
alcohol, then get drunk, then get
parancid and start watching the
clock because I had to sober up be-
fore 1 got home. Then I'd feel guilty
— or ashamed of some of the outra-
geous behavior. Then, in order to
deal with the embarrassment I'd get
high again.

“It wasn't fun. It was boring and
scary.”

WHAT GOINS describes is the vi-
cious cycle Straight finds common in
the 12- to 20-year-olds who come for
help to the Plymouth-based facility.

When Goins uses the word
“drugs,” he I3 talking about the en-
tire gamut of abused substances, in-
cluding alcohol. His ‘‘druggle
friends” are those who use (or used)

any of the substances, sometimes in
combination.

““My choice just happened to be al-
cohol. It was no trouble to buy. I was
buying it, or getting it, since I was
12. Last year in school. all I had
were druggie friends. Coming back
to school was hard. I think it was a
week before I even talked ‘to any-
body. Now. I have one straight
friend.” he said.

Goins is in phase 4 of the five-
phase therapy.

“Graduation day will come when
it comes,” he said. “I'll be here for as
long as it takes."

In phase 1, teens are removed
from their own home and school.
They live in foster homes, attend
school at Straight and receive inten-
sive counseling there.

They’re recovering
from a life of lunacy

When Sue Goins’ youngest child
was winding up his junmor year in
high school, she though her child-
rearing days were nearing an end.
But by the tuime he was a senior, she
was foster mother to a houseful of
teen-agers.

“I have five now and have been

teld I'll have another one next
week U she sad.
The teens have been removed

from their own homes and schools in
the first phase of drug rehabilitation
through Straight.

Her role as house mother is a re-
quirement of her son's treatment in
the Plymouih-based program, which
boasts a 70 percent success rate

“We have our ups and downs,” she
said of the teens who have come and
gone since last fall. “Some days. the
energy here is so high you can feel it.
Some days are down in the pits. But

“even on the dowsn days, I can see the

progress. | see some of them opening
up, blossoming like flowers."”

The house is run strictly accordmg
to Straight guidelines In many re-
spects, the parents of the recovering
teen are held to rules as rigid as
those laid down for those in treat-
ment, while each works their way
back from what Goins called “a life
of lunacy ”

THERAPY FOR teens and their
families runs parallel

“This week, we're attending class-
es In how to be rational. The teens
will be attending eight classes The
parents must attend three,” Goins
said

Sue and Gene Goins' “'life of luna-
cy" paralleled that of their 17-year-
old son, Bruce, even though Bruce

was drinking long before his parents

suspected that as Lhe cause of a lot
of irrational behavior.

Bruce was ullimately diagnosed
as a “functioning alcoholic,” which
takes a lot of manipulating and a lot
of clever lying and covering-up

An example of this were 24 hours
skipped from North Farmington
High School in one marking period
on such a selective basis that the
parents were never informed. Or
keeping up a just-barely-making-1t C
average to stay on the swimining

team, the only thing meaningful to -

him in school

Isolated incidents of discovered
lies, reckless driving, back talking or
no talking, a fist punched into a steel
locker, alcohol hidden in a shampoo
bottle and. ultimately, physical-vio-
lence brought Bruce to a round of
sessions in drug rehabilitation cen-
ters. with psychologists and psychia-
trists.

“Not one of them told me he was
addicted,” his mother said.

WHAT THEY told her was varia-
tions on the same theme.

“He was labeled ‘'incorrigible,” and
we were told to send him to military
school. We were told he had an atti-
tude problem. We were told he had
parents who were a little out of
touch with the times. and we should
soften up a bit with the curfew and
responsibilities.

“‘But whatever we did, nothing
changed ’

THE LIFE of lunacy hit its nadir
the day school was out last June a
party, the threat of an assault and
battery charge against Bruce, an at-
tempt by him to jump out of a sec-
ond-floor window, an attempt to cut
his arm and a call to the Farmington
Hills Police to break up a wild fight.

“I1 took three squad cars to do it.”
Sue Goins said.

Her next phone calls were to eve-
ry rehabilitation center she knew.
She connected up with Straight be-
cause It was the one that could give
her an immediate appointment

Sue Goins knew she would be teav-
ing their son at Straight, which 1s
part of the program. Bruce thought
he was going lo see another coun-
selor for more outpatient treatment,
which 1s also part of the program.

“(Gene went to indulge me. It was

nial He just couldn’t bring himself
to believe his son had a drug pro-
gram.” Sue said

“Bruce was scheduled to go to
swim camp that week, and after
tha!, he had a job as a camp swim
counselor The staff at Straight told
us that would have to wait or it was
going to be too late.

“The first time we_heard Bruce
say ‘l am a druggie, my hushand
cried. 1 felt nothing but re lef 1 was
rchieved because it was the first
glimmer of hope that we were final
ly guing to get some help ™

SUE AND Gene Goins spend a
minimum of two nights a week at
Straight, 42320 Ann Arbor Road,
Plymouth, in open meetings, classes,
discussion groups or rap Sessions,
“getting back our own personali-
ties,” she said.

“All of us changed through this
ume We were altering our behav-
iors for four years while this was
going on,” she said

And she sees a “100 percent turn-
about” Iin her son's self confidence
and self esteem’ :
