Its passage should help the Rouge River
cleanup effort, a campaign which until now has
often had to rely more heavily on community
spirit than cash.

That money, coupled with federal grants an-
nounced last month totaling nearly $35 million,
will go at least part of the way toward footing a
bill that is expected to reach $900 million.

PROPOSAL D authorizes Michigan to borrow
$140 million for state and local recreation proj-
ects, including repair and redevelopment of state
parks. It was approved by a more than 2-to-1
margin. :

Studies show that there are more
two-career couples and less leisure
time,” he said.

Although a it's unwilling to an-
nounce a start date, Prodigy has
rented office space in Bloomfield
Hills, Redford, Sterling Heights and
Ypsilanti. In Bloomfield Hills, the
firm'’s signed for a 2,200-square-foot
marketing office. Other office space
in Bloomfield Hills and the remain-
ing cities will house computer cen-
ters planned so subscribers access
the system through local telephone
calls,

Preening the Fox
Project director stars in theater’'s overhaul

future seats on the Fox Theater’s main floor,
stuck out of the gray painted concrete like
nails in an Indian mystic’s bed.

Workmen scurried everywhere on this Saturday
morning, bustling to complete additions, sanding and
painting to get the Fox ready for its grand reopening.
In the midst of it Adrienne Kaufman paused and
craned her neck to look at the architectural wonder
that was the Fox's domed ceiling.

“It really was an engineering feat for me to see
what we did in the attic,” she said. “We not only had
to reroof, we had to replace a deck that had rotted.”

She gazed at the ornate blue-green dome, with its
huge, jeweled brass chandelier suspended within, as
if seeing beyond it.

“We had to do a major suspended scaffolding job
({to replace the rotted roof with metal) in the attic,
from above the dome,” she said.

She would know. As project manager for Parlia-
ment Co., in charge of the massive overhaul of
plumbing, heating and electrical systems as well as

consession and bar additions, Kaufman has been in-
volved in almost every part of the restoration.

SHE PREPARED BUDGETS, bid parameters and
work schedules and awarded contracts as project
manager. She was responsible for seeing that subcon-
tractors and materials got to where they were sup-
posed to be on tlime.

It's a big job and one she obviously enjoys.

“[ love construction — it’s such an exciting busi-
ness and every project is different. There are always
new problems — very different, but very challeng-
ing."”

Kaufman showed off behind-the-scenes work, from
the attic to the basement, with prroprietary pride on
a recent tour of the theater.

In the attic, behind the concave bulge of the dome,
she pointed out where they’d had to replace the old,
cast-in-place gypsum roofing with metal.

Clambering up black, grill-work stairs and down
another set to get to the projection booth, she indicat-
ed where more plaster had to be repaired and re-
placed because of bad leaks and where another toilet
was added to the projection booth’s bathroom.

One of the six cameras left in the booth might be

original to the Fox’s heyday as a movie theater, she
speculated, but cameras aren't her specialty. The
newly restored Fox will showcase variety acts such
as the triple-treat Frank Sinatra, Liza Minelli, Sam-
my Davis show, opening Wednesday.

And thanks to Kaufman and her crews, the light-
ing, bathrooms, bars and all will be ready to serve
the theater-going public.

Much as she loves construction now, however, she
started out in another direction when she decided to
return to work. After taking time out from her teach-
ing career to start her family, she’d planned to go to
Lawrence Institute of Technology to get a master’s
degree in business administration. But the architec-
tural curriculum caught her interest.

Eventually, she determined her talents lay along
another line.

“1 struggled to come up with designs — [ wasn't
into that end of it," she said.

THE SOUTHFIELD RESIDENT talked with one
of her instructors about doing active construction
work and soon got a job with a roofing company.
After a year she went to Darin & Armstrong Inc,
(now Walbridge and Aldinger) where she worked for
more than four years.

she began coordinating the work of the trades and
the general contractors. Skills learned there brought
her to the attention of E¢ Cicero, president of Parlia-
ment.

“Adrienne handled the Saturn Engmkrmg and
Prototype project for us,” Cicero said. “She had to
interface with a lot of people — architects, consult-
ing engineers, Saturn people.”

Her skills at interpersonal communication as well
as coordinating the many facets of a construction
project transferred to the Fox project very well, he
said.

As a project manager, Kaufman said she's never.

felt any male animosity toward her because of her
sex. "If it was ever there, I don't feel it now. I'm a
person, not a woman, doing this job.”

Slender and dark-haired, she hardly looks eold
enough to have two sons in college, one of whom s
considering a career in engineering.

Shd doesn't know what her next project might be,
‘‘Bigger and better is hard to imagine.”

However, she added, "It's very fulfilling when you
can look at a project and say, ‘I built that.”

ARK BELTCHENKO
doesn’t make jewelry, he
creates wearable works
of art.

Delicate, diamond-flecked gold
crescents can be worn as pins, or re-
turned to their pedestal bases to be
displayed like miniature sculptures.

Likewise a free-flowing gold pen-
dant that, when set on its base. is
very reminiscent of British sculptor
Henry Moore's works — large, free-
flowing human figures.

Moore was the inspiration for the
pendant-sculpture, entitled
“Homage tc Henry Moore.” It re-
flects Beltchenko's background and
training In fine arts, and the philoso-
phy he tries to bring to his work at
Alexander Bongiorno's Gallery In
Somerset Mall, Troy.

“I'VE BEEN trying to do some-
thing over the past four years — to
bridge the gap between sculpture
and jewelry,"” Beltchenko said.

A native of Livonia who graduated
from Franklin High School in 1969,
Beltchenko Is primarily a painter
and sculptor. His jewelry- making
training was on-the-job experience.

“As a result, I felt that all the
jewelry 1 produce has to conform (to
fine arts standards),” he sald. i

The challenge, he explained, lies in
creating a plece that's not only visu-
ally bn\uced. but also physically

balanced: as in when it's being
viewed right side up as sculpture or
worn inverted like a pendant or pin.

“Most jewelry . . . has a flat or
back side in which a lot of things can
be hidden, or unfinished. These don't
have that,” he said.

The view has to be from 360 de-
grees, like any piece of sculpture.
There can't be any “dead spots.”

The diamond and gold crescent
pin and the pendant that Beltchenko
brought out were only two pieces
from his collection available at Al-
exander Bongiorno's Gallery.

Like works of art, each piece is
made in a limited, numbered edition
{10 each for the jewelry-sculptures),
with Beltchenko’s hallmark and the
gold content mark on the back.

“THE PIN (which was especially
made for his wife, and titled ‘Moons
and Mountains') could be made with-
out the dilamonds,"” he said.

The pin would run some $600.
Adding four or five .03 diamonds
would add another $200.

Another limited edition piece
avallable for special gift-giving in-
cludes one entitled “Mother.”

Set on a pyramid-shaped, bronze
base (patinaed to give it a green,
weathered look), it's a tribute to the
“anclent” profession of motherhood,
Beltchenko said with a smile.

A free form, like an ice cream
cone with one side open, it's of 14-
karat white gold with a black éul-
tured pear: resting on mother-of
pear] hackground.

Bridging an artistic gap

Prices for the jewelry-sculptures
range from $400 to §1,200.

But Beltchenko has come up with
another innovative and charming
jewelry form that's just as exciting
as a gift idea — the “Baby Rattle.”

“It's just a ‘catch’ phrase” for the
small, egg-shaped sculptures,
Beltchenko said with a laugh, but it's
an attempt to give them a little
more functionality — and whimsi-
cality.

He brought out three of the “rat-
tles"” to demonstrate.

“FRETS OF LIFE"” utilized a
length of ebony, formerly a violin
neck. Five {ine platinum wires simu-
lating a music staff curved up from
its base over a brass bridge just be-
low the small, silver, egg-shaped rat-
tle,

It also came with a base to be dis-
played, but, Beltchenko sald, it was
meant to be handled, as a rattle is.

“Jewelry has such a tactile quality
that's compounded with these pieces,
because of the combination of metai
and wood,” he said. “It's Important
(that they) be picked up.”

Another, titled “Lifecycle,” com-
posed of a silver walnut, bracketed
by a wishbone, and gripped handle-
like at the wishbone’s stem by an al-
mond, invites viewers to play with it.

They even rattle — and that's an-
other story. Even the inside of the
rattles contaln jewels.

“It's Greek folklore,” Beltchenko
said, "Wf babjes or children wear

coral beads it's a sign that luck will
be with them the rest of their lives."

The three rattles he displayed
were one-of-a-kind pleces he would
not duplicate, Beltchenko said. But
they are available to be bought, and
with others range in price from $473
(for one called “Lionhearted") to
$750.

A MORE TRADITIONAL jewelry.
form coming back into favor thl.r
season is the hair ornament.

Beltchenko's special creation was
combined with a special invention of
Alexander Bongiorno's to make it a
versatile plece of jewelry indeed.

A sweep of black onyx, it was de-
fined with lines of 14-karat gold wire.
and sprinkled with eight diamonds:
like dewdrops. But the dewdrops
were detachable, and unlike dew-.
drops, could be worn as earrings.

The earrings are a special Bon
glorno creation.

Glass ornaments bring old
world charm to holidays

AP — With brilliant, intriguing
splendor, antique glass Christmas or-
naments bring old-world charm to con-
temporary celebrations. Their spark-
ling surfaces captivate children and
rekindle nostalgia.

Kugels. colorful, reflective glass or-
naments, are distinguished examples.

According to Country Home maga-
zine, as collectors’ appreciation of an-
tique Christmas ornaments has
heightened within the past decade, the
demand for and price of mirrorlike.
thick glass ornaments has risen pro-
portionately. Today. kugels are among
the rarest. most expensive treasures in
ornament collections.

Kugels criginated as Christmas tree
ornaments in Lauscha, Germany. a
mountain village that dominated the
market for hand-blown Christmas or-
naments until World War II.

Through a unique combination of
chemistry and creativity, German
glassblowers and their families pro-
duced silvered glass balls in red, silver,
gold. blue, green and amethyst.

“THE LAUSCHA CRAFTSMAN
would melt the end of a hollow glass
rod until he created a molten tear—
shape.” said Phillip V. Snyder, histori-
an, collector and author of “The
Christmas Tree Book.”

“He'd blow into it very hard, turn-
ing the molten glass into a bubble of
some size.”

Before it was renowned for pro-
ducing Christmas ornaments, Lauscha
prospered as the major producer of
hand-blown glass beads. But in the
mid-1800s, Bohemian glassblowers
produced superior beads with a silver
nitrate solution that created a bril-
liant. mirrortike luster.

Lauscha had lost most of its bead
market until a creative Lauschan
chemist salvaged the town's economy
by duplicating the Bohemian silver
formula. He didn't limit its use to
beads but also applied the shiny solu-
tion to silver the thick walls of hand-
blown glass balls. “This type of object
had been made in Lauscha since at
least the 1820s,"" Snyder explains.
"Known as kugels, many of these orna-
ments previously had been silvered in-
side with lead or zinc to create a reflec-
tive effect.”

When the Bunsen burner was in-
vented in the 1860s, Lauscha crafts-
men were able to blow thinner bubbles
and. eventually, they perfected paper-
thin four-inch versions of the old,
heavy kugel, with figurative orna-
ments blown in molds.

BY THE TURN OF the century, or-
naments had become Lauscha's princi-

‘confused with large.

pal product and buyers for American
stores such as F.W. Woolworth made
regular trips to Lauscha.

Many collectors consider kugels ex-
pensive. But for some collectors of
German descent. the sentimental val-
ue of kugels often exceeds their cost.

In German, kugel means “‘round’ or
“sphere.” German antique enthusjast
James Shaner explains, but there dre
broad perspectives on the shapes of or-
naments classified as such.

As long as they bear the distinctive
brass cap. a variety of glass shapes
constitute kugels. These include thick
glass ovals, pear shapes and silvered
clusters of glass grapes.

Kugels have béen Jmanufactured in
thicknesses ranging from 1/8th to 3/
16ths of an inch, while othen highly
decorative ornaments are almost pa-
per-thin.

Except for versions p uced, prior
to the 1880s. kugels do not-have a
short pike or stem, a remnant of the
early blowing process. In later kugels,
the stem was cut off so that it was
flush with the ornament. ‘

i

THOUGH SOME sources describe
kugels more than a foot in diameter.
common examples average 3 to 5 inch-
es. Apparently, kugels are sometimes
shiny mercury
glass globes of similar construction.

Kugel reproductions also appear in
lightweight glass. “They’ve been cop-
ied and are coming in from the Orient
so be careful you're not being fooled,"
cautions Doris Reda, who frequently
travels to Germany to buy ornaments
for Bronner's Christmas Wonderland
in Frankenmuth. "You may note
they're lighter than kugels and the
Oriental ornament caps are different.”

Kugels are priced according to their
condition and rarity. Price is also influ-
enced by size, color, shape, decoration
and regional availability. Kugels usu-
ally sell for $50 to $150. Very rare ex-
amples may cost as much as $500.

Color influences value, with silver
and gold being the most common.
Green and blue are a little scarcer;
amethyst and red kugels are the
rarest. The caps should be in place,
but beware that an old brass cap has
not been placed on a newer lightweight
ornament.

These delightful glass ornaments
may be bought in all s=asons, particu-
larly in regions with large concentra-
tions of Germans. But kugels are usu-
ally easier to find around Christmas-
time, at antiques shows and shops,
doll and toy displays. auctions and
generally anywhere fine collectibles
can be found. They provide a charm-
ing link to Christmases past.

Stick it to cards or gifts — stickers
are easier than tape for fumbly fingers
— with sentimental wishes “God
Bless Us Everyone” or a jolly Santa
descending the chimney. “"Hope Your
Holidays Soot You," says ol' Saint
Nick.

‘What happens if you don’t have the
luxury of giving a present that fits into
a nice, even box? What if your gift is a
bulky, bumpy bottle or jar?

For bottle beautiful, cut a circular
piece of fabric — not paper — large
enough to gather around the throat of
the bottle. Stand the bottle in the cen-
ter of the circle, gather material
around the neck of the bottle, tie with
a bow. The fabric folds as gracefully as
an angel’s wings, where paper would
crease into hard lines.

FOR CHIC CYLINDERS. such as
a can of tennis balls, trace both ends of
the gift on wrapping paper. Cut out
circles and glue one to each end of the
gift. Cut a piece of paper the length
and girth of the gift. Center cylinder
on edge of paper, roll it up in paper
and tape.

For a ruffly Christmas jar, cut a cir-
cle of fabric five inches wider than the
diameter of the lid. Secure the fabric
over the lid with coordinating yarn or
ribbon.

_ it with material.

Looking for a simpler solution? Bag
it in bright, cheerily designed handle
or drawstring bags — just drop the

Leave the bag open, or seal it with a
sticker — no peeping until Christmas,
you know.

If you're a home baker, there are
plenty of helpers around to make sure
your'goodies__gre packaged to perfec-
tion and you don't run short of pans in
the kitchen. Lightweight foil pans for
brownies or fudge are paired with
ready-to-mail boxes festooned with
prancing reindeer. For giving the
neighbors a loaf of your famous cran-

berry/orange bread there are paper -

loaf pans designed to fit into decorated
boxes with convenient handles. Some
of these food packagings come with re-
cipe cards so you can share your holi-
day baking secrets.

Don’t forget the option of ever-use-
ful tins — not only for edibles, but also
for soaps and other gifts of fragrance.
The metal won't let the secret — or
the scent — out of the bag. No sniffing
until Christmas! .

If you're one of those folks who
hates to wrap gifts, take heart — near-
ly all major department stores offer
Christmas wrapping for a nominal fee,
and most malls have one or two wrapp-
ing huts set up somewhere on the
premises at Christmas time.

Once you've completed a raid on one
store, drop off your haul on your way
to the next. Your gifts from the first
store will come to Christmas life as
magically as Frosty the Snowman and
be waiting for you when you drop off
your bounty from the subsequent
store.

our important gifts, from toys to bicy-
cles — to, perhaps, diamonds.

According to “The Joy of Christ-
mas”’ by Helen Feingold and Mary Lee
Grisanti (Barron’s Educational Series
Inc.), the tradition of decorating
Christmas trees originated in Germa-
ny.

“Every parlor had a tree, and no
matter what the financial status, it
was decorated. Jewelry, pieces of mir-
ror, cotton, wool, even silver knives
and forks were used, as well as hand-
crafted ornaments. Then as now, col-
lections of ornaments were handed
down from one generation to another
and treasured.”

Years ago in the United States,
trees were decorated with edibles such
as apples, fruits, nuts, marzipan, cook-
ies, strings of cranberries and popcorn.
Soon, though, elaborate ornaments
from Europe came into vogue.

“THESE WERE handcrafted of
embossed cardboard, tin, wax and
glass — molded, blown and spun,” say
Feingold and Grisanti. “They came in
myriad shapes and sizes, silvered in-
side and with painted decorations out-

side. Glass bead and tinsel ropes be-
came popular, as well as cotton wool
for snow, paper ornaments from Japan,
and papier-mache objects.

“Glass ornaments, and, later, mold-
ed light bulbs were made in every
shape: Santa Clauses, reindeer, angels,
pine cones, grapes, drums, fruits and
vegetables, houses, animals, trumpets,
bears, violins, birds with hangers or
clipons for fastening to the tree
branches. ;

“With tinsel comes the legend that a
spider wove webs over a tree and,
when it was blessed by Christ, the
webs turned to silver. Bells are for re-
joicing on this happy occasion. Lights
are for joy and faith. The star at the
top of the tree represents the Star of
Bethlehem, and angels are, of course,
the heavenly hosts proclaiming the
birth of Christ.”

Holiday decorating often begins
with the tree. Designers who create
stratagems for the White ‘House tree
often carry the theme to other orna-
mentation as well. One year it was
pretty plaid bows all over the tree. The
same plaid was used on gift boxes and

Shiny. silvery tinsel garlands come
in many colors, including red, green,
blue. gold. silver, white — and combi-
nations of colors.

Bead garlands resemble ropes ?l
popcorn and cranberries. They come in
gold, silver, white and red; some have
a metallic finish, others are clear or
translucent.

Vine and wreath garlands in elegant
white and gold, or decorated with
woodsy pine cones, apples and berries,
lend a touch of opulence to your tree.

Place shiny ornaments, such as
glass balls and mirrors, near the tree
lights. Reflections will multiply the
brightness.

Put tiny, fragile ornaments closer to
the top of the tree, at adult eye level
and out of the reach of curious little
hands. Larger ornaments go lower,
where the added weight is supported
by bigger branches.

The icing on your tree is icicles. Tra:
ditionally, these are made of shreddgd
silver foil. but many colors are avail-

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Cookbooks make good holiday gifts

The cookbooks geared for holiday
gift giving are rolling into the book
shops and overwhelming most of us.

Christmas traditions — both past and
present — at special city and commu-
nity celebrations throughout America.

They’ll enjoy imagining what it was
like to live in the “‘old country’ — and
they'll realize that Christmas has
meaning that extends far beyond their
own community.

These thumbnail descriptions of
customs from around the world come
from “The Joy of Christmas” by Helen
Feingold and Mary Lee Grisanti (Bar-
ron's Educational Series Inc.):

In Ireland a big., thick candle is
placed on the sill of the most conspicu-
ous window in the house. The young-
est child usually lights it, and it
stands as a beacon of welcome to any

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travelers, who, like Joseph and Mary,
may be in need of shelter.

In Scotland, the first person to enter
a house on New Year's Day brings ei-
ther good or bad luck. All women are
presumed to bring bad luck (this trad-
ition i< not for feminists), as are flat-
footed people or people who squint.
The best “first foot” is a handsome,
dark-haired (in some districts, fair-
haired) stranger.

In Germany, where Christmas trees
and the melodic “O Tannenbaum'
originated, Christmas presents are
supposed to be from the Christ Child
himself, usually dressed in long, white
robes with golden wings.

In Austria, people throw molten lead
into the snow on New Year's Eve. The
future can supposedly be foretold in
the shapes the lead suddenly assumes.

In Italy, as in most Roman Catholic

countries, Christmas
Feast of St. Nicholas on Dec. 6 and
culminates most impressively on
Twelfth Night, the Feast of the Epi-
. phany. Families set up a presepio. or
manger; some are incredibly elaborate
and have hundreds of figures. All the

churches display them as well, and vie -

with each other for the grandest.

France, also, is noted for its beauti-
ful creches + mangers — filled with
exquisite figurines that tell the Christ-
mas story. French children put out
their shoes to be filled with goodies by
Father Christmas. In Alsace, there is
goose; in Brittany, buckwheat pan-
cakes and sour cream; in Paris, oysters
are popular.

In the Scandinavian countries, there
is the saying. "Christmas lasts' a
month.” Here Christmas begins on St.
Lucia's Day. when the youngest

daughter, dressed as Lucia, the patron
saint of the blind, opens her parents’
bedroom door at dawn wearing in her
hair a wreath with burning candles.
She brings them breakfast in bed. a
warm assortment of special St. Lucia's
buns and cakes.

In Sweden, the main family meal be-
gins with a smorgasbord, followed by
sun-dried cod in cream sauce. Then
there is ham. and finally rice pudding.
inside of which is hidden a whole al-
mond. Whoever gets the almond, ac-
cording to tradition, will be married
before the end of the year.

In Mexico. families travel, like Mary
and Joseph. to each other’s homes.
They are welcomed with prayers —
and then a party. The high notes of
these parties are the famous pinatas
— papier-mache animals filled with
toys and candies. These are suspended

from the ceiling while blindfolded chil-
dren try to crack them open with bats.
Mangers are popular in Latin Ameri-

ca; in Costa Rica. the manger may fill

a whole room, not just one corner. In
Panama, the nacimiento is very elabo-
rate and includes trees, grass and
waterfalls.

In Argentina, Christmas dinner is

outdoors on the veranda. and the table’

is decorated with roses and jasmine.
The main course is cold roast turkey

or chicken. On Twelfth Night, Argen- *

tinians leave fresh water outside their
doors for the Wise Men's caméls; they
have come a long way. and they no
doubt are quite thirsty.

In Ghana, as in other Christianized
countries in Africa. the celebration is
traditional but with an indigenous fla-
vor — there are fireworks and fufu, a
dish of pounded yams.

able. Drape the strands over the tips
of the branches.

HANDMADE ORNAMENTS are
treasures that greet you with memo-
ries, year after year. Making them is
inexpensive and fun for the entire fam-
ily. String popcorn and cranberries for
a homemade red-and-white garland. Or
ask each friend who stops by to create
an ornament — keep a basket of red
glass balls, sequins, glitter, fabric and
glue under the tree.

Save whole egg shells by piercing
each end of the egg and blowing the
contents in a dish. Decorate the shells

with designs from Christmas cards, us-

ing indelible-ink pens.

Thread the holes in each with yarn
or string so it can be hung on the tree.
(Because blown eggs are fragile, it's a
good idea to dip them in a clear plastic
craft glaze. This adds durability as
well as a glossy finish.)

Make a claylike dough from flour
and salt (4 cups flour, 1 cup salt, 114
cups warm water); roll it out like pie
pastry to a thickness of ¥ inch. Cut
out shapes with cookie cutters. Place
on aluminum foil on cookie sheet: in-

sert ornament hangers. Bake in a mod-
erate oven until hard (45 minutes to
an hour).

When cool, decorate the ‘‘cookies
with acrylic paint. These are ready for
the tree as is; however a clear craft
glaze will help preserve them.

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Cooking in clay

Gift appeal prompted by a culinary revival

OOKING IN CLAY is without
a doubt the second oldest culi-
nary method, exceeded in an-
tiquity only by roasting meat
on a stick over an open fire.

Clay cookware is experiencing a re-
vival, mainly attributed to once-again
popular “‘comfort food,” which finds us
enjoying blade-cut chuck roasts, chick-
ens and fish, cooked slowly to tender-
ize and keep in the moisture.

Although not as readily available on
the market as it once was, clay cook-
ware can be found in most kitchen
stores and houseware retailers. But
_ those of us who once enjoyed the fla-
vorful treats from cooking clay can
still find them boxed carefully in the
fruit cellar. hiding behind the ice
cream maker and electric knife.

Like the aforementioned classics,
clay cookware will never — and let me
emphasize NEVER — go out of style.
It will continue to mosey in and out,
experiencing a short-lived resurgence,
only to return to the cellar and base-
ment of the eclectic kitchen collector.
Clay cookware is similar to a paisley
tie: If you hold onto it long enough, it's
bound to become popular again.

If you have forgotten just how well
these clay beauties perform, all you
need to do is simmer up a pot of chick-
en and vegetables or the toughest cut
of pot reast you can find and follow
the manufacturer’s directions.

Classic unglazed clay will need to be
soaked in water for at least one hour
before being placed in a cold oven. The
water retained in the clay walls allows
your clay not just to steam, but to trap

in and hold all the aromas and flavors.
Glazed cookware, similar to the bread-
pot and steamer shown, need not be
soaked and can be put to work imme-
diately after a generous wiping of oil to
retard sticking.

THE GLAZED POTS available
nowadays are definitely more “gifty,"
but the serious cook will be able to ap-
preciate the extraordinary tastes and
textures derived from this type of
cooking.

The Yunnan Steampot, also shown,
with the center steam chimney, sits
upon a boiling saucepan filled with the
cook’s choice of liquid. Cutup chicken,
vegetables and rice turn out better
than finger-lickin’ good when using
this clay steamer. Again, the only
problem with the Yunnan steamer is
locating one. Check the Oriental sup-
ply stores in the area or artists who
work with clay. Not only will you have
a unique and healthy cooking vessel,
but also a work of art to proudly dis-
play in the kitchen.

For the diet-conscious, clay cook-
ware is a god-send, mainly because you
can cook with little or no oil. It tender-
izes meats and does wonder to fish and
a few herbs, not relying on calorie-la-
den sauces.

Clay cookware should be washed by
hand, not placed in the dishwasher,
mainly because of its breakability. Al-
ways follow the manufacturer’s or art-
ist's recommended cleanmg and using
procedures.

‘That’s Mine’ line
debuts at show

F YOU had published eight
books and had been published
in several national magazines,
if you had won awards for

stitchery, painting, and soft sculp-
ture, if you had been president of the
Birmingham Women Painters and
the Detroit Women Writers, if you
had been commissioned to create not-
quite-life-size stuffed bears for a chil-
dren’s library, and a quilt out of a
lifelong collection of a man's ties (all
gray}, what would you do next? '

Well, if you're Carolyn Vosburg
Hall you'd go into the furniture busi-
ness. ‘

Not that North Carolina has any-
thing to worry about. It’s children's
furniture that Hall is designing,
spurred by granddaughter Hattie
Sproud's need for a stool to stand on
while she brushed her teeth.

"“Three-year-olds just can’t reach
the sink,” says Hall who lives in Bir-
mingham. "I had always loved wood-
working, even while studying at

Cranbrook. After all, both my father
and grandfather were carpenters, sol
come by it naturally. As an under-
graduate, I had made a child-sized
stool. As the mother of three chil-
dren, I had made them toys and blan-

kets, and I know what kids need. I

decided to make a stepstool for Hat-
tie.”

The first version had sitting-bunny
sides: the erect ears acted as grab-
ontos for little hands. There were two
steps, ‘. .. but” her feet went
through the space between the steps,
so I had to add a kickboard. Little
children have a tendency to stand at
the very edge of a stair, causing the
stepstool to tip foreward, so I broad-
ened the bunnies’ base. Then we
found that the piece slid on the bath-
room's tile floor, so I added a rubber
strip to the bottom.” .

In other words, every ‘“That’s
Mine” piece is grandchild-tested
while it's in the development stage.

HALL CONTACTED FRIEND
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and professional woodworker Glen
Elvig of St. Cloud, Minn. Elvig had
been a neighbor and a childhood
friend of Hall's son Randy before
moving with his family to St. Cloud.
His interest in art had developed
while he and other neighborhood
youngsters had “hung out’ at Hall's
studio. “Unlike their mothers, 1
didn’t care if my house was neat or
not, so they liked to come here,” Hall
recalled.

“Once the stepstool was finished, I
had got into the spirit of the thing,
and other pieces came to mind. It
seemed to me that they had commer-
cial potential. Glen and I had kept in
touch over the years, so it was natural
for me to contact Glen and talk to him
about making the pieces.”

“The Pieces'' are collectively known
as the Pet Set. They include: an ele-
phant table. a baby elephant bench, a
toadstool (sides are frogs), a teddy
bear chair and the bunny stepstool.
Each piece is scaled to fit the small
child.

Collaboration at a distance can be
complicated . . . .
