Amoco Corp. has hired aa engi- 
oeeriog firm to determine to what 
extent fuel oil from a leaky tank has 
contaminated groundwater and soil 
in downtown Plymouth.

Doug's Plymouth Standard at Ann 
Arbor Trail and Main Street is 
leased from Amoco.

Neyer, Tiseo & Hindo Ltd. of 
Fannington Hills recently drilled 
about a dozen l&-foot wells at the 
gas station, in the Mayflower Hotel 
parking lot across Main Street and 
near the office building and May-. 
flower Meeting House next to the 
station.

Teat results will be available after 
the first of the year, said David 
LeClerc, Neyer, Tiseo & Hindo geol­
ogist.

Amoco’s underground tank, used 
to store beating oil, was removed 
several years ago. However the es­
caped No. 2 fuel oil was left un­
touched.

AMOCO IS doing the testing at the

request of Ralph Lorenz, owner of 
the office building and Mayfloww 
Meeting House.

Lorenz’s tenants over the years 
have complained about fuel oil odors 
and health problems they suspected 
were associated with birthing the 
fumes.

The Observer is among Lorenz’s 
tenants. In the early 1980s, the 
Wayne County Health Deparbnent 
to(dc air samples at the newspaper’s 
request The department said inhal­
ing the fumes ci^d cause headaches 
and nausea, but that they did not 
present a heialth hazard.

Lorenz said several thousand dol­
lars have been spent “Just piddling 
around. We haven’t even scratched 
the surface.”

“We’ve had to replace several 
sump pumps (underneath the crffice 
building)” said Lorenz, who in­
stalled fans in the baaosent to get 
rid of the odor. “The problem la that 
that's tbO point of entry.

Waivers routinely are granted to 
get people into the Army, but those 
who plead responsible for mis- 
demeuxus can never serve in mili­
tary Intelligence or as military po­
lice, Hopson said.

Robert Sefaumaeba', production 
manager at Howmet, said some 
complaints are seasonaL ariaing 
when people spend more time out­
doors and open windows in spring.

OTHER (XMPLAINTS have sur­
faced recently.

“We have outside storage. We 
tried to organize that before the 
snow falls,” Schumacher said. 
“We’ve erected a few sound barriers. 
We understand we’ve got to work 
andco-ezisL”

Howmet is operating an outside

storage area without necessary ap­
provals, said James Anulewlcz, 
township planning director.

“It’s not appropriate adjacent to 
residents,” Anulewlcz said. “We’ll 
work with them on outside uses.”

Tbe plant en9ompasses about 
120,000 square feet.

Both Anulewlcz and Clint Stroebel, 
tbe township’s code enforcement of­
ficer, said they’ve received few com­
plaints about noise at Howmet re­
cently.

Police haven’t given up on finding 
who killed Mark Stebbins, Jill Robin­
son, Kristine Mlhellcb and Timothy 
King.

Although the Oakland County Task 
Force closed its doors at the former 
Valley Woods School in Beverly Hills 
exactly 10 years ago today, l o ^  po­
lice u y  th ^ re  still following up on 
tips te 'ftnd the-so-caHed^Oakiafld 
C ^ ty  child kUler.

A new book, “Wolf in Sheep’s 
Clothing" by Tommy McIntyre, de­
tails the s t ^  of the investigation 
Into the abductions and mnrders-tbat 
shocked the entire county. And po­
lice officials who were involved in 
the task force say they can only hope 
readers may be spumd to renoem- 
ber some detail or tip to help them 
solve the cases.

"In all honesty,” said Jerry Tobi­
as, Franklin’s deputy police chief, “I 
don’t think a day goes by that I don’t 
think about it  It’s there. It’s still 
open. It’s unflniahed business. It 
won’t be (closed) until there’s an an­
swer.”

’The investigation is continuing "In 
greater depth than people realise,” 
Tobias said. He regularly checks out 
tips on the cases from the Michigan 
State Police office in NorthvUle.

MCINTYRE STAR’TED with six 
cardboard file boxes filled with 
memos, newspaper clippings and 
other information that Robertson 
gave him. ’The reporter then taped 
30 hours of interviews with officers 
invdved in the case. Robertson 
served as technical adviser, review­
ing the chapters as they were fin-

racy, since much of the dialogue had 
to be re-created.

"It was a real help knowing these 
people as well as I did because I 
knew bow they thought. And Robert­
son said I was right on,” McIntyre 
said from his home office.

’Tbe book is a compelling tale. Its 
331 pages are condensed from the 
original 576 pages that took McIn­
tyre five years to complete.

He’s quick to point out that the 
book Isn’t too detailed about the vic­
tims, only the investigation. McIn­
tyre said be contacted ’Ilmothy 
King’s parents. “They declined to be 
interviewed. ’They weren’t that hap­
py that we were even resurrecting 
this thing,” McIntyre said.

Despite the bitter mennories, the 
book reveals several heretofore un- 
publiclaed details about the investi­
gation.

ONE OF ’THE noost Interesting is 
the fact that while King was still 
listed as missing, dilef assistant 
county prosecutor Richard Thomp­
son signed a memo authorising po­
lice to stop and search cars on the 
road after midnight Although tbe 
searches were illMal, It w u  a risk 
the police took, and a secret tbe nae- 
dia kept, McIntyre said.

"Everybody pulled out all tbe 
stops. Tm never seen so much ooop- 
eratloa with the media. Nobody vio­
lated that,” Mdntyre said.

Tbe media, whkh crawled all atm  
the invsstlgatloii, also caused prob­
lems, McIntyre said. For laistoace, 
one mahi suspect was a Farmlagtea 
Hills priest who was convicted of 
mnlsstlng two young boys.

Nearly 10 percent ol tke 400 uni­
versities surveyed had increased lao- 
guap requirements between 1903- 
1907.

Local school olllclals agree that 
languap study la Increasing. They 
say tke increase is because educa­
tors have toughened core require­
ments and because ol business sector 
demands for employees who can 
!>peak foreign languages while on 
overseas tours of duty.

Here is a status report of language 
study at local colleges and universi­
ties;

MADONNA COLLEGE: Madonna, 
which has about 4,000 undergraduate 
students, does not require language 
study either for admission or for 
graduation. But Sister Martinez, who 
heads the Livonia-based college’s 
foreign language department, said 
the school has put together a task 
force to study toughening core re­
quirements, including more lan­
guage study.

“I really think foreign languages 
will be on the upswing. I really do,”

PoUik, AtBsricM sign I

“Wa had a Unguap raquirsmaBt 
years ago, but Madonna foUowad tka 
trend la rp r univaralttaa and 
dropped tke requiiamaat la tke Uta 
seventies,” said Sister Martlnes.

SCHOOLCIlArT COLLEGE: Ac­
cording to associate dean Lawranca 
Ordowskl, who beads overseais lan- 
guap study at tke sckooL there is no 
l a n ^ p  requirement at tke Livo­
nia-based community college.

"But we have experienced a 
growth in languap stwfy. It’s been a 
dramatic turnaround,” said Or­
dowskl.

In 198S-M, 302 students took lan­
guage courses. The next year it was 
271. And in 1987-«a, tke figure 
climbed to 314, an Increase of 55 
percent in two years.

The school offers classes in 
French, German and Spanish, with 
the largest growth coming in Span­
ish.

There are about 8,500 full- or part- 
time students at the school.

Ordowskl credited increased deal- 
inp  between American firms and 
overseas businesses for much of the 
resurgence in language study. “Peo­
ple investing time in foreign Ian-, 
guages now will have a step up in 
business. They will be immediately 
employable.”

Senate dilutes  
libel defense bill

The Michigan Senate, in a series of 
unrecorded votes, diluted a House 
bill strengthening newspapers’ de­
fenses in libel suits.

^ Senate changes came during a 
“committee of the whole” sessicm in 
which roll calls are unrecorded.

Action came during the Legisla­
ture’s final days as a floodtide of leg­
islation was passed.

“We’re ahead of where we were,” 
said Robert H. Giles, vice president 
and executive editor of the Detroit 
Nqw*. But oeftber be nor Herscbel 
Fink, attorney for the Detroit Free 
Press and WXYZ-TV, was entirely 
happy with the outcome.

”A weak compromise,” said David 
Maurer, president of the Michigan 
Associated Press Broadcasters Asso- 
cidtion.

HOUSE BELL 4392, sponsored by 
Rep. William Bryant, R-Grosse 
Points Farms, was written to re­
store Michigan law to where it was 
Before a 1986 state $lupreme Court 
ruling in the case of David Rouch vs. 
the ^ t t l e  Creek Enquirer.

Prc-1988 law u s^  the "malice” 
rule: An untruth must have been 
published with the knowledge that 
the Information was false, or with 
reckless disregard , as to whether it 
was false.

But the Supreme Courr applied a 
new standard. Rouch could collect 
merely by showing negligence, not 
malice, when the ^ u i r e r  reported 
his arrest. (Roach was releaa^ and 
never arraigned on a rape charge.)

Sen. Rudy Nichols, R-Waterfo(d, 
chairman of the Senate Judiciary 
Committee, supported Bryant’s bill 
restoring the “malice” standard. His 
committee reported It to tke full 
Senate. It was fought by Sen. Rkb- 
ard Fessler, R-Cominerce, returned 
to Nichols’ panel and reported out 
again.

THE SENATE, in committee Of 
the whole, adopted an amendment 
by Sen. Vern EUers, R-Grand Rap­
ids, to give the press half a loaf;

•  Public figures would have to 
prove “malice.”

•  Private individuals like Rouch 
would only have to prove “negli­
gence.”

(Ehlers’ amendment was a revi­
sion of an earlier amendment of­
fered by Fessler.)

Next the Senate gave the [wess a 
quarter-loaf back, adopttag an 
amendment 7)y Sdbate majority 
leader John Elngler, R-Mount Pleas­
ant. Engler’s amaxtanent allowed 
private individuals to sue only for 
such “economic” damages as loss of 
business, loss of wages and attorney 
fees. It would not allow such “actu­
al” damages as loss of reputation, 
humiliation and emotional distress.

Fink, the Free Press attorney, 
called the Engler amendment “help­
ful in that it limits damages strictly 
to economic ones.”

MORE CRITICAL of the measure 
was Mike Lloyd, Grand Rapids Press 
editor.

Lloyd said some newspapers omit 
the names of people arrested for 
crimes until t ^  have been ar­
raigned in court This leaves readers 

■ to wonder whether their friends or 
neighbors were the ones charged.

“The function of the preks in in^ 
mor control would be lost” said 
Lloyd.

Alter the Supreme Court ruling in 
1988, the Rouch case was re-tried in 
C a lb ^  County Circuit Court where 
a jury awarded him | 1  million in 
non-economlc damages. Gannett Co., 
owner of the Enquirer, has taken the 
decision to the state Court of 
Appeals.

State lags in foreign language study
AP — A larger pmentage of 

Michigan’s junior and senior high 
school students are studying foreign 
languages than two years ago, but 
the state still lags behind the rest of 
the country, a new report shows.

A report given to the Michigan 
Board d  Educatloa last month said 
19.4 percent of Michigan high school 
studuta were enrolled in language 
classes in the 1988-87 school year, up 
from 17.5 percent two years earlier. -

”I wouldn’t take the repwt and 
say we’re doing great. That isn’t the 
case. There is an increase, hut we 
are far from where we should be, far 
below the national average, far be­
low the states around us,” said 
(jeorge Mansour, author of the re­
port and chairman of the Romance 
and classical languages department 
at Michigan State University.

Michigan’s role in intonattonal 
trade meam the state’s students 
should have a higher rate of lan­
guage study than other states, be 
said.

MANSOUR SURVEYED Michi­
gan’s 888 school districts on foreign 
language instruction in 1984-88 for 
the state Board of Education and 
then repeated the survey two years 
later to see if the picture had im­
proved.

In 1984-85, 29 percent of students 
nationwide were taking forrign lan­
guages compared to 17.5 percent in 
Michigan, he said. In 1988-^, the na­
tional average bad risen to 24.8 per­
cent compared to 19.4 percent in 
Michigan, he said.

Mansour said while the percen­
tages increased, the number of stu­
dents in grades 7 through 12 taking a

foreign language fdl from 130,404 in 
1984-85 to 114,838 two years later.

Elementary school enrollment in 
foreign language classes increased 
from 9,789 students to 10470 during 
the same period, he said.

THE STATE should fiU a foreigD 
language specialist poaltlon that has 
been vacant In the Department of 
Education so someone can spear­
head foreign language study, be said.

Bemls said the state already en-

couraga foreign language inatmc- 
tion by devoting part of its federal 
block grant funds to districts that 
want to Improve in that area.

But be sdd it’s impractical to ex­
pect foreign language to be available 
throughout the state.

”It’s a tough call. If you get into 
an area where you have a limited 
population, it gets very difficult to 
offer a fo«irth year of a language or 
a third year or any language at all,” 
be said.

For financial reward and Job se­
curity, Crusoe would recommeod 
college bound students coosldar get­
ting into highly technical fields.

"Mast Job demand Is in the highly 
technical fields — engineering, 
finance, allied health, accounting — 
they are the strongest lo financial 
reward but the hardest academical­
ly.”

Crusoe thinks parents of high 
school and even elementary school 
students should push their children 
into science and math classes In­
stead of letting them opt for easier 
courses.

The tan appeara in different parts 
of the aky at different Umea of the 
year. Remember where the aun was 
rising back in June? It w u rising at 
ita farthest north of east and letUng 
north of west.

The days were long and warm, 
and we had summer. The difference 
in the sun’s poaiUoa is not due to any 
movement on the part of the tun. In­
stead it’s due to the Ult of Earth’s 
axis of rotaUon.

WE ORBIT around the sun, but 
our axis is Ulted 23 5 degrees It just 
happens to be pointing toward a star 
named Polaris, the North Star.

In summer, when the North Pole 
of the earth is pointed toward Polar­
is, it is tiled 23.S degrees toward the 
sun as well. Six months later, the 
oarth is on the opposite side of the 
sun.

The North Pole is still aimed 
toward Polaris, but now it Ults 23.5 
degrees away from the sun. ’There­
fore the sun appears in a different 
part of the sky.

’The moment when the earth 
reaches the point in its orbit, where 
the North Pole is at the greatest tilt 
away from the sun, is the exact 
moment of winter — at least (or the 
Northern Hemisphere.

When the North Pole is tilted

skywatch
away from Um sun, the South Pole is 
tilted toward it  We may be facing 
the start of winter, bnt for people 
south of the equator it’s the start of 
summer.

IF IT WERE not for the tilt of 
Earth, there would be no change of 
seasons. If the earth’s axis were 
straight up and down, everyone 
would have March-type weather 
year-round. ’That may not be bad if 
you live in the tropics, but it would 
be awful in M ic h ig a n !

’The month’s second meteor show­
er reaches its maximum on the 22nd. 
’This is the Ursid noeteor shower. 
This shower is nowhere near as im­
pressive as the Geminid shower. An 
average of only 15 meteors per hour 
can be expected.

Pull moon occurs at 12:29 a m. on 
Dec. 23. It is located opposite the 
sun, as seen from the earth, and is 
fully lighted. 'Tbe moon will rise in 
the northeast on the evening of Dec. 
22 as the sun sets in the southwest, 
be visible all night, and set in the 
northwest as the sun rises in the 
southeast on Dec. 23.

'The December full moon will be 
the “highest” in the sky (or the en­
tire year. Because the sun is low in 
the sky in December and the full 
moon is always opposite the sun, the 
full moon will be high in the sky 
around midnight in the constellation 
Gemini.

TO THE NORTH Oeft) of the 
moon, on the evening of Dec. 23, are

the “twin” stars Castor and Pollux. 
Each one repreasota a "haad" of one 
twin. On the next night, two boon 
after sunaet. Castor (the upper atar), 
Pollux arid the moon form a straight
lilM .

If you are up before sunrise on 
Dec. 25, look in the southeast for Ve­
nus. It passes about six degrees 
above and to the north (left) of Ao- 
tares (an TAR ees), the “heart” of 
Scorpius.

Saturn is in conjunction with the 
sun on Dec. 26. It is located behind 
the sun, as seen from the earth, and 
is not visible.

Face the east-northeast around 
10:15 p.m. on Dec. 26 and look for 
the moon. It is making its second 
pass through Leo this month. ’The 
star Regulus is about five degrees 
below the moon.

On tbe next night, at about the 
same time, you’ll find tbe moon five 
degrees below Regulus. ’The move­
ment of the nooon, from Just one 
night to tbe next, is very obvious 
when compared to tbe position of a 
bright star.

'n e  moon is at last quarter phase 
at 11:57 p.m. on Dec. 31. It is in Vir­
go, approaching Spica.

Wilcox announced recently that a partnersmp 
formed three years ago to build condominiums 
on the site has been dissolved.

The property is zoned commercial but we 
would not Uke to see a strip mail or video store 
sprout up on this valuable and visible piece of 
downtown.

We would prefer some sort of residential de­
velopment even though the previous efforts for a 
condominium project were unsuccessful.

A design that incorporates the new develop­
ment with existing buildings would go a long way 
in preserving the small-town atmosphere that 
exists downtown.

School finance
Fair funding is key to reform
IT SHOULD come as no surprise that Gov. 

James Blanchard’s last-minute school re­
form proposal crashed and burned during 
the waning hours of the legislative session. 

After aU, the last 20 years have produced no so- 
Iptlons to one of the state’s most pressing prob­
lems.

But that doesn’t reduce the crisis, nor the se­
rious ramifications in store for the entire state if 
state govemnoent leaders continue to flounder in 
t l t ^  sometimes half-hearted attempts to square 
the way in which public schools are funded.

The need for a solution should be obvious for 
noany reasons, but here are the main two:

•  One, the quality of a child’s education is too 
dependent on his or her address, or rather the 
w ^ t h  of property in that child’s school district. 
Some dMricts can spend alnoost $7,000 per child, 
others barely $2,000. That inequity is not neces­
sarily rdlective of the willingness of district res­
idents to tax themselves. Mzmy districts in af­
fluent areas with more money per.pupll actually 
have a lower school tax rate than do poorer dis­
tricts.

•  Two, in the face of such glaring unfairness, 
it la only a matter of time before courts are 
i ^ e d  to Intervene where the state l^islature 
has failed. Such observers as Bloomfield Hills 
Sup^tendeiA  Robert Docking and state Rep 
Ju ^ th  Mlllw, R-Birmingham, have predicted 
that the matter will ultimately be settled in the 
courts. State Sen. Daniel DeGrow, R-Port Huron, 
says be expects a numbo' of state school districts 
to soon file S fedo-al court lawsuit to challenge 
the sdwol finance plan as a violation of equal 
protection. The danger here is that the court may 
orda* a dramatic, ham-handed approach that 
c ^ d  equalise spending at the expense of 
wealthier d ii^c ts , thus lowering the overall 
State of public education in Michigan.

llie  solution isn’t easy, but it is Imperative 
that a fair, reasoned, effective plan be adopted 
M o re  the courts are forced into the gsme. 
H m ’s bow 8ud> a solution can be reached, 
i •  Stop the finger pointing. Some blame the

tV9 nec0»9sry that lawmaker* 
recognize the Importance of 
having a atrong public education 
ayatem and the fairneaa of 
equalizing educational 
opportunitlea for all our children.

Michigan Education Association for the inaction, 
others say it is the state chamber of commerce 
that puts up the roadblocks. It is high time that 
leaders of political parties quit trying to win po­
litical points (and gubernatorial elections) and 
Instead show their cooperative leadership abili­
ties by emphasizing to all interested parties the 
importance of a fair, reasonable solution.

•  Quit confusing property tax reform with 
school aid funding. The two are definitely relat­
ed, but it is inviting disaster to sell one as the 
solution to the other. Gov. Blanchard’s proposal 
did move a longstanding issue off dead center, 
but it seemed far too concerned with reducing 
property taxes with a shift to sales tax and far 
too vague on reducing the spending disparity 
among schools.

•  Admit publicly that an increase in revenue 
for schools la an Inevitable part of a meaningful 
solution. Maybe that includa a shift fnnn prop­
erty taxes, i ^ c h  are relatively high in Michigan, 
to the regressive sales tax, whidi is relatively 
low but likely to be palatable, especially since it 
will nick non-Michigan tourists. But the solution 
also must Include a net gain in revenue, not just a 
shift. Blanchard’s plan depended too much on a 
healthy Michigan economy continuing its un­
precedented expansion. His wariness of propos­
ing a flat-out tax hike is understandable consid­
ering the multitude of Republican politicians 
waiting to hang a tax-and-spend collar on the 
governor. Such action by Republicans would be 
reprehensible and would kill reform; it Is also 
evidence of the continuing paraljrals in Lansing 
because of the state senate recalls earlier this 
decade. i .

This is such a comiilex and difficult issue that 
it is not easy or worthwhile to pinpoint the vil­
lains. What is necessary is that lawmakers rec- 
ogMie the laipoftaaoe of having a  drong public 
educatioo syitssn and the fairness of equalizing 
edueatiOBal OMortunltlso for all our children.

A fair fm a iif  system is only a start — ac­
countability ' and hlidKf standards from our

In the 1 ^  two decades the racial 
and ethnic scene has changed in 
most districts.

The skinheads, and many others, 
have to learn that ethnic and racial 
pride is more than just a downtown 
festival.

A fta*  a l l ,  w h e n  th e  p u b lic i ty  d ie s  
down and everybody goes home, it 
will be the Armenians who will take 
care of themselves.

Children srbo feel good about 
tbemselves are likely to do better in 
tbe clasntMXD and at home.

“Obviooaly, we want kids to have 
high aell-eeteem or good feelings 
about tbemaelves,” said Dr. Marjorie 
Kostelnlk, asMdate professor of 
family and child ecolc^ at Michi­
gan State University.

Such feelings are strongly tied to 
children’s sense of hap^oess and 
tbeir ability to relate to otberi, the 
said.

Researriiers know there’s a rela- 
tionshlp between high aelf-esteem 
and academic achievement, al­
though they're not sure just bow that 
relationship works.

’They know the way people func­
tion In aodety is stron^y related to 
self-esteem. People with Ugh self­
esteem tend to be more objective

and to deal more effectively with 
their strengths and weaknesses.

THOSE WITH low self-esteem 
don’t do so weU. They tend to eqwet 
the wont from life, said Kostelnlk, 
wbo is alto program supervisor for 
the Child Development Laboratories 
at MSU.

Kostelnlk received her doctorate 
In human development and family 
studies from Penn State. Tbe after­
noon of Tneaday, Dec. 5, Knutelnik 
met with preschool and early ele­
mentary teacben and adminlstra- 
ton  from the Plymonth-Canton 
Community Schools.

Kids need some help in learning
Continued from Page 1__________
people; at the same time, it’s neces­
sary to teach children how to be­
have.

As a beginning teacher, Kostelnlk 
tended to )udge her days by how well 
children l is te d  to her. She learned 
that discipline or child guidance isn’t 
really a matter of tricks; instead, it 
involves a set of principles that are 
easy to learn but hard to carry out 
consistently.

“It means you have to be on top of 
them all the time. And we all know 
what that's like.”

Children progress to the identifi­
cation stage, in which they follow 
rules because someone they admire 
thinks those rules are good. The 
drawback is that control still emnes 
from the outside, through a psycho­
logical presence.

That’s followed by internalisation, 
in which rules beconie an extension 
of the child. Children follow rules be­
cause it’s the right thing to do.

“That’s really what we’re working 
toward with children, self-control.”

Adults exhibit all le v ^  of behav­
ior, depending ou the sttuation, she 
said. What teachers and parents 
want is more intemalixation in chil­
dren.

Preschoolers think of themselves 
in terms of physical characteristics

and possessions; they don’t think of 
the future or past Children age 5 or 
6 also define themselves by what 
they do, “so their activities become 
very important to them.”

BEYOND THAT, children start to 
view themselves in comparison to 
other youngsters. At age 10 or 12, 
they start to define themselves as a 
function of personality. Those young­
sters think in terms of the paiu a ^  
future.

Self-esteem includes two compo­
nents: competence and woeth.

Competence is related to judg­
ments children make about whether 
they can influmce events around 
them. Worth is related to whether 
they feel vaiuable as human beings.

H oly  Cross C hurch  d o d g es  ro a d  a n d  grow s

SomeoDC said that the more things 
change, the nMre they stay the same. 
As Holy Cross Luthioan Church in 
Livonia celebrated its 2Sth anniver­
sary, Rev. William Lindhoim noted 
some things that have changed over 
the years, while the church main­
tained its ministry to congregation 
and community.

name erf the church was one 
change.

Holy Cross began as an outpost 
from Hq>e Evangelical Lutheran 
Churdi in Detroit, at West Chicago 
andStoepeL

“The church members beard the 
highway (I-M) was going to be com­
ing through” in 1953, Lindhoim said, 
" and that it was going to take the 
church, the fire station, and the 
school that was there."

So, a group <rf members looked for 
a new site, west of Detroit bne 
member of the group was Harold 
Butler.

"We lodced at a lot of different 
areas,” Butler said, but settled on

Livonia. It was like the church, he 
said, juft getting started: “Six square 
miles and a lot of ambitioa'”

Hope advanced the church 
planters |30,000 from a special re­
serve fund to buy the 10-acre parcel, 
and the church was dedicated as 
Hope Lutheran Church, Livonia Ex­
tension, in June 1953.

BY 1963 the church organized as 
an independent new church. Holy 
Cross, with 486 charter members. 
They alsp found out that the old 
church wouldn’t be in the path of the 
freeway, and were asked to reim­
burse the 330,000 — which they did, 
Bultersald.

The church has since grown to 
1,500 manbers and is one of the 
largest in the Michigan division of 
its synod, the Evangelical Lutheran 
Church in America.

•v

The synod itself Is a change, said 
Lindholin, who’s pastored Holy Cross 
since 1970. In January of this year 
the Lutheran Church in Anoerlca, 
American Lutheran, and AaM>dation 
of Evangelical Lutheran Churches

merged to form the ELCA, to make 
it the largest Lutheran syn^, with 6 
millioa members.

Women In the clergy is another 
change, one that Holy Cron has ac­
cept^ well. Their assistant pastor is 
a woman. Rev. Barbara 
Splittgerber, who is from Germany.

“In the area Tm from, around 
Hanover, they’ve been ordaining 
women since 1956," ^llttgerber 
said. American Lutherans b e ^  or­
daining women clergy about 1970, 
she added; “I was surprised to Qnd 
there were only dgbt women w- 
dained in our synod when I canoe 
here (seven years ago).”

The fight for wonoen clergy began 
in Germany, in fact, after W<»-Id 
War n, Lindhoim said.

“THE NAZIS took away all the 
mai (for the army),” be said, “and 
the women were left to run the 
churches.” Then, when things re­
turned to normal after the war, th<7 
were “unable to remove the women” 
from pastoral (rffloes.

One thing that remains the same is

the church’s commitment to the 
community. The 1967 riot in Detroit, 
their ori^nal church home, made 
them re-examine their involvenaeot 
with neighborhoods and people 
around the church, Lindlurfm said.

Part of the EISA’s numdate for 
merger was the policy of “Incln- 
skm.” At least 10 percent of all 
boards and missioos in the synod are 
to have minority members and rq>- 
resoitatives, he said. And “When we 
send persons to meetings,” hall of 
the number have to be female, Lln- 
dbolmsald.

The church board’s philosophy is 
“to serve the community as p ^ -  
ble,” Lindhoim added, aai to that 
end they run a food |»ogram out of 
the cbnrdL ‘They have a store of 
foods on band, so that “anyone who 
needs food can come b m  in an 
emergency,” be said and get it 
“without passing any criteria. We 
give it to whoever needs i t ”

In tbe future Pastor Lindhoim for- 
sees the church conUnuing to grow in 
service, not only to Its own mem­
bers, but to its community also.

We’ve lost our taste for the real thing
Some yean ago, a giant food pro­

cessor spent millions of doUan 
trying to recapture tbe natural fla­
vor of tomato^ tbe purpose being to 
win a significant section of tbe mar­
ket for ketchup. This costly and tedi­
ous process culminated in what the 
]»txlncai considered a perfect aro­
matic substitute.

An impressive promotion cam­
paign ennied. Colorful bannen an­
nounced Its arrival in supermarkets, 
but tbe ketchup was carefully avoid­
ed. Hw new product was a miserable 
failure. Tbe company executives 
sought an explanatiixL 

' According to reports, the new pro­
cess eliminated the slightly scorched 
flavor inevitably acqidred from tbe 
old, imperfect methods of prepara­
tion. To the astonishment of the 
manufacturer. It was precisely this 
flavor that tbe couumer bad accept­
ed ay “tbe real thing.” In order to 
meet this challenge, new equipment 
was readjusted to overcook tbe

sauce and restore its imperfection. 
When the old flavor returned, sales 
soared.

Despite interest in organic, natu­
ral foods, producers claimed the uoa- 
Jority of Americans are so accus­
tom^ to mass-produced, simulated, 
artificially flavored and colored 
foods that they have lost their taste 
for authenticity. Genuine flavors 
taste "funny,” peculiar.

Ketchup is not essential to a well- 
balanced diet It is an additive, 
spiced puree which b used by mil­
lions of Americans on everything 
from french fries to hamburgers to 
scrambled eggs to cottage cheese. 
We have grown accustomed to ib ar­
tificial taste.

IN OUR homogenized society, 
where so many of life’s necessities 
are pre-packaged and taste tested, 
one wonders bow far tbe process of 
simulation has invaded tbe spectrum 
of reality. Have we substituted ap-

pearance for genuineness, image for 
in t^ ty , cleverness for compas­
sion? Have we lost our taste for de­
cency, beauty, truth, morality?

Tte work! of advertising has 
shaped our thinking. Do you remenr- 
ber tbe Jingle for Coca Cola that be­
gan, 'Td like to teach tbe Worid to 
sing in perfect harmony.” Then the 
words “Coke b tbe real thing.” All 
tbe rellgioos of mankind have tried 
to teach tbe worid to sing in perfect 
harmony, and they have failed. Har­
mony cannot come from a bottle of 
Coke. When people create a faith so 
strong and so loving that they do not

need to be fearful or envloos of ead> 
other, then, perhaps, tbe worid can 
b^ln to learn bow to sing together 
in harmony.

As for Coke being tbe real thtng, 
Coke b  water, syrup, sugar and 
caffeiae. Coke b not tbe real thiag. 
In an age when stanulatiaa and artifi­
ciality are frequently more attrac­
tive than tbe autheatle, let «  not 
lose sight of the tbbig that make Ufi 
real and valued — love, frith, Jua- 
tice, mercy and commnnity.

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Early retirement poses some risks

"Be it ever so bumble, there’s no 
place like home”  This might well be 
the title of our financial profile this 
month, which focuses on financial 
planning for Joyce Mille, a 38-year- 
old elementary school teacher.

Joyce earns 137,000 per year and 
has been with her school district for 
15 years. This puts her comfortably 
high on the seniority list; she is not 
concerned about the dreaded “pink 
slip.” She lives alone in an apart­
ment in Canton Township for 3650 
per month, plus utilities.

"About four years ago I decided to 
stop looking for Mr. Right and take 
control of my own financial future. 1 
had always envisioned getting mar­
ried and living happily ever after. If 
that happens, it would be great, but 
I'm not counting on it," she says.

Until that time she bad little sav­
ings and no specific financial goals. 
Now, her two major goals are to pur­
chase a home and retire in 15 years.

We think she has made good prog­
ress during the last four years and 
deserves a pat on the back. But while 
the home goal is realistic, we believe 
she may have to reassess her time 
frame for retirement.

Joyce has a solid financial founda­
tion, but she needs some help with 
her cash-flow planning. She receives 
her pay in 21 increments over a 10- 
month period. Over the summer, she 
lives off her savings. Because she en­
joys vacationing, she frequently 
spends more than she anticipates 
during the summer.

WE SUGGEST THAT she prepare

a spending plan or budget for the en­
tire year. This would provide a real­
istic basis for planning ber expendi­
tures Also, many school credit un­
ions have an automatic payroll 
deduction plan that effectively 
spreads the paychecks evenly over 
the entire year This effectively al­
lows her to receive 26 paychecks 
paid (biweekly) per year. The advan­
tage to ber is that the extra money is 
earning interest for her rather than 
the school district. This might help 
ber to plan better (or the summer 
months.

Her benefits package through the 
school district is quite good. Besides 
pension, she receives full medical 
coverage, limited vision and dental

coverage, disability payments equal 
to two-thirds of ber salary paid until 
age 65, and access to several tax- 
sheltered annuity carriers.

We also note that she has renters 
insurance and has recently changed 
auto insurance carriers for some 
premium savings. These coverages 
appear to be adequate.

She is somewhat frustrated in her 
ability to save for a bouse down pay­
ment as rapidly as desired. "I’m cur­
rently putting 1500 per month into 
my credit union solely for this pur­
pose. At the same time, though, my 
charge account balances are slowly 
creeping up. I'm not extravagant, 
but I’m finding it hard to make ends 
meet with my budgetary constraints. 
And Christmas is fast approaching.”

SHE WOULD UKE to buy th< 
house next summer with 120,000 for 
down payment and expenses by that 
time Our projections indicate that 
she may win the battle but lose the 
war.

She will be able to accumulate the 
320,000 but due to her other debts 
she may not qualify for the size oi 
the mortgage she desires. Banks and 
mortgage companies place strict 
percentage limitations on the 
amount of income that can be used 
to pay all debt. Including mortgage 
debt. Because her charge accounts 
will likely be somewhat higher if the 
present trend continues, and because 
she has two other monthly payments 
on loans, she may be limited in the 
size of mortgage she can receive.

Fortunately, there is a practical 
solution (or Joyce. Her parents have 
indicated a willingness to lend her 
up to 310,000 at low interest with no 
fixed payments. She would prefer 
not to borrow this money, but we 
suggest she use it if necessary. She 
should pay off the high-interest 
charge accounts and bank loan, 
which will reduce her monthly loan 
payments. These debts carry an in­
terest rate of 14-18 percent per year, 
and the interest is only 20 percent

0
deductible in 1989.

If she then needs to borrow from 
her parents to meet the require­
ments of a down payment next sum­
mer, she can do so and thus qualify 
for a higher mortgage. With a cur­
rent rental payment of 3650 and hei 
ability to save an additional 3500 oc 
top of that, she should be able to han­
dle the mortgage payment without 
too much difficulty.

JOYCE HAS DONE no esUtc 
planning. Though she has no formal 
estate plan, the state of Michigan 
has one for her: the intestacy laws of 
the state of Michigan. These are 
hard and fast rules which dictate the 
distribution of her estate. We suggest 
that she prepare a simple will in or­
der to gain greater control over the 
administration and distribution of 
her estate.

Our projections indicate that she 
may have to re-evaluate her retire­
ment plans. She would like to retire 
after 30 years with the school dis­
trict at age 53. Two years ago she 
joined a plan that allows her to re­
tire with full benefits after 30 years 
regardless of age, with a cost-of-liv­
ing adjustment built into the pension. 
This would enable her to collect a

state teacher's retirement pension of 
approximately 45 percent of her In­
come. Additionally, she has been 
adding 5 percent of ber u lary  Into a 
tax-sheltered annuity (TSA) plan that 
allows for pre-tax coatiibuUoas.

If she retires at age 53, she may 
run into two unexpected financial 
difficulties. The first is Inflation; the 
second is the possible governmental 
restrictions on withdrawing money 
from qualified retirement plans 
fore age 59 W.

At age 53, ber life expectancy is 
about 30 years. At just 5 peremt In­
flation, t ^  cost of living will more 
than quadruple during that time. 
Even though she has some cost-of- 
living increases in ber pension, it 
would be bard to maintain her life­
style in the face of increasing costs.

SOCIAL SECURITY would be 
available at age 62 at the earliest; 
her only other source of money 
would be ber savings. Because most 
of these savings would be in ber tax- 
sheltered annuity, she might have to 
pay a 10 percent penalty for with­
drawal from that plan, depending on 
u x  laws at the time. This could 
cause a more rapid use of accumu­
lated assets than expected. Our pro­
jections indicate that her current 
rate of savings will not allow ber to 
maintain ber standard of living at 
retirement during her life ex{)ectan- 
cy.

Alternative scenarios include 
teaching several years longer or re­
tiring at 53 and supplementing her 
income with another job. If she 
chooses this latter course of action, 
we would advise ber to begin the 
process of preparing for a new posi­
tion several years in advance of her 
retirement.

Another recommendation would 
be to target saving 10 percent of her 
income for future retirement needs. 
This should occur after she buys the 
bouse, when she is able to determine 
ber actual ability to save at this rate. 
We also suggest that she review 
other tax-sheltered annuity carriers. 
The one she is currently using is not 
as favorable as others available in 
the marketplace.

Joyce has done well In the short 
time she has been seriously working 
toward her financial goals. A realis­
tic reassessment of her long-term fi­
nancial goals is in order, but she is 
moving in the right direction. Our 
best wishes to her and to all of you in 
this holiday season.

S o w in g  th e  s e e d s
U-D seminars teach basics to prospective business owners

It's a dream many people share — to own their 
own business, call all the shots, be independent.

But the dream can turn into a nightmare with­
out the skills, financing, and sometimes just plain 
luck that can make or break a business.

The University of Detroit through its newly cre­
ated Center for Entrepreneurial Enterprise is of­
fering a series of workshop seminars called "The 
Nuts and Bolts of Beginning Your Own Independ­
ent Business” and another for “improving” the in­
dependent business.

"There is a real interest in entrepreneurship 
and not a great deal of places to turn to for gui­
dance," said John M. Feeney, program author.

Feeney, a self-employ^ accountant, tax 
planner, and business consultant from Bloomfield 
Hills, has contracted with the university to pres­
ent the programs, offered in five once-a-week ses­
sions. or as a one day mini-workshop.

" It's simply an effort to educate and service the 
small business community with unbiased sup­
port." he said. “Businessmen can get advice from 
their attorney. Insurance mao, banker or accoun­
tant. but it's going to be bent toward their own 
bias.”

Feeney's programs are five-step approaches 
geared toward either those contemplating start­
ing a business or those who are already operating
a busine.ss.

The five-week session costs |345. The mlnlver- 
slon is 3195. Both fees include a 150-page work­
book reference manual, five audio cassette tapes 
plus the seminar.

THE BULK OF material is directed to compa­
nies of less than 25 employees.

Outside assignments (“I hate to call it home­
work.” Feeney says.) are Included. In one drill, 
those contemplating going Into business are asked 
to list job titles and descriptions, coenpensation 
requirements, and sketch tbeir Intended market 
area

a

Statistics show most people in busloeas for 
themselves or contemplating such a move are in 
the mtd-30s range.

“I think that's Just because It’s the largest age 
group, the baby boomers,” Feeney aan. 'Tee seen 
some start right out of college and also u  re-

tirees. Age shouldn’t stop someone.”
More statistics Feeney offers: About 40 percent 

of new businesses are started by women, cuirwit- 
ly there are 18 million small businesses in the 
country and one out of three small businesses fails 
within the first six months.

"And nine out of 10 fall within the first five 
years,” he adds.

While'"the odds are discouraging, those who 
make it reap benefits.

"The IRS says that nine out of 10 people making 
over M0,000 a year are self employe^” Feeney 
said. "But wealth is not a motivator. They just 
want to do their own thing.”

Of course dot every Independent business per­
son who sUcka with it Uvea on easy street And 
Feenqy shows the other aide, too.

A case studv used in the text for those csnently 
in businew showcases a man who repairs golf 
clubs, mansfactnres custom clube and sella golf 
apparel.

Although he says he would never go badi to 
working for someone else, he has found the thrill 
of being his own boss long faded. The dull reality 
of making a living has settled in.

His biggest frustration: employees whose work 
doesn't measure up to his own high standards. 
He's not rich, but he's making a living.

“Obviously you can't compete pricewise with 
the giants,” Feeney said. "You have to compete 
on personal customer service and convenience. 
There are umpteen examples of specialty shops 
that are competing successfully because they 
have some built-in efficiencies big companies 
don't have.”

BEGINNERS NUTS and Bolts asks participants 
to examine their business potential. 'There's even 
a test (that Feeney admits is not scientific and 
partially is just for fun) to help the potential busi­
ness owner decide if he or she have what it takes 
to cut the mustard.

For those who don’t have a clile of the type of 
business they’d like to pursue, there are exercises 
to implement ideas.

Nuts and Bolts II is designed (or those currently 
self-employed. Participants have Included people 
in business for one month to 28 years 

"And the guy with 28 years learned some tricks 
in organizing paperwork,” Feeney said “That 
made me feel good.”

The biggest problems for the self-employed are 
insufficient sales, disorganization, and Ineffective 
employees, Feeney has found through research.

The son of parents who owned a Ben Franklin 
Five and Dime store in Ohio, Feeney says he often 
pulls on early memories.

"I remember things my father would expound 
upon,” he said.

After earning a bachelor’s degree In Industrial 
engineering and a master’s degree In business ad­
ministration from the University of Michigan, 
Feeney worked for a n n m ^  of large companies 
before opening hla own firm.

Finding the accounting portion of the job rather 
dry, he soon found himself expanding to offer hla 
services as a consultant. All of hla clients are 
small business owners, be said.

In addition to the seminars, be has anthsred the 
Feeney Report, a monthly publication dedicated 
to assisting Independent btalneas owners develop 
profits, organlie records and save on taxes.

Jonathon Round, artistic diractor of the Laugh 
Academy, maintains there’s a worid of differ­

ence between the unschooled off-hand funny 
remark and serious staiHf-up comedy.

IFYOUWANTtobeacomedUn 
— a profcHknal comedlaii — 
there’! a mao yon aboold 
meet, Jooathoe Roond. When 

he has to be fumy, he can be Bat 
when it cornea down to the boaioea 

of comedy, Jonathon Round is a ae- 
rioaman.

And when he talks about his Laueb 
Academy, a school for t—«*i"t 
would-be professkmal comedians, 
he’s straightforward, no-nonsense 
extra-serious.

‘There are three levels,” Round 
said in the empty comedy room of 
the Comedy Castle, in Berkley, 
where the Laugh Academy classes 
are held. “There’s the novice level, 
wherein we'll bring folks in and find 
out about their sense of humor . . . 
bow they've seen things, what kind 
of attitude they have toward life 

"We may lirtrodnee them to a cou­
ple of writing techniques. Joke writ­
ing forms, character analyses sheets. 
Well woit with them on principles 
of delivery, elements of timing and 
pacing, rhythm. We'll have them de­
velop c o m ^  characterisations.” 

"The Intermediate level la set up 
for those who really wanL who real­
ly want to continue on after the nov­

ice and really polish some of the 
things that they're laid in.”

Of those who finish the novice 
level. Round said: “Some people, 
they say. Well, good. Tve got the ba­
sics, here. This is what I needed. 
Thank you, very much.’ And there’s 
no proUem with that”

And he added this about some peo­
ple who go on to the intermediate 
level: "T ien  are some who eqjoyed 
working with me u  a diractor and 
want to stay on a little bit and get 
the kind of roarhlng that we can af­
ford to be able to do in the interme­
diate level That’s what it’s struc­
tured to do . . .  to reinforce and go 
on with what you’ve learned in the 
basic.”

“Both of those classes are only 30 
clock-boors over 10 sreeks each. So 
it’s a 60 clock-hour course, if you 
take both the novice and the inter­
mediate level.

Plymouth (^ to n  guard Michelle Fortier wants 
to wear No. 28 next year when she plays basket­
ball tar Western MkUgan University.

Spartans get pounded

Despite a 2-0 record In the Suburban Prep Hockey League, defending 
cfaam^on Livonia Stevenson is off to one of its lowest starts ever.

Tbe Spartans have suffered four losses outside tbe league Including a 7-2 
pounding last week at tbe bands of state-ranked Southgate AddersoiL

Stevenson coach Matt Mulcahy figures his young team, sporting nine jun­
ior forwards, wUl be a decided underdog Friday against upstart Livonia 
Franklin (4-1), which hasn’t beaten the ^rartans in flve years. (Tbe two 
teams will meet at 6 p.m. at Edgar Arena.)

“Franklin is not a surprise because I know all those kids because they live 
in my neighborhood and I coached some of than,” said the Stevenson coach. 
“Tbcyre for real. ’They have two solid lines and that’s all you need to win.”

The play of the Patriots’ Dan McKay, Matt Sharkey and Brian Stover — 
fonning one line — gives Mulcahy reason for concern.

"THEY ALSO have guys like Charlie Olscfaanski and Rob IngersoU who 
are proven sc<Mwrs and Mike Zajdel is a leader on defense,” said tbe Steven­
son coach. “And Danny Murray is a stopper in tbe nets. Three of tbe top five 
goalies in the state live in Livonia and Danny is one of them.

"We have to be considered a darkhorse.”
Last week at Southgate, tbe Spartans trailed only 2-1 after tbe first period 

before the ’Titans exploded (or three unanswered goals in tbe second to win 
going away.

“Anderson is a good team, one of the top two or three in the state,” Mul­
cahy said. “But we did not play dlsdpltoed hockey the whole g|me and that’s 
why we got behind.”

Kerin Kubitskey scored a goal and assisted on another (by Craig Aitken) to 
account for the Spartans’ scoring.

On Wednesday, Stevenson bounced back from a 1-4 first-period deficit to 
crush Sonthfield-Lathrap, 14-2, in an SPHL game at Edgar.

Not against 
the leagns’s best, otthsr, these came 
against teams the Ocelots could have 
— indeed, should have — beaten.

But in both, SC dlspUyed all the 
traits common to a young team — 
which tbe Ocelots are. Turnovers, 
poor judgment and inconsisteocy on 
tbe boards, in their shooting and on 
defense — basically, they showed 
they really didn’t understand how to 
win.

They didn’t reverse all of those 
trends Tuesday against Henry Ford 
CC. But tbe Ocelots did take one gi­
ant step forward, falling to surren­
der doim the stretch and bolding on 
for a 88-83 triumph at SC.

Bernard McGee went from goat to 
hero in a 42-second span. SC bad a 
63-81 lead and tbe ball with 50 sec­
onds left, and coach Dave Bogataj 
wanted to run some of the clock. In­
stead, McGee drove down the lane 
and put up an off-balance Jumper.

NOT ONLY did McGee’s shot miss 
badly, but be w u whistled for a foul. 
John Baker was awarded two free 
throws, and he made both to tie the 
score with 44 seconds left 

“He was supposed to spread it 
out” said Bogataj of McGee’s deci­
sion. “He was only supposed to shoot 
it if it was a layup or if be was g < ^  
to go to tbe line. We wanted him to 
penetrate, but we didn’t want him to 
leave his feet”

After Baker’s free throws tied It 
the Ocelots called time out — twice.

. Tbe last came with 10 seconds left to 
set up a final shot On tbe inbounds, 
McGee got tbe ball, went toward the 
comer, turned and put up an eight- 
footer that dropped through with two 
seconds left for tbe game-winning 
points.

“He had a few options there,” said 
Bogataj, explaining that McGm  was 
either supposed to shoot tbe opa 
jumper, dump it to Maiit Koronka in 
the low post or pass it back to Ed 
Hudson near the free throw line.

“He pldied tbe right one, I guess,” 
a smiling Bogataj added. “We won.”

Koronka led tbe re- 
bounders with nine.

FOR HENRY FORD, Baker had 
15 points and Bill Anderson scored 
10.

As impressive as SC’s victory was, 
a few sobering thoughts need atten­
tion. For one, Henry Ford — now 
winless in three conference games 
— is hardly a powerhouse. Se«»dly, 
SC is just 1-2 in the league and 5-8 
overall, nothing to gloat about And 
third, many of those attributes that 
led to victory ’Tuesday woe lacking

in Saturday's 97-95 overtime loss to 
St Clair CC at SC.

Tbe OceloU trailed 49-37 at tbe 
half against St Clair before rallying 
to tie it at 77 at tbe end of r^fula- 
tion. Thirty turnovers ruined any 
Ocelot hopes for victory.

Hudson again topped SC with 23 
points. Smith had 18, Ken Fuster 
scored 18, McGee netted 13 and Al 
Hudson got 10.

MARIAN ROARED undefeated through its 
first 19 games, teetering on the brink of a p ^ e c t 
regular season.

The PilotA led by All-SUter Laurie 
Aaron, defeated Marian in the Operation F’riend- 
ship by 10 points.

“I told the kids that we came this far, and we 
were going to win it all,” said LiUe-Cicerone. “I 
told them that, but deep inside I felt even if we 
didn’t win it still was a tremendous season (or us.

"But I know these young Uds (in the program) 
aren’t going to come in with the attitude that bey, 
we have to do this again,” she said.

Remember, you want to feel comfortaUe when you work out Give 
yourself three full months to achieve your goal. You should be sble to 
increase your V03 max 1% times greater working out 35 to 45 min­
utes at around 80 percent of your maximum heart rate.

Gladys Bernstein introduced her 

I as "one of the few women to hold 
such a post.’.’ Rouder was a teach­
ing assistant at Brandeis while 
working on a graduate degree in 
music and she said, “I spent more 
time in the Brandeis music library 

I than I did in my own home.”
That statement brought smiles 

I of approval as did many of her 
comments such as, ‘‘I’ve always 
held the fun jobs — I’m the one 
who’s gotten to work most closely 
with the musicians . . . planning 
the season.”

IN KEEPING with her topic 
I "The Jubilee Year of the DSO: A 
Back Stage View,” she passed on a 
few tidbits, either relayed to her or 
actually experienced, about the 
conductors such as "Ehrllng (Six- 

I ton) was known among the musi­
cians for his biting witticisms dur- 

I ing rehearsals.”
She described Gunther Herbig,

I the current music director, as 
“ kind, gracious, reasonable, consi­
derate — all the things an adminis- 

I trator might hope for.”
During the Brahms Festival last 

I month she had to get a substitute 
for a sick soloist. But the substitute 
had a chance for a European en­
gagement and begged off, so a few 
days before the rehearsal Rouder 
still didn't have a soloist. When she 
called a Canadian musician, his 
wife said he was on the beach in 
Florida and couldn’t be reached. 
Rouder could wait until be came in 
to talk to him — whenever that 
might be. Back from the beach, he 
consented to do the ctnicert and ar- 

I rived just In time for rehearsal the 
I next day.

Rouder has a repertoire of Euro- 
I pean tour stories, so little that hap- 
I pens on the Detroit Symphony Or­
chestra’s week tour In January

'fbere will be a special send-off 
concert Thursday, Jan. 19, and a 
Homecoming concert Friday, Feb. 
17. She called the DSO "a first-rate 
orchestra” and said it is the first 
major orchestra to have a woman 
concertm aster, Emanuelle 
Boisvert, 25, appointed earlier this 
year.

She said her job of program 
planning several years ahead is a 
‘balancing act" — getting the 

proper mix of super stars and new 
talent, standard repertoire and less 
familiar selections, music that 
challenges the musicians and 
appeals to audiences.

Rouder, born in 1950 in New 
York City, plays piano and flute. 
She has a de^ee in music from 
New York University and did grad­
uate work at Brandeis. She was 
manager of the Buffalo Philhar­
monic Orchestra and before that 
assistant to the artistic director at 
Carnegie Hall.

She told her audience, "I can’t 
think of a better preparation (for a 
career in arts management) than I 
received at Brandeis.”

After her speech she showed a 
video of the Detroit Symphony Or­
chestra with pianist Mlscha Kottler 
performing for the musicians, an­
swering their questions about the 
early days of the orchestra and be, 
in turn, questioning some of them.

KOTTLER CAME to Detroit as 
a young artist and In 1932 made his 
debut with the Detroit Symphony 
Orchestra under conductor Osip 
Gabrilowltsch.

He was WWJ music director for 
33 years and was the orchestra’s 
official pianist for 20 seasons. He 
has taught at Wayne State and pri­
vately. His recollections of past 
conductors and musicians are viv­
id.

’TV newsman Jim Harrington 
does some of the narration and ’TV 
newscaster Mort Crimm talks 
about the importance of the orches­
tra from a personal viewpoint. It 
gave the au^ence an appreciation 
for the orchestra’s heritage as well 
as its music.

In answer to a question about the 
the search for a permanent conduc­
tor, she said, “One of the keys to its 
success will be its confidentiality.”

13 shades of gray, but only
the designer knows for sure

It would be difficult to argue with 
Sheldon Scott when he says he used 
13 shades of gray in the apartment 
of a client in North Park Towers of 
Southfield.

The grays are so intricately in­
terwoven that without the trained 
eye of an interior designer such as 
Scott, they wouldn’t separate into 
different shades. However, the over­
all effect is both warm and sophisti­
cated. Scott used black with the 
grays "to set boundaries” and black 
in the light fixtures "to keep the eye 
level lower.”

Since this is the second time he 
has done this apartment for the 
same clients, be b^d furniture that 
he respected to work with. He saved 
two matching case pieces with a 
glass doors above and drawers but 
had them done in a faux granite fin­
ish and replaced the plain glass door 
panes with sand blasted ones with a 
border design of the client's initials.

SCOTT INTRODUCED colors Into 
his neutral ambience with skill. The 
gray raw silk on the Beidermeier 
chairs at the olivewood game table, 
on the pull-up benches and the dining
room chairs, is flecked with blues.
toast, melon, aqua and green.

Against the darker gray finish of 
the painted bamboo dining table 
chairs, the silk looks almost mono­
chromatic from a distance, but Scott 
repeats the flecks of color around 
the rooms in subtle ways.

The back wall of the dining area is 
covered with a wonderful oriental 
print Garence House paper that has 
gold over the gray background and 
soft pastels In the flowers.

The only other fabric in the living 
dining area is a fine gray on off- 
white Egyptian cotton from Jack 
Lenor Larsen used on the uphol­
stered chairs and sofas. There is a 
repetition of the soft rose and jade 
green in the wooden Thai sculptures 
of fat children on the coffee table.

■eeme conducive to leiaurely dining.

Subtle color is introduced in other 
oriental accessories — a small fold­
ing screen bung on a wall, ceramics 
on the floor by a group of live plants 
and porcelain bowls.

Scott bad a lacey brass fireplace 
fender turned upside down mounted 
and topped with buff marble.

His concern is total. From the be­
veled edge of the black marble top 
made for a cabinet in dining room to 
the double pleat of the twin bed 
skirts to a plum slse netsuke in a liv­
ing room cabinet, Scott knows what 
he wants and bow it should look.

Scott said his clients gave him 
free reign with the apartment when 
they went south. It was com^etely 
finished when they returned. Be had 
consulted with them on color, the 
rest was left up to him.

Ranging from a rural Ekiglish yulefioe in the 
17th century Cotswcdd Cottage, to a more mod­
em tnm-of-the-century Chrimnas cdebratlon at 
the Wright Brothers' Home, visitors can experi­
ence the manner In which Americana
have observed that most special tlnoe of year.

COSTUMED STAFF in various homes 
througbout tbe village create decorations and 
gifts, and denoonstrate cooking snd food prepa­
ration iiaing redpes, utensils and techniques 
from tbe past The Firestone Farm offers one 
such domestic scene with the preparation of a 
hearty Christinas dinner in the style of the 
1880s.

Other holiday settings and activities to be en­
joyed include an 1890s millinery shop wb«e la­
dles busily fashion winter bonMts; storytelling 
and ornament making at Town Hail; and the 
General Store, where ^ t o r s  can see a sampling 
of yesteryear’s toys and gifts.

Nighttime weaves a special kind of Christmas 
spell around tbe museum and village, so the pub­
lic is invited to participate in the after-bours 
program, a “1920s Holiday Gala in Lovett Hall.” 
Guests are transported back to the “high soci­
ety” scene of the Roaring Twenties, complete 
with elegantly dressed role players, a sumptuous 
dinner, dancing to the Hotel Savarine Society 
Orchestra and a bit of the bubbly. (An alternate 
after-bours program, an “1850s Cliristinas at 
Elagle Tavon” is sold out) Advance reserva­
tions are required.
