Plans are under way to bring a
major music festival to Plymouth,
but don't mark the date on your
1989 calendar.

Attempts to bring national and
local acts to Kellogg Park in mid-
August have been shelved to give
local promoter Mike Watts time to
secure sponsors for next summer’s
proposed extravaganza.

“Response {from the community)
has been excellent — just the tim-
ing is bad,” said Watts, of Plym-
outh Township. “I started working
on it four or five months ago, but I
probably should have begun at
least three months before that.”

Several potential sponsors were
too far into their respective budget
years to make a financial commit-
ment this summer, he said.

“I was only able to secure one
sponsor, Pepsi, although several
others are definitely interested,”
he said. “I'll resubmit my propos-
als in the fall.”

Watts said he dreamed up the
idea of a music festival to fill the
gap left by the now defunct Plym-
outh hot air balloon festival.

He sees the music festival as a
family oriented affair, with new
age jazz, folk and blues musicians
performing and related activities
like face painting.

“MOST OF the concerts would
be free with possibly one or two
paid events,” he said. “We're look-
ing at performers like the Chenille
Sisters, jazz violinist John Blake,
and (Canadian flutist) Alexander

Zonjic intermingled with Detroit
artists.”

Watts forte is producing outdoor
concerts for massive audiences. He
is behind such projects as Chene
Park’s outdoor summer concert se-
ries and the annual country music
festival Downtown Hoedown in
Hart Plaza — which drew 821,000
people two years ago to break a
crowd record. This year’s event
over Mother's Day weekend drew
600,000 in rainy weather to see
such stars as Ronnie Milsap and
Charlie Pride. He produced a'free
concert and fireworks display over
the July 4 weekend at Fountain
Hills, just outside Phoenix. It drew
250,000,

This past weekend Watts helped
produce the Budweiser Motor City
Music Festival, which featured
such stars as the legendary Ray
Charles. He also works on enter-
tainment surrounding the annual
Detroit Grand Prix.

Plymouth Chamber of Com-
merce spokeswoman Mary Rohr
feels the music festival would be
an appealing addition to the city’s
entertainment agenda.

“We have the fall festival in Sep-
tember, the Ice Sculpture event in
January and Old Village has a
number of festivals. I think the city
would be receptive to (a music fes-
tival). The summer performance is
not in conflict with other Plymouth
events,” Rohr said.

“T think it was just a little too
much, too soon. (Watts) was looking
for sponsors and someone to pull it
all together. It was a lot to plan in
a short period of time. This will be

a reality next year.”

Prison decision pleases

The state Court of Appeals has
told the state Department of Correc-
tions to obey population limits at
three of its prisons in western Wayne
County.

In a ruling favoring Northville
Township, the second highest court
found the corrections department
disobeyed state law and a Wayne
Circuit Court order by overcrowding
the one of which Is in Plym-
outh Township, in March and April
of 1988.

Maurice Breen, Plymouth Town-
ship su , said of the court’s
ruling, “We are very happy that the
court upheld it.”

In handing down the decision, the
appeals court said: “In this case, the
department has not only violated the
law and a stipulated order requiring
certain population caps, it has an-
nounced its intention to continue
dolng so.
~ "It is axiomatic that the courts
must uphold valid state laws, and
stipulations, once approved, are sa-
crosanct.

‘“The department argues on lppeal‘

In the aftermath of a train derail-
ment that caused the evacuation of
3,000 people and approximately 40
injuries near Saginaw on Sunday,
state Rep.

Shopping spree

New textbooks top board’s list of thi"hgs to buy

Thanks to voters who passed two
millage requests in June, the Plym-
outh-Canton school board Monday
was able to buy items on their list
ranging from textbooks to bus mir-
rors.

First on the list was sorely needed
textbooks, not affordable until now.

Board members allocated $80,567
for social studies textbooks and at-
lases for grades K-12.

The board set aside $68,749 for
language arts texts for grades six
through eight. Language arts include
reading, literature, writing, vocabu-
lary, spelling, grammar, speaking
and listening.

While the book purchases are a
step in the right direction, the dis-

trict has a long way to go, said Dean
Swartzwelter, board president.

“We're still in the middle of the
woods as far as I can see,” he said. “I
haven’t even seen a way out of that
yet.”

The language arts texts are ex-
tremely welcome in middle schools,
said Sheila Alles, curriculum coordi-
nator for language arts and social
studies. In some cases two or three
classrooms have had to share a sin-
gle set of books, making it impossi-
ble for students to take books home,
Alles said.

“We haven’t had a middle school
textbook adoption (purchased new
books) in 10 years,” said Alles. “The
philosophy behind these textbooks is
at least 10 years old. Our curriculum
has changed drastically, and the

texts no longer reflect current teach-
ing.”
The district’s social studies curric-
ulum also has been revamped, mak-
ing new texts necessary.

Dick Egli, district community re-
lations director, said the purchases
were delayed “not because there
wasn't a need for books; we knew
there was a need. Last year the
board approved certain books for
purchase, but funds were not avail-
able.”

The board also approved a $5,771
expenditure for reading workbooks
for Gallimore Elementary students;
628 magazine subscriptions for
$7,850 and the rebinding of 2,087
textbooks for $6,407.

Other schools in the district are
buying books for amounts under
$5,000, making board approval un-

necessary, said Egli.

When it comes to accidents, the
railroad industry's greatest fear isn't
mechanical failure, employee sub-
stance abuse, defective track or mal-
functioning signals. It's drivers
trying to beat trains at crossings, ac-
cording to Joe Gross, spokesman for
the Michigan Railroads Association.

“] was hired because people are
killing themselves at railroad cross-
ings, and because our people are see-
ing these potentially fatal accidents
happen five to 20 feet in front of
them,” said Gross.

“During an average career, an en-

* gineer sees seven people kill them-

selves. Our employees have to live
with that. To make matters worse, a
lot of people point a finger at the en-
gineer and ask, ‘Why didn't you
stop?’

“The engineer is really defense
less. It takes a mile to a mile and a
half to stop a train,” Gross said.

Wayne County, with its 1,089 rail-
road crossings, has the highest num-
ber of car-train accidents in the
state.

In 1987, there were 50 accidents
resulting in two deaths and 23 inju-
ries in Wayne County. In 1988, there
were 37 car-train accidents in the
ceunty, one death and 23 injuries.

- Statewide in 1988, there were 234
apcidents, causing 29 deaths and 125
igjuries.

-Those figures were provided by
tRie Michigan Railroads Association.

2“Car-train accidents are consid-
efed the worst land-transportation

accidents that you can be involved in l

as far as bodily injury. We rank sec-
ond only (o plane crashes,” said
Gross.

Cars trying to beat trains “‘are an
everyday occurrence. These num-
bers don't begin to touch the number
of people who make it.

‘“These are bizarre-type affairs.
They're caused by simple driving er-
rors,” added Gross.

“Most of these accidents happen
during the day. Drivers are sober,
road conditions are good and it’s
bright and sunny. And they happen
with the slower trains. People figure
they can beat them, and they’re will-
ing to go in front of them. I've seen
only one case where a traffic light
didn't work.”

The state is trying to decrease the
number of car-train mishaps through
billboard campaigns, mailings to
driver education students and public
education initiatives like “Operation
Lifesaver.”

Every other month in specially-
targeted areas throughout Michigan,
“Operation Lifesaver” state troopers
or. sheriffs ride trains, watching for
motorists who _illegally drive
through crossings. License plate
numbers are transmitted via radio
to local law enforcement personnel,
who ticket the motorists. -

It's hard to say how effective the
program is, Gross said.

“Figures for the last seven years

- show accidents have gone down, but

we hate to take all the credit for
that.

Group conducts study
of area theater use

Though it has sat empty for al-
most a year, a suburban group hopes
that the former Mai Kai Theater in
Livonia will soon be filled with the
sounds of films, performances, sym-
phony concerts and graduation cere-
monies and be patronized by local
groups and persons.

The Arts Alliance Group met with
about 100 residents at an open meet-
ing last week. TAAG is conducting a
teasibility study to determine if the
Mai Kai could become a performing
arts center on its Plymouth Road-
Farmington Road site.

It is possible that the theater will
be donated to a non-profit organiza-
tion by the Nicolas George Theaters,
the building's current owners, ac-
cording to Victoria Hardy, a partner
with husband Michael in Hardy &
Hardy Counsel for the Arts, the firm
hired to conduct the feasibility
study.

A NON-PROFIT group would not
have to make mortgage payments
and would enjoy a tax-exempt status
if the theater were donated.

As part of the deal, K mart Corp.
would buy the remaining Jand
around the theater and develop it
into an upscale warehouse-style re-
tail operation, according to Bob
Bishop. The Makro outlet — the new
retail warehouse branch of K mart
— would offer personal computers,
televisions and appliances, among
other products, Bishop said.

The company would not conduct
bulk advertising, he said, but instead
would advertise through the mail,
requiring custo to
members of Makro. K Mart would
bedo the Mai Kai parking lot and
build another for Makro customers.

KOSTEVA HAS been close to the
Democratic leadership in the House
and has a number of other major
committee posts: Taxation; Conser-
vation, Recreation and Environ-
ment, where he chairs a solid waste
subcommittee; Education; Transpor-
tation; Urban Affairs; and the Capi-
tol Building.

As Bankes said, Dutko hadn't con-
vened the Colleges and Universities
more than once or twice this year.

THEY MUST be 13 to 18 years old
and in the early to middle stages of
addiction, according to Dale Yagie-
la, Growth Works executive director.
During the first year of the pro-
gram, the agency will offer eight
groups that run six weeks. Each
group will include only 10 to 15

Two weeks béfore the children be-
gin, their parents will be given six
weeks of instruction — five weeks
for the parents and one week with
the family.

“When the treatment works best is
when the parents are working on
their own recovery,” Yagiela said.

“Everytime a kid has treatment
and it fails, they become more resis-
tant the next time around,” said
Yagiela. The youngsters learn to

ge the issues they need to face by
predicting what the program will of-
fer.

“The first treatment has to be a
good one and has to be appropriate,”
Yagiela said.

He stressed that the Growth

Now Growth
Works allows youngsters to remain
at home.

IN CONJUNCTION with the new
program, Growth Works recently
received accreditation from the
Joint Commission on Accreditation
of Healthcare Organizations.

That clears the way for clients to
gain insurance coverage for their
treatment.

“For the community, gaining ac-
creditation is another measure of
our program quality and integrity,”
Yagiela said. “It's a real milestone
for an agency of our size to achieve
this status.”

WHILE AS MANY as two thousand cases of humans
being infected by Lyme disease ardyreported in a year,
fewer cases involving dogs and other domestic pets are
reported, said Dr. MuyAnnCanonoltheBcnﬂy
Hills Veterinary Association.

Dr. Carson estimated that only a handful of verified
cases of Lyme disease in dogs, perhaps as few as two or
thmhthehﬂlmyun,hvebeenrepoﬂadlnﬂicb—
igan.

"“So far, we have not seen any cats with the disease.
It’s just becoming evident in our area.”

Since May, Dr. Carson has examined six dogs that
displayed Lyme disease-like symptoms, with one being
positively identified as having the iliness. Animals and
humans, she sald, are most likely to pick up infected
ticks in long grass and dry, wooded areas.

How do you know if your pet has Lyme disease? Dr.
Carson identified several symptoms that may Indicate
the presence of the disease, particularly in dogs.

IN DOGS, the most common signs are lethargy and
minor to major lameness, indicating the animal is hav-
ing muscle or joint problems.

The dog may raise the aching leg to ‘‘show where it
hurts,” or it may become overly aggressive and crabby
because of the pain. Fever, swollen joints, loss of appe-
tite and bouts of sleepiness are other symptoms. Some
dogxbedbecome skin sensitive and don't want to be
touc!

The same symptoms also apply to cats, Carson said.

To treat the disease in Kerry, Carson prescribed two-
weeks worth of antibiotics and aspirin. Since then, the
dog's health has slowly improved, said Ramirez of
Franklin.

“She's starting to be playful again, and she isn't
sleeping as much anymore, but she isn’t healthy yet by
any means.”

Carson predicted that because the disease was caught
in its earliest stage, Kerry should completely recover.

Although the disease can be treated with antiblotics
in its early and later stages, it is more difficult in the
later stages and it could take a few months or years for
total recovery.

Is there reason to papjc? Probably not.

Erik Bergishagen, a dog breeder and groomer, said
he has only seen a few dogs afflicted with ticks, and
none that have carried symptoms of Lyme disease. The
disease, he said, has not yet become a serious problem
in Michigan, though it could in the future.

“If we see ticks or fleas on any of the dogs we groom,
we'll take care of it by bathing them right away with
organic shampoos. If the pets owner sees that they have
a tick problem, they sbould immediately take them to .
professional groomer.”

Another veterinarian advises checking pets frequent-
ly for ticks after they have been in a wooded area be-
cause ticks don’t go away immediately after biting.

has become a political hot potato, with civil
rights groups and Democratic congressional

GIVEN THIS kind of “progress,” many blacks
feel it's time to turn up the volume of their mis-
sion.

In turn, the mission for white suburbanites is
to understand why blacks feel backed into a cor-
ner and not to lose site of how the attitude
toward civil rights, from the Oval Office on
down, affects them.

Segregation — by race, religion or economic
class — is much more than just a physical sepa-
ration. It’s one group of people mentally beating
down another, telling them they're not good
enough to share the same bus, hold the same job
or live in the same neighborhood.

And the racism that leads to segregation is
still out there, even in the affluent, supposedly

" well-educated suburbs. In the past year alone

we've had student skinheads voicing racist views
and distributing racist propaganda at Birming-
ham Groves High School, and racist warnings
scrawled by vandals on homes in several com-
munities.

Nobody in Washington told these people it was
OK to act this way. But nobody flat out said it
was wrong either. 5

It’s as if our leaders have decided civil rights is
a non-issue, something they.took care of with all
that progressive.legislation 25 years ago. Cer-
tainly, they seem to be saying, it doesn’t warrant
constant attentiop like the deficit or other im-
portant issues.

So if the black community decides it needs to
shout a little louder to be heard on civil rights,
we shouldn't run for cover. We ought to be listen-
ing, and listening hard.

Pursell misses point
of AIDS allocations

AIDS is tough to understand. U.S.
Rep. Carl Pursell’s attitude about it
is even more difficult to com-
prehend.

I refer to the recent outburst by
the Piymouth-based Republican,
who warned that we were spending
too much on the research for an
AIDS cure when other medical re-
search is suffering.

“I think we have to keep our tax
dollars in perspective,” the veteran
lawmaker told a group gathered for
the dedication of a mental heaith
care facility in his district.

. Pursell is so sure of himself on
this issue ‘that he has gathered data
and put together a position paper to
justify his stand.

THE VETERAN lawmaker notes
that federal AIDS funding has in-
creased from $61 million to $1.6 bil-
lion in just five years, while only

- $1.3 billion is allocated for cancer

research, a much larger killer of the
American public.
Sounds rational on the face of it.

But this kind of g, if perpetu-
ated, would sform AIDS from a
closely red epidemic, which it
is, into aff uncontrolled national dis-

aster. . ;

Considering /the lethal nature of
AIDS — 100 percent fatality rate —
his logic is tough to digest.

He even manages to drag in the
national auto fatality rate, a ploy
remiscent of Vietnam War days,

when hawks attempted to diminish
‘casualty rates by pointing out that
more people died in auto crashes
than in the war. )

But particularly disturbing is his
stand that AIDS is'a ‘regional is-
sue,” the meaning of which seems to
change depending on the occasion. In
a recent visit to the Observer & Ec-
centric offices, Pursell touched on
his objection to AIDS funding as an
example of the complexities of the
legislative system.

Federal spending, he maintained,
gets so out of shape because legisla-
tors worry about stepping on another
lawmaker’'s regional concerns —
such as.AIDS, which has hit some
parts of the country harder than oth-
ers.

You know, it’s the old “I'll scratch
your back if you scratch mine.” It
has been going on in legislative bod-
jes since the Greeks sat down and in-
vented democracy.

But this week Pursell assistant
Gary Cates put another spin to the
meaning, saying that his boss was re-
ferring to specialized interests in the
health care community.

THE NUANCE is important, espe-
cially for Pursell,who represents lib-
eral Ann Arbor. If the first meaning
stands, Pursell is bound to draw flak.

Maintaining it is a regional prob-
lem leaves the connotation AIDS is a
problem of California (homosexuals)
and New York {drug users), a really
dangerous, albeit popular, attitude in
more conservative circles.

We have yet to hear from Pursell
on the final version of “regional.”

- In the meantime, AIDS cases con-
tinue to multiply in disturbing leaps
and bounds. The money behind edu-
cation and research is the only thing
that keeps us from a disaster of uni-
magined proportions.

Think about it the next time our
national legislature votes on funding
for some exotic defense system to
fight off those bumbling Russkies
who, as we've seen of*late, are more
prone to do more harm to them-
selves than to anybody else.

Then we will see how the lawmak-
er keeps our tax dollars in perspec-
tive.

A vigorous woman who devoled
berself to many causes, Irene Ellis
Murphy stayed involved, whether i
was setling up social programs over-
seas, or in politics and community
events.

The 89-year-old Democratic activ-
ist and longtime Birmingham res:
dent and businesswoman died Mon-
day morning of kidney failure at
William Beaumont Hospital in Royal
Oak. She most recently lived in
Farmington Hills,

Murphy “didn't want a funeral of
any kind — she wanted a party,”
said Sharon Murphy Keyes of Bir-
mingham, her only daughter. Keyes
said a memorial service would be
planned to include Murphy’s many
friends and admirers. Murphy donat-
ed her body to science.

“Irene lived a life of whirlwind ac-
tivity and constant service,” said U-
M Regent Philip Power, chairman of
Suburban Communications, which
publishes the Observer & Eccentric
Newspapers. He knew Murphy all
his life.

“She was a competent and effi-
cient regent of the U-M and she was
an actively engaged member of the
Birmingham community — a city
which she dearly loved all her life,”
Philip Power said.

Eugene Power sat on the U-M
Board of Regents with Murphy when
she served from 1957 to 1966. “She
was a very civic-minded, sympathet-

ic individual,” be said. ““She was pro-
gressive, a liberal regeat.”

SINCE OCTOBER of 1987, Mur-
phy lived at the American House, an
independent living retirement resi-
dence in Farmington Hills, where

ways active. “She was an individual
and did her thing,” said activities di-
rector Carol Hamilton. “fhe made
life very interesting around bere.”

One American House resident re-
called that Murphy would take a tax-
icab to Troy each Thursday, where
she participated in a discussion
group with Rabbi Sherwin Wine of
the Birmingham Temple, who be-
came a close friend. She also had
daily chats with residents after
lunch, where she would share stories
of her life.

Murphy came from a family of
self-proclaimed ‘‘revolutionaries.”
She was born in Indiana, raised as a
Methodist, and spent her school
years in Detroit and Ann Arbor.

After marrying Harold Murphy,
she became involved with the all-en-
compassing lives of the Irish-Catho-
lic Murphys, which included her
brother-in-law Frank Murphy — a
judge, mayor of Detroit, governor of
Michigan, governor General of the
Philippines, US. Attorney General
and U.S. Supreme Court Justice.

Because of Frank Murphy's asso-
ciation with the Philippine Islands,
Irene Murphy spent much time
there, where she became involved in
the freedom movement and was a

Helping kids deal
with hospital fears

Going to the hospital can be
frightening for a child.

“There’s no doubt about it. It's a
pretty normal kind of situation,”
said Cecilia Trudeau, clinical nurse
manager for the pediatric unit and
special care nursery at Catherine
McAuley Health Center in Ann Ar-
bor.
Children often associate hospital
stays with shots and other unpleas-
ant experiences.

“It's very scary for them, more
30 because they’re worried about
their parents not being there with
them,” said Mary Jean Essen-
macher, clinical coordinator at
QOakwood Canton Health Center.
Allowing parents to stay with chil-
dren helps ease those fears.

There’s not much parents can do
to prepare an infant for a hospital
stay, Trudeau said. Parents should
try to stay with the child if at all

possible.

PARENTS OF infants often stay
right in the hospital room. Tru-
deau, the mother of two, wouldn't
allow her child to be admitted to a
hospital if she weren’t allowed to
stay.

Staying with a child in the hospi-
tal remains important as children
approach preschool age. At that
age, children often experience fear
of shots, IVs and examinations.

Parents can let children know
calmly what will happen, Trudeau

said. For a younger child, it's best
not to provide an explanation too
much ahead of time.

A 2-year-old, for example, will
do better knowing what to expect
just a few minutes ahead of time.
As children approach school age,
knowing what to expect an hour or
two in advance can help them work
out feelings.

“We tell them everything we're
going to do, so there are no sur-
prises,” said Essenmacher, a Can-
ton resident and mother of two.
Children are told that some proce-
dures will hurt for a moment.

Health care providers can help
explain procedures to parents and
children. Children often find it
comforting to take a doll or stuffed
animal to the hospital. That toy can
be used in explaining what’s going
to happen.

School-age children are more
able to understand what to expect.

“Explain exactly what's going to
happen and why,” said Trudeau, an
Ann Arbor resident. That can be
done a number of days before a
planned hospitalization.

PARENTS SHOULD refrain
from using shots and other proce-
dures as threats intended to get a
child to behave. They should take
care in choosing a pediatrician or
pediatric nurse-practitioner, pick-
ing someone the family trusts.

“And really being positive about
the health care experiences they do
have,” Trudeau said. Routine
check-ups should be seen as a spe-

cial time. Those good feelings can
be transferred to hospital stays or
emergency room visits.

In the emergency room, parents
should stay with the child whenev-
er possible.

*“Stay as calm as you can, so that
calmness can be communicated to
the child,” Trudeau said.

Oakwood Canton Health Center
isn't an inpatient facility, but has
an emergency room. Essenmach-
er's found children benefit from
knowing what to expect.

Nurses at Oakwood go to schools
to conduct in-service programs for
younger children. Children get to
see bandages, oxygen masks, eyc
patches and other tools of the
trade. Nurses listen to children's
hearts and check blood 3

Tours of the Canton facility are
available for children in the Safety
Town program offered by Plym-
outh-Canton Community Educa-
tion. A limited numbe: of tours of
the pediatric unit at St. Joseph
Mercy Hospital in Ann Arbor are
conducted. Tours are arranged
through the community relations
department.

SOME CHILDREN have termi-
nal illnesses requiring frequent
hospital stays.

“One important thing to remem-
ber is they’re a child,” Trudeau
said. Terminally ill children will go
through the normal things children
do.

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Unions seek bigger share of city contracts

In an effort to capture a “fair share” of city con-
tracts, organised labor is mounting a “‘prevailing wage”
campaign aimed at city governments that annually let
millions of dollars in public works contracts, normally
to the lowest bidder.

Too often, union officials say, low bids come in at
slim margins of less than 3 percent, awarded to contrac-
tors who fall to pay prevailing wages set by the state.

Federal and state projects are bound by prevailing
wage requirements, but a relatively small number of
city contracts are not, such as projects financed by the
sale of bonds or certaln state taxes.

RESPONDING TO the campaign, some suburban
governments are considering ordinances requiring pre-
vailing wages in all future city contracts.

“Calling for this puts union contractors on an equal
basis with non-union contractors In the bidding process.
That's all we ask: fairness,” said Norm Wood of the
Greater Detroit Building and Construction Trades Coun-
cil, which represents 21 crafts in Wayne, Oakland and
four other counties.

Eventually, every community within a 10-mile radius
of Detroit will be asked to consider similar legislation.
Warren, Romulus and Dearborn Heights have already
been approached. Taylor is next, according to Wood,
who said communities thought to be most -supportive
have been targeted first.

“THE LOWEST qualified bidder always has our con-
sideration,” said Neall Schroeder, director of the Troy

of Engineering.

If the low bidder'’s work is unfamiliar to city engi-
neers, background checks are conducted.

“lf their work is acceptable, we go with that”
Schroeder sald.

He said bhe Is unaware what firms are union-affiliated
because such information is not part of the bidding pro-
cess.

Last year, the department awarded 14 contracts
amounting to $3.3 million, including the installation of
water, sewer and storm systems and new road and side-
walk construction.

OF THE CITY'’S total awards in 1988, only two proj-
ects totaling $1.07 million did not contain prevailing
wage provisions, including a $900,000 residential paving
contract let to Peake Contracting in Utica.

Peake is a “partially union” firm that has also com-
pleted city projects in Rochester and Rochester Hills,
according to owner Kendrick Peake. Such contracts
constitute nearly 70 percent of his work.

Peake uses union laborers and non-union truckers and
operating engineers who, he said, "“deserve the best
wages they can get.”

If prevailing wage requirements are adopted in all

" future city contracts, Peake will continue to seek the

work because “I won't have much of a choice.” But bid-

Working ynder a unique arrangement, union and
non-union craftsmen labor side by side on the Civic

Weiss Brothers
was subcontracted to install glass on the project.
Pickets were called off the job, according to Clem,
because “the contractor threatened a court infunction,
there was absolutely no support from the other trades,

from paperwork required by state verification proce-
dures, he said.

TROY'S POLICIES in letting contracts to the lowest
bidder are typical of most suburban commaunities.

An exception is Plymouth Township. Commaunity con-
tractors recelve preferential treatment, awarded bids if
they fall within § percent of a low bidder from out of
town, according to township clerk Esther Hulsing.

The prevailing wage campaign is aimed at a continu-
ing “strong union presence” in the suburbs, according to
Gary Powell of the International Union of Operating
Engineers, Local 324, in Livonia.

“The time for decisive action is now, before the small
foot in the door by non-union contractors becomes a big
problem in the future,” Powell said.

He said that “gigantic chunks of money are involved,”
and that “municipal budgets have grown and flowered
over the years.”

BASED ON Dodge Construction Potentials figures
published annually by McGraw Hill Information Sys-
tems, in 1988 approximately $1 billion was spent on
public projects in Wayne and Oakland counties, includ-
ing new highways, street improvements and the instal-
lation and maintenance of utilities.

Union officials regularly monitor Dodge figures and
estimate organized labor receives 75 percent of this
work.

Another $2 billion was spent last year on residential
and commercial projects in both counties, including an
estimated $800 million in Wayne and the remainder in
QOakland. Of the total, union officials estimate 60 per-
cent of the work is union. 2

AND BASED on existing figures, those jobs employ-
ing organized craftsmen pay their employees nearly
double the amount paid non-union counterparts.

As of June 1, for example, unionized operating engi-
neers in the metropolitan area earn $18.22 hourly, plus
vacation, health and retirement benefits amounting to
another $7.50 an hour.

In contrast, non-union engineers in Michigan average
$12.06 for heavy equipment and $10.27 an hour for light
equipment. They receive few or no benefits, according
to wage and salary consultant Jeff Robinson of the Ann

UNION WAGES serve as the basis for establishing
prevailing wage in Michigan, a formula based on state
regulations, according to Lloyd Kraft, an analyst with
the Bureau of Employment Standards in the state’s De-

. partment of Labor.

- “Prevailing wage is persuant to colléctive bargaining

agreements in a given area,” Kraft said. ‘

Rates for building trades are set each Oct. 1. Rates
for road employees are set each July 1.

In public projects that call for prevailing wage, bu-
reau officers certify rate of pay and investigate com-
plaints it is not being paid. Last year, the agency
received 150 complaints, constituting “a very small por-
tion of our overall enforcement efforts,” Kraft said.

IN ADDITION to wage variations, duties also differ
on union and non-union jobs, according to Forrest Henry
of the Detroit-based Associated General Conmtractors,
members of which are union firms primarily in Wayne
and Oakland counties.

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One of the year's best meteor
showers, the Perseids (PER see ids),

skywatch

reaches its pedk on the morning of
Aug. 12. Meteor showers are named
‘or the coanstellation from which
they appear to radiate, in this case
Perseus

Meteors are more commoaly
known as ‘“falling stars” because
they look like little stars falling
from the sky. Some American Indi-
ans thought they were stars running
from danger. But they have nothing
to do with stars; meteors are rocks
falling out of the sky.

Out in space there are rocks,

stones, grains of dust,
rubbish tumbling around If one of
these objects falls inlo our at-
moshpere it beats up because of fric-
tion and burns, and gives off light. A
patient skywatcher can expect Lo see
a few sporadic (occasional) meteors
any clear mght.

MANY OF THESE meteors are
orbiting around the sun in well-de-
fined orbits. They may be trailing
along as the debris of a comet, or
they may be the remains of a comet

ORMA GOLDMAN'S

LOVE affair with life

stretches across time and

space. She's as enthusias-

tic about the culture of ancient

Rome as she is about the book she’s
working on over the summer.

Goldman, Birmingham resident
and professor in the department of
Greek and Latin studieg and litera-
ture at Wayne State, has taught,
given programs and published arti-
cles and books on many aspects of
ancient life.

But none seems closer to her
heart right now than Roman dress
