Doug Swatosh says that he'; "99
percent sure" that in the first or
second week of June, Doug'* Plym-
outh Amoco at Main Street and

Ann Arbor Tral] will clole.

Swatosh, owner-operator of the
service station for 11 years, plans
to move his business to Eight MUe
and Farmington roads in LIvonia.

"It's a good opportunity for me
to grow," said Swatosh. "This loca-
Uon Ls small and very limited,"
adding "Business was great for 11
years "

He said oegaUve publicity over
the underground fuel oil leak down-
town has affected business.

"It's an economic decillon,"
Swatosh said. "The land values are

so great it makes rent very high.
"Taxes are very high, which does

not lend it»elf to operating a Ber-
vice station and getting a return
that's needed," he said.

The decision on whether the site
will continue as a service stauon

has yet to be made by Amoco Oil
Co., which owns the building and
property.

Swatosh, who grew up in north-
west Detroit, worked for an Amoco
dealer, then operated two stations
in Detroit before taking over the
Main Street location in 1979.

An Amoco station has operated
at the site in Plymouth since the

late 1920§ or early 19303, Swatosh
sald.

"I plan to stay involved in the
community," said Swatosh, a Rota-
ry member, adding he and his fam-
ily will continue to live in Plym-
outh.

"It's a tough decision to leave
Plymouth. It'; a very unique small
town.

'fIt has a small town atmosphere
- I hope it doesn't change," he
said.

Swatosh added that his current

employees will work for him at the
Livonia site.

The corner of Ann Arbor Trail

and Main Street has been on a state

Department of natural Resources
list of contaminated sites since

1979. For years, fuel oil and gao-
line have seeped into groundwater
and soil, allegedly from leaking un-
derground storage tanks at the
Amoco service station.

Wells drilled last summer by an
Amoco consultant show contamina-

tion extends from Doug's Plymouth
Amoco to the area south of the

Mayflower MeeUng House; west of
Main Street and east of the Box

Bar and Grill.

Swatosh said. "Amoco has spent
a half-million Cdollars) cleaning
this up," adding that nearby busi-
ness owners have fuel tanks, and

it'* not proven that Amoco is the
Bource of the contamination.

In February, city engineer Ken
West said reading• taken by Amoco
Oil Co. from sanitary sewe,1
showed evidence of petroleum pol-
lutants - but there was no evi-

fense department," Hopson said.
"We used to have to average six new
recruits a month and now we only
have to get two."

It's more difficult to recruit stu-

dents these days because of higher
requirements by the Army, Hopson

said, and competiuon with colleges.
No longer can students get into the

Army without a high school diploma.
They must also pass a military test
and score 20 out of 30 on the SAT
test.

Jennifer Lazorizhchak, a senior at
Plymouth-Salem, signed up with the
Army in December. She said she de-
cided to enter the service so she

could decide what she wanted to do

before going to college.
"I am not sure what I want to do

yet and I don't want to go to college
right now, so it seemed like a good

thing to do in the meantime," Lazori-
zhchak said.

MOST OF the students who turned
out to check out the Blackhawk said

they' re not looking at the military as
a lifelong career. Others just stopped
bytotakealook at the helicopter.

Scott James, a senior at Plym-
outh-Canton, said he signed up for
the airborne infantry division for the
adventure and for college mooey.

"You get the opportunity and the
money to spend anyway you want"
James said.

Doug Scoggins, a Plymouth-Salem
senior,said he's hoping for money to
pay for college so he can study law
enforcement. Scoggins sees the ser-
vice asa way toget out on his own
and become independent

The students said at both high
schools there appear to be only a
handful of students interested In

joining the service. Most students,
they said, plan to go straight to col-
lege or trade school after gradua-
Uon.

Hopson agreed Uiat there seems to

be fewer students interested in en-

tering the service.
Wayne Lint, 26, from the Canton

area just signed up so he could learn
to ny a helicopter.

"I called them up one day and told
them I wanted to learn to be a pilot
and they said I could dothat in the
Army," Lint said. "It's something I
always wanted to do and now I get
the chance."

Hopson said the Army is the only
branch of the service that does not

require a college degree for people
who want to enter flight school.

The Blackhawk took off from the

high school Wednesday afternoon
and while they were only therea few
bolin, Hopson said he think, it
makes a real difference in recruit-

There'§ good news and bad news
for taxpayers in the Schoolcraft Col-
lege District.

The good news is the college tax
rate will be going down. The bad
news 18 area property tax assess-
ments have risen 30 most taxpayers
will be paying more anyway.

Schoolcraft's operating taI rate is
scheduled to drop from 1.967 mills to
1.853 mills for 1990-91. In addluon,
Schoolcraft's tax to pay off bond is-
sues is expected to drop from 0.045
mills to 0.040 mills.

The limit on unvoted tai increases

is figured from the amount the dis-
trict can levy - not on how much
was levied last year. So taxpayers
with houses worth $100,000 will pay
just $5.35 less than they would have
without the rollback.

A truth-in-taxation hearing about
the Schootcraft tax rate will be 8

pm Wednesday, May 16. The tax
rate is expected ·to be adopted by
college trustees at their Wednesday,
May 23, meeting. Both events are
open to the public.

Schoolcraft Levies operating and
debt retirement taxes in the Livonia,
Clarenceville, Plymouth-Canton,
Northville and Garden CIty public
school districts, u well as, in a small
portion of the Novi Schools.

Overall tax revenue is expected to
increase 6.5 percent, said Adelard
Raby, vice president for business
services, though assessment increas-
es in many communities more than
doubled that figure.

"Our revenue isn't increasing as
much because of the Headlee roll-

The Headlee ad-
mendment to the Michigan constitu-

Not in my
front yard
To the editor

We are in sharp disagreement
with the editorial eoUtled "Political

Protest" in the Thursday, April 28th
edition of the Observer We do not
believe, as the editorial writer does,
that ordlunces curtalling picketing
in front of specific individual's
homes represent a threat to legitl-
mate protest.

We are longtime members of the
ACLU and staunch defenders of the

freedoms guaranteed by the U.S.
constitution. In this case, however,
we feel that important distinctions
must be made between public and
private selves, and between protest
and harassment.

All of us have "public" identities
associated with our work or our vol-
unteer activities. If the institution

we work for or support comes under
attack from individuals or groups
objecting to the institution's policies,
we recognize the legitimacy of such
protest. The owner of a business may
be picketed by striking employees. A
medical clinic may be picketed by
those opposing freedom of choice.
These protests are legitimate be-
cause they are directed at the insti-
tutions involved. If the employees of
a store in a mall (especially a store
with no outside public access) want-
ed to set up a picket line, we would
support their right to do so (no mat-
ter what the mall owners said).

However, when we leave the insti-
tutions we work for, even before we

reach our homes, we become private
selves. This transformaUon is a

cherished aspect of freedom in our
democratic society. As private
selves, we are not the legitimate tar-
get of protest directed at where we
work.

Protest directed at private indi-
viduals is harassment, not the ex-

erciseof free speech. It isa form of
terrorism. It is usually engaged in by
individuals and groups who are so
desperate and fanatical about their
position that they are no longer will-
Ing to work within the restraints of
our democratic system. There is no
constituUonal right to harass private
citizens. There is no loss of freedom

in prohibiting such tactics.

A recent event has brought the im-
portance of this year's election of
two new school board member, into

sharp focus. On Monday, April 16,
the Supreme Court refused to hear
an appeal of a lower court ruling in
favor of the school board of Purdy,
Mo.

The school board' 8 continued sup-
port for a 100-year-old ban against
school dances had been challenged
by non·fundamentalist students and
their parents. The challenge was
based on the concept of thesepara-
tion of church and state.

It is important to realize, in this
instance, lhat the Supreme Court has
always been reluctant to enter into
matters that could be resolved by
legislaUve action. The Supreme
Court's message to the enlightened
students and parents of Purdy is
simple: If you want to change the
rule, elect people to the school board
who support your point of view.
Don't ask the courts to do it for you.

The implicaUon of this message
for voters in the Plymouth-Canton
school district is very clear: A achool
board has wide laUtude to support
and enact rules governing the con-
duet of school matters. The fact that

a particular policy is consistent with
the religious beliefs of, or the post-
tion held by, a particular religious
group or order, does not mean that
the separaUoo of church and state is
being violated.

Clearly, a school board has ex-
traordinary power to shape school
policy as it wishes. Who we elect to
fill school board positions is ex-
tremely critical to the conduct of ed-
ucation.

Although eight.candidates current-
ly remain in the race, two clear
points of view should emerge. The
major debate will center around the
teaching of values and the dangers
of ideas. One of CBE's candidates is

already quoted as believing that the
teaching of values belongs exclusive-
ly in the home and the church.

As the debate continues, we will
hopefully see the emergence of an
opposing point of view. Our nation is
beset by racism, sexism, rape,

Last month I was on the East

Coast and I noticed it there
Last week I was on the West

Coast and saw it again but was
told that it's been the "in" vegeta-
ble for the past six months.

Chicago is going crazy and us-
ing it in soups, garnishes, sauces
and appetizers. Even here in the
metropolitan area, where food
trends are running six to nine
months behind the coasts, garlic
is cropping up as the herb de ri-
gueur.

Even though garlic is experi·
encing a resurgence, it has been
cultivated for at least 5,000
years. Ancient Egyptian writings
attest to its importance as a crop
as early as 3200 B.C.

And what a crop it was. Bulbs
of garlic have been used medici-
nally, for strength and virility; as
a germicide, to ward off vam-
pires; and, lastly, as a food
source.

We can credit the poor people
of Yunnan, China, with bringing
garlic to the culinary forefront.

They used the lily relative by
mixing it with chopped liver and
ate it raw because they had little
fuel for cooking.

The Itallans became known as

garlic lovers, although it is main-
ly the Calabrians and Sicilians
who used the seasoning in so
many of their dishes. I-onically,
Northern Italians prefer various
other spices.

More than three million metric

tons of garlic are produced
worldwide each year.

China, South Korea and Thai-
land rank as the top three garlic
producers, followed by Spain,
Egypt and India. The United
States ranks seventh with about

100,000 metric tons grown annu-
ally, all or most being fresh bulbs
from California.

. THE U.S. CROP is mainly
dehydrated for garlic powder,
garlic salt and seasoning salt be-
cause these forms are more con-

venient for the food industry than
raw garlic bulbs, which are sus-
ceptible to spoilage

Gaining in popularity (and a big
hit in the Janes Gang kitchen) is
the processed chopped garlic
available packed in oil tn small
glass jars. This virtually elimi-
nates the peeling, chopping and
potential sprouting that always
occurs with the fresh variety.

I always keep a few bulbs of
the fresh garlic around, and when
I see them beginning to sprout, I
peel them and place them in a
small glass jar filled with oil in
the fridge.

The oil is great for stir-frying
and the garlic will keep almost
forever

Ah, but what are metropolitan
Detroit's best kitchens doing with
garlic? A random sampling found
baked garlic appearing as an ap-
peUzer at R.I.K.'s, tossed with es-
cargot and puff pastry at the
Lark and pureed and reduced
with top cream as a flavorful
sauce for hearty venison and buf-
falo steaks at MacKinnon's.

AP - Do you tou food into the

freezer and hope for the best' You
can become more "freezer proft·
clent " All it takes is a little plan-
nlng

• Organize your freezer Label
each package with the contents and
date it was entered

0 Maintain a "lint-in, first-out"
policy Make sure the food that u
frozen first Ls used first This ensures
the best use of food, electricity and
space

• Plan freezer loads with effl

ciency in mind. For best results,
freeze no more than 3 pounds of food

 per cubic foot.
• Use airtlght wraps, including

re-scalable freezer bags, freezer pa-
per, sealed plastic container, and
aluminum foll Ideal freezer wrapp-
ings should also be moistureproof
and vaporproof

• Don't freeze and forget. Unused
freezer items should be removed af-

ter 1 year at most. The recommend-
ed average storage time varies by
food product.
• Frozen food stored for too long

may result In "freezer burn."
Freezer burn is identified by light,
off-color spots on food. It is caused
by excessive drying, which speeds up
changes in a food's color and tex-
ture. This can be eliminated, in part,
by using the proper freezer wrap.
• Avoid refreezing foods that

have thawed to room temperature.
The quality of food suffers when it
has been frozen and thawed more

than once.

Vegetable greens can be frozen.
Wrap them in a resealable plastic
bag and place them in the refrigera-
tor. Keep the produce in the ref rig-
erator until it is cold to the touch,

then transfer the greens to the
freezer

Not every food can go into the
freezer Cooked egg whites toughen;
raw tomatoes become soggy; greens
wilt; mayonnaise, sour cream and
cottage cheese separate; light
cream, yogurt and buttermilk lose

al most.

The recommended times for

freezer storage vary by item. Some
general guidelines for holding foods
at 0 degrees F fruits, 12 months;
vegetables, 8 months; ground ham-
burger, 3-4 months, beef roasts,
steaks and lamb roasts, 9-12 months;

pork, cured (ham) 1-3 mooths; pork
chops and pork roasts, 4-8 months;
pork sausage, 13 moothr veal, 8-9
months; cooked meat casseroles, 3-6

months; chicken, 9-12 months; duck
and goose, 6 months; turkey, 6-12
months; cooked chicken or turkey, 1-
3 months, fish, 3-6 moothg bread and

yeast rolls, 1-3 months; layer cake,
2-4 months; unbaked fruit pia, 8
months; ice cream and sherbet. 1-2
months.

When a stubborn smell just won't
go away, empty the freezer and
place cubes of charcoal in it over-
night.

John Glenn and Wayne Memorial is
set for Tuesday, but the two boys
track teams, for all intents and pur-
poses, got things rolling on Saturday
in lhe 20th running of the Observer-
land Relays at Livonia Churchill
High.

And Glenn sewed up the meet by
winning the final two events.

Wayne, meanwhile, came up emp-
ty in the shuttle hurdles on a disqual-
ificauon (false start).

But it was a fruitful day of compe-
Ution as far as first-year Wayne
coach Bob Lynn was concerned, The
Zebras, plagued by discipline prob-
lems during the first month of the
year, realized their enormous poten-
Ual.

."We did a lot better than people
thought, I'm proud of them all" said
the Wayne coach. "The DQ in the
hurdles hurt and we were missing a

key sprinter, but we did very well I
knew Glenn would do well because

She tells of battle with scleroderma
In 1981, Joanne Suhr was told by

docton at the Mayo Clinic that she
had three months to live unless she

received plasmapheres18.
Suhr scoffed at their prediction.

She declined to have the blood treat-

ment and discontinued medications.

She literally took her life into her
owns hands.

Nine years later, she is alive and
well and traveling the country tell-
ing people how she restored her
health nutritionally and conquered
Sclerodema, a connective Ussue dis-
ease also known as the disease that

turns people to stone.
Suhr will speak about her expert-

ences 7 pm Tuesday, May 15, in
Community Congregational Church
in Lathrup Village.

Literally meaning hard skin, the
hallmark of the disease is the exces-

sive production of collagen, the ma-
jor constituent of connective tissue,
which invades and destroys normal
tissue.

Syztemic scleroderma affects the
organs, namely the esophagus, heart,
lungs, intestines and kidneys.

Suhr first noticed something was
wrong in 1970 when her fingers and
toes turned purple and she developed
ulcerations that wouldn't heal.

EVENTUALLY, a doctor diag-
nosed her problem as Rayand's phe-
nomenon, a disorder that someUmes
develops into Scleroderma. She de-
veloped Scleroderma and in 1978,

she began visiting the Mayo Clinic in
Rochester, Minn., where doctors

could only treat the symptoms of the
disease.

Her hands had been disfigured, her
internal organs - one lung and one
kidney, the pancreas and esophagus
- damaged by the disease. In 1981,
she had a serious bout with pneumo-
nia and even though she took 43 pills
a day, her health continued to deter-
iorate.

Suhr shunned the medical treat-

ment and opted for a blood<leansing
juice fast and nutritional supple-
ments. She cleaned her cupboards of
processed foods, eliminating sugar,
white flour, foods containing preser-
vatives or dyes from her diet. In-
stead she drank a quart of raw car-
rot juke a day and vitamin supple-
ments

As the result of her drasUc mea-

sures, an ulcer that had been on her
hand for seven months healed. The

color of her hands changed from a
sickly purple to a natural color and
she no longer suffered from heart-
burn, a common side effect that had
scarred her esophagus.

TODAY, SHE helps run a family-
owned lawn mowing service and
manages her own business of holistic
diets for treatment of the disease.

She also has published a book, "Holt-
day from Death," which recounts her
experiences and what she has done
to keep the disease in check

"I'm not saying I'm cured, but I
have learned to control my disease,"
she said.

While she is delighted with the int-
provement of her condition, doctors
believe that she is in remission. She

reasons that in remission a person
stays the same, doesn't get better.
She, however, believes that her im-
proved state of health is an indica-
tion that she is getting better.

"Death comes to us all. It has its

place in life, but why accept a pre-
mature death sentence if you haven't
explored every other avenue open to
you?"

There are few biting
loiect, and the foreit floor can bea
carpet of wildflowen

Wildflowers bloom 00 the forest
floor in spring because they can
receive enough sunlight Leaves de
veloping in the forest canopy will
0000 shade the flowers, but by then,
spring wildflowers will already
have flowered and set seed By ear-
ly to mid-summer, a woodland
hiker will not see any evidence that
there were flowers around

One flower that can grow
profusely in Michigan forests is the
trout lily. The name trout lily re-
len to the fact that its leaves are

mottled on a trout. It may allo re-
fer to the fact that It blooms when
trout season begin•

Some people call it the adder' 8-
tongue. When the yellow petals and
sepals fall off, the swollen ovum
where the seeds are developing, a
tongue-like structure called the
stigma protrudes, hence the name

adder's-tongue. It also is called the
dogtoothed violet, though it in not
related to violeta in any way. A
white root and a European relative
have helped coin this common
name.

MOST PLANTS seen carpeting
the forest floor will not produce a
flower. They are too young and do
not have eoough energy stored in
their roots to produce a flower.

Large leafed plants will produce
a single yellow flower on the end of
a long stem. Each flower will typi-
cally droop or hang downward.

Though yellow petals and sepals
are most common, a species that
produces a white flower can also
be seen occasionally,

Native Americans probably
watched black bear eat the bulbs of

These types set bags or park carts in
front of the green, instead of off to the side
where they ca be speedily recovered on the
way to the next tee.

They take forever to look for lost balls and
gab when the way s clear to hit tee or fair-
way shots

Trying to shoot a decent score is tough
enough, but some seem hellbent on putting
their fellow golfers through a little extra top
ture

"Almost universally these days, they take
too long to play a round of golf," Colucci
said

''THE REASON for slow play is so many
people are inconsiderate of the people be-
hind them," said John Jawor, golf director of
the Hilltop Glen Goll Course in Plymouth

without an escort.

But this is the movies and they can
do anything. The other major fault
with "Short Time" is that it keeps
shifting gears - too often and too
rapidly.

Jane Campion's "Sweetie," the bi-
zarre, disjointed, unnerving story of
two weird sisters, caused a stir at
Cannes last year. It now arrives at
the Star Rochester Theatre and the

AMC Abbey for a limited run.
First we meet Kay (Karen Cols-

ton), a plain Jane clerk who is highly
susceptible to supersUtion. A woman
reads her tea leaves, informing her
that she will,fall for a man with a

question mark for a face.
When Kay eyes a sensitive young

man named Louis (Tom Lycos) with
a questioning curl above a mole on
his forehead, she knows he's the one.

She awkwardly seduce him in a
parking garage. Soon they are living
together.

BUT THINGS aren't always so
easy with Kay, Whose excuse of a
bad cold forces her into a separate
bedroom exactly 13 months after
their meeting. Sweetie's arrival
doesn't help the situation.

Sweetie (Genevieve Lemon) is
Kay's sister, a black-clad,
overweight mental instituuon escap-
ee with some very nasty habits.

"She
was just born," Kay insists to Louis.

They have hidden powers," Kay
admits, but only after she has up-
rooted the sapling and hidden it um
der her bed. '

Director Campion has been favoh
ably compared to David Lynch, oof
just for her visual style, but for the
way she looks beneath the seemy'
underside of a supposedly normal
life.

Parts of "Sweetie" work better

than the whole - the scattered nar-
rative minimizes tensions. But Cam-

pion's first feature not only has more
original ideas than a dozen movies, it
creates a world where the abnormal

becomes almost natural and charae-

ten exist solely by raw emtions and
phobias.

The performances will mark the
eighth annual commemoration of
Mother's Day in Michigan for Rog-

Both mothers will attend again
this year, avoiding the front row and
sltting in what they hope are incon-
spicuous seats.

Rogers, now a Connecticut resi-
dent, was born in the northern Michi-
gan town of Beulah and raised in
Lansing. Schmidt was born in De-
troit and until her recent marriage
and move to Minneapolis, lived on
Beaver Island off the shores of Char-
levoix.

Their superior talent and refresh-
ing material have catapulted each
along divergent paths to acclaim in
the worlds of folk, jazz, blues and
pop music. They've headlined most
major folk festivals, which in fact is
how they met, became friends and
began performing together.

After graduating from Grosse Pointe High School, Adler served
in the Navy during World War II.

"I was on a destroyer for a while; we ended up in the Aleutians,"
he said.

When the war ended, he entered Michigan State University.
"I bounced around from one major to another and ended up in

radio and TV," be sald.

m 1949, Adler began working part-time at WXYZ-TV, then was
hired full-time the next year u a stage manager.

"I HAPPENED to be stage managing when Soupy came to the
station in 1953," Adler said. "He had been a dile jockey in Cinnci-
natti and Cleveland before be came up to Detroit In his radio show
he had a dog named White Fang, he included that in his TV show."

At fir*, White Fang wal not Been but only heard - thanks to a
record of a dog barking.

"It happened one day that Soupy started talking to White Fang
- as usual," Adler said. "I happened to look off camera and the
guy who supplied the sound effects said be couldn't find the dog
recording.

A. You are not alone in your fear of filing
and losing your papers. Wanting to keep pa-
pen out where you can see them Ls a right-
brained characteristic. While filing ts the most
effective way to store papers, one alternative
lets you put away papers and keep them out.
too.

Three-ring binders may be your answer. Pa-
pen can be held by punching holes into the
papers themselves or by placing the papers in
manilla pocket pages or In various kinds of
plastic sheets held in the binders. Categories
can be divided by tabs. Subjects might include
bank statements; frequently used reference
materials; lists of names or numbers; articles

clipped and sub-divided into restaurants, trav-
el, psychology; etc.

One binder might hold all car papers with
different cars divided into sections by tabs. In-
cluded for each car would be Utle, registratloo,
insurance policy, warranties and repair re-
ceipts kept in chronological order. One woman
loves her car binder because she takes it along
to discuss repairs with her mechanic. Also,
when her husband queries her about car main-
teinance, she merely hands him the car binder.
He likes the system, too.

This idea can also be incorporated into an
office calendar, control or project book with
various types of oft-used lists and materials
kept within one binder.

Not only is this a good plan for visually ort-
ented people, it's also nice for perfectionists
because it holds papers firmly in place. Some
people are so fastidious that files are not neat
enough for them - especially when another
person uses them and leaves them awry.

Using many binders is not necessrtly practi-
cal, since they take more space, are more ex-
pensive and it's more time-consuming to place
papers in them. The advantages are that pa-
pen stay in order and are easy to find. Binder-
lovers also testify that small papers don't get
crumpled down in the bottom, as can happen in
a file folder. Best of all, binders can be left
standing out in full view on a bookshelf, so you
can see where your papers are, rather than
having them closed away in a file drawer.

Try to reserve binders only for those papers
you use often, and file the rest. Which system
you use is not so important as keeping thingm
organized, so you are able to f Lnd what you
need when you need it. .

Sometimes built as part of a house and sometimes built
as an afterthought, decks have evolved beyond the old
concrete patios of a decade ago because of their nexibili-
ty in design, durability and just plain splashiness

John Griffiths, president of the Michigan Deck Builder,
a Lake Orion company that has building decks for 13
years, said customers are demanding more intricate
decks with multiple levels, irregular shapes, angles, ter-
races, privacy fences, gazebos and hot tubs.

"Ten years ago, it was fancy if it was a rectangle with
a corner cut off," he said.

Most people are interested in decks for one of two rea-
sons, he said. "People want decks for personal use -
someplace for kids to go out to play or someplace for
them to entertain."

DECK BUILDING really began taking off five years
ago. At the Ume there was some competition between
neighbors to "out deck" each other, he said. "But I don't
see a lot of that anymore."

Griffiths said he builds decks for builders with homes

still under construction and for people who want to add
decks years after buying homes. The way some homes
are designed - especially the luxury custom homes in
affluent subdivisions - a deck is a necessity,

It's not uncommon to see architects design homes with
doorwalls 12 or more feet from the ground looking over
yards or wooded areas. "They're not really thinking of a
deck when they design these, but once they put a door
wall 12 feet off the ground, they have to do something."

Builders who contract out for decks are very demand-
ing, he said. "When they're building a custom house with
everything topnotch throughout, they want a topnotch
deck to go with it."

Gene Vennettilli of Construction Services Group in Ro-
chester said when he is hired to build a deck, he suggests
that homeowners go out and look at other decks and to
read a book on deck building. "Just so they can get an
idea of what they want

"Many people like to leave the custom designing to us
- they have one or two ideas, but that's it," he said "But
it's not my deck. Decks should reflect the person.

"There's nothing wrong with getting ideas from other
places, and I always make suggestions, but the (borne-
owner) should play a part in the decisions."

There's no real secrets to designing a deck, he said.
First he draws the shape of the house to scale and then he
talks with the owners, Vennettilli said.

THE OWNERS tell him what they want and he puts It
together like a puzzle, fitting the deck to the contours of
the house, terrain, trees and other objects like pools and
flower beds. "Sometimes they want deck, built around
trees "

Vennettilli said decks are no longer restricted to
homes. Retail stores, restaurants, municipal projects and
golf courses will contact deck builders for various proj-
ects.

Griffiths of Michigan Deck Builders said the hardest
thing about designing a deck is- figuring out the size. Fi-
nancing a deck is more costly than people anticipate.

"People umially have an idea of what they want but
can't really afford it," he said. The typical deck costs
between $7 and *10 per square foot (including labor), but
amenities can add dramaUcally to the costs."

Wood costs can also vary greaUy. Cedar, the most pop-
ular wood, has decreased in price during recent years and
is comparable to pressure treated woods. "Redwood is
much more expensive."

Most decka today are built with cedar because the cell
structure of the wood naturally prevents water from
seeping in. Water absorption causes deck planks to swell
and contract depending on the weather and is the leading
cause of deck failure, he said.

EVEN CEDAR and pressure-treated lumber should be
treated with a wood sealer, he said. Griffiths stressed
people considering a deck should make certain the build-
er & a licensed contractor. "People think building a deck
won't hurt their house, and they are willing to take a
chance on an unllcensed contractor.

"Anytime your building near a house, you are taking a
risk," Griffiths sald
