It wasn't so long ago that before

1983, Detroit has been raising water
rates charged to the township, offi-
cials said.

Since 1985, water expenses have
exceeded revenues by as much as
$900,000, township officials said.

"We're really catching up for a lot

of years," Harvey said.
To deal with that imbalance,

township officials have taken money
from other accounts - such as road

and sewer repair - to cover water
expenses.

"We've done everything we can to
delay this eventuality - we have no
other choice," said Township Super-
visor Maurice Breen.

The township board of trustees ap-
proved raising the rate charged to
residents at their May 8 meeting.

"I only hope that everyone will re-
fleet for a moment on the fact that

direct charges - over which we
have no control - have jumped tre-
mendously since 1983," Breen said.

"I know that this is a difficult situ-

ation for all of us to understand," he
said, adding, "I, too, will feel the im-
pact of this necemary action."

For the average township custom-
er, the increase from $ 1.84 per 1,000
measured gallons to *2.30 for the
same amount will mean an increase

of $4.58 per month - about 15 cents
per day, officials said.

I want some cheesecake

Ah, but before you get all fired
up thinking that these pages will
be filled with gooey, creamy,
New York style varieties of
cheesecakes, look again.

Savory cheesecakes are a
whole new variety of exclusive
cheesecakes that seem to be gain-
ing m popularity in the Detroit
area. Perfect for lunch, brunch,
casual suppers or buffets, these
do-ahead treats combine a

creamy taste with a smooth, vel-
vety texture. They take the sdrne
form as their sweet counterparts,
but the flavorings are a real
surprise-

FROM THE EXTERIOR, they
look like cheesecaka Instead of

a graham cracker or cookie crust,
these crusts are formed by com-
bining toasted breaderumbs,
grated cheese (which helps the
crust brown and crisp) and melt-
ed butter.

The essential filling remains
the same - cheese. Soft and deli-
cate cream cheese is the common
denominator in these cases. Fresh

cream cheese, which has a slight-
ly tangy flavor and contains no
preservatives, is preferred, but
the packaged bricks available at
the supermarket are acceptable.
(Fresh cream cheese can be pur-
chased at specialty food stores
and cheese shops.) Cottage cheese
and ricotta can be added to light-
en the taste and calories.

Other than a melange of fresh
herbs, filling and great cheese,
the only other staple really neces-
sary to prepare these detectable
goodies is a good quality spring-
form pan. If you have yet to in-
vest in one, it can be purchased at
all gourmet and kitchen shops,
with the lesser-quality pan com-
ing in at under $5, to non-stick
all-aluminum varieties at well

over $30.

If you're thinking about taking
the cheesecake to a function, you
might also want to invest in the
same-size cardboard-bottom in-
sert These are about 10 cents

each, and you will never have to
worry about leaving the bottom
of your springform pan in some-

, one's kitchen again.
To my friends I think I have

about eight different-sized bot-
toms in my cellar. Call me if you
want them.

ALL THE RECIPES call for

pretoasting the breadcrumbs. If
you have never toasted bread-
crumbs you can use fresh or pre-
packed varieties. Sprinkle them
on a cookie sheet and toasting
them in a moderate (350-degree)
oven for 5-10 minutes, stirring oc-
casionally.

NE SCHOOL DAY each

week, nine students in

Sharon Rivera's special
class at Berkshire Middle

School in Beverly Hills prepare
lunch and then share in the dining
experience.

The meal, however, provides
much more than mere noontime

sustenance.

It is a journey into self-sufficien-
cy, an odyssey of cuisine by a hand-
ful of special students whose poten-
tial for independent living is coaxed
into fuller bloom through an experi-
ence in cooking.

Reading and math, health, science
and language are a part of the expe-
rience. Teamwork and cooperation,
etiquette and socializing are another.

Home economics and especially
cooking, long included in curriculum
for mentally impaired and autistic
students, is elevated in importance
by Rivera because of the basic sur-
vival skills it provides.

By preparing a meal and then eat-
ing it, "We learn we can do things
for ourselves, take care of ourselves.

It's a tremendous feeling of inde-
pendence. It's very exciting," Rivera
said. Most of these students, she add-

ed, are quite capable and many may
one day live on their own.

KATHY, WITH HER mop of blond
curls, labors over an apple. She; Dar-
ren, an autistic youth; and Marc, who
favors the spicy food of his Mexican
heritage, are peeling a pot of apples,
preparing them for saucing. It is to-
day's desert. Darren and Marc have
each peeled several but Cathy is hav-
ing trouble. She has yet to master
the peeler.

Rivera glides by the table where
the trio works, stopping long enough
to again demonstrate the peeler for
Kathy.

"Does it matter if we make a mis-

take?" Rivera asks no one in partic-
ular. The question, one in a steady
stream of queries meant to provoke
thought and motivate action, elicits
brief comments.

Rivera then answers herself.

"Mistakes are how we learn."

Erin, in spite of a withered arm, is
crushing garlic for the salad dress-
ing, laboriously reading a recipe for
ingredients and amounts. After some
confusion, she draws on former
directives: "Do we have everything
out? Are we doing this step by step?"

Sarah, a small wip of a girl, care-
fully measures green salad into a
dozen bowls Her helpmate, a wil
lowy beauty also named Sara, caps
each salad with garbanzo beans,
bacon bits and croutons.

Rivera's aide, Marilyn Price, eau-
tions the girls, "You need enough for
12 bowls. "Count them out." Later,

Sara confides that Price is her " very
best friend."

Aaron, who proudly announces he
is in eighth grade, and Gaurl, of East
Indian ancestry, measure water for
Kool-Aid. Gaurl whispers "I love
you" to Rivera, who assists Aaron In
basting a roast of pork smothered in
rosemary and thyme. Potatoes and
corn, peeled and shucked earlier,
simmer atop the stove. Two pans of
homemade rolls complete the meal.

THE PROJECT FLOWS smooth-

ly, each person completing Individu-
ally assigned tasks under the experl-
enced tutelage of Rivera and Price.
"Please" and "thank you" accompa-
ny every request.

The menu, planned by the stu-
dents, 18 ambitious, a complete meal
that meets daily health guidelines,
Individual taste and dletary limita-
tions. Prepared entirely by the stu-
dents, It 18 served sit-down style at a
table adorned with bright spring flo-
wen.

The next time you're in the store,
look around. There are more than
150 fish varieties, either fresh or
processed, available.

Good nutrition is the key to good
health so be adventuresome. Try

. adding fish and seafood to your
menus

, Because fish products are easy to
I digest, they play a major role in the

diets of young children and the eld-
erly, where the ease of digestibility

' is critical. Fish products also can
: supply many of the nutrients that
· are required.

Fish or shellfish are excellent

sources of high-quality protein. Most
fish and shellfish fall into the low-fat

high-protein group. These have less
than five percent fat and 15 percent
protein. Included are tuna, halibut,
cod, flounder, haddock, pollack, mul-
let, ocean perch, whiting, crabs, seal-

tops, shrimp and lobster. Tuna and
halibut are even better sources of

protein. White meat albacore tuna is
a good source for the now-famous
oils known as Omega-3 fatty acids.

Medium-fat high-protein fish con-
tam 5 to 15 percent fat and more
than 15 percent protein. At 15 per-
cent fat, they are still less than
meat. Besides, the fat is the polyun-
saturated type. Included are ancho-
vies, herring, mackerel, salmon and
sardines. These fish are also rich in
vitamins A and D.

shMmp remains relatively high in
cholesterol. However, a 3-ounce

serving is only one-third the choles-
terol in one egg yolk

GENERALLY, SEAFOOD ts low

in calories and is a good source of
complete protein. Besides supplying
many minerals, including phos-
phorus, io€line and calcium, all
seafood supplies B-complex vita-
mirts

Fish can be cooked in a variety of
ways, poaching, steaming, baking,
broiling, grilling, pan frying or mi-
crowaving. Almost any fish can be
used in any recipe Buy whatever
type or species of fish is available,
frozen or canned.

Do not overcook seafood. Finfish

cook in 6-12 minutes per inch of
thickness. Cook fish only until it is
firm, still juicy and has turned from
translucent to opaque (hke cooked
egg whites). Cooking fish until it
flakes can make it tough and dried.

Seafood tastes great with many
herbs Basil, bay leaf, dill, oregano,
paprika, pepper. tarragon thyme,
rosemary, sage, marjoram, chervil,
chives, fennel, ginger or garlic are
nice complements to fish. Mari-
nades, sauce, condiments and fla-

vored butters also complement fish
but can add calories.

Seafood can be extremely helpful
to dieters. Serve a seafood appetizer
or soup before dinner to cut your ap-
petite Try boiled shrimp, spritzed
with lemon juice or smoked salmon,
with a tray of fresh vegetables.

Surimi products are an Inexpen-
sive addition to a diet,plan. Surimt is
made from white fish (probably pol-
lack) and is low in calories. These
products have been made to taste
like imitation crabmeat. Surimi is a

low-calorie addition to an appetizer
or a hot or cold soup If you buy a
pre-cooked product such as crab,
shrimp or surimi. plan to serve it

TO PURCHASE FISH, use this

guideline per person: three-fourths
to one pound whole or drawn fish;
one-half to three-fourths of dressed

or clean fish, one-third to one-half

lobster meat and raw scallops. Fig-
ure one to two pounds of live lobster
per person or 6-12 oysters, depend-
ing on size.

Keep fresh fish and shelli ish loose
ly wrapped in the refrigerator and

cook within one to two days. If it is
frozen, keep in original wrapper,
thaw in refrigerator and use imme-
diately. Never thaw and refreeze
fish since this will cause moisture

loss, texture and flavor changes. It's
not a good idea to thaw fish in the
microwave because parts may start
to cook.

Some studies suggest that as few
as two fish meals a week may de-
crease the risk of developing heart
disease. Don't limit yourself just to
canned tuna, as good as that may be
for you. Expand your horizons when
you visit your local seafood counter.

The Red Army was unable
to restrain the people, who were ea-
ger for contact with the Americans,
according to Giese.

'After the game we were handing
out American flags, and the people
rushed over and wanted to touch us

and shake hands," he said. "They re-
ally admired us because we were
Americans and wanted to be like us.

"One of the biggest things about
the trip was the feeling all of us had
after that game. It gave us an under-
standing of who we are and what our
country stands for."

The Americans didn't have as
much contact with the natives in na-

tionalist China but dRI quite a bit of
sightseeing and had several banquets
with Taiwanese officials, Giese said.

The pollution he saw in Taiwan
and the poverty in communist China
made an impression on him.

Giese believes the experience will
help him this summer playing Var-
dar soccer and next fall when he be-

gins his sophomore year at Farming-
ton.

"Getting as much playing time as
I did - and being only 15 - was
pretty good," said Giese, who was
scoreless in the six games. "It will
help me playing over here because
of the pressure situations.

Just when you thought that thin was "in," they're now saying
that you need a "wide-body" to play the sport of tennis.

Most tennis players will know what you mean if you ask them,
"Are you playing with a wide-body?" Understand, if your wooden
tennis racquet has a curve in it or was last used to swat June bugs,
wide-body is not a term used to poke fun at a person's mid-section.

Not since the Prince racquet (the over-sized one that looked like
a snowshoe and revolutiontzed the tennis world 10 years ago) has
an innovative racquet feature put the tennis world in such a tiny.

Traditionalists scorn its existence,
just like everything else new on the
tennis market.

WIDE-BODIES FIRST hit the court in 1987 when Wilson intro-

duced its "Profile" line. Other companies watched and waited to
see what would happen with the new racquel.

Within months they became so popular that tennis pro shops
couldn't keep them on the shelves . . kind of like the "Cabbage
Patch" doll craze several Christmases ago.

" 'It's got to be a joke,/ I said when I first saw one; it looks like
something Conan the Barbarian would play with," said Ben Tasich,
owner of Racquets Unlimited in Livonia. "I really poe-pooed it, but
then again, I thought the oversized racquets were a joke when they
first came out, and now look at them."

By 1989, Wilson passed up Prince in market share for the first
time in the 1980§.

"This is strictly attributed to the wide-bodies," said Tasich.
"Prince, Head, Dunlop and the rest of the major racquet producers
all got caught with their pants down."

There seems to be some debate when it comes to players, espe-
cially advanced players, about the wide-bodies. Some feel that the
added thickness makes ground strokes harder and the added power
may hinder more than help.

TASICH SAID "60-70 percent of the top tour players are using
wide-body racquets, mainly because that's what their sponsors
give them to play with."

"Wide-bodies are extremely powerful, sometimes too powerful,"
said Kris Nichols of Nichols Ski & Sport in Dearborn. "An ad-
vanced tennis player, who is accustomed to his or her power range
in a conventional racquet, may have a problem with the wide-
body Wide-bodles are excellent for intermediate players, though."

Tasich suggests that lower string tensions have to be used for
wide-bodies, due to the high power.

"The manufacturers recommend that wide-bodies are strung
around 11 pounds lighter than traditional racquets," he said.

Still, the increase in power and stiffness has led to what many
believe to be the wide-body's biggest problem.

The fact remains that shock transm18sion in the wide-body rac-
quet is considerably greater than that of a traditional racquet.
This, coupled with today'B popular racquet construction materials
like graphite, Keviar and boron (lightweight materials that don't
have the vibration absorption qualities of traditional wood) can
lead to arm problems like tennis elbow.

Today, at our annual garage sale,

1 sold my last surviving disco al-
burns for a quarter each Every
spring for 11 years, I've lugged Don·
na Summer, Gloria Gaynor and The
Village People out of the basement,
hoping some trollodyte In a white
suit with lapels wide enough to land
a jet on would show up for them.

Even now, over a decade later, it's

hard to admit - I worked as a DJ at

the local discotheque. (Don't laugh,
you were there, too. I remember

, your zodiac medallion.)
Back in 1979, things were, well, a

little slow in the advertising world.
Executives found their desks out in

the parking lot. Copywriters went
' from pushing pencils to selling pen-

cils overnight.
To augment our incomes, lots of

us ad guys took part-time jobs. I de-
cided to make it show biz - the area
of show biz that required no skills
other than dodging flying bottles.

PART SOCIAL director and part
psychologist, I matched the music
and lights to the pulse of the crowd.
My job was to make them dance un-
til their kneecaps exploded and their
tendons flew apart and they bought
dozens of expensive drinks to ease
the pain.

I hate to brag, but I worked in one
of the classier clubs in town. Styled
after Studio 54 in New York, we

were very selective in our clientel.
The doorman hand-picked the crowd
according to a strict pecking order:
Celebrities were admitted first.

Then came international jetsetters
and financial tycoons. Finally, a
smattering of artists, models and
fashion mavens were sprinkled
about for atmosphere.

Unfortunately, since >this was
Michigan and not Manhattan, only
nine people made it inside.

As time went on, the screening
system was loosened slightly to in-
clude hunchbacks, the criminally in-
sane and clog dancers from the Wis-
cousin Dells. On Wednesdays, there
was no cover charge for farm ani-
mals.

The first documented outbreak of
disco was in Paris. It was then

spread to the East Coast by airline
pilots. By the time a vaccine was
found, "Saturday Night Fever" had
infected the Midwest.

Mutts make most

of run for 'roses'

It's definitely not the SAM of kings.
Mutt Derby time at the Michigan State Fair-

grounds Coliseum is a meet of a different breed.
Sponsored by as a fund-raiser by the Michigan

Humane Society, the Derby is designed for mutts
and their owners... and mutual love is the only
pedigree required.

All dog lovers are welcome to attend... and
coo... and admire... and trade stories of can-
ine cleverness.

After all, in this world, a doting grandparent
may be boring, but is considered normal. A dog
owner showing picturep of little Sunshine licking
an ice cream cone, however, is often thought to be
a bit, well, eccentric.

Don't think they're snobbish about pedigrees.
Any mutt is welcome, as long as he or she is dis-
creet about "pure" bloodlines and doesn't go
around flaunting "papers."

The seventh annual Mutt Derby this year at-
tracted 400 of the area's "finest," who raced to
their owners to raise money for the MHS and to
kick off Be Kind to Animals Week.

There's a rhyme and a reason to the Mutt Der-
by. Dogs race in five classes - mini, small, medi-
um, large and mad - on an oval "course"
marked out in the arena.

THERE ARE 10 entrants in each heat, and
MHS volunteers hold the eager entrants as their
owners run to the opposite end of the track.

The idea is that the dogs are supposed to race to
their masters and the first one to do so is the

winner of the heat. Finally, the Grand Mutt Run is
a race between the five class champions to deter-
mine the Grand Mutt champion.

That's the idea. Sometimes, the dogs have an
idea of their own.

Sometimes, they forget about their owners be-
fore they make it to the end of the track. And then
there are those dog» that just sit there looking
around while the pack goes off bowling.

"Aren't you embarrassed?" someone asked the
owner of one such Doberman.

"No, he did the same thing last year."
Sometimes signals get crossed.
A beautiful fawn,olored Afghan, desperate to

be reunited with her owner, squirmed away from
her volunteer and ran the course alone, the crowd

cheering both her grace and her dedication.
Sheepishly, her owner led her back. When the

flag dropped, the dog remained behind, not mov-
Lng. She obviously Mught that was what she wu
supposed to do. After all, she'd tried runnLng and
that didn't work.

And sometimes, blood will tell.
A Border Collie, starting from post position,

spent the race trying to herd the other dogs into a
corner.

But the (top who never forget, never digress,
the dop who run most frantically are the little

dogs. They don't bark. They don't have "acti-
dents." They watch with disbelief as their owners
call them.

THEY RUN in unremitting desperaUon, eyes
fixed on their beloved, ears flying, deaf to the
roar of the crowd. They run and jump straight
into the arms of their hysterical owners, who car-
ry them off in triumph, win or lose.

"It's a family event," said Ron Blauet, MHS di-
rector of education. "People come from Flint and
GrRand Rapids. They pack a lunch and make a
day of it.

"Last year, at the sixth annual Mutt Derby, we
had more than 500 entries. We made $11,000 for
our shelters from the $5 entry fee for dogs, the $2
general admission fee and sales of sweat shirts
and other miscellaneous items."

"Micellaneous items" include clowns "Stem-

bles," "Fumbles" and Fluflu," otherwise known

as Peggy Vermander, Mary Vemander and Lyn-
ette Orr, who come in from the town of Leonard

to volunteer their skills at palnting funny faces on
eager children. All fees for the art work goes to
the MHS.

MHS employee/volunteer Verna Robingen of
Detroit boasts that she gets a lot of winners as a
handler.

"You have to show them that you're not going
to hurt them," she explained, wiping off her pant
leg where an excited dog had had an "accident."
(They spend a lot of time mopping up the starting
area.)

"I get their names from their owners and I talk
to them to get them to run. I say things like
'Where's your Mamal and 'Follow Marna; run to
Marna'"

ROBINSON HAS has two pit bulls at home and
she is especially proud of Star, a pit bull owned by
Detroit Harold M=p Jr.

Star has the distinction of being the only dog to
become Grand Mutt Champion twice, once in 1986
and again this year. In 1989, she was the medium
dog winner. Robinson has been Star's handler eve-
ry year that she has entered.

"I only brought her in 1986 to give her the op-
portunity to see other dop," Mossop said. "The
MHS people urged me to race her. so I did. When
she won that year, they announced only that the
winner was a dog named Star

"I guess they were afraid that If they said the
words pit bull, people would evacuate the Coll»
um. By now, she's a great favorite with the
crowd."

"It': a great day for those of us who work at the
shelters," Mid Blauet "It gives us a chance to see
the bond between dop and people. It'; an unfor-
tunate upect of our work that we seldom lee the
positive aspect, of the relationship between dogs
and humans.

"We hope that events like the Mutt Derby and
Be Kind to Animals Wee* will help people to real-
ke the joys and responsiBilities of owning a pet."

A· Putting off mailing letters,
thank-you notes, sympathy or greet-
ing cards is a recurring problem for
many people. Ideally you  should"
buy greeting cards in groups (e.g. by
the month) address them, sign them
and write the mailing date where the
stamp goes. Then just stam,1 and
mail them on the appointed days.

Even an "ideal" system may not
solve your problem, however. Of the
sit categories of procrastination I
have identified, delling with your in-
ner feeling, may be the most com-
mon cause of mailing delay and the
most difficult to master. When you
send cards or letters you are sharing
your feelings, even if you only sign
your name to a pre-printed card. In
the back of your mind you may be
mulling over questions like: Have I
chosen the right words? Will the
other person think this is corny? Ap-
propriate? Funny? Is my handwrit-
ing too messy? WU1 this produce the
intended comfort-joy-appreciation-
cheer?

Insecure feelings get involved in
putting off more than just written
messages. Relationships may suffer
as well. Perhaps an apology is in or-
der but difficult to deliver. Termina-

tions, appraisals or evaluaUons of
business people are often delayed be-
cause of the difficulty of telling oth-
ers what they are doing wrong - or
because lt's hard to praise someone.
Until handled, these delays can gen-

Anytime you realize you are de-
laying something because of feel-
ing, face the problem head on. Iden-
tify specifically what is holding you
back and why. If you still can't han-
dle it, try creative alternatives such
as calling instead of writing: Moding
a small gift or flowers with a card
that simply says, "I'm Borry," for in-
stance, or finding someone else to
act as an intermediary. Sometimes
you simply have to bite the bullet
and schedule an appointment (to ter-
minate an employee, for example)
and then figure out how to handle it
after that appointment 11 made. Us-
ing " pressure to produce" never
falls.

An alternative to writing a person
at note on a "mushy" greeUng card
is to simply sign your name to a
more generic type of card. While
less than ideal, it is also less threat-
ening. Other reasons for card mall-
ing procrastination. You may consid-
er card mailing to be lesa important
than other daily activities and need

to raise that activity higher 00 your
priority list. Finally, a number of
people have told me choosing the
right one Is the hardest part of send-
ing cards so, once purchased. they
consider the job done. After all, they
have acted on their thoughts of the
other person - even if the other per-
son doesn't know it.

A new shop in downtown Northville,
called IA Belle Province, specializes in

pottery, furniture and accessories from Eu-
rope, particularly France.

The brick walls and hardwood floors of the

store are a fitting backdrop for the anUques,
stacks of snowy-white Belgian lace bed linens
and distinctive, brightly hued pottery called
Quimper (kam-PAIR).

Store owners, Jennifer Tobias-Turner of Bir-

mingham, and Leslie Benser-Luciani of Ann
Arbor, both are attorneys who decided to be-
come shopkeepers.

"I love French literature and culture," said

Tobias-Turner, 31, who speaks fluent French
and Spanilh. "It's just been an ongoing passion
of mine "

For Tobias-Turner, opening an imports shop
evoked memories of the period in her life when
she lived with a family in the south of France.
Benser-Luciant has enjoyed the buying trips to
Europe where she shari>ened her business
skills.

LA BELLE PROVENCE has an extensive

array of the popular, hand-painted French pot-
tea Quimper. The colorful pottery is charac-
terized by its depiction of traditional peasant
figures, dazzling florals and dramatic birds.

"No two pieces are exactly alike," said
Beger-Luciani, who explained that scenes are
painted free-hand by master painters. The art-
ists use neither stencils nor decall

La Belle Provence, which opened last No-
vember, is at 119 N. Center St., just off Main.
The :hop'* neighhors are a mix of Emall
boutiquel, acce-ory andlift:hopl, an art gal.
lery and neighborhood cafes.

The partners were attracted to Northville's
small-town flavor, its growth and the affluence
of the city and its nearby communities.

"Northville is like Birmingham used to be
before it became booming," Benser-Luciani
said.

BOTH WOMEN HAD been employed at law
firms prior to opening the shop. Benser-Luci-
ani had worked with Tobias-Turner's husband,
Jack, a Birmingham native.

The name, La Belle Provence, was selected
because of its distinctively French flavor. It
means "beautiful Provence," referring to a re-
gion of southern France which both partners
like.

"The region epitomizes everything we love
about the European style," Benser-Lucianj
said.

During buying trips to France and Belgium
the partners visited flea markets, antique fairs
and met with dealers.

According to Tobias-Turner, European coun-
try style ts compauble with American tradi-
Uonal and country styles.

"European antlques have a soft look to
them," she said. "It'i easy to segue from
American to European country (style) without
changing the whole house."

MOST OF THE furniture pieces carried by
La Belle Provence are antiques dating to the
18503, Benser-Luciant said. The pieces origi-
nate in France, Belgium, Germany and Italy.

Some reproductiom also are sold. Price tap
indicate whether a piece ts original or repro-
duction.

"They are mostly original pieces," Benser-
Luciant said. "We only carry reproductions to
give a greater price range. Reproductions are
typically made in Europe 30 (customers) are
getting European pieces."

When rental markets are u soft u they are now, property

managers have to scramble to earn their money.
It doesn't matter whether they look after their own holdings

exclusively, a combinaUon of their own and others' or work
only as hired guns.

The response of management companies has stepped up
over the last several years due to an abundance of space in the
marketplace," said Richard Roeser, president of a Beachum
and Roeser Development Co. of Birmingham.

It increases the level of competition, no question about
that."

Roeser also is president of the Building Owners and Mana-
gen Association.

"My responsibility 18 to make damn sure we are doing ev-
erything possible to keep buildings in A-1 shape," he said. "We
search out our tenants and inquire of them whether the level
of service is satisfactory."

Roeser manages 15 office buildings he owns, including Gov-
ernor's Place in Bloomfield Hills, Coventry Place in Troy and
Jamestown in Birmingham.

Harold Lawaon, president of ME Arden Co. of Farmington
Hills, manages and develops retail and office property.

"WE'RE CURRENTLY in a stale market...in retail, in-
dustrial, residential and office," Lawson said. "It becomes
more important that they (property managers) are right on
the job so they can see what problems are before problems
develop. In our business, when there's a vacancy, you never
lecoup that month."

The properties owned and managed by Arden include Up-
town Plaza in Farmington and Farmington Hills Office (Jen-
tre

Ron Slavik, founder and president of the Fourmidable
Group in Farmington Hills, knows all about competition in the
apartment management business.

"You've got to be creaUve, diligent and work hard," he said.
"It all comes down to good maintenance, highly motivated,
trained people on site, devising new marketing tools, constant
monitoring of the marketplace, making sure the project is
clean and well repaired."

PROPERTIES MANAGED by Fourmidable include Oaks at
Hampton in Rochester, Buckingham Square in Troy and Wal-
out Woods in West Bloomfield.

What does a properly manager do?
Listen to Thomas Garrity, who recently started a property

management firm in Livonia after 22 years in the business.
"We would go in and literally take over the whole opera-

tion," he said. "We set up bank accounts, staff, collect rents,
take care of tenant complaints, forecast implement energy
cost programs, set up security tf necessary.

"For that, we would be paid a fee, a percentage of gross
collections, 346 to 54 percent for commercial and industri-
al," Garrity said.

The range of compensation is comparable to residential
property management, Slavik said.

Property managers are in demand for a couple of reasons.

SOME LOCAL owners, professionals like docton and law-
yen, might want to build shopping centers or small offices as
investments, but don't have the time or expertise to manage
them.

Out-of-state owners, recognizing their distance from invest-
ments, call upon property managers who are aware of local
nuanees to handle details.

Some managers, like Roeser, concentrate on their own
properties.

"No matter how conscientious that person is, he can't possi-
bly care ... and see things I see as an owner," Roeser said.
"He (outsider) has more constraints. I have a level of percep-
tion and authority (so) I can resolve that (problem) right
away."

But Garrity believes that individuals who finance, develop,
build and try to manage their own holdings may be biting off
more than they can chew.

"We specialize in management where they don't," Garrity
said. "It's number one with us.'

"IT'S MORE difficult managing someone else's property,"
Lawson said. "They hire you, pay a fee. They're supposed to
listen to advice, but sometimes, when it gets costly, they
don't."

Especially absentee owners, who might be reluctant to ad-
just to local economic situations and lower rents or make
improvements to a property, if necessary, to compete.

Certified property managers must be licensed brokers, at-
tend classes and pass an exam, Slavik said. "The level of pro-
fessionalism is being raised due to competition."

Slavik and others in the field see the day approaching when
property managers get more involved in asset management
That would include analysis as to when to sell and whether or
when to refloance.

' 'The '908 level of property management will be taken to a
new dimension - long-term investment opportunities, report-
ing to investors," Slavik said.

Martha Jakubik, a property manager for Coldwell Banker
Commercial Real Estate Services, also believes that asset
management will become important.

Rental marke
Office, retail and residential rental markets in

Detroit and its suburbs are slumping, several prop-
erty managers said reeenUy when interviewed by
the Observer & Eccentric.

Richard Roeser, owner and manager of more
than a dozen office buildings, cited a study by
Grubb & Ellis that projected an office vacancy rate
at upwards of 20 percent here by the end of the
year.

With supply exceeding demand due to overbuild-
ing, office owners and managers have been offering
financial incenUves to retain tenants and attract

newcomers, Roeser said.

But that's not the first thing he likes to do.
When the market coots, Roeser said he redoubles

efforts to make sure his buildings are in top-notch
condiUon and tenants' whims are satisfied.

"Planting flowers, making sure the office is
clean - that it's a pleasant place to be," Roeser
Baid.

"If you haven't taken care of the building or eus-
tomers, they're going to move."

Stale was the word used to describe current re-

tail and office markets in metro Detroit by Harold
Lawson, president of a development and manage-
ment company.

"We need more growth from outside. That's our
problem," he said of office space.

"The office market is probably more overbuilt
than any segment" Lawson added. "Everyone's
competing. Tenants know that."

And ask for concessions.

An influx of major retailers like Target, Kohl'g
and Mervyn's has contributed to an overabundance
of shopping centers here, Lawson said.

"DEVELOPERS have to build a center for each

one," he said. "There's not enough litae guys
(tenants) to go around. I think we have too many
centers for total purchasing dollars available."

Supply and demand and inter-t rat- are the
biggest variables impacting the residential rental
market, said Ron Slavik, who founded a company
16 years ago to manage apartments.

What started out as a Thanksgiv-
ing week treat last year has sur-
passed "Roseanne" and even "The
Cosby Show" to shoot up to the No. 1
spot in the Nielsens.

America's Funniest Home Vi-

deos," which began as a one-hour
special last November, has been
holding its own as the top-rated
show of the season Just two short

months after its premiere, the show
was given its very own time slot
Sunday nights on ABC.

The program features home mov-
ie clips, submitted by anyone, of ac-
tual funny and unexpected events
they have captured on film.

"I think the nice thing about what
we do is that we've asked America

to produce the show for us," said ex-
eeutive producer Vin Di Bona, who
had also been producer for the net-
work's "Animal Crack-Ups."

The most costly thing about pro-

ducing the series Ls paying the staff
for viewing the tapes "The interest-
ing thing about screening a tape is
that you're never sure where any-
thing good is on the tape," Di Bona
said. "There's also the possibility of
spending three hours looking
through a man's pencil collection,
which we've done."

He said two people are assigned
to each screening room, and they
kind of feed off of each other That

energy quickly spreads through the
staff, too. "You'll hear folks laugh
like crazy down this hall, so every-
body moves to that room Then
you'll hear a laugh in this room So
it's really kind of a fun place to
work because there's a lot of laughs
all day long."

Bob Saget, who also stars in
ABC's Friday night comedy "Full
House," serves as host of the show.
He said that his duty on "America's
Funniest Home Videos" is just a

natural extension of the stand-up

comedy he has been doing
As he has stressed on the show nu-

merous times, Saget said it's easy to
tell staged videos, which would nev-

er be used. "We don't want people to

go out and create their video if it's

going to hurt an animal or a child,

because thgonly show they're going

to wind up on is, like 'People's
Court,1 or 'America's Most Wanted.'

They're not going to wind up on this
show.''

The motivation for people to send

Fifty percent want the $10,000 of-

emption from any burden, duty,
anxiety," under what conditions
does it truly prevail? Individual bias
within creative ] jeense will align or
allenate every onlooker This expe-
rience, be it through speech, actions
or thoughtful reflection, is an ex-
ercise of 'one' man or woman No

longer may one hide behind the
guise of 'I'm only one vote, I don't
matter.' You do matter, you are
making a significant difference.

Last week I mentioned that we'
would bust loose this nation's best

kept secret.. YOU. Not only are you
the secret, but you also are the solu-
tion You have the opportunity to be-
come active at the same time as ba
sic freedoms are being fought for
throughout the world.

Now every citizen can become in-
volved in the media from the incep-
tion of an idea to participating on a
local citizen committee, to voting
and then helping to actuate the
change.

Through the advent of cable fran-
chises, noncommercial television
channels have been made available

to the public, to education and to
government Programs are then
"cablecast" throughout the commu-
nity ("Cablecast" is the terminolo-
gy for the transmission of the video
and audio signal via cable). Cable
franchises are wired for distribution
of programs within a franchise
area The program offerings are
considered to be "narrowcast" with-
an this specific geographical area
Interconnection of cable systems
and use of satellite transmission al-
low for global viewing However, it
is common practice for local pro-
grams to be physically transported
from one cable system to another by
a person This practice is referenced
as "bicycling "

An individual may create their
own television program and speak
as they feel on any subject Howev-
er, or}e of the most popular pro-
gramM on local channels throughout
the United States 18 the coverage of

city council meetings. This is com-
munity service in the purest form.
Council agendas include public
questions and comments as well as
a standard procedure for public
hearing.

Cable Channel 10 now hosts the

coverage of Carlton City Council
Meetings Those residents who are
unable to attend the council meet-
ings can stay informed while enjoy-
ing the comforts of home. Watching
your council, city staff and active
residents sharing their perspective
on issues will go a long way to fa-
miliarize one of the intricacies of
your community Watching the
meeting from a distance does help
clarify the concept of individual
views being transformed into a
working picture for the good of the
entire community

Another reason to watch CATV
CH. 10 coverage of the Canton City
Council Meetings is to enable you to
value history in the making. As you
view the meeting, a relationship be-
tween you and the city will develop,
This is an inherent response to the
intimacy of a local access channel.
The only reason these channels exist
is because the community believes
in the exercise of the freedom of ex-
pression and are supportive of the
opportunity to build a greater un-
derstanding of 'Community."

Council meetings are not edited.
They may be lengthy and they may
be controversial or they may be rou-
t:ne and quiet. They do reflect the
state of the present

Beyond the council meetings ex-
ists another channel where each res
ident may have the privilege of cre-
ating one's own television program,
public service announcement or edl-
torial comment. .CATV Channel 15
The current programs of Channels
15 and 8 are listed within this televi-
sion guide on each day

How can you exercise your free-
dom of expression' Or more simply,
how can you get on TV? How do you
get your show in the Suburban
Cable W'pekip° There are television
workshops available through the
cable company, Omnicom Work-
shops are designed with a "studio"
emphasis for one month and then a
"remote/on-location" for another
month. Class size 18 kept to flfteen
to ensure personalized attention.

The one-night-a-week classes find

each panicipant ready to determine
how best to proceed in developing
an idea into a finished show Every
class produces a television program
for a specific CATV audience Each
person contributes to the new skills
and potential expertise possible
within a production team. There is a
place for everyone. Each person
naturally gravitates before or be-
hind the camera. People are conver-
sationalists or technically curious or
both.

Graduating workshop residents
become certified by MetroVision's
staff after volunteering to work on a
television program already in prog-
rea This step may be one of the
most rewarding. The family of Com-
munity Access Television Volun-
teers is one of the most fascinating
group of personalities I have ever
met. Production teams consist of

folks of all ages, nationalities and
professions Whoever you are on the
outside is of no significance. It is
how you interact and contribute to
the television show that counts.

Deep and abiding friendships are es-
tablished with each new show. Peo=
pie find a real sense of fulfillment in
learning valuable skills while also
contributing to someone else's
quest It is fascinating to note that
personal views are tempered as re-
spect for the producers purpose
takes top priority

The new graduate will be wei-
comed and encouraged through eve-
ry mistake while learning through
hands on experience' Once certi-
fied, the facilities and television
equipment is available free of
charge for the sole purpose of creat-
ing programming for our Communi-
ty Access Channels for Farmington,
Novi and Farmington Hills. Re-
source lists are available of several
hundred active volunteers who will
enjoy being part of a production
crew This list ts kept current and
updated with each new graduating
class

Non-profit organizations can opt
to schedule a personalized workshop
if there are 10-15 organizational
members who would like to create a
video team. Their goal should be to
cover the main events of the organt-
zation and enhance the promotional
efforts
