kind of birthday cake can I prepare
lora gourmet with a mphisticated
palate? Certainly not one made from
a mix, and certainly not ooe with
lot: of gooey buttercream or rich,
melting chocolate.

Now that I've eliminated most of
the standards, the cholees are still
many because cake baking is a long
and varied tradiUon. An far back u
ancient Egypt, 4,000 years ago,
cakes were baked for special occa-
sions including birthdays. In a tomb
in Thebes, hieroglyphic drawing,
were found that showed men pulver-
izing grain and dates with huge
stone•, mixing batter and pouring it
into long, narrow molds.

The Germa- are credited with

starting the tradition of making spe-
cial takes for birthdays. Their sped-
alties are the napfkuchen, an all-but-
ter cake, and a rectangular fruit
stollen surrounded with candles. The

Scandinavians prepare a towering
confection made of graduated ring:
of pastry called kringle which ts u-
ally -ved during the winter with
hot chocolate.

My favorite Italian birthday or
special-occutoo cake originated in
Sicily. The base 1, made of pan di
spagna, a sponge cake, and ts filled
with two different fillinp. A vanilla
or chocolate custard and sliced

peaches filling is imed for the first
layer, and a traditional ricotta
cheese, canoli mixture with choco.
late shaving» is uled for the other.
The cake is sprinkled with rum be-
fore filling and, once a-embled, is
covered with a whipped<ream frost-
ing. And it's most likely the most fat-
tening cake in existence.

ALTHOUGH THE typical Ameri-
can froited layer cake may suit the
occasion, a number of seemingly ex-
ouc creations can be designed using
the same balic techniques and
ingredients.

A truly special cake should look
truly special. And while no one can
eiipeet to rival the cake-decorating
abilities of a world famoul pastry
chef, there are many simple ways to
make a cake look beautiful A *imple
buttercream frosting or a melted

After glazing the cake, I covered
the entire side of the one-layer cake
with emb-ed ribbon which I the
ume width as the depth of the cake.
The ribbon will adhere easily to the
icing. Trim the ribbon after wrapp-
ing 30 that the two ends meet with-
out overlapping.

For another festive look, add cry}
tallized flowers in place of or in ad-
dition to the fresh flowers. It': a aim-
ple process, but the flowers must be
made a day or two before using
them. Violets are most often crystal-
lind, but they only bloom in May
and early June.

I PREFER crystallizing violas,
which bloom all summer and are
easier to work with because they
have a larger surface. And they're
more versatile because they come in
a variety of colon.

Patience is the key to making any
successful baked dessert Good bak-
ing techniques and a good basic re-
cipe are equally essential. Just a few
helpful hints now will guarantee out-
standing results.

Always preheat the oven for at
least 15 minutes before baking.
Check the oven temperature fre-
quently, using a mercury thermome-
ter Oven thermostats often need to
be recalibrated or adjusted. When a
cake recipe specifies cake flour, re-
place two tablespoons of all purpose
flour with two tablespoons of
cornstarch per cupful. Alway: fold
dry ingredients into the batter, using
a large rubber spatula

When buying cake pam, look for
heavy aluminum ones with a dull fin-
ish Pans should be filled no more
than half full. To prepare the pan,
grease with a shortening spray such
as Baker's Joy or a solid vegetable
shortening Line the bottom of the
pan with a round of parchment pa-
per to prevent sticking, then grease
again.

If you're not using a baking spray,
lightly dust the pan with 1 table-
spoon of flour Shake and remove ex-
cess After baking, test for donenes•
by inserting a metal ikewer or tooth-
pick in the center of the cake, It
should come out clean.

Allow the cake to cool completely
before frosting

Some are round, designed for
storing grain or hay at the center
and for housing livestock and equip-
ment toward the outside.

Barns have been ingeniously ad-
pated for hillside use, with one floor :
