Township gets
set for fall start

To get a curbside recycling pro-
gram running smoothly, get plenty
of information to the public before it
starts.

And homeowners should carefully
read inforrnation on what is accept-
ed for recycling and get their kids
involved.

A proposal requiring teachers to get approv-
al before using films and audio/visual materi-

als in the classroom got a lukewarm reception
from the Plymouth-Canton school board Mon-
d.y. -

The board voted 6-1 to approve the first
posting of the proposal but noted that a second
vote is needed before the policy can be imple-
mented. ”

Trustee Carl Battishill voted against the

plan, which would require teachers to preview
the materials, then submit to the school’s prin-

cipal a form requesting approval. The form
asks the teacher to provide a description of the
material and explain the purpose and objec-
tives for using it.

Battishill said he does “absolutely support”
the concept, but he called the procedure “a tad
restrictive.

“I have a sense the classroom teachers are
going to have a problem with it. I think the
amount of paperwork is going to be stran-
gling,” Battishill said.

Michael Homes, assistant superintendent for
instruction, acknowledged that a teacher’s
workload could be increased, but it may only
be temporary.

The school district has $925,000 in
an account that was generated from
a bond issue voters approved in 1988.
The board transferred funds totaling
$200,939 from related accounts to
the bond project account. It also
transferred $406,061 from the gener-
al operating budget. With the capital
improvements fund balance at
$278,000, the funds available now
equal $1.9 million.

The board intends to replace the
general operating funds with money
raised through the sale of unused
school district property.

“We are officially borrowing from
the fund balance . . . so it will al-
ways be delineated and separated so
no one can come in and say ‘T don’t
know how you can do this with
that,’ ” Swartzwelter said.

“Obviously it could become very time con-
suming the first time around,” said Homes.

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‘Granny flats’: Are they a blessing, or zoning nlghtmare? »

In New Jersey and Califorunia,
where ve caught on, they're
called Cottages, or ECHO
(Elderly Cottage Housing Opportuni-
ty) bousing.

In Australia, where they reported-
ly originated, they're called “Granny
Flats.”

By any name, however, they're a
golden opportunity, according to a
Bloomfield Hills businessman who
plans to introducing them to the De-
troit area.

“One of our biggest problems is
affordable housing for the elderly,”
said J. Robert Gillette, who sees a
marketing niche that coincides with
a growing societal concern.

Gillette is well versed in the hous-
ing needs of the elderly. He is presi-
dent of American House Retirement
Residences with 14 senior citizen
communities in southeast

With the number of .enjm' citizens
growing rapidly — and federal as-
sistance decreasing almost as rapid-
ly — granny flats may be the wave
of the future.

Having a granny flat in the back
yard for elderly parents offers nu-
merous advan said Gillette,
which explains why they have been
accepted in areas of Pennsylvania,
New Jersey and California

“The seniors can live independent-
ly,” he sald. “Yet they're close
enough to see the grandkids grow up

“The beauty of this concept is that
the cottages can be quickly set up

moved when they are no longer

The concept has been popular in
Australia for years, but hasn't
caught on in the United States be-
cause conditions haven't been ripe,
he said, “Until now."”

The units range from 500 to 700
square feet, with kitchen and laun-
dry facilities. The costs are still ten-
tative, but as envisioned by Gillette
granny flats will lease for around
$650 per month and sell for about
$35,000.

Gillette said as with most new
concepts, granny flats may generate
some controversy, especially in den-
sity-conscious communities with re-
strictive zoning regulations.

“I don't see many problems with
building the prototypes,” he said.
“We own the property” and already
have favorable zoning.

But enabling families to lease or
buy granny flats may take require
some zoning changes or special use
permits, he said.

“Once city officials and council
members understand the critical
need for this kind of housing, the cost
savings for citizens and the improve-
ment in the quality of life for our
elderly, they will welcome it (granny
flats) with open arms,” Gillette said.

That prediction may prove true in
the long run. But the idea of putting
modular housing units into single-
family neighborhoods struck a decid-
edly sour note in the communities
Gillette has targeted.

Back to school

Parents can help students adjust to new challenges

It’s just about time to go back to
school, and that can be a little fright-
ening for some children.

Some will be going to kindergar-
ten for the first time, and first-
graders will need to get used to at-
tending school all day. Teachers
agree there are steps parents can
take to help.

““‘Make sure your child has at least
seen the building,” said Lynda Zahm,
apreschool and kindergarten teacher
at New Morning School in Plymouth
Township. Visiting the school before
the first day of classes — and meet-
ing the teacher if possible — is a
good idea,

Walking' around the school and
playground before the first day of
classes can ease a child’s fears, said
Sharon Belobraidich, a first grade
teacher at Hoben Elementary School
in Canton. Walking the route to
school several times in advance is

helpful, as is having an older sibling
or neighbor child walk with a brand-
new student to school.

EDUCATORS AGREE the process
of getting a child ready for school
begins long before that youngster is
5oré.

‘“The biggest thing, I think, is read-
ing to them,” said Belobraidich, a
Plymouth resident. Her colleague at
Hoben, first grade teacher Barbara
Greanya, agreed that reading's im-
portant. : '

Visiting the library and “reading
that favorite book over and over
again” can help S prepare
for school, said Grearnya, a Plymouth
resident. Limiting time spent watch-
ing TV is also important.

“The kids watch too much TV, far

too much, and the wrong kind of
TV,”  Belobraidich said. Parents
need to be aware of what their chil-
dren are watching, and also should
limit time spent playing Nintendo,
she said.

Taking children to museums and
other places is a help, Zahm said,
and those excursions don’t have to be
unusual-or expensive. e

® Make sure your child has all
the supplies he or she will need.
Some teachers provide a list of sug-
gested supplies the first day of
school

‘@ Make sure your child is dressed
in clean, comfortable clothing.
Styles appropriate for the child’s age
are recommended, and children need
to dress for the weather.

e Don't put a child’s name on
clothing or backpacks where the
. name will be visible. It's important
to label supplies and clothing, but la-
bels should be put inside clothing or

backpacks.

® For a child who will ride the
bus, follow the bus to school that
first day and make sure the child
gets to the right classroom.

® Avoid having children stay at
home if they’re not really ill. Missing
school days makes it tough for stu-
dents to keep nf.

® Avold calling a child names or
comparing a child to an older sib-

ling.

EDUCATORS AGREE that par-
ents who have concerns about their
child’s progress shouldn't hesitate to
contact the teacher.

It's best to start with the teacher,
sald Belobraidich, who has more
than 20 of teaching experi-
ence. If a parent’s not satisfied, he or
she can then contact the principal.

“I think that's only common cour-
tesy and it's the way they would
want to be treated too. This is a
team approach, We're trying to edu-
cate your child.”

Parents should be open-minded,
she said, and should remember there

are two sides to a story. Belobraid-
ich found that was the case when her
own children were younger.

“They don't lie.” Children have
been known to exaggerate a bit, or
they might simply not understand a
situation.

Teachers need to know about cri-
ses at home, such as a divorce or the
death of a grandparent. Telling a
teacher about a crisis may be diffi-
cult for some parents, but they need
to consider their child's best inter-
ests, Belobraidich said.

“A teacher needs to know that,

and that isn't something we go into
the lounge and talk about.”.

Even a smaller , such as
bickering on the playground or diffi-
culty with a seating can
be upsetting to a child. Parents
should let the teacher know about
such situations, Greanya said. |

Bell has proposed four measured
local service options to customers
who don't want to pay more for un-
limited service.

They are:

e Call Plan Basic, which would
provide basic access to the network
for $6 per month with all local calls
metered at 6.2 cents apiece.

o Call Plan 50, which would pro-
vide 50 local calls for $8 per month
with additional local calls over 50
metered at 6.2 cents each.

@ Call Plan 150, which would pro-
vide 150 local calls for $10.50
monthly with additional local calls
metered at 6.2 cents each.

@ Call Plan 300, which would pro-
vide 300 local calls for $11.75 per
month with additional calls metered
at 6.2 cents each.

A safety net — a maximum
charge of $15 per month — would
protect against extraordinary usage
under all four options.

CUSTOMERS WITH unlimited
service are expected to switch to one
of the metered Buhl said.
Nearly 75 percent of Bell's residen-
tial 2.9 million customers now have
unlimited local service.

“There are few customers from
our viewpoint that would make more
than 300 (residential) calls per
month,” she said.

Buhl doesn’t expect the PSC to act

on the rate request until sometime
next year.

“When this is approved, we'll help
customers with a tremendous educa-
tion program,” she said. “We'll run
at the bottom of bills usage — how
many calls a month for a couple of
months — so they can look at usage
and select the proper plan.”

Other elements of Bell’s proposal
include:

@ Offering optional long distance
discount plans within the 313 area
code for a monthly fee.

@ Increasing the cost of calls -

from its public telephones to 25 from
20 cents.

@ Limiting residential informa-
tion service calls without a fee from

20 per month to 25 every three
months.

Not all consumer watchdog groups
are excited about Bell's restructur-

ing proposal.

“What they're doing is cutting
prices in the areas where they face
competition, and they’re loading it
up on the basic service customers
who have nowhere else to go,” said
Rick Stoddard, of Michi-
gan Citizens’ Lobby in Lansing.

“This is the conflict of a company
that has a monopoly in one area and
tries to compete in another,” Stod-
dard added.
