Fest begins 
weekend of
food and fun

It’s that time of year to put our 
diets on bold for the weekend and 
take part in the smorgasbord 
served up at Plymouth's annual 
Pall Festival.

On the. menu at The Gathering is 
chicken, veal, spaghetti and steak. 
Booths along Main Street will offer 
up everything from hot dogs to 
Italian sausage.

The event gets going at 5 30 p.m. 
Thursday and continues until 6 p.m. 
Sunday. During the four days, the 
event is expected to attract thou­
sands of visitors to Plymouth. (See 
our special section on the Fall Festi­
val Inside of today’s paper.)

According to the National 
Weather Service, Mother Nature 
will be in a cooperative mood for 
the most of the weekend.

The mid-week long-range fore­
cast calls for a weekend of fairly 
mild weather and fair conditions.

“We're looking at high pressure 
over the southern lakes, so it looks 
like it’ll be fairly mild with fair 
conditions and below-nonnal tem­
peratures,” said Gail. Hartfield, 
meteorologist trainee with the Na­
tional Weather Service at Detroit 
Metropolitan Airport.

Hartfield said there’ll be a 
chance of thundershowers tomor­
row with a high Friday in the mid- 
80’s.

“The high on Saturday should be 
in the mid-70’s, and our computers 
are calling for a high of 73 on Sun­
day with clear skies,” she said.

But even if there is some wet 
weather, it will be dry at The Gath­
ering on Penniman across from 
Kellogg Park. That’s where most 
of the major events will be held.

Church 
has good 
location
As new site for 
Arts Council

Old Village backers are trying to 
encourage the Plymouth Community 
Arts Council to seek a new headquar­
ters in an Old Village church.

* “It already has an office, air con­
ditioning, classrooms, it’s been reno­
vated recently, it's ready to go,” said 
Mark Oppat, Old Village Association 
president.

And for Old Village, “It would re­
ally be a nice thing, it would put the 
icing on the cake,” Oppat said.

The property is the Praise Chapel 
Church of God at 585 N. Mill. While 
it's not for sale right yet, “The 
church is going to go on the market,” 
said Pastor Rod Trusty, as church 
members are seeking land in town 
on which to build a new church.

Last week, the city commission 
agreed to explore a possible addition 
to the Plymouth Cultural Center to 
house galleries and classroom space 
for the arts council.

Arts council director Kay Jaeger, 
who has toured the Praise Chapel 
Church with Oppat, said it was too 
early to talk about which facility the 
council likes best. “I think the arts 
council is trying to pursue all options 
and see what's available," she said.

Oppat said that if the arts council 
opted for the church site, those who 
use the facility would be closer to 
restaurants and shops.

The arts council board was sched­
uled to tour the church on Wednes­
day.

Trusty said the church was ap­
praised at 8379,000 last year. Since 
then, "We have done some improve­
ments, and there's been a year’s es­
calation in property values," he said.

The arts council had sought to use 
the Wilcox Mill in Hines Park, but 
that would have required "a signifi­
cant amount of renovation and costs 
for upkeep," said City Manager Gor­
don Jaeger

The arts council is seeking state 
grant money to pay for a place to 
locate an office, gallery and class­
rooms

The council awards more than 
$3,000 each year to talented local

Unlike her University of Michigan 
classmates, Plymouth's Paula Fin­
negan will spend part of the fall se­
mester driving a solar-powered car 
through the Australian desert.

Because the U-M Sunrunner solar 
car finished first July 19 in the Gen­
eral Motors Sunrace USA, it quail 
fied to run in the World Solar Chal­
lenge, which begins Nov. 11

The race opens in Darwin in north­
ern Australia, and finishes in Ade­
laide, 1,900 miles to the south.

Finnegan, 21, said it's OK that 
she’s delaying the start of her senior 
year for another semester.

"I'm not ready to take classes at 
a l l”

THAT’S UNDERSTANDABLE. 
Last June, the Sunracer team — Fin­
negan designed the interior and was 
one of two students sharing the driv­
ing -  tested the car from sunup to 
sundown at the Michigan Interna­
tional Speedway.

The July 9-19 race was grueling, 
and preparations are constantly un­
der way for the World Solar Chal­
lenge.

"When we crossed the finish line it 
was a relief,” Finnegan said of the 
GM Sunrace USA win.

WHILE THE U-M car had a com­
fortable lead as the race neared Its 
end, a chain slipped off the the main 
drive of the Sunrunner, forcing a de­
lay.

"We decided to take it off and run 
on the second motor.”

Along the race route, Florida to 
Michigan, it would be striking to see 
"families on their front lawns with 
video cameras, and kids jumping up 
and down.”

As Finnegan waited In the solar 
car at city traffic lights, "People 
would be peering inside — they 
couldn't see me because of the re­
flective coating — saying, ‘Is there 
somebody In there?’ "

When the race ended, "I was 
zonked; we all were, the whole 
team."

BUT SOON, the team was consid­
ering Improvements for the car.

"It weighed 575 pounds in the last 
race, we want to get it down to 500 
pounds in this race.”

One reason for improvements Is 
stiffer competition this time, includ­
ing solar car entries from Honda, 
Toyota and other Japanese auto 
companies.

Plans call for reducing the 
windshield size, as Plexiglas weighs 
more than the body plastic; replac­
ing some plastic parts with Mylar 
paper, and using lightweight titani­

um for some car parts

ALSO, "WE’RE looking to raise 
another $240,000,” to pay for the 
project and trip to Australia.

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twenty something
Today’s young adults share concern

The twenty-something generation: 
Fairly or unfairly, it's been charac­
terized as an overly sensitive group 
that is responding in specific ways to 
having grown up in an era of drugs, 
divorce and economic strain.

These young adults — born during 
a time when the U.S. birthrate 
dropped to half the rate of its post­
war peak — is postponing adulthood 
and delaying relationships in an ef­
fort to avoid hurt and risk.

Sometimes called “baby busters," 
these young people prefer short­
term tasks that bring tangible re­
sults. They take a passive approach 
to overwhelming social problems 
have a taste for travel to ezotic 
places.

What do they share with today’s 
high school freshmen that sets them 
apart from older Americans?

To me it matters some, but not quite 
as much. A lot of people didn't go to 
our five-year reunion because they 
didn't have the things they wanted to 
have by that time. The more they 
have, the better it looks. They want 
to impress people," said Kubiak, who 
loads planes for Northwest Airlines.

HEALTHY DOSES of self-direc­
tion and a desire to obtain high-pay­
ing jobs in order to afford the finer 
things in life. And an enhanced 
awareness of the drug scene, AIDS, 
sex and a higher possibility of being 
victimized by crime.

Differences are emerging between 
the age groups as well. More of to­
day’s high school freshmen work.

"In many ways, there’s more pres­
sure to achieve academically," said 
Charlotte Sherman, assistant princi­
pal «t John Glenn High School in 
Westland. “The guaranteed jobs 
aren't there, and they know it.

"More of them are going to work,” 
she added. “Ten years ago, ninth and 
10th graders never worked after 
school. Now it’s very common. They 
assume more responsibility for earn­
ing a share of their expenses."

Agreed Dawn Virant, a ninth- 
grader at Garden City Junior High: 
"Most of my friends want to go to 
college and get a job so they can 
earn money Earning a lot of money 
is a big thing They want everything; 
like a big house, a nice car and the 
ability to travel. Younger kids are 
working so they don't have to depend 
on their parents for money. You 
need that to fit in.”

Classmate Neil Marano said fami­
ly ranks up there too, "because they 
do everything for you The way you 
get these expensive clothes is usually 
through your parents ”

Being more materialistic is in,” 
agreed Dan Murphy, a ninth-grader 
at Cantoo High School who plans to 
become an architectural engineer. 
"You have to have money to have 
fun '

KUBIAK HAS put off marriage 
and family because "I've seen too 
much. I’ve seen too many people 
who've not stayed together; too 
many men who have lost their kids 
because of divorce. I’ve even seen 
women who've lost their kids or are 
under too much of a stain raising 
kids on their own.”

Bruce Ling, a 24-year-old medical 
student at the University of Michi­
gan, says young people have options 
— unlike earlier generations who 
emigrated to this country and had no 
choice but to grow up.

"Kids have taken what their par­
ents have given them and taken it 
for granted. I think that's where the 
perception is that maybe we haven’t 
grown up. We haven’t needed to.”

Dr. Jerald Bachman surveys high 
school seniors each year with the 
University of Michigan Institute for 
Social Research.

He says materialism among the 
young reflects a national trend, but 
not necessarily a permanent one.

"People are arguing that this is 
not so much a "me generation" as a 
"me decade," he said. “We’ve had a 
period in our nation’s history where 
we’ve been very much encouraged 
by our national leadership to go 
right on and consume and spend 
money and borrow against the fu­
ture.

“Personally, I'd like to hope that 
the increased materialism that's 
shown up over the past decade or so 
in surveys of high school seniors 
doesn’t represent a permanent dif­
ference, but differences In the na­
tional mood,” Bachman said.

“I’m hoping those will change, and 
when they do change, that we won’t 
be stuck with one generation of peo­
ple moving through the whole life 
cycle permanently set on a material­
istic mode."

AN ENCOURAGING trend is the 
decreasing popularity of drugs 
among high school seniors, added 
Bachman.

Pam Yockey has taught for 14 
years and coached for 23 in 
southeastern Michigan school dis­
tricts. She notes definite differences 
between today's high school fresh­
men and their counterparts of 1980.

Yockey’s 1984 John Glenn High 
School graduates were dynamic, 
adult and very much in command of 
their lives, she said. “They have very 
high goals for themselves. They 
know exactly where they are going 
and what they are going to do. They 
don't have patience for the older 
generation right now.”

Even if these young people have 
come from troubled backgrounds or 
have experienced serious problems, 
they bounce back and doggedly pur­
sue their goals, she said. While they 
may be concerned about environ­
mental and other issues, "they're 
still trying to set their life.”

Today's freshman, says Yockey, 
are smarter, and a bit more street­
wise.

"They know a little more about 
drugs. It's no longer a drug scene 
just for kids Now it’s showing up in 
homes, and showing up in homes 
with parents What’s allowed on TV 
today I don't think we would have 
seen 10 years ago," she added.

While the younger generation 
hasn't lost its curiosity, "this group 
is not as adventurous,” Yockey said. 
Many of them are growing up with 
less parental support and in single- 
parent households Because the 
world has grown less safe, kids today 
are more restricted and are there­
fore not as adept at decision-making 
and acting independently. "Because 
they can't go out and experiment 
safely, they don’t pick up on things. 
They wait for things to arrive in 
their laps "

For many of today’s freshmen and 
teachers, the information explosion 
— which sees our total knowledge 
double every six weeks — is proving 
overwhelming, Yockey said.

"We're expecting them to know so 
much There's so much that kids to­
day are going to have to be special­
ized

“We have very high expectations 
for our kids, and want them always 
to do better than we did. Depending 
on the child, some kids can accept 
this, and come cannot. I enjoy them 
They get smarter and more curious 
as the year goes on."

The^ poster had been hanging in a window of the 
store until an unnamed person complained to po- 
llice" who judged the poster pornographic under 
local standards.

High-speed chase
Legislature should adopt policy

P URSUIT DRIVING is one of the toughest 
things police do. It is necessary, of 
course, to catch fleeing suspects or es­
capees.

But pursuit driving also endangers the suspect, 
innocent drivers and pedestrians, and som etim es 
the pursuing officers. The officer frequently gets 
caught up in the psychology of “I gotta get this 
guy.”

There oughta be a sta te  law on pursuit policy, 
but there isn't. Several years ago, the Michigan 
Legislature increased the penalties for fleeing a 
police car. But much rem ains to be done in term s 
of standardizing policies between the S tate Po­
lice. 83 sheriffs departm ents and hundreds of 
city, village and township departm ents.

Conditions vary. Some entire counties don’t 
have a single traffic  light. Some cities have a 
light every block. All units guard their home rule 
rights, som etim es too jealously.

In Lansing the House Judiciary Com m ittee Is 
studying a package of bills (HB 5896 and 5901) 
aim ed at establishing a high speed pursuit policy 
/The bills would establish a commission of pro­
fessionals to draw  up a model policy

Committee la atudylng a package 
of bllla aimed at eatabliahing a 
high apeed purault policy.

Local units could adopt the model or m ake 
variations if they can justify them to the com ­
mission.

The law would have teeth A local unit failing 
to approve a policy would lose some sta te  grants 
and some legal protection in the event a high­
speed chase resulted in a collision.

We endorse the basic ideas of the bills: a sta te  
policy, room for justifiable local variances, teeth 
to m ake local units act. We have seen too many 
chases in southeastern Michigan where the inno­
cent, in particular, were hurt.

Since 95 percent of incumbents seeking re- 
election are  likely to be successful, we hope that 
even during a cam paign our legislators can give 
this question bipartisan attention — and thereby 
save lives.

Bickering obstructs * 
integration’s success

PUTTING TOGETHER a work­
able integration plan in suburban 
Detroit is sort of like fighting a fire 
with gasoline The harder you try to 
put out the fire, the worse it gets

Just ask the folks over at South- 
field city hall.

The most newsworthy and dra­
matic story in suburban Detroit to­
day is the struggle of Southfield to 
maintain itself as an integrated com­
munity.

The future of suburban Detroit, in­
cluding your community, will be 
determined by how integration fares 
in this middle class community 
which rests on the northern bounds 
ry of Detroit.

In recent years blacks have, in 
ever growing numbers, moved there 
This is a first for a Detroit suburb.

Unlike other parts of America 
where integration has taken a tiny 
foothold, it has consistently met de­
feat in southeastern Michigan For 
years whites have been running, first 
within Detroit, from neighborhood to 
neighborhood Then after they ran 
out of neighborhoods, they ran to the 
suburbs, which, up until Southfield, 
have been mostly lily-white pre­
serves.

WE HAVE suburbs for blue Collar 
folks. We have suburbs for white col­
lar workers and we have suburbs for 
the rich. We have parts of suburbs 
for Jews, for Arabs, for Poles and a 
variety of other ethnic groups. We 
even have a suburb for blacks.

But we have never quite mastered

the art of living together. Blacks 
have especially been victimised.

The reasons are relatively simple, 
as well as tragic -  the majority of 
white people are afraid to live with 
blacks They mistakenly associate 
black neighbors with crime.

This fear is exacerbated by some 
who find profit in it.

Southfield government officials, 
much to their credit, have been mak­
ing an honorable attempt to deal 
with this perception in hopes of pre­
venting the white flight which has 
crippled previous integration efforts. 
Unfortunately, like the good inten­
tions of the Detroit Lions, they play 
hard but sometimes fumble the ball 
at critical times.

TH EIR  ATTEM PTS are made
more difficult when coming up 
against the fear mixed with the per­
vasive racism which permeates our 
area. Those who believe in integra­
tion must fight a dirty whispering 
campaign, always hidden from pub­
lic view, but always present.

Recently Southfield’s challenge 
became more so when that city’s 
mayor, Donald Fracasal, made some 
remarks which infuriated black 
leaders. Former coundlwoman Bar­
bara Talley, a black, said the may­
or’s remarks "took me back to the 
'60s when doors were slammed in 
my face.”

The mayor has apologized and 
black leaders and residents should 
accept the apology and move on. 
Honest efforts, as Is the mayor’s and 
city administration’s, need support. 
Mistakes must be forgiven. After all, 
nobody is perfect.

Besides, integration advocates 
don’t need to be fighting among 
themselves.

The allies of World War I I  were 
only able to conquer Fascism when 
they put their differences behind 
them and fought a united battle. 
Racism will be defeated only if the 
champions of integration do the 
same.

B ackground of te ac h er ta lks  given
Q: Every year we’re faced with 

teacher strikes. You said you were 
president of a teacher union and as 
aa administrator you negotiated 
from both sides of the table. Please 
share some observations of what oc­
ean daring school negotiations that 
many of — many not be aware of.

A: Both sides srill bring what they 
believe are tbe 30 to 40 most critical 
education issues to the bargaining 
table The closer a strike appears, 
the issue will narrow down to class 
size and money.

Teacher negotiators will be told 
by those teachers who have master’s 
degrees that they spent considerable 
time and energy getting the degree 
and should be financially compensat­
ed for the effort.

Teachers with no master’s degree 
will tell their negotiators that taking 
a couple extra classes at some uni­
versity doesn’t make one a better 
teacher. Therefore the pay differen­
tial between a teacher with a mas­
ter's degree and a teacher with a 
bachelor’s degree should be mini­
mal.

Teachers in districts where mil- 
lage votes are failing, where there is 
no money, will go back to work with­
out a contract. This is especially true 
in districts where salaries have been 
decent when money was available.

Most teachers, by late August, are 
ready for school and do not want to 
strike Teacher union leaders don't 
want a strike but see it as their last 
and most powerful alternative.

Administrators and board don’t 
want a strike and know, by law, it is 
illegal for teachers to strike. They 
also know judges are very reluctant 
to force teachers back to work. They 
know judges want to keep the disa­
greement in the school family and 
out of the court system.

Many elementary teachers would 
opt for a bit less money for small 
class size. However, many teachers 
will opt for money rather than 
smaller class size. Especially those 
teachers with many years in the sys­
tem who know that their average 
salary for the last three years deter­
mines their retirement pay.

Most teachers have a master's de­
gree. Few go on for an educational 
specialist or doctorate. Teachers ne­
gotiations, therefore, will use the 
master's as a focal point for salary 
increases.

Nasty strikes tend to be shorter in 
very small districts. The Crestwood 
School District, a small district in 
Dearborn Heights, once fired its en­
tire staff and hired new teachers. 
Nasty strikes in large districts can 
run longer because unions leaders 
know it is difficult to replace hun­
dreds of staff members.

Some teachers and some board 
members will tend to circumvent 
their own bargainging team to re­
solve, in good faith, the conflict. Of­
ten this “white Knight” approach 
fails.

In the rearly years of teacher ne­
gotiations (the ’60s and 70s) many 
school districts gave up some of 
their management rights in lieu of 
giving money they didn't have. Man­
agement rights negotiated into 
teacher contracts during that period 
(i.e. seniority or bumping rights) are 
very difficult for management to re­
capture In the '90s.

Districts currently on strike will 
soon open. Many teachers will forget 
about the strike and go about their 
business Some teachers will be bit­
ter toward the administration which 
takes its direction from board which 
takes its direction from residents.

Students will want the strike to 
end. They want to see their class­
mates and continue their education. 
They sometimes feel like pawns and 
hostages in something most don't un­
derstand.

Binsfeld trotted in a batch of peo­
ple, mostly women, to teU their sto­
ries and make their case. She did a 
competent, thorough, workmanlike 
job — no theatrics, no oratory.

Residential gas customers of Con­

sumers Power Co. can look for net 
refunds averaging f  11.60 apiece in 
their next monthly bills.

The refund credit is due to refunds 
received from natural gas pipeline 
suppliers, the Jacksoo-based utility 
said. Some |29.5 million, Including 
Interest, based on 1987 gas consump­
tion, will be credited to accounts.

At the same time, the utility is 
billing gas customers $11.7 million, 
including interest, due to an under­

recovery of actual gas costs for 
1989. The utility’s typical residential 
gas customer who has received ser­
vice since 1987 will receive s net 
credit of approximately $11.60 as 
the result of the adjustments.

A typical residential customer 
consumes approximately 190,000 cu­
bic feet of gas per year.

“This adjustment further reduces 
gas costs for our customers who al­
ready pay rates among the lowest in 
the nation,” said Michael G. Morris,

Consumers’ executive vice president 
of natural gas and marketing.

A recent American Gas Associa­
tion study showed that Consumers 
Power’s rate for a typical residential 
gas customer was lower than that 
charged by 81 percent of the nation's 
gas utilities.

"Stable rates for customers will 
continue due to unique long-term 
contracts Consumers Power has 
negotiated with gas suppliers,” Mor­
ris said.

Studying changes In fashion's a 
good way to learn about history, as

“It’s really interesting as you 
study fashion," said MacDonald, ex­
hibits chairwoman at the Plymouth 
Historical Museum. The clothing 
styles of a particular era reveal 
much about economics, geography, 
politics and history.

Fashions from 1860 to 1960, “from 
the Civil War to the miniskirt,” are

CLOTHING OF that era didn't 
make it easy tor women to do much. 
Even the narrow "hobble" skirts 
worn in the early years of the 20th 
century made it tough for woman to 
walk.

Throughout the years, clothing has 
been used to indicate social status. 
MacDonald found it interesting to 
trace the development of the wom­
en's movement through clothing 
styles.

Slacks became more acceptable

for women in the years Just before 
and during World War II. The work 
in defense plants done by many 
women during that time couldn't be 
handled by thoae wearing skirts and 
high heels.

In the late 1940s, designer Chris­
tian Dior introduced the “New 
Look.”

“You saw women’s bodies as 
they're supposed to be rather than 
contorted,” MacDonald said. That 
look included a rounded bosom, 
small waist and full skirt.

In 1954, Chanel brought back her 
little suit accented by a m a tc h in g  
blouse. That classic look is still pop­
ular with many women today.

Short skirts were worn by many 
women in the 1920s and more re­
cently in the 1900s. Britain’s Mary 
Quant introduced the mini in the 
1960s.

“It seems you go from one ex­
treme to the other,” MacDonald 
said. Miniskirts are available now at 
many stores, but she's not convinced 
women will wear them.

“I may be wrong. I think women 
have told designers they’re not going 
to be told what to wear. There’s a 
different style of life now.”

Advocating hunting safety is their aim

ONE MOMENT of carelessness on a hunting trip 
is all it takes to lead to tragedy.

Bob Hall, who’s been hunting for about 25 
years, knows that's true.

"It all adds up, if you're alive after you've made that 
mistake,” said Hall, a Livonia resident who began hunt­
ing at age 12. Hunters need to handle firearms careful­
ly, and shouldn't hesitate to speak up if their fellow 
hunters aren’t as cautious.

"You're the example for all of us," Hall told a group 
taking a hunter safety course. Being an ambassador for 
the sport helps to give hunting a more positive image.

The hunter safety course was offered last week by 
the Mayflower-Lt. Gamble Post and Auxiliary No. 6895 
of the Veterans of Foreign Wars Hall and Bob Biallas 
were the instructors.

"We try to bring in all the firearms we have, differ­
ent types and styles," said Biallas, a Canton resident 
Firearm safety’s among the most important areas cov­
ered

THE YOUNG people and adults also learned about 
training, hunting ethics, wildlife identification and 
management, first aid and basic survival They learned 
about bow hunting and use of rifles, shotguns and 
handguns

The final class session at the Plymouth VFW Hall, 
held Saturday, Sept. 1, included a field demonstration. 
Students shot BB guns, and learned about the 450-foot 
bt|ffer zone — the minimum distance from a building a 
hunter must be in Michigan when shooting.

Neil Biallas, 11, was among the younger students in 
the class. He’s gone with his dad on hunting trips.

"I learned how you should handle firearms, be safe 
around them," said Nell, a sixth grader at Pioneer Mid­
dle School In Plymouth Township. "I think it’s import 
ant that you should have the responsibility of handling 
a firearm properly."

Students were required to take a written test and to 
get a score of at least 75 out of 100 to pass. Those who 
finished the 12-hour class got a certificate.

Younger hunters are required to take such a class to 
get a license, but more experienced hunters can also 
benefit from a refresher course, Hall said. In fact, 
teaching a newcomer can be easier than teaching 
someone with 20 or SO years of experience.

"They have no bad habits to get over,” Hall said.

KALI. AND Biallas have gone hunting together, and 
both belong to the Washtenaw Sportsman's Club. 
They’ve taught the VFW hunter safety class for several

years and have taught similar courses through the club.
Biallas has been hunting for about 25 years, since he 

was 14. He knows that some hunters aren’t as careful 
as they should be, and give the sport a bad name.

It's important for hunters to avoid drinking alcohol, 
Hall said.

"Alcohol and guns and hunting do not mix. They do 
not mix in any way, shape or form." Having a beer or 
two at the end of the day is OK, but hunters should 
never try to hunt while under the Influence of alcohol, 
he said.

"People that do that do not hunt with me.”
Hall and Biallas, who both work for the Ford Motor 

Co., reminded students in the class that wearing hunter 
orange Is a good safety practice. In Michigan, use of at 
least one orange garment Is required for most hunting.

"You can see it from a long way off,” Biallas said.
Being polite when hunting by permission on another 

person’s property Is essential. Hall told the students. 
Hunters should avoid damaging such property and 
should remember to pick up after themselves. That 
also applies when hunting on public land.

HUNTERS NEED to be aware of game limits and 
regulations that apply to hunting. Those vary from 
state to state and are different In Canada than In the
US.

“Don't break the law. There’s no excuse for not read­
ing the rules,” Hall said.

Informative booklets are available free of charge at 
conservation offices and sporting goods stores, be said. 
Public libraries house a wealth of information, and 
Michigan’s Department of Natural Resources will mall 
such booklets free of charge upon request.

Hunters can take a few other steps to make sure 
hunting trips are enjoyable and safe. It’s Important to 
exercise throughout the year to stay In shape, Hall said. 
Heart attacks are the most common killer each year 
during hunting season. Too often, hunters who are out 
of shape bead for the woods and overexer t themselves.

Hunters need to practice regularly with a bow, rifle 
or shotgun. The aim of the sport Is a dean kill In which

the animal doesn't suffer, and regular practice is essen­
tial, Biallas said.

Using the entire animal is also important, be said. 
Hides can be used to make clothing, and antlers can be 
used to create jewelry.

Hall's family saves a great deal on grocery bills be­
cause he hunts.

"We buy no meat until the freezer’s empty."
Hunting’s a family occasion for Hall. His wife goes 

on hunting trips, although she chooses not to hunt. Their 
6-year-old son and 10-year-old daughter also go on 
those trips.

Hall and Biallas have found it takes some time for

young hunters to become comfortable with the idea of 
shooting. Even more experienced hunters sometimes 
opt to take a break. Biallas occasionally hunts with a 
camera when he’s had enough of more traditional hunt­
ing.

“Wildlife photography is a form of hunting." Hunters 
shouldn’t let others put pressure on them to shoot

They also know that hunting’s not the sport for ev­
eryone Hall suggests to skeptics that they come along 
on a trip to learn more about hunting. If they still don't 
care for the sport, that’s fine.

“HI respect your .right to that, and you have the right 
to say that.”

Performers bring 
a message of hope
start writer

A group oI worshiper* from Tri- 
City Assembly of God in Cantos re­
cently took a silent massage to 
Wast Germany.

Silent Message, in fact, is the 
name of a mime group at the 
church The group, including 14 
teenagers and five adult leaders, 
traveled to Europe Aug. 1-19.

"We did street mime," said the 
Rev. Tom Lange, youth pastor. 
"We shared our faith in Christ, 
W aging the message of hope.

“Jesus really can change your 
life. There is forgiveness of sins 
through him.”

They began their work in the 
West Germ an city of Bad 
Kreuznach, and stayed there for 
the first six days. Their final three 
days were spent in Nuremberg.

"We traveled by train to each lo­
cation,” said Lange, who traveled 
with the group. "It ’s a great place.

I recommend it to anyone who 
wants to travel.”

B E LLE V IL LE  R ESID EN T  Lisa 
Hildebrandt, II,  was among the 
students who went to West Germa­
ny. She’d never been to Europe be­
fore.

“It was really great," said Hilde­
brandt, a sophomore at Belleville 
High School. “More things hap­
pened than I expected would. All 
the people were really receptive, 
amUhey talked to us.

“It was something new and 
something different,” Hildebrandt 
said. “I just gave it my best. We 
didn’t really have any problems.”

Members of Silent Message have 
performed at outreach 'programs 
at area churches. They found per­
forming on the streets In a foreign 
country was a bit different.

“ It w a s a v e ry  m o v in g  e x p e r i­
e n c e ,” sa id  R ock y  B arra , 15, a C an­
ton resid en t.

moved on the streets, in the church. 
It was unstoppable ”

Barra, a sophomore at Fairlaae 
Christian School, hadn't been to 
Europe before this summer His fa­
ther’s the senior pastor at Trt-CIty 
Assembly of God

Barra found the teenagers in 
West Germany weren't exactly like 
students in the United States.

"They're the same, but they need 
something to do over there. They 
don’t have anything to do.” Visiting 
discos and drinking beer are 
among the few activities available; 
even younger teens are seen on the 
streets of West Germany smoking, 
often in the presence of their par­
ents.

BARRA  SAW “big churches with 
not many people.” He and the oth­
ers found a need to share the mes­
sage of God’s love.

“I got to witness to one person 
from East Germany that never 
beard of the Bible before. He was 
very curious,” Barra said.

He knows he wouldn’t want to 
live in a country without religious 
freedom.

“I ’d bate It,” Barra said. “I ’d 
probably try to leave the country 
as fast as I could.”

The worshipers didn't visit East 
Germany, but did see some signs of 
political change in the region. 
Lange, 28, noticed signs in West 
Germany offering free room and 
board to East Germans who were 
willing to work.

“We take a lot of stuff for grant­
ed," said Laurie Lange, 15, of 
Belleville. That’s true not only of 
religious freedom but also of more 
mundane things such as clean 
drinking water.

Lange, a sophomore at Plymouth 
Christian Academy, was also a 
first-time traveler to Europe. She

was impressed with the politeness 
of nearly all the people she met, 
and isn’t sure people in a big Amer­
ican city would have been as recep-

V”I think we/ToullH ave  gotten a 
lot more persecution,” she said.

T H E  LA N G U A G E  barrier 
wasn't much of a problem for the 
group, as much of their performing 
was dooe through mime. They 
worked with four translators, and 
learned a few simple words in Ger­
man before leaving. They found 
many West Germans spoke Eng­
lish. 0

The Americans visited some 
West German churches and did 
some singing.

“On the streets, we would pray 
before we started the mime," Lau­
rie Lange said. She and the others 
found some resistance to their ef­

forts, but that was more the excep­
tion than the rule.

Planning for the trip began in 
the summer of 1989. Tom Lange 
contacted the German Assembly of 
God district In December, he 
beard that West German church 
leaders were interested in having a 
team visit.

Each student raised |1,200 M  his 
or ber own support “which was 
quite a feat,” be said. “And they did 
that. That was great”

Group members held car washes 
and other fund-raising events, and 
got some pledges from family 
members.

They stayed at a youth hostel 
and then in a dorm for nurses. 
Group members sang for some 
nurses and patients while in 
Nuremberg.

The visitors kept busy during 
their trip, but found time to do

some shopping and sightseeing
“We went and we saw a castle,” 

Hildebrandt said.
Mime group members, who did 

quite a lot of practicing before 
their trip, are part of the Light 
Force Youth Ministry. Teens and 
young adults meet at 7 p m  
Wednesdays at the church, 2190 
Hannan in Canton.

Some of the West German teens 
they met have already written to 
them. After returning to the UJL, 
group members presented a pro­
gram on their travels during a Sun­
day evening service at the church.

Group members heard about the 
Middle East situation during their 
time overseas. The TV broadcasts 
were in German, but the visitors 
still heard quite a bit about the cri­
sis.

“In fact, we probably knew more 
than the UJ3. did,” Tom Lange said.

Autumn shades color lake views

Nearly everything Is more fan on a boat 
That includes seeing the fall colon.

Nature's autumn palette oI crimsons, 
oranges, greens and golds looks fine when 
viewed from a concrete highway. From a 
boat, the colors are even more spectacular 
because they’re bordered by Iridescent, re­

flecting waters. So here's 
our report of some Michi­
gan waters on which you 
can immerse yourself in 
color to right or left, from 
the familiar comfort of 
your own craft

A USABLE R IV ER  
We start our tour of the 

mighty AuSable at the hos­
pitable little town of Osco­

da, where the river empties into Lake Huron.

Candler

From here small motor boats can go up the 
river nearly all the way to the first of six Con­
sumer Power Company dams.

Along the way we meet Bob and Sue 
Schmidt, of AuSable. “In mid-September 
you'll see a lot of boats along here, especially 
near Foote dam,” Bob said. "The Chinook 
salmon will be coming up the river to spawn.” 

Because of the dams that 
supply electric power to 
nearby communities, you 
can’t navigate the river in 
one pass. And in some of Its 
sections the water averages 
from ooe and a half to three 
feet deep, so boaters have 
to watch for deadheads and 
other submerged hazards 

These waters are ideal 
for canoers, who can por­

tage around the dams. Every July, two-person 
teams compete in the annual AuSable River 
Canoe Marathon. They start at the river's be­
ginnings near Grayling and paddle at 60 to 90

strokes per minute for 14 hours or more. They 
cover a distance of about 70 miles as the crow 
flies.

This river does not ran as the crow flies, 
however. It meanders entrancingly through a 
forested wilderness for 240 miles. It passes 
through the sand-hills of the Huron National 
Forest, which extends over 425,000 acres.

We visit the flooded pond above Foote dam, 
the first and the lowest of tfiem. We find a 
lake-like area with developed campgrounds, 
picnic areas, beaches and launching ramps, 
much like the ponds above the other dams on 
the river.

But in many parts of the AuSable we feel 
we are hundreds of miles from civilization. 
The wildlife thinks so, too. Bill Csapo, a Na­
tional Forest Guide, tells us with pride that 
there are 14 pain of bald eagles now nesting 
between Grayling and Oscoda, all having 
chicks every year.

Bill works at the visitor’s center at the 
Lumbermen's Monument, which is 260 steps 
above the river about 14 miles west of Osco­

da. Looking down through the trees, we have 
an eagle's eye view of a fishing boat It seems 
like a watering cutting a tiny silver wake 
from behind Horseshoe Island.

We have a delicious and inexpensive lunch 
at the attractive Lakewood Shores Golf Club 
near Oscoda. Their newly completed condo­
miniums are for rent in a special fall color 
package at ISO per person for ooe mid-week 
night, including unlimited golf on its 16-bole 
course. Call (600) 662-2493.

The peak color time in this area is from 
mid-September to mid-October. As for over­
night lodgings, this part of the state boasts 
that prices are more moderate on its 
Side.” We recommend the Holiday Inn at 
Tawas, 15 miles down the Lake Huron shore, - 
with a Michigan harbor of refuge next door.

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Mountain pilgrimage
Swiss travel ‘combo’ is picture-perfect ride

If there is any kind of jet flight into Lucerne, 
I never want to take it  In the heart of Switzer­
land. Lucerne should be approached only at 
ground aero, on mountain roads or across long, 
deep lakes. A sense of pilgrimage is part of the 
excitement.

On a country-wide tour a friend and I didn’t 
want to miss this quintessential Swiss dty, so 
after “Arrtvederd, Lugano” It was “Gutan 
Tag Lucerne” via train and boat, a new travel 
combo called the "W illiam Tell Express.”

The W.T. Express is a train-addict's train. 
You're not hermetically sealed in but can 
stand and open windows, feel the rushing air, 
and take pictures without a glass barrier. 
Skimming through a narrow valley and sever­
al tunnels (some tunnels spiral inside the 
mountain) the William Tell spswds through vis­
tas of pure g reed s* la tha Gotthard Pass, 
over places It once took weeks to get through.

Too soon we reached the lakeside depot in 
Fluelen, where 60 seconds were allowed to 
sprint from train to a waiting boat. Time is the 
art of the Swiss, I  remembered.

We were sailing the “Stadt Luzern,” aa an­

New York ‘lays an egg’ with masterpiece

What is It? " I  stared as we drove 
in eastern New York toward Alba­
ny, the state capital.
-  “A spaceship just landed," m y 
husband teased. “I've  got to see it '"  
I Insisted. As we approached. It 
looked moree like a concrete dev­
iled egg surrounded by tall chess 
pieces.

The area is the Gov. Nelson A. 
Rockefeller Empire State Plaza, a 
billion dollar architectural master­
piece. “The Egg,” as It Is affection­
ately called, is toe centerpiece, The 
Performing Arts Center. It is 
flanked by four agency buildings 
and The Tower Building with an ob­
servation deck. From here you can 
aee the Hudson River Valley, the 
Adiroodacks, and the Catskills.

In  the middle of The Plaza are 
three reflecting pools with playing 
fountains surrounded by marble 
benches. In  one area, skating Is per­
mitted in winter. All eleven build­
ings are connected by a quarter 
mile concourse which includes 
shops, banks, and restaurants, and a 
New York  State Vietnam memorial 
is housed in this area.

Also in the cluster is a convention 
center, a legislative building and a 
justice building. Tbe old state capi­
tal is on its original site between 
State and Washington Streets.

Albany is 137 miles north of New 
Y o rk  City on freeway 47 along the 
Hudson River. On October 4, 1978, 
The Plaza was dedicated to Nelson 
A Rockefeller In  honor of the for­
mer governor who had brought 
about its creation. (He died less

than a year later in 1979.) By the 
end of World War II  Albany had re­
alized it was desperately in need of 
more office space. By 1942, with 
Rockefeller's insistence, tbe idea of 
The Empire State Plaza was born.

It took from 1942 until 1978 to 
clear away the 1,150 buildings and 
more than 3,000 family units while 
the deteriorated downtown area 
was generally rejuvenated.

Tbe architecture is overwhelm­
ing and yet calming because of the 
simplicity of its lines. We arrived at 
lunch hour and shared the beauty of 
the area with munching visitors, 
maintenance people and legislators. 
Farmers had set up produce stands 
between agency buildings. Nearby, 
in a playground, children were us­
ing swings, a sandpile and climbers.

A visitors assistance center is at

the north end of tbe concourse. 
Guided tours, maps and often, en­
tertainment is free. Tbe Veterans 
Memorial Park Is open seven days 
a week year round. Tbe resource 
center and art gallery are open dai­
ly. Check with tbe visitors assist­
ance office for hours.

One warning: If you park in tbe 
huge facility under Tbe Plaza, 
write down where you parked, the 
level, row and number of the eleva­
tor.

“The Egg” is ooe of the most so­
phisticated performing arts centers 
in the country, and Albany’s Em­
pire State Plaza, an architectural 
wonder ...a place of beauty that has 
become a major tourist attraction.

Any witMMea to Schoolcraft Col­
lege's first men's soccer scrimmage 
last week against Oakland Universi­
ty probably won't believe the claims 
made by Ocelot coach Van Dimltriou 
regarding his team's much-improved 
play.

25 points 
higher than the suggated National Junior College Ath­
letic Association standard of 1.75 (while completing 24 
credits per year)

II was only last week that incoming student athletes 
and second-year players from all vanity sports, along 
with tbeir parents, met for dinner in the Waterman 
Center for its annual Athlete Orientation Night

FOR MANY YEARS, SC administraton have quietly 
complained that our sports department reports only 
negative news about Ocelot athletes who become 
mid-year academic casualties, most notably the men's 
basketball squad, while ignoring the academic 
achieven.

At the urging of new athletic director Marty Nowak, 
I decided to attend Schoolcraft's Athletic Orientation 
Night to better understand the administration's pro­
gram

It was enlightening and helpful, I must admit.
But I also caution that playing sports at Schoolcraft 

is not for everybody and that some student-athletes 
should look elsewhere, perhaps Macomb, Henry Ford, 
Highland Park or OCC for starters 

Midge Carleton, Assistant Dean for Athletics, made 
it clear that students playing varsity sports are there 
to get an education, first and foremost 

Fair enough, Midge, who revealed to the group that 
“I'll be dropping in from time to time on some of your 
classes ”

Then, Dr Sirkka Gudan. Director of SC's Learning 
Assistance Center, took the podium to present the pro­
gram called Student Athletic Support System, also 
known as SASS.

The LAC (Learning Aasiataoce Center) ia open to all 
studenta from I a m until I p m . Monday through Fri­
day. and for part of the day on Saturday Student-ath 
letes can set up times to work with tutors (“We have a 
staff of 1* to handle a crowd," says Sirkka) to confront 
any academic problems they might encounter, al­
though some former student athletes have complained 
to me privately that setting up an appointment at the 
LAC is like waiting at the doctor's office, often cutting 
into afternoon practice time

But Gudan stressed that LAC people will help stu­
dents set up a study-management plan (to be complet­
ed by the third week of school), insuring that athletes 
block off their lime effectively in order to keep up with 
their workload

SASS also provides study group sessions and free tu­
toring Audio visual tapes are also availible to supple­
ment textbooks And if that ia not enough, a member of 
the LAC (Lee Rebain) will stop by the Physical Educa­
tion building for three bourse each Wednesday after­
noon to handle any questions or problems

Gudan also made it point to stress that regular class 
attendance is essential to staying eligible

"Our main goal is to get them to class.” said Sirkka. 
in no uncertain terms

BUT THE most important thing of all is the pink 
ticket.

Student-athletes must submit a weekly progress re­
port (form) to each one of tbeir instructors The in­
structor must initial it and have the student return the 
form to LAC for scrutiny If the LAC deems academic 
progress is satisfactory, SC student-athletes can prac­
tice and play.

Sirkka maintains that SC student-athletes usually get
the cooperation from their instructors, but cautions.

We can't force an instructor to initial it (the progress 
report forms)

She laughed, "We do have a ooe-credit clam in col­
lege notetaking and Lee (Rebain) will pass out study 
tips " Gudan also said thoae students with reading dis­
abilities can get special attention

Of course. Gudan admits that despite all the re 
sources available, alh leta  mirror Schoolcraft's gener­
al population where 70 percent maintain a 2 0 GPA or 
better, while JO percent fall below the standard*

"We expect some people to fall by the wayside," she 
said "Not everybody is going to make it."

The second half of the program (following Gudan) 
dealt with eligibility requirements, transcripts, etc 
Ron Randall. SC's Eligibility Officer who works out of 
the Student Services Center, made it clear that he's 
available to answer any questions about NJCAA or SC 
rules

BY THE TIME Randall had finished, the final order 
of business on the agenda was honoring last year's top
student-athleta.

And while watching SC's top students being recog­
nised, I reflected back upon Reibiing's opening state­
ment

"We have a tremendous academic program here at 
Schoolcraft," be boasted "Our support program for 
student-athleta here models the University of Michi- 
gan's"

M cIntyre  w ill get P iston s tryout

John McIntyre may be considered 
a longshot, bat he’s at tbe gate.

The former Redford Catholic Cen­
tral High cage star has pot himself 
in position to make tbe Detroit Pis­
tons, that’s right tbe NBA World 
Champions, who signed him to a free 
agent contract Thursday at tbe Pal­
ace.

The Pistons invited McIntyre, who 
averaged 10 points and three assists 
last season for tbe University of 
Missouri, to veterans camp, which 
begins tbe first week of October.

McIntyre, who played for both the 
Milwaukee Bucks and Golden State 
Warriors free agent/rookie teams 
last month in the Los Angeles Sum­
mer Pro League, knows tbe odds are 
stacked against him.

“Right now my chances are not 
great, but if they don’t sign a guy 
like Vinnie Johnson, they’re much 
better," said McIntyre.

McIntyre met with Piston general 
manager Jack McCloakey to go over 
tbe terms of his agreement with tbe 
team. His agent, Tom Condon, of 
Kansas City, Mo., who represents 54

National Football League players, 
consummated the deal by phone.

“H E WAS R E A LLY  enthused and 
be (McCIoskey) said be had watched 
me the last two years and he told me 
if I didn’t make it, some day I  would 
play in the NBA because of the way I 
play,” said McIntyre, a 6-foot-5,185- 
pound guard. “They (the Pistons) like 
their guards to play both positions 
and be able to shoot tbe three- 
pointer. To play in the NBA you have 
to be good and lucky, and . . . who’s 
there is also a big factor.”

Also going to the post trying to 
make one of Detroit’s 12 roster spots 
will be guard Lance Blanks, the 
team's No. 1 draft pick from Texas; 
former University of Michigan for­
ward Mark Hughes, who recently 
signed a guaranteed contract; free 
agent guard Chris Harris from Dli- 
nois-Chicago; forward Nathan Bun- 
tin, McIntyre’s teammate at M iss­
ouri; Anthony Cook, the team’s first- 
round pick two years ago from 
Arizona; and Tree Rollins, a veteran 
NBA center who was released after 
last season by Geveland.

W HERE DOES McIntyre fit in?

“My approach is to simply go in 
and try to make tbe team,” be said.

A LIFETIME AGO Nick Simos
rW  yearned for a life as ao en- 

tertaloer. During the ’50s 
*  Simos thrilled audiences 
when be dressed up as ghoulish mov­
ie characters such as Frankenstein 
and Wolfman.

"I loved It,” said Simos. now 54 
and living in Westland. "I wanted to 
make people happy.”

Those early successes faltered in 
the face of illness and personal set­
backs. Simos packed away his 
dreams and settled for the security 
of factory work.

Now, fsciDg retirement in Novem­
ber, Simos is hoping for a fresh 
chance. He’s practicing some magic 
tricks and rehearsing jokes and 
soogs for his "Tricky Nicky" act.

“I know it’s going to take a lot of 
work,” said Simos, whose mustache 
and curly hair are flecked with gray. 
"I don’t care if I make a lot of mon­
ey. I figure I have about 10 years.”

The twice-divorced father of three 
grown children was born in Detroit. 
Simos, the youngest of eight chi! 
dren, was scarcely more than a tod­
dler when he began singing and 
dancing for the customers in his fa­
ther’s tavern.

LATER, HE SPENT all his free 
time in movie houses, mesmerized 
by horror films and musicals featur­
ing Fred Astaire and Gene Kelly.

”1 clowned around and danced," 
Simos said. “I couldn’t wait for Hal­
loween to dress up. I thought it 
would be thrilling for people to see 
me like th a t”

His talents as a makeup artist 
blossomed. Sometimes he put on 
blackface makeup and did song-and- 
dance routines like Ai Jolson’s. He 
particularly enjoyed assuming the 
look and menacing gait of the Frank­
enstein character.

While those monster roles made 
Simos feel “strong and powerful," 
they worried his father, now de­
ceased.

"He was afraid I would take on the 
person of a monster,” Simos re­
called. "He told me to give it up. He 
thought it was like showing off. He 
said, ‘Don’t be a big deal.' ’’

Eventually his father’s sentiments 
had a chilling effect on Simos’ confi­
dence. “It was like a jinx,” Simos 
said.

Simos dropped out of high school 
to join the Marine Corps. He 
received a medical discharge be­
cause of a "nervous breakdown" 
which Simos attributed to overwork. 
He returned to Detroit and complet­
ed his high school requirements

SHOW BIZ beckoned With the en­
couragement of his first wife, Patri­
cia, Simos spent several months in 
California studying acting and 
makeup. Back home in Detroit he

took a job in a steel plant and held 
part-time gigs dressed up as mon­
sters to promote movies playing 
locally.

Photos from the 1950s show Simos 
to be a handsome young man with 
dark curly hair, a flawless complex­
ion and classic features, a blend of 
his Greek, Albanian and Romanian 
heritage

Simos also has kept the pictures of 
his makeup and publicity work as a 
hairy half-man, half-beast and as a 
grotesque, oversized spider, com­
plete with bulging eyes.

To promote a movie called “The 
Mummy,” Simos was swathed tight­
ly in gauze strips. He was stationed 
in what looked like a coffin. When 
patrons approached. Simos would 
"come to life.”

Although his ego was gratified be 
earned meager wages ranging from 
$10 to $30 per day.

“It was the only thing I enjoyed 
doing," Simos said. “I didn't like fac­
tory work.”

DURING HIS spare time Simos 
appeared in makeup on the old 
Soupy Sales nighttime show and 
played small parts in local TV 
shows.

In 1959, at age 24, Simos was seri­
ously injured when a car in which he 
was riding crashed. He suffered cuts 
and bruises, a broken jaw and man­

gled nose and lips. A bead injury re­
sulted in persistent sleep problems.

Simos was shocked at his appear­
ance, fearing the changes couldn’t be 
corrected.

“Every time I started going up the 
Udder something would happen to 
get me down," Simos said.

Following his recuperation Simos 
was hosplUlized for depression Lat­
er Simos and his first wife were di­
vorced. He took another factory job 
and worked part time as a doorman 
at a go-go joint Soon be was spin­
ning records While the songs were 
playing be often jumped into a cos­
tume and entertained customers 
with songs and skits.

That intense activity led to ex­
haustion and another breakdown.

"I lost my job and most of my 
records,” Simos said

Simos remarried in 1970. Because 
his second wife disapproved of his 
entertaining, Simos backed off.

BUT SIMOS NEVER completely 
abandoned his hopes He wrote sev­
eral songs, nine of which have been 
recorded. lie wrote poetry.

Now divored from his second wife, 
Simos will retire in November from 
his job as a special parts controller 
at Ford's transmission plant in Livo­
nia Unemcumbered, be plans to con­
centrate on the entertaining, which 
he enjoys so much

Recently, Simos has been pratic- '  
ing the magic tricks and vocal 
characterizations of his Tricky 
Nicky character, a long-nosed, red- 
and-blue- faced funnyman

Simos bad been booked for a No­
vember senior citizens party in Livo- ; 
nia. He also has been sorting and ar­
ranging his record collection of 4,000 
pieces, many from the big band era.
He hopes to be hired as a disc Jockey 
for parties.

Simos bills himself as the “Golden 1 
Greek Disc Jockey” with the longest 
name in show business His business • 
card contains a tongue-twisting stew 
of his and friends’ names: Nickolopo- '  
laus Michaelangeous SimopopoUas ; 
Andropolous

HE INTENDS to lay to rest the - 
ghosts of past disappointments. Any 
use of monster characters would be ; 
for comic relief, Simos said. He is 
especially interested in entertaining, 
at no cost, young school children or 
kids in hospitals.

Simos admits to a love-hate reU- 
tionship with his aspirations. "I have 
a passion for making people Uugh," 
be said "When I bear people enjoy 
what I'm doing, Tm blessed. I feel 
cursed when deals fall through I’m 
doing the thing I love best.”

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Antique Mart to benefit symphony

W HETHER YOU’RE look­
ing to buy a piece of 
history for yourself, as 
a gift for someooe spe­

cial, or just wish to support the arts, 
then the Plymouth Fall Festival An­
tique Mart is the place to visit this 
week.

The Plymouth Symphony League 
will boat the 28th annual Antique 
Mart, which benefits the Plymouth 
Symphony Orchestra, on Thursday- 
Saturday, Sept. 8-8, in the Plymouth 
Cultural Center, 525 Farmer.

The Antique Mart will feature 23 
dealers from Indiana, Ohio and 
Michigan. Included in the show will 
be European and American antiques, 
prints, primitives, estate jewelry 
and silver, linens, English copper 
and brass, oak furniture and Victori­
an and country antiques, all for pur­
chase.

For 27 years, the Antique Mart 
has been a three-day show. Although 
now cut back to two days, it still will 
begin with a preview reception from 
7:30-10 p.m. tonight. Tickets are $15 
and will be available at the door. 
They include a light supper. The 
Plymouth Symphony will provide 
music.

“The preview reception, put on by 
the Plymouth Symphony League, is a 
fund-raiser for the benefit of the 
Plymouth Symphony Orchestra,” 
said Peggy Blaisdell, who chairs the 
Antique Mart dealers.

PREVIEW ATTENDEES will 
have the opportunity of first choice

in buying antiques from the show. 
“It's a wonderful show. We look for­
ward to this show all year,” Blaisdell 
said.

General admission to the Antique 
Mart is $3.

Blalsdell also Is one of the antique 
dealers. She and her husband, John, 
have sold antiques for five years, but 
collected them for about 15.

“Almost every weekend we go to 
antique shows, estate sales and auc­
tions,” she said during an interview 
at her Plymouth home.

Antique brass candlesticks, 
stuffed rabbit toys, wooden terns and 
sandpipers on stilted legs lined the 
mantel and shelves, while an antique 
oil painting of an English Setter and 
a dog’s bead, which was a Victorian 
whisk broom holder, hung on the op­
posite wall.

ate the concern among some of my 
fellow history buffs that sprinklering 
the Hill Museum at Livonia’s 
Greenmead Historical Village might 
detract from Its historic character.

Ideally, I’d rather see the house 
flooded by an overflow than burned 
to a crisp. A predawn fire might nev­
er be controlled In time to salvage 
the 149-year-old historical gem. But 
realistically, a sm oke/securlty 
alarm might be wiser.

Greenmead* shaky fire safe­
guards came to light after a suspi­
cious fire gutted the 123-year-old 
farmhouse on the nearby Historic 
Fruit Hill Farm Aug. 11. The farm­
house had been restored and made 
Into law offices at a cost of at least 
$350,000.

Sue Daniel, Livonia Historical 
Commission chairwoman, estimates 
that it’d cost $30,008 to hook 
Green mead’s 11 major exhibit build­
ings to a smoke/securlty alarm.

That kind of alarm seems more 
realistic in view of the cost and con­
troversy surrounding an architectur­

ally disruptive sprinkler system.
Last year, the city sold three acres 

at the southeast end of Greenmead 
to the US. Postal Service for 
$350,000. The money is in a special 
historical preservation fund.

“We’re struggling financially to 
restore these buildings,” Daniel said 
about Greenmead, conceding, “We 
need to give more attention to the 
whole subject of fire protection."

This fall, the historical commis­
sion plans to ask the city council for 
the go-ahead to seek bids for an ar­
chitectural survey to restore the 11 
original Hill Farm buildings at 
Greenmead’s west end

A lot of volunteer time and tax­
payer money have gone Into saving 
vestiges of Livonia’s early days. TLC 
has reigned.

But Livonia fire marshal Arnold 
Klinger convinced me about the 
need for better fire protection at 
Greenmead:

“Every penny and every hour of 
labor they’ve put into It would be a 
total wipeout. If there Is a fire, we’d 
do the best we can. But destruction 
Is inevitable.”

It makes little sense to devote 
years to preserving the fragile build­
ings at Greenmead but not retrofit 
them with basic protections against 
the ravages of fire. *

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Renting art: popular pastime in Plymouth

RENTING A picture from the 
Plymouth Community Am 
Council Reoul Gallery is a 

’ very simple process 
“You walk in, plop down five 

bucks and walk away with a pic­
ture," said Tberese Gall, gallery co- 
chair woman.

And every year, hundreds of peo­
ple from the Plymouth area who 
want to try out a month's worth of 
new art on their walls do just that.

On the secood floor of Plymouth's 
Dunning-Hough Library, the gallery 
does heavy business on Wednesdays, 
the only day it’s open.

Pictures may be renewed for a 
secood month and are then returned 
to circulation but. Gall laid, prospec­
tive renters should be warned that 
the competition for favorites can be 
stiff.

To get around the time limit, some 
people will send their neighbors in to 
rent their favorites for them over 
and over again.

Fortunately for those who become 
especially attached to a rented pic­
ture, “it’s not unattainable,” Gall 
said.

The gallery periodically sells its 
pieces, replacing them with new ac­
quisitions. With 250 pictures in its 
collection, the gallery has seen enor­
mous growth over the last 15 years.

FOUNDED BY the arts council in 
1975, the gallery began circulating 
its 10 or 12 pictures to local busi­
nesses and public buildings. As word 
of the gallery’s rental system 
spread, it began to make more mon­
ey and buy more artwork.

All of the profits go into new ac­
quisitions and the general fund of the 
arts council. Last year, the gallery 
provided the general fund with 
$10,000, Gall said.

The gallery attracts several dif­
ferent sorts of people.

First, there are the regulars, those 
who "just like the idea of having dif­
ferent pictures on their walls all the 
time.” They come in each month to 
trade in one of the gallery’s pieces 
for another.

Gall said she knows some hus- 
band-and-wife teams who “fight to 
get home from work first so they can 
come up and pick out the picture for 
the month.”

Then, there’s the set of people who 
have just moved Into their new home 
and want to fill up their bare walls.

Finally, there are people who 
stumble upon the gallery because 
they happen to be in the library on a 
Wednesday. Some people in this 
crowd. Gall said, “have lived in town 
forever” and are amazed to find 
such a special community resource 
they were never aware of before.

IN ADDITION to providing area 
residents with affordable art for 
their homes, the gallery has helped 
many local artists establish a repu­
tation and start successful careers.

John Krieger and Johnnie Crosby 
were two Plymouth residents who 
started out at the gallery and have 
since gone on to show and sell their 
work nationally.

Buying new work from local art- 
,ists at the metro area’s art shows 
and at the sessions the gallery sched­
ules for artists to bring in their work 
is Gall’s favorite part of her job. But 
she admits it is sometimes painful to 
turn away artists whose work 
doesn’t find favor with the gallery’s 
judges.

“It’s hard to say, "This is awful,’ ” 
but Gall and Pam Minscber, gallery 
co-chairwoman, as well as the rest 
of the gallery's volunteer staff, 
knows what people in the communi­
ty like to rent. And they insist that 
the gallery maintain its standards.

The quality of the work that art­
ists try to sell to the gallery varies, 
Gall said, "but there are some artists 
we know we’re going to get good 
stuff from.”

One of these is Jim Hardy, a long­
time Plymouth resident who has 
been working with the gallery for al­
most eight years. After discovering 
his work at the Plymouth Fall Festi­
val several years ago, “Tberese be­

friended me and kind of adopted 
me,” Hardy said.

HIS JOB as a golf course superin­
tendent keeps him busy seven days a 
week during the summer. But in the 
winter, after his kids go off to bed, 
Hardy sometimes stays up all night 
painting in the room that serves as a 
library, an office, an alcove and a 
studio.

“It’s really therapeutic,” be said. 
“I look up and I realize eight or 10 
hours have gone by and I haven’t 
thought of anything other than

what’s on the canvas or paper.” 
Hardy considered trying to make 

a career out of his painting, but be 
decided to keep at it as a hobby when 
“I realized I had to be somewhat of a 
businessman, a marketing analyst 
and a public relations person if I 
were to make a living out of it.” 

Although some of his paintings 
have sold for $300, Hardy figures he 
makes just $ l-$2 an hour for his 
work.

“It’s not uncommon for me to 
spend 200 hours on a painting, so I’m 
barely making minimum wage.”

Hardy said he's not in it for the 
profit. “So long as people like them, 
that’s all that's important to me.”

AFTER A period during which he 
painted mostly Depression-era 
scenes, depicting the “despair and 
decay” of the Dust Bowl and the cit­
ies in sepia tone, Hardy has moved 
on to a style he said is influenced 
largely by the Impressionists.

His colorful floral paintings are 
very popular at the gallery.

And since some of his pieces that

his wife liked the best have been 
sold, he has become a regular patron 
of the gallery, as well as one of its 
best contributors. "I come up here 
and rent often.”

Gall said it has been fun over the 
years to watch people such as Hardy 
change and grow. The gallery is also 
always growing and changing. New 
renters are always welcome.

“We have renters from all over 
the area and we're anxious to have 
more. All they have to do is fill out a 
card,” Gall said.

Books serve up lots of insight into learning

grow, the appeal of “school books” 
increases, not just for parents of 
school children, but for every one of 
us.

•  “Endangered Minds: Why Our 
Children Don’t Think,” by Jane M. 
Healy (Simon & Schuster, $22.95). 
Educator Healy, believing our pres­
ent methods of teaching are faulty, 
bases her conclusions on neuropsy­
chological studies that reveal how 
children learn, plus her own observa­
tions of classroom techniques.

“Thoughtful and provocative, this 
advisory offers much to parents re­
garding the development of their 
children's reading and critical think­

$22.95) This is a kind of “Among 
Schoolchildren” transferred to a 
high school on Manhattan's lower 
East Side (Kidder’s fifth graders at­
tended classes in Holyoke, Mass ). 
Freedman spends a year with the 
class of 1988 and their hardworking 
English teacher, Jessica Siegel, and 
recalls the memorable experience.

•  “Why Do We Gotta Do This 
Stuff, Mr. Nehring?: Notes From a 
Teacher’s Day in School,” by James 
Nehring (Fawcett Columbine, $7.95) 
This is a paperback reprint of teach­
er Nehring's successful hardcover. 
Read it and you can benefit from an 
insightful perception of that deepest 
of mysteries, the adolescent mind.

•  “Teachers at Work: Achieving 
Success in Our Schools," by Susan 
Moore Johnson (Basic, $19.95) John­
son, of Harvard's School of Educa­
tion, puts together here the results of 
interviews with more than 100 
teachers, indicating how some 
schools support and (all their teach­
ers.

" I  GOT the Idee because myself, 
my husband, Ronald and oldest 
daughter, Susan, graduated from 
Bentley.” said Omar, a Livonia res­
ident and Bentley graduate 

“Our youngest daughter, Becky, 
would have graduated from Bent­
ley also If there had been a gradua­
tion class in 1916. Becky spent her 
senior year at Churchill instead.” 

‘‘When Bentley was closed, there 
was a big brouhaha,” Omar said. 
"A  lot of people were very upset.” 

The Roman poet Horace (65-8 
B.C.) said, “Adversity has the ef­
fect of eliciting talents which, in 
prosperous circumstances, would 
have lain dormant." So Omar de­
cided to make sweat shirts out of 
the adversity stemming from the 
closing of Bentley.

“The first shirt I monogrammed 
took 45 minutes. Now I can finish a 
shirt In a half hour,” Omar said. 
“The monogramming is done on a 
machine like a sewing machine.”
-> The sweat shirts come in white 
with green lettering or with white 
lettering on a green sweat shirt.

Omar said she’ll “monogram 
sweat shirts with just about any 
kind of an inscription on them” 
from " I  love my Irish Wolfhound” 
to the logos of Ford, Porsche, 
Newsweek, Nescafe and others, 
which can be legally copied.

Omar prefers to have one week 
to complete a customized sweat 
shirt order, but if it’s needed in a 
hurry, she can have it ready within 
three days.

The cost of her custom sweat 
shirt is $20.

and w orkers co m p en sation .

"I think th ere 's  far m ore  a w a r e ­
ness today of th e  p rob lem  and le s s  
to lera n ce ,” sa id  W illiam  M aloney, 
U-M  a sso c ia te  p ro fesso r  o f  c iv il  e n ­
g in eer in g  and a fo rm er  con stru ction  
en g in eer  w ho headed  the su rv ey .

C om m ission ed  by the C on struction  
Industry In stitu te , the  su rv e y  sa id  a t  
lea st 800,000 o f  the n ation 's s ix  m il­
lion con stru ction  ind ustry  w ork ers  
had a problem .

"M ore than  100 c o n tr a c to r s  and  
arch itectu ra l f irm s took th e  rep ort 
and d ev e lo p ed  p ro g ra m s and w ork ­
sh ops to  c o m b a t the p r o b le m s,” 
M aloney said .

"I think the youn g m en  h ave o b ­
serv ed  too m uch  of w h at hap pens  
w hen they b e c o m e  drug dep en d en t  
T h ey've  seen  w h at h as happened to 
oth er  people.

M oving fo rw ard  on A uburn M ills
Work was expected to resume at the site of the Auburn Mills 
mega-mall in Auburn Hills after an Oakland County judge last 
week dismissed two lawsuits filed to block the project. Oppo­
nents, concerned about expansion of urban sprawl, traffic 
congestion and damage to the environment, have said they 
will appeal. Western Development Corp. says the $200 million 
regional mega-mall with nine anchor and five major stores, 
more than 200 discount shops and a hotel will provide jobs 
and property tax revenues without a net destruction of wet­
lands acreage. A trial on further wetland matters remains to

be scheduled on an expedited basis. No official groundbreak­
ing ceremony or major structural work is expected until all 
legal challenges have been resolved. Meanwhile, Western De­
velopment plans to move forward on site preparations. To 
date, preliminary work has included grading for road improve­
ments, moving some.trees and demolition of a couple of hous­
es. The mall is expectecTto open in the fall of 1992. Stores are 
billed as selling merchandise at 20-60 percent below retail 
prices. The development will be built on 200 acres bounded by 
I-75, Baldwin, Joselyn and Lake Angelus roads.

"It's aa issue the industry historically tolerated," 
Maloney said. "Workers drank t o *  right on the 
Job. Even television conynercihU showed iron 
workers breaking for Miller time.

“Although many people do not consider it a drug, 
alcohol is tbe moat abused drug by a significant 
margin," be added. “On-site construction workers 
are the Inst of the macho cowboys."

The survey was conducted aa the country grap­
pled with substance abuse. More organisations are 
now willing to begin drug screening. Union* ran 
drag tasting programs where clean workers are 
given a certificate of health.

Of tbe 250 contractors who responded to tbe sur­
vey, 136 said they perceived a serious drag problem 
throughout tbe industry, while only six  reported no 
problem at all. Fifty one said tbe problem among 
tbeir own employees was serious, compared to 136 
who said substance abuse in bouse was not serious.

SUBSTANCE ABUSE is by no means confined to 
construction craftsmen, Maloney added.

“It occurs throughout construction organizations, 
from the carpenter in the field to the project mana­
ger in the office, to tbe designer at tbe computer," 
Maloney said.

Designers, the group that includes architects, 
draftsmen and urban planners, estim ated tbe low­
est rate of substance abuse In the industry. Individ­
ual design Arms reported the rate of substance 
abuse among tbeir own workers at 3 percent. Of the 
52 designers who responded, only five perceived a 
serious drag problem in tbe industry.

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Routine care can 
save money later

IT'S T H A T  time: to  bat ten  down 
the hatches and bundle up the  house.

Fall is the  best time to get the 
house ready to  do bat t le  with the 
winds, rains and snows of winter.
And routine care can mean saving on 
major future expenses.

S tarting  at the  top often is the 
best bet — and th a t  means the  roof. 
Exam ine it for broken or curled 
shingles th a t  can mean leaks.
Roofing experts say a 20-year-old roof 
with evident signs of wear should be 
checked and, likely, replaced.

Have the chimney checked 
annually. Chimney sweeps 
recommend a full cleaning after 
about 180 uses.

Pull out the ladder and make for 
the gutters this fall. Clear out all 
gutters and downspouts and check 
for any alignment or leakage 
problems.

One way to keep unw anted snow 
and ice from gutters  is by installing 
heat tapes in a zigzag pa t te rn  along 
the last few courses of shingles and 
in the gutter trough.

G utte r  guards th a t  keep leaves 
from accumulating are a good 
preventive measure.

W IN D OW S O F T E N  are the  big 
culprit when it comes to d rafts  and 
loss of heat in the  house. They 
should be caulked every two or three 
years. P u t ty  where it 's necessary. 
Take  down the  screens and put up 
the storms. Replace any loose 
weatherstripping around the doors.

The cold can cause extreme 
damage to water lines so insulate any 
pipes th a t  might be subject to 
freezing. While you're still outside, 
check the driveway for any cracks 
and seal them.

Spruce or move?

F  YOU'RE trying to decide

whether to remodel your house 
or look for another one. there's 
no easy answer.

Whether remodeling is a good 
investment depends largely upon what 
you're doing, how much you’re 
spending and where you live.

“The improvements would have to 
be at tractive  across the marketplace, 
not just to the owner,” said Bowen 
Broock. president of Max Broock 
Realtors in Birmingham.

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Timesaver
Clean it before deciding 
to refinish dull furniture

OF T E N  F U R N IT U R E  doesn't  
need to be refinished. I t 's  just 
d irty  and  needs to be cleaned. 

“Before you do anything 
else, just apply mineral spirits to a rag 
and  clean the piece of furniture, or 
even a hardwood floor." advises wood 
care guru Homer Formby. "You'll be 
surprised what will come off. and you 
can save yourself a lot of work "

In the mid-'50s, Formby owned 1 7 
antique stores. F rus t ra ted  because he 
couldn't find men to learn the ar t  of 
refinishing, he developed his own 
"goof-proof" finishing products, and 
went on to become the "Ann Landers 
of furniture problems."

To clean a floor easily. Formby 
recommends th a t  you put a rag over a 
wax applicator, and  dip the mineral 
spirits from a roller pan. such as is 
used for paint.

If the  piece looks worse clean than  
dirty, refinishing is the  answer.

H E R E .  F O R M B Y  shares a list of 
tips th a t  will make your furniture 
refinishing easier and  more successful

•  Identify the finish. Varnish, 
lacquer and shellac should he removed 
by different processes than  paint and 
polyurethane To identify the  finish, 
touch a spot with a cotton ball 
dampened with nail polish remover If 
the cotton ball sticks or softens the 
finish, it's varnish, lacquer or shellac.
If there 's  no effect, it 's polyurethane 

•  Pick the right product Avoid 
products th a t  have a water base or 
require a water rinse W ater can cause 
extensive damage to wood. Also, the 
best finishing products don't require 
sanding after the finish is removed.

•  Read the instructions thoroughly 
and follow them

•  Protect decorative trim Cover 
with heavy-duty plastic to protect and 
cut down on cleanup

•  Choose your work area.
Refinishing projects should be 
undertaken  in a well-ventilated area 
with good lighting

•  Use a furniture refinisher tha t  
will gently dissolve old finishes 
without damaging wood

•  Pour out at least two cups of 
refimsher This slows evaporation and 
will make your product go farther Use 
only deep metal containers, like a 
coffee can

•  Work on one small area, about 
the size of a dinner plate, at a time 

•  Absorb excess finish You can 
use a cotton cloth, dry fine steel wool 
or finish remover pads

•  Work from the top down 
•  When choosing a paint remover 

go for the heavyweight The heavier 
the can. the most effective

•  Paint removers work best when 
the tem perature  is between 65 and 85

Wood care expert Homer Formby 
points out the difference that a 
face lift can make on worn, dull 
furniture finishes.

•  The older the paint,  the harder it 
will be to remove “If you know you're 
dealing with aged paint." Formby 
said, “apply generous am ounts of 
paint remover and allow a little extra 
time for it to work

•  Stroke in one direction
•  Use a plastic lifter, ra ther  than  a 

metal one. to lift the old paint Metal 
is more likely to scratch the wood

•  To get paint out of wood grain, 
carvings or other tight spots, use a 
genuine brass brush Brush in one 
direction only to remove paint 
pigments Brass brushes will s tand  up 
to wood and won t scratch when used 
correctly

•  After removing the paint,  
immediately “wash the wood with 
paint remover wash on steel wool

•  Protect the wood W hatever  type 
of finish you remove, don't forget to 
apply a new protective coating of tung 
oil varnish or polyurethane to the 
wood “Look for finishes tha t  can be 
hand rubbed Formby said Hand 
rubbing gives you a finish tha t  will 
last and look naturally  beautiful

Stay cozy
For toasty comfort, try 
these cost-efficient tips

W H E N  I T ’S blustery and
chilly outdoors, it 's nice to 
come home to a house 
th a t 's  toasty  and cozy 

But toas ty  and cozy can be costly if 
you're relying on outdated , inefficient 
heating systems or fireplaces tha t  
send more heat up the chimney than 
into the house

Luckily, your options for heating 
your home when tem peratures  drop 
are numerous. Books, such as 
“Heating. Cooling. Ventilation" by Jay  
Hedden (Creative Homeowner P re s s ) , 
outline the choices, as well as their 
pros and cons.

•  WOOD WAYS
Whether you go through harsh 

winters in the  Midwest or mild ones in 
the Southwest, the fireplace is more 
than  a homey amenity. Stone fire­
places are particularly efficient as they 
radiate heat into the s truc tu re  of the

house, offering warmth long after the 
fire has died

Wood burning stoves are an ideal 
source if you have an inexpensive, 
plentiful supply of wood. The down­
side is tha t wood-burning stoves cause 
pollution But more manufacturers are 
outfitting their stoves with catalytic 
converters, which cut polluting wood 
particles by as much as 60 percent, ac­
cording to Hedden

If you opt for a wood-burning stove, 
invest in a high-quality steel plate or a 
cast-iron model A good. 500-pound 
stove will radiate heat for hours after 
the fire has gone out

When using fireplaces or wood-burn­
ing stoves, the kind of wood you use 
makes a difference. Varieties, such as 
dogwood, live oak. apple, black birch 
or white ash, have high heat value. 
Black spruce, red fir. noble fir and 
white spruce have a low heat value If 
you want warmth, obviously, choose a

Not quite the  sentim ent you 'd  
expect from Steve Szuba. owner 

of Farm ington 's  Old World 
Refinishing Ltd.

But the  cherubic Szuba has a good 
reason for his fondness for do-it 
yourself wood products:

"They bring me a lot of business." 
he said with a broad smile. "E ither  
they don 't perform as the client 
expects them to. or the client gets 
discouraged half way through, and  I 
finish the project for him."

E ighty  percent of the furniture 
refinished at Old World is an tique 
But a specialty of Szuba's firm is 
repairing and refinishmg furniture 
damaged by fire.

"We've been called in where homes 
have burned to the ground. The pieces 
th a t  we restore in .case of fire are not 
necessarily old, or even valuable. 
People realize th a t  restoring even 
badly damaged pieces is only one-third 
of the price of buying new and  if the 
pieces are 20 or more years old. they 're  
better made th a n  even the  finest new 
pieces."

In the Old World showroom, at 10

Mile and Orchard Lake roads, there 
are two identical tables: one is still 
badly damaged by fire; the other, from 
the  same fire, has been completely 
restored

Old World offers furniture 
refinishing, repairs, stripping, seat 
weaving and caning

SZUBA O U TL IN ES  the steps 
involved in quality  refinishing:

The first step is regluing and 
repairing. Chairs are completely 
disassembled and broken dowels 
replaced After the  chair is glued, it is 
put into clamps for 24 hours. "This 
forces the glue into the pores and cell 
s tructure of the wood." Szuba said. "A 
properly glued joint is stronger than  
the wood itself without the  use of nails 
or screws."

Next, the piece is stripped, entirely 
by hand "It 's  a painstaking process. " 
Szuba said, "but it wor. t crack or dry 
out your furniture, like tank  dipping 
will."

Then the project is thoroughly 
hand-sanded, eliminating small dents. 
Large dents are filled.

Szuba prefers and recommends th a t  
clients stay with the  original color of 
the wood If the  client insists on a

high heat value. For ambiance, select 
wood with a lower heat value.

Hedden also suggests mixing green 
wood with dry to make the  fire burn 
more slowly. And use care disposing of 
ashes: scoop them out of the stove or 
fireplace with a metal shovel and put 
them in a metal container in case there 
are hot coals among the ashes.

Once you have the right wood, there 
is the challenge of start ing  the fire. 
This "very basic act," Hedden said, 
"can frustra te a beginning fire maker."

Always open the damper, light news 
paper and kindling wood, then add 
larger pieces of wood Never use gaso­
line to start  a fire.

Have your fireplace or v ood burning 
stove cleaned and inspected b ; a chim 
ney sweep every year to clean away 
highly flammable creosote and check 
the damper.

•  H EA TIN G  M E T H O D S
Homes can be hea ted  in a variety of 

ways and how your home is heated, 
says Hedden. depends on when it was 
built. Houses older th a n  50 years often 
have gravity hot air, water or steam 
systems. Newer homes often use 
forced hot air.

"No m atter  how old your heating 
plant is. if it is working well, don't re 
place it just to get a more modern sys­
tem." Hedden said. "The difference in 
efficiency may be so slight th a t  you 
will never recover the  cost of the new 
heating appliance."

You can, however, improve and 
modify a less than-perfect system by 
improving your hom e’s ventilation or 
bolstering its insulation, both of which 
are important for energy conservation 
and efficiency during hot and cold 
months

If. for example, th e  im provem ents 
will raise th e  value of your house from 
$70,000 to  $100,000, bu t the  houses in 
your neighborhood average in price a t 
about $70,000, you m ay not get back 
w hat you p u t into it.

“C hances are, you w on't get it (the 
value) o u t.” said Bill Bliss, president 
of W illiam O. Bliss and Associates in 
Farm ington H ills, an appraisal firm. 
“Y ou're pricing yourself ou t of the 
m arket. If people are looking for a 
$100,000 house, th e y ’re not going to 
look in a $70,000 neighborhood.”

S ubstan tia l im provem ents are 
w orthwhile on certa in  lake-front 
properties as well as areas like 
Birm ingham , w here land values are 
rising and covering th e  cost of the 
im provem ent. "B u t th a t 's  the  
exception ra th e r th a n  the rule."
Broock said.

* Im provem ents m ay also be worth 
your while if you plan on doing them  
yourself. “If you 're  handy, you can 
come out p re tty  well w ith m inor and 
even major im provem ents," Broock 
said.

F O R M E R  F A R M IN G TO N  Hills 
residen ts Sheri and  R ichard  Torch 
rem odeled th e ir  home a little  a t a tim e 
during the eight years they  owned it. 
By th e  tim e they  moved in 1988, they 
had redone th e  k itchen, added  a

bathroom  and  replaced th e  windows 
and the  roof. They also m ade 
im provem ents on the ir back porch and 
swimming pool.

Though they  m ade the 
im provem ents for the ir personal 
enjoym ent, it increased th e  value of 
the ir house as well.

“We rem odeled basically for our 
own enjoym ent, bu t also hoping th a t it 
would im prove th e  value of th e  house,” 
Sheri said. "And it did. W e got the 
asking price for our house w ithin a 
week.”

The asking price. Torch said, was 
about $10,000 more th an  th e  average 
value of houses in the  neighborhood. 
“We did every th ing  ourselves. T h a t’s 
where th e  savings w ere," she said.

Though people are still remodeling 
the ir houses, the  trend  is moving 
tow ard buying new homes, according 
to  Shelley R aym ond, p resident of 
Baker S tree t In terio rs L im ited in 
Livonia.

W hen people do decide to  remodel, 
they 're  looking to  please them selves 
ra the r th a n  fu tu re buyers. "M ore and 
more people are doing it the  way they  
w ant it ,” R aym ond said.

C ertain  im provem ents probably 
w on't raise the  value of your home 
while o thers will.

IF Y O U 'R E  th ink ing  of re-doing 
your basem ent or pu ttin g  in a 
swimming pool, for example, don’t 
plan on getting  the  full value back.

Bliss said. A 50-percent re tu rn  is about 
average.

“If you 're going to  pu t in a pool or 
remodel your basem ent, you better 
figure on getting  your own use out of 
it."  he said.

K itchens and bathroom s, however, 
m ight be the route to  go if you're 
looking for a good investm ent. 
"K itchen  remodeling pans out p re tty  
well, w ithin reason,” B liss said. 
“Remodeling the  bathroom  or k itchen 
and adding insulation seem s to  reflect 
in the price.”

W here you put th e  addition  is also 
im portan t in a hom e's resale value. If 
you 're  adding on an ex tra  bedroom, for 
example, you do n 't w ant to  have to  go 
through the k itchen  or another 
bedroom to get to  it.

The decision of w hether to  remodel 
or move, though, comes down to the 
individual case in the  end.

"R easons can be quite different 
from otile case to  the  next one," Broock 
said. " r 6 u  have to  really tak e  a look at 
the  motives and  reasons and add it all 
up."

Create wine cellar in a closet
A real wine cellar, w ith tem peratu re  

and hum idity  controls to  protect 
quan tities of precious vintages, is 
som ething th a t 's  beyond m ost people 
who live in average ap a rtm en ts  and 
houses.

B ut Palace B rands Co., which 
im ports wines, says anyone can create 
a small cellar in a closet.

Choose a closet used for off-season 
storage because the  tem peratu re  will 
rem ain co n stan t and  cooler th an  one 
opened every day. R eserve about two 
square feet of floor space, add  a wine 
rack, and  collect a cellarage of 12 to  24 
bottles.

The closet c lu tte r  — clothes, sports 
equipm ent, or w hatever — will help 
m ain ta in  a good clim ate for th e  wine 
storage, aw ay from light, h ea t and

excessive vibration.
You can collect a respectable cellar 

for about $5 to  $10 a bottle, the 
com pany says. W hether you prefer 
white or red, it recom m ends you keep 
some of "the o ther k in d ” to  go with 
dishes th a t dem and th a t  type (or for 
guests who prefer i t ) .

Some w hite suggestions: Anselmi 
Soave from N orthern  Italy ,
Ladoucette Sauvignon de Sauvignon 
from th e  Loire Valley of France, or 
Casal T haulero 's T rebbiano from 
Ita ly 's  Abruzzo region. Reds:
Bouchard Pere & Fils Beaujolais or 
M outon-Cadet Bordeaux, both from 
France, or Rubesco from L ungaro tti in 
Italy.

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Tip talk: cabinets, faucets, circuits
Q. — I have built-in corner cab ine ts 

in my dining room th a t  I pa in ted  to  
m atch  th e  room trim . The cab inet 
doors are pine, and  a fte r two years, the 
knots are bleeding th rough  and 
looking really bad. T he doors now 
have four coats of p a in t but it doesn’t 
s top  th e  bleeding. Is there an easy  way 
to  seal these knots to  p revent th is  
from happening again when I repaint 
th e  doors?

A. — Probably  your cabinet doors 
were not prim ed and  sealed prior to  
th e  original pain ting . The P ark s Corp. 
of Som erset, M ass., has a product 
called U nderCover, which they  claim  
will keep wood-knot and sap s ta ins

sealed beneath  its  prim e undercoat. 
U nderC over is available in p a in t stores 
an d  costs about $20 a gallon.

D on’t add a fifth  coat of p a in t to  th e  
cab inet doors. S trip  off th e  four coats 
now on the doors and  sand all th e  
rough areas for a sm ooth, clean 
surface. Apply th e  U nderC over prim er 
pain t, let it d ry  thoroughly  and  then  
repaint.

Q. — 1 have a problem  w ith the  
shower d iverter on my b a th tu b  faucet. 
W hen the knob is pulled up to  d ivert 
w ater to  the  shower, a lot of w ater 
continues to  flow in to  the  tub. Is there 
any way either to  replace or repair th is  
fix ture w ithout having to  open up  the 
wall?

A. — Yes. T he d iverter valve 
m echanism  you refer to  is inside the  
tu b  faucet spout, not inside th e  wall. 
T he spout is screwed onto  th e  w ater 
pipe and  can be unscrew ed easily.
Once th e  spout is off. you can see the 
m echanism . I t ’s a small gate  valve on 
the  base of the plunger shaft. W ater 
pressure holds it up (closed position). 
T urn  off the w ater and the  gate  valve 
drops, opening the  tu b  spout so w ater 
flows in to  the  tu b  next tim e it 's  tu rned  
on.

If the  d iverter ca n ’t  be repaired , i t ’s 
cheap and easy  enough to  replace the  
en tire  spout, including th e  d iverter 
m echanism . These spouts are available 
a t plum bing supply  stores and  hom e 
cen ters and usually  cost betw een $10 
and $15.

There are d ifferent types and  sizes 
of diverter spouts available, so take 
your old spout along to  m ake sure you 
get the right one. Check especially 
th a t  the setback distance of th e  
th reads within the  spout m atches the 
length of the protruding w ater pipe so 
th a t you get a tigh t fit betw een the 
spout shoulder and the  wall.

W hen replacing th e  spout, use pipe 
joint compound or Teflon sealing tape 
on the th reads to  prevent leaks. 
Com pletely fill the  hollowed-out back 
end of the spout w ith p lum ber’s p u tty  
to  keep w ater from getting  in behind it 
and  penetrating  the  wall.

Q. — Recently, an electrical wall 
ou tle t in our home shorted  out and 
threw  sparks around  violently. To my 
am azem ent, th e  circuit breaker failed 
to  trip. An electrician exam ined our 
service panel and  told us it was m ade 
by the  Federal Pacific Co. about 25 or 
30 years ago. According to  him , the 
split bus panel is illegal by to d a y ’s 
s tandards, and he recom m ended

replacing the  en tire  pane) box w ith a 
new one th a t would cost betw een $500 
and $600. Is there a safe bu t more 
reasonable solution?

A. — T here m ay be a more 
reasonable solution th an  replacing the 
entire electrical panel box. Your split 
bus panel is not causing your circuit 

. breaker problem even though it is not 
ih compliance w ith  the la tes t electrical 
code.

After 25 years, if af-ircuit breaker 
has never trippfcd^u is possible th a t 
corrosive deposits nave formed th a t 
would cause the  breaker to  stick  and 
m alfunction. As a precautionary  
measure, i t ’s a good idea, a t least once 
a year, to  tr ip  the breaker (move it to 
the  off position) and  reset it for each 
circuit, including the m aster 
disconnect, if there is one. Replacing 
all your breakers, especially those th a t 
are hard  to  tr ip  and reset by hand, is 
cheaper th an  a new panel.

Cooling that hot-water tab
D om estic hot w ater accounts for 25 

to  33 percent of your to ta l energy bill, 
according to the  B e tte r H eating- 
Cooling Council.

T he greater your space-heating 
requirem ents, generally the  g rea ter 
your hot w ater bill. T h a t 's  a lot of 
money for hot water!

M any homes have a separate  w ater 
heater, w ith a burner to  do the  
heating.

A lthough the energy factor for a gas 
fired w ater heater is as low as .40, the 
more typical is .55.

B ut more im portan t th a n  efficiency 
to  th e  homeowner is the  actual cost for 
the  hot water his family .normally 
uses. For example, a 40-gallon, gas- 
fired w ater heater, w ith delivery the 
first hour of 65 gallons, would cost 
about $190 per year if th e  gas ra te  is 
60 cen ts per therm .

A 40-gallon electric w ater hea ter, on 
the  o ther hand, m ay have an energy 
factor of .90. and could deliver abou t 
45 gallons the first hour, bu t would 
cost $482 per year to  operate if th e  
electric rate  is 8'/5 cents per k ilow att 
hour.

M ILLIO N S OF homes, however, 
obtain the ir dom estic hot w ater 
w ithout needing a storage tank  or 
separate w ater heater. T hey use a 
simple device called a " tank less 
heater."  a coil of copper tubing th a t 's  
inserted in the hot w ater of a boiler.

Cold, fresh w ater feeds in to  th e  
copper tubing, which picks up heat 
from the hot boiler w ater. The w ater 
rem ains in the  tankless tub ing  until a 
hot w ater faucet is opened.

D uring the heating  season when the 
boiler is operating, fuel used for w ater 
heating is d irectly  in ratio  to  the 
am ount of hot w ater used, th e  boiler 
itself being used to  heat th e  house, 
explains the  B ette r Heating-Cooling 
Council.

D uring w arm  w eather, the dom estic 
hot w ater continues to  be hea ted  in 
th is way by m eans of the au tom atic  
controls, which are provided w ith  the 
boiler, even though the house heating 
is cut off by the  therm ostat.

These are some additional facts for 
the energy-conscious consum er to  keep 
in mind when m aking a decision on a 
home heating system .
