When W illiam  Starkw eather and 
his fam ily  slept there, the yea r was 
1825 and the w olves were kept at
bay by tending a cam pfire  all night

Starkw eather was the first non-In­
dian to settle in what we know  as the 
Plym outh-Canton com m un ity  He 
spent his first night here in the w il­
derness on the present-day site of the 
M ayflow er Hotel The Starkw eath­
ers constructed a shelter made of 
sap lings and tree bark, and later a 
cabin where they lived for a num ber 
of years

B y  1926, the site was cleared, and 
ground was broken for P lym ou th 's  
$200,000 Com m unity  Hotel Con­
struction began in April, 1927 and 
the M ayflow er Hotel opened in N o ­

vem ber of the sam e year Sunday
m arked the hotel s 63rd ann iversary, 
an event to be com m em orated to­
m orrow  when Ra lph  Lorenz, who be­
gan as m anager of the hotel in 1939, 
addresses the P lym outh  R o ta ry  C lub  
luncheon at the M ayflow e r Meeting 
House

schediMed to begin Monday, Dec 10 

"A s  of Dec 10, all residential cus­
tomers w ill have to begin to use the 
new selid waste bags or tags, said 
Joseph Russell, city solid waste 
coordinator

Through the program, developed 
by city officials to meet ris ing  costs 
to dump city trask at the A rbor H ills  
Landfill in Salem  Township, the $1 
bags or tags will be ava ilab le sta rt­
ing Monday, Dec 1 

The hags and tags will be avail

able at P lym outh C ity Hall, the D e ­
partment of Pub lic  W orks office, the 
d t y  recycling center and at D a n n y ’s 
food m arket on M a in  Street 

Those exempt from  the bag tag 
program  include apartm ent or condo 
dwellers who put their garbage in a 
dumpster, and business and com ­
m ercia l users C ity  officia ls are con­
sidering options before p ick ing one 
for apartm ents and businesses 

" I f  there is no tag or bag we will 
not collect your trash," said A ssist 
ant C ity M anage r Paul Sineock. 
based on the garbage ordinance

passed in September by city com ­
m issioners

A rate increase announced by the 
landfill m anagem ent in Sept 1989 
cost the city $300,000 more than an 
ticipated to dump trash, and was a 
main contributor to a city budget 
deficit. A new rate increase an­
nounced by the landfill m anagem ent 
in October has nearly doubled the 
dum ping rate charged before Sept 
1989

The bag tag program , modeled on 
sim ila r p rogram s in G rand  Rapids. 
Lansing. Mount P leasant and some

other areas of M ichigan, also en 
courages residents to recycle

That's because newspaper, green 
brown and clear glass, plastic coded 
" 1 "  and " 2 ” and tin cans and batter 
les can be separated from  regu lar 
trash by residents and taken to the 
recycling center behind city hall 
thereby reducing residents' trash set 
at the curb for collection

Residents can put trash in mint- 
green bags with the city seal that 
cost $1 each, in their own bags with 
a $1 hag tag attached, or In garbage 
cans with the $1 bag tag attached

Schools come to defense 
of developmental ed program

The problem s and pitfalls of de­
velopmental learning have occupied 
a standard spot on the agenda as 
parents and teachers have brought 
concerns to the P lym outh-Can ton 
Board  of Education in recent weeks

Shirley Spaniel, executive director 
of elementary education, attempted 
at M onday 's  school board m eeting to 
a llay concerns and e ip la in  the goals 
o( the developmental program , now 
in  place districtw ide in grades K-2 
The developmental approach em 
phasizes learning at a student's indi­
vidual pace, using hands-on teaching 
methods

P A R E N T S  H A V E  C H A R G E D  that 
their children are frustrated because 
thfcy’r :  unable to read, while their 
frjends who attend schools outside 
the district can Parents sav they're 
u ^ <  because their youngsters can t 
spell correctly, and because teachers 
see no longer using tests, basal read 
eta or spelling lists Teachers who do 
u^e spelling lists reportedly have 
hidden them when adm inistrators 
enter the classroom

J ’arents have questioned why 
teachers are implem enting the pro­
gram  to vary ing  degrees, som e with 
h i p  irom  para professionals and 
otjiers without

-They say no research e n s t s  to 
confirm  the d istrict's convictions 
about developmental learning, some­
thing Spaniel says is a misconcep^ 
tian

Because students won t take a 
standardized slate test until fourth 
grade, parents are concerned that 
developmental learning problem s 
wpn't be uncovered until then, when 
the damage will be done

A n  letter signed Teache rs Who 
(A re  About K id s sent to the Observ 
er c la im s that ' 90 percent of P lym  
ouith-Canton elem entary teachers op 
poke the developmental approach to 
educating children "

The writer said the letter was sutr 
mitted anonym ously because we 
fear repercussions from  som e of our 
adm inistrators Teachers are not 
being given a choice about using 
these methods, it is being forced on 
us It ia m andatory K  2 this year and 
will add a grade level each year un 
til it Is m andatory K-5 "

The teachers said "m orale is low 
er thsn It has ever been before, part 
ly because we feel that what we are 
doing Is w rong for children We do 
not dare talk openly against It, as a 
number of teachers have been given 
verbal reprim ands for doing so "

O ne  o f the th in gs  
w e're trying to clarify ia 
the d eve lop m enta l 
label. W hat w e really  
w ant to th ink  about 
this a s is h igh -q u a lity  
ed uca tion  for y o u n g  
ch ild re n .'

The letter added that teachers 
predict ch ildren 's test scores w ill 
drop considerably, that the approach 
will fail and eventually som ething 
new will be instituted."

W H IL E  “H IG H - A B IL IT Y "  stu
dents m ay get by, average and low 
ability students w ill suffer as a re­
sult of the new approach, the letter 
said

The teachers challenged the board 
to mail a survey to the homes of all 
elem entary tecbers in the d istrict 

and ask us what we really believe 
about the developmental p rogram  
At a time when we most need our 
students to be able to compete with 
other countries, we are instigating a 
p rogram  that we, as educators, be­
lieve will have the opposite effect "

Said Spaniel One of the things 
we re try ing to c la rify  is the devel­
opmental label W hat we really want 
to think about this as is high-quality 
education for young children

We are trying very hard to put 
into practice what research says are 
the most effective practices

Students are being evaluated, she 
said, adding that principals and 
teachers she 's spoken with are 
enthused about the program , as are 
students

We are assessing ch ild ren 's prog 
ress regularly W e 're  not going to 
wait for three years, give them the 
M E A P  test and then say, Oh dear, 
we failed.' "  said Spaniel

W e 've pul into practice som e 
thing called the perform ance assess 
ment I t s  a portfolio that each 
teacher is keeping on each child It 
includes sam ples of ch ild ren 's work, 
including an optional audio tape of 
children reading if they chooae to do 
so There are observation checklists 
of sk ills in literacy and what chil 
dren are able to read and write, and 
that is spelled osit at three different 
tim es of the school year, In addition 
to a report card students get every 
10 weeks "

The developmental p rogram  Is

scheduled for thorough m onitoring 
this spring; and new tests for stu­
dents are being evaulated as well, 
she added

T H E R E ’S  A  G O O D  reason why 
parents are no longer seeing stacks 
of worksheets come home. Spaniel 
said

What we 've learned is that hav­
ing children do worksheets is not the 
best use of their tim e during the 
school day We need to have kids 
doing m ore actual reading of quality 
literature and books W e 've taken 
that workbook time and said we're 
going to use it in m ore productive 
ways; with m ore reading, w riting 
and m ore hands-on time with sci 
ence. and with m a n ip u la t e s  in the 
math program  "

Adm in istrators acknowledge they 
need to come up with better ways to 
give feedback to parents. Spaniel 
said

The big point I 'm  try ing to make 
is that this program  welcomes par 
ents into the classroom  We really 
want and need lots of adult hands to 
do a better job of meeting individual 
needs ”

T rack in g  kids into lower level 
ability groups is a d isservice to 
youngsters, Spaniel said What I've  
found over the years is that kids who 
get into that group generally stay 
there for the duration of elementary 
and m iddle school

Le t 's  g ive those kids the benefit 
of the doubt and not lock them into 
low level reading groups where we 
give them constant m essages that 
they are not as good or are failing 
The whole idea Is to produce sue 
cessful learners and g ive  them expe 
nences they can be successful at in 
the classroom

It 's  a m isconception that teachers 
aren 't using a standard curricu lum  
Spaniel added

Even  though every classroom  
doesn't look alike, It doesn t mean 
teachers aren 't w ork ing  toward a set 
of student outcomes and curricu lum  
goals that are in place in the dis 
trtet. she said

Spaniel acknowledged "there are 
concerns out there W e 're try ing to 
im prove  parent com m un ication  
There are staff concerns, it 's a tough 
program  to implement C la ss sixe is 
a concern and staff tra in ing is anoth 
er concern But the point here is that 
we need to begin to re-exam ine our 
practices and m ake change* slow ly 
It isn 't going to happen overn ight 
not if we want to do a good job We 
want to introduce a quality program  
We re saying to parents. Bear with 
us It w ill be worth i t ' "

Mack will dll the Wayne County 
probate seat vacated by Judge 
Thomas Maher, who began serving 
in January 1985 and retired last 
July. Full-time probate court judges 
earn $88,812 annually. The Demo­
crat from Wayne will finish the term 
that ends in January 1998.

State inmates are aging

The phrase, “Lock  ’em  up and 
throw aw ay the key,” causes penolo­
gist W illiam  Lovett to pause, espe­
cia lly  after leading a recently com ­
pleted, yearlong study on the g ra y ­
ing of M ich iga n ’s inm ate population.

"W hat we are really  say in g  when 
we suggest throw ing aw ay  the key, is 
the state has the responsib ility of 
provid ing a com parable com m un ity  
standard of care forever The courts 
have held that inm ates are  entitled 
to such a standard," sa id  Lovett of 
the state Departm ent of Corrections.

P rov id in g  a com parable standard 
is made m ore challenging for som e 
400 prisoners, the estim ated 880 men 
and 20 wom en se rv ing  tim e in M ic h i­
gan prisons who are 60 yea rs or o ld­
er Sixty-five  of the total num ber are 
over 70 years of age, five  are over 
80

Their num bers are expected to 
double by 1995, the result of m anda ­
tory sentencing and increasing con­
victions am ong the e lderly for 
crim es of passion, sexual m iscon­
duct and drug offenses, accord ing  to 
Lovett’s study

It is the second group that is p e r­
haps most unsettling, the 233 senior 
citizens who are first-tim e offenders

’’Y O U  A R E  B L E N D IN G  serious, 
violent crim e with a hum an twist

The norm al ag ing  process m ay well 
have figured in the crim e Le ss im ­
pulse control, senility or forgetting 
medication m ay  a ll be precip itating 
factors,” Lovett said.

Som e “genuinely forget what they 
have done,” continuing to m aintain 
innocence long after conviction 

Three years ago, a then 74-year- 
old W orld W ar I I  veteran awarded a 
Pu rp le  Heart, was sentenced to life 
for m urder M a rr ied  for 48 years, he 
w as retired from  a job where he had 
been em ployed 31 years.

He and som e 60 other old inm ates 
are incarcerated at the Lakeland 
Correctional Facility, a single-level 
fo rm er hospital that accom m odates 
wheelchairs, w a lke rs  and other 
paraphernalia  of the elderly.

A cro ss the w ay at the Florence 
C rane W om en’s Facility, a grand ­
m other bides time with an estim ated 
20 other aged fem ale prisoners On a 
N ovem ber m orn ing  in 1987, "the  
past years of mental abuse cam e to 
an end " when she killed her husband. 
She is scheduled for release in 1992 

Another woman, a fo rm er m ana ­
ger and buyer for a la rge  corpora ­
tion and now convicted of m urder, 
speaks of ber situation

"T he  fact that he w as abusive 
m ade no difference The fact that I 
had never com m itted a crim e made 
no difference I  became a v ictim  
a long with m y husband He is dead 
and I am  se rv ing  a life sentence .”

Reasons abound for adults learning to read

Obtaining a high school diploma, 
improving jobs skills or wanting to 
be able to read the Bible.

Whatever the reasons a person baa 
for wanting to learn to read or en­
hance their reading skills, help is 
available through the Western 
Wayne County Literacy Council.

“We don’t project goals lor the 
student Maybe they just want to 
learn to read the Bible,” said council 
prestdeotAfargaret McNulty.

“After six or seven months they

can do tha t Others might want to 
get a ffiploma If the student is ap to 
I t  we encourage them.”

An estimated 15 million adults In 
the U S. read below a fifth grade 
level. Another 35 million read below 
the ninth grade level.

FORMED IN 1982, the council 
trains tutors, who volunteer hour 
sessions once or twice weekly to 
work with people who want to learn 
to read or improve their reading 
level.

“We have a revolving door more 
or leas. People are in and out of the

program,” said McNulty. “Since Oc­
tober 1989 we have trained 90 new 
tutors. We lose about s  third each 
year.”

Volunteers most be I I  years or 
older and receive training at two six- 
hour workshops. They are asked to 
make a minim am ooe year commit­
ment to the program.

“We ask for a year commitment 
from the tutors bat, others might do 
it for more years,” said McNulty.

"None of ns are paid staff. AU our 
tutors work gratis.”

Although tha literacy council baa 
offices in Garden City's Cambridge 
Adult Education Center, the oue-oo- 
one tutoring can be scheduled s t  a 
public location like a library or 
school that is mutually convenient 
for tutor and student 

"A lot of students were not com­
fortable with classrooms That waa 
traumatic for them,” said McNulty.

Pollard argued the aUte’i  giving 
of funds to CMH boards “on the ex- 
preaa condition that they be returned 
to the Department of Mental Health 
within 4i days does aot constitute 
payment’ of funds.”

Pollard called the Bute's account­
ing a "disingenuous scheme . . . 
very transparent and seU-eerving."

DAVID MOFFTTT, attorney for 
Farmington Hills, traced the state's 
budget “machinations” in his brief: 

“In 1883, almost 11*3 million was 
listed as ‘shift to boards." This repre­
sented 2 U  percent of total state 
spending of almost $7.2 million, 
leaving only M U  percent paid to lo­
cal governments Instead of the actu­
ally reported 41.S4 percent”

Moffitt, also an Oakland County 
commissioner, called the state's la­
bels “a deceptive means of reclassi­
fying funds.”

Dennis Cawtborne, a former state 
representative and attorney for the 
Michigan Association of Counties, 
noted his group was granted status 
in the case, and the MAC board 
“voted unanimously” to support 
Oakland.

“MAC contends that the entire 
scheme for the local delivery of 
mental health services indicates that 
the state has the ultimate obligation 
to deliver such service*.” Therefore,
" funds spent to meet the obligation 
cannot be classified as a state spend­
ing to units of local governments.”

Post office part of problem

T H E R E ’S  A SITU AT IO N  unfolding in 
Plymouth that makes us think about the 
federal deficit.

It 's  the saga of the Plymouth post off­
ice. In the broad scope of things it isn't a very big 
deal when It comes to the deficit. It probably 
wouldn't even show up on a bar graph in Wash­
ington

But while it’s small, it’s a good example of why 
there's a deficit. It also shows what the problem 
is, it’s the thinking of federal officials. It’s 
bureacracy gone berserk.

The Plymouth post office started 1990 in one 
building on Penniman and if things stay on the 
current path they’ll end the year with three 
buildings. And all of this comes during a year 
when we hear all the hand wringing in Washing­
ton about higher taxes and budget cuts.

The post office story is one of doublespeak 
that ends up costing the taxpayer double.

F IRST, T H E  PO STAL service decided that it 
needed a new office. That office was located in 
Plymouth Township, a good ways from the 
Plymouth business district where most of the 
customers are located. That never made sense to 

us.
If  the postal service closes its office on Penni­
man, folks in Plymouth w ill have to travel a long 
distance to do their business. That costs us all 

time and gasoline.
However, there’s a move to keep some form of 
the post office in Plymouth. Postal officials in 
their form of doublespeak call it a “finance 
unit.” It sounds like a bank. But then again these 
are the folks that brought us a war in Vietnam  
that was never called a war and the Susan B. 
Anthony dollar which was suppose to replace the 
g l bill. The American public had the good sense 

not to want to touch either.
But back to the post office, or should we say 
finance unit. Anyway, postal officials are consid­
ering keeping a place where we can buy stamps 
and mail letters in dowtown Plymouth.

However, it wouldn't be in the current post 
office building on Penniman. Officials say it’s too 
large for a “finance unit.” Instead they're look­
ing at leasing another buidling.

That sounds good on the surface, but when you 
think that the post office would have to pay mon­
ey for another location, .it's just plain nuts. They 
have a building that’s paid for and they're ready 
to go out and rent one because they say the cur­
rent building would be too large.

IT S  YO U R  B A S IC  government thinking. You 
start with a perfectly good building, claim  it’s 
too small, and then go out and build another 
building. Then instead of keeping the old building 
in use, you go out and rent another building to 
take the place of the building that you own.

Only federal bureaucrats trying to spend their 
budget could come up with such a scheme.

The postal service has made a concession. 
They say they’re looking for other federal agen­
cies that need office space to use the post office. 
They would do it rent free.

Big deal.
The postal service seems to be trying to show 

what good guys they are by not charging rent to 
another agency.

Give us a break. It doesn’t mean one bit to the 
taxpayer. Even if the postal service were to 
charge rent to another federal agency, it 
wouldn’t mean a thing to taxpayers. It would just 
mean federal tax dollars going from one agency 
to another. The only person that would make out 
would be some obscure federal bureaucrat whose 
job it would be to pay the rent. And knowing the 
way the federal government works, that would 
end up a full-time job.

But back to the post office. If  everything stays 
on course, the postal service w ill end up with a 
new, improved office in the township, an unused 
office on Penniman and a leased “finance unit.”

That’s three buildings. No wonder there’s a 
federal deficit.

Can the ads
Let’s have real issues in ’92
I T ’S O FF IC IAL. Ninety percent of us disap­

proved of “negative” political ads —  the 
kind where one candidate bashes another 
by distorting tiny details in his record. Only 

19 percent of us approved of what went on in the 
1990 campaigns for governor and U.S. senator.
_ That conclusion came from a poll of 400 voters 

by the Michigan State University department of 
advertising. They live in the counties around the 
East Lansing campus, but they responded much 
the way folks in these southeastern Michigan 
suburbs talk.

What we don’t know is how negative ads influ­
enced voters. Did a person incensed, for exam­
ple, by the way Gov. Jim  Blanchard portrayed 
John Engler’s Senate attendance record vote for 
Blanchard anyway. That’s still unclear.

What is clear is that many campaign mana­
gers think negative ads work —  or did until the 
1990 campaign.

AT TH E R IS K  of sounding heretical, we sug­
gest that maybe voters got what they deserved. 
Serious political debate is waning in our popular 
culture.

Every community has some kind of festival —  
Memorial Day or Fourth of July parade, an 

anniversary spree, a fair. How many of our festi­
vals ban political candidates, their floats and 
booths?

How many luncheon clubs have rules against 
political speeches?

How many clubs decline to sponsor a debate 
between candidates for offices lower on the tick­
et —  say. attorney general or university boards?

Abe Lincoln and Stephen Douglas, running for 
office today, would have a difficult time finding 
a crowd, let alone an audience that would listen 
for more than a couple of sound bites.

Serious debate is no longer part of our culture. 
Back to the negative ads . . , another conclu-

sion in the M SU survey was almost as astounding 
as the 90 percent disapproval factor.

Some 26 percent of respondents found negative 
ads “very informative or somewhat informa­
tive.” That was too high for comfort. It suggests 
that one-fourth of us were poorly informed to 
begin with if we imagined we learned anything 
from negative ads.

Great Britain and Canada require that televi­
sion stations give a certain amount of free time 
to candidates. The necessity of filling up time 
requires that candidates say something, not just 
flip out smart-aleck cracks.

American broadcasters would dislike being 
forced to turn over time. That’s understandable 
But it’s a solution broadcasters might adopt vol­
untarily.

TO B E  C O N SC IEN T IO U S participants in this 
democracy, we must bring politics back into our 
lives, not treat it as a nasty little aside with 
which we must coexist.

Instead of rejecting politicians, we must invite 
them into our meeting halls, our shopping cen­
ters and our homes Now is the time to invite 
politics out of the closet, to replace an afternoon 
of football with a good healthy debate on the is­
sues that have the most impact on our lives.

"Democracy,” an old-time columnist once 
said, “is the theory that the people know what 
they want and deserve to get it —  good and 
hard.” In 1990 we got the kind of democracy we 
deserved

‘Politics as usual’ —  
it’s not that way now

THIS IS a column about two politi­
cians in trouble and bow they got 
that way.

On Tuesday Gov. James Blanc­
hard, who four years ago was re­
elected by the biggest margin in the 
history of Michigan politics, was up­
set by John Engler.

Like most political campaigns 
these days, Blanchard’s relied exten­
sively on TV spots attacking his op­
ponent Blanchard lost.

Today the Senate Ethics Commit­
tee starts national televised bearings 
on the propriety of the five senators 
who accepted campaign contribu­
tions from Charles Keating and oth­
ers tied to the savings and loan in­
dustry.

Sen. Donald Riegle of Michigan is 
one of those senators. Like most 
senators these days, Riegle actively 
and regularly solicited money from 
lobbyists and representatives of 
groups with interests in what Con­
gress does. He’s in deep trouble.

Both Blanchard and Riegle are 
paying a terrible price for conduct­
ing politics as usual at a time when 
most people are getting fed up.

IN BLANCHARD’S case, politics 
as usual consisted in deploying the 
standard modern technology of win­
ning elections.

In place of the personal campaign­
ing that used to give candidates a 
sense of what stirred folks — tele­
phone polls. In place of loyal volun­
teers who used to comb the neigh­
borhood to get out the vote — cease­
less TV spots. In place of the 
candidate discussing just what issues 
faced Michigan and what be pro­
posed to do about them — a blizzard 
of lb- and 30-second spots attacking 
Engler.

It now seems quite clear that the 
election was decided very largely on 
turnout. Engler built into his cam­
paign an old-fashioned field organi­
zation that focused on identifying his 
voters and getting them to the polls. 
By contrast, Blanchard’s campaign 
was based largely on media, with 
field work given low priority and 
small budget.

What happened? The Republican 
vote in the western part of the state 
came out, while the Democratic vote 
in southeastern Michigan languished. 
Had turnout in Detroit, for example, 
been this year what it was four years 
agob Blanchard would have been re­
elected.

FOR DON RIEGLE, politics as 
usual has consisted in raising by con­
ventional ways the huge sums of 
money required to pay for the new 
technology of winning elections.

Operating through his own fund­
raising efforts and through the net­
work of other senators, Riegle raised 
nearly $3.4 millioo for his 19M re- 
election.

He started early on the next cycle, 
raising around $200,000 from SAL 
interests, including $7$,250 from

Children must learn to read for 
comprehension. They also must mas­
ter the fundamentals, which includes 
mastering word recognition and 
proper phooetics. My experience 
cautions a blank endorsement of any 
new educational movement.

And although I believe the whole 
language approach Is sound in theo­
ry, there also must be a clearly ar­
ticulated core skills curriculum in 
place. There must be clearly stated 
and expected basic skill outcome 
that is, skills to be mastered so that 
we don’t lose some kids "through the 
cracks.”

I've watched great high school 
bands and athletic teams in action 
during my tenure in the school sys­
tem. All were fundamentally sound

A: The major goal of the Whole 
language Approach is teach chil­
dren to understand, comprehend and 
apply what they read.

It is a Uterature-based approach 
to reading, aa opposed to focusing 
primarily on developing isolated

THE ADVOCATES of the whole 
language approach believe that writ­
ing and reading and speaking should 
be integrated into a more singular 
process.

Relying heavily at first on phonet­
ics, flash cards and note reading is 
not inherent in their philosophy.

It is through reading and writing 
about the literature-based story — 
and learning the correct phonetic 
pronunciation of words during this 
total experience — that the thought 
process is stimulated for greater 
comprehension according to the 
whole language approach advocates.

And it, like any “new” educational 

movement, can be controversial, es­
pecially among those parents and 
teachers who believe more in what 
they consider the tried-sod-true 
methods such as drill and practice.

Some of thoae opposed to the 
whole language approach would tend 
to rely heavily on the phonetic 
(sounding out words) approach.

J a n e t L aney is quick to  ad m it 
she’s no e x p e rt when it com es to  
w eaving. H er edges a re n ’t  quite  
rig h t, a  fa c t poin ted  out to  h e r by 
R o b ert Owen of Livonia.

A hobby w eaver, and m em b er of 
the  P lym outh-based  W eavers Club, 
Owen spo tted  the  im p erfec tions 
w hile w atch ing  Laney w ork a 60- 
year-o ld  floor loom  a t Jaco b so n ’s 
L aure l P a rk  P la c e  s to re  recen tly  

You notice tw o dis tinct things 
when ta lk ing  to  Laney — th e  con­
tinual click-click  of the  loom  and 
her soft sou th ern  a c c e n t  A res id en t 
of Houston, Texas, L aney hard ly  
m isses a b ea t as she w orks on the 
loom, the p ro to type  for floor loom s 
used today by The T hree W eavers 
Shop, a H ouston-based tex tile  firm  
known for its  b lankets, th row s and 
woven m a te ria l.

Laney w as in town as p a r t of the 
firm 's  in troduction  of its new est 
throw  p a tte rn . P rism , an a d a p ta ­
tion of its o rig in a l throw , Jo sep h 's 
co a t Like the  U tte r , the P rism  
throw  fea tu res  100 colors 

" I ’m  su rp rised  a t the n u m b er of 
people who a re  fa irly  know ledge­
ab le  about w eaving ,” Laney said  
"And I’ve had th ree  people s top  by 
who a re  building or ju s t built 
loom s."

The T hree W eavers has 25 hand 
loom s and em ployees m ore th an  50 
people I u  w eav ers  a re  p red o m i­
nan tly  V ietnam ese or M exican im ­
m ig ran ts  who p rac tice  throw ing 
the shu ttle  fro m  side to side for 
th ree  to  six m onths before th ey 're  
given th read  for th e ir looms, L aney 
said

"I THINK the hardest p a r t  is 
keeping the sh u ttle  inside the  w arp  
and not th row ing  it out," L aney 
said  "The second is the spacing  " 

The T hree W eavers Shop w as es­
tablished in 1928 when th ree  tex tile  
w orkers bought a hand loom and 
som e wool and began to  e x p e ri­
m en t The idea w as to  com e up 
w ith b e tte r  w eaving techniques in 
o rd er to produce the perfect wool­
en baby b lanket

Two y ears la te r . W illiam  Spence 
bought out his tw o p a r tn e rs  who 
had m oved from  the  Houston a re a , 
and w ith one loom  and one em p lo y ­
ee, he began m ark e tin g  p roducts 
from  The T hree  W eavers Shop A 
few  m onths la te r , a second loom  
w as designed, built and put Into use 
for m aking th row s

Today, The T hree W eavers Shop 
uses not only wool, but Irish linen. 
M ohair, silk and pure Suplrna cot 
ton for IU p roducts 

It is th a t secood loom, a 400- 
pound version of the ac tu a l 800 
pound production  looms used by 
The T hree  W eavers, th a t Laney. a

La Casa is home to music

D AVID BROGEN is stand­
ing on his son’s bed, 
which, for the time being, 
is a mattress on the den 

floor. He is singing, eyes closed. 
The song is "Winnipeg,” an unre­
corded song written by a Brooklyn 
country artist and friend, Tom 
Russell.

Brogen’s son, Nels, stands quiet­
ly on the stain behind me in full 
Ghost bus ters regalia, a purple 
plastic laser thrust toward his en­
raptured father As Brogen ends 
the song, full of beautifully de­
tailed imagery, Nett quietly says, 
“Dad, you’re standing on my bed."

Welcome to show day at la Casa, 
the one Saturday night of each 
month in which Brogan and his 
wife, Annie, transform their living 
room into the most intimate live 
performance venue in the area On 
this night, they will be seating 
close to 40 people, just five feet 
from their kitchen.

Despite thij impromptu per­
formance, Brogen is not a perform­
er Instead, he is an American mu­
sic infatuate, an altruistic folk im- 
pressario His "stable” income is 
derived from owning his own Bir­
mingham-based insurance agency 
His commitment to music is one of 
passion, not money Tired of book­
ing and promoting shows featuring

legendary songwriters such as Rus­
sell, Guy Clark, Townes Van Zandt, 
Fred Roller and Carl Brouse at 
largely uncooperative clubs in the 
area, Brogen turned iconoclast

IN 1989, be and Annie began 
bringing the shows to their borne in 
Birmingham. They quickly dubbed 
it la Casa, began a postal promo­
tional system and brought in the 
artists.

When it comes to Brogan's “mis­
sion" -  la Casa -  he is the best of 
zealots — an emerging self-effac­
ing fan. "I feel a part of the cre­
ative process when I produce these 
shows," he says. "I consider myself 
an artist. I mean, my canvas is a 
little different, but there’s no deny­
ing that this is an artistic func­
tion."

One Saturday a month, one of the 
new Nashville's finest singer- 
songwriters makes a stop at la 
Casa David, Annie and their two 
children then surrender their sleep­
ing quarters to the traveling musi­
cians. explaining this current com­
munal den

"Everybody makes an allowance 
in their lives,” Brogen said, 
“whether it’s to go to the beach or 
country club. Our allowance is hav­
ing these people come in and share 
our house one weekend a month 
That's not a weird deal "

The music, which Brogan simply 
refers to as "American music," is

the narrative song of the every- 
man It is the closest in ethos to 
country, yet shares the instrumen­
tation and rural heritage of folk. It 
is a vigorus hybrid of American 
cultural expression; some of the 
performers espouse the social con­
servatism of country music, while 
many are part of the counter-cul­
ture explosion of the '80s and 70s.

SEVERAL OF THE artists who 
play la Casa — Roller, Hal 
Retcbum, Russell, Guy Clark — 
have written country hits for oth­
ers or are blossoming stars in their 
own right

"For a long time," Brogan says, 
"there was a small clique of us 
here who loved this counter-culture 
music We thought we were right 
on top of it But now that I'm div­
ing into it, I find it goes layers 
deep ”

The shows at la Casa, which Bro­
gan largely built himself, are pro­
moted out of a sense of love and 
and purpose, not with the thought 
of getting rich. “Certainly I could 
bring in people I’d make money 
on,” Brogen explains, “but no­
body’s rich in this, everybody’s 
struggling It’s just my bullbeaded 
desire to bring in people I want to 
see."

Shows average 35-50 people 
"I've had people say that they 
could rearrange what I was doing 
so I could make money But I'd

have to change my focus. Given the 
amount of money that I stand to 
make or lose, 1 don't want to com­
promise content.”

Brogen is currently building a 
600-square-foot performance area 
above his garage This winter, the 
shows will move out of the living 
room into the new la Casa. The au­
diences at la Casa are generally en­
lightened, already familiar with 
the featured artists' work or just 
trusting Brogan’s aesthetic 
premise

“I’M REALLY proud of the peo­
ple who attend our shows," he says. 
"We’ll provide them with a venue 
and great music and they’ll have to 
provide energy ”

Alcohol is not served There is a 
heightened sense of spirituality pri­
marily due to the intimacy of the 
setting "People who come to party 
don’t come back,” Brogan says. 
“They don't enjoy it.”

La Casa is a repnve in the so- 
lipistic MTV event’ -type concert 
The barriers between seat and 
stage are many at most common 
entertainment venues As is the 
case in many passionate projects, 
much of what motivates Brogan is 
negative The days of the beauti­
ful people, and the power of the 
media, ruining concerts, should be 
over It’s too manipulative and

W HEN EDDIE BRACKEN 
step* on stage at De­
troit's Fisher Theatre 
on Friday evening with 

Michigan Opera Theatre’s "Show 
Boat,” it will not be the first time he 
has played Cap’n Andy Hawkes or 
the first time be has played the 
Fisher.

"I have been here so many times I 
think I own the place,” said the 
“poor little rich boy" star of silent 
pictures' “Our Gang” whose career 
has spanned every form of visual en­
tertainment for 70 years During the 
run of “Show Boat,” Bracken will hit 
his 13,500th performance on the le­
gitimate stage, setting an unofficial 
all-time record for an actor 

This "Show Boat” run is especially 
nostalgic In 1938, on the national 
tour of the successful "Brother Rat,” 
the cast stayed at the Leland Hotel 
while playing the Cass Theatre 
Bracken's future wife, Connie Nick­
erson, was on that tour This "Show

“I introduced Desi Araax and Lu­
cille Ball during the movie Too 
Many Girls,’ " said Bracken, who de­
clares anyone can figure out his age- 
"Tbey were married here three days 
after the movie ended "

Another vivid memory is when he 
was in Detroit playing "You Know I 
Can't Hear You When the Water's 
Running” and Deborah Rerr was ap­
pearing in Tea and Sympathy" at 
the old Michigan Theatre Bracken 
sent her a telegram saying, “How 
great can an actress be!”

ONCE HE WAS playing at the 
Cass Theatre, and he remembers Ju­
lie Harris came back and asked for 
his autograph.

His telephone conversation is 
short, spanning decades in his leg­

New Moon is at 4:05 a m. on Nov 

17. 'Ik e  moon Is between the Earth 
and sun and is hot visible.

The second meteor shower of the 
month, the Leonids (LEE oh nids), is 
at its peak od the morning of the 
19th. Ikis shower is named for the 
constellation of Leo. Leo will be high 
in the southeast by sunrise.

Like the Tairid shower, the Leon 
lads are not ote of the year's best 
Expect an avenge of 19 meteors to 
be visible each hour. Unlike the Tau­
rida, there will be do  interference by 
the moon. The moon will set long be­
fore Leo rises, so there is a better 
chance to see the fainter members of 
tbe shower

We may be building up toward a 
very good display of Leonids The 
Leonids have set tbe sky s  blase with 
meteors in tbe past. In 1943 and 
•gain in 1499 an obaerver would 
have seen as many as 290,000 
meteors in the span of a few hours!

It is believed that tbe Leonids are 
caused by tbe remains of a comet 
that disintegrated. This comet had a 
period (completed an orbit) of 44.9 
years Although the earth passes 
through tbe Leonid stream every 
year, tbe display was incredible eve­
ry 33.3 years as we passed through 
the greatest concentration of debris 
Tbe displays of ISM and 1043 did not 
live up to expectations, but in 1099

M an’ orbit around tbe son, like 
tbe orbit of all planets, is eccentric 
(oval). M an takes about tiro yean  to 
complete a single orbit, but there is 
also a cycle of 19 yean  where tbe 
orbits of the earth and M an bring

them unusually close to each other
During the present cycle, Man 

was closest to the earth on Sept 22. 
1999. Every two yean since that 
date, the "closest" point is at a 
greater distance The next time 
Man will be doaer to the earth than 
It is on the 19th will be June 21, 2001, 
but M an will be poorly placed for 
viewing. On Aug 27, 2003, M an will 
be exceptionally close, very promi­
nent and exceedingly bright.

mission, the subject has to have a 
unique face. Faces are clues — the 
way the mouth looks, the lines 
around the eyes — reveal the per­
son It’s like a geological map: each 
is unique My portraits are intui­
tive: a psychological response to 
the sitter I don’t like to do young 
people There aren’t enough clues, 
there isn’t enough character.”

HE ADDED; “I only accept com­
missions from people who are 
open-minded, who are willing to 
put the sculpture first, and the por­
trait second. For them, I put down 
a couple of lumps of clay, and 
something happens. I finish in 
about an hour. A portrait painter 
takes up to 12S hours to finish a 
painting. I could never do that.

“People who have my portraits 
like them very much, but they take 
getting used to. It takes a unique 
person to like them."

De Giusti’s statement about his 
panels at the Michigan library 
could well apply to all of his work:

“I tried to convey a baroque 
romanticism, a play of shapes rep­
resentative of what I do as an art­
ist without being obvious about it. I 
didn’t show much detail because 
the interpretation has to be a per­
sonal one.”

the plant in a plastic bag with a ripe 
apple for several days so that the 
ethylene gas will initiate budding 

Temperatures of 75-80 degrees 
will also help in this regard Tem­
peratures of 65-70 degrees are fine 
for the foliage plants and those in 
bloom

KEEP BROMELAIDS in their 
original soil and container, but if it's 
necessary to re-pot, take care not to 
disturb the roots The soil mixture 
recommended by experts is one-half 
perlite to one-half peat moss, al­
though many mixes will work. Just 
be sure they drain well and are light 
enough to allow air to reach tbe 
roots

When watering, place it among tbe 
lower leaves and in the center cup 
Allow the cup and soil to become al­
most dry between watering. A 20-20-

20 fertilizer (Vk T. per gallon of wa­
ter) ooce a month is generally all 
that is necessary unless the light is 
very intense Then fertilise more 
frequently.
