City to dump commercial

By acting to drop commercial gar-
bage pickup in Plymouth, city com-
missioners on Monday, Nov. 19, also
moved to help cut the city’s budget
deficit.

The commission voted 6-1 to drop
the servicing of commercial dump-
sters, beginning Jan. 7. The action
was urged by City Manager Gordon
Jaeger as the cost to dump business-
es garbage has risen sharply during
the last 15 months.

‘““The costs of picking up the com-
mercial refuse are substantial”
Jaeger told commissioners. “Contin-
uing the present system will result in
an estimated over $300,000 annual
operating loss,” according to the res-
olution to drop the service, approved
by the commission.

“It’s costly and we're going to run
out of money,” Jaeger said, adding
that few cities provide such a ser-
vice to businesses.

COMMISSIONER James Jabara

voted against the resolution.

“I think the city should stay in-
volved, if nothing more than to coor-
dinate the pickup,” he said, adding
that Northville provides compactors
for businesses to use to reduce gar-
bage loads.

Former city commissioner David
Pugh — his wife Sharon operates a
downtown business — said that when
he spotted the resolution to drop gar-
bage pickup for businesses on the
agenda, ‘1 was astonished,
surprised.”

Amoco
landscape
project
takes root

Howard Miller, area adviser for
the Amoco Corp., says the compa-
ny's abandoned service station at
Ann Arbor Trail and Main will be
landscaped before Christmas with
pines, locust and flowering crab
trees; berms; wood mulches and
ground plantings.

The company’s district office
gave the go-ahead for the $30,000
project. The property has been on a
Michigan Department of Natural
Resources list of contaminated
sites since 1979

FOR YEARS, PETROLEUM-
BASED contaminants seeped from
underground storage tanks into the
ground water and soil in an area
extending south of the Mayflower
Meeting House, across Main Street,
underneath Ann Arbor Trail, and
east of the Box Bar. A large por-
tion of the contamination is fuel oil.
Fuel oil components include ben-
zene and ethylbenzene, which are
carcinogens.

polluted ground water and is propos-
ing to clean the soil with an air-strip-
ping process. The Cleanup is expect-
ed to take up to five years at a cost
of a half million dollars or more the
first year.

The landscaping will take just
three days, but work can’t begin
until trenches are dug by Ground-
water Technology, Inc. of Farm-
ington Hills, the firm doing the re-
mediation for Amoco.

“We intend to have some of the

trenches dug pending (the DNR's)
approval of the final assessment
plan,” said Miller. “We anticipate
there will be trenches for the re-
covery systems probably running
somewhere along Main Street just
off the sidewalk buried in one of
the berms.

“We’ll probably do the trenching
in anticipation of the plan being ap-
proved and make modifications as
need be. We're hopeful that within
the month, this will be complete.”

Groundwater Technology has
said they can complete the trench-
ing in the next two to three weeks,
he said.

“The landscapers are ready,
willing and able to proceed post
haste. They have the materials,
which are all coming out of the De-
troit area,” said Miller.

“A resurfacing project has been
proposed as-part of a road projects
list in the 1991 county budget” ac-
cording to a letter from the county
public services office to Plymouth
City Manager Gordon Jaeger.

The county office said the budget,
which provides for the road im-
provement, has been submitted for
county commission approval.

“The city of Plymouth share
would be approximately $40,000,"
according to the letter, with the
county paying $80,000. “We will be
contacting you with more definitive
information after the Dec. 1, 1990
adoption of the 1991 budget,” ac-
cording to the letter to Jaeger.

al money paying for Old Village im-
provements, was named by Mayor
Dennis Bila to serve on the citizens’
advisory committee which decides
where federal money for improve-
ments will be spent in Plymouth.

The addition of benches in Old Vil-
lage is a main goal for 1991, Oppat
said, adding that the group hopes to
gain another $8,500 for benches and
combine it with the $8500 ear-
marked for benches last year to buy
and install benches in 1991.

Among 1990 Old Village Associa-
tion accomplishments, he cited the

success of the Spring Festival and
Applefest, the latter event expanded
from one to two days. “It was daring
of us, we weren't sure how it was
going to work, and it ended up work-
ing pretty good,” he said.

The association also notified the
city of building code violations in
Old Village, directed the installation
of electrical system improvements,
established a 24-hour hotline for
event and other information, and
printed new Old Village walking
maps.

the contaminant out from under the
basement.

“We also want to do some addi-
tional testing of the nature of the
gases beneath there to ensure

The pollutant is in a “hard, thick

“The question that hasn’t been ex-
plicitly explored is, assuming you
meet whatever governmental re-
quirements there are for clean up, is
it possible for a landowner to be
damaged above and beyond the cost
of the clean up? That hasn’t been ad-
dressed. Most of the time, it's a bat-
tle of how clean is clean.”

WE WRITE clearly and logically
when we devote time to thinking
(prewriting); we write clearly and
logically when we give words to our
thoughts (drafting); we write clearly
and logically when we evaluate what
we have committed to text and
make appropriate adjustments to
clarify our meaning (revising); we
write clearly and logically when we
take the time to edit our work so
that it contains a minimum if errors
(proofreading); we write clearly and
logically when we analyze our audi-
ence and adjust our messages to per-
suade, inform, entertain or reveal

As for writing “quickly,” Mr. Pow-
er fails to identify any particular ad-
vantages to-that value. English
teachers current in the develop-
ments in writing instruction will ar-
gue that when students actually de-
velop proficiency in the elements of
the writing process deseribed above,
the ease of writing is a natural con-
sequence.

PERHAPS THE ultimate testimo-
ny to the need for helping students to
think and analyze an approach to
subject matter is Mr. Power’s curso-
ry dismissal of an entire movement
in writing instruction in two sentenc-
es. That kind of analysis is superfi-
cial at best, and probably destruc-
tive of real efforts to improve our
schools.

One thing we can all agree on is
that schools won’t get better until we
abandon the rhetorical flourish in fa-
vor of reasoned analysis and empiri-
cal research. By those standards, the
assessment of student writing de-
mands that we focus on narrowly de-
fined and archaic principles that do
little to help students think about
what they are doing when they write.

With Thanksgiving warmly
tucked behind our belt buckles
and buttons, the last of that
turkey carcass picked clean and
hopefully thrown into a stock pot
for soup, did you ever stop to
think what it would be like to
stand in line, hoping and praying
that the agency providing your
only warm meal of the day
wouldn't run out of turkey, gravy,
stuffing and potatoes?

As you search through the
cupboards looking for that can of
cranberry sauce hidden behind
the bulging shelves of soup, taco
shells, canned vegetables and
cereal boxes, were you aware
that there are thousands of
people, many in our own neatly
landscaped backyards, who open
their cupboards only to find a bag
of USDA-packaged cornmeal and
an occasional can of evaporated
milk?

The facts are astounding. With
many community agencies
feeling budgets cuts, the rolls
continually expand with families
requesting assistance.

IN ORDER TO plan a great hors d'oeuvres
party, you need to remember a few minor
categories. The best appetizer table is simply
just that, an appetizer, something to enjoy
before dining. Too many pre-dinner palate
pleasers spell catastrophe to a dinner party

If you are planning on serving dinncr, keep
the “apps” light and varied. If, on the other
hand, you want to put out a spread Henry
VIII would relish, remember there will be
little need for exotic salads, heavy pasta
dishes and exorbitantly priced meats and
seafoods.

The best appetizer table has a mixture of
dunks, tops, forms and wraps. The dunks
should consist of a mixture of relish
selections with appropriate dips. The tops
can be an assortment of spreads, some hot,
some cold, that can be piped onto crackers,
spread onto party breads and then
strategically placed on the tabletop

The forms can be molds of pate, terrines
concocted in simple breadpans and mousses
adorning the most delicate molds. The wraps
can be a mixture of stuffed vegetables,
stuffed wrappers, croustades, phyllo and puff
pastry

And with everything we do in life, there

are a few rules that should always be
followed, regardless of what our moms ha e
preached for decades. First, try to remember
that throwing a party should be fun. Mommas
through the centuries have instilled in our
minds that hosts and hostesses must
constantly be running around like the
proverbial chicken with its head cut off,
making sure that everything is just right and
that the old adage 'What'’s the matter. Don't
you like my food?" coupled with the “Eat. It
will make me feel better.” is the only way to
throw a party

CONTRARY TO what you and I have been
taught, it's okay to enjoy your own party. The
best host or hostess makes the best guest list,
incorporating a melange of interesting folks
who, by themselves, will keep the party
going

Suggestion number two has been practiced
by the experienced partygiver for decades.
Plan the hors d'oeuvres so that as much can
be done in advance as possible. No one likes
it when their host or hostess is secluded in a
hot kitchen for hours on end. Remember, it's
your party and you can enjoy it too.

If your culinary talents equal those of your
car maintenance abilities, try to understand
that your guests are not coming with rating
cards tucked under their armpits.

way

La Luna's pizza comes in two sizes

the eight-inch “mezza luna” and
the 14-inch “fulla moona.” Starting
with a thin, crispy crust, the restau-
rant then adds genuine ingredients
(real ricotta and mozzarella, not the
reduced calorie, rubber versions)
The moon pie pizza is great, topped
as it is with cheeses, a good mari-
nara sauce, trendy but tasty sun-
dried tomatoes, pine nuts and fresh
basil

Pasta dishes are the real thing too
What a difference pure olive oil and
fresh ingredients make. The Capelli-
ni Rosellini featuring shrimp and
scallops tossed with angel hair pas-
ta, garlic, butter and white wine is
outstanding

ON THE MENU, the specialties
include Tortellini di Jackolantini
(pumpkin pasta) and another pasta
dish, Penne from Heaven (chicken,
shrimp and” broccoli sauteed with
olive oil, garlic, sun-dried tomatoes

and crushed red pepper)

Wisecracks are a decor theme,
like the legend, “She shot for the
moon, but ended up with him" on the
espresso list (sorry, no liquor li-
cense), the statement “When the
moon hit their eye like a big pizza
pie, it wasn't amore, but it was
good” on the menu, and the immor-
tal logo, “To La Moon, Alicia,” over
the coffee bar

It may take daring to open a res-
taurant without a liquor license
these days, but La Luna undaunting-
ly has substituted an international
list of mineral waters, sparkling
juices and no-alcohol beers and
wines.

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‘A’ quarterfinals next stop for Salem

Plymouth Salem’s greatest asset
as it prepares for the next stage of
the girls basketball tournament is its
solid team play.

The Rocks gave another fine all-
round performance Wednesday
while crushing Monroe 70-48 and
winning its first regional champion-
ship in three years.

“I thought our balance, depth and
ability to go to a lot of different
spots on the floor to score was the
difference in the game,” Salem
coach Fred Thomann said. “The fact
we mesh together so well has really
contributed to our success.”

Salem (21-3) will need that kind of

effort again Wednesday when it
plays Niles (25-0) in the Class A
quarterfinals at 7:30 p.m. at Jackson
Lumen Christi High School. The Vik-
ings defeated Howell 53-48 to win
the Kalamazoo Central regional last
week.
“I know they’'ve won a lot of close
games and play very well together,”
Thomann said. “They have a good
left-handed shooter and great bal-
ance. All of their players score six to
eight points a game.”

THE ROCKS took control of their
game late in the first quarter and
combined sound defense, good ball
movement and superior shooting to
dominate Monroe.

Senior guard Betsy McAllister had
her best scoring game since getting
19 points in the season opener, toss-
ing in 16 to lead the Rocks.

Junior center Darcie Miller fol-
lowed with 14 points, and senior
wing Sarah Ruete and sophomore
post Yolanda Jackson scored 12
apiece.

“We don’t have a superstar on this
team,” McAllister said. “In every
game, someone comes out and to-
night it was me.

“I never thought I'd be on a team
that was one of only eight left in the
state, but if we keep playing with a
team effort we can do it.”

Defense proves point

Yoakam’s punt return
keys Shamrocks’ title
victory over King

The television cameras were roll-
ing Saturday afternoon, so why not
ask the question?

Hey, Jon Barbara, where are you
headed, now that you and your Red-
ford Catholic Central football team-
mates have captured the Class AA
state title?

“We're going to Disney World,”
said Barbara, standing inside the
Pontiac Silverdome press lounge af-
ter the Shamrocks 21-0 win over De-
troit Martin Luther King.

Barbara, along with teammates
Frank Yoakam and Arshon Stewart,
broke out in laughter, and it's no
wonder since the Shamrocks finally
had a chance to relax. Capping a
marvelous playoff run, CC won its
first state title since 1979 and in the
process avenged an earlier, 20-7 loss
to King.

CC’s defense ran its streak of
scoreless quarters to eight and the
Shamrocks offense scored on two
drives and Yoakam's 58-yard punt
return. CC has gone to the state fi-
nals three of the last four years —
but for once the Shamrocks found a
happy ending.

“Thirteen weeks is a long time to
be playing and we didn't come here
to lose,” said Barbara, who gained
56 yards on 13 carries and scored
two touchdowns. “They talked a lot
in the paper and we kept our mouths
shut, came out here and won. | was
called up two years ago (from the
junior varsity) for the state final (a
loss to Traverse City) and saw how
disappointed the seniors were. We
didn’t want that to happen to us.”

KING, WHICH lost to Muskegon,
16-13, in last year'’s Class A final,
finished at 12-1 overall. CC kicker
Kerry Zavagnin pinned King deep in
its own territory with several long
kickoffs and the Crusaders didn’t

Crusaders took the second
half kickoff and marched to CC’s 15-
yard line before self-destructing.
King lost 15 yards for clipping on the
next play and on first-down and 22
from CC’s 27, a pass thrown by quar-
terback quarterback Dwight Brown
was intercepted by CC safety Mike
Thomas.

Brown, who did not complete a
pass in four attempts, was intercept-
ed later in the half by CC defensive
back Brett Walter. CC sacked Brown
six times and limited the Crusaders
to eight first downs and 111 yards in
total offense.

CC Defensive ends Dave Dominick
and Brian Chaney led the charge,
recording two and 1% sacks, respec-
tively. The Shamrocks lost defensive
tackle Gary Gurgold with a leg inju-
ry in the first half, but 6-foot, 210-
pound junior Steve Paciorka filled in
admirably

“Our kids played tremendous de-
fense,” said CC coach Tom Mach.
“We stressed intensity so we're real
proud of them. At the start of the
year we were looking for ends. It
was the one place defensively we
didn’t know about. Dominick and
Chaney really responded.”

Linebacker Jeff Rees led CC with
16 tackles, while Dominick, Thomas
and cornerback John Brand had
eight each. Lineman Dan Gusoff and
linebacker Karl Kowalyk were in on
seven apiece.

“I THINK ON this day field posi-
tion made a big difference,” King
coach James Reynolds said. “When
you're backed up all day, it's tough.
CC did what it had to do. We had to
g0 80 yards to do anything.

“Penalties don't help. We've been
able to play over them all year, but
as tough as today's game was, we
were not able to play over them. I've

Yoakam came up with an even
bigger play midway through the
quarter. Only a junior, Yoakam
fielded a King punt at his own 42 and
returned it for a touchdown and 14-0
lead with 7:14 left in the first half.

It was Yoakam's second punt re-

second-longest in state final game
history. King's Gerald McBurrows
had the last chance to get Yoakam at
the Crusaders 14, but Yoakam man-
aged to break free of his grasp.

“l1 SAW THE safety (McBurrows)

Candy vs. health;
Not a pretty battle

Dear Myraa: I've been reading your columa for af least two years. |
know you write mainly on the subject of exercise. Occasionally, I've
noticed you'll write on sutrition. If possible, since this is Halloween
season, could you write about candy and its nutritional value, if any?

It generally takes a few weeks for my columns to appear after 1
receive questions from my readers. | know it's past Halloween at this
point, but I do think this is a good subject because there are so many
candy junkies around.

Digging deep into my nutrition files, I've found “Nutrition Reports”
on candy.

I'm assuming your children have gone "Trick-or-Treating” this
year. Even the most health conscious parents let their children go out
for Halloween, and, why not? Remember the fun?

This is what we are looking at — which candies will inflict the least
damage on children (and adults, of course) at Halloween. The subject
of candy vs. health is not a pretty one.

Rating candies based on their fat and sugar content raises a prob-
lem. Most candy companies cannot, or refuse, to tell how much their
products contain.

Let’s just judge candy on fat alone. The fat in candy is the worst
part for most people. Sugar is not great, but it does have fewer calo-
ries than fat and it won’t clog arteries.

® CHOCOLATE BARS — Average two ounce bar equals 4% tea-
spoons of grease. Chocolate is fat, mostly the artery clogging saturat-
ed kind. Of course, the fattiest chocolate bars are the ones with nuts
or peanut butter (pure grease). You do get a little calcium, niacin,
riboflavin and protein — but that’s an unbalanced trade off. Lowest
fat bars are peppermint patties — more sugar than fat. Chocolate
covered raisins aren’t as bad either.

@ GRANOLA BARS — The oats in granola bars, which are a bit
more nutrious, replace some of the junk found in other candies. Sugar
and fat still account for 50 to 80 percent of their calories. Let’s say
granola bars are a “health-food candy” — not a health food. There is
not a lot of fiber, only one to two grams. If you want fiber, try Health
Valley Oat Bran Bars.

@ HARD CANDIES — Here we have sugar-water syrup. The hard-
er the candy, the less the fat. Suckers, Lifesaver types, are better than
chewy caramels or toffies. :

® FRUIT CANDIES — Fruit rolls and gummy bear types have the
least fat. Here’'s where you read labels — Sunkist Fun Fruits have
fruit as their first ingredient — that’s important.

Watch out for the sticky, sugary candy for the sake of your teeth.
By the way, do I sound like Andy Rooney?

Sure, it's OK to show the boss a
little respect. It's even OK to defer
to their judgment.

After all, making decisions — be
they sometimes foolish — is what a
boss is for.

But maybe you've noticed a
fellow co-worker who's a bit too
chummy with the big guy, or gal

And biologist have yet to
pinpoint the exact physical traits?
Do they have a thick-lipped,
constantly moving mouth of sucker
fish? Or maybe it's the perpetual
pucker of a lamprey eel?

THEY DO have one thing in
common. In the realm of brown
nosing, they remain nameless, but
that’s not to say no one knows
them. In any given office, everyone
knows who the suck-ups are.

And while scientific journals are
mum on the subject, several
suburban Detroit office workers
have reported sightings.

“There was this new guy, he was
still on probation,” recalls a woman
who used to work in a Novi office.
“His big thing was, in the morning he
would walk into the boss’ office and
say, ‘Nice tie.’ The boss would say,
‘You really think so?’

“And the next day, it's ‘Nice
shoes.’

Was it part of a mutual
admiration society? Possibly

“The boss would get a little grin,
and after a while he’d come into
the office and ask everybody, ‘So,
what do think of these shoes?’ " she
recalled.

Bottom Line: The boss got a kick
out of the attention. And, yes, the

employee did pass probation, but,
alas, he eventually left the
company.

But let’s be fair to the bosses.
While there are some who like the
attentive nature of brown-nosers,
there are those who don't.

During his 21-year military
career, a Troy man said “it (brown
nosing) was really looked down

upon.”

“THE KIND OF things that I
remember, is when the colonel
pulls out a cigarette and there’s a
lieutenant there who will be the
first one to put a match under his
nose,” he said. “What you usually
try to do is tell them to back off

“You tell them this is just going
to get you in trouble with your
fellow officers, knock’it off.”

As Hb sees it, “a good manager
tries to bring that to a halt. In my
experience, it causes trouble. It
keeps people from working
together and it keeps people from
cooperating with that individual ”

One boss who liked brown-nosers
was the former publisher of a
metro Detroit daily newspaper, a
former reporter at the paper
recalled.

“The dress code used to be pretty
loose around there, and when he
started wearing the white shirt and

the tie, all the suck-ups started
dressing just like him,” the ex-
employee said

“And when he got into baseball,
they all did too, and they'd try to
get seats as close as they could get
to him so they could look over and
wave. It was sickening.”

A former elementary school
principal in western Wayne County
recalls another suck-up

“THERE WERE three of us that
came in as new principals and one
guy was the classic brown-noser,”
he said. “It was so obvious and so
obnoxious to everybody."

He likened the guy to Eddie
Haskel of the “Leave it to Beaver”
series, who would be polite to
Wally's phrents, then slammed
them behind their backs.

“This other guy and I devised a
little plan,” he said. “We found out
that he was really turned off with
hockey. He'd say, ‘What did they
see in it, all these guys skating up
and down the ice, you miss half the
goals,’ and so on.

“One day, a group of principals
were going out to lunch. We said,
‘You know, it’s really something.
The superintendent is so involved
in hockey, he’s always trying to
find somebody who has tickets’ ”

The suck-up invested “‘a sizable

piece of change” in front row
hockey tickets and tried to “get the
long mileage’ out of them

“He takes them to the
superintendent and says, ‘I can’t go
but maybe you and your wife might
like them.' The superintendent
said, ‘I'm not interested, I don't
think 1 can make it.’

“He did it about three times, and
finally the superintendent tells
him, ‘I don’t mean to hurt your
feelings, but I don't go for
hockey.' "

ANOTHER MAN who works in a
suburban Wayne County school
district recalls someone whose
sucking up to the boss was well
known throughout the building.

When the suck-up made yet
anotber trip to the boss' office,
“we'd say, ‘oh boy, here we go
again, here’s another example,’ "
he recalled.

This one tried to win the boss
over with humor. The co-worker
recalled the time when the boss
first entered his new office — on a
floor of the building that had no
bathrooms.

“This guy brought in a plastic
urinal that taped to the back of the
office door,” the co-worker
recalled. “He said, ‘Now that
you're superintendent, you

certainly deserve an executive
washroom.'

“He'd also arrange for tickets
for sporting events, and it would be
be and his wife and the boss and his
wife.”

Another thing, the suck-up would
do was to make certain things
happen, like arrange to have the
boss’ car serviced by the district.

“He would get razzed a lot, but
he would brush it off as if it were
not the case,” the co-worker said.

While the actions of some suck-
ups bring a smile to their co-
workers, some spark a more
negative reaction.

“SHE JUST talks with the
supervisor forever,” said one
Southfield insurance company
employee about a recently hired
co-worker. “She asks about her
kids and her father-in-law, she’s
always talking like they were best
friends forever, and she’s only been
here a month.

“Everybody’s noticed that she's
been doing it (sucking-up).”

But word has it that when the
boss is not around, “she’s very
nasty and she never wants to do

“Obviously, they're keeping her
her because she's friendly with the
supervisor,” the employee noted

Despite the overwhelming popu-
larity of theatrical motion pictures,
producers continue to grind out pot-
boiler films for the home video cas-
sette market. HBO Home Video gen-
erally has the best product in that
category since they produce for their
cable network as well as for theatri-
cal distribution.

But some of the stuff is so bad it's
a wonder the raw videotape stock
doesn’t curl up in agony and die.

Take Academy Entertainment’s
“Mortal Sins” (1990, color, R, 85
minutes), one of the most scattered,
disorganized, annoying and offensive
films to appear in a long time. It's
not just a matter of bad filmmaking,
although that’s certainly a big part
of the indictment. But here’s a case
where an attempt at an off-beat pri-
vate eye film has taken satire to the
point of idiocy.

DESPITE THOSE weaknesses,
“Mortal Sins” will be at local video
stores on Nov. 29 in competition with
theatrical motion pictures.

Gang of Four from their 1982 semi-
hit, “I Love a Man in a Uniform.”

BUT AS the signs have become
bigger and the planes that pull
them more powerful advertisers
have seen their advantage.

Dave Thomas, of the Detroit
public relations firm Thomas In-
ternational, said that for certain
products, putting your message up
in the air may take advertising to a
higher plane.

“We were introducing the Mer-
cury Tracer and we wanted to do
something unique and different for
the Detroit Grand Prix,” Thomas
said. “It's cost-effective because
you have a large amount of people
who will see it.”

In fact, any sporting event, even
in a domed stadium such as the
Silverdome, Joe Louis Arena or
The Palace can provide a large, re-
ceptive audience, Thomas said
Thousands will see the ads on the
way in and out of the stadiums, he
said.

Still, weather puts limits on aeri-
al advertising and the seven-day-a-
week grind during the warm
months can also become discourag-
ing, as it did for Roger Zahm of
Temperance.

Zahm now flies part-time and
works full time as an air traffic
controller.

Zahm also wanted to spend more
time with his family, something he
can now do even on those days
when be flies.

“We take the whole family to the
airport on football game days and
have a picnic and make an outing
out of it,” he said

THE MONEY be makes adver-
tising helps support his love of fly-
ing, but Zahm relies on his day job
for security.

For Hayes, winters are taken up
with working at a family ski resort
business in northern Michigan, but
he still finds time to spend with his
family. A few years ago, Hayes
was offered a full-time job as a
first officer with Northwest Air-
lines, but turned it down.

“I talked it over with my wife,”
be said.

USING HIS resume of experi-
ence as gold prospector, mule
rancher and cowboy, he illustrated
the wild frontier of the American
West. His illustrations appeared
regularly in Harper's Weekly and
in books such as “Hiawatha" by
Longfellow

Remington served as an artist-
correspondent in Cuba during the
Spanish-American War. It was here
he met Theodore Roosevelt. At a
later date, Remington illustrated
Roosevelt's books and articles

The art auction provides the ag-
