Downtown work is on track — for 1992

The downtown renovation plan is back on track,
but construction likely won t start until next year

On Monday. Plymouth city commissioners au
thorized the Municipal Building Authority to pro-
ceed with the sale of up to 15 million in bonds for
the downtown streelsi ape renovation project

The state-backed bonds will also be backed by
the city While some elements of Gov John En
gler's budget-cutting plan introduced last month
suggested ending such progra.ms. city manager
Gordon Jaeger told commissioners that lho«e bills
have been referred back to committee

It is suggested that the commission authorize

steps necessary .s0 bonds ran be .sold for the down
town project prior to any slate effort to eliminate
or curtail the availability ol Downtown Develop
ment Authority tax increment finance funds.
Jaeger wrote in areport to commissioners

Downtown flevelopment Authority members
had said they hoped to begin construction on the
two- lo three year project this fall

Th« 1-27S bike path has a roller
coaster reputation

Fvery spring motorists comfoita
bly watch the annual ritual of cy
clists and joggers revisiting the 40
miles of winding cement and asphalt

Tiie 275 Bike Path
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through Wayne. Oakland and Monroe
counties

But even ambitious athletes won't
be able to make the entire trip. Bar-
ricades stop travelers from passing
into areas that are falling apart, es-
pecially in Monroe County

HOWEVER MOST of the sUte’s
longest recreational facility is open

It can be taxing with tough
stretches of uphill pedaling and fast
downhill rides One minute the path
takes you a few bike lengths from
speeding expressway traffic, and the
next through a secluded enclave of
trees seemingly far away from noise
and exhaust fumes.

The path connects parks, rest
areas, picnic spots, shopping areas,
camp grounds and Hines Drive Park

Every community has different

It’s Canton's only "true bike path,"”
said Bob Dates. Canton recreation
supervisor.

Skene said. “It's certainly a safer

area to bike than the roads "

THE STATE transportation de-
partment had high expectations
when the path was built from 1975
through 1978 It was considered an
innovative idea. Eldred said

"It was envisioned as the back-
bone for communities along 1-275 so
they can tie into it,” EUdred said.
‘It’s cloae to major population cen-
ters and ronnects with a lot of com-
munities that allows people to go
from one area to another As the
area develops it will become more
and more significant "

More than a decade later it re-
mains the longest recreational faciU-
ty in Michigan

Maintaining it hasn't been easy,
'because of the lack of funding,”

said Ernie Sovas. MDOT district op-
erations engineer

In Canton the stretch between
Michigan Avenue and Van Bom
Road has been closed since last year.
The retaining wall on the path over-
looking the railroad tracks gave way
aixl the cement heaved onto an an-

ole We had to close it down because
we didn't think it was safe ”” Eldred
said

A repair plan is underway and it
could he fix” as early as this year

And in Canton, you can’t menuon
the bike path without hearing about
the summer of 1984 Seven women
reported they were sexually assault-
ed near the path A Canton man who
claimed he had a preacher’s licertse
confessed to the assaults.

Lynn Baidtes, R-Livonia, said
local cities would have been ba” hit
by an immediate assessment freew
without reimbursement According
to Bankes’ figures the cities of Livo-
nia and Southfield would have lost
111 million apiece; Binniagham,
tSW.000; Westland, $450,000; Ro-
chester Hills, $351,000; and the VU-
Uge of Beverly Hills, $144,000.

In another development House
Speaker Lewis Dodak and Democra-
ts leaders offered Republicans an-
other deal op major property tax
cuts. Dodak suggested that tbe Leg-
islature put both the Houw Demo-
cratic and Gov. Engler's property
tax cut plans on the 1993 ballot for
voters. The House Democratic plan
would exempt the first $15,000 of
state equalized valuation on r*den-
tial property. It would make up most
of tte revenue by raising business
taxes. Engler is calling fa* a 30 pw-
cent rollback in school operating
property taxes across the board (res-
idential, commercial, industrial and
mining). Engler would pay for tbhe
cots by reducing othw state spend-
ing.

Schoolcraft
Appointment a disservice

S  CHOOLCRAFT COLLEGE trustees did a
favor for two trustees running for re-
election, but a disservice to the elective
process, by appointing a replacement for

resigned trustee Jack Kirksey.

With a mere two meetings left before the June
10 board election, it was hardly necessary to fill
Kirskey’ vacated seat.

Coriously, candidates for the appointment
were interviewed Monday, April 8 — the cutoff
date to apply for the June election.

It’s more than curious that eight of the nine
people who appUed for appointment filed for the
open four-year board seat, instead of the six-
year seats held by incumbents Michael Burley
and Jeanne Stempien.

Incumb”t status, however brief, gives any

candidate an edge in a coming election. That
alone is reason the board should have left the
seatopea

But with an appointment up for grabs, it’s not
surprising so few hopefuls chose to risk the
wrath of the incumbents — and lose the appoint-
ment — by filing for the six-year seats.

The practice is hardly unique to Schoolcraft.
Wayne County Commissioners recoitly hand-
picked a candidate for a western Wayrc County
commission seat, only to see that candidate lose
in the subsequent party primary.

Whether we support them or not, all incum-
bents should be challenged. It’s encouraging that
at least one candidate did so.

But we wish all three Schoolcraft races were
as hotly contested as the one for the open seat.

Bill outlaws assisted suicide

A SSISTED SUICIDE, for all assurances to the
contrary, is a legal, social and moral
minefield that will do untold harm to
families and diminish the value of
human life. It can only make it easier to ignore
the causes and concerns of those most likely to
take their own lives.

The state Senate has passed, and the House is
‘considering, legislation to outlaw assisted sui-
cide, as 22 states and three U.S. territories al-
ready have. The final bill should be worded care-
fully to define what constitutes assisted suicide.
And it should be passed.

The bill, as approved by the Senate, makes the
key distinction Iwtween allowing someone to die
in peace vs. actively helping someone kill him-
self or herself. 'The proposal amends the state
penal code, making the distinction between mur-
der, assisting suicide and allowing an individual
to die;

* Anyone who knowingly or intentionally
causes another to commit suicide, by force or
duress, would be guilty of murder.

* Intentionally providing the means by which
another could commit or attempt to commit sui-
cide would be considered “criminal assistance of
suicide,” a felony punishable by up to four years
in prison and/or a $2,000 fine.

» Withdrawing or withholding medical treat-
ment under the consent or direction of a compe-
tent adult would not be considered assisted sui-
cide.

SUICIDE IS not a crime in any US. state or
territory. If a person chooses or attempts to take
his or her own life, the law allows it. That is a
personal decision. And there »rQ even groups,
such as the Hemlock Society, that prepare an in-
dividual for that possibility.

But psychological literature suggests that sui-
cide assistance may well be a response to coer-

cion and manipulation exerted by the suicide
“victim” against the assistant.

Arelative or friend of someone in great physi-
cal pain could be made to feel guilty w responsi-
ble for the plight of that person and could be
coerced into helping that person commit suicide.

By the same token, as long as a person so re-
quests, the law would not punish any individual,
institution or doctor who withholds medical ser-
vices, such as the use of a respirator, that would
keep someone alive.

OPPONENTS SAY it is too broad a bill and
would punish someone who, for instance, inten-
tionally leaves a bottle of steeping pills out at a
spouse’ direction so that spouse can more easily
take his or her life.

They also argue that someone in poor enough
physical or mental health might botch his at-
tempt at suicide if left to do it by himself.

There is no reason to believe an assistant
would not also make a mistake while helping
someone commit suicide. That person at some
point might feel obligated to finish the deed —
becoming more than an assistant.

A DECISION to take one’s own life must be
the responsibility of that person. A state, institu-
tion, doctor or spouse actively helping a person
take his or her own life is trying"to make a judg-
ment that only the suicide “victim” can make.

Legalizing assisted suicide would bring on the
specter of Michigan ks a “state of suicide,” with
people coming from all over the country to take
advantage of “suicide mdthines,” such as the one
promoted by retired Royflt Oak physician Or.
Jack Kevorkian. <

If the bill doesnt pass, assisted suicide could
turn into a perverse “growth industry” for the
state and eventually bring all kinds of other
problems, such as teens assisting other teens in
suicide. After all, teenagers commit suicide at a
rate higher than'most other age groups.

Not passing a law dealing with assisted suicide
is the same as legalizing it, since murder charges
against an assistant — which in Arizona, Florida
and Montana would have stuck — could not, and
should not stick here. But charging Kevorkian
with murder was the only alternative under cur-
rent state statute.

The House should pass this law and not allow
an interpretation of the criminal code that would
condone the practice of assisted suicide.

THIS WEEK is flllcd with news of
education. President Bnak an-
nounced his new proposab. In Lans-
ing the Legislatttre keeps moving
forward on anthorizing schools of
choice and even thinking of requir-
ing a state competency test before
graduation.

All good — as far as it goes. But
most discunion about educational
reform so far has been directed at
the supply side; schools, teachers,
curriculum and so forth.

It's odd that so little attention has
been paid to the demand side — to
what skills and knowledge employ-
ers want in young people who leave
school and enter the work force.

They’re entitled. Employers pay a
large part of the taxes that support
the schools. And employers provide
the jobs that school leavers leave
school for.

They're influential, too. | suspect
that local schools would shape up if
local employers got up on their hIf?
kones and oemuded —bi a karsh
shout — that the schools produce
graduates with a given s” of skills.

I GAVE a speech on education and
job training to the Brighton Cham-
ber of Commerce. Most leading em-
ployers in town were there, as well
as the superintendent of schools and
some school board members.

Canoe law

is needed

I would like to disagree with your
assessment that the bill to require
canoeists to wear life preservers is
needless legislatioof T

A few years ago we canoed the
Two Hearted River as a family. My
husband, a six-footer and basically a
non-swimmer, asked if a life-
preserver was available. The canoe
rental had none, but they did have
cushions and he was assured that in
the entire river there were only two
or three holes that were over six feet
deep. Well, needless to say, he found
one of the boles when the canoe
overturned going over a log. It was
the swimming ability of our 19-year-
old daughter, her cool headedness
and s canoe paddle that saved his
life, not the cushions which float
away. When a person is thrown from
a canoe there is also the danger of
hitting lop or rocks causing injury
and making swimming difficult.

No
charge.

It’s a wonderful idea because it
states plainly that employers are
customers of the schools, and that
customers are entitled to satisfac-
tion.

Other communities mipt think
about trying something similar.

If the citizens decided they wanted
to move in that directioa, they could
also decide what individuals would
form a commission to enact a new
city charter. All officials would be
elected by the people, with depart-
ment beads appointed by the mayor
of choice. This would help take some
of the bickering and poUticfcing out
of the current circles of leadership
and open it up to the choice of the
people.

It certainly is food for thought, es-
pecially since we all know that the
only way for government costs to go
is —up.

Salmon anglers try new

he SOUTHERN end of
Lake Huron provides some
of the best and eartieat

h salmon fishing of the
spring season. ]

With water tem/Qeratures hovering
around the 40-de™«e mark, angters
have been experiencing good to very

jood success in recent weeks along
the shoreline of Michigan’s thomb.

Early in the spring, when the wa-
ter temperature reaches 38 to 42 de-

rees. smelt move in from the mid-
le of the lake toward the river,
streams and cuts that dissect the
shoreline Once the smelt arrive,
salmon follow to begin an early sea-
son feeding binge.

“They’ve been dipping smelt for
close to a month (in the St. Clair Riv-
er),” said Larry Lixey, of Lixey’s
Bait and Tackle ia Port Huron dur-
ing a fishing trip last week on Lake
Huron. “It (Smelt run) peaked about
a week ago, but there are still plenty
ofsmeltinthere,”

The shallow water in the southern
end of Lake Huron warms up quick-
er than roost areas of the Great
Lakes, triggoing the early runs.

Once the water temperature
reaches 42 to 46 degrees, and about
the same time the smelt become
scarce, alewife begin to make their
move toward the wanner water pro-
viding another smorgashord for the
hungry Chinook and coho salmon.'

It's little wonder that the first
question asked by most annuity
investors is about tte solvency of the
insurance company. This widespread
concemn steins from the fact that
many life insurance companies have
been heavily investing in junk bonds
andreal estate.

So, when these investments sour,
the foundation of the insurance com-
panies investing in them is badly
shaken. The question therefore is
this; How should an investor deter-
mine if an insurance company sell-
ing life insurance or annuity prod-
ucts is sound.

AJf. Beat Co.

The place to start is the _ratinlgl\b)/
the AM Best Co,, an Oldwick, N.Y.,
company that has been evaluating
insurers since 1899, This rating is
not the rinal answer, but it does
eUmittate 80 percent of the insurers
who do not get the top A+ Superior
rating.

Other rating agencies

Besides Best, other companies
rate insurance companies. T h” in-
clude Standard & Poor’s Corp., Moo-
dy’s, and Duff fc Phelps. The highest
rating of these these companies ia
AAA which is comparable to Best's
A+ rating. However, not all compa-
nies are rated by these three because
the insurance companies have to pgy
a hefty fee to have themselves rated.

little to worry about In fact over-
reacting or cancelii* an insurance
Boll_cy or an annuity contract on the

asis of rumors ~or unfavorable
write-ups may be a costly mistake.

Message of cooperation
draws praise of students

_ Cooperation rather than competi-
tion is the key to success in business,
edocation and govemmenL

That was the gospel preached last
week at Madonna University by W
Edwards Deming, a professor” and
consultant in statiriical studies
nrbose name in some quarters is sy-
nonymous with manufacturing quali-
ty control. )

“A sj\<stem req]ulres_ cooperstloo,”
said ng. “Individual gain or
striving lor individual gain is_de-
structive. There is no place for indi-
vidual reward or merit.”

Deming, bom in 1900, called for
an abolition of grades in school and
personnel ratings in business to en-
courage cooperation. He described
his p~ect business world as an in-
terconnecting web of knowledge,
systems, aims and management.

Several hundred attended the lec-
ture and question/answer session.

"By a system, | mean a series of
components to accomplish the aim,”
Deming said. "I propose that the aim
of a company should be return on in-
vestment, brtter quality of life for
everybody, including suppliers and

customers, and respect for the envi-
ronment.”

~ KNOWLEDGE BASED on predic-
tion is the common denominator.

Managing a system requires a
general the” of knowledge, knowl-
edge of a system, knowledge of vari-
ation, and knowledge of psychology,
CI}|3em|ng said. "Tliey’re Interdepen-
ent.”

A much needed transformatioa of
management in this country must
come from outside rather thM with-
in an organization, Deming main-
tained. "A system cannot understand
itself. It stays ina mi I call It pro-
found knowledge when It comes
from outside.”

Cooperatioo, where there are
many winoen. rather than compett-
tkm, with only one or a few. should
be the ultimate focus, Deming said.

“People are bom srlth self-esteem,
yearning for learning, intrinsic moti-
vation,” he said. “What do we do in
industry and education? Destroy. . .
by grading and a management sys-
tem that ranks people.”

STUDENTS LEARN facts instead
of relationships. Employees may do
their ill-defined or competing jobs so
well that the organixation suffers as
a whole, he said.

And students and employees may
become dispirited if the)& on't mea-
sure up. “All people ask for is the
chance to work (or pride and joy,”
Deming said. “Pay is not a motiva-
tor.”

New tool orders show upswing

While many industries have been
bit bard by the dual effect of war iif
the Persian Gulf and an economic
recession, new orders for machine
tools, often an important indicator
for the economy as the equipment is
used by a host of mannfactnms, are
exhibiting surprisi ggg strength.

After pinning 33 percent in 19%9,
ordsts from automobile, aerospace
and appliance companies rose 94
percent last year, belpiag to boost
the bottom line for many area tool
makers. And industry exeentivss say
more orders are on the way.

Machine tools, which cost $990,000
or more, are complex machines that
cut, drill, grind, or sha” the
metal parts that go into everything
from Lincoln Contlnentala to TRdil-
poi” refrigerators. Economists view

an uptick of new orders as a viable
indicator that manufacturers are in-
vesting for future growth.

“Our orders have been strong over
the last two years, and the biggest
strength in our revenues came about
because of orders from the automo-
tive industry,” uid Richard Priebe,
director of public affairs for the
Cross A Trecker Corp., a large tool
maker in Bloomfield Hills that sm-
ploys 3,000 people.

Priebe said revenues last year
were $411 million, up consldorsbly
from 19N, when revennsi were $$90
million. Salss could inersaas again
this year If several enginearing coo-
tracts, a pr*ude (or orders, bear
fruét over the next few mooUw, he
said.

“We saw a big surge la ordsrs dar-
ing the late 70s as the auto makers
were mhking more feel-efncleot so-
gines’beieanse of the eosrgy crisis

and foreign competition. Now, be-
cause new engines need to be devel-
oped to cora’y with federal dean-
air legislatioa, retooling Is picking
up again.”

ACCORDING TO the AasocUtion
for Manufacturing Technology, an
industry trade group in McLean. Va,,
new orders for the first tsro months
of this year were 19 percent, 37.7
percant in February alone. Mean-
while, foreign prospects have risan,
as orders were up 16.$ percent last
yuar.

"I brought KeUy through the boae
before 1 bought it,” said Johnsor a
Novi resident. “VWoeo be aaid OT |
knew the job could be done.”

Smnmerfield, owner of Crefive
Oengn and Constnictioa and gepral
contractor of the renovalon,
planned the buildings ezteriorpay-
Ing cloac attention to the Vkoriaa
detail. Yet Summcrfield and Jkoson
both agreed the interior shouf have
a professional commerical dviroo-

roent. .
“I believe in preservingthe old,
but if its not salvegeabl<k take it

down,” Suminerfleld said. "The out-
side of the buitding_Is bistoficaUy
correct We used artistic license on
U inside.”

THE OFFICES in the two-story
building, ranging from ISO to SM
square feet are leased to financial

lanners and attorneys, including
obneoo's  brother-in-law and co-
owner of the building

Johnson and Suminerfleld each se-
lected offices on U second floor.
"They will share a planning room spa-
cious enough to store and lay out
blueprints.

The exterior of the S,S6S-square-

foot building includes a Victorias-
style. coyertd porch with turned
pouuandspindles

Summerfield modified the porch
somewhat, replacing a flat shed
roof with steep gables and deep
eaves commonly used in the mid-to-
late 19thcentury.

‘We wanted fo define Un entrance
and make it interesting.” be said.

Besides modifying the porch,
Summerfield replaced the shed roof
on the back of the bwldn;g srith a
gable style roof and added a half
moon window The exterior includes
beveled siding and cedar, ginger-

"The main floor, a departure from
Un Itth centery exterior, incledea a
spacious reception aree. four offices,
a conference room, a lavatory aod a
small kitchen.

Though the renovation is on sched-
ule, aod neanng its ISO.OM budget,
Summerfield ran into some snags
along Un way, mainly an oghi-by-
etgbt timber in the reception area.

0 work around the structural
beam, be redesigned the hallway and
replaced angled doorways with con-
ventioaal openings. Workers also in-
stalled headers above each window
for wall .lod roof support and to
bring the house up to code. Only the
pine stringer, the side piece of the
staler(cj:ase wtMre the ste” abut, was
saved.

The second floor incladeB the plan-
mag room aad four offioes, dramati-
cally desiiped with vaulted and ce-
thedral ceilinp ranging from 13 to
I feet Timbers in the origiBal ceil-
ing were encloaed in drywall. Offices
also include skylights ‘aod lofts for
plants or extra storage.

Summerfield. who restored his
own Victorian-style home in down-
town Nortbville, admits that last fall
"people would have called the buUd-
ing unsolvable.” Today, the owaers
call il a clasne addition to the city's
proud historic district
