Move over Better Business Bu-

Ford recently received a letter
from a Canton resident who com-

wrote.

The story took a turn when Ford
learned the resident bought the
cheaper grade used sod instead of
new sod

Another case involved a man
who took two pairs of pants to a
dry cleaners for alterations. When
he got the bill, he thought it was too
high

'I called around to other tailors

and found that the dry cleaners
was not charging more than its
competitors," Ford said. "He

The Canton chamber fields be-

tween three and four calls for help
monthly And it boasts a "success
rate of between 80 and 90 percent,"
Ford said. What makes the resolu-
tion a success?

'Both parties walk away feeling
like they've won, Ford said

Important by-products of the
system are to keep disputes out of
court and to maintain a good rap-
port between consumers and busl-
nessmen.

If a consumer has a complaint,
then we try to mediate. W& get
both sides of the story and try to
get a result that's agreeable to both
parties."

In another case, a woman told
the chamber that her sprinkler sys-
tem was broken within one year af-
ter it was installed and the repair
should be covered by her warranty.
It turned out the company the
woman hired to plow her snow
broke the sprinkler

Just like in divorce cases, Ford

said, there are always two sides to
stories "People have a nasty habit
of telling you what they want you
to know That's human nature, I

SIX YEARS AGO, the chamber
played a role in forcing a television
repairman, with numerous con-
sumer complaints, to close shop

Before the repairman went out
of business. Ford said. he went to

the owner and asked if he planned
to pay his chamber membership
dues. When the owner said 'no,
Ford took a blade and scraped the
chamber sticker off the door

The chamber went further and

told the owner that the township
would join in prosecution for theft
by conversion charges The owner
closed shop

The last I heard he was doing
business out of his house in Plym-
outh," Ford said

And there are complaints the
chamber won't touch at all, be-

cause the committee isn't equipped
to investigate "Like, a complaint
about a doctor who didn't diagnose
an illness I tell those people to call
an attorney

The key to bomai is keeping the
root system the same size as the
plant above ground In bonsai, the
artist encourages the growth of a
more fibrous root system, while the
thick tap root is snipped off The
roots are trimmed then once a year
to maintain their size and shallow
level

"YOU WANT THE roots to :how

above the soil," Garon said. "The ort-
ental people believed the roots to be
the most important part of boosal."

The branches of the plant are
trained to grow in set directions us-
ing wire and "upward-bound''
branches are trimmed regularly.

Sizes of the bonsai plants vary
dramatically. Some may choose to
keep their plant very small - a few
inches high - and others may allow
it to grow to as tall as 12 or 15 feet.

Garon is quick to argue with those
who dispute that bonsai is an art.

"The person decides how the tree
will look and maintains it to keep it
that way. It's a very creative pro-
cess," she said

People are very concerned about
investing that kind of money into a
plant," Garon said. "I tell them that
if a plant has lived that long, there is
no reason it can't live another hun-

dred years."
Although Garon has never been to

the Orient, she is intrigued by the
culture. She hopes to make a trip
there soon.

Law unfa

Bill may alter d
The U.S. Supreme Court's decision to uphold a

Michigan law imposing a mandatory life sen-
tence with no parole for drug possession will not
be the last wordonthesubject.

Despite the ruling, the Michigan Supreme
Court could still change the law, and a bill intro-
duced by State Rep. William R. Bryant Jr., R-
Grosse Pointe Farms, could give judges discre-
tion when sentencing those convicted of possess-
ing drugs.

Bryant's bill calls for a minimum five-year
sentence while retaining the maximum penalty
of. life in prison.

The high court upheld the so-called "650 law,"
which requires a life sentence for possession of
650 grams of cocaine (about a pound and a half),
by only one vote, 5-4.

THE CASE ON which the court ruled involved
an arrest in Canton of a first-offender who had
680 grams of cocaine at the time, just over the
minimum amount to be charged under the stat-
ute. Oakland County Prosecutor Richard Thomp-
son, who argued for the law, said the stiff penalty
would "send a message" to drug dealers. It's the
wrong message

The court's vote serves as a constitutional OK,
but it isn't a ringing endorsement of a law that
puts small-time drug dealer, on an equal footing
with first-degree murderers

The usually conservative Justice Byron White
voted against the law as cruel and unusual pun-
ishment That's just what it is.

The "650 law" allows no judicial discretion in
sentencing. It's life with no parole

Of 125 prisoners now serving life terms for
drugs in Michigan, about half are first-time of-
fen€len. Drug kingpins, who can afford the best
lawyerl plead to a lesser charge So the law
hasn't put a dent in the illegal drug trade even

Add to that the cost of housing prisoners for
the rest of their lives. A conservative estimate is
$20,000 a year for each prisoner. Since the ma-
jority found guilty of drug possession are young,
there could be a lot of expensive years ahead for
taxpayers.

Bryant said the high court's decision to uphold
the law doesn't mean the state's high court will
follow suit. And unlike the U.S. Supreme Court,
the state court has no time limit.

If the court does not rule on the "650 law" in
the near future, the Legislature will take it up
later this year, Bryant said.

The current law won't "get tough" with big
drug dealers. It will continue to be unfair to
small-time criminals and taxpayers.

Bryant's law is more in line with drug laws in
other states and would give judges the latitude to
base the sentence on the offender'g crime and

previous record. It would take the crime out of
the political arena and put it back into the hands
of judges.

Emmett an all-stater

despite rare affliction

Jenny Emmett has willingly faced down countles: oppooents and pre-
vailed during her three years u an all-state goalkeeper for the Plymouth
Salem girls soccer team.

And the 17-year-old from Plymouth is being no le- brave and determined
u she faces the greatest challenge of her life away from the athletic field.

Emmett is hopeful she will be back in goal for her senior year next spling
u she struggles to overcome a rare blood disorder known u aplastic anem-
ia A bone marrow transplant might eventually be necessary.

Five people per million develop the illnesa, which causes the bone marrow
to Stop producing blood cells. The cauae is unknown.

"That'a what I keep asking myself: 'Why me, out of all the people,"' Em-
mett said.

"IF YOU look at me, you can't tell anything ia wrong with me. I don't want
pity; I just want to be like everyone else, like I used to be, and play soccer."

Aplastic anemia is not cancerous but is often confused with leukemia, a
cancerous disease in which the opposite occurs and too many cells are pro-
duced.

In the case of aplastic anemia, the body isn't producing white cells to fight
infection, red cells to carry oxygen and platelets to prevent bleeding and
bruising.

A healthy person should have a blood count with 150,000 to 450,000 pia-
telets. When the numbers are under 50,000 an individual is in danger, and
imminent action such as a transplant is necessary when they go below
20,000.

Emmett, who became ill last November while in Nashville, Tenn., with the
Plymouth Lightning soccer team for a tournament, has been Ing 10,000
count: of platelet a month since February. The number wu at 24,000, but
Emmett had a slight increase this week.

Fortunately for her should a transplant become necessary, Emmett has
two tissue matches among family members - her younger sister and soccer
teammate, Mackenzie, and older brother, Ryan.

IN THE meantime, Emmett must wait, hoping her body will do a natural ,
turnabout and recover or let the blood count fall toapoint that a traniplant i
is the only alternadve.

Activities for the day range from
swimming and box lunches. to per-
formances at the Greek Theatre, and
a children': play. The city of Bloom-
field Hills han designated July 27 u
"Annetta Wonnberger Day." The
newly renovated Greek pavilion is
being renamed for Wonnberger and
her late husband, Carl.

"I WILL never forget my first day
at the :chool," said Dan Castle, a

Birmingham actor and director who
won a scholanhip in 1975. "Annetta
Wonnberger gave a charming talk
and painted such a grand picture of
the theater. I was captivated and
have been ever since."

The quiet spoken 82 year old
Wonnberger 9 still directing the the-
ater u she has for 50 years, 38 years
as co-director with her husband, and
12 Ieiwions after his death in 1980

"Where did the time go," said the

small *tatured, dignified great-
grandmother "It seems like yester-
day we began "

In 1929 Wonnberger left Smith
College u a freshman to marry. and
came to Cranbrook School to live.

Her husband had accepted a job
teaching in the English department
The couple would make their home
there for the next 38 years until
Wonnberger moved to Birmingham

The couple has two daughters, Jo
Anne Wheaton, also of Birmingham,
who does the public relation, for the
school, and Nancy Von Steeg of De-
troit

Besides having a family,
Wonnberger was also busy complet-
ing a master's in theater from the
University of Michigan, and a mas-
ter's in English from Wayne State
Umversity She also taught English
at Berkley High Schol, Oak Park
High School Wayne State Univers,-
ty, Detroit Institute of Technology,
and Eastern Michigan University.

They worked together 1 S Fors
ago In the loandepartn-t ola com-
mercial lovestment firm, went their
-parate ways, evitually acquired
Ihar- of different companies, then
split after having a falling out with
their respective partners and major-
tty ownership

Now they're back together again
- Charles W Peterion. 30, of Ro·
chester Hills, and Larry J. Vingel-
man, 45, of Farmington Hills.

The two, who recently completed
their fint year u con,ultants/in-
vitment bankers in Troy, Mid the
experience pretty much mirrored
expectations

C.W. Peter,on & Co. only lost
about $3,000. Not bad, they figure,
considering that they paid them-
aelves ularies and mit new busi-
ne- don't survive to celebrate a first

anniversary.
"Our philosophies are very *imi-

tar," said Peterson, who has ac-

counting and law degrees. "It's build
the business and forego personal ad-
vantage for the time being. In the
long term, youll make more money
The firm becomes more valuable on

a multiple of earnings."

"WE MAY ARGUE how to get
there, but never fundamentally what
we want to achieve," added Vingel-
man, who has a finance degree and
has become an expert at accessing
computer data bases

During their first year in business,
the partners:

• Helped a Troy-based distribu-
lor of bottled water renegotiate and

increue line, of credit through debt
flaancing Without analy- and -
velopment of a nnancing plan, t»
mendo,u *al®§ growth could have
Iuffocated the company, they Mid
• Found a buyer for a Livonia

cooitruction firm, them fo•ad equity
financing for the buyer The tranue-
tion had to avoid Iveral legal and
tax mines aloos the way, they sald.
• Found a buyer for an Oak Park

stamping company after anal,10
determined that refinancing of debt
wasn't feasible.

• Helped a unall Troy manufae-
turer who had developed a specialty
marine switch identify potential c-
tomen.

The partners specialize in working
with privately owned companies val-
ued at $5 million to $50 million.
About half of their work involves
sales, acquisitions or mergers The
other half ts divided between consul-
tation services and refinancings.

"WE ORCHESTRATE a transac-

tion, structure it, negotiate it,"
Peterson said. "We'11 Beek out equity
players (investon) for buyers or
traditional financial services (loans)
to complete a tran•action."

What separates their firm from
other smaller operations is their use
of the computer to analyze and
structure deals, the pair said

"Information 13 critical to invest-

ment banking," Vingelman said. "In-
formation for us is what makes or
breaks our ability to service a com-
pany."

"We have access to 1,200 data
banks," Peterion said, rare for a
two-person consulting busines,

"I'm an on-line junkie," Vingel-
man conceded.

"We both share an interest in

succeeding at business," Peterson
said "When I need a computer
search, I say, 'Larry, go to it' "

He's a lawyer and if I need a con-
tract I uy, 'Go to it' " Vingelman
added

"WE BOTH START analysts our-
selves," Vingelman maid. "We both

have good ideas. We take the best of
both. EventuaUy it becomes oun"

'In order to be knowledgeable and
comfortable with the deal, you both
have to do it" Peterson said.

Equity financing is now much
more popular than debt financing
even though a single owner gives up
some control with the latter, Peter-
son said

For one, banks insist on more

equity participation.
"We found during the '803, when

we gave companies too much debt, it
was always based on good times,"
Peterson said. "People assumed they
would increase sales, profits. Debt

must always be repaid and it has a
Cost

"Equity doesn't Whether a com-
pany is doing good or bad, it doe='t
interrupt or interfere with cash
flow," he said.

Equity syndicates generally con-
sist of insurance companies, pension
funds and private investors.

"They might want 20-80 percent
controL They don't run daily opera-
tions. They provide money and ad-
vice. They're looking for long-term
goals-growth.

"All leveraged buyout firms of the
803 doing debt (junk bonds) have
converted to equity firms," he add-

ed "If you've got the deal, you can

find equity."
That often is the big rub. Owners

of privately held companies often
are their own worst enemies, Vingel-
man and Peterson said. Sometimes

they can't see what needs tobedooe
Sometimes they can see it, but doo't
want to do it.

Guys who were great at 'elling
bottled water were not so great at
financing," Peterson recalled.
"Downsizing is an admission of fail-
ure."

"Any time there's talk of changes,
there's a lot of emotional resist-

ance," Vingelman said.

Hite uid, "I used to have roies - not many
bloom In July. I u• an ad in a magazine,howing
Shriner Daylilies blooming in July . . aha. So I
sent away for five or mix ind planted them. Then I
met Francis Hughes (Hughes Gardens of South-
field), who took me to hi, friend Mr. Janovac, who
had some beautiful daylilies and I bought two or
three.

On the other hand, Mooo believes that the architectural
detail: aresometin- lost in daadows cnated 00 :unny days
Blue skies are preferable to the "white-out" of cloudy days
The bottom line is to be in the right place at the right time,
which requires patience that can often involve an 184-r
day. With a background in advertising, complemented by a
degree in architecture, Moon sees his best shot u a "visual
logo" for the building.

There are al,0 precarious moments that,ometima
require shots from the rooftop of another building to capture
an aerial view that gripe the entire structure in a way that a
shot from the ground cannot.

Such wu the case with Christoph•r Lark when he took
numerous:hot, of the BASF Building on Telegraph Road in
Southfield. They were done at different times, both night and
day, with the light quality emphasizing various features of
the building that became an interplay of positive and
negative elements

Another detail shot by Lark of the Michigan National
Bank headquarters in Farmingtoo Hills 1, a Ume study
involving the warm glow of sunset playing off the brick
surface of the building with a dramatically rising moon in
the background It 5 al•o the slow shutter speed of the
camera that can capture the fleeting quality of light.

Buildings don't move, but light does. And, in that
instantaneous moment, it becomes the task of Buch
architectural photographers u Lark and Moon to arrest the
transitory quality of light on film to enhance the man-made
environment that Is often lost to the human eye.

"The other night I came home
and passed out at 8 o'clock in my room
with the light on. too weak to turn it
off. But it's worth it. I've enjoyed it all
and look forward to it. We do a lot of

planning and a lot of work trying to
build on the great tradition of Oakland
Hills.

"The people that make it possible
and successful are the members. Some-

Croswell, who lives in Birmingham

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Longest ball may hold the edge

The famed South Course at Oakland Hills -
dubbed 'The Monster" by Ben Hogan after the first
round of the 1951 U.S. Open - has served up its
share of exciting major golf tournaments. With the
course in its best condition ever, according to Oak-
land Hills head pro Pat Croswell, the 1991 U.S. Senior
Open, scheduled for July 25-28, could also become a
classic.

" (The course) won't be a lot different than it was
in '81 (the first time Oakland Hills hosted a U.S.
Senior Open)," Croswell said. "The fairways are in a
little better condition. The ground crews have been
working real hard. Overall. I'd have to say the course
is in the best condition I've seen it in during the 11
years I've been here. The roughs will be up and the
greens will be fast.

"The '81 Senior Open was a great tournament. The
roughs were up and the fairways were fast. (Arnold)
Palmer won with a 9-over, but I don't think it will

take that (to win) this time. With good weather.
even-par could be enough. If it gets windy. maybe
three of four over and if it rains and the course gets
soft. maybe they'll get under par a little."

UNITED STATES Golf Association rules call for
the fairways to be cut from h to 4 inch with the
intermediate rough at 1 0 inches and primary rough
at three inches. The undulating greens will also pro-
vide a challenge with Stimpmeter readings of 10 or
more across the course.

"With 18 new ten constructed in the fall of 1988.
plus extensive fainvay improvements and new sand in
all 118 bunkers, I think the course will be as tough a
challenge as it was during the 1985 U.S. Open," said
Oakland Hills Golf Course Superintendent Ted
Woehrle.

The new tees actually make the course play shorter
than it did during the '85 Open of the '81 Senior
Open.

"The tee changes were made to improve the condi-
tion of the course," Croswell said. "The tees on eight,

10 and 13 are a little different. The 13th offers a new

angle with a better look at the green."
The par 70, 6,718-yard "Monster" features four par

33, 12 par-43 and two per-5s. The front nine plays
3,329 yards and the back nine plays at 3.389. Both
are par 353. The course was 6,798-yards for the '81
Senior Open and 6,996-yards for the 1985 Open.

CROSWELL FEELS the golfer who can drive the
ball well will have an advantage in this year's Senior

Open.
"Someone who can drive the bal] could do well be-

cause of fairway bunkers that are in the 230 to 270
yard range," he said. "The guys that can drive the
ball well, hit a good long iron and make the putts will
be in there. The greens will also be tough. The greens
here at Oakland Hills are full of undulations, contours
and crowns."

The 18th hole, a 447-yard, par-4. dogleg right could
provide for a thrilling finish if the scores are tight.
The 18th was ranked first in the '85 Open with a
:coring average of 4.470. It recorded the fewest pan
and the most double-bogeys of the tournament.

Oakland Hills Country Club cele-
brates it's 75th birthday by hosting
the 1991 U.S. Senior Open, July 25-28.
Competition will be held on the 6.718-
yard, par-70 South Course. The
shorter front nine is a 3,329-yard, par-
35 while the back nine offers a 3,389-
yard, par-35. Following is a brief pro-
file of each hole as seen through the
eyes of Oakland Hills Golf Profession-
al Pat Croswell.

Hole 1 - 419 yards, par 4: Starting
from an elevated tee, this hole is beau-

tifully framed with bunkers on both
sides of the driving area. The bunkers
are cut into the fairway, narrowing it
to 25 yards, and thus placing a premi-
um on accuracy. The hole normally
plays downwind, leaving the pro with
a medium iron to a large. undulating
green. The right side of the green is
bowl-shaped and is an easy hole posi
tion. If the hole is politioned on the
left-hand terrace or the difficult back

right plateau, par will be a good score.

Hole 2 - 499 yards, par 5. This hole
is a slight dogleg left with fairway
bunkers from 230 to 270 yards from
either tee. A good drive will put a play-
er in position to go for the green on his
second shot, but if he decides to lay up
short of the four bunkers protecting
the front of the green, he will be faced
with a delicate pitch. The putting sur-
face 8 two-tiered with the upper tier
sloping away from the player.

The putting surface has two
small crowns in the front middle and
front right. and • imall plateau in the
back.

Trevino gives flair
to tournament field

The reasons behind the continued
growth in the following of the U.S
Senior Tour are plentiful. Many sur-
round the presence of Lee Trevino.

A true fan favorite and one of the

most colorful personalities the game
has ever known, Trevino has given as
much to the game and received more
than most in return.

In 25 years of competition on the
PGA and Senior Tours, Trevino has

cashed in more than $4 million in prize
money.

He enters the 1991 U.S. Senior Open
as the tournament's defending champi-
on. Last year at Ridgewood Country
Club in Paramus, NJ., Trevino edged
out Jack Nicklaus by two strokes to
earn first place prize money.

Tackling the 6,718-yard layout at
Oakland Hills is nothing new to Trevi-
no, who last played here in 1985 in the
U.S. Open.

"IT'S A great golf course," Trevino
said of Oakland Hills during a recent
conference call hookup. "1985 was the
last time I played it and I remember it

is long and you always have to worry
about putting.

"With the course playing shorter. it
gives everybody a chance.

"But I'm looking forward to this be-

cause Oakland Hills is a great golf
course and I always get up for the ma-
jon more so than others."

Since joining the PGA Tour in 1967,
Trevino has claimed the top spot 27
times. racking up close to $3.5 million
in the process.

He hooked up with the Senior Tour
in 1990 and has won a total of nine

events. cashing in $1.6 million in earn-
ings.

THE INAUGURAL Senior Open
Championship was established in

1980, resulting from a steady growth
in senior golf at the professional and
amateur levels.

That first Open. played at the
famed East Course of the Winged Foot
Golf Club in New York and won by
Roberto DeVicenzo, was conducted for

golfers 55 years of age and over with a
handicap limit of eight strokes for am-
ateurs.

One year later. the United States
Golf Association decided to lower the

qualifying age from 55 to 50. Its rea-
soning was that reducing the mini-
mum age would make for a more com-

petitive championship

Those changes. along with the pres-
ence of Trevino. Nicklaus. Chi Chi Ro-

driguez and Gary Player. the Senior
Tour has grabbed some of the spot-
light away from the regular PGA Tour

cable network'§ "Sportscenter." Most
recently, he did play-by-play on Col-
lege Football Association games, and
on college basketball and Arena Foot-
ball telecasts. While at ESPN, Twibell

also did play-by-play for USFI. foot-
ball, as well as boxing, skiing, track
and field, and golf events.

It': funny, only a few years ago I
was doing 35 to 40 college basketball
games a year for ESPN," Twibell said.
"I guess if you can find a niche, golf is
a good one. The weather i: always rea-
sonably nice and you're always at an
ideal location."

Twibell is used to traveling.
Before coming to Birmingham, Twi-

bell and the ABC crew spent the previ-
ous two weeks doing the U.S. Women's
Open (in Fort Worth. Texas) and the
British Open.

"It will be nice to be out there (in
Birmingham)," Twibell said. "It's just
a great course. I think they'll get the
regular (U.S.) Open again in the very
near future. Expect something on that
any time now."

Twibell began his broadcasting ca-
reer in Tucson, Ariz. He also made
stops along the way in Portland, Ore.,
Dallas, Miami and Boston (where he
did play-by-play for the Celtics and
won a New England Emmy and
Syracuse University's Phillips
Award).

He now is based in Scotsdale. Ariz.

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Experienced hosts a major must

So here it is. Oakland Hills is host-

ing another major championship.
No big deal you might say. They're

experienced at doing such things. -
And you're right. Oakland Hills offi-

cials have tournament operations and
preparations down to a tee. And they
should. considering this is the I lth
major golf championship the club has
hosted since its founding in 1916.

Despite that ability to deliver suc-
cessful golf majors, however, it is no
easy task to play the gracious host.

Oakland Hills officials formally
signed to accept the 12th annual U.S.
Senior Open Championship of the
United States Golf Association way
back in October of 1987. They've been
working steadfastly ever since prepar-
ing for the week-long list of official ac-
tivities which begin today and end
with the final round on Sunday.

But none of that would be possible
without the tremendous dedication

and sacrifice of the prestigious club's
membership.

The tournament committee which is

in charge of preparing for this annual
event begins with the four-man execu-
tive committee of Robert G. Wood

(general chairman). Robert S. Gigliot-
ti (executive vice chairman), Alvin H.
Maass (executive vice chairman) and

E.M (Bud) Erickson (tournament di-
rector).

BUT THAT'S just the start of the
organizational chart From there the
list evolves into 44 different commit·

tees with more than 1.200 volunteers

ranging from office workers to finan-
cial assistants to transportation coor-
dinators.

It's an impressive display of service
among club members. And. according
to Wood. it's something the majority
of members sincerely savor.

'The membership really enjoys
these tournaments and I'll give you an
example of how dedicated they really
are," said Wood. who also was general
chairman for the second annual U.S.

Senior Open which Oakland Hills host-
ed 10 years ago.

"Back in 1981 a club in Pennsylva-
nia had contracted to host the tourna-

ment. But late in the year of 1980 they
canceled their contract with the

USGA. That left the USGA with a sit-

uation where they had a tournament
but no one to host it.

"So the USGA came to us, knowing

-that we had just completed the 1979
PGA and we had all the committee

people in place and all the operational
experience. and they asked us on short
notice to take on the 1981 seniors.

They said if you would do that we
would also give you the 1985 Open.

"The only way the board of direc
tors decided we would agree to do that
is if the membership agreed. So we
sent out a ballot to the membership
asking them how they felt about it.
Eighty-six percent of the membership
voted in favor of hosting the '81 (sen-

ior) tournament and having the '85
(U.S. Open).

'The point of that being the mem-
bership likes golf tournaments and are

very good at handling them," he said.
'*This will be our fifth tournament in

19 years, and we do quite well because
we have that experience."

OAKLAND HILLS volunteers for

such major projects for a number of
reasons

• The financial benefits are ex-

tremely rewarding. Wood said the club
not only makes money directly from
the tournament, but also indirectly
through new memberships. Wood said
there is a three-to-four year waiting
list to gain an Oakland Hills member-
ship.
• Oakland Hills officials feel com-

mitted to golf. The prestigious Bloom-
field Township course has an out-
standing national reputation for host-
ing tournaments, and members go all
out to uphold that lofty tradition.
• Members believe Oakland Hills

is simply a championship caliber
course and are anxious to watch the

professionals challenge it. They be- -
lieve the course has the main ingred
ients of a major test - from difficulty
and stature to beauty and style.
• Finally - perhaps the biggest

reason of all - by hosting the U.S.
Senior Open the club hopes to land an-
other professional golf major. For in-
stance. Wood said the club has all but

locked up the 1996 U.S. Open.
When we decided to host the '91

Senior Open, we talked with the
USGA about the possibilities of host- "
ing the U.S. Open in '95 or '96." said
Wood. "We never did think we would

have a chance to get the '95 Open be-
cause it is going to be the centennial
year for the Open. Although we still
haven't signed a contract for the '96
Open. every indication is that we will
get it."

Yes. Oakland Hills indeed is ready
for the challenge of hosting another
major.

"The Senior Tour has grown in pop
ularity to the point the galleries have
grown and there is a great deal of in-
terest." he said. "Particulary in the
sense in the last few years you've had
people like Uack) Nicklaus, (Lee)
Trevino and (Gary) Player become eli-
gible.

'Hosting a U.S. Senior Open is not
something we consider secondary." he
said. "It's not It's a major event for
the club."
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three bunken lining the left side of the
fairway and a small pond along the
right mide, players may decide to avoid
disaster and lay up short of the haz-
ards. Anyone using a driver will need
to aim to the left side of the fairway
since the landing area slopes toward
the water. The green on this dogleg
right is narrow and protected by bunk-
ers both left and right. The putting
surface is the flattest at Oakland Hills

. and deceptively fast from back to
front.

Hole 8 - 415 yards. par 4: This is
another difficult driving hole - the
toughest test on the front nine for the
field in the 1985 U.S. Open. The bunk-
ers cut into the fairway in the landing
area place a.high premium on an accu-
rate drive. It is difficult to make par
from any tee shot left of the fairway
since the first bunker has a high lip.
forcing a short-iron recovery shot. A
clump of pine trees left of the bunker
usually demands a pitch-out as the
only recovery shot. From the fairway,
the second shot is a long iron or wood
to a large green with bunkers both left
and right. Any shot long will leave the
player with a difficult pitch from a
downhill lie to a green that slopes from
back to front. It's no wonder the most

bogeys (182) were made here in 1985.

At 213 yards, a long
iron or fairway wood will be needed to
reach the large, undulating green. The
deep bunker protecting the right front
and,ide of the green may be frequent-
ed the most of any bunker during the
Senior Open. The green has a narrow
terrace on the left side. running from
front to back, and there i, a small

crown in the middle right. The green
slopes sharply from front to back,
which makes pitching and putting
very difficult.

Hole 10 - 418 yards, par 4: When
Donald Ross designed Oakland Hills,
the first hole he created was the mag-
nificent opener to the tortuous back
nine. The hole begins from an elevated
tee some 20 feet above the landing
area and again there are fairway bunk-
ers to narrow the drive zone. Just past
the bunkers. the fairway slopes severe-
ly to the right and, as a result, the
longer hitter may choose to play a fair-
way wood off the tee to avoid having
his ball roll into the long rough. The
uphill second shot im played to a green
guarded by bunkers both left and
right. The green has a ridge running
through the center, with the left side
difficult to hold since the green slopes
away from the player. In 1924, Bobby
Jones made two bogeys and two dou-
ble-bogeys here and eventually fin-

Hole 11 - 395 yards, par 4: This
hole i, a slight doile, right played
from an elevated tee. With deep bunk-
ers on the right side of the fairway, the
best position for the Becond shot is
from the left side since it is much

wider than it appan from the tee.
The second shot is uphill all the way
to a narrow, bowl-shaped green
flanked by two bunkers left and right.
The green is twatiered with the back
of the green four feet higher than the
front. Any putt above the front hole
location requires an extremely delicate
touch.

Hole 12 - 558 yards, par 5: The sec-
ond and last par-5 starts from an ele-
vated tee Dome 40 feet above the land-
