Big ongoing changes for the city'§
biggest tupayer, Highland Super-
stores Inc., won't include a move out

of Plymouth, a company official
said.

'We have no plans to leave Plym-
outh," said Danette Wineberg, High-
land vice president.

Her comment came Thursday,
nearly a week after Highland report-

· ed huge losses in the second quarter
of the fiscal year.

The losses resulted largely from
the company closing 32 stores in
/exas and New England, which re-
suited in a $63.2 million loss, or $3.46

per share.
Highland had predicted write-offs

of as much as $70 million in leaving
the two markets.

Without the restructuring charge,
Highland lost $5.1 million in its sec-
ond quarter ending July 31. The
company blamed the recession and

continued weak demand for home

electronics and appliances

Annually, Highland pays $525,977
in taxes to the city.

Second quarter sales were 1135 4
million compared with 13057 mil-
lion in the same quarter last year.

The company operates 50 stores in
Michigan. Ohio, Indiana and Illinois
The 32 stores closed were in Texas,
Massachusetts, New Hampshire and
Rhode Island

Highland also has closed stores in
Minnesota and upstate New York
this year.

Asked when Highland will be able
to turn the corner toward profitabili-
ty, Wineberg said, "We're engaged in
active discussions with our creditors
to restructure our debt."

The Plymouth Community Chamber of Commerce is
crying the blues in the wake of General Motors' an-
nouncement that its laid-off employees will no longer
help out at the chamber office. And the chamber is
sounding the call for new volunteers.

For nearly two years, Don Masta and Bob Prewitt of
Delco have assisted the chamber's three full-time

staffers under auspices of GM's model job banks pro-
gram. Rather than idling employees, GM has paid its
laid-off employees to work full-time at non-profit
agencies in the community.

For Masta, it's been an education

"I never knew what a chamber did," said Masta, as

he stuffed envelopes on his last day.
"When I first came, I knew the area better than the

people who work here, but I didn't know how to answer
the phone," said the longtime Plymouth resident. "But
I was trained, and when I started work, during the ice
festival, I answered 700 phone calls my first day I sat
at a file cabinet in a tiny space. It was pretty wild."

CHAMBER DIRECrOR Fran Toney is wondering
how she'll survive without Masta and Prewitt, who re-
turned to Delco several weeks ago

"It's like losing your water, your trash pick-up or
your garbage disposal. You doo't realize how vital they
are until you loie them," Mid Toney.

"We had someone else call here wanting to know
how to spell a word."

"At the chamber, there's no such answer u I don't

know," added Toney "We doo't ever uy we have all
the answers, but we have the phone numbers."
