It started when an explosion Fri-
day blew out the walls at a Plym-
outh Township business.

That blast sent four of the 11 em-
ployees of Cygnet Automated Clean-
ing to Ypsilanti’s St. Joseph Hospital
for treatment, two for minor injuries
and two for chest pains

But the explosion also released the
chemical methyl ethyl ketone, which
sent 40 employees of Caremark, just
east of Cygnet, to nearby hospitals
complaining of throat or sinus irrita-
tion. All were treated and released.

The chemical, said Fire Chief Lar-
ry Groth, apparently got into the
firm’s ventilation system.

“The roof settled down on those
stack bins; they held the roof up,”
Groth said. That likely saved some
employees from more serious injury.

By Friday afternoon, just one of
the Cygnet employees remained hos-
pitalized in fair condition, a hospital
spokeswoman said.

It was 9:25 a.m. when the fire de-
partment got the call that an explo-
sion had occurred at the firm on
Mast Street in the Metro West Indus-
trial Park, just north of M-14 and
west of Sheldon. The firm cleans
tubs in which paint is shipped.

“All | seen was the roof was fall-
ing dowh; I just came out,” said one
employee who declined to be named.

“All we did was run,” said another
employee
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An explosion Friday at a firm in Plymouth Township's Metro
West Technology Park could have resulted in more serious inju-

ries, had the roof not been supported by metal storage bins, a
fire official said.

Judge stops tax sharing — for now

An injunction has been issued by Wayne Cir-
cuit Court preventing Plymouth-Canton
schools and five other school districts from
making taxbase sharing payments for redistri-
bution.

The injunction was issued last week in re-
sponse to a lawsuit filed by taxpayers chal-
lenging hte constituationality of taxbase shar-
ing legislation.d

“I think it's unconstitutional. Our attorney
thinks it’s unconstitutional. And I think it’s re-
ally unfair,” said Kenneth Grabowski of Livo-
nia who with co-workers from five communi-
ties is trying to stop the taxbase sharing law
from taking affect

THE TAXBASE sharing law, passed by the
state legislature, and signed into law by Gov.
John Engler in September, requires out-of-for-
mula (wealthy) school districts to forfeit prop-
erty tax income to in-formula (poorer) dis-
tricts throughout the state.

Under the law, each out-of-formula district
is required to write a check (based on the size
and the wealth of the district) and send it to
their respective Regional Educational Service
Agency (RESA) center for distribution to in-
formula districts

“We thought it was wrong to take tax money
from one group to give it to another,” said
Grabowski. “It's an opportunity for the state to
begin total tax control, taking it away from
the local government.”

nancial problems, and needs to do something,
he believes this law is in direct conflict with
the state constitution and is not the right step
to take.

“This is a piecemeal attempt to spread the
wealth,” said Grabowski. “It's not going to
help. It will hurt school districts that are doing
well. and all we’ll have is mediocre educa-
tion.”

Grubowski, along with Lori Guido, Ann
Maurer, William Birdseye, Stephen Whitaker,
Denise Makuch and Rose Bogaert filed a law-
suit as taxpayers in Wayne Circuit Court earli-
er this month to stop their districts from
forfeiting tax dollars to the state

These district were supposed to cut a check
to the Regional Education Service Agency
(RESA), the agency designated to collect and

redistribute the tax dollars. Wayne RESA is
based in the city of Wayne and formerly was
known as the intermediate school district.

In the lawsuit, the plaintiffs named Livonia,
Plymouth-Canton, Northville, Dearborn,
Grosse Pointe and Crestwood school districts
as co-defendants along with the state.

THE PLAINTIFFS obtained a temporary
restraining order, preventing the districts
from writing the check to RESA.

When that restraining order expired Tues-
day morning, plaintiffs’ attorney Frank A.
Guido appeared before Wayne Circuit Judge
Roland Olzark requesting the temporary re-
straining order be converted to an injunction.

“That firewall did its job,” Mell-
hargey said, adding that it protected
employees in the office portion from
injury.

“There was a loud boom, and then
the building shook,” said Frank Reed
of PMC Machinery Inc., just west of
Cygnet.

“We came out of the side doors to
see what the hell happened; we
thought somebody dropped a ma-
chine.

After the explosion, hundreds of
cinder blocks were strewn on either
side of the business as the roof
sagged and foam insulation pellets
drifted in parking areas like snow.

Four cars and a pickup truck
parked near the east wall of the
building were crushed by falling
cinder blocks.

Groth said that when fire fighters
arrived, some boxes containing some
sort of filters were burning, adding
the blaze was quickly put out.

Furlong acknowledges there is a
problem in the school systems
throughout the state. “The state is
in dire straits, and the schools are

The state, through revenue shar-
ing, is trying to redistribute funds,
but with no additional funds from
the state, it is creating additional
problems for out-of-formula
schools, according to Furlong.

Those problems, in Livonia, in-
clude a budget deficit for the sec-
ond half of the school year; and an
even larger deficit next year,
which could force the district to re-
duce programs.

“The water is murky,” said Fur-
long. “Everyone is upset, the
schools and RESA. We're defend-
ants in this case. Whatever the law
is, we have to comply with it.”

IT WAS imperative that the
plaintiffs obtain the injunction be-
fore the funds were submitted to
the state, said Guido.

RESA had requested the out-of-
formula distrigts make the pay-
ments by Wednesday, Dec. 11, and
those funds would be distributed to
the in-formula schools by Friday,
Dec. 13.

If the districts made the pay-
ments and the plaintiffs won the

Now, at 906 S. Main, you can have
varicose and spider veins treated
with a quick, non-surgical procedure
that's attracting patients from as far
away as London, ;

Dr. Mehmet Ozdaglar, a surgeon
for 25 years, has opened the Vein
Clinics of America with offices in
Plymouth, Birmingham and St. Clair
Shores. Only 250 doctors in the Unit-
ed States perform the treatment,
says Ozdaglar

“1 HAD TWO ladies ride to the
Birmingham office all the way from
Philadelphia on their motorcycles,”
Ozdaglar said.

“I also had a couple from Tennes-
see — he was 76 and she was 70
They'd just gotten married and he'd
promised her a treatment as a wed-
ding gift.” Other patients have come
from Pennsylvania, Florida, Colora-
do and the Upper Peninsula.

Varicose veins are hereditary, and
the condition can worsen with age,
pregnancy, prolonged standing and
obesity. Symptoms of the disorder
include tired, aching legs; cramping;
swelling; discoloration and bulging
veins.

Thus far, Ozdaglar has performed
injection compression schlerophlebo-
plasty on more than 1,000 patients.
He'd be the first to tell you that the
process of removing problem veins
has evolved light years since the sec-
ond century when Galen, a Hippo-
crates contemporary, proposed tear-
ing out the blood vessels with hooks.

Until recently, less drastic but
somewhat traumatic surgical “strip-
ping” was patients’ only option,
necessitating anesthesia, hospitaliza-
tion and four-to-six weeks recovery.

Approved by the Michigan Vascu-
lar Society, injection compression
schlerophleboplasty is an outpatient

procedure that doesn't require
anesthesia. With tiny syringes Im-
ported from Sweden, veins are in-
jected with medicine that irritates
the vessel walls, causing them to col-
lapse and stick to each other, not un-
like a deflated inner tube. Blood in
the spider vein is sucked into the syr-
inge

TAPE IS PLACED over the area
to compress the vein. After three or
four hours, the adhesive is removed,
and so is the spider vein. The treat-
ment can be done even on the face

Large varicose veins are treated
in a similar way. The vein is inject-
ed, and the leg wrapped. Patients
are instructed to walk three miles a
day for three consecutive days be-
fore removing the compression
bandage

After 72 hours, the varicose vein
recedes from sight, for good. Spider
veins may recur, and patients often
return for touch-ups.

Ozdaglar's services cost between
$800 and $1,800, depending upon the
procedures required. Most insurance
companies pay for treatment of var-
icose veins, but not for spider vein
treatment, as it’s considered cosmet-
ic

Ozdaglar, who opened his first
clinic in Birmingham six years ago,
said not one patient has experienced
an allergic reaction or side effects.

“It's a safe, approved procedure.
Patients don't lose time from work
or scar,” said Ozdaglar.

DR. JOHN P , @ vascular
surgeon at Southfield’s Providence
Hospital, also performs injectigp
compression schlerophleboplasty,
but follows a more intensive proce-
dure. Patients’ circulatory systems
are checked prior to treatment, said
his assistant, Becky Pointer. .

“The first thing we do is a com-
plete vascular work-up and blood
flow check to see if the patient has

any venous insufficiencies or prob-
lems with blood clotting,” she said.

Also, large varicose veins area’t
injected or stripped (removed), “be-
cause they may be needed later oo in
life,” Pointer said.

Instead, the vein is excised. “A lit-
tle incision is made right on top of
the vein where it is bulging. The bad
area is clipped and the vein is tied
off,” said Pointer, adding that a
number of patients have come to Dr
Pleifer after being treated at the
Vein Clinics of America.

LAST WEEK, BRIGHTON RESI-
DENT Faith Marquiz visited Ozda-
glar’s office for one of her final spi-
der vein touch ups.

A food service worker for Ford
Motor Co, Marquiz had her veins
stripped in the past, “and | didn't
want to go through surgery again,”
she said

“The needle is so tiny it's not that
painful,” she added. “You feel it, but
it's not that bad. It's just a slight sen-
sation. And you know it's going to
look better.”

Marquiz began treatments last
June and has returned several times
After six months, there's scarcely a
visible vein on her legs.

“Most patients come seven or
eight times because we are limited
to injecting five cubic centimeters of
medication per visit,” said Ozdaglar.

Eighty percent of the clinics’ pa-
tients are female. Most are women
in their thirties who've developed
varicose veins after pregnancy, said
Audrey Baron, Ozdaglar’s assistant.

“We’ve had a_19-year-old college
students and an 86-year-old woman
as patient,” added Baron.

Eight-five-year-old Agnes Puhek
of Detroit recently was treated for
her varicose veins at the Birming-
ham clinic.

“Everything went the way it
should. It didn’t hurt, and I had no
trouble,” said Puhek. “I had varicose
veins that weren't really painful, but
I was conscious of them. I couldn’t
wear thin stockings. I wore heavier
stockings so they wouldn’t show
through. Now, 1 don’t wear support
hose.

“I'd recommend it,” she added. “If
people are lucky like I was, it's
worth it. I wouldn’t be afraid. It isn't
that bad like some people paint it.”

Wayne and Oakland county offi-
cials say a $46 million pilot project
will go a long way toward cleaning
the Rouge River

But the final answer still rests in
millions of dollars in additional
spending by individual communities.

“The problems are severe, the an-
swers elusive and the cost will be
high,” Wayne County Executive Ed-
ward McNamara said.

Announced last week, the $46 mil-
lion pilot project will create reten-
tion basins for combined sewer over-
flows — the last major source of
Rouge pollution.

“We hope to have one-third of all
overflows under control by 1996
Wayne County public works director
James Murray said.

Overflows, containing human
waste and other pollutants, are con-
sidered the last major source of
Rouge pollution. They are the prod-
uct of combined sewers old, outmod-

ed municipal lines that back up in
beavy rain and flooding and dump
waste as well as storm water into

the river.

Ford, D-Taylor, said they continue to
seek additional federal financing for
the Rouge project.

Still, Dingell said the project also
requires a “massive effort” on the
part of Wayne and Oakland com-
munities.

Pigface changes face of music

Earlier this year, if a bomb accidently fell on
a certain pub in London, alternative music as we
know it would have been evaporated.

Seated and swilling drinks were no less than
Ogre Nivek of Skinny Puppy, Paul Raven of Kill-
ing Joke, Trent Reznor of Nine Inch Nails, Chris
Connelly of Ministry and Revolting Cocks and
Martin Atkins of PiL and Killing Joke fame.
Wonder who picked up the tab?

But this is Pigface, partly the creation of the
ever excitable, somewhat daft Atkins. Before the
question can be asked whether a shcehorn was
needed to fit that many egos under one roof, At-
kins sets the record straight.

“I said to somebody the egos have been sup-
pressed, but I thought later that's not really
fair,” said Atkins, in a telephone interview from
the offices of Invisible Records in Chicago.
“There’s no ego. Sure, there's some ego. Every-
one has an ego, but not in the traditional
rock’n’roll sense.

“If someone said, ‘1 demand this . . .
kick them right off the bus.”

SOUNDS A bit harsh, huh? That’s nothing, just
listen to the conglomeration’s live release “Wel-
come to Mexico . . . ” or be summoned to one of
their musical free-for-all shows.

In a self-constructed carmival, Pigface saves
itself from degenerating into a freak show. Dis-
turbing, grungy, noisy and alluring music lends

legitimacy to the project.
So, too, does Atkins endless enthusiasm for

Pigface, which comes in torrents. He believes
this is how music should be formed, in an envi-
ronment free from fear of disintegration and the
shackles of corporate recorddom.

Obviously, with the pedigree of the performers
involved with Pigface, his zeal rubs off.

Some have be-
come honorary members, such as couple of
Thrill Kill Kult brethren, by simply sharing a
beer or two in the studio or on the bus.

Restlessness led Atkins and drummer Bill
Rieflin to concoct such an outfit. Both were
drumming with Ministry on the band's “The

had grown a bit stale.

With the technical assistance of Steve Albini
(Big Black, Rapeman) Pigface's first album,
“Gub,” was released earlier this year on an un-
suspecting audience. The tag-team effort pro-
duced a record of extremities, a take it or leave
it proposition.

The tag-team, free-form nature of music is the
ultimate attraction to Pigface members and lis-
teners alike.

“MOST BANDS, they can hate each other.
They can have awful diarrhea and fever and the
songs sound the same because they're playing
something they have learned,” Atkins said.

Not so with Pigface, who can have an off night
and it can still be a “groovy thing.”

If anything, Pigface is making a statement
about alternative music — an increasingly bloat-
ed genre dominated by the major labels that has
fallen victim to the single-video-album-tour
monotony.

“I think alternative music is floundering,” At-
kins said. “It reminds me of 1975 and '76 in Eng-
land when everything became stagnant and pu-
trid. There's this blandness and mediocrity.

“I'm excited to be excited by this project.”

Kids take to flying
trapeze with ease

Nine-year-old Julie is on the circus bar high above
the ground, ready to try the trapeze. Young Adam
climbs the ladder behind her, step by step up a straight
vertical pole.

Circus Master Darwin Thompson checks Julie's
safety belt, grasps her firmly around the waist, pulls
the trapeze forward with a long hook and pushes it off
again. They lean forward, Julie with her arms
outstretched, ready to grasp the bar when it swings
back.

Soon Julie is on the flying trapeze, hanging by her
knees, swinging high, high above the ground
Reluctantly, she drops to the net and is helped to the
ground by Chief of Circus Dennis Hudson.

Adam has reached the high bar now, and is ready to
follow.

These are not kids who ran away to join the circus.
They just ran downhill from the swimming pool at
Club Med Eleuthera, to the Mini Club, an activity
center for kids 4-12. Dad and Mom can swing through
the air un the flying trapeze too, but at the moment it is
not their turn.

If you haven’t been to Club Med in recent years, you
might not realize that the swinging singles of the '70s
are now the parents of the '90s; Club Med grew up with
them and now has 44 Mini Clubs and 14 Baby Clubs
around the world.

Lucia, Punta Cana, Ixtapa. It's closer to $1,000 a week
at Sandpiper, but you provide your own air
transportation.

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Club Med matures

Singles, couples, kids enjoy sun, surf, socializing

t's 7 a.m. The sur is up, lighting the Atlantic Ocean
surf here on the Club Med side of Eleuthera and
the calm Caribbean waters on the other side. This
island is 110 miles long and a mile wide so the

two oceans are only a mile apart.

There are 20 small settlements hidden in scrub trees
along the road that travels the length of the island.
Spanish Wells to the north, Rock Bay to the south, and
the 17th century village of Governor’s Harbor here in
the center of the island near Club Med.

® 8 am. Singles and couples, many with children,
follow the flowered paths of Club Med to the dining
room for a buffet breakfast: fruit, cereal, breads, eggs,
bacon, pancakes, French toast.

Food, including wine and beer at meals, and all activ-
ities, come with the price of your room at Club Med, so
the beads we wear around our necks are for bar drinks
and shop purchases, the only thing you can spend money
on at Club Med.

® 9 am. THE 2- and 3-year-olds in the Petit Club are
led by their GOs (Gentile Organisateurs) to the beach or
to one of the other activities on the schedule. The older
kids in the Mini Club are learning to fly the trapeze or
taking scuba lessons in the pool.

Parents say that the younger ones have to be dragged
to the Mini Club on day one, but they don’t care if they
see their parents at all by day two.

e 2 p.m. The kids are in their groups taking scuba-
diving lessons or otherwise enjoying the water.

Anyone inclined to sightsee gets off the shuttle “at the
light” and wanders the tiny settlement of Governor's
Harbor, set around a scenic bay. You walk past the few
shops, the pink stucco town hall and historic St. Pa-
trick’s Anglican Church and on to the original settle-
ment buildings on Cupid’s Cay.

Cupid's Cay is no restored village. The brightly col-
ored houses of the Eleuthera Adventurers are still in
use.

The Eleuthera Adventurers, the first Europeans to
walk Bahamian shores after Columbus, shipwrecked on
the north end of the island in 1648, spent the first winter
in a cave and then settled here on this coral cay

Eve Pinder, who grew up in Detroit, came to the
Bahamas on vacation 25 years ago and is now a perma-
nent resident here, says there was no fresh water on
Cupid's Cay. “They had to walk back in the direction of
what is now Club Med for their water.”

® 4 p.m. People begin to gather on the terrace that
connects the pool, dining hall and bar, to spend orange
and yellow beads on pina coladas, kalik beer and fruit
juices and to swap stories of the day. The few small
shops, as well as the bank and tour office, open again, so

One cold night in 1967, I invited
myself and a photographer into the
F American Legion hall

tions fought in World War 1.

EVERYONE CAME up with the
US. and Germany — and, oh yes,
France was in it and maybe Great
Britain.

Nine out of 10 didn’t know that the
“Great War,” as it was called, began
with a dispute between the Austro-
Hungarian Empire and Russia.
Those two giants dragged in Germa-
ny, France and Great Britain.

Remember the “Lawrence of Ara-
bia” movie? That was about Worid
War I — how the Arab states threw
off the shackles of Turkey.

Italy was in it, too — on our side.

CHARLES KURALT did a fair job
on Dec. 7, the anniversary of Pearl
Harbor, on CBS with Gen. Norman
Schwarzkopf discussing one element
of Japan's sneak attack of 1941.

But the attack on Pearl Harbor,
Hawaii, was only one element. Japan

made simultaneous attacks on:

® Manila, in the Philippines.

e Hong Kong.

® The Gulf of Siam (now Thai-
land).

¢ Kota-Bharu on the Siam-
Malayan border.

® The Pacific islands of Midway,
Wake and Guam.

e Shanghai, China.

I hadn't started kindergarten at
the time, but I have an old radio tape
of that day’s news:

“The next bad news came from
Shanghai, which is practically a
defenseless city now with the
United States Marines gone and
the local defense forces stripped
down . .. The Japanese appar-
ently attacked Shanghai at night,

shelling and wmachine-gunning

There should be little trouble
taking over the international set-
tlement if the Japanese have not
already dome so. They probably
have Americans are nrand-
ed there, unable to get out.”

And today we Americans are in a
sweat because “Japan hasn't apolo-
gized for Pearl Harbor,” forgetting
there were a half-dozen sneak at-
tacks that day

That's why I was stunned at mod-
ern TV's shallowness.

THIS SEASON Americans are cel-
ebrating the “end” of the Mideast
hostage crisis. Steen and Anderson
are home, aren't they?

Well, a couple of Germans are still
back there. It's not over.

In Detroit public schools, we were
taught the story of Chief Pontiac's
near takeover of the fort in 1763 —
guns under the blankets, scalped set-
tlers and all that. What they glossed
over was that there were 13 nearly
simultaneous uprisings that summer
— from Pittsburgh to Green Bay, in-
cluding two others in Michigan. The
native invaders actually captured
nine of the 13.

Telling the story of only Fort De-
troit was as shallow as telling only
the story of Pearl Harbor. It misses
the big picture.

AT THE END of the CBS show,
Kuralt asked Schwarzkopf if Dec. 7,
1941, would be remembered a long
time, and the general said yes.

I expect the memory will grow
stronger. The old guys I know who
actually saw combat don’t want to
talk about it, but a future generation
will be less reticent.

The English are still embarrassed
at how King Henry V cut the throats
of his French prisoners in 1415. 1
suspect the Japanese will need 500
years to live down their series of
Pearl Harbors.

Harwell shows
mall-goers why
he’s ‘Senior

of the Year’

HILE DOING SOME Christmas shopping
Friday morning at Westland Mall. Virginia
Robbins came across a Christmas present
for herself.

Robbins, a Canton resident, unexpectedly met be-
loved former Tigers' announcer, Ernie Harwell — and
it was probably the best surprise she'll receive this holi-
day season.

Robbins wasn’t there to meet Harwell, but she
couldn't help but run over to the legendary announcer
after hearing (what else?) his voice from a distance.
Harwell was on hand at B. Dalton Bookseller to auto-
graph copies of his new book, “Diamond Gems.”

After spotting Harwell, Robbins couldn’t resist pur-
chasing a couple of books, although I won't say for
whom. That wouldn’t be fair.

“I heard his voice (from a distance), and I thought,
‘Oh God, that's Ernie Harwell,” ” Robbins said. “You
can't mistake that voice. It'll always be there.”

Harwell began autographing books at about 11 a.m.
and by 12:30 p.m. it had already been a long day for the
hall of fame announcer. Earlier that morning he was on
the air at WCAR, AM 1090, in Livonia, accepting the
station’s first-ever Michigan “Senior of the Year” hon-
or.

WCAR IS the only radio station in Michigan with a
talk show program exclusively for senior citizens, enti-
tled “Senior Spotlight” and hosted by Larry Bensman.
The show airs every Friday morning at 9 a.m. and pro-
ducer/account executive Mary Lou Janiga said to end
its fifth season, the station decided to honor Harwell as
its first-ever “Senior of the Year” recipient.

Harwell and his wife, Lulu, make their home in
Farmington Hills and plan on keeping the residence
even if he accepts another play-by-play job in the
American League.

He ruled out taking over the play-by-play duties in
Baltimore and New York, however, and might even end
up in television with ESPN or one of the networks.

“In the next month I'll make up my mind,” he said.
“I'm as much in the dark right now as you are.”

Harwell is well deserving of the honor of “Senior of
the Year” — having overcome several setbacks in the
last 12 months.

We all remember a year ago at this time when the
Tigers and WJR radio unexpectedly and so insensitively
fired Harwell after 31 years as the team'’s play-by-play
man, allowing him to serve only one more year.

A month later, in January, his wife was diagnosed
with breast cancer. The cancer is in remission and
Lulu's condition has improved greatly — “she’s quite
healthy right now,” Harwell said — but then in August
the couple got some more bad news when lightning
struck their Farmington Hills home, causing major
damage.

Fortunately neither one was in the house at the time.

“I think Lulu was shopping at the time and I was at
Tiger Stadium,” said Harwell, who can laugh about the
experience now. “I didn’t know about the lightning hit-
ting my house until an announcer from Toronto, Tom
Cheek, said ‘Hey Ernie, your house is on TV.'

“We just had to keep our faith in God and keep on
keeping on. I can’t look back. I've got to look forward.”

IN TYPICAL Harwell fashion, he said he wasn’t sure
why he deserved the award from WCAR

“This is fantastic, but I don’t know why they picked
me," he said. “I guess they’ve got to have somebody.”

Janiga was convinced Harwell was something special
about a month ago when he came in to the WCAR studio
to be interviewed by another local radio personality.

HAKEN BY invasions from
the Tatars, Persians, Rus-

clung tenaciously to their religion,
culture and traditions.

TODAY, ARMENIANS are scat-
tered throughout the metropolitan
area, but they stick together. When
the .earthquake struck, Armenian
Americans rallied to quickly
dispatch aid

“We continue to raise funds. They
haven't revived completely,” said
the Rev. Vahan N. Tootikian, pastor
of the Armenian Congregational
Church in Southfield. “They are com-
ing back, but it is a hard struggle.
You can't solve the problem in light
of the present economy, it is com-
pletely shattered.

“Armenians have always been op-
timistic, they've seen many hard-
ships, but have always been a people
of hope who believe the future will
be better,” said Tootikian.

Filled with hope over the changes
in the Soviet Union, Armenians forge
ahead.

It has been their fortune, or mis-
fortune, to be strategically located
where east meets west on trade
routes bordering Turkey, the Soviet
Union and Persia (Iran).

“Food brings Armenians togeth-
er,” said Gary Reizian, owner of Up-
town Deli and catering in Farming-
ton Hills. “One way we keep our cul-
ture alive is through food,” said Judy
Mardigian of Plymouth.

Although they grew up in different
cities, Reizian in Lathrup Village,
Mardigian in Dearborn Heights, as
second generation Armenians they
have a lot in common

Mardigian’s father grew up in Del-
ray, her mother in Detroit near Del-
ray. Reizian's father grew up in Del-
ray, his mother in Highland Park. As
children they lived with their par-
ents, grandparents, brothers and sis-
ters in an extended family house-
hold.

REIZIAN IS married to an Ar-
menian woman, Sue, they have two
children, Lauren, 9 and Nicole 8 and
live in West Bloomfield.

Mardigian is also a small business
owner. She and her husband Si
Nahra, who is part Lebanese, oper-
ate Health Decisions, Inc. a health
care consulting firm in Plymouth.
They also have two children. Charlie,
3%, and Sandy, 16 months.

Mardigian and Reizian both enjoy
cooking, and carrying on recipes

that were passed down generation to
generation.

“When Armenians get together we
have feasts, food is important,” said
Reizian. “Our family gets together
almost every Sunday,” said Mardigi-
an.

Dinner begins with mezza; (appet-
izers). One of Mardigian’s favorite
appetizers is basturma, a spicy,
cured piece of beef tenderloin that's
eaten with pita bread. Other dishes
that might be on a mezza table in-
clude homemade pickles (tourshou),
stuffed grape leaves, braided string
cheese; spicy sausage (sudjuk), and
pastries filled with meat, spinach or
cheese (bourek).

A first
distillation results in a milky, 28 per-
cent alcohol liquid.

In a second distillation, the head
and tail distillates are separated
from the heart having an average
strength of 70 percent alcohol. It is
then aged and blended to produce
the brandy called cognac. Distilled
water is gradually added over a pe-

riod of years to bring the cognac to
the desired 40 percent alcohol before
bottling.

Cognac is aged entirely in 90-gal-
lon Limousine or Troncais oak bar-
rels, some as old as 50 years. Barrel
aging gives tannin, allows oxidation,
and adds color to the otherwise col-
orless spirit. Approximately four
percent (28 million bottles) of cognac
evaporates annually from the aging
barrels as “the angels share.”

Cognac’s consistent taste is main-
tained by a master blender who has
at his disposal a flavor bank of more
than 350 cognacs of different age
and origin. The process of blending
these cognacs depends more on the
blender’s nose than his taste. Very
little is tasted in the task that re-
quires many years of training and
apprenticeship. The skill is frequent-
ly passed from father to son for gen-
erations of master blenders em-
ployed by a given cognac house.

Each producer establishes, main-
tains and jealousy guards the signa-
ture house style. This style combines
aroma, body and taste characteris-

tics integrated into a harmonious
flavor. Aroma is very important to a
cognac's style and may emphasize
flowers, fruits, nuts or wood. The
body, texture and mouth-feel may
range from medium to full and
should be smooth and silky.

Since cognac is always a blend,
the law prohibits any mention of age
as part of the label. Quality grades,
established by law, guarantee the
minimum age of cognac used in a
blend and the minimum aging peri-
od.

The following designations are
found on cognac labels: Three Star
or Very Special (VS) means that the
average aging period of the cognac
is five to nine years. Very Superior
Old Pale (VSOP) contains cognac
with an average age of 12 to 20
years. Cognacs labeled Extra Old
(X0), Napoleon, Extra or Vielle Re-
serve apply to older cognacs with
ages up to 40 years. The top of each
producer’s line includes a 50-year-
old cognac, given a house name and
marketed in a special crystal de-
canter.

devils in Latino fantasy

When the smoke clears and the
shouting dies down, there is a birth
to welcome, for art is born of revo-
lution. Conceived by migrant farm
workers during the Great Grape
Strike of 1965, 4Luis Valdez's El
Teatro Campesino presents a very
non-traditional film production of
the traditional Latino Christmas
play about the shepherds’ journey to
visit the newborn Jesus Christ, the
world's greatest revolutionary
Aired as part of PBS' “Great Per-
formances,” the musical “La Pas-
torela”’ debuts on Monday, Dec. 23

With a performance history dat-
ing back to the infant days of Chris-
tianity in Spain and England, pas-
torelas, or shepherds plays, were
brought to Mexico in the 16th centu-
ry by Franciscan missionaries
Focusing on the attempts by Lucifer
and his demons to sway the pastores
(shepherds) from their pilgrimage
with temptations of riches and plea-
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sures’of the flesh, the pastorela cele-
brates the triumph of good over evil,
while, in typical Mexican versions,
taking the time for satirical refer-
ences to deserving local figures.

Writer /director Luis Valdez (“La
Bamba,” “Zoot Suit”) has modern-
ized the story by utilizing a device
which has become a cliche in films:
the dream induced by a blow to the
head. The young protagonist Gila
(Karla Montana), after complaining
to her mother about their family's
poverty being perpetuated by the
birth of yet another sibling, reluc-
tantly attends the village mission’s
production of “'La Pastorela,” where
she is accidentally knocked uncon-
scious. Gila is thus cast into the ex-
perience of the play; she is now one
of the shepherds in a confused set-
ting where Bethlehem is a migrant
workers' camp and hell a toxic-
waste dump.

The shepherds are visited by the
armor-clad archangel Michael (Lin-
da Ronstadt), who announces the
birth of the Christ child. The good
pastores gladly embark on their
journey to the scene of the nativity,
but Lucifer (Robert Beltran, of
“Eating Raoul”) has sent his motor-
cycle-riding devils to stifle their in-
tentions and divert them from the
path of righteousness

Paul Rodriguez is wonderfully
terrible as Satanas, leader of the
pck of devils, and Cheech Marin is

hilarious as the singing sultan El
Cosmico, who delivers twisted lines
like “Cosmic love and peace on
you.” Fans of Tex-Mex music will
enjoy the appearances of Texas Tor-
nados’ Freddy Fender and Flaco
Jimenez as shepherds, and Little
Joe y La Familia as El Cosmico's
harem band; this in addition to songs
throughout this musical by Los Lo-
bos. Perhaps the oddest bit of cast-
ing in this Latino fantasy is that of
the mission priest, played by Don
Novello in his “Saturday Night
Live” alter ego, Father Guido Sar-
ducci

“La Pastorela” offers entertain-
ment on many levels and in two lan-
guages (the songs are in Spanish
with English subtitles, while the dia-
logue is in English with Spanish
sprinklings). When this colorful pi-
nata bursts upon the small screen,
viewers will be showered with gifts
of comedy, drama, romance, horror
and inspiration. The shepherd’s jour-
ney proves to be an analogy for our
own trek through life, for the best
rewards are the hardest to reach
