Iti geniality almost seems to
mock the shroud of mystique per-
petually surrounding Butch Han-
cock and his fellow Lone Star
Mongwriting brethren.

The aura of which is puzzling to
Hancock himself, whose songs are
steeped (ironically) in the
furthright tradition forged in a
guitar-harmonica style. He's not
sure as to what his role is in this

pervading myth whipped up like a
detached shrub on a desolate

road, and the best explanation
he's heard for it came from a
Finnish woman on a bus while on
tour in Europe.

"Someone asked approximately
the same question... the guide
sort of looked off in the distance

and thought heavylike and said,
It's the image of the lone rider

under the free skies,"' said Han-
coek, a native of Lubbock, Texas,
"It was a real poignant thing.

"I don't know if I've contribut-
eci to it or detracted from it be-
cause I've been on both sides of
it."

In Hancock's case, it was a trac.

tar rather than a horse. The image
of a solitary· figure contemplating
life's complexities amid the vast
openess of the Texas plane is still
vivid and indeed romantic.

When Hancock would toil be-
hind the wheel in the West Texas
/fields, he'd finish a row of crops
and jot down a few words.

'West Texas Waltzes (and Duat
Blown Tractor Tunes)," Han-
cock's firQt solo effort that

launched a prolific songwriting
career Mpanning two decades and
12 albums. Emmylou Harris
recorded Hancock's "If You Were
