Talk of merging fire, police and other services
with neighboring communities is on again but
a new approach might make things go smoother
this time, some Plymouth city commissioners
are suggesting.

At the regular commission meeting Monday,
commissioner Doug Miller suggested getting to
gether on less complex items first, to build a ba
sis for cooperating on bigger items like joint fire
protection.

“In the past, we looked at ones that benefit us
the most,” Miller said.

Instead, “Let's pick one that we can do in a
short period of time and we can build on that
success,” he said.

Commissioner Jim Jabara also suggested
forming a committee of private citizens to help

work on merging services, to help diverse com
munities find a common ground for agreement

“It's real important to get people out in the
community that have some concerns,” he said

Commissioner Bill McAninch noted that a cit
izens committee put together three proposed city
charter revisions but two were rejected by voters,
to suggest that use of this approach doesn’t guar
antee success.

Still, McAninch added, “That will help com
municate what is going on.”

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Area libraries roll with
hard economic punches

As the Livonia Library fought budget cuts only to
suffer blows, librarians in area public libraries
watched carefully and considered their own situa
tions. Some thankful, some empathetic

Last week, the Livonia Library, which serves
100,800 people, eliminated seven full- and part-
time positions, and reduced service at each branch
to 48 hours weekly from 64. Michael Deller, city
librarian, said the operating budget for 1992 to 1993
is $3.64 million down from $3.69 million last
year

Jean Tabor, Canton Township Library director,
said the township library has been lucky.

“We have been very fortunate. The economy is
having a hard impact on most libraries — any pro-
fessional journal will tell you that,” Tabor said
“Even well-funded libraries have had to proceed
with caution.”

The 1992 budget for Canton library, which serves
about 57,000 people, was about $1.526 million and
rose steadily from $1.35 million in 1988. But Tabor
said 25 percent of the budget automatically goes
toward paying for the library’'s new facility — a

The Canton, Livonia and Plymouth District Li-
brary both have millages. For the Plymouth library,
which serves 33,200 people, the budget has risen
from $825,300 in 1988 to $1.239 million in 1992.
Budget woes

But Patricia Thomas, Plymouth library director,
said budget spurts in the last 15 years are a “result
of being reorganized several times, operating under
different funding’ and totally different governing
structures.”

In 1978 the Plymouth library was an arm of the
Wayne County library, became a department of the
city in 1981, and then independent in 1986. This
year’s millage is 1.0145 mills.

“It resolves certain problems for us,” Thomas
said. “From my experience here, | think it's a good
thing. It’s not practical or possible in some places,
but it worked for us. But if something were to hap-
pen to the property tax next year, we would be in
the same position as Livonia. We've been lucky.”

From videos to floppy disks,
libraries pursue technology

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_ Keeping up with the times is no
epsy task for the public library -
especially when the times are dol-
fars-short and needs-high.

= But many libraries are running
the hurdles to keep up with main-
fream technology by providing
¢pmputers, videos and compact
discs.

Most libraries, whatever the
size. have computers for public
use. The Canton Township Li-
brary which serves more than
57,000 people has five computers.
The Wayne-Westland Library
gerves more than 104,600 people
m two cities and has two comput-
ers - but the library does not have
Foom to put the computers in a
Place for public use.
® Libraries are also moving to of-

"

mation database systems like Di-
alog or CD-ROM. Canton patrons
will have access in January, while
Livonia patrons already have ac-
cess to Dialog. Some of the infor-
mation accessed from Dialog is
available on compact disc.

“We're always looking for new
ways to provide information,”
said Jean Tabor, director of the
Canton library. “It’s a definitely a
focus. But it’s a balancing act. We
can't have everything we want be-
cause of constraints in the budg-
et. We have to strike a balance be-
tween buying materials inside the
library and buying technology to
access materials outside the li-
brary.”

Patricia Thomas, head of the
Plymouth District Library, said
that library tries to concentrate

more funds to go toward technolo-
gy improvements.

“Libraries don't have to buy
every book out,” Thomas said.
“We concentrate on popular ma-
terials and children’s materials,
knowing that we could get more
technical things through inter-li-
brary loans.” '

Libraries are also trying to in-
crease their offerings of videos,
compact discs and cassette tapes.
Checking out recent movie re-
leases usually costs about $4 for
three days, but many libraries
loan videos free for a week.

The Livonia library has 35,000
recorded materials, which in-
cludes videos, compact discs and
cassette tapes. This year's budget

One of the
comforting as-
pects of walking
through the for-
est during the
late fall and win-
ter is the absence
of insects. If deer
flies, black flies
and mosquitoes
were not around,

= Nowcxi think of insects

being a nuisance. Farmers, on
the other hand, could add a few
more to the list.

But if insects are absent in win-
ter, yet we see them again every

spring and summer, what hap-
pens to them when they are ab-
sent? There are three common
strategies. One is that insects
spend winter as an egg.
Grasshoppers exhibit this meth-
od. In spring, miniature
grasshoppers emerge from eggs
and begin to eat and grow. It is
not until late summer and fall, af-
ter they have grown, that we no-
tice them.

Some insects, like moths,
spend the cold winter months in a
resting stage, or pupa. Pupa can
be covered by a cocoon, or they
can be naked. Sphinx moths just
form a pupa in the ground and re-
main there all winter. Exposure to

New way ignores 3 R’s, parents say:

A growing number of Plymouth-
Canton parents say they’re concerned
that their elementary-school-aged
children will struggle for the rest of
their academic careers because of
gaps in their educational foundation.

A petition is being circulated with-
in the district, requesting that the
board of education hold a workshop
to address the issue.

Plymouth-Canton - Community
Schools introduced ‘“‘developmentally

appropriate practices” into the class-
room three years ago. The intent was
to recognize that children learn at dif-
ferent rates and in different ways by
helping them progress individually.
Parents critical of the educational
process say that while the philosophy
may be sound, educational basics are
being lost in the shuffle in classes
that are too large. They say their
third- and fourth-graders can’t spell
or sound out words, can’t identify a
vowel, and can't do simple math.
They also note that developmental

education, adopted in England sever-
al years ago, has been abandoned in
favor of more traditional instruction.

Grades too high

Adding to the problem is the fact
that students are receiving grades
better than they deserve, “all in the
name of enhancing self-esteem.”
Teachers critical of the process refer
to it as the “do-nothing, know-noth-
ing curriculum.”

Sue and Jim Mills say their daugh-
ter, who is in her fourth year of devel-
opmental education, “has gaps in her
foundation which she is going to need
for a long time. We are quite dis-
turbed, and we know many people
who've put their kids in private
schools because of this.

“Our daughter isn’t exceptional,
but she’s bright,” said Sue Mills.
“We’re not trying to raise an Einstein
here; we just want her to be able to
compete when she’s in school. We
want her to be able to go to college.”

Assessing students’ progress is a
major problem, Mills added. “There’s
no way to compare or track these
kids. Whatever students happen to do
is just wonderful. They never tell
them their spelling is wrong.”

Carol Lizzio recently took her son
out of Bird Elementary and enrolled
him in a private school because of her
concerns about instructional methods
in Plymouth-Canton schools.

“Julian learned to read with phon-

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School millage :

Increase is needed, but hushed

erhaps we should call it the silent mil-
lage campaign. That's what the Plym-
outh Canton school system is trying to
run on the public again.

It’s tiresome.

Members of the Plymouth Canton school
board know they're going to have to ask voters
to approve a millage increase in 1993, probably
on April 6, but neither they nor school officials
are saying it publicly.

A 17.74 property tax renewal is up next year,
and that will be on the ballot. However, approv-
al won't generate enough money. The district’s
revenues for the 1993-94 school year are esti-
mated at $80.6 million and expenses at $80.7
million.

Also, the district’s contract with teachers is
up. It's a wild card thrown into the deck.

School officials should face facts. Last year
they tried to run a low-keyed, quiet millage
election and voters rejected the increase any-
way.

Those officials should change their style and
be honest with the public. They should an-
nounce early that more money will be needed to
keep the present level of teachers in the class-
room.

Also, the school board should put any millage
increase on the June ballot. It’s the date voters
are accustomed to for school issues.

Any other date for an election is a cynical and
devious method of dealing with the public.

Libraries worm through crises

t first glance, all looks rosy for municipal
A libraries. Usage is up and so is library

spending in most western Wayne and
Oakland County communities.

But chances are some real problems are lurk-
ing just underneath the bottom line in your li-
brary’s budget. Truth is, public libraries — and
the materials that line their shelves — have be-
come the bastard stepchild of city and township
budget cutters and tax-tired voters in the
leaner, meaner "90s.

B The Livonia Library, for example, on Dec. 1
eliminated seven full- and part-time positions
and cut service at each of three branches from
64 hours weekly to 48. The cuts represent about
$50,000 of the library’s $3.64 million budget, ac-
cording to Michael Deller, city librarian. They
are designed to help the city cope with a pro-
jected $2-million shortfall for fiscal 1993.

B In West Bloomfield, the budget for two
branch libraries has increased from about $1.5
to $2 million since 1989. There has been virtu-
ally no growth in per capita spending, though,
as usership has increased dramatically in the
same period — from 287,000 visitors in 1989 to
an estimated 361,000 this year.

B Rochester is struggling to fund its new li-
brary — built in response to demonstrated de-
mand — after voters rejected a one-mill in-
crease last August.

B Then there is the tiny Wayne-Westland Li-
brary, which continues its brave effort to serve

two communities (104,000 people). Repeated at-

tempts to pass a millage for a separate West-

land library have failed.

These, we note, are different symptoms of the
same disease — a tremendous failure to under-
stand and lack of respect for public libraries
and the role they play in modern suburban life.

The cure: a massive dose of attitude adjust-
ment.

Let’s start with local government. Officials

must stop treating libraries like sacrificial

lambs and start giving them equal footing with
public safety and trash pickup as vital commu-
nity services.

Yes, people want cops on their street, an
EMS crew at their door in minutes and curb-
side recycling. But remember, too, that more
Birmingham-area residents will walk through
the doors of the Baldwin Libary than all three
of those services combined.

At least one local leader has privately con-
fessed a strategy of pumping money into his li-
brary budget during good times — just so

| there’s an easy place to cut when things get

tight.

Slow, steady expansion to match growth
would be a far better approach. While libraries
have been marketing themselves as high-tech
information centers, money for books and other
traditional materials should have the same pri-
ority as computer terminals and building a ca-
pable, experienced library staff.

Maybe then voters will get the idea that li-
braries are more than frilly niceties to dress up
a community.

Outlaw PAC campaign money

ust after last month’s vote, I wrote a col-

umn in this newspaper arguing that noth-

ing in the election results would change
the enduring fact that our political system was

'in crisis, managed by careerist politicians and

dominated by special interest money.

I urged political reform right here in Michi-
gan and invited readers to send in their
thoughts to start a dialogue. I received a num-
ber of sensible and worthwhile responses. Here
is a sample:

Carter Lahring of Gaines got right to the
heart of it: “I think they ought to outlaw the
PACs (political action committees). They are
just buying votes.”

Donald Young of Northville looked into the
same problem: “The problem is that the largest
special interest in America — the average work-
ing, taxpaying, middle-income American — is
not heard, considered, or even represented in
the functioning of government. This largest
class of Americans is only considered as the
source of payment for all government spending
for the special interests.”

What to do about this? Young suggests: “Sew
up the deep pockets. Let campaigns be financed
by the people the politicians are supposed to
represent — all Americans. Allow only contri-
butions from individuals and/or provide for
government funding of candidates at an equal
amount for all candidates.”

Several people made useful suggestions di-
rected at the role of the news media in driving
up the costs of campaigning.

Halina Frizzelle of Pinckney urged a “free
newspaper section for all candidates with por-
sonal history and agenda.”

We try to do this regularly at this mh
often in cooperation with the League of Women
Voters.

Frizzelle also suggested free TV and radio
time during campaigns. But she also encour-
md candidates to get back to basics: The

“campaign should consist mainly of personal
appearances at district party functions, city
halls or township halls. Mostly leg work."”

The first objective for the
Plymouth Canton boys swim
team is the development of depth.

The Chiefs are led once again
by junior standout Ron Orris, and
they have a number of other qual-
ity swimmers to complement him.

Heslops defy odds to reach retail success

® A Plymouth couple took a retail gamble and parlayed it into a
major chain of gift stores despite their initial lack of business

expertise.

Barbara and Ronald Heslop of
Plymouth took $15,000 from their
bank account in 1975 and bought a
run-down card shop.

This year the couple has 14
Heslop’s locations throughout Michi-
gan, and annual sales have topped
$26 million. And next year they hope
to open at least one store in Ohio.

That’s quite an accomplishment
for a pair who had no business experi-
ence when they started out. Their
success, Ronald said, is based on pro-
viding excellent service.

“That should be a given,” he said,
adding that each sales person is given
specialized training.

“If I knew then what I know today,
I may not have gone in business,”
Ronald said.

In fact, they couldn't have known
less about running a business; and to
prove the point he tells his “green
stories.”

He was so green when he sold his
first figurine he put it in a brown pa-
per bag and handed it to the custom-
er. The woman was shocked by his
careless packaging and asked if he at
least had tissue. Not knowing what
wrapping tissue was, Ronald said she
could buy tissue paper at the grocery
store.

If they had consulted the experts,
Barbara said, they probably would
have been advised against buying the

shop at Five Mile and Merriman
Road. But it turned out to be a great
foundation to their business, Ronald
added.

“We had no idea where to buy mer-
chandise, and we never even heard
the term ‘trade show’ before,” Ronald
said.

Barbara, 29 at the time, left her
bank job to work at their new busi-
ness every morning through the after-
noon. Their two sons, John and Tom,
studied and played in the back room.

Ronald, who was 32 and worked in
insurance, took the night shift. He
was making change for customers
from his pocket. And the first time
they made a sale over $100, Barbara
said, they celebrated with a Chinese
dinner.

Two years after they started, the
Heslops took out their first bank loan
because they were advised to estab-
lish credit. They used the money to

buy lighting fixtures.

In time, they learned that china is
typically bought in complete sets and
there was also an opportunity to sell
related merchandise, like crystal and
flatware. Today, they specialize in
china, crystal, stemware, silverware
and collectibles.

Two-thirds of the business is wed-
ding related with an emphasis on
shower and bridal registries. Sales
people help customers match place
settings with silverware and glass-
ware. Brides are encouraged to take
home place settings to see what they
look like on their own tables.

Each Heslop’s has 1,500 patterns of
china, crystal stemware and silver-
ware.

There are nine stores in metro-De-
troit including Livonia, Lakeside
Mall, Southfield in the Tel-Ex Plaza,

What Highland Park is losing
is tax base, not jobs. At least

Oakland Mall, Eastland Mall,
Dearborn Heights, Macomb Mall,
Meadowbrook Village Mall and
Novi Town Center.

“l worry about tornados,”

of the fragile merchandise.

What sets Heslop’s apart from
department stores is its ware-
house inventory. When customers
order an item it can be delivered
immediately. The customer
misses the long delays after re-
tailers order from the distribu-
tots, Ronald said.

Walking through the ware-
house, Ronald picked up a salt
and pepper shaker and explained
that complete sets, even less pop-
ular patterns, are warehoused.

Meteor
showers are named for the con-
stellation from which they appear
to radiate, in this case Gemini.

Meteors are more commonly
- known as “falling stars” because
“they look like little stars falling
from the sky. Out in space there
are rocks, stones, grains of dust,
and other rubbish tumbling
around. If one of these objects
falls into our atmosphere it heats
up because of friction and burns,
and gives off light. A patient
skywatcher can expect to see a few
sporadic (occasional) meteors any
clear night.

The Geminid swarm is one of
the richest. An observer can ex-
pect to see an average of 50
meteors every hour, which is

The moon is at last quarter
phase at 2:13 p.m. on Dec. 16. It is
beginning the last-quarter of its
orbit around the earth, but won't
be visible until it rises on the
morning of the 17th. Later on the
evening of the 16th, Venus will be
five degrees to the lower right of
Saturn.

Production companies form network

It's no Silicon Valley, but a
complex of three buildings with
110,000 square feet in Farmington
Hills — Studio Center — has be-
come a magnet for media-related
production companies here and
the Midwest.

“Since Studio Center first
opened in 1985, we've been able to
consistently attract and maintain
a base of resident companies
whose businesses center around
the varied aspects of film, video
and print production,” said Allan
Rothfeder, executive vice presi-
dent of Studio Center Investment
Co.

“This is due in large part to the
ambience and sense of camara-
derie which is created by our
tenants’ understanding of each
other’s efforts and needs,” he
said. “Many of the residents regu-
larly network and share resources
within the complex.”

“It's a similar concept to the
Hollywood studio lot where all of
the facilities and related types of
business are available to a user so
they can efficiently and effectively
complete a project,” he said.

All but about 8,000 square feet
is occupied, Rothfeder said.

Other major tenants include
Grace & Wild, a large video and
postproduction facility; Victor
Duncan Inc,, a warehouse for au-

dio, film, video and lighting
equipment; and Ron Rose Pro-
ductions, an audio production
and postproduction facility.

“Some of our tenant’s clients
are auto related, some are ad
agencies, some are retail estab-
lishments,” Rothfeder said. “It
runs the whole gamut — banks,
TV stations, Fortune 500 compa-
nies.”

Studio Center is on a seven-
acre site in the Farmington Free-
way Industrial Park. The cluster
of similar communications/me-
dia-oriented operations, as well as
physical location, proved attrac-
tive to many tenants.

“It was very sophisticated how
it was put together,” Grace said.
“We had warehouse space that
had to be customized special for
Victor Duncan. Ron Rose studios
had special soundproofing and
special floors for computers and
audio equipment.”

Budget problems nix

Plymouth art festival

lymouth Community Arts Council’s on-

again, off-again Michigan all-media fine

arts competition is off-again, a victim of
the lagging economy and arts cutbacks.

“We still want to showcase Michigan artistic
and cultural talent but we want do so in a way
that makes these programs self-supporting and
raises enough money to bring our other programs
back,” said Kathy Savitskie, outgoing PCAC exec-
utive director.

Since Gov. John Engler cut arts funding two
years ago, the 23-year-old community creative arts
council has tried to maintain programs.

“But this year,” Savitskie said, “we decided to
take a hit on programming and answer Gov. En-
gler’s challenge — to work at the home level to
replenish funding. Our volunteers have been out-
standing in stepping up and facing the challenge.
But we’re now pretty much at the max.”

Michigan Art *92, a juried exhibition first held
in 1988 and 1989, showcased 30 Michigan artists
last January. It cost about $5,000 to produce.
Prize money totaled $2,000.

- State funding falls

PCAC received a $1,900 Michigan Council for
the Arts grant for 1991-92, a reduction of $400
from last year. In the past, the grant averaged
$7,000. This year, PCAC sought $10,000 for its
general fund.

About 90 percent of the volunteer-driven
group's $100,000 budget comes from fund-raising,
grants, memberships and donations.

The downward trend in state funding wiped out
Plymouth-Canton Community Schools teacher
project assistance grants this fall. Teachers have
used the art education grants to help bring outside
artists, art projects and art events into the class-
room, furnish music materials for the elementar-
ies, heighten String awareness at the junior high
level and provide humanities programs at the sen-
ior high level. These grants have totaled an aver-
age of $8,000 a year.

Student cultural arts study scholarships have
been cut back. But any profits from the $10 regis-
tration fees for the “Focus on Michigan’” amateur
photography contest and the “Christmas Gift
Trends” children’s gift-making sessions will help
restore funding. Ditto for any profits from Plym-
outh-Canton teacher Dave King's impersonation
of Elvis at 12:30 p.m.

Council cutbacks also have affected the Russell
L. Isbister Memorial Collection, a selection of stu-
dent artwork that’s professionally matted and
framed and rotated through the schools as a trav-
eling show.

“All of these programs give students a chance to
compete, develop their talent and gain encourage-
ment,” Savitskie said.

On the bubble if funding continues to slide is
PCAC's Art Lady program. Volunteers take port-
folios of artistic and sculptural reproductions into
the schools, exposing kids to fine art.

Fund-raisers planned

Savitskie hopes to repeat the success of a Febru-
ary dinner theater that featured John Maxwell in
“Oh Mr. Faulkner, Do You Write?” in the May-
flower Hotel. A dinner theater next February will
feature folk singer Josh White Jr.

A community concert, similar to Music in the
Park, is planned for early 1993 at the Penn.

A nominal admission fee will be charged for
each event.

“We're seeking corporate grants to help un-
derwrite our programs but it’s tough out there,”
Savitskie said. “Everybody’s looking for them.
The economy has made it hard for corporate
groups to work on gift giving.”

She also hopes to elicit more support from clubs
and foundations as well as boost membership
from the current roster of 250.

Meanwhile, a capital drive continues to raise
the $765,000 needed to convert Henry Ford I's 69-
year-old Plymouth Plant, now a Wayne County
parks garage, into the Wilcox Mill Arts Center, a
regional arts complex. Fund-raising so far has
topped $100,000.

Janet Campbell, who chairs the teacher project
assistance grant program, yearns for its return.

“It involved wonderful teachers with terrific ide-
as,” she said. “We had money to allow their ideas
to come to fruition in music, art, theater, litera-
ture.

“The program hit every grade. We had storytell-
ers come to the elementaries, live theater and
jewelry making to the middle schools, issue-ori-
ented speakers to the high schools.

Pueblo fetish carvers to grab

For a third year, Native West hosts
a winter festival spotlighting Native
American arts by welcoming Pueblo
fetish carvers Andy and Roberta
Abeita of New Mexico.

The festival runs Friday-Sunday,
Dec. 11-13, at the Southwest arts gal-
lery, 863 W. Ann Arbor Trail, Plym-
outh.

The husband and wife duo will
demonstrate the fine art of carving
stone fetishes and sculpture through-
out the three days.

“We're so excited about the show.
We'll have a range of art by our
Southwestern guests, from Cherokee
to Pueblo and Navajo,” said Becky
Dodson, gallery co-owner with hus-

band Doug.

“Alberta and Andy have a really
unique style. Andy lectures all over
the United States on his heritage and
art.”

Accompanying the Abeitas, award-
winning Cherokee artist William
“Bill” Rabbit flies in from Oklahoma
to exhibit nearly 50 acrylic paintings,
meet show visitors and answer ques-
tions about his work.

Rabbit is nationally known for his
towering cloaked figures romantically
set against a Southwest sky. His
paintings evoke an indescribable
mood, almost a sensuality.

“Last time Bill brought the more
vibrant paintings. He'll also be bring-
ing those with a little softer palette
this time,” Dodson said.

Edwin ‘Bing” Crosby, an interna-
tional Indian jewelry collector and
trader with nearly 40 years of Ameri-
can Indian art knowledge, will spice
the entire event, exhibiting thousands
of valuable pieces of traditional and
contemporary jewelry, handcrafted
from silver and gold by the Navajo,
Zuni and Hopi.

“It's a special show we've put to-
gether to bring the finest quality and
variety of Native American arts and
crafts out of the Southwest to the
Plymouth area so they can buy Amer-
ican-made products in time for
Christmas,” said Crosby, in an inter-
view from the gallery in Old Town's
Bazaar del Mundo in San Diego.

“We try to bring every type of Indi-
an jewelry, from the traditional hand-

made sterling silver designs, to gold
over silver geometric pieces plus a se-
lection of the Old Pueblo Storyteller
designs.”

Along with jewelry, Crosby will
bring handcarved knives by Ted Mil-
ler, An array of animal fetishes and
stone sculpture, some 200 to 300 carv-
ings created in the Zuni tradition by
the Abeitas, also will be available.

“Fetishes are one of the spiritual,
healing images that the Indians have
used for years. Fetishes are good luck
omens and healing gods used for
planting crops, illnesses or to ward off
evil spirits,” Crosby said.

Prehistoric fetishes have been
found in ruins and cliff dwellings in

During the 1980s, German
artists working in styles de-
scribed as “wild” and “neo-ex-
pressionistic” attracted inter-
national acclaim for the first
time in the postwar period.

the Southwestern United States.
They have played an important
part in Indian culture for thou-
sands of years.

Bear, wolf, mountain lion and
buffale along with other animal
and bird fetishes, represent differ-
ent natures and strengths. The
bear being the most powerful of
spiritual beliefs stands for
strength, the Power of the Soul.

The wolf stands for curiosity
and the never-ending journey for
survival leading on the road to a
good life. The mountain lion, rep-
resenting cunning and resource-
fulness, relays ambition. The buf-
falo, having power equal to the
bear, brings us strength and en-
durance to overcome our
weaknesses.

“Andy takes the time to explain
what they mean and believes in
their power himself,” Crosby said.

The Abeitas have been carving
fetishes for nearly a decade. While
Andy carves the stone, Roberta
prepares the medicine bundles
tied on the back of the animal.

Roberta composes a particular
assortment of shells, stones,
feathers, antlers and carved stone
shapes for each. Coral in a medi-
cine bundle represents all life in
the ocean; blue stones, the birds
of the sky; black stones, the life of
the night; brown, the things of the
earth; and white, winter. Feathers
represent all the colors of earth
and sky.

A Heartline, or lifeline of inlaid
stone on some of the animals,
runs from the mouth where
breath gives life and points to the
soul (spirit) where faith and inner
strength preside.

Prehistoric fetishes were carved
from some of the stones still used
today.

“The Abeitas use all of the
traditional Southwestern stones.
The big fetishes are carved out of
alabaster and soapstone. The
smaller ones are turquoise, pipe-
stone, jet, malachite and serpen-
tine,” Dodson said.

Fetish prices run from the low
twenties to $1,800 for coffee-table
size sculptures. Bill Rabbit paint-
ings range from $125 to $6,000,
unframed prints from $12 to $125.

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Don’t be downcast about overcast skies

deep blue skies
in all your pic-
tures, thinking
that’s the only
way you can
bring home the
good shots? If so,
you're missing
out on a lot of
photo opportuni-
ties.

Overcast skies, often referred to
as “blah weather days,” can actu-
ally provide you with numerous
photo possibilities just not ob-
tainable with any other kind of
weather conditions.

Overcast days possess a soft,
special light quality you can't get
on a sunny day. Outdoor por-
traits, for example, are much more
flattering when shot under over-
cast skies. The lighting is delicate
and natural and harsh shadows
are non-existent. Squinty eyes are

eliminated and genuine, relaxed
expressions are easily captured on
your film.

You might think that colors ap-
pear more brilliant on a sunny
day. Quite the contrary. Subtle
overcast light will actually inten-
sify colors and make that red barn
or green maple leaves more vivid.

Astute photographers are well
aware that overcast lighting will
produce more glorious and satu-
rated autumn colors than direct
sunlight in our fall color season
just ended.

Remember, too, that film can't

see” the same way as can the
human eye. In other words, film
doesn’t have the latitude that the
eye possesses.

On a bright, sunny day, our
eyes can easily and quickly adjust
to extreme contrast differences
while viewing a scene. We can see
the details in the shadows while
at the same time can pick out tex-
ture in an area lit-by a burst of
sunbeams.

But film can’t respond in this

way and often our sunny day pho-
tos 'lll have distracting “hot

" areas in our prints where
the image is too bright and detail
is lost.

Rest assured, the subtle litht
quality on an overcast day won't
pcoduco annoying “hot spots.”

contrast will con-
formtotluhutudoofyourﬁlm
and a very pleasing print will be
yours.

You might ask, “Shouldn’t I al-
ways try to have a dramatic cloud
pattern to augment the sky?”
Well, why not use a bald, overcast
sky to actually enhance your pic-
ture? Notice in the accompanying
photograph how the plain sky
helps to complement and main-
tain viewer attention on the wind-
mills.

Black and white photographers
especially prefer overcast skies.
Contrast is reduced and zone val-
ues “fall” perfectly into place for
an easy-to-obtain, full tonal-range
print.

Of course, weather conditions

advantage. Mist, fog,
clouds, ete. can all work for you to
improve and strengthen your
shots. You'll obtain mood and
emotion you just can't get on a
sunny day.

Developers look to mine subdivision gold

B A local development company is looking to an internationally
known architect and planner to help it tranform a gravel mining
opperation into a residential community — while mining is still

taking place.

Youth should well serve the prin-
cipals of Real Estate Interests, a
Bloomfield Hills development com-
pany, as they plan their newest
project.

That’s because they figure to take
15 to 20 years to complete a multi-
phase new town residential develop-
ment on 850 acres in Highland
Township in partnership with a gra-
vel mining operation.

Gregg L. Orley, CEO, Lawrence R.
Garon, executive vice president, and
Jon B. Weaver, a jack-of-all-trades,
are all under 40 years old and excit-
ed about embarking on a unique de-
velopment opportunity.

“We’re going to be moving people
into one area while mining is going
on in another,” Garon said. “You
have to remember that the site is 2'4
miles long. If we phase it properly
and are selective in how trucks go
into and out of the site, it can be
done.”

“We're looking at a very methodi-
cal, long-term opportunity in the
community,” Weaver said. “We're
going to do what the people want us
to do. That’s the process today.”

Another highly unusual aspect of
the development, yet to be named, is
the involvement of Andres Duany, a
nationally renown architect and
town planner.

His firm, in consultation with
Highland residents, government of-
ficials, developers and the mining
company, American Aggregates, will
design the residential community to
promote a small-town, non-sprawl

style of living, the developers said.

Specific details remain to be
worked out as to number and kinds
of housing on the site, they said.
They envision a variety of opportu-
nities ranging from entry-level af-
fordable to move-up with several
builders getting a piece of the ac-
tion.

“The thrust will be single-family
residential subdivision,” Weaver

said. “We want to appeal to a large
spectrum of the market.”

“From first-time buyers to re-
tirees,” Garon added.”

“Houses will be determined by
the community and planner,” Orley

said. “We find ourselves very im-
pressed with Duany.” The develop-
ment will be serviced by a common
water well and an independent
wastewater treatment plant. Those
will be among the first improve-
ments to the vacant site, currently
zoned for agricultural use, the devel-
opers said.

“There will be a series of village
centers on the property basically
predicated on walking distance to
the middle,” Weaver said. “They
will include things like public build-
ings, a meeting hall, police mini-sta-
tion, a market or general store.

“As mining moves, our develop-
ment follows,” he said. “There will
always be a break between mining
and our development.”

“A large break.” Garon said. “We
won't be able to sell houses if min-

ing is a big competitor.”

Publicity materials prepared for
the development indicate that near-
ly 90 percent of all mining opera-
tions — sand, gravel and aggregate
— would be above the existing water

- table.

The developers concede that it
could take a while to get mining ap-
proval and various development ap-
provals including rezonings, site
plans and plats. They intend to get
the ball rolling this month.

It may take a year to break
ground, they conceded, but they
hope to welcome the first resident in
1994.

Among Real Estate Interests cur-
rent projects include Country Club
Village of Northville, Deer Creek of
Plymouth, Meadowridge Park in
Novi, Dun Rovin Golf Club in
Northville and Rochester Hills Golf
Club.

Tom Dunleavy, Highland Town-
ship supervisor, doesn’t share all
the enthusiasm of the developers.

“My first thought is I don’t want
it. 1 would rather have a park and
open land there,” he said. “My sec-
ond thought is I'm willing to look at
any proposal coming in.

“If it goes through, I'd be worried
in the mining part about traffic and
environmental impact — water,
dust. The next area of concern is
how heavy residential are they pro-
posing and that impact in the area,
traffic, community needs required.”

Residents are cautious, apprehen-
sive and worried, Dunleavy said.

“They don’t want more develop-
ment either, but they're realistic
enough to know they don’t own the
property and something is coming
their way,” he said.

“I agree it's a unique project, no
question about it,” Dunleavy said.
“1 will be looking out for the inter-
ests of the township first.”

Dramatic walk-out sites available.
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Gains in construction spending
limited to residential building

(AP) — Spending on single-family homes helped push
total construction outlays up 1 percent in October to the
highest level in more than two years, the government said.

: Andy!u said the residential building sector should con-
tinue to improve in response to low mortgage rates, leading
to new jobs in the building industry.

But apartment and non-residential construction are ex-
;;;gtoc:d to remain soft because of overbuilding in the late

The Commerce Department said expenditures for resi-
dential, non-residential and government projects totaled
$429.3 billion at a seasonally adjusted annual rate. That
was the highest since it reached $431.6 billion in Septem-
ber 1990.

The report also showed builders spent more in Septem-
ber than originally was estimated. It revised that month’s
gain from 1.3 percent to 1.8 percent, the sharpest advance
since a 2.4 percent surge last March.

Residential spending jumped 2.3 percent to $187.4 bil-
lion, compared to the 1 percent advance in September.

.. But the improvement was confined to single-family con-
struction. It rose 3 percent, to $122.7 billion, following a 3.1

“Ppercent gain a month earlier.

Analysts said the increase was spurred by 30-year, fixed-
rate mortgages that averaged 8.09 percent in October, ac-
cording to the Federal Home Loan Mortgage Corp. Al-
though the rate was up from 7.92 percent in September, it
was well below this year’s peak of 9.03 percent in March.

David F. Seiders of the National Association of Home
Builders noted that single-family housing starts have risen
for three months, “which almost guarantees good numbers
for November and December.”

Apartment construction, on the other hand, fell 1.6 per-
cent, to $12.4 billion, after September’s 8 percent decline.

-Seiders predicted that sector will languish but not de-
cline.

But economist Sung Won Sohn of the Norwest Corp. in
Minneapolis saw signs that apartment construction could
be on the verge of improving.

“We are beginning to see shortages in multi-family units
and rents are beginning to rise,” he said.

Seiders said any growth in the residential sector, which
accounts for more than 40 percent of all construction
spending, will result in new jobs.

“Construction employment did move up in October,” he
said, citing a 20,000 increase last month. The Labor De-
partment is scheduled to release the November employ-
ment report on Friday.

Non-residential spending slipped 0.2 percent to $83 bil-
lion, following September’s 4.7 percent advance.

“In the non-residential area, shopping centers and office
buildings are still overbuilt,” Sohn said. “In many parts of
the country the vacancy rates are still in the double-digit
range and it will take some years before we can work those
off.”

Sohn said construction of industry buildings trails the
economy and “we will have to see a year or two of solid
economic growth before we can talk about plant construc-
tion picking up again.”

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Shop for toys

that will fit
a child’s age

So you've been up and down the aisles of malls
and toy stores, in and out of crowded parking lots
all over town. The search is on for that very special
toy or gift for that very special youngster.

Every year it seems you find yourself in the
same situation, not having a clue as to what to
buy. Is it because you didn’t do your homework?
Are you still baffled about what toy or gift is ap-
propriate for a 3-, 4- or even 10-year-old?

Listen up, whether you're a parent, godparent,
aunt, uncle, grandparent or child care provider,
it’s easy to become overwhelmed with trendy col-
orful and sometimes unique high powered toys or
entertainment equipment designed to catch your
eye. Manufacturers and retailers are experts in
knowing how to market their products in such a
way that will excite and entice children and
adults.

That’s their job. It’s your job as the consumer to
be selective and knowledgeable as to what toys
and products are worth purchasing. Will this toy
or that product “fit” the child as well as being a
durable long-lasting one?

Some toys may be designed to catch the eye of
shoppers whose main interest centers around
what’s CUTE. These items may go well with a
child’s outfit. There may be attractive buttons,
beads, ribbons, decals and other little doodads or
frills attached.

Then there are items of much more complexity
that may appeal to older children-and some adults
— electric trains, video games, Nintendo and air
hockey, requiring a skillful steady hand. Then you
have your even more complex toys that may re-
quire the mind of Einstein and the patience of Job
to put together.

When you're shopping for toys and gifts for chil-
dren up to 12 years of age, remember these three
key points:

(1) Safety first — Small items with several parts
or pieces are not appropriate for children 3 years
and under. Read the labels, then use your judg-
ment. Toys with electric parts for children 6 years
and older should be used with adult supervision.

(2) Toys that are age/stage appropriate — Toys
should not only fit the child’s age but should be
“stage’” appropriate as well. A child of 4 years may
not be as interested in the typical active play
equipment/toys such as gym sets, wading pools, or
speed graded roller skates with the plastic wheels.
Depending on the “stage,” the child may be in, he
or she may require a more, or perhaps less, sophis-
ticated toy. It is important to observe where the
child’s interest may center around as well as abili-
ty to master certain toys.

(3) Meaningful toys — What will the toy teach
the child? Is is designed to stimulate learning and
be considered a valuable resource to the child?
Toys should be fun and interesting enough to hold
the child’s attention, as well as promote repetitive
play.

Here is a sample list of toys, identified in six
categories, that may be appropriate for that cer-
tain child:

Ages 0-8 months

Toys for this age are primarily for looking, lis-
tening, sucking or fingering. Infants like to see
bright primary colors, high contrast, simple de-
sign, clear lines and features (especially eyes) and
bull’s eye pattern

Toys for watching should only be suspended 8-
14 inches from the infant’s eyes at first and angled
toward his or her eyes, then moved up out of reach
when he or she can touch them.

Construction toys — soft blocks — are appro-
priate for 4-month-olds and manipulative toys for
infants 6-8 weeks can be'simple rattles, teethers,
light sturdy cloth toys, squeeze toys, toys sus-
pended above or to the side of the infant for bat-

ting and grasping.

Toddlers to 1-year-olds

Children prefer action toys, toys that produce
movement or sounds by the child’s own efforts.
Toys need not be highly detailed, but should be
realistic looking. They also should be lightweight
for easy lifting and preferably in bright colors.

Good choices are push toys with large handles
on the ends, toys to push on the floor that are
simple, sturdy and have large wheels with special
noises and action effects, and ride-on toys that are
foot-propelled and lack a steering mechanism.

For manipulative play, consider large hollow
building blocks, large plastic bricks (2-4 inches)
that press together, simple puzzles formed from 2-
3 pieces, hidden object toys, simple pop-up toys
operated by pushing a button or knob, and nesting
cups (a few pieces in a round shape).

At work, play, it’s Christmas

An unsuspecting client walking
into John Gregory's Redford hair
salon is in for a visual treat.

Forget the blow dryers and sham-
poo sinks usually associated with
‘hair salons. In fact, you might think
you walked into the wrong place. In-
stead of a wall of chairs, mirrors and
bubble dryers, welcome to Christ-
mas wonderland.

There isn’t one nook of salon or
adjoining gift boutique that isn’t
decked out in holly and all the ac-
companying holiday frill.

“I like Christmas,” said Gregory,
a modest understatement that con-
tradicts his enormous creative flair.

Twenty years ago, Gregory bought
his business on Grand River in Red-
ford. Every holiday season, he
transforms the salon, gift boutique
and his 2,500-square foot apartment
upstairs into Christmas finery on
par with thedikes of Greenfield Vil-
lage, the Henry Ford Museum or
Meadowbrook Hall — which Grego-
ry helped decorate for four years.

The highlight of the season is an
open house for his clients — by invi-
tation only — to view the apartment
as well as the shop, Christmas mu-
sic wafting, champagne and cheese-
cake served. Each room has a differ-
ent holiday theme.

Gregory serves his own cheese-
cakes — another commercial ven-
ture for the enterprising hairstylist/
decorator. Black Forest and caramel
pecan crupch are the two big sellers

at Christmastime, he said.

This year’s open house coincides
with the 20th anniversary of the day
Gregory purchased the building
where he lives and works.

“It’s my time of year; I love deco-
rating, creating different looks,” he
said. “Thoughts just come to me,
mostly when I'm alone. And the cli-
ents love it. They're very faithful.

Three years ago that enthusiasm
translated into 800 visitors queued
down the street to visit Gregory’'s
Christmas kingdom. s

“l make all the decorations
myself,” he said. Upstairs he has a
long, deep workshop, its shelves
stocked with supplies. “It’s my up-
stairs basement,” he jokes.

His mother, Ann Gregory, who
lives in Livonia, helps him set up
the grand displays.

A graduate of Redford High
School in Detroit, Gregory took eve-
ry interior design and art course of-
fered. His senior year, he came in
ninth in a citywide interior design
contest sponsored by the J.L. Hud-
son Co.

“] was going to be an architect,
but I loved doing hair,” he said. “I
started doing hair when I was 14.

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The celebration of the birth of
Christ is the reason Christmas ex-
ists, but at times it seems to get
lost in the hoopla of holiday shop-
ping and merrymaking.

But the members of the Plym-

.outh and Livonia Wards of the
Church of Jesus Christ of the Lat-
ter Day Saints have found away to
present the meaning of Christmas
in a small way.

You could say their fifth annual
Christmas creche display is their
Christmas present to the commu-
nity.

“We look on this as our gift to
the community,” said Leslie
Snow, who with Kathy Fascione
are coordinating the display.
“You can tell how excited we get
about collecting creches that we
want to share it with the commu-
nity.”

The display, with more than
600 creches representing at least
30 foreign countries, opens 5-9
p.m. today (Dec. 10) at the Livo-
nia Ward, 31450 Six Mileut Mer-
riman Road. It also will be open
10 a.m. to 9 p.m. Friday and Sat-
urday, Dec. 11-12, and 1-7 p.m.
Sunday, Dec. 13. There also will
bé a special hour-long Christmas
concert at 7 p.m. Saturday.

The exhibit got its start several
years ago at a mother-daughter
banquet. Participants were asked
to bring a creche to show others.
Snow remembers bringing her one
and only creche; the noses were
chipped off the figurines.

“It just ignited something,” she
said. “ Five years ago I had one
creche, now I'm not even going to
tell how many I have . . . a few.”

Her collection includes the ar-
tistry of Lladro, a bread dough set
from Puerto Rico, one made of
crushed corn cobs and one with a
southwest theme — the figurines

are native Americans and the
Wise Men carry gifts of pottery,
beads and corn.

“It’s fascinating; every culture
in its own medium has found a
way to celebrate the Nativity,”
Snow said.

Facione started collecting
creches 10 years ago when she
lived in Ann Arbor. Before that,
she didn’t have even one creche.

“This has helped my family put
the focus of Christmas where it
really is,” said Facione. “It’s
helped us get rid of some of the
materialism.”

Facione has more than 100
creches and enthusiastical talks
about her new acquisitions, But
she stresses that collecting isn’t
the focus.

Her newest creche is made of
clay by the children of Kenya pur-
chased at the Middle Earth store
in Ann Arbor. The Madonna is
clothed only in a long skirt and
the Wise Men’s gifts are indica-
tive of the African country.

Snow’s version of an African
nativity scene was crafted by
Grand Rapids artist Carol Roeda.
The stable is a thatched hut and
the Wise Men wear hooped ear-
rings and brings gifts like a native

m.
Their collecting spurred other
members of the ward to collect
creches and with the efforts of 12
members which explains the
growth from 100 creches two years
ago to 600 in 1992.

This year’s exhibit will fill the
cultural hall and eight classrooms
and organizers are using tables of
different levels, quilts and fabric
for backdrops to display the
creches. One room will be devoted
to miniatures like one the size of a
nickel Facione bought in
Shipshewanna, Ind. Snow’s sister
is sending 70 miniatures to her
from Tennessee.

Another will be devoted to 70
Santons, French nativity figu-
rines. Santons, which mean little
saints, date back to the 1700s

when the French governtnent out-
lawed nativity scenes at churches.
. “Villagers brought the displays
indoors and made them smaller
so they could put them in their
windows,” Snow explained. “Jo-
seph and Mary are in the usual
dress, but they added pieces, peo-
ple in their native dress. -

“And every French creche has a
man with a lantern. He lights the
way for everyone else, but he
doesn’t think he has a gift.”

The exhibit also includes a
children’s room with a hands-on
creches with wooden and stuffed
figurines.

Snow, Leslie and other volun-
teers spent the better part of three
days setting up the display and
hope that attendance will surpass
last year’s 1,000 attendees.

“It’s so exciting to collect the
creches, but it’s also exciting to
see the response of the people,”
Snow said. “And it’s just so much
fun to see how other cultures view
fe.”

(3) Announce our government’s
readiness to approve an emergen-
cy refugee program and the budg-
et that supports it, thereby per-
mitting up to 25,000 additional
refugees from the former Yugosla-
via to come to our shores and, en-
courage European and other na-
tions to open their doors as well,
understanding that the rights of
all those displaced by violence to
return to their homes in the im-
mediate future are inviolate;

(4) Take effective measures to
ensure that those areas of the for-
mer Yugoslavia that have thus far
been spared the horrors that have
devastated so much of Bosnia not
become new arenas of tragedy;

(5) Move expeditiously to sup-

Older toddlers to Age 2

Toys should meet safety regula-
tions for the age — non-toxic ma-
terials, no parts that could pinch
or entrap fingers, toes or hair. For
active play, consider balls of all
sizes, especially large balls, and
pool toys like tube mats.

When it comes to manipulative
play, try number/countmg boards
with large pegs, smelling jars, feel
bags or boxes, Dominoes, large
colored beads, dressing books and
dolls, bathtub activity centers,
small and large sandbox toys and
water sand mills.

Specific skill development toys
are good for teaching matching
and sorting, shapes, colors, letters
dand sounds, numbers and con-
3- to B-year-olds

Preschoolers prefer toys with
realistic detail and working parts.
Consider toys like small wagons
or wheelbarrows, push toys
resembling adult tools like lawn-
mowers, vacuums and shopping
carts.

For active play, there are three-
