Vorva takes place in Lansing

The road to Lansing started years ago for newly elect-
ed State Rep. JerryVorva. As a youth he picked cot-
ton in the fields of Alabama and later became a city of
Plymouth police officer, but was fired when he ques-
tioned department policies.

There were a few obstacles in Jerry
Vorva’s road to the state Legislature.

The former Plymouth police officer
remembers hard times in Alabama,
as the only child of an unwed 16-year-
old mother.

In 1984, a problem with his heart
caused it?to stop, and upon recovery
he was fitted with a pacemaker.

Five years later, he was fired from
the city police department for ques-
tioning the city administration pub-
licly at city commission meetings
over spending.

Moving on: City recreation
department director Chuck
Skene is up for approval as
Westland’ recreation depart-
ment director.

But Vorva won a $150,000 settle-
ment related to that firing. He was
elected to the city commission.

And on his second try, he was elect-
ed to the state House to represent
Plymouth in Lansing.

Moments after his swearing-in on
the state House floor Wednesday,
Vorva was asked how it felt to be a
state legislator.

"It feels great.

Just minutes before, his mom, Pau-
line, was smiling, sitting with hus-
band Robert.

Plymouth’s longtime department of
recreation director is getting ready to
leave his job.

Chuck Skene, head of the depart-
ment for 18 years, is awaiting word
from the Westland City Council. On
Tuesday, they’re expected to approve
his hiring as recreation department
director there.

"It’s a chance to go to a larger com-
munity; I’'m looking forward to that.
We couldn’t come to a conclusion on
the residency issue,” Skene said.

His departure is sparked by city
voters’ rejection in November of an
amendment to the city charter. The
amendment would have allowed non-

clear sense of right and wrong and a
sharp sense of humor. Many support-
ers say Vorva will do well in Lansing.

Then again, some opponents main-
tain the new state legislator is a blow-
hard, too crude to succeed in the state
House where many savvy, experi-
enced politicians rule.

While several city commission
watchers give Vorva high marks for
helping to cut wasteful spending,
some city employees shake their
heads when his name is mentioned,
recalling his suggestion that the city
could save money by having various
departments answer calls, rather than
paying for a receptionist.

A longtime Plymouth resident,
Skene in recent years divorced and
eventually began living in Westland,
upon remarrying.

A charter revision committee ap-
pointed by the city commission last
year recommended that Plymouth —
like many cities — dump its residen-
cy requirement, saying this was out-
dated.

Opponents of the the residency re-
quirement said it limited the pool of
talent from which the city could draw.

As the committee studied the issue,
both Skene and Police Chief Robert
Scoggins lived outside of town, Scog-
gins in Canton.

He graduated from Comalock
High School near Kalamaioo. hie
family atill Uvea there

Of the frequent moves, Vorva
said, “It was really strange, espe-
cially when 1 got to the high
school level. | always felt a little
bit on the outside."

“It taught me to be outgoing, to
be assertive, to meet people. |
meet people easily; | make friends
easily,” Vorva said.

“After high school 1 made sev-
eral attempts at starting college,
but there was always something
happening — changing jobs, get-
ting married, having a child, get-
ting divorced.”

He remarried in 1991; wife Joan
is a financial systems analyst
with Ford Motor Co.

It was in 1984, while he was a
police officer, that his heart “just
stopped beating,” VVorva recalled.

After he recovered, his heart
problem was diagnosed as electri-
cal. He was fitted with a pa-
cemaker that is activated if his
heart rate falls below a certain
point.

“I run marathons and was a po-
lice officer afterwards,” he said.
The incident “made me appreci-
ate more a life | already appreci-
ated.”

Joins police

His decision to be a police offi-
cer was sparked in the late '60s
“during all the civil unrest I'd
seen.”

“I saw a need for bringing intel-
ligent, well-educated police offi-
cers to enter the field. You look at
all the Supreme Court decisions
that have happened . . . because
of bad police work.

“I thought a person should live
in the community he policed.
They should interact with the
people. | wanted to be a public
servant on that level. It was the
idea of changing something, not
just that | wanted to do police
work.”

Vorva said his job as the com-
munity service officer “taught me
a lot about people.”

Vorva cites changes in city pur-
chasing and bidding policies and
a reduction in the number of city
department heads.

“We’re saving hundreds of
thousands for taxpayers and still
maintaining the level of service,”
he said.

It was the questioning of what
Vorva called “the good ol’ boy
system” over the Western Town-
ships Utilities Authority project
that helped result in his Republi-
can primary victory over Georgina
Goss last August.

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Canton to force
park purchase

Charlton Heaton and ""The Ten
Commandments,” move over.
Canton Township has an epic of
its own.

It’s the continuing sags of what
has come to be known as Barthes
ter, 9.6 acres long ago designated
as a school site in the Carriage
Hills and Willow Creek subdivi-
sions, south of Lilley and Han-
ford roads.

A school was never built on the
property on Barchester, and resi-
dents in the area have used the
land as a park for more than 18
years. Residents also maintained
the area until about two years
ago, when they found out that a
developer had bought the land.

"It has always been used as an
open space park,” said Catherine
Johnson, former W.illow Creek
Homeowners Association presi-
dent

With that township officials
plan to write their own ending to
the epic with the condemnation
— based on serving the public
good — and purchase of the land,
owned by a developer who would
prefer to build about 55 houses on
the residentially zoned acreage.
Development agreement plans
show the land as a school site.

Neighborhood kids have long
used the land to play football,
soccer and baseball. When the
land belonged to the Plymouth-
Canton school district, neighbors
paid $1 annually for use of the
land. In 1992, township officials
budgeted money to improve Bar-
chester as a park.

Condemnation was the step of-
ficials chose after two years of un-
successful attempts to negotiate a
deal with the developer.

“Our goal has always been to
buy it as parkland. The developer
does not want to sell it,” Yack
said. Once the property is con-
demned, the land will be ap-
praised. “This is not going to be a
shock to him,” Yack said of the

developer.

If Um developer doesn’t chal-
lenge the condemnation, the
township would receive the deed
and pay the developer, baaed on
the appraisal.

“The value of the property is
baaed solely as it is today,” Yack
said.

If the developer hangs tough,
township officials are willing to
battle him in court. Yack said.

Willow Creek and Carriage
Hills residents say they are op-
posed to residential development
on the land because it’s a flood-
plain. They also are concerned
about exit and entrances to the
area. Residents said the area is
already plagued with traffic acci-
dents, and more houses will cause
a bigger problem.

“If we have extensive develop-
ment what will be the impact on
existing homes?” asked a Car-
riage Hills resident. “I don’t think
this property will develop well un-
less the developer takes extensive
measures.”

The saga actually began in
1986, when the Plymouth-Canton
school district was approached by
the developer to buy the land.
When that became public, town-
ship officials formed a subcom-
mittee to consider buying that
and property on Proctor Road.
The group recommended buying
the Barchester land.

Then confusion set in from
1988 to 1990. No one was quite
sure whether the school could sett
the property. By 1990, the school
district tried through the courts
to force the developer to either
buy or relinquish his interests in
the land. Unknown to many, the
developer had a purchase agree-
ment on the property all along.

Finally, the township tried to
buy the property directly from the
developer. Now, after two years,
township officials, with the sup-
port of residents, are taking
things into their own hands.
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Their expertise ranges from law
to engineering to money manage
ment but candidates vying for an
appointment to the Schoolcraft
College Board of Trustees said
their interest in education and a
desire to “give something back to
tiw community” is the prime
motivator in applying for the
board post.

Sixteen people have applied for
two vacant seats on the board.
Trustees Mary Breen, Steve Ra-
gan, Michael Burl y, Harry
Greenleaf and Patricia Watson
will appoint two new board mem-
bers on Wednesday.

Process continues

On Jan. 6, the board inter-
viewed five applicants. Last week
seven were questioned. Pour can-
didates ¢ James McCann, Win-
ifred Fraser, Christopher Vary
and Richard J. DeVries - will be
interviewed at a special meeting
Wednesday, Jan. 20 after which
the board will vote on two ap-
pointments.

Those appointed must run in a
s|>ecial election in June. The ap-
pointments are to fill the vacan-
cies of former trustees Jeanne
Stempien, who was elected to the
Wayne County Circuit Court, and
Thaddeus McCotter, elected to
the Wayne County Board of Com-
Oiissioners.

-Candidates interviewed last
week were Kathleen E. Payne, law
school professor from Plymouth
Township; David M. Ozog, health
care marketing consultant from
Livonia; Malcolm Campbell, a
dentist from Plymouth; Catherine
Broadbent, human resource direc-
tor for Plymouth Township and a
Westland resident; Robert L.
Place, an engineer recently retired
from General Motors who lives in
Plymouth Township; John J.
Walsh, an attorney from Livonia
and Lawrence J. Regan, a recently
retired financial consultant from
Merrill Lypch who lives in Livo-
nia.

Funding, college improvements
and the role of a trustee were
among the questions most asked
by board members.

Payne, a law professor at De-
troit College of Law and former
educator in Garden City Public
Schools, told trustees she was
seeking the appointment because
of her life long interest in educa-
tion and her commitment to help

h op e fuls
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the college “continue to make ite
invaluable contribution to the
community.”

Payne has taken continuing ed-
ucation classes and swims at
Schoolcraft. She has served on
curriculum, faculty development,
finance and academic standards
committees at the law school.

"I am familiar with the issues
facing an education institution
and capable of addressing them,”
wrote Payne in her application to
the board.

“While the college employs its
own counsel to do legal work, it
would be helpful to the board to
have a lawyer as a member,” said
Payne, adding that although she
doesn't have “any political con-
nections or party affiliations” she
would seek the office in June if
appointed Wednesday.

Grad seeks seat

Ozog, who will graduate from
Schoolcraft this semester, told
trustees he “has a personal desire
to to see Schoolcraft continue to
serve the community.”

He said his experience in mar-
keting, commercial real estate,
finance and experience as a stu-
dent at Schoolcraft would be an
asset to the board.

He views the role of trustee as a
guardian and believes that the
college should strive to improve
classes offered outside the main
Livonia campus.

Ozog is a graduate of Stevenson
High School in Livonia and at-
tends the University of Michigan-
Dearbom where he is a student in
psychology and business.

If appointed he plans to seek
election in June.

Campbell, a dentist practicing
in Dearborn, works with students
at the University of Michigan and
University of Detroit schools of
dentistry in a mentor program
that he initiated. 1

Campbell views the role of trus-
tee a policy maker - “not one in-
volved in day-to-day operations.’

Don’t raise tuition

He believes land development -
such as the Seven Mile Crossing -
has been a wise move to bring in
additional funds for the college.
Schoolcraft has a long-term lease
arrangement with Duke & Associ-
ates, developers of the office com-
plex.

When asked to rank funding
sources, Campbell said after land
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dtelopment, the college should
look to the government

The last place I would look to
ia an increase ia tuition,” said
Campbell, who aaid be has tbs
time and interest to aarve on the
board.

“l am impressed with what I've
seen at the college. The adminis-
tration ia doing a fine job. The
board works well together,” aaid
the Plymouth resident adding
serving as a trustee would be

constructive.”

Broadbent, who earned an asso
dates degree at Schoolcraft Col-
lege, says the college can improve
by soliciting ideas from alumni.

This Section provides that this Ordinance is to be given immediate effect upon
publication.

Leather-jacket clad musician
Jim Flynn no longer has to worry
about being called names like
“pansy violinist.”

pickup mounted on his great-
grandfather's 150-year-old violin.
They integrated “hose talents,
along with Spellman on drums,
into The Opaque.

In early 1992, the group decided
to hone its live skills by playing
many low-profile Detroit-area
shows. Six months later, The
Opaque played its first of four
Club X shows at the State The-
atre. From an outsider’s point of
view, it seems as if The Opaque
debuted at Club X. Schwarzhoff
said that was the plan.

“It took a year of scheming to
do that,” the Dearborn resident
said with a grin. “It wasn’t that
easy. We packed a lot of shows
into the first few months.”

The group now is planning to
release its first tape “Wishlist” in
about a month. The three-song
release captures The Opaque’s al-
ternative rock sound elegantly
laced with Flynn’s aggressive vio-
lin playing, and Ristich’s intelli-
gent lyrics.

“l try to work in something of a
narrative so that you can getchar-
acters that will say things some-
times you’re afraid to say,” said
Ristich about his lyrics.

That, the Royal Oak resident
said, lends honesty in The
Opaque’s work.

“l think when you do that for
one thing you get honesty for the
way you look at life. It can provide
the person listening to it with
something they can grab onto ex-
cept for someone mulling about
how terrible their life is.”

The wversion of “Wiishlist”
available to the public may in-
clude a bonus track. The group’s
work is also included on the
“Dream Catchers” and ‘Tremor”
compilation CDs.

On the band’s immediate
“wishlist” is a record deal. Judg-
ing from the band’ 1992 success-
es it shouldn’t be out of reach.
The Opaque, who has opened for
established alternative acts like
Echo and the Bunnymen, won the
Detroit Music Awards’ “Best Vi-
deo” prize for the video to the
song “Kiss Goes Corrupt.” The
quartet has also applied to play at
the prestigious South by South-
west music conference in Texas in
March. The band, who recently
played Chicago and Indianapolis,
is also planning an East Coast
tour for spring.

Flynn realizes that fans remem -
ber the band mostly because of
him. He admittedly loves the at-
tention, but loathes bands who

“It’s been tried with other
rock’n’ roll formats. It’s simply a
Band-Aid. (In) thiB I'm doing my
thing and everybody else is doing
their part as opposed to a Band-
Aid application which 1 really
resent being used as.”

worthy of attention, Flynn said.

ANSWER: The renowned and presti-
gious New Mexico Sandia National Lab-
oratories, in 1989, was comm issioned to
coipplete a government-funded $10 miil-
lion study of public education that was
so explosive. Bush and then Clinton to-
tally ignored the results during their
campaign.

It started when Rear Admiral James
W atkins was sworn in as President
Bush's Energy' Secretary in 1989. The ad-
miral was directed to order researchers at
the Sandia Labs to provide ammo for his
charge about the sad decline ofpublic ed-
ucation. It was hoped the study would
support their movement for the privat-
ization ofeducation, which Bush advo-
cates.

W hen the W hite House saw the Sandia
results, it went ballistic, ordering it
squelched.

However, the Oklahoma Observer got
its hands on a copy Jan. 25,1992, and |
got a copy from a “friend.” The final
draft of the study carried a phone num -

ber at the bottom, but callers are told:
“no more copies”, . .“it’soutdated.” (A
1991 study outdated? Come on now!)

Under pressure, W atkins did appear at
a news conference in Oklahoma City to
answer question®*. When asked why cop-
ies were not available, he replied: “The
results are not what he anticipated and
did notjibe with the opinions of ‘50 state
governors.” ”

The findings basically did not support
Bush's strong advocacy for funding pri-
vate Schools of Choice with public dol-
lars and for the privatization ofeduca-
tion using public funds. Look at the San-
dia study findings below, a study whose
intent was to support the opinions of
some politicians and some journalists as -
to how had public education is. ‘1

m Fiction: Our children, because of frill
subjects and non-academic school activi-
ties are “dumber” today.

Sandia: Today’s students 1Q(s) are
seven points higher than their parents
and 14 1Q points higher than their grand-
parents on the Wechsler and Stanford
Binet Intelligence Tests, according to the
Sandia study. The typical cut off point
for giftedness is now about seven times
greater than the 1Qs ofthe present politi-
cal leadership which is doing all the com -

plaining about public schools.

m Fiction: The falling Scholastic Apti-
tude Test (SAT) scores are a clear indi-
cation ofa failing public school system.
Sandia: The SAT scores, since 1975,
have increased for Caucasian, black, Asi-
an, American Indian and Mexican Amer-
ican students as individual groups. Orig-
inal scores in the mid-60s didn't include
diverse populations, and tests were given
primarily to middle and upper class Cau-
casians. Now, however, current scores ap-
pear to be lower since the scope ofthe
student population and the type of insti-
tution of higher learning they attend
have broadened.

Educational Testing Service, the de-

veloper of the SAT test items, has admit-
ted that the SAT today is much more dif-
ficult than it was in 1975. Indeed, item
difficulty checks are run each year, and if
a test quest is found too easy, it is
dropped fora tougher test question.

m Fiction: The United States already
s|>ends more money on public education
than most other countries.

Sandia: Japan, Austria, Denmark,
West Germany, Canada, Norway, Swe-
den and Switzerland (many non-indus-
trialiged countries) spend more money on
public education than the U.S. Belgium,
Italy, Australia and the United Kingdom
s|>end less. We rank ninth among the in-
dustrialized nations in per-pupil expend-
itures, spending 14 percent less than
Germany and 30 percent less than Japan
per student.

m Fiction: The drop-out rate in the Unit-
ed States is a disgrace.

Sandia: The U.S. drop-out rate is de-
clining and never been lower. When the
drop-outs who return to school and grad-
uate late are counted, the graduation rate
is 85 percent, which is the best in the
world.

m Fiction: Washington’s expenditures for
teachers each child has increased dra-
matically over the years.

Sandia: The Sandia study says W ash-

Cooking with soul
on the newest holiday

Stuck With the midwinter blahs? Maybe it’s
time you ventured into the kitchen for some cre-
ative cooking.

Why not do some cooking with soul in honor of
one of our lesser known national holidays, Martin
Luther King Day on Jan. 18?

Soulful cookiook

I can't think of a better reason to try out some
recipes from “Sylvia’s Soul Food" by Sylvia
Woods and Christopher Styler, (Hearst Books,
1992, New York, $17). Ample warning: This is no
diet food cookbook.

Ifyou've ever been to New York or possibly read
Gael Greene in the New York Times, you've prob-
ably heard of Sylvia Woods, also known as the
“Queen of Soul Food.”

Woods has been barbecuing, smothering, baking
and frying New York City’s legendary soul food for
30 years in her world famous Harlem restaurant.

You have to understand that 1’'m a big fan of the
locally produced Steve’s Soul Food restaurant on
Grand River in Detroit, but being a Yankee from
Wyandotte, I've tried to prepare lip-tingling ribs,
sweet potato pie and greens with minimal success.

That is, until 1 got a copy of “Sylvia’s Soul
Food” within finger-lickin’ reach of my kitchen
stove. Before now, | had to rely on a takeout from
Steve’s.

Comfort food

The simple term “soul food” conjures up stick-
to-your-ribs delicacies like fried chicken, corn
bread, black-eyed peas and cobbler.

Even though we never called it as such, momma
could whip up a batch of fried chicken, giblet gra-
vy and biscuits as light as a cloud faster than you
could clean a chitlin.

We called it “comfort food,” but little did |
know that it was nothing short of good old down
home cooking. This down-to-earth cookbook
featuring recipes that lack the necessities of a Cui-
sinart is sure to inspire and give new meaning to
your basic corn bread, fried chicken and steamed
lima beans.

You don't have to be a fan of “soul food” to
enjoy this book; simply reading the recipes for se-
cret ingredients like cane syrup instead of pancake
syrup will certainly add new dimensions to what
you and | love to eat —just good old basic food,
simply prepared and served with love.

Preparation tips

And ifthe so-called secret ingredients won't
tempt you, you’ll certainly enjoy the preparation
tips like rubbing down your ribs and roasts with
salt, pepper and crushed red pepper and then al-
lowing them to sit overnight in the refrigerator to
develop a flavor all their own.

There’s even a recipe for barbecue sauce that
uses a 16-ounce bottle of Red Devil Hot Sauce (I
tried the recipe and my lips tingled for a week!)
that recommends never boiling or the sauce will
tum dark and thin out.

If you're thinking of expanding your kitchen
repertoire to include some great soul food the book
is a must-have, but there are local soul food afi-
cionados that do a pretty remarkable job.

Sweet potato

In addition to Steve’s restaurant in Detroit, you
can check out a company called Sweet Potato Sen-
sations in Detroit, 532-7996.

I met the owner at a recent cooking demonstra-
tion in Rosedale Park. She sells her family secret
sweet potato pie, cookies and sweet potato cheese-
cake at the Western Market, the Char-Broiler and
the Majestic Market in Southfield, and Savon
Super Foods in Detroit.

Cassandra Taylor, who dubs herself the Detroit
area’s sweet potato sensation, wouldn’t share her
secret recipe, but rumor has it that it’s relatively
close to the one in Sylvia Woods’ cookbook.

Good soul food restaurants are virtually non-
existent in the suburbs, and ifyou haven’t yet
tried Steve’s in Detroit, you might also want to
check out the New Detroiter on Jefferson between
downtown and Belle Isle.

Good ribs are available at the Bone Yard locally,
but if you're looking for something to really tickle
your lips and reek of soul, it's worth the drive to
Steve’s or the New Detroiter.

Kitchen folk who are looking for soul-food-like
alternatives for Martin Luther King Day can easi-
ly whip up a batch of com bread, macaroni and
cheese, and steamed greens. All of which are great
accompaniments to traditional soul food dishes.

Recently, we
tasted 11 estate-bottled red Burgundies imported
by Vineyard Brands. All the wines were superior to
exceptional and worth your consideration.

Look for the following Domaines: Mongeard-
Mugneret, Trapet Pere et Fils, Rossignol-Trapet,
Henri Gouges, Joseph Matrot, Jean-Marc Boillot,
Pierre Bitouzet and Enenne Sauzet. Expect the
starting price of the best estate-bottled Burgundies
to be around $25. They quickly escalate to between
$50 and $100.

How can you tell the Burgundy is estate-bottled
and not a negotiant wine? In addition to the
French -phrase "mis en bouteille au for par)
domaine, ” the words proprietaire or proprietaire-re-
coltant must be on the label. The translation is
“pottled at (or by) the property" with the addi-
tional words roughly meaning “by the owner” or
“by the winegrower.”

“In a great vintage such as 1990, the terroir (a
French word denoting the sum total of site, soil and
microclimatic influence) is showcased and more
pronounced differences are evident among the spe-
cific sites,” said Haas. "The wines have deep color
and supple fruit; they are drinking well now, but
will also age well for 10to 20years."

Cloverleaf Market in Southfield sells more es-
tate-bottled Burgundies than any other retailer in
the nation. Jim Lutfy of the Cloverleaf agrees with
Haas’ assessments.

“Negociant Burgundies carry the stamp of the
producer,” he said.

An you dreading waking up to
another bowl of oat bran cereall
Are you tired of eating the same
bran muffin each day to enaure
you get enough fiber in your diet?
