Charles Le Due, 13, loved hockey.
He played peewee hockey with the
Navajos, a “uthfieid-based team. A
good bowler, Charles was well-liked
and had many friends, said his
mother, Patricia Wettlauser of Plym-
outh.

Charles died Feb. 23 of Reye’s syn-
drome at Mott Children’s Hospital in
Ann Arbor.

He is the first child to contract and
die from Reye’s this year in out-
Wayne County, said Cynthia Taueg,
director of the Wayne County Health
Department. Only
one case was re-
ported in 1991
and one in 1992,
she said.

Reye’s follows a
viral infection,
but it is not con-
tagious, she said,
adding that cases
are most often re-
ported where
there has been an Charte* Le Due
outbreak of the flu, such as has been
the case in the Plymouth Canton
schools.

The case has been reported to the
Centers for Disease Control in Atlan-
ta, which has reported an increase in
the incidence of Reye’s.

"The one thing to remember is not
to give children aspirin when they
have the flu,” Taueg said. “Tylenol
should be used in such cases.”

Le Due was a seventh-grader at
Central Middle School. He was bur-
iedafter a funeral service at Our Lady
of Lorvtto in Radford Township Sat-
urday. The Rev. Joeeph Esper offici-
ated. A scripture service and visita-
tion were held at Charles R. Step Fu-
neral Home in Radford.

In addition to his mother, Charles
is survived by his grandfather, Paul
LeDuc; four aunts, two uncles, and
many cousins.

The cause of Reye’s syndrome is
unknown. It’s been reported in
adults, but it atUcks primarily
healthy children aged 18 and under.
It attacks the liver and brain, and
sometimes other organs, causing con-
vulsions and swelling of brain tissue.

Canton officials say they want
no part in running Mettetal Air-
port, but they’ll listen to what the
state proposes in its plan to buy
it.

Meanwhile, supporters of the
effort for government to buy and
run the airport, located in Can-
ton, are gearing up to get their
pro-airport message out, as anti-
airport folks have had their say
since the issue surfaced again in
recent weeks.

“Canton has not taken a posi-
tion on the state propiosal,” said
township supervisor Thomas
Yack.

Since meeting with representa-
tives of the state Bureau of Aero-
nautics on Tuesday, township of-
ficials have been reviewing the
proposal for short-term and long-
term effects on the community.
Yack said officials are also work-
ing with legal counsel to review
information.

But Yack said he and other
board members are unified on one
point: They dont want to own
Mettetal.

Jane Nichols, a fourth-grade
teacher at Plymouth’s Bird Ele-

Father steams over girl's
rallroad trespassing penalty

A fine and community service
for a teen arrested by railroad po-
lice for tresfiassing doesnt fit the
offense, the teen’s father main-
tains.

And while Robert Yockey ac-
knowledges that it was wrong for
his daughter, 17, to trespass, he
said rough treatment horn the po-
lice and the courts wasnt neces-
sary.

But authorities say such penal-
ties are warranted, adding teens
and others should know that
trespassing on Plymouth and
Canton’s ample railroad property
is unlawful.

“Their motives may be inno-
cent, but there have been in-
stances of vandalism; people can
get injured,” said 35th District
Judge John MacDonald.

“They’re obviously in a place
they shouldn’t be.

“Sometimes these laws are for
their own good,” MacDonald add-
ed.

Yockey, of Plymouth Town-
ship, said his daughter was tick-
eted in October for trespassing on
a CSX Railroad underpass at I-
276 between Warren and Joy
roads in Canton.

She and a girlfriend went to
look at some graffiti scrawled on
the underpass at 1-276 when a
railroad officer pulled a gun, he
said.

"That was a little much, we
felt He used extremely abusive
language. Ha said, ‘Get the f--
down here; you’re all under ar-
reet,” Yockey said.

While a local spokesman for
CSX Transportation could not be
reached for comment on allega-
tions concerning the railroad offi-
cer’s conduct another at the com-
pany’s Jacksonville, Fla. head-
quarters said CSX wants to gat
the word out that treepassing on
railroad property is unlawfril.

Whan aha ia awake, Michelle
Elawood ia aa rambunctioua aa
any other 5-yaar-old

She ia infamoua for leaving the
TV aat on while running from
room to room. She lovaa awim-
ming, biking and playing in the
park during tha aummer, cladding
and bowling during the winter.

She also likes eating at
McDonald’s and Little Caesar’s.
And having her fingernails paint-
ed bright pink by her mom.

Once you meet her and look
into those gleaming brown eyes,
it’s easy to forget that she has dis-
abilities.

“Nothing bothers her,” said
Connie Elswood, Michelle’s
mother. “She always wakes up in
a good mood. Even when she’s
running races, it doesnt bother
her that she comes in last. She
thinks she won."

At six months, Michelle was di-
agnosed with both cerebral palsy

“You go through stages,” Els-
wood said. “You think you’re
copying with it and everything’s
OK. She turns 3 and you think,
‘OK, she’s getting over it.” But
then she turns 5 and you realize
it’s always going to be a battle.
You realize she’s always going to
be a little behind.”

Michelle attends school at Roo-
sevelt-McGrath Elementary in
the Wayne-Westland school dis-
trict. Three days a 'veek, she at-
tends regular kindergarten class-
es. The other two, she attends
special education classes with
other special-needs children.

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Property tax cut, school reform plans explained

Following is an summary of the
five ouuor property tax cut and/or
school finance reform proposals
being discussed by sUU leaders
and school officials.

Engler, ‘Son of C*

GOAL: Cut school property
taxes 20 percent. Make Michigan
business cost-competitive. Re-
duce burden of rising assess-
ments.

SPONSOR: Gov. John Engler,
supported by Michigan Chamber
of Commerce, many Republicans.

FEATURES: Cuts tax bills by
reducing assessments from the
current 50 percent of market val-
ue to 40 percent over three years.
Also:

m Delays impact of reassessments
for one year so owners may appeal
— in effect, a one-year freeze on
reassessments.

m Caps assessment growth.

m Cuts only school operating tax-
es — not school bonds, city, town-
ship, county, community college
or parks.

IMPACT: School taxes are
about two-thirds of all prop>erty
taxes; overall reduction is about
13 percent. Third-year impact;
$1.3 billion.

Taxpayers getting an income-
tax rebate for their high property
taxes will see their rebates shrink
as their property taxes are cut,
hence may get a zero net cut.

In-formula school districts
(those receiving state aid) will see
their aid rise as local taxes shrink.
Districts barely out of formula
may go back in formula.

(Jut-of-formula districts will
have lost revenue restored only if
lawmakers keep a promise to re-
store it. That promise, added in
the Senate, has no money behind
it.

I needs a steady diet of sugar or flour and an
occasional stir. It is often called by name.

No, it’s not the fiirry mold growing on top of the
holiday leftovers hiding in back of the fridge. It's
sourdough bread starter. Just a cup of it often
starts a great chain of great friends and great
breads.

Sourdough starter is dough in which free yeast
has begun to grow. Wild yeast spores flourish in
the air around us, and if given a comfortable medi-
um in which to live —warm water, flour, sugar,
potato flakes — they will multiply and produce a
distinctive sour, winey taste faster than 2-week-
old tuna.

Then ifthe starter is placed in the refrigerator
for three to 10 days, it will develop an even better
flavor.

Why this trouble when yeast comes readily
available in everything from a small package to
hermetically sealed jars?

Once starter is used for baking bread and cakes,
the user usually gets hooked on pleasantly sharp
tastes and rich textures never enjoyed before.

And because starters must be fed and used, the
“owner” routinely has to bake bread and share it
or measure out a cupful and pass it along to some-

American tradition

Let’s face it, giving food has long been a cher-
ished American tradition.

Bread starter is one of those quirky food lots
that will never been seen a grocery store shelf. The
only place in town that | know that carries starter
is someone who has starter —you either use it or
lose it.

Replenishing starter with added stock is always
acceptable, but it gets to the point very quickly
that as the starter grows, so will its holding vessel.
Since only about one cup is needed per recipe,
weekly additions grow fast. It would be nothing to
end up with 18 cups of starter after just a few
weeks.

By the way, there are starter mixes available,
but as anyone who has starter knows, it’s much
cheaper to start the starter yourselfthan to buy
prepackaged mixes that will end up taking the
same amount of time.

Basic recipes

There are a wide and varied selection of basic
starter recipes from which to chose. Probably the
most well known is the classic sourdough starter
that can turn a basic white bread into a San Fran-
cisco treat.

Asecond close favorite is a recipe called Her-
man starter that is slightly sweeter than the tradi-
tional sourdough starter.

Then there’s the version ofa gourmet Herman
starter that with a few additions, makes the basics
for a friendship cake starter whose tradition calls
for passing along ajar of starter with the cake.

For the uninitiated, cultivating a batch of start-
er requires little skill, but ardent timing.

Secret tips

One of the secrets that | have discovered when
making starter is to use a crock or glass Mason-
type jar rather than metallic or plastic bowls.

Wooden spoons are a must as the starter just
hates being touched by any kind of metal. Starter
enthusiasts boast that a good starter is white and
has a sharp yeasty smell and is filled with tiny
bubbles.

If the starter is grayish or yellowish, the flour
was too soft and pros recommend the use of a
harder flour, something like a good durum wheat.

Yours truly thinks starter has a yeasty odor but
some rookie baker might think the smell is closer
to rotten. Forget the smell as it all bakes out dur-
ing the baking process.

Starter is best when made five to 10 days in
advance. It does freeze well although in all hones-
ty, half the fun is making it and watching it grow.
It you have kids, make a science lesson out it and
delegate the authority to make additions and for
stirring daily.

If the starter is not stirred, a yeast type mold
may form on the top after 48 hours.

Ifyou do intend to start a starter and And your-
self with too much, raw starter has been known to
keep a septic tank working properly when flushed
down a toilet on a monthly basis.

But trust me on this one folks, once you taste
the sharpneM in your basic broad and cakes, you
wont want to stop using it Bon Appetit!

overeat. We didn’t have
McDonalds or a lot of cakes.”

When her three sons were grow-
ing up, she always had a platter of
raw vegetables waiting for them to
snack on before dinner.

Winnie and her husband have a
healthy lifestyle. They exercise
regularly, and since his surgery,
Dick doesn’t skip meals, and has
become more conscious of what
he eats. For breakfast Dick and
Winnie will have a glass of gra-
pefruit or orange juice, a bowl of
Raisin or All Bran cereal with
skim milk. They eat losts of sal-
ads, and Winnie uses extra light
margarine. When she cooks chick-
en or turkey, she always takes the
skin off. Instead of steak, she’ll
cook strips of beef When she
makes spaghetti sauce or soup,
she lets it chill overnight, and
skims the fat off the next day.

Making the change to a low-fat
diet was harder for Karen Konkel,
who describes her husband as a
“meat and potatoes man.” She
serves red meat no more than
once a week, and has added more
chicken and fish to her family’s
diet. Halibut and orange roughy
are their favorites. She bakes the
Tish, and puts it under the broiler
briefly to finish it off.

To lose the weight, which she’s
kept off now for seven months,
Konkel said, she started measur-
ing portions and kept a daily log
of what she ate. “You tend not to
put a candy bar into your mouth

Cool soup
properly

“Winter winds and whirling
snowflakes may inspire you to
cook a large pot of homemade
soup,” said Sylvia Treitman,
home economist for the Oakland
County Cooperative Extension
Service. “But improper cooling
can be a piotential source of food
poisoning.”

An old wives’tale that has been
passed on from one generation to
another, has many people believ-
ing that it is not a good idea to
put hot food in the refrigerator
until it is thoroughly cooled for
fear of it turning “sour.”

This myth is confusing and
dangerous. Leaving food out long-
et than 2 hours is a real no no. For
gOeations to answers about food
safety, call the food and nutrition
hotline Monday through Friday at
868-0904.

Here are some easy and quick
ways to cool foods safely.

m ‘Take large pot off burner when
food is cooked. Stir entire con-
tents with a large utensil fre-
quently during First 10 minutes of
cooling.

m Set large pot of cooked food in a
sink or large pan of ice water to
hasten cooling.

m Divide contents of pot into sev-
eral smaller containers no deeper
than about 2 inches.

m Refrigerate the smaller con-
tainers quickly allowing plenty of
space in the refrigerator for air
circulation. If food is to be frozen
divide into fteetar'containers and
allow ample apace in the freezer.
Foods should be refrigerated
promptly.

m Do not leave cooked food out
until it cools compistaiy by itself.
It may taka many hwrs for a
larf> pot of soup to cool and by
thia time it may have grown bac-
teria to causa food poisoning.

when you have to write it down,
she said.

“My motivation was turning 40.
1didn’t want to look or feel like |
did,” said Konkel, who has a
teenage daughter,and three part-
time jobs.

To lose weight, she started ex-
ercising regularly, cut back on
fats, and started eating three or
four servings of fruits and vegeta-
bles a day. She switched from
white to whole-grain bread, ate
less meat, and filled up on fruits
and vegetables instead.

“When you go so long not eat-
ing fat, that Whopper that used to
taste so good, doesn’t anymore,”
she said.

Here are some suggestions for
cutting the fat in your diet. In-
stead of ice cream, choose lowfat
frozen yogurt. Angelfood cake is
low in calories too.

Konkel pours off as much oil as
she can from salad dressings. Pat
Lundy, senior program coordina-
tor at the Birmingham YMCA,
doesn’t put any oil in her salad
dressings. She uses flavored vine-
gar instead. It works really well
with coleslaw — just toss before
serving. For lettuce salads, Lundy
suggests putting the vinegar on
just before serving.

Stir-fry meat and vegetables in
chicken broth diluted with a little
water. Keep boneless, skinless
chicken breasts in the freezer for
quick meals. Use apple juice or
orange juice concentrate for
sweeteners.

Hia moviaa blend alapatick
with modem horror. Tha affect
worked beat in “Evil Dead I1,” in
which tha protagoniat, Aah (Bruce
Campbell, aleo from Detroit) bat-
tled an evil force in the oonfinea of
a aacludad cabin. In one inepired
bit, he waa challenged by hia own
akittering, diamembered hand.

“Army of Darkneaa” picka up
where “Dead H” left off, with Aah
falling from the aky into tha Duk
Agaa, armed with a chainaaw, a
ahotgun and a beat-up old gaa
guuler. He embarka on a queat to
retrieve the Necronomican, the
magic book that will rid the king-
dom of an encroaching evil and
alao aend Aah back to hia own
time.

Raimi has become a master of
choreographing action scenes and
in the climax gives a nod to old
Errol Flynn swashbucklers.

Dialogue in “Army of Dark-
ness" is not a strong point.

give me some sugar.”) He makes
the Terminator look like Tenny-
son.

Arrested adolescent develop-
ment? Perhaps. But Raimi does
something ~sh and exciting
here. More than any other film-
maker in Hollywood today, he’s
able to tap into the psyche of
teenage fantasy fans who should
get a major kick out of this harm-
less and occasionally inspired
dose of horror and silliness.

Gambler character, says his Rio
Diablo role as the cold-blooded
bounty hunter Quinton Leech is an-
other kind of hombre altogether.

The trail takes them to a bawdy
house run by Flora Mae Pepper
(Judd), an old friend of Leech’s who
knows the tragedy in his past that
motivates his life. One other charac-
ter they must reckon with is Kansas
(Stacy Reach), a ruthless rival boun-
ty hunter.

Rio Diablo makes the acting de-
buts of both Tritt, winner of the
Ckruntry Music Association’s Hori-
zon Award in 1991, and Judd, whose
chronic hepatitis led to her retire-
ment from her highly successful act
with daughter Wynonna. Judd, now
busy writing her autobiography, ad-

mits that acting was a challenge for
her.

Tm so used to being Naomi
Judd,” she says, "that it was real
hard...to come out of all the beliefs
and value systems and personality
that you’ve been for a long time and
be somebody else.”

Judd gives a believable perform-
ance despite what she describes as
Rogers' unwillingness to rehearse.

I think that’s what made it so
much fun,” Rogers says. "l love to
see people under the pressure. Be-
cause people...do much better if you
put them under pressure.”

Now a veteran movie actor, Rog-
ers was apparently unsympathetic
to the jitters of the first-time ac-
tress.
