I he push from local officia ls 
to add a fu ll time th ird  d is tric t 
court judge is on

A ll five communities served 
by the 35th D is tric t Court 
N orthv ille , N orthv ille  Town 
ship. Canton, P lym outh and 
P lym outh Township are
passing resolutions by Mas 1 
stating the ir in tention to pas 
for staff for a th ird  judge

Should the state approve id 
adding a th ird  judge here, the 
judge’s more than $100,000 sal 
ary would be paid by the state 

The local d is tric t court au 
tho rity  completed a th ird  
courtroom last month and has 
hired a part time th ird  judge. 
Charles Kaufman, to meet a 
rising case load

"A lthough Judge Kaufman's 
efforts have Eieen most helpful, 
it is believed that a fu ll time 
elected judge would be a Eietter 
solution, wrote court adm in is ­
tra tor M arion Belding to 35th 
D is tric t Court advisory Eioard 
members

Belding said a fu ll-tim e

judge would be "d irectly re 
sponsible to the communities 
m il  the people, ami all hut 
$-1 .10? of a fu ll tim e judges sal 
ary would lie paid by the state 

Lhe cost to local govern 
merits of the part tune judge is 
projected at $35,UUO

Due to a rising case load, the 
state court adm in istra tor first 
recommended adding a th ird  
judge at the court in 1990, and 
the state legislature approved 
it too

But the local governments 
decided to postpone the cit­
ation o f the position u n til a 
th ird  courtroom was bu ilt

In 1992, the local units 
agreed to the new judgeship, 
but the legislature balked due 
to a budget crisis

The case load per judge is 
20,140 compared w ith  the state 
wide average o f 11,138 per 
judge.

The state Supreme Court is 
surveying local state courts to 
determine if  judges should be 
deleted or added to courts.

Some 20 years ago, Kay Neff of 
Dearborn Heights, was looking for 
a preschool for her oldest child 
when she stum bled upon a small 
non profit school with seven s tu ­
dents.

Impressed with the program 's 
hands-on approach to learning, 
she enro lled  her ch ild  and  
"watched him  thrive.”

T he school was D earborn  
Heights M ontessori school, one of 
the only M ontessori schools in 
the area at th a t time.

“ I wanted a school th a t encour­
aged curiosity and a desire for 
knowledge,” Neff said.

As her other children reached 
preschool age, she also enrolled 
them, only to learn th a t the 
school was closing. After ta lk ing

with other M ontessori paren ts 
who were as pleased with school 
as she was, Neff purchased the 
school. She now owns and oper­
ates three of the six M ontessori 
centers in western W ayne County.

P hysician ’s theory
Based on the philosophy of 

Italian  physician and educator 
M aria M ontessori (1870-1952), 
the schools focus on the develop­
m ent of the whole child — em o­
tionally, socially and academ ical­
ly.

M ontessori, who was the first 
woman in Italy to  receive a m edi­
cal degree, became interested in 
education as a ss is ta n t physician 
at a university psychiatric clinic. 
She spent tim e working with 
disadvantaged youths and formed

very d istinct opinions on how 
children learn, said Navaz Bhav- 
nagri of the school of education at 
Wayne S ta te  University.

“One of M ontessori's hallm arks 
is the profound respect it holds 
for ch ildren ,” said L inda Meyers, 
an adm inistra tor a t the P lym ­
outh-C anton M ontessori.

"M ontessori believed th a t ch il­
dren are unique individuals who 
are able to operate in the  environ­
ment we give them . . . they grow 
through learning on th e ir  own,” 
Meyers said.

M ontessori studen ts are taught 
to respect them selves as well as 
one another. One of th e  first les­
sons a M ontessori s tu d e n t learns 
is to step carefully around  a fellow 
studen t's work.

Orderly atm osphere
Respecting one another helps 

create an orderly atm osphere th a t 
is conducive to  learning, said S is­
ter Mary P au lita  of Our Lady 
M ontessori Center in Livonia.

A member of the Felician Or­
der, S ister P au lita  has been in ­
volved with M ontessori for the 
past 13 years.

M ontessori programs em pha­
size the “com pletion of cycles,” 
she said.

At Our Lady of M ontessori 
Center, children learn to finish 
projects and pu t them  away be­
fore heading to another activity  
area. She believes th is helps ch il­
dren acquire patience and inde­
pendence.

Critics noted that the bill's 
$238 million cost in fiscal 
1994 is 371 percent above 
the 1993 level. The bill also 
was challenged for permitting 
clinics to provide abortion 
counseling, which was 
prohibited during the Bush 
administration.

A yes vote was to pass the 
bill. Area representatives

voting yea were: tot Can, 
D-Parities, ganger Levin, D- 
Soetiiftaid. MfNMam Ford, D

How it works
After tho car it started, tho 

computer I oca tea iteaif by signing 
into tho Global Positioning Sys­
tem, a network of U.8. Air Pores 
satellites that transmit naviga­
tion date. Tho computer locates 
several satellites, triangulates its 
current position, cross references 
with tho computer database and 
pops up a map of whore tho car is. 
This takes about two seconds.

The database also includes 
points of interest ranging from 
hotels and businesses to golf 
course and amusement parks.

“Could we do it with just the 
satellites? No. Could we do it 
with just the database? Again, 
no,” O’Connor said.

Satellite triangulation works by 
line of sight and needs several sa­
tellites to get an accurate fix on a 
car’s location — impossible in an 
urban area with buildings.

The extensive database needs 
the satellites to fix its starting 
point,” O’Connor said. “We need­
ed both for this to be accurate 
enough to be useful.”

Simply identifying a car’s loca­
tion isn't enough, if the driver 
can’t figure out where he or she is 
or where he or she is going, 
O’Connor said.

Zexel originally designed the 
overhead map to always display 
with the map in one position, but 
preliminary testing showed a

for a hoods-up display 
with a constant north so drivers 
could mors easily follow their 
prapws.

Another addition is tho use of 
arrows to signal turns, rather than 
a map. “Wo felt tho map would bo 
too distracting — tho arrows com­
municate a direction more suc­
cinctly than an overhead map.”

This “turn-by-turn mode” has 
boon so well accepted tho over­
head map has become secondary 
and may be offered as an option 
rather than a part of the system.

The system also warns people if 
they've deviated from their select­
ed route and will recalculate an­
other route — sometimes by 
sending the driver back to the 
previous route.

Powerful future tool
While the thruat of the system 

is currently s means of naviga­
tion, it will one day be part of 
more complex system that warns 
drivers of traffic snarly and di­
rects them around the problem.

• The system itself is already ca­
pable of such feats, O’Connor 
said, but the infrastructure is not 
yet in place.

In such a system, a central 
computer receives date on traffic 
from sensors installed along road 
ways, collate and tabulates that 
date and then transmits the infor­
mation to receivers in cars.

The computer, once alerted to a 
traffic snarl, warns the driver and 
computes the best way around it.

O’Connor said it's inevitable 
that — as communities sdlsrch for 
a way to alleviate traffic conges­
tion — an intelligent highway ve­
hicle navigation system will arise.

Punch in an address on a key pad 
and a small monitor mounted on the 
dashboard tells you how to get to your 
destination.

It’s more than just a map. Drive a

mile, the screen tells you it's time to 
turn left. Drive another four miles, 
the screen says right turn in three 
blocks.

People have been talking about in­
teractive maps that help drivers navi­
gate around town and warn them of

traffic tieups for years.
Zexel USA Corp. Technology and 

Information Division in Farmington 
Hills, a division of Zexel USA, is on 
the cutting edge of automotive navi­
gation systems with its NAVMATE 
now in the developmental stage.

The interactive navigation system 
costs approximately $2,500 now, but 
the cost would fall as the technology

Insurance plans, tax-exempt 
investments merit closer look

“There are only two lasting be­
quests we can hope to give our 
children. One of these is roots; the 
other wings.”

This month's couple, Walter 
and Jody Hepfer, hope to help 
give their children wings by the 
attainment of their primary goal 
for them, a college education.

Walter, 41, is sales representa­
tive for an auto supplier. Jody 
works part time as a receptionist 
in a dental office. Walter earned 
$67,000 last year, but his income 
can fluctuate significantly from 
year to year because it is based

partly on commissions. Last year, 
Jody earned $5,000.

The Hepfer children are 13 and 
11. Walter and Jody have an ad­
vantage in that they saved on a 
regular basis for college expenses 
by using Uniform Gifts to Minors 
Act accounts, but their concern is 
whether they have done enough 
and if there are better invest­
ments for these accounts.

Walter and Jody’s other major 
goal is to provide for retirement.

In analyzing their need for ad­
ditional education funding, it ap­
pears that the Hepfers are in very 
good shape. They expect their 
children to go to in state public 
universities at a total cost of 
$9,000 per year in 1993 dollara.

Currently the accounts for the 
13-year-old are worth $31,000. If 
we project a reasonable rate of re­
turn for these assets, while also 
assuming the coat of education 
continues to rise faster than the 
Consumer Price Index, we project 
that they are only about $1,000 
short of folly funding their son’s 
educational costs.

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For the 11-year-old’s needs, it 
appears they are about $10,000 
short (in 1993 dollars) in funding 
her education. We calculate that 
they need to place about $125 per 
month between now and the onset 
of college for their daughter to 
meet this goal.

They are currently using mutu­
al funds as an investment vehicle, 
and these are performing satisfac­
torily. During the junior years of 
high school, they should begin 
looking for a favorable time to 
lock in their profits and move into 
more stable assets.

Walter and Jody have made 
good financial decisions in the 
past They have kept their debt 
load to a minimum, which Walter 
credits to his “conservative Ger­
man upbringing.” Their only debt 
is their home mortgage, which 
they refinanced to take advantage 
of favorable rates.

No pensions
But their goal of retirement re­

quires more thought. Neither 
Walter's nor Jody’s employer 
have any type of employer-fonded 
pension or retirement plans. Wal­
ter does participate in an employ­
ee-funded 401(k) plan. He has 
elected to fond this to the maxi­
mum every year, which is a deci­
sion we strongly support Walter 
and Jody have also been contrib­
uting to non-deductible IRAs eve­
ry year.

Even after maximising 401 (k) 
contributions, there are dollars 
available for discretionary sav­
ings. Both Walter and Jody say 
they would “love to minimise or 
defer more taxes.”

But for now they have few op­
tions. We suggest they look at in­
vestments that earn tax-exempt 
income and compare the net re­
turn on these investments to the 
net after-tax return on their cur­
rent investments.

Liquidity or accessibility is a 
potential problem area for Walter 
and Jody.

In 1971, the  N ational Association for the E d u ­
cation of Young Children proposed th a t a week in 
the  m onth of April be designated as the  Week of 
the  Young Child.

So today children are celebrated nationally  by 
parents, early childhood educators, child care pro­
viders and professionals and  those individuals 
working on behalf of youth throughout the  m onth 
of April.

A lthough the  key focus is children, the celebra­
tion would not be complete w ithout sa lu ting  those 
individuals who care for Am erica’s children.

We hear and read so m uch about children being 
our hope for tomorrow, our m ost precious resource.

peal. T ruly, children are special, so le t’s celebrate!

Here are some ways to  celebrate M ichigan’s 
M onth of the  Young Child. Offered by th e  M ichi­
gan Association for the  Education  of Young C hil­
dren, it focuses on paren ts and families.
■  P lan  a t least three sit-together m eals during the 
week. Use the tim e to  take a break from the  stress 
you all are feeling.

■  P lan t a “family tree” in your yard, on the street- 
side, in a park — anywhere you will be able to 
v isit it. If  you can, p lan t a tree for each family 
member.

■  F inally  get around to  sorting out, labeling and 
displaying fam ily pictures. T h is  can provide won­
derful opportun ities for rem iniscence, stories, 
family facts and  history and sharing the growth of 
your family.
■  Bring o u t the  tape or video recorder and create a 
family history  tape. Use th is  as an opportunity  to 
chronicle the “days of your lives” for th is  and fu­
tu re  generations. Take a  tour of your neighbor­
hood, v isit the  aun ts, uncles, grandparents, god­
parents, cousins, etc., to  capture their im pressions 
and  stories for the future.
■  P lan  a fam ily reunion of any sort. W hy not in ­
clude your ch ild ’s caregiver(s) and  teachers(s), as 
they tru ly  become part o f our extended families.
■  Spend an evening w riting letters to  out-of-town 
fam ily — people your children know and haven’t 
seen in a long while. S trengthen those family ties.
■  If it is feasible, v isit the  fam ily cemetery. Again, 
th is  is a wonderful m anner in which you can share 
personal memories with your children, stories of 
your childhood and how those now departed 
helped you to  grow and shaped your life — and 
therefore your children’s!
■  T ake the  week to w rite a family history. In te r­
view each other about life facts, hopes, dreams, 
funny m em ories, favorite vacations, etc.
■  Be sure to  do som ething for fam ilies less for­
tu n a te  th an  yours. Rejoice in your sharing some 
tim e w ith the  homeless or orphaned. You can a r ­
range for th is  by calling various hum an service or­
ganizations in your area. Do give them  enough 
tim e to  set up  the arrangem ents.
■  C reate a  tim e capsule with each m em ber of the 
family donating  certain item s, each with a note 
identifying the  im portance of th a t item.
■  If  you haven’t done it already, designate a door 
jam b, basem ent wall, or some other inconspicuous 
place to  serve as the  “Growing Zone.” Use th is  
space to  m ark and date each person 's height. In ­
clude the babies, too, m arking the ir length along 
with everyone else’s h e ig h t
■ Take the time to finally get a family portrait 
done. Either by a studio, s friend or self-timer — 
just get it done!
■ Vlait your child’s daytime place of activity. 
Schedule a visit to each classroom or center that 
your schedule will allow. And, if possible, have

A m ish way: ‘P la in  and S im ple’
It started with some quilts and has turned into a 20- 
year obsession for Sue Bender, a former New Yorker 
who recounts the simple nature of the Amish way of 
life in her book “Plain and Simple” and has captured 
the beauty of their quilts in a companion diary.

Sue Bender tells you up  front. 
S he’s “not a new wave Californian 
th a t hears voices” although she a d ­
m its to  a quirky obsession. Wife, 
m other and author, Bender has spen t 
20 years learning — and savoring — 
the  Am ish lifestyle.

“They have three th ings — family, 
faith  and  the farm ,” said B ender who 
closed out the  29th season of Livonia 
Town H all. “They pray for five m in­
u tes in the  m orning and five m inutes 
in the  evening and the  rest of the  day 
is spen t doing w hat they believe in.

“They live each day by w hat they 
believe in and it made me question 
whose life was richer.”

Bender discovered the  Am ish when 
she saw the  Amish q u ilts  used as 
backdrops for m en's su its . T h a t 
chance encounter started  a 20-year 
saga th a t culm inated in a best-selling 
book about the Amish, “ P lain  and 
Sim ple,” and a com panion diary, 
filled with photographs of Amish 
quilts.

T he q u ilts  attracted  B ender to  the 
Am ish and it was the faceless Amish 
dolls th a t told her to “risk  your 
h eart’s desire.” W ith the  help  of two 
q u ilt dealers and an "E ng lishm an” 
who worked with the Am ish, she 
eventually found a m in iste r’s family 
who took her in for seven weeks.

For Bender, the unhurried  lifestyle 
of the  Am ish was refreshing. She d is ­

covered th a t they value work. No 
one’s job  is unim portant.

“T hey have a high standard , b u t 
they’re not com petitive,” she told the  
Town H all crowd. “For them , i t ’s do 
the  best you can, don’t  do it to  be the  
best. I had one woman tell me, ‘Sue, if 
you m ake vegetable soup, i t ’s not 
right to say the carrots are better than  
the  peas or the  peas are better than  
the  cabbage. It takes all of the  vegeta­
bles to  make a good soup.’ ”

B ender rejoined the  Am ish the next 
year, staying with two sisters, both 
midwives. One was single and the  
o ther had 12 children. They have now 
become the Amish family she goes 
back to every year.

Pitching in
She left a t home her husband  R ich­

ard and two sons, who “pitched in ” 
while she was gone. Bender likewise 
pitched in and did w hat the  Amish 
women d id  — “My husband  said I 
was an au pair for the  Amish; I d id  
w hat the women d id .”

Bender found Am ish society p a tri­
archal in nature. M en have the power 
and women have a com plem entary 
role although “their work is appreci­
a ted .” She also found an absence of 
sibling rivalry, m uch of it because of 
“the  em phasis on we and not I.”

“T he em phasis is on the  com m uni­
ty ,” she said. “ In a catastrophe I 
would want to be Amish because I 
know the com m unity would take care

of me. They have no insurance on 
th e ir  house; th e ir  in su rance  is 
brotherly love.”

Am ish children don’t  have a lot of 
career choices. They are not allowed 
to  go beyond the  eighth grade. They 
are very sm art about the ir natural 
world and  when they have tim e to 
read, it is the  Bible and  T he Budget, 
the  Am ish newspaper, th a t they 
peruse.

“ I was brought up  w ith the idea 
th a t more choices you have in life the 
be tte r,” B ender said. “B u t in looking 
back, I realize I was drowning in 
choices. W ith the  Am ish, I learned 
the  difference between having a lot of 
choices and m aking a choice. W hen 
you m ake a choice you elim inate 
som ething on your plate.

“T he Am ish don’t  spend their tim e 
w ishing for som ething else or w ishing 
they were someone else. W hatever is 
on the ir plate is enough.”

Conscious choice
B ut while the ir choices are lim it- 

ted, there is one choice each and every 
m em ber of the  com m unity m ust 
make. T he Amish are A nabap tist and 
m em bers wait un til they are ad u lts  to 
decide on baptism . T hey make a con­
scious choice and those who decline 
m em bership generally jo in  the  more 
wordly M ennonite sect, Bender said.

“W hen the children become teenag­
ers, they’re given a lot of space, espe­
cially the  boys,” she said. “ I t ’s not in 
keeping with th e ir beliefs, so they 
have to tru s t th a t the  values im bued 
in them  as children will lead them  to 
choose the  Am ish way of life. Every 
family has a few who leave, bu t over­
all the com m unity is alive and well 
and  m any of the  children choose to 
stay .”

As serene and ordinary as Amish 
life appeared to Bender, she adm itted  
she “sm elled a ra t” — the dark side 
of Am ish life. There is no room in 
Am ish society for deviation, for peo­
ple who may be an artist, poet, gay or 
lesbian. And if th a t  person isn ’t  brave 
enough to leave the  com m unity, life 
can be hard. As a resu lt there is a lot 
of depression and  suicide in the Am­
ish  com m unity, Bender said.

T he Am ish also practice shunning. 
If  you break the  rules, they cu t you off 
and  among the  sins deserving of 
shunning  is “extram arital anything,” 
B ender said.

“ I t seems like such a terrible thing, 
b u t if they d id n ’t  shun, how would 
they hold the  com m unity together,” 
she said. “If  you’re willing to confess 
your faults, the com m unity is willing 
to  welcome you back. Otherwise, you 
can’t  defend yourself.”

No more questions
I t was during a fourth or fifth visit 

to the  Am ish com m unity th a t Bender 
realized she had no more questions 
and th a t all the  answers were w ithin 
herself. About six m onths la ter “a 
voice deep inside” told her it was 
“tim e to  tell the  story.”

She d id n ’t  want to listen  and tried  
to ignore it. Bender had never taken 
notes during her v isits and when th e  
finally gave in to  the  voice she found 
herself writing notes about her expe­
riences on scraps of paper and tossing 
them  on the floor of a room in her 
home.

“As I began working on the book, I 
realized th a t the scraps of paper were 
forming patches; I realized I was w rit­
ing a q u ilt,” she said. “I t  took five

Saintly work still needs people

Tkia priest worked a job to earn 
money just so he could give it all 
away to the poor. He would bring 
sick people into his home ao that 
he could personally cars for them. 
Poor children clung to him and he 
would give them food, toys, 
clothes and a heartful of love. 
What a saint!

And, indeed, he was. Saint Vin­
cent de Paul was canonised by the 
Roman Catholic Church and is 
the patron of charitable societies. 
Today, more than 300 years since 
hia death in 1660, the Society of 
Sl Vincent de Paul is alive and 
very active right here in the De­
troit area.

While the society has a Catho­
lic foundation, one only need con­
sult a dictionary or watch the or­
ganization in action to appreciate 
the “all-inclusive" application of 
the word catholic.

“What makes us catholic is 
that we take and we give to every­
body," said James Catron, execu­
tive director of the Society of St. 
Vincent de Paul. “As Catholics, 
we say the word catholic is uni­
versal. We help everybody and we 
don’t ask questions. That’s what 
makes us catholic.”

The word help requires a bit 
more clarification.

“We provide help for people to 
begin to reconstruct their lives,” 
Carron said. “It’s important to 
know that we are an emergency 
organization. My recommenda­
tion is that we empower individu­
als rather than just helping indi­
viduals. If someone comes to us 
and they are three months behind 
in their rent, to help with one 
month is OK, but we need to go 
further.

“The society reaches beyond 
the rent, beyond what is the prob­
lem.”

To reach beyond that problem, 
the society has its own employ­
ment agency. De Paul Employ­
ment was opened at the central 
office on East Grand Boulevard in 
Detroit in 1985 and expanded to 
St. Alfred's Parish in Taylor and 
St. Timothy’s Parish in Trenton 
last year.

There is absolutely no cost for 
those seeking jobs or the potential 
employer. In 1992 alone, more 
then one-third of the 1,400 appli­
cants were employed by the end of 
the year.

Volunteers’ ‘servants’

Carron, formerly self-employed 
in public relations/marketing, has 
served as the highest classified 
individual in the society for near­
ly two years. Even so, he views 
himself as “the lowest of the serv­
ants.”

Referring to the paid staff, he 
said, “We’re employed by volun­
teers to administer their programs 
which they own. The volunteers 
own the stores. The volunteers 
own everything. They own my off­
ice, they own my desk. They can 
come in and see them any time 
they wanfa We’re the servants of 
the volunteers.”

There are some paid workers 
and administrators, but Marcy 
Moynahan of Garden City is one 
of those who generously donates 
her time and talent.

Moynahan is the manager of 
the St. Vincent de Paul store on 
Michigan Avenue in Dearborn, 
one of 16 in the Detroit Ar­
chdiocese. That store services 
much of western Wayne County 
and was specifically requested by 
Moynahan and her husband 12 
years ago because they believed 
there was a real need in that area.

Moynahan has worked there all 
12 years and volunteers 30 to 40 
hours each week as the store’s 
manager.

“I enjoy meeting the people,” 
she said. She treats everyone with 
respect and warmth and appears 
to embody St. Vincent de Paul’s 
philosophy that the poor must be 
allowed the dignity to be poor be­
fore they can be helped.

She asks that donors send in 
items in good repair.

“We don’t want to give junk to 
the poor just because they are 
down on their luck at the time. 
You don’t want to make them feel 
any worse.”

Items in great demand are 
stoves, particularly gas since they 
are less expensive to operate than 
electric, beds and children’s fur­
niture and clothing.

“Bed frames are next to impos­
sible to get,” Moynahan said. “A 
lot of times, we don’t have the 
frames but will give them box 
springB and a mattress. We figure 
that’s better than sleeping on the 
floor.”

The demand for infant items 
far exceeds the incoming supply.

according to Moynahan: “We get 
calls for cribs, sometimes three or 
four a day.”

All the items received in the 
stores, food for the society’s 14 
food depots, and money for opera­
ting costs and other society pro­
grams are received through dona­
tions.

All with donations
“We are a non-funded organiza­

tion,” Carron said. “All the funds 
we receive are donated funds.” 
Most of the donations come from 
Catholic parishes supporting St. 
Vincent de Paul activities. One 
hundred ninety-five of the 310 
parishes in the Detroit Ar­
chdiocese support such activity 
and are known as conferences. 
They have special drives for 
funds. There are food drives and 
poor boxes and they also have 
Bundle Sundays.

On such Sundays, a St. Vincent 
de Paul truck is parked in a 
church's lot all weekend to collect 
goods on Bundle Sundays. The 
goods are then delivered to the

Society needs grandparents’ stability
Grandmothers 

and grandfathers 
are im portant 
people. Why? 
My two sons 
have a relation­
ship with their 
g r a n d p a r e n t s  
which is both 
amazing and 
wonderful to me.

What I have 
noticed between 
my sons and 

their grandparents is an apprecia­
tion of hiatory, a respect, an inter­
est in how the older family mem­
bers lived through the years of 
their lives. Grandmother and 
grandfather have been reference 
pointa for my eons' identities.

Grandparents are different 
from parents or from peers. They 
are not a parental kind of authori­
ty. They are dependable, wise and 
experienced in the world. Even 
when my boys srere young, there 
eras a conservative, stable, con­
nected quality in their relation­
ship srith their grandparents.

I believe the* children suffer 
when loving grandparents are not 
available eithe. because of dis-

)i

tance or because of death. They 
are needed to serve as a stability 
in society. Grandparents become 
a reference point in identity as a 
child grows.

Children can face change and 
tension if there are relationships 
that matter which remain the 
same. In the words of Roes 
Snyder, “A person who trusts us 
and we trust, continues us.” Nur­
tured by this relationship of a sec­
ond generation past, we are en­
abled to envision the future.

The social fabric of life is 
strengthened by those who have 
already lived through most of 
their years. What are the key ele­
ments in this intergenerational 
weaving of life?

The first key element is that a 
person from the past recognizes a 
grandchild as special, important. 
What ie of most value in this kind 
of relationship is both the recog­
nition of specialnees and emo­
tional space. The grandchild is 
both engaged with the older adult 
and is free to tact himself or her­
self against that reality. The sto­
ries about how it used to be years 
ago are important My sons love

to hear these stories told by their 
grandparents.

Second, a key element is that 
the older adult wants the young 
person to thrive. Snyder suggests, 
“Like a freshman football coach, 
he is solely concerned to help us 
make the team.” Grandparents do 
not worry if their grandchildren 
will win, but they hope they will 
make the team.

Third, the older adult offers the 
new generation wisdom. What 
this means is that the older per­
son helps the young person to un­
derstand life. This happens 
through stories, convictions and 
values that are offered but not 
forced upon the younger person. 
Such a person can become a door 
to meanings and even to religious 
faith.

Perhaps the most important el­
ement in the positive impact of 
older adults upon young persons 
is a transmission of a vital hope 
for the future. If an older adult is 
living a vital, future-oriented life, 
their impact upon young people 
can be tremendous. Older adults 
who live on the edge of a new time 
rather than foiling back into the 
past attract young people.

Older adults who have a grow­
ing edge approach to life are pow­
erful mentors. The Hasidic say­
ing, “Every day we shall go forth 
out of Egypt, out of distress,” sug­
gests how such older adults may 
impact the new generation. Every 
day they continue to live out the 
dream of freedom.

We witness in our society today 
the breakdown of generations. 
Thia ie a painful dilemma for our 
time. We who value religious 
meaning must pay attention to 
this tearing of the fabric of soci­
ety. We and the world will pay the 
costa if young people only belong 
to an anonymous youth culture.

The costa will be counted in the 
agony of the Vietnam War, or race 
riots, or in psychic and spiritual 
destruction. No generation has 
the final truth. We need to be 
woven into a fabric of compassion 
and of discernment if we as a 
human race would avoid the dark­
ness.

“A lot of people get upaat be 
cause we sail things," said Moy- 
nahan, adding that those who 
can’t afford to pay may obtain 
vouchers to receive needed goods 
at no coat.

A Vincentian (a volunteer from 
one of the parish conferences) will 
coma to the home to determine 
need and will write a voucher for 
those items that can be taken to 
the store or food depot. Vouchers 
may also be written by others, 
most notably the Department of 
Social Services.

Carron estimates that the 16 
stores combined donste $1 mil­
lion worth of goods each year. The 
money acquired from sold goods 
is first used to pay the bills.

‘After the bills are paid, we 
send money to our council,” Moy- 
nahan said.

“The council has a 
needy fund that’s set up so we can 
help with utilities, medical bills, 
even if you need gas for your car,” 
Canon said.
Riling demand

And help is exactly what the so­
ciety does in a big way. In western 
Wayne County alone, the 26 par­
ish-level conferences spent more 
than $69,000 last year to help 
with housing emergencies. Those 
emergencies included back mort­
gage payments, back taxes and 
emergency home repairs. That 
amount was up more than 50 per­
cent over the 1991 figures.

Assistance with utilities was up 
29 percent over last year at more 
than $36,000. Transportation as­
sistance rose s whopping 146 per­
cent and medical assistance 
soared 179 percent above the 1991 
expenditures.

The society assisted a total of 
37,407 families last year in the six 
counties covered >̂y the Ar-

Moynahan’s husband, Jerry, 
volunteers as a Vincentian in­
volved with the home visits and is 
also the society’s Metro West Dis­
trict Council president.

“Our society and other charita­
ble organisations are rapidly 
reaching the limit of their ability 
to respond to even the most basic 
emergency needs of the poor and 
disadvantaged in our communi­
ty,” he said. “Since we rely, for 
the most part, on donations given 
by parish members, our resources

are necessarily limited. We’ve 
done our beat in the year just 
past, but frankly, we just cannot 
keep up with the needs of people 
in our communities."

Carron voiced similar concern*.
“How long can we keep it up? 

We’re reaching the limit of our 
ability,” he said. “1 think it’s 
rather noble to have state cuts, 
but can the charitable organise 
tions and non-profit organisa­
tions and volunteer organisations 
pick up the slack with all the 
cuts?”

Carron anticipates that both 
needs and costa will continue to 
rise. In fact, business is booming 
and the society needs donations. 
High on the list of needed dona­
tions is money. In addition to all

the other charitable activities, the 
society also supports two Chris 
tian summer camps for needy 
children. Camp Oaanam for boys 
and Camp Stapleton for girls, 
both on Lake Huron, were attend­
ed by 1,360 needy children last 
year.

Cash donations are greatly ap­
preciated for running the camp. 
The cost par camper per day to 
the society is $36 or $360 for the 
entire 10-day period. There are 
many areas to put cash donations 
to acock at the camps from the 
cost of buses to camp counselors 
to a gallon of milk. Private and 
corporate donations are gratefully 
accepted. And money donated can 
be specifically earmarked for a 
particular area or it can be put in

1 - r o o m  s c h o o l h o u s e s

J oan P alm er’s reason for writing a book
about the  history of C an ton ’s 10 one-room 
schoolhouses during the  years they doubled 

as school d is tric ts  is sim ple enough:
“O ur p ast is pa rt of us. I w ant to save th a t h is­

tory. Children of today should  know som ething 
abou t what these country schools were like,” says 
the  C anton H istorical Society trustee  and C anton 
H istorical M useum  volunteer.

C anton H istorical Society will publish  “Canton 
C ountry Schools” th is fall. All proceeds will go to 
the  society.

T hree years in the m aking, the book will help 
researchers of C anton’s pioneer families and 
schools. Each chapter will chronicle a different 
schoolhouse via factual accounts verified by the 
au th o r and  personal m em ories elicited from for­
m er s tu d en ts  and teachers.

Palm er is tracing the 10 schools from th e ir  
prim itive log beginnings between 1830 and 1850 to 
th e ir  brick or frame successors to  when they were 
consolidated into larger school d istricts in  Plym- 
ou th-C anton , W ayne-W estland or Van Buren 
Tow nship. School d istric t consolidation was com­
plete by the  mid-1950s.

Spotlighted schools are Hough, Cherry Hill, 
Sheldon, C anton Center, H anford, W alker, T rues- 
dell, Palm er, B artle tt and Kinyon.

Memories solicited
Palm er will help former teachers and s tuden ts  

record rem em brances from 9 a.m. to 2 p.m. T u es­
days and S aturdays in M ay a t the C anton H isto ri­
cal M useum , Canton C enter Road a t Proctor. Or 
call her a t 453-5231.

S he’s also looking for class pictures, build ing 
snapshots, report cards, play programs, souvenir 
holiday cards and other school artifacts. “On re­
po rt cards, I’m  interested in  the  year and the  
teacher’s nam e, not the  grades.”

Responses so far have topped 75. “B ut I don’t  
w ant anybody to  say after the  book is published, ‘I 
went to  a one-room school in  Canton b u t I ’m  not 
included,’ ” Palm er said.

“C anton C ountry Schools" will include a tow n­
sh ip  m ap p inpointing  each school’s location, a 
partia l lis t of teachers a t each school and  the  years 
they taught, s tuden t new spaper excerpts, land ac­
quisition  records and selected records like annual 
school d is tric t m eeting m inutes. *

Schools often went up  on a corner, w ithin two or 
th ree  miles of the  farm s they served. Fam ilies in 
each d istric t team ed up  to  bu ild  and support the 
school, paying a tax for each child a ttend ing  and 
donating  a cord of firewood for the  school stove.

Three of the 10 one-room schools are gone: B art­
le tt (Canton Center Road, south  of W arren), 
Palm er (a t G eddes and Beck) and  Kinyon (at Joy 
and  Ridge ju s t  inside P lym outh  Township).

T he o ther seven are still standing.
Hough, a t  W arren and Old Haggerty, is vacant. 

C anton C enter houses the  C anton H istorical M u­
seum . Cherry H ill, a t  Ridge and  Cherry H ill, is a 
restored public facility.

Sheldon, on M ichigan Avenue west of Sheldon, 
is being restored for use as leased space by a non­
profit group. Hanford, a t Ridge and Hanford, has 
been converted to  a single-fam ily residence.

W here W alker stood on M ichigan Avenue east 
of 1-275 is now a m odern W ayne-W estland ele­
m entary school. W here T ruesdell stood on H ag­
gerty south of Cherry H ill is now a m odem  Plym- 
outh-C anton elem entary school annex.

In 1850, Aaron Palm er, great-great-grandfather 
of Joan  Palm er’s husband  Richard, leased an acre 
to  the  Palm er school d is tr ic t for as long as a 
school existed there. A frame school came about 
1861 and a brick school abou t 1935. Palm er School 
was consolidated into the  Van Buren school d is­
tr ic t in 1953. I t la ter reverted to  Aaron P alm er's 
heirs. It housed a church and businesses before 
burn ing  in the  late '60s. Palm er family m em bers 
have lived in  C anton since 1833, a  year before 
tow nshiphood.

“W e live three and a q u arte r miles from where 
Aaron first settled  — and  we’ve lived here 40 
years,” said  Joan , a  N orthville native who grew up 
in  Plym outh.

Last year, Canton resident Duane Roden berg 
donated to the township the Palmer School treas­
urer’s record books from 1866 to 1926. From these 
yellowed pages, Joan Palmer learned that, in 1866, 
Louise Corwin earned $48 for teaching 16 weeks of 
summer school, just $28 more than William Artley 
was paid for five cords of winter firewood!

“Country schoolhouses were such a pervasive 
way of life in our country throughout its history,” 
said Canton historic district commissioner Melis­
sa McLaughlin. "It’s only been since the mid part 
of this century that we've moved away from them.

“Folks who went to these one-room school- 
houses are moving into their later years,” ahe add­
ed. “And a lot of stories and memorise and pic­
tures and documentation they have will be gone 
once they’re gone. We’ve got to capture these 
memorise now or they’ll be lost — former. ”

As you may recall. Dixieland, 

as it was known during Wolfe's 
childhood (he was born in 19001, 
was not an ordinary, garden vane 
ty home. It was a rambling, two 
story boarding house, a kind of 
hodgepodge of rooms, niches, 
nooks, and crannies — all over 
seen by Wolfe's efficient, extreme 
ly thrifty mother, the “Elisa” of 
his early, strongly autobiographi­
cal novels.

In the pages of “Look Home­
ward, Angel, ” Wolfe wrote of the 
actual/fictional boarding house 
and the "braided clamor” of 
conversations around the dining 
tables. Today's visitors may im­
agine echoes of those long-ago 
conversations as they pass 
through the large, high-ceiling 
dining room. The tables are al­
ways set as if awaiting the immi­
nent arrival of a dozen or more

clamorous boarders A massive 
sideboard and the dark, spindle 
backed chairs pulled up to the ta­
bles are typical of pieces found in 
many middle clase homes during 
the era, and moat wave la the 
house when the Wolfes lived 
there, according to tour guides

Back in the no-nonsense, un­
pretentious kitchen, a gas- 
powered Oriole cookstove, plus a 
coal-driven range and oven stand 
opposite a sturdy worktable and 
unadorned cupboards, where 
Wolfe’s mother oversaw and 
helped prepare the hearty South­
ern fare she served boarders.

Framed family portraits, an up­
right piano and small organ domi­
nate the lace-curtained, antima- 
cassared parlor. Atop the piano 
sits the original photo of the au­
thor, which appeared through the 
years on the jackets of many of 
the books he wrote.

Upstairs, the spartan bed­
rooms, with their iron bedsteads, 
flimsy coverlets and slightly sagg­
ing mattresses, look vaguely sad. 
(Wolfe sometimes likened the 
house to a tomb, using words Uke 
“dank” and “chill” to describe iu  
feel.) Hie mother’s tiny bedroom, 
with newspapers end magazines 
stream about, resembles Eliza’s 
“small dark room with a window 
opening on the uncertain light of 
the back porch" in “Look Home­
ward, Angel.” The bedrooms are 
connected by a narrow, almost 
tunnel-like hallarey, leading to 
the little cave of a bathroom that 
was shared by Dixieland’s resi­
dents.

Before you leave, you may sit 
for a spell on the front veranda in 
one of the many cane-bottomed 
rocking chairs provided for visi­
tors and look out on the wide, 
sloping lawn where Wolfe played

as a young boy beneath enormous 
Carolina maple trees. The neigh­
borhood has changed considera­
bly since Wolfe left one day in
1918, on his way to the University 
of North Carolina at Chapel Hill 
to study theater and playwriting 
before eventually making hia in­
delible mark on the literary world 
an a novelist. Across the street 
now, you'll see a bustling office 
complex end hoteL The home it­
self, however, according to guides, 
remains much the same.

The Thomas Wolfe horns is at 
48 Spruce St. It is open 9 a.m to 5 
p.m. Monday through Saturday 
and 1-5 p.m. Sunday. (From No­
vember 1 to March 31, the home 
is dosed on Mondays.) Admission 
is $10 for adults and 50 cents for 
children.

A beveled glass window with 
broken pane* leans up ecu net the 
wall awaiting repair. Custom or­
ders and stained glass restoration 
are their specialty. The Lindens 
spend long hours lavishing loving 
care on heirloom windows, doors 
and panels.

"It's a workshop, not a show­
case. We try to learn as much as 
we can about stained glass so we 
can teach,” Jack said as he and 
Marie wrapped copper foil around 
the glass pieces for one of eight 
traditonal Victorian stained-glass 
windows commissioned by the 
Seventh Day Adventists for their 
church in Plymouth Township.

“This is one of the most im­
portant parts of stained-glass 
work because when these are
foiled, they’ll be ready for solder­
ing.”

Marie added, “Putting the foil 
on the glass, this makes the chan­
nel that makes it all work.”

The Lindens use both methods 
of frami.ig the glass pieces in 
their work: leading and copperfoil.

“The oldest method of glass 
working is 3,000 years old. Louis 
Comfort Tiffany came along at 
the end of the 19th century with

coppar foils," Maria said.
Tiffany's copperfoil method al­

lowed very small pieces of glass to 
be framed and joined. It enabled 
him to create his mspilHwst 
wisteria lamp shads.

As one of the earliest crafts, 
stained-glass making was a nuqor 
art form before painting in Eu­
rope. The earliest surviving exam­
ple in an architectural environ­
ment is the 11th-century Augs­
burg Cathedral in Germany, 
which used techniques thought to 
be after sixth- end seventh-centu­
ry Byxantine mosaics in Italy. 
Records of stained-glass windows 
exist for a 12th-century synagogue 
in Cologne.

Artists through the ages have 
used the faceted jewel-like colors 
of these dazzling stained-glass 
windows as canvas. Russian art­
ist Marc Chagall, in his well 
known work for the synagogue in 
Hadassah-Hebrew University 
Medical Center in Jerusalem, cre­
ated 12 magnificent windows. 
Each represented one of the 12 
tribes of Israel.

Although today's stained-glass 
artists could never hope to pro­
duce the likes of such master 
works, the art form offers oppor­

tunities to create architectural 
and other pieces on a smaller 
scale.

Classes, instructional videos, 
books and supplies offered at the 
shop provide young and old alike 
with fun projects crafting rshisst 
door panels, sidelights, windows, 
kaleidoscopes, docks, candlehold- 
srs and lamps.

Beginner and intermediate 
classes run four weeks at a coat of 
$30 with a 10 percent discount on 
supplies and tools while attend­
ing classes.

"It's a contagious type ot s 
class. The very first night they 
make a suncatcher. It gives them 
glass cutting skills, how to use the 
tools,” Linden said. “This isn't 
the kind of craft you can go out 
and buy a kit so we keep our be­
ginner's patterns simple. They'll 
have a nice 10- by 14-inch panel 
when it’s done.”

Advance classes in Tiffany 
lamps and lead cane, by appoint­
ment only, last three to six weeks 
at a cost of $30-$45. In late spring, 
the Lindens will offer glass bead­
working classes.

Count on spending about an 
additional $60 for an initial in­
vestment in tools. “People say

isn’t this a little bit expensive, 
but you end up making a $400- 
$600 lamp,” Jack said.

The Lindens first became inter­
ested in stained glass 14 years ago
when they decided to taka a class 
together. For many years, they 
sold their wares at arts and crafts 
shows.

Six years ago, when Jack retired 
after 33 years at American Air­
lines. they opened their Plymouth 
shop. Every five weeks, they trav­
el to Chicago to hand pick and 
buy the glass from Germany, 
France, Italy and America 
stocked in the shop.

“Glass is really interesting. If 
you hold it up to a bright light, 
you’ve one color, hold it up to a 
different light and it’s opaque. 
Stained glass combines artistic 
endeavors and enjoyment. It’s a 
wonderful way to escape from re­
ality,” Jack said. “I tell my stu­
dents this is not a hobby or a 
craft This is a fine a r t”

Suitability of property questioned
Is there an 

obligation upon 
a landlord In a 
commercial set­
ting to disc lose 
certain defects 
to the tenant?

In a recent 
California case, 
the t enan t ’s 
store was bur­
glarized. He sued 
the landlord for 
negligently fail- 
ing to warn him 

that the premises could be easily 
broken into and that this failure 
to disclose caused the loss. The 
Court of Appeals of California 
held that while the landlord had

no duty to protect the property of 
the tenant, the tenant could state 
a cause of action for failure to dis­
close information pertaining to 
the suitability of the premises for 
their intended use.

The court noted that commer­
cial leases are typically of long 
duration, and potential lessees, 
therefore, need foil information aa 
potential purchasers. The rule set 
forth by the court is similar to 
that applied to landlords in cases 
of personal injury to tenants 
caused by latent defects of the 
property that are known to the 
landlord.

The tenant is liable for failure, 
intentional or not, to disclose the 
potential danger. This case opens 
a new area of potential liability 
for commercial landlords. The 
landlord may well want a lease to 
contain a clear statement that the 
landlord has made no representa­
tions or warranties other than 
those explicitly set forth in the 
lease and is relieved of any im­
plied warranty or representation 
as to the condition or suitability 
of the premises for the tenant’s 
proposed use.

Recenlty the neighbors In the 
condominium above us had 
some work done in their kitch­
en. W ater waa spilled on their 
floor that seeped into our kitch­
en, leaving a stain on our cell­
ing. The man they hired was 
unable to remove the stain and 
carries no insurance. There la 
no clause In our association by­
laws that covers this situation. 
Do we have any recourse?

In answer to the question, it 
would a pear that you have re­
course against the co-owner up­
stairs for negligence as well as the 
co-owner’s contractor. The fact 
that the contractor has no insur­
ance is unfortunate but does not 
relieve the contractor from liabili­
ty to the extent that it caused in­
jury to your unit through negli­
gence.

Moreover, the association may 
have recourse against the co­
owner or the contractor to the ex­

tent that any common elements 
ware damaged for which the asso­
ciation has a responsibility. I 
would also double check your con­
dominium documents with an at­
torney to make sure that there is 
not a specific provision covering 
this situation, which is normally 
the case.

They want to eee what an area ia
like, who lives there, what’s near­
by — if they don’t get an initial 
good impression, all the tools in 
the world won’t help sell a house 
there.

That’s why open houses are so 
valuable — it is the best way to 
get a person’s attention when 
they’re looking over an area, Bart­
lett said.

Realtors have many reasons for 
throwing open housee, McCullen 
of Century 21 said. “They don't 
necessarily think every person 
who walks in intends to buy that 
houae."

Some people do buy the house 
they visit on an open house, but 
many are interested in an area 
and stop in at several open houses 
to get a feel for the area, he said. 
“A typical open house will gen­
erate as few as three and as many 
as 25 callers.”

People who don’t buy a home 
they visit are still important to 
the real estate agents because it 
gives the agent an opportunity to 
meet with potential buyers and 
perhaps discern what they may be 
looking for.

“Open houses are an easy no­
obligation way for buyers to look 
around — it’s very low pressure,” 
Bartlett said of Real Estate One 
said. It’s also an easy, low pres­
sure way for an owner to market a 
home.

Perhaps some people feel un­
comfortable allowing strangers to 
roam though their home during

aa open heuae. but B Bartlett 
wanted to sell a hems, he’d take

t i v J t t o T ^ M d d ^ r w ^ ta d t o
market and wanted to sell a home
in 60 to 90 days. I would have it

ways to increase the pool of po­
tential buyers, he said.

Brokers and sales aaeociatee
are are trained in everything from 
scheduling and what to look for in 
a preopen house walkthrough to 
greeting guests to working with 
the homeowner to prepare the 
house.

Homeowners are expected to do 
all the things that make a house
inviting. A house that ia dean — 
both inside and out — and well 
maintained is more likely to make 
an impression.

Once the house is presentable, 
there is another more important 
task for the homeowner — leave. 
“We ask them to gracefully bow
out.”

When people are looking at 
housee, many tend to look criti­
cally at them. The last thing the 
real estate associate needs at an 
open house is a homeowner who is 
angry at a potential buyers be­
cause he or she inadvertently in­
sulted a decorating scheme, he 
said.

“We know it’s your home, but 
it’s also a product and people are 
going to look at it that way,” he 
said. “If someone doesn’t like a 
home, they should be able to ex­
press that honestly,” he said.
