District and millags campaign offi- 
dals  responded to several questions 
being raised by voters, who ere asking 
why the millage is needed in tight of 
the new development and assessment 
increases now reaping t4.6 million for 
the district.

“Under normal drcumstances, that 
would cover ue,” said Didi Egli, com­
munity relations director.

Museum director Beth Stewart 
and Weldon Petx, who amassed 
the collection, say bringing the 
collection permanently to Plym­
outh is so far just an idea and 
nothing is set.

But Stewart said the Plymouth 
Historical Society is looking into 
how money could be raised to pay 
for the collection and expand the 
museum on Main Street to house 
it.

“I was always interested in Lin­
coln, but not only as a political 
figure,” he said.

“It's a wonderful opportunity 
for us,” Stewart said.

The collection includes 40,000 
pieces, including postcards, let­
ters and photographs — some of 
which are on ambrotype and nev­
er before printed.

Petx was asked to appear on 
PBS Channel 56 in Detroit when 
the popular "The Civil War” se­
ries was shown a few years ago, to 
comment on episodes. Some of 
his Lincoln photographs were 
used by historian Shelby Foote — 
a star of “The Civil War” — in 
one of his recent books.

Parts of the collection have 
been shown at the Plymouth mu­
seum, and Petz — who lives in 
Oakland County — has friends 
here.

It would take at least five years, 
Petz said, before the collection 
could go hom his home to the 
Plymouth Historical Museum.

"We could have a permanent, 
changing exhibit on Lincoln," 
Stewart suggested.

frhere are lots of kids into sum­
mer reading in Plymouth and 
Canton, and libraries and book­
stores are gearing up.

Jackie Powers, owner of the 
Little Professor Book Center, said 
kids book sales ore on the rise.

"This is an outstanding sum­
mer for young readers,” Powers 
said, adding some popular kids 
reading series are expanding.

Book series for elementary to 
preteen kids have grown in popu­
larity in recent years.

"The most popular kinds of 
th in p  are T h e  Baby Sitter Club’ 
and ‘Pee Wee Scouts,’ ” said Pam 
Rawlinson, who coordinates chil­
dren’s reading services for the 
Plymouth District Library.

“Tbe kids seem to really get 
into the series,” Rawlinson said.

Patrick Persons, s youth ser­

“The kids like that because 
they get familiar with the charac­
ters and they con read about 
them; there’s the ‘Sweet Valley 
Twins,’ and the ‘American Girls’ 
series,” he added.

“Kids are really into horror sto­
ries, things that scare them; they 
like that a lot,” Persons said. 
“Older elementary kids still epjoy 
books about kids experiencing the 
same things they experience.”

While Rawlinson said chil­
dren’s series are more popular 
now than when parents were kids, 
classics including ‘Black Beauty,’

Both libraries offer summer 
reading programs. In Plymouth, 
parents read to kids in the Read 
to Me program, and kids may also 
participate in the Make s Splash 
summer reading program.

In both programs, parents or 
kids record titles of books that are 
read and kids can receive book­
marks, stickers and stamps.

The Canton library also has a 
summer reading program plarmed 
for kids in grades 1-8. "About 
1,300 kids enrolled lost year, this 
year we’re hoping for more,” Per­
sons said.

Vogras reinstated at new job

'The official who fired Ken Vo- 
graa as head of the West Bloom­
field water department would like 
his reinstatement on July 6 to be 
a new beginning.

Long-term changes
The district’s fund balance — 

or contingency fund — is down to 
zero. It should be 10 percent of 
the budget, according to the 
schools’ auditors, Hoedel said.

“Maybe the school board is 
inefficient. Maybe they’re not 
good business people. But we 
have to deal with what’s in front 
of us,” said Hugh Harsha, public­
ity co-chair for the millage com­
mittee.

While school raises “will never 
be the same,” the district had 
good reason to grant teachers a 3- 
percent raise, a cost to the district 
of $1.5 million, officials say. The 
42 teachers and employees to be 
cut if the millage fails will mean a 
savings of $1.3 million.

“To avoid strikes or adding an­
tipathy to the situation, we took 
care of that ahead of time,” said 
Pat Liljestrand. “We let voters 
know there was a cost of living ad­
justm ent given ahead of time. 
Who loses if there is a strike? Our 
teachers aren’t overpaid com­
pared to other districts.”

“It boils down to what kind of 
quality do we want to maintain?” 
said E ^i.

What of the teachers’ buy-out 
some projected would have saved 
the district $1.5 million? “We 
didn’t  get into any serious poten­
tial of that,” said Hoedel. “It’s 
not that cost effective. We have 26 
teachers still pink-slipped.” It’s 
difficult to project what the sav­
ings would total, as a buy-out 
would occur over three years, said 
Egli.

Teachers have been asked by 
the district for a 3-percent give- 
back. The district hasn’t  received 
a response yet, said Hoedel.

“1 don’t  think raises will ever 
be the same again because we are

1. W hat would you do to en- 
hanea th e  accep tab ility  of 
Schoolcraft credits a t four-year 
institutions?

Acceptability of Schoolcraft 
credits is firmly eatabliahed. 
Close cooperation with 32 four- 
year colleges in Michigan allowed 
the development of Transfer 
Guides. If the student works with 
the transfer guide and a coun­
selor, Schoolcraft credits transfer 
easily. And our transfer students 
consistently earn h i^ e r  grade 
point averages than other transfer 
students.

2. How do you see in stitu ­
tions like Schoolcraft fitting 
into the proposed job re tra in ­
ing program  In an era of steadi­
ly declining sta te  ftinds for 
community colleges?

While state cuts affect Schpol- 
craft’s general fund, re-training 
programs are funded through 
JPTA’s proposal procedure. Sub­
mitting worthwhile proposals as 
we have in the past should main­
tain our funding level. Schoolcraft 
also develops retraining agree­
ments with the private sector 
through our Business Develop­
ment office. This activity would 
receive greater emphasis.

3. In your opinion, what 
th ree problems a t Schoolcraft 
need the m ost atten tion  firom 
the trustees?

Cost containment while assur­
ing quality education will be a 
tremendous problem since state 
aid  has been continuously 
decreasing. Maintaining a suffi­
cient number of full time faculty 
to ensure quality education will 
continue to be a challenge. 
Achfewng broaderpuhtiC rec^pli^ 
tion of the quality and communi­
ty resources Schoolcraft offers is 
crucial.

1. What arould you do to  en­
hance the accep tab ility  o f 
Schoolcraft cred its a t four-year 
institutions?

Schoolcraft has working rela­
tionships with most colleges and 
universities in Michigan. School­
craft’s credits are respected. The 
problem is that some four-year in­
stitutions do not accept commu­
nity college credits for graduation 
requirements. Students are asked 
to take testa or often repeat cours­
es to take higher level courses 
and/or graduate.

I would ask the administration 
review the current articulation 
agreements, reworking those that 
need change.

2. How do you see in stitu ­
tions like Schoolcraft College 
fitting  into the proposed job re­
train ing  program  in an  era  of 
steadily declining s ta te  funds 
for community colleges?

Schoolcraft should take advan­
tage of any available programs to 
help train students. Schoolcraft 
already works directly with area 
businesses on specific retraining 
projects. Fitting new programs 
into this format would be a very 
direct use of funds.

State funding has declined be­
ginning in 1992-1993 school year. 
The state provides about 26 per­
cent of the Scbooclraft revenue. 
Any federal, state or business pro­
gram that increases funding and 
trains students should be encour­
aged.
3. In your opinion, w hat th ree 
problems a t Schooicndl need 
the most atten tion  from the 
trustees?

1. Schoolcraft College must in­
crease the number of full time 
faculty members. Part-time in­
structors should be provided ex­
tensive training to insure com­
petency.

2. ^hoolcraft must make a 
greater effort to comply immedi­
ately with the American Disabili­
ties Act.

3. The c o t l ^  sfaotitd evaluate 
all equipment used for instruc­
tion. Outdated and older equip­
ment must be replaced.

1. W hat would you do to en­
hance th e  accep tab ility  o f 
Schoolcraft credits a t four-year 
institutions?

Schoolcraft College currently 
has agreements with several dos- 
en state and private colleges con­
cerning the acceptance of transfer 
credits. To enhance acceptability 
at additional colleges, graduation 
testing, similar to the ASSET test 
required of incoming Schoolcraft 
students, may provide the neces­
sary assurance to these colleges of 
post-secondary skills developed 
at Schoolcraft.

2. How do you see institu ­
tions like Schoolcraft College 
fitting  into the proposed job re­
tra in ing  program in an era of 
steadily declining state  ftmds 
for community colleges?

This is one way for the college 
to enhance their revenue picture 
and self-promote at the same time 
by capturing retraining funds. Ac­
cording to the Hudson Institute 
report, the average worker will 
change jobs seven times in their 
life. This means continual train­
ing, retraining and learning op­
portunities.

3. In your opinion, what 
three problems a t Schoolcraft 
need the most attention from 
the trustees?

1. Competition from other edu­
cational institutions.,

2. Revenue enhancements other 
than tax dollars, state aid and tu i­
tion such as grants, business/ed- 
ucation partnerships, fund-rais­
ing and expanded facility use.

3. Compliance with ever chang­
ing laws such as the Americans 
with DisabilitieB Act a s  i t  per­
tains to retraining of teachers, 
physical access and employment 
issues.

1. W hat would yon do to en­
hance th e  acceptab ility  of 
Schoolcraft credits a t four year 
institutions?

Schoolcraft has a high level of 
acceptance, currently. Structuring 
course element with very specific 
focus on program identification 
for specialised skill training will 
enhance student enrollment and 
assist students to concentrate on 
career development and a strong­
er association with a four year 
program instead of two years gen­
eral studies education.

2. How do you see institu ­
tions like Schoolcraft fitting 
into the proposed job re tra in ­
ing program  in an era of steadi­
ly declining sta te  funds for 
community colleges?

Schoolcraft can easily find a 
market to coordinate college pro­
grams assisting employers chang­
ing job descriptions with transi­
tional skill training and career 
pathing. Employers will fund the 
cost when courses are structured 
to benefit their unique specialized 
needs. Corporate funding will 
offset funding and enhance stu­
dent involvement.

3. In your opinion, what 
th ree problems a t Schoolcraft 
need the m ost attention from 
the trustees?

Long range growth development 
to include extension of programs 
and facilities to accommodate a 
changing work force with continu­
al course curriculum upgrades; 
implementation of student affor­
dability programs and improve­
ments to various student services 
currently provided; gain consider­
able private industry involvement 
with program design, facilities, 
course instruction and funding.

1. What would you do to en­
hance the accep tab ility  of 
Schoolcraft credits a t four year 
Institutions?

Schoolcraft credits are present­
ly acceptable at over 25 four year 
institutions through articulation 
agreements. As trustee, I will urge 
the administration to pursue ar­
ticulation agreements with addi­
tional four year institutions as 
well as encouraging our counsel­
ing staff to work closely with stu­
dents to assure compliance with 
such agreements.

2. How do you see in stitu ­
tions like Schoolcraft College 
fitting  into the proposed job re­
tra in ing  program  in an era  of 
steadily declining sta te  ftmds 
for community colleges?

Schoolcraft already participates 
in retraining programs with pri­
vate businesses. It is important 
that Schoolcraft be involved in re­
training citizens, who in a rapidly 
changing economy require new 
skills to compete. Retraining 
courses should 1m provided as the 
budget allows, but should not 
cause a reduction in resources al­
located to traditional two year 
students.

3. In your opinion, what 
th ree  problems a t Schoolcraft 
need the moat attention from 
the trustees?

The three immediate problems/ 
concerns requiring attention from 
the trustees are; the impact of de­
clining state aid to the college, the 
retirement of over 30 percent of 
the faculty and the staff in the 
next five years, and commimity 
recognition of the excellent cours­
es and programs available at 
Schoolcraft.

1. W hat would you do to en­
hance th e  accep tab ility  o f 
Schoolcndl cred its a t four year 
institutions?

Schoolcraft has agreements 
with 32 four-year institutions in 
Michigan to guarantee the trans­
fer of credits. Mandatory counsel­
ing is also provided with a “trans­
fer guide” to insure courses trans­
fer. The guide is provided by four- 
year institutions to facilitate this 
proces. Students need to access 
academic counseling if questions 
arise.

2. How do you see institu ­
tions like Schoolcraft College 
fitting  into the proposed job re ­
tra in ing  program  in an  era  o f 
steadily declining s ta te  ftinds 
for community colleges?

Schoolcraft constantly seeks to 
obtain grants and funding to ad­
dress the employment needs of 
our communities. This effort is 
another innovative strategy to in­
sure our financial stability. 
Schoolcraft College has o b ta in ^  
five grants fiom a fund for job 
training and adult education in 
1992-1993 for a to ta l of

They’re not the streets of Paris, but 
shopping malls are drawing their 
share of artists — it’s like Renoir 
meets Eddie Bauer. Across the coun­
try, city-based art museums are 
reaching into the suburbs with satel­
lite museum stores in shopping 
malls.

Locally, the Detroit Institute of Art 
Museum Shops opened in the Twelve 
Oaks Mall in September 1991, and 
the Somerset Collection in October 
1992, following a trend set by the • 
Metropolitan Museum of New York

and the Chicago Art Institute.
The DIA Museum Shops pay mall 

rent and operate during mall hours 
just like regular mall tenants, except 
forlkeir non-profit status. Store pro­
ceeds go to support the art museum 
through the sale of jewelry, books, 
sculpture and gift items.

“We actually have three museum 
stores, counting the one within the 
museum downtown,” said Cheryl 
Hutton, manager of the DIA Store in 
Someraet. “And the stores are doing 
well. The merchandise is similar be­
tween the stores, but not the same be­
cause each mall has a distinct per­

sonality and customer base.”
The DIA Museum stores are visual 

extensions of the Detroit Art Insti­
tute incorporating details from the 
Diego Rivera fresco, the Pewabic 
compass, and the entrance columns 
into their interior design.

Katherine Darby manages the re­
tail shops for the DIA and insists 
that they carry “something for every­
one in everyone’s price range.”

“We have $5 art boxes to $500 Tif­
fany and Frank Lloyd Wright lamps,” 
she said. “And don’t forget the gift 
certificates.”

Best-selling items include jewelry

made from 2,000-year old pieces of 
Roman glass, and scarab necklaces. 
The children’s merchandise is also
populur.............. ..

“Iliave my eye on a genie bottle for 
my coffee table,” said LuAnn Brezin- 
ski of Troy, shopping at the museum 
store in the Somerset Collection. “It’s

Sen. Robert Geake, R-North- 
ville, publicly advised Gov.

“Western Wayne and Oakland 
counties were crucial components 
in Engler’s narrow election victo­
ry.” Geake said. “If he were to 
sign a school aid bill that was 
harshly punitive to the out-of-for- 
mula school districts, 1 don’t 
know how we could get him re­
elected.”

Geake said outstaters view 
southeastern Michigan residents 
as “wealthy and spending too 
much on their schools. But since 
80 percent of every school district 
budget is personnel costs, they’re 
really saying we pay teachers too 
much. I don’t think people in this 
area would agree with that.”

‘Rattle sabers’
“They’ll come after categori- 

cals, rattle their sabers and go for 
something else, like sales tax ex­
emptions,” preidicted David Wy- 
gonik, an aide to Sen. George Z. 
Hart, D-Dearbom.

“What I’m hearing is that since 
they haven’t  been successful in 
raising the rate (to 6 percent in 
P ro p o ^  A), they’ll raise the base 
by taxing soft drinks, medical ser­
vices, medical supplies and cata­
log sales.”

Wygonik aaid Hart surveyed 
voters in Garden City and D w - 
bom prior to the election and 
found 80 parcont opposition to 
Propoael A. Hart oppoeod the $2 
billion tax shift plan.

But he said Hart is skeptical 
that outatate lawmakers can 
muster the votes to strip pension 
snd categorical aids firom what 
they perceive to be wealthy school 
districts. “Tbs schools won’t  ac­
cept such a burden again,” the 
Senate aide said.

Engler wants to shift pension 
costs to local districts over three 
years.

Us, Them
"I would hope the governor 

would not retidiate with the 
school aid bill,” said Sen. Wil­
liam Faust, D-Westland, deplor­
ing the Us versus Them baniers 
between outatate and the metro­
politan suburbs.

“A couple of things could hap­
pen,” Faust said. “The Legisla­
ture could roll back assessments. 
Or the ‘Robin Hood’ (cutting cat­
egorical aid to schools) agenda 
could be advanced, which would 
not bode well. I hope good sense 
would prevail.”

Faust supported Proposal A. 
His home district, Wayne-West- 
land, levies the h ip es t school tax 
rate in the state at 47 mills and 
would have seen a 20-mill cut if A 
had passed.

“Wayne-Westland is in deep 
crap. I’m really concerned. I know 
we’re not alone,” Faust said.

Faust recalled the state looked 
at broadening the sales tax base 
in the recession of 1983.

(}eake said the Florida Legisla­
ture had a bad experience by ex­
panding tbe sales tax base to ser­
vices. “There was such a massive 
uprising that the legislature 
promptly repealed its own law,” 
he said.

Sail away with all 
the comforts of home
S till haven't made plans for that great sum­

mer vacation? Michigan has lota to offer 
and this summer you’ll find me fishing on 

the Manistee, ei\joying the arts and shopping in 
Saugatuck and Traverse City, eating chicken in 
Frankenmuth and admiring the natural splendor 
of the UP.

But if you’re looking for something a little dif­
ferent, yours truly just returned from a long week­
end of fishing and ei\joying the views from a 65- 
foot houseboat on the absolutely gorgeous Dale 
Hollow L4ike in Tennessee.

Houseboating in the "finger lake” regions of 
Kentucky and Tennessee is one of the fastest 
growing vacation destinations sweeping the na­
tion. After spending four days aboard in what was 
nothing short of a fully-equipped floating condom­
inium, I’m hooked.

This impromptu weekend with seven guys was 
hastily organized by Mick Livernois, a longtime 
fiiend. When the invitation was initially proposed,
I had visions of an old tugboat equ ipp^  with the 
basics.

The 10-hour drive was the beginning of what I 
thought would be the bust of a weekend. I stand 
corrected.

Comfortable quarters
For starters, our 65-foot houseboat had idl the 

amenities of home. In addition to a fully-stocked 
kitchen, complete with cookware, cutlery and ba­
sic gadgets, our houseboat comfortably slept 10 
and included air conditioning, color TV, VCR, 
stereo and deck furniture.

Knowing that I was assuming the duties of gal­
ley chef, I packed a duffel with all the mandatory 
staples like condiments, basic spices and herbs, a 
favorite selection of non-stick cookware, and my 
favorite knife.

Items from a prearranged shopping list with 
dinner for three days were solidly ftozen and care­
fully packed in insulated coolers for the trip. Rely­
ing on a basic camp list organized from past fish­
ing and vacation trips, I packed the necessary 
kitchen supplies.

Anyone who has ever camped or spent time in a 
trailer knows the importance of having everything 
you need, when you need i t  Marina and local par­
ty stores have a tendency to take advantage of 
someone in need of a corkscrew or salt and pepper 
shakers.
Assistant chef

Fortunately, I had the assistance of Mike 
Ososkie, a graduate of the Johnny Kolakowski 
School of Culinary Arts in Wyandotte and experi­
enced houseboater who served as co-chef.

With duffels and coolers packed to the gills, we 
loaded our houseboat and were off for a great 
weekend of sun, fun and fishing.

In all honesty, I couldn’t tell you what was bet­
ter, the weather or the surraun^ng beauty of the 
finger lakes region. With all the conveniences of 
home tucked away in our galley, we ate like kings. 
Not wanting to feel chained to a kitchen for hours 
on end, the first night featured grilled steaks (on 
the supplied gas grill) with baked potatoes and 
stir-fned broccoli.

Simple dinners
No muss, no fuss, and the only dishes in need of 

washing were a load of silverware and a non-stick 
fry pan used to cook the broccoli. Subsequent 
breakfasts and lunches were self-made because in 
this case, the chef was either busy playing cards or 
fishing for the next night’s dinner.

Although the fishing wasn’t as productive as 
what I ’m used to, dinner number two consisted of 
some fried potatoes (left over from the previous 
night’s bakers), a few pans of combread and some 
sauteed shrimps.

Since we were in a dry county and white sriiM 
was about as plentiftil as the fish, the froien 
shrimps were defrosted and toaaed adth a sea­
soned flour and then pan-fried in butter that was 
made into a great sauce with the addition of a can 
of cold beer.

The leftover combread was crumbled and used 
as a coating for the singular five pound catfish 
which eras brought aboaH by a lone fisherman, 
dippad In an egg wash and rolled in crumbled 
combread, pan-fried and served aa an appetiMr. 
Our laat dinnar waa barbacued chicken a ^  a Pet- 
tuocine Alfredo that eras toaaed aimpiy and aeduc- 
tively with boilad noodlaa, aome cream, freah 
grated Parmesan cheeae and a crackling of fresh 
ground popper. My shipmates were duly im-

Like caviar, and champagne, aoft- 
shell craba are an acq u ii^  taste. 
Theae seaaonal dalicaciea, available 
mid-May to September, are com­
pletely edible except for the face 
and gilla. You don’t have to crack 
claws or pick through a hard outer 
shell to grt to the sweet meat

“They’re ju st good eating,” said 
Vince Clark, operating partner with 
B ill Kruae at the Rochester Chop 
House and Oyster Bar in Roches­
ter.

“They’re crispy, you get the fla­
vor of fresh crab meat and there’s 
almoat a caram eliution of the out­
er shell that makea for great eat­
ing .”

Th is has been a good season for 
soft-shell crab. “We brought in 20 
dozen and ran o u t” said C la ^  “I 
hope to have them all sununer. I 
love soft-shell crab. I  figured if we 
didn’t sell them. I ’d eat ^em .”

Soft-shell crabs are blue crabs 
that have just molted or backed out 
of their hard shells. Blue crabs 
shed their shells a couple times a 
year. “They have to be caught fairly 
quickly beMuse the shell atays pa­
per soft for only a day or so,” said 
Clark.

They’re a very clean seafood be­
cause the crab st<^ eating about 
three days before it molts. Its diges­
tive system is cleaned and it is just 
like a cleaned fish.

Nick Tringan of Jack’s Seafood

Maritet in Farmington H ills de­
scribes the tasta of softshell crab aa 
“jtist as sweet aa blue crab, but 
crunchier.”

“The traditional way to prepare 
them is to season them with flour, 
pan fry, and give them a aquaeae of 
lemon at the and of cooking” said 
Tringali. “You can also maks a 
sauce, sautae the crabs, and serve 
them on top of flavored pasta like 
tomato basil.”

“Ydu can also baste them with 
garlic butter or barbecue sauce and 
broil or grill about 6 minutes per 
side. Or bake them at 360 d eg r^  
for about 8 minutes.” They are ei­
ther sold live or dressed and 
cleaned, ready to cook. Call ahead 
to see if your favorite seafood mar­
ket has tbam, or w ill order them for 
you.

Anna Gaorgiou will order, and 
even cook them for you at her mar­
ket — Anna’s Fresh Seafood Mar­
ket. Inc. in  Radford.

“They’re very good,” she said.

“You can fry them and make a 
sandsrich w i^  lettuce, tomato and 
onion.’

Use soft-shell crabs within two 
days of buying, or freeu now while 
they’re available, to eidoy later. 
They thaw quickly in the refrigera­
tor.

“Figure two to three crabs per 
peierm for a main meaL” said T rin ­
gali. “One per sandwich. The cost 
ranges from $1.49 to $1.99 for small 
crabs — 3V4 Inches to $2.49 to 13.49 
for the larger crabs, about 6 inch­
es.”

To fry crabs, cook flve minutes 
per side or 8 minutes in a deep 
fryer. Dry crabs before breading and 
allow the breading to* dry before 
frying.

Soft-shell crabs are low in frit, 
calories and cholesteioL only 81 per 
3V4 ounce serving, 1.0 gram of fat, 
41 mg. cholesterol. H isy ’te also an 
excellent source of sine.

Eric  Haggerty is a lucky man. in 1964,13-year- 
old Eric  went to Atlanta as assistant to a Swiss 
chef, a friend of his parents, Kathy and Mike Hag- 
gerty.

At an age when other boys have paper routes, 
Eric  discovered his affinity for cooking and baking. 
Ho returned to Atlanta the following summer.

So, in 1966, when the Haggertys began offering 
English teas at their popular shop in downtown 
Birmingham, Eric ’s t^ent and enthusiasm were 
put to good use. After school, and during the sum­
mer, E ric  created light-as-air tortes. Black Forest 
cake, and classic French brioche and chocolate 
croissants. For diehard American palates, he made 
blueberry muffins and carrot cake.

In 1990, the family moved their business to tbs 
elegant Bloomfield H ills restaurant, Moncbelle 
Lamour (don’t run to your Larousae: they just like 
the sound of the words). Kathy ran the fim t of the 
popular restaurant, Mike did the cooking, and Eric  
eras patiasier.

“We provide a selection of pastries on the dessert 
menu in the restaurants,” said Eric, “But we also 
offer a more slaborats special ordar menu. With 24 
hours notice, w ell create lemon haaelnut, Italian 
rum, cappucino, or several other tortes, all with a 
minimum amount of sugar.”

A second sstablishmant. Cafe Lamour,joinad the 
family late In 1992. Located in SouthfioltL the 
light-filled room is dscoratad In a warm French 
country a^ria. “Dad began cooking at Cafo 
Lasasur,” said Brie, “a ^  I took over all the cook- 
Ina^ohofee ia Bloooafleld H ills."

Baeh restaurant is ia  an office buikUng, and 
thsrefcie doaad on weekends. But dent think the 
Haggertys get weekends oA they often provide dali- 
casias for weitiMnp, teas or hora d’osuvrs parties.

Brie’s meat popular crsatioa ia the erhHe

Alaskan mousse torte. “We bake the white-choco- 
late-flavored tortes for weddings almost every 
weekend during the summer,” said Eric. “The aver­
age wedding requires about 20 tortes, and by late 
fall. 111 have made at least 500 wedding tortes. 
They’re very light, and perfect after a heavy meal.”

Creativity on short order is one of the 20-year-old 
pastry chefs specialties. Recently, a customer re­
quested an outstanding dessert for a Kentucky 
Derby Party only three days away.

“He provided us with tiny horses, and jockeys 
and split-rail fences,” said Eric. “I made a track 
out of chocolate shavings around the perimeter of a 
12-inch torte. The inner circle waa green frosting, 
and we had a florist friend make us a tiny wreath of 
roae buds. It waa so pretty that nobody wanted to 
eat it — tbsy Just kept taking videos.”

For a recent hors d’oeuvrea party at the Bloom­
field H ills location, the dessert menu featured tart- 
ista with fresh fruit and custard; mousse tarts 
floated in raapbarry puree; raspberry Bavarian 
cakes; espresso tortes and lemon haselnut tortes. 
Baeh of those morsels were about lV4-inchso in d i­
ameter.

Msslisr becarns acquaintsd sritb 
othsr propsrtiss in Siautsmsa, and 
when tbs opportunity presented 
itself in 1972, hs purchased the 
neighboring property of Ray­
mond-Lafon

Mealier continued managing 
Yquem while his wife Francine 
directed the operations at Ray­
m ond-Lafon. Together, the 
Mesliers have reacquired the orig­
inal vineyards of the Chateau, 
raised the quality to that of a 
great growth, and in 1990, gave 
this treasure to their children.

Today, with the elder Mesliers 
continuing as consultants, Jean- 
Pierre, Charles-Henri and Marie- 
Francoise have assumed the roles 
of in te rn a tio n a l m arketer, 
winemaker and manager, respec­
tively.

The quality of Raymond-Lafon 
Sautemes is a result of impecca­
bly high winemaking standards 
and strict grape selection em­
ployed in the vineyard.

“ Our vines must struggle 
against the odds to make a great 
wine,” said Meslier. “Our soil is 
chalk and clay with gravel, not 
very hospitable to most crops, but 
poor soil is best for grapes. The 
extremely humid Sautemes cli­
mate in September and October 
would be disastrous for dry, white 
wines, but it is excellent for sweet 
dessert-style wines because it en­
courages pourriture noble (bo- 
trytis cinerea).”

This microscopic fungus feeds 
on the sugar, moisture and tartar­
ic acid in the grapes, shriveling 
the berries and concentrating sug­
ar levels. Grapes are harvested at

20 paicaot potaa tial aloobol. Onoa 
tba fungua baa aatabHahad Itaalf, 
tba grapaa loaa tbair ahapa, ba- 
comiog busy, amorphous balls of 
pulp. Tha rich, swsat nactar givan 
up by tba harvaat  la one of tba 
miraclss of natura. It ta tba ebar- 
actar impartad by botrytia cinaiaa 
that givss sautarnas ita rich, 
paach-honay flavors.

Without banaficial botrytia in­
fection, aautaraaa awuld ba a dif­
ferent beverage. During fermenta­
tion, this benevolent fungus pro­
duces an antibiotic that kills the 
yeast and stops the fermentation 
before all the sugar is fermented. 
Therefore, a natural balance is 
achieved between percent alcohol

and raaidual sugar.
Bacauaa botrytia is slow to de­

velop, attacking individual bar- 
riaa ratbar than whole bunebaa, a 
team of 26 woman (Maaliar claims 
that pickers must have small fin- 
gars to pick tba botrytia-infected 
grapaa) pass through tba vineyard 
several times during harvest, 
picking only thoaa individual 
grapes that have sbrivalad due to 
bot^is-inducad dehydration. In 
1966, when botrytia was particu­
larly slow to dai^lop, harvest in­
cluded 11 pickings that extended 
through Dec. 16.

The vineyards at Raymond- 
Lafon are planted to 80 percent 
semilion and 20 percent sauvig-

non blanc yielding only 68 to 99 
gallons par acre or about oim glass 
of wina par vine. By comparison, 
one picker in tba Madoc can pick 
an o u ^  grapaa to produoa oim bar­
rel of juke par day, but It requires 
10 pickers to yield one barial of 
wina in Sautemes. 'Hm praaaad 
juice from one day’s picking 
makes only two to thraa barials.

Pierre Maaliar projects that a 
great sautemaa from Raymond- 
Lafon may ago wall for up to 80 
years, Current relaaaas, aapocially .. 
those from 1968 and 1969 ara in­
credibly luscious dasaarta.

rich German desserts. We use less 
sugar and more chocolate for fla­
voring, and most of our desserts 
are based on aerated genoise 
(spongecake).”

How do you continue to learn 
your craft?

“Luckily, several suppliers 
have continuing education pro­
grams. For example, the Lindt 
chocolate people have traveling 
shows designed for pastry chefs. 
Also, the Retail Bakers Associa­
tion features videos, seminars, a 
recipe exchange, and other pro­
grams at their annual show. But 
once you know what you’re doing, 
and you have experience and con­
fidence, it’s easy to improvise and 
develop new recipes.”

W hat are your favorite cook­
ing magaxinea?

“Well, of course, we read all of 
the industry publications. But we

have stacks of Gourmet and Bon 
Appetit magazines, too. We never 
throw them out.”

Have you had any noteworthy 
disasters?

“In the new location in South- 
field, we burned everything we 
put in the oven for the first two

weeks. Turns out the ovens were 
off by 75 degrees!”

Who cooks a t home?
“My mom does most of the * 

cooking, but to tell you the truth, 
we eat out a lot. After a day in the 
kitchen, the last thing any of us 
wants to do is cook!”

Summer outings, picnics and 
barbecues are soon to be a part of 
our everyday lives once again. 
“Don’t invite unwanted guests of 
food poisoning to your next sum­
mer warning,” said Sylvia Treit- 
man, home economist for the 
Oakland County Cooperative Ex­
tension Service.

When the weather warms up, 
extra care needs to be taken to 
keep food fresh and prevent food 
poisoning. Food should be left out 
no longer than two hours at room 
temperature.

“ In early spring and summer 
we tend to forget the danger of 
leaving food out and even grocery 
shopping can [x>se a food poison­
ing problem,” said Treitman. If 
you leave perishable groceries in 
the car and still have other stops
to make — food spoilage can easi­

ly occur. It’s a good idea to take 
an ice chest along in the car for 
extended shopping trips.

“Remember food does not have 
to look bad or even smell bad to 
be spoiled,” adds Treitman.

To prevent food poisoning:
B Keep everything clean: uten­
sils, hands and work area.
B Keep hot food hot and cold food 
cold.
B Return food to refrigerator 
within two hours.
B Wash utensils after cutting raw 
meat and poultry before using an­
other food.
B Wash utensils used for mari­
nading raw meats or poultry be­
fore reusing.

When Yard Boss 
records its debut 
CD “Swollen,” it’s 
going against the 
traditional layering 
technique to give it 
a more “live" taste.

Most 13-year-olds spend their time 
off from school baby-sitting, doing 
homework, or goofing around with 
friends.

Drummer Tom Clufetos of Roches­
ter preps himself to play with the 
likes of Chuck Berry, the Pointer Sis- 

^4ers-and Jen y  Lee Lewis, along with 
his dad’s group. Tommy C. and the 
Gamut Band.

Despite reaching such success at a 
young,age, the teen shrugs it all off— 
with a big grin.

“It’s all basicayy the same,” the 
^ clean-cut Clufetos said about his 
'  gigs. “Every gig is fun.”

Presumably, an early May gig dur­
ing the Music West Conference in 
Vancouver, British Columbia, will 
stick out in his mind. There, Pearl 
Drums representatives along with 
Charlie Quintana, drummer for Bob 
Dylan and Izzy Stradlin, and Greg 
Bissonette, drummer for David Lee 
Roth and Joe Satriani, voted him the 
best drummer younger than age 16 in 
North America.

1 am in my 
40s and have 
been in thera­
py for six

years. It is through therapy 
that I have become able to f ^  
my past without feeling para­
lysed as 1 was before I fo u ^  an 
understanding and empathic 
helper. Because of my experi­
ence I don’t  believe that one 
can heal oneself. I believe that 
we need professional help. I 
had to go back and relive my 
experience and for that 1 need­
ed someone to carry me 
through.

I want to share my experi­
ence, remembering the abuse 
and finding someone to help, 
with your readers. I believe 
that reading about my recovery 
can help others with their 
struggle.

I was 19 when I remembered 
my father exposing himself and 
demanding that my sister and 
I, 5 and 6 years old at the time, 
fondle him. I was in therapy 
when I remembered, and I told 
my therapist. He answered, 
saying, “The only reason you 
tell me this is t ^ t  you want 
me to do this to you. You have 
an Electra complex. What you 
are saying never happened.”

His response confused me. It 
was 25 years ago and there was 
little publicity and education 
on sexual abuse. I didn’t  think 
others could understand my 
story, then, as I believe they do 
today. As I said, that is the 
reason I am sharing my story, I 
wish I had read one like it 
when I remembered my father 
abusing me.

Even though I was confused,
I stopped seeing this therapist.
I did not see another one until 
I was in my 30s and unable to 
continue denying the memo­
ries. I told a new counselor, he 
affirmed me and for ^ y s  I did 
not stop crying. Then,\I under­
stood that until he believed me 
that the abuse occurred, I did 
not believe myself.

'This counselor referred me 
to a woman for the therapy he 
said I needed. He told me that 
in the initial stages I would be 
more able to trust a woman; he 
was right. I felt safer with her 
than I could have with a man.

Together, this woman and I 
worked hard to understand my 
life experience. I still appreci­
ate that she accepted me where 
I was and never tried to force

me to tear down a wall of deni­
al until 1 was ready to go fur­
ther.

I learned that sexual abuse 
was only a small part of my 
sick family ssrstem. Other factê  
of our exiatence were as harm-‘ 
fill as the sexual abuse. There 
was the emotional abuse. My 
father belittled me; he called 
me “ugly” and “stupid.” He 
told me that ix> man could ever 
love me and that I could never 
amount th anything.

Worst of all wo, my family, 
denied these realities of our ex­
istence. I learned that I was 
sicker because of the denial 
than because of the abusive be­
havior. One of the outcomes of 
getting better was that I was 
able to see my parents as peo­
ple not as parents. This is one 
of the ways I moved toward in­
dependence from them.

I stopped seeing this thera­
pist because I moved from one 
city to another. Since that 
move, I am in therapy again, 
this time with a man. 'This has 
worked out very well, too. I feel 
more hopeful than ever that I 
will one day be healed. All the 
time, I am less and less angry. 
'The pain returns but with less 
intensity, I am no longer 
overwhelmed by it.

I have a good job. I divorced 
my alcoholic husband, and 1 
am thinking about dating. On 
many days, I feel spontaneous 
joy for no reason at all; I am 
happy to be alive. I feel like life 
is just beginning. I cannot be­
lieve all of the emotions I am 
capable of feeling. I feel lucky 
to be alive. I am healing.

I hope my life story will help 
someone else believe in their 
ability to heal.

Dear Caller,
'Thank you for having the 

courage and generosity to share 
your story. It is beautiful. 
About two years ago a woman, 
whose father had killed her 
mother, wrote to me. In her let­
ter, she said she did not believe 
someone else could help her 
overcome the sadness caused 
by her family experiences. She 
said she believed she would 
have to do it alone or that it 
could not be done. I hope she 
reads your letter. I believe as 
you do that in order to heal one 
needs professional help.

Again, thank you.

After surviving Class A district

Dearborn Edsel Ford, might indi­
cate easy wins for CC!, the reality 
was somewhat different.

The Shamrocks prevailed over 
Fordson in the opener thanks to 
Brian Paluk's superb pitching. 
Paluk pitched six innings, allow­
ing two hits and two walks while 
striking out 12 to run his record to 
10-2.

But the game was close until 
the late innings. CC didn’t  get on 
the board until the top of the 
fifth, when Aaron Babicz doubled, 
was sacrificed to third and scored 
on Dave Kapla’s sacrifice fly.

The group was baaed at the Hy­
att Regency. Extra-activities in­
cluded visits to Greenfield Village

and a day at the races at Lad- 
brook DRC where the bowlers 
used their other skills to bring 
home the green stuff.

Dinner-dances were also held 
on Friday and Sunday. The tour­
nament was hosted by the Metro 
Detroit B lind  Bowlers with 
Dennis Godfrey as chairman.

In watching the blind bowlers 
in action, the first thing you 
would notice ia the placement of 
the hand rails on the approaches. 
These are uaed to guide the 
bowlers in the direction of the 
pins as they keep one hand on the 
rail during delivery.

I had mistakenly referred to 
this item as a bar, only to be 
advised that the tmr is where 
drinks are served. Another unusu­
al sight to behold is all the dogs 
on the scene.

These animals are the wonder­
ful guide dogs, and ^ey just wait 
patiently for their owners to fin­
ish their bowling. Buck, a 28- 
month-old Black Labrador looked 
like he wanted to try his paw at 
bowling.

Kapp, is a Livonia businessman, 
and totally bliiuL The C  class 
bowlers are totally blind; B  is

It’s necessary to have sighted 
bowlers to spot the pins by num­
ber. 'The b li^  bowlers can usual­
ly teU bow many p iiu  are downed, 
but not which ones.

One of the most active local 
leagues can be seen regulariy at 
Garden Lanes in Garden City on 
Saturdays.

No event involving blind  
bowlers can be complete without 
mention of Harry Hunter, one of 
the pioneers arid organisers of 
this activity. Harry was ailing and 
unable to attend, but as this 
year’s recipient of the GDBA’s 
Meritorious Service Award by the 
Hall of Fame conunittee, Harry 
Hunter was certainly missed 1  ̂
his many friends among the blind 
bowlers.

“This is a giant shark," says 

Leeza Gibbons with an 
uncharacteristically tired note in 
her usually effervescent voice. She 
is referring to the workload 
involved in lauching her new 
daytime talk show, “John k  Leeza 
From Hollywood.”

"I'm operating on almost no 
sleep,” she says, “because I most 
especially don't want to shortchange 
anything or anybody.”

The moment of melancholy is 
quickly replaced by the enthusiasm 
her viewers have come to know and 
love from her long tenure on the 
syndicated program 
“Ehitertainment Tonight.” Her voice 
warms again when she begins to 
speak of “John k  Leeza.”

“John (Tesh, her co-host) and I are 
bouncing off the walls,” she says. 
"Somebody’s going to have to rein 
us in.”

The new show, which presents an 
hour of variety entertainment 
before a studio audience each 
weekday, premieres Monday, June 
14, on NBC. Obvious comparisions 
will be drawn not only to the highly 
successful “Entertainment

Tonight,” but also to the syndicated 
morning favorite, “Live With Regis 
k  Kathie Lee,” the program with 
which “John & Leeza” will share a 
friendly competition.

“John and I are both big fans of 
what Regis and Kathie Lee do,” says 
Gibbons. “I’ve filled in for Kathie 
Lee many times. When it looked like 
('John k  Leeza') was even the spark 
of an idea, I wrote to them and said, 
'If it happens, it will be because of 
you guys, because you’ve been so 
incredibly successful.’ They have 
both been real supportive and very 
gracious In a lot of markets, we’re 
actually companions, so I think 
there’s certainly plenty of room for 
everybody.”

The new program is as different 
from “Elntertainment Tonight” as it 
is similar tc “Live With Regis k  
Kathie Lee.”

"There will be virtually no 
similarities between this show and 
'Elntertainment Tonight,”’ Gibbons 
promises, “except for the fact that 
we will have a heavy dose of 
celebrity guests 'ET is a format- 
driven show that’s not very 
personality intensive. What we hope 
for ‘John k  Leeza’ is that it will be

just the reverse of that. We want 
this show to be very spontaneous, 
very freewheeling, with a sense of 
surprise and a little bit of 
irreverence, but not to the point of 
exclusion. It’s going to have almost 
a dishy aspect to it.”

Gibbons expects the show’s 
Hollywood location will give it easy 
access to some of the hottest 
celebrities and gossip in the show 
business industry.

“We’ll be the only West Coast- 
based talk show, other than 
‘Arsenio,’” she remarks. “We’re 
going to play up the fact that we’re 
on the Paramount lot. I mean, right 
now the Coneheads are running 
around, the Addams Family is 
running around, as are all the people 
who load in to perform on 
'Arsenio.’”

In addition. Gibbons and Tesh 
both have the name recognition 
necessary to rustle the big stars in

“Everybody I’ve mentioned it to 
ha said ‘yes,’” Gibbons proudly 
proclaims. “I was on the set of (the 
upcoming film) Demolition Man’ 
the other day and said, ‘Sly 
(Stallone), you gonna do our show^’ 
and he said ‘Absolutely Tell me 
when you want me.’ And I 
interviewed Richard Marx for a 
radio special recently I said, you 
know you want to perform on this 
show,' and he said, ‘Definitely.’ Let’s 
face it, this is the most favorable 
environment you could appear in for 
a personality. I think we’re probably 
gonna have startups pains for the 
show, but I don’t think that finding 
guests will be one of them.”
