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Survey: Library expansion low priority

Plana are ready to go for a larger
library, but apparently the public
doesn’t want it.

That’s the general finding of a sur-
vey of 400 voters conducted for the
Plymouth District Library board by
Market Strategies Inc. in late April
and early May.

Besides seeking to gauge support
for a bigger library, the survey also
sampled voters’ perceptions of some
public figures in Plymouth, local in-
stitutions and more.

Market Strategies Inc. found that
83 percent of the public views a larger
library as not important.

Library director Pat Thomas de-
clined comment on the survey, saying
the library board would review the re-
sults at its Wednesday meeting. In
recent months, the libnuy board put
on hold plans to seek a miHage issue
to pay for a library expaiuion.

Post office decision to stay put
gives downtown a shot in the arm

The U.S. Postal Service deci-
sion net to sell its downtown
Plymouth poet office is shaping
up as good news for downtown
fevitalization backers.

Last fall, the postal service
and the city downtown develop-
ment authority negotiated a
deal, by which the post office
would be sold to the DDA for
*365,000.

; City officials then said it was
a good idea. That’s because
space would be rented back to
the postal service so a postal
counter could continue down-
town.

Plans called for renting other
space in the building to busi-
nesses and a restaurant.

But the postal service’s an-
nouncement earlier this month
that it would keep the building
means the DDA wont eventual-
ly have to lay out proceeds to
buy it.

And for the 1993-94 fiscal year
budget, that means the DDA
will save $250,000 intended to
go toward the purchase and
building renovations.

DDA members discussed how
to spend the money at 'Thurs-
day’s regular DDA meeting.

“What we’re going to be doing
with the money Is expanding t|ie

programs we kind of curtailed
because of the funds going to
the piost office,” said DDA direc-
tor Steve Guile on Friday.

Now, plans call for setting up
a building restoration program.
A pool of money would be set
aside, by which downtown busi-
nesses whose owners want to re-
novate can seek loans at an in-
terest rate two points below the
prime rate.

The DDA is seeking to create
design guidelines “that will ba-
sically detail what we’re trying
to do in terms of coordinating
design, well offer free design
service, and prepare a design
based on adopted design guide-

Wheelchair-bound Joyce Kinski of
Southfield rolls throu”™ Laurel Park
Place mall with ease, but only when
someone is thoughtful enough to let
her in.

“Oh, | can get around inside the
malls all right, but ptting through
some entrance doors Is another mat-
ter,” she explained with a sigh. “I
have to depend on someone to open
the doors and hold them open until 1
pass through. This bothers me be-
cause | dont feel | should have to de-
pend on another shopper or custodian
being there.”

Some area malls have installed
power-assisted doors at their en-
trances activated by push buttons at
wheelchair level. But many have not.
The holdup is in the malls’ interpre-
tations of the Americans With Dis-
abilities Act and what exactly they
are required to provide for shoppers
with handicaps.

“We have power-assisted doors at
Twelve Oaks Mall,” manager Philip
Morosco explained, “but we are still
working on other improvements. 'The
ADA is not very specific and the pro-
cess is slow. We want to make sure
the improvements we make actually
work and are practical for shoppers
with disabilities.”

Mike Buescher at Laurel Park
Place said the entrance problem is
under discussion. Joe ’lliomas at
Wonderland Mall said officials there
are also looking into some kind of en-

Wonderland Mall shoppers will
have to clean up after themselves for
the next few months, as students
from the Northwest Skill Center take
a break for summer vacation.

“We will miss them; that’s for
sure,” said mall manager Joe Thomas
of the mail’s five-year liaison with the
center for developmentally disabled
in Livonia. “These students contrib-
ute to the ovgfall operation of the cen-
ter, and weVve been able to secure
some long-term employees from their
ranks. It’s a very positive program
with the mall tenants as well as the
public.”

A mall walker who wished to re-
main anonymous watched as Mike
Soto, 25, of Westland scraped a mall
bench free of sticky stuff.

“I give this young man a lot of cred-
it,” she said, shaking her head. “He’s
performing a service for his communi-
ty and we appreciate it.”

Every semester a new crew of devel-
opmentally disabled young adults un-

der the supervision of their teacher,
Margaret Bonnici, and paraprofes-
sional Joan Neilson, learn basic cus-
todial service skills using the Wond-
erland Mall as their classroom. 'They
arrive at the shopping center by bus
in the morning and leave at 1:30 p.m.
each day.

'The students scrape the gum from
the underside of tables and benches,
clean ashtrays and trash bins, and
wipe down pillars and posts. They
supplement the work of the mall’s
full-time custodial staff, keeping the
mall extra-clean. They seem to egjoy
their work and admit that they really
like being in the mall.

“I like all the people and the mu-
sic,” said Danielle Danielson of
Northville, taking a break from her
dusting. “I like working here.”

Patrick Brown of Bedford agreed.
He is the youngest of three brothers
who have participated in the program.

“I love it,” he said with a mile-wide
grin. “I do a beautiful job. I like doing
the planters. I hate doing ashtrays.”

Joe Stairs, 23, of Garden City said
the mall work “is good for me. | like
being in the mall. 1 dont come here
very often.”

Under Bonnici’s watchful eye the
students chat and polish, stopping to
share a joke or two with their devoted
teacher.

“(3ot to have a sense of humor,” she
advised. “Ten years from now these
young people may not remember the
lessons Ive tau”t them, but they
will hopefully remember me as a kind
and helpful person.

“It seems everybody has somebody
disabled in their family,” she contin-
ued. “Shoppers come up to me and
ask so many questions about the pro-
gram and tell me stories about the
disabled people they know. I'll stop
and talk to them and pass along the
literature 1 keep handy for these in-
quiries.”

A bUl to haa pistol cross bow
saloo to minors, spoasorod by
state Rop. Jony Vorva. R-Plym-
outh. has pooaod the stete House.

Should the bill paea the state
Seaate. anyoae selling ouch a
weapon to minora could bo guilty
ofa felony after Sept 1

“These are very dangerous
weapons,*” said Vorva, a former
Plymouth police officer and dty
commissioner. “They are accu-
rate, silent and available.

“Children art able to purchase
them at fireworks stands and dis-
count stores with no restrictions
except having enough money,”
Vorva said.

Witnesses testifying before the
House judiciary committee said
the pistol cross bow is more dan-
gerous than other handguns be-
cause it does not make a sound
and is more difficult to trace.

Wayne County Sheriff Robert
Ficano told the committee an in-
creasing number of pistol cross
bows are being seised during raids
by teams of narcotics police. He
said that in a recent raid, a pistol
cross bow was recovered alongside
an AK-47 automatic rifle.

“The cross bow can be devas-
tating in the hands of a criminal
or child,” said Rep. Bill Martin,

R-Battle Croak, a former state po-
iloemaa and oo-spoasor of ths
bul.

“It is important that ere are al-
ways aware of what is being ssar-
ketad to our young paopla and
take approprlate ste|™ to protect
them,” Vorva said.

The bill, which passed the
House unanimously on Tuesday,
now goes to the Senate for a hear-
ing.

gMeanwhile, an amendment
Vorva proposed to the state cor-
rections department budget to
have criminals pay for their con-
finement haa failed.

“People who go to jail should
pick up part of the cost,” said
Vorva. Ilie amendment would
have garnished a criminal’s future
federal and state income taxes
and earnings, as is done for fa-
thers who dont pay child support.

“If we make deadbeat da” pay
this way, why not use the same
method for just plain deadbeats
who cost society when they violate
our laws?” Vorva said. “Wo have
to pay for their trials, their de-
fense and their imprisonment.”

Vorva said this is also happen-
ing at a time then the $1.1 billion
corrections budget for fiscal 1993-
94 is up 14 percent from last year.

Honorable intentions

Every year | start out saying — “I mil devote
time to weeding, hoeing and snipping those ever-
present seed pods,” but I’'m lucky to gamer the
energy to light the barbecue and wipe off the patio
furniture.

This year, as | have in the last eight years, |
push a buggy down aisles of local nurseries and
greenhouses, searching for opal basil, cilantro, and
fresh rosemary plants dreaming that they will
eventually end up in my salad dressing, fajitas
and stuffed pork roasts.

My intentions are honorable, the weeds unfor-
tunately, are more proficient. In all honesty
though, I do get a few good weeks of fresh herb
harvests before the plants bolt and go to an early
seeded death.

pile.

In addition to
a newly purchased “garden weasel” and a slew of
spades, rakes, shovels and a “low hedge of laven-
der that will perfume the air when anyone walks
through” | am ready to begin year nine with the
positive thoughts and necessities to make my own
victory garden.

Three fathers who love to
cook share their secrets for
grilling sensational steaks.

The testosterone levels are building, and it’s not
at the local gym or on the baseball did~nd.

Backyard grills all over town are hemng up as
temperatures begin to rise, launching the start of
the annuai summer barbecuing season.

And what better way to usher in the season than
with a Father’s Day “steak-out” and tips on grilling
beef by three men —all of whom are fathers, mas-
ters of the grill and guys who love to cook.

As a matter of fact, all three couldn’t wait for the
first official day of summer on June 21, and started
barbecuing early.

We begin with Vem Pixley of Rochester, owner of
Pixley Funeral Home.

Vem’s wife Lori, daughter Jillian, 4, son Andrew,
14 months, and last but certainly not least, the
family dog, Tylef. who is Vem’s barbecuing part-
ner, never put the family gas grill away for the win-
ter.

The Pixleys barbecue year-round (with the help
of a propane-gas grill) and Vera and Tyler can be
seen on frosty winter’s eves flipping the Pixley fam-
ily favorite —grilled beef tenderloin with mustard
mint sauce —while the remainder of the family
stays toasty warm by the fireplace.

Vera said he learned the secrets of great grilling
from his dad, Don Pixley, who grilled beefon a
small hibachi in the family fireplace. In addition to
offering his tenderloin recipe, Vera said family fa-
Vﬁrites include chicken, pork tenderloin and pork
chops.

CHLL nASTEHS

When asked to reveal his grilling secrets, Vera
places his claim to fame on always starting with a
clean grill, slathering on the barbecue sauce at the
end, just before serving, so as not to bum the meat
with sweet sauce, and having his trusty favorite
grilling tools, including a pair of long-handled
tongs, always within arm’s reach.

“The tongs are instrumental when preparing
good beef on the grill because with a long-handled
fork, you pick holes in the meat, allowing valuable
juices to escape,” said Pixley, who said his family
grills an average of four nights a week, even during
the off-season.

Living in New York City hasnt necessarily put a
damper on the grilling aptitude ofthe author of
“Dad’s Own Cookbook,” Bob Sloan. "This cookbook
is, as Sloan puts it, “everything your mother never
taught you.”

When it comes to cooking, Sloan said, it’s the
fear of the unknown that has kept men away from
the kitchen for so long. Sloan’s wife Randi, who
grew up in Farmington Hills and now shops the
markets of NYC with Bab, agrees, especially when
dinner is on the table after along day at work.

lire Sloan’s idea of grilling is bur”rs, and on the
rare occasion that good beef is called for. Bob re-
commends “you should talk to and get to know
your butcher for the best recommendations for
grilling beef.”

Apartment living means they must rely on a sim-
ple hibachi, but when it comes to tools, * b Sloan
claims that he wouldnt be without his favorite
tongs, a good quality 8-inch chefs knife and an

giving. Not only ia it chock full of
great Sloan family taatad recipaa,
but it’s alao packed with a multi-
tude of cooking tipa on all the ba-
mica.

The section on “beef baaica*™
should be expected reading for
any man (or woman) who dares to
venture into the realm of cooking
beef. Speaking of knowing thy
butcher, our last source ia none
other than a retired butcher from
the famed Byrd’s House of Choice
Beef in Livonia, Norm Scheck of
Canton.

Norm knows his beef, and says
that when it comes to grilling, you
get what you pay for.

“The better cuts of beef, like
the fillets, the sirloins, the por-
terhouses and the flanks, are best
for grilling" said Scheck. “Lesser-
priced cuts like blade cuts, the
rounds and the rumps benefit
horn slower and moister cooking
methods.”

Scheck also says that if you
want to grill a roast, look for the
top round or the eye of the round,
as they are the most tender, while
chucks, bottom rounds and
rumps are flgvorful but not quite
as tender. Although he doesn't
barbecue as much as he used to, a
good flank steak and ribs are
Norm’s favorites.

When it cornea to preparing
great beef on the grill, the butch-
er’s favorite tools are his tonp (do
you see a pattern here, folks?) and
his trusty meat thermometer.

As far as the Janes Gang is con-
cerned, we fire up the grill for
great steaks, riba and burgers. A
personal favorite is New York
strip steak rubbed with fresh
cracked black pepper about an
hour before grilling begins. This
allows the pungency of theV/ PPA"
to “mellow” into the meat and
when served with grilled green
onions (tossed on the last 2 min-
utes or so over the hot coals) and
some baked potatoes that were
thrown into the hot coals after
being twiced wrapped in foil, din-
ner is served! I’ll agree that tongs
are a favorite tool for grilling
steaks, but I wouldnt be caught
dead near my grill without my
trusty plastic squirt bottle, ready
to douse any sudden flare-ups
that might occur. A cold brew or
nice glass of wine would also serve
the dual pippose of keeping the
chef happy and dousing flames.

So if you're thinking about fir-
ing up the grill for some great beef
this Father’s Day, you might be
interested in the recipes our pro-
fessionals have to offer.

ShRCIAL AT <o

S culptor Kyoung Ae Cho gathers abandoned
and discarded objects to create new forms
and new life through art. In collaboration

with nature she bends and binds the honey locust

stems, pine needles, vines, beeswax and other ma-

terials transforming them in the process.

Cho’s work continues on exhibition in “Willing
Disbelief’ with artists Tom Phardel, Dennis
Jones, Valerie Pariis, Patricia Groenenboom and
Catherine Smith through June 26 at the Detroit
Acrtists Market.

“I’'m trying to show the beauty of nature, trying
to give found objects that once had been chosen
then discarded another life, an extension of life,”
Cho said. “I don’t use artificial preservative so it
can join the cycle of its life again. It grew and died.
| see that as a cycle.”

“Ever Green Window” consists of hundreds of
pine needles collected from a discarded Christmas
tree Cho found in her Birmingham neighborhood.
She painstakin”y glued the needles one by one
onto the viewing area where glass had once occu-
pied an old window frame.

"l gather but is already there for some reason,”
Cho said. “The old Christmas tree, it’s a shame to
let that go. The frame is from an abandoned house
in Detroit The house is abandoned, so is the
Christmas tree.”

Cho’s concept for creating the window revels in
simplicity.

“I was thinking of hope and a window frame for
the future, giving new life to the pine needles and
window fr”e. | want my work to be positive,” she
said.

Gathering and collecting abandoned objects is
very important to Cho’s work because she searches
not solely for materials, but ideas. Not until she
collected vines discarded from the grounds of Bir-
mingham First Presbyterian Church could she
conceive and begin to evolve the large scale bask-
etry on exhibit at the Detroit Artists Market.

“1 work very spontaneously. | gather many
thinp. It’s an evolution,” Cho said. “You don
have to paint. You can use natural materials. |
saw these vines woven into a bird’s nest That was
the form. Then | was thinking about space as far
as the work, trying to understand the space here.”

Vines of natural grays and browns woven round
and round create a lyrical and flowing human-site
nest that suggests a safe haven from the world.

"The basis for Cho’s art training began in South
Korea where she was bom. In 1966 she earned a
bachelor of fine arts degree in textile from Duk-
sung Women’s University in Seoul. Shortly after
coming to this country she studied fiber in the
master of art program at California State Univer-
sity in Northridge, and in 1991 received a master
of fine arts degree in fiber from Cranbrook Acade-
my of Art in Bloomfield Hills. In 1992 she received
a monitor grant from Haystack MounUin School
of Crafts.

Cho has exhibited work at the National Muse-
um of Art in Seoul, the Michigan Gallery, Cran-
brook Academy of Art Museum, Birmingham
Bloomfield Art Association and Paint Creek Cen-
ter for the Arts in Rochester. She has Uugfat as a
visiting artist at Center for Creative Studies in
Detroit and Cranbrook-Kingswood.

a contingent of fel-
low local bands got fed up and did
something about it They banded to-
gether and formed their own venue
and accompanying organization —
Club of Faith.

“They (club owners and booking
agents) were ruining everyone as far
as pay, when to play and all that
.. .what places to play, what times
to play, what days to play. .. sothe
musicians got together to do it
themselves . . . to have their own
club,” said Bent Lucy bassist Kirk
Bleau.

The “club” is a loosely termed or-
ganization of bands, most of whom
share rehearsal space in a muggy,
graffiti-laden loft above a store In
Redford.

“It’s totally like a dorm; we all
hang out,” said (Jeof Coman, guitar-
ist for the band Black Mali.

Together, the musicians —whose
genres range from the industrial
dance sounds of Code Industry to
the alternative rock of the Vudu
Hippies to the rock of Bent Lucy —
held club nights on the floor where
each band was showcased in a dif-
ferent room. Visitors — maxed at
700 — brought their own beverages
and food.

“It’s a cool idea; it got all these
bands together that didnt have any-
thing else to do on a Friday ni”t,”
said Coman, a Detroit resident

Visitors were given minimal rules.

“They’re told one rule when they
come into the doon There’s no de-
struction of people or property,”
said Bent Lucy guitarist and Cluh
of Faith founder Robin “Gramps”
Miller.

Lacking the proper licenses, the
Cluh of Faith “nightclub” was
closed by police. "The bands, howev-
er, are allowed to use the facility to
rehearse, its original purpose. Cur-
rently, Miller is finalizing plans for
a new venue to house “Club of Faith
Nights” starting in July. "'The re-
vamped events will include perfor-
mances by local bands and poets as
well as artworks by local artists. He
is also organizing a three-day music
festival Labor Day weekend in
Brooklyn, Mich.

His events. Miller said, offer more
than what run-of-the-mill clubs do.
“We can offer them a cool place.

It’s not a bar. They can bring their
own stuff. 'They’ll see bands. It’s not
a bar where they’re going to get has-
sled,” he said.

It also allows the bands to play in
front of a more attentive crowd than
those at clubs where bands rank
second to the dance music, he said.

“It immediately gets them some
exposure and we’re hoping in the

long run that we’ll have the upper
hand on the cluhs and lead our own
way with it,” said Michael Brasic,
Bent Lucy’ drummer.

Johnny Angel, lead singer of the
band Substation .agreed.

“We’re going to take this thing to
the point where they (club owners)
are going to be coming to us,” said
Angel, who also runs his recording
studio. Tone Zone, out of the Club
of Faith loft.

“It’s a power of numbers. Now
you’re part of a family that’s always
on the move,” he added.

Apparently, he’s correct. Out of
the 27 bands in Club of Faith, about
a quarter have had record label in-
terest, Bent Lucy being one of them.

Althoui” Bent Lucy is only a year
old, it brings along a host of talent
Brasic, a 21-year-old Farmington
Hills resident, moved from Grand
Rapids to Seattle when he was 17 to
play with Kevin Wood, the brother
of Mother Love Bone’ deceased
lead singer Andrew Wood. After the
band broke up, he returned to Mich-
igan while Kevin and Brian Wood
formed the Fire Ants. Being in Seat-
tle prior to the musicial onslaught
taught Brasic the ropes of the in-
dustry.

“| saw a lot of it in the making
and that was schooling in itself,”
Brasic said.

Miller is a former member of Con-
crete Rattle and vocalist Matthew
Ruffino toured with Megadeth as a
guitar understudy.

“What happened for Seattle is
good for Seattle, but it’s the same
thing going on here. 1t’s a matter of
time before they get some recogni-
tion."

Every year the Grateful Dead go
on tour, you can get your old bell-
bottoms, love beads and sandals
out of the trunk and become a
Deadhead.. Or you can go straight
from work in your Brooks Broth-
ers suit, dress up in your flashiest
trash, or wear the clothes you gar-
den in.

“You can come as you are; it
doesnt matter what you are . . .
It’s an attitude,” said Rabbit, 21,
a Deadhead from Minneapolis,
who, along with his friends Fiona,
19, and Brian, 22, were at The
Palace of Auburn Hills last year
to hear their favorite band. The
Grateful Dead.

The band’ double gip at The
Palace last week were a repeat of
last year’s experience.

"It was a really great coopera-
tive effort, and county fonds
weren't used at all,” said Dan Na-
varre, deputy director of parks.

The 38.65-acre portion of land
ig near the Koppemick entrance
of the preserve and is considered
a transitional meadow.
