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T ow nship  m aintains pressure for water service

Problems with water pressure in 
Plymouth Township haven't oc­
curred since April, but officials plan 
to keep preeauring Detroit to up­
grade service.

It was in April that the most re­
cent dip in water pressure was re­
ported in the townahip, aa one of 
two pumps at a Dstroit-owned 
pump station on Joy Road is out of 
service.

Dips in water prsssure were also

reported in October, November and 
January, due to the broken pump.

The concern is that a total drop in 
water pressure — no water coming 
through the tap at all — can make 
water unsanitary.

No contamination problems have 
been reported locally. Yet, “We are 
still going to keep pushing on De­
troit water and sewer and the (Mich 
igan) Departm ent of Public 
Health,” township Supervisor Kath 
leen Keen-McCarthy said.

In a Jurts 10 letter to the town­
ship. the Detroit water department

reported that a new water transmis 
sion line at Napier and Joy roads 
would be operational by the spring 
of 1994, to insure no drops in pres 
sure to the area.

The letter states that two pumps 
at the present Joy Road station 
can't run all the time, as that would 
produce too much water pressure

McCarthy said one issue the let 
ter doesn’t address is the pump that 
doesn't operate, and when it might 
be flied.

“Our concern is the safety of our 
residents,” she said.

Township residents who notice a 
decrease in pressure should imme 
diately notify the DPW office; after 
hours, they should call police 
dispatch

Should water pressure drop so low 
that no water comes through the 
Up, water coming through thereafter 
should be boiled before drinking, 
until the water can be tested again 
and an OK given.

McCarthy said water pressure in 
the township is monitored daily and 
water quality is monitored moBthly.

‘T here’s not enough places for 
kids.

T he Plymouth Canton achoolt should re­

group, seek wage concessions from teach­
ers, scale down the 4 mill property ta i  

increase rejected Monday by voters and put it 
back on the ballot in August.

Pro-schools forces are crying the blues this 
week, bu t things just aren’t  that bad.

First of all, voters overwhelmingly approved 
the 17.74 mill renewal. T h at’s not bad this year. 
Nearby Wayne-Westland and Dearborn voters 
both nixed millage renewals this year.

And the vote on the 4 mill increase wasn’t 
th a t bad. The results were no 8,767 to yes 7,568, 
about 1,200 votes difference.

The challenge to the pro-millage campaign is 
to find those 1,200 votes and convince them it’s 
in their best interest to vote for a millage in­
crease.

But such a campaign needs help. T hat 
should come in the form of wage concessions 
from the district’s 755 teachers, administrators 
and other employees.

The teachers earlier this spring approved a 
contract th a t calls for a 3 percent raise to kick 
in this coming school year. T hat contract came 
on the heels of a three year accord that gave 
teachers 7 percent, 6 and then 7 percent raises. 
'Those were all good raises and now it’s time to 
give something back.

Delaying the 3 percent raise, as the school

adm inistration has requaatad, would be a good 
start for a new millage campaign.

Also, the adm inistration should take a sec­
ond look a t next year’s budget, with an eye 
toward pruning down the 4 mill increase. 
Chances are there are probably those 1,200 
votes sitting somewhere between 4 and 2.76 
mills.

W ithout a second millage election, the 
schools will make $4.6 million in cuts. 'They are: 
Not opening tero new elementary schools, cut­
ting sports and extra curricular activities, the 
lay off of 42 teachers, administrators and other 
workers and cutting the purchase of books and 
supplies.

'The schools should also take a look a t a study 
commissioned by the Plymouth Public Library, 
which said voters are reluctant to approve mil­
lage increases for either schools or libraries.

The survey done by M arket Strategies Inc. 
found th a t 66 percent of the public in Plymouth 
believe the schools have enough money. 'The 
study concludes th a t more money is not the an­
swer to improvements in education.

Chances are the results of a millage election 
in August would be different if concessions are 
made and the amount scaled back. Residents in 
the Plymouth Canton district want a good 
school system and are willing to pay for it.

But they ju s t need a break on the amount.

H alt s ta te ’s in te rn a l tu rm oil
I s there some Natural Law tha t says there 

m ust be ill feeling between a big urban area 
and the rest of a state?

Certainly there is friction between metropoli­
tan Detroit and outstate, ju st as there is be­
tween Rome and the rest of Italy or Boston and 
the rest of Massachusetts. B ut m ust there be 
battle lines in perpetuity?

As we pointed out last week, there is ill feel­
ing on the part of Gov. John Engler and his 
outstate friends — in both parties — at how 
“Detroit” voted on Proposal A, the school 
finance plan that would have beefed up outstate 
school funding and given table scraps to these 
suburbs.

We hoped Engler et al. would refrain from re­
taliating by “recapturing” categorical aid from 
suburban schools — as if our schools had “cap­
tured” it in the frrst place. 'The Legislature’s 
12th century Robin Hood tactics are out of 
place today.

Legislators from the region, the Southeast 
Michigan Council of Governments and local 
elected officials need to put together a bipar­
tisan act to protect metropolitan assets. Items:

I 'The Detroit Institute of Arts and Detroit 
Symphony Orchestra come first to mind. In a 
recession with tax collections down, Lansing 
cut off DIA and DSO at the knees. Now the 
governor says Michigan jobs are growing faster 
than the national average, and unemployment 
is below the national average for the first time 
in a generation. Arts funding needs to be revi­
sited. We’re talking about world class institu ­
tions, not pork.

I Roads are an obvious need. Anyone who trav­
els freeways and main arteries in the metropoli­
tan area knows his tires will hit more potholes 
and patches on top of patches than on the sati­
ny two-lane county roads of outstate. Engler

and his predecessor, Jim  Blanchard, were both 
too hesitant to recommend the obvious — more 
fuel tax revenue, and more to the area where the 
roads are the most pockmarked.

■  Public transit continues to limp. In part we 
in the metropolitan region have made ourselves 
an outstate la u d in g  stock by our inability to 
get our own act together and recommend a per­
m anent funding system. I t  gives others an 
excuse to ignore the problem.
■  Urban sprawl — the paving over of farms, 
woods and meadows where there is no popula­
tion growth — continues. No governor since Bill 
Milliken (1969-82) has even known what urban 
sprawl means, let alone advocated the kinds of 
municipal conservation policies needed to stop 
cancerous development.
■  State parks, particularly in the sprawling ur­
ban area, should not be candidates for “privat­
ization” or turnover to local units tha t will op­
erate them  as semi-private fiefdoms.

We in the metropolitan area have outgrown 
the 1950s attitude th a t only tree stumps, not 
people, exist north of M-59 and west of US-23. 
We’re all traveling the outstate area much more 

- not ju s t the waterfalls bu t also the museums 
and playhouses.

In return, outstaters need to shed the syn­
drome, particularly noticeable in Grand Rapids 
political circles, tha t “Detroit” is a vast, money- 
guzzling sewer.

We all need to learn to live in Michigan to­
gether. Forming another state is out of the ques­
tion. 'The result would be another Yugoslavia 
that breaks up, then breaks up again, and yet 
again.

I t’s unnatural th a t governance of a state 
should break down on “Detroit” versus outstate 
lines.

W e m ust restore lifeblood to D etroit and  older suburbs
I  find it sadly ironic th a t Wayne 

State University inducts old 
trackmen into its Sports Hall of 

Fame every few years when its track 
program, whose Detroit-bred stars put 
the school in frequent national head- 
lipes, has been phased out. I t’s equally 
sad th a t most of Detroit’s tracks — 
and baseball fields — are in disrepair.

;Small wonder th a t many urban kids 
are running d ru p  instead of track and 
grabbing guns instead of bats. Such 
phaseouts are symptomatic of the de­
cay to be seen many places in the Mo­
tor City, where the airport has lost its 
mojor carrier, abandoned houses rot in 
the neighborhoods, and nuqestic 
Woodward and Jefferson Avenue 
briildings that would command a 
king’s ransom in suburbia stand un­
kem pt and vacant. A similar kind of 
bankruptcy is threatening Detroit’s 
contiguous suburbs for the same rea­
sons — racism, rising costs, and the 
flight of corporate capital. ’Ilie  only 
savior of the older cities may be a fi­
nancial merger of their municipal ser­

vices with those of the rest of our sur­
rounding suburbs.

But there are positive forces a t work, 
too, which could prevent the need for 
th is  merger. In my multiple wander­
ings I mingle with upbeat young en­
trepreneurs like Detroiter Terry Wise­
man, who lives in the Lofts on Jeffer­
son, my old Pershing shot putter and 
ex-basketball great Spencer Haywood, 
who has moved back into Detroit from 
Southfield and is developing attrac­
tively-priced inner-city real estate, and 
Farmington attorney Steve Reissman, 
who along with me is a member of the 
Regional Citizens League — a tri­
county revitalizer bent on enhancing 
urban-suburban interplay.

W ith Dennis Archer as mayor, some 
of their dreams for restoring the life 
blood to Woodward, Jefferson, and 
other m^jor arteries will become real. 
Archer’s election will also lessen the 
chance th a t even-more-beleaguered 
Hiid^luxI Park, Chrysler’s deserted

Detroit. I foresee a dynamic alliance 
between Archer and H P Mayor Lind­
say Porter. Porter and his iimovative 
director of development, Dennis Evans, 
also are making collaborative plans 
with caimy old-time resident business­
men like ex-Wayne S tate track and 
baseball stars Cliff Hatcher and Joe 
Mallory.

State legislators m ake poor 
choice in spending priority
T here is something terribly wrong with the 

way those who govern Michigan are mak­
ing spending choices. C onsider 

■  Appropriations for state universities will be 
flat for the second year in a row. T hat will force 
big tuition hikes.
■  Social services spending has been cut so 
drastically tha t “the DSS workforce is a t its 
lowest level in more than a  decade, and in the 
children’s services area, staffing levels are so 
low th a t the state is out of compliance with its 
own legal standards,” according to a recent Uni­
versity of Michigan study.
B  Kindergarten through 12th grade school pub­
lic school financing is a shambles. Don’t  be 
surprised to see some more Kalkaska-style 
school district closures later th is year while the 
Legislature dithers on school aid.
• Amid all this turmoil aixl dismay, the spend­
ing machine entitled “Department of Correc­
tions” kept purring smoothly along. Corrections 
is scheduled to receive a 14 percent spending 
increase this year, putting total spenffing over 
ill billion for the f in t  time ever.
I To get a sense of how much of the state budg- 
Im pot is being gobbled up by Corrections, con­
sider this: Of the total of $376 million available 
jbr new spending in all state activities, Correc- 
jUons will consume $140 million or 37 percent.

The budget gives Michigan prisoners a 
$560,000 exercise facility and $2(X),000 to oper­
ate an electronic law library for each prison. 
Cfonvicts get free health care, free room and 
board and, if they want it, free college educa­
tions and library services.

The House on May 19 defeated an amend­
ment to the bill requiring released prisoners 
once employed to pay taxpayers for the costs of 
imprisonment. It also rejected an amendment 
to require prison wardens to meet annually with 
local government leaders to require non-violent 
prisoners to perform road work, park m ainte­
nance and other services.

The House also defeated an amendment re­
quiring the governor and the attorney general to 
appeal the rulings of federal judges requiring 
tM  state to run the prison system in conformity 
with their ediims.

Any decision to spend money represents a 
choice. Year in, year out, our Michigan govern­
m ent is choosing to spend scarce money to run 
prisons for criminals.

As Rep. Kirk Profit of Ypsilanti pu t it, “One 
sad irony of th is is that, in a year when many 
districts will close schools, w ell open four new 
prisons.”

’This la a terrible misuse of ftinds, bu t it’s 
going to take more of a crisis atmosphere than 
now exists to fix i t

As an actress, Kathryn Cherasaro 
of Troy has played 16-year-olds and 
even 15-year-olds, but never a 5-year- 
old, until now.

“Good Times” is about two girls, 
one black and one white, who become 
friends.

“I love playing a 5-year-old. I can 
do anything I want,” said Cherasaro,

“The story takes place in a subdivi­
sion, and (tells) what happens when 
the first black family moves in.

“Lucy is like the unwanted little 
sister who wants to have iun,” said 
Cherasaro. “They’re always saying 
‘Now Lucy, now no.’ I even have a lit­
tle temper tantrum.”

If there’s any lesson to be learned, 
Cherasaro said, it’s about the loss of 
innocence. Edna becomes best friends 
during the summer with the black 
girl, Bonna (Rashida McElvene) who 
moves in across the street. When they 
return to school in the fall, where 
both are in seventh grade, they’re 
forced apart by peer preeaure along 
racial lines.

During a matinee attended by stu­
dents from different parts of the 
metro area, Cherasaro said you could

feel the tension in different areas of 
the theater where there were black 
and white students.

“Everything is learned. We still see 
a problem going on,” she said. "The 
show is about what it’s like to be 
black, and white, and growing up. In 
many ways everyone has a pak  of 
their life they see in the show.”

Although it’s a comedy, Cherasaro 
said she’s seen people cry. When that 
happeiu, she said, “we know we’ve 
done our job.”

In addition to Cherasaro and Peck- 
ham, “Good Times” features Rashida 
McElvene, Maril3m Maya, Harry 
Wetzel, Augustus Williamaon, Mi­
chael Chenevert and Lance Retallick.

It’s raining outside and puddles 
ripple from the thundering 
footsteps of an approaching 
’IVrannoaaurus rex. After chomp­
ing down on one of the party, the 
d e ^ y  dino picks up Jeeps like 
toys and starts teething on the 
rubber tires.

’The state-of-the-art effects, 
which combine models and com­
puter animation, help “Jurassic 
Park” rise abow your typical 
1960s monster matinee. You re­
member the kind, where the di­
re c ts  filmed iguanas from low 
angles and had them f i ^ t  to ths 
dsath whils the scientific party 
looked on in wonder.

Spielberg, who eras weaned on 
this stuiL certainly knoars how to 
grab your attention from the first

frame. He did it in “Jaars” and 
“Raiders of the Lost Arir” and 
does it again here, when a deadly 
Velociraptor, the dino-villain in 
the movie, makes lunch out of a 
handler during transport.

What the director doesn’t  pre­
pare us for is the boring half-hour 
that follows. He should realize, 
like the actors seem to, that the 
dinosaurs are the stars. When 
Spielberg finally gets up to speed, 
the action rarely lets up.

Of course, there are kids tossed 
in, th o u ^  their intense battles 
with the dinosaurs will probably 
frighten younger viewers. Parents 
will be to know that despite a 
d isem b ^ ed  arm, the hungry di­
nosaur munching scenes (so 
graphic in the book) are surpris­
ingly bloodless here.

“Jurassic Park” won’t  win 
Spielberg his much-coveted Oscar 
this year. But rest assured that, 
c r i t i ^  nitpicking aside, this will 
be the big summer winner at the 
box office. And with a wow-foctor 
as big as a brontosaurus, who’s to 
say that it doesn’t  deserve it?

H an d w ritin g  reveals th e  
w riter’s true p erson a lity

An unbiased analyais
Elizabeth M ills of Livo n is, 

president of the Am erican Associ­
ation of Handiirriting Analysts 
said that w hile handwriting anal- 
yeis isn ’t an exact science, neither 
are medicine or psychology.

M ills said handwriting analysis 
is  a useful tool for employers 
precisely because it  unbiae^ .

Handwriting analysis offers an 
objective assessment of s  person. 
M ills sa id  Because handwriting 
analyzing cannot determine sex.

(Certainly, it  takaa a lot more 
than a couple of m inutes to learn 
how to analyze handw riting; 
many handwriting analysU  spend 
years studying to learn the craft.

We don’t promise to make you 
an expert in  the next several para­
graphs — that would be like  tak­
ing Psychology 101 at a local un i­
versity and sending you out to 
practice psychotherapy.

'That being sa id  here era some 
of the ways handwriting analysts 
develop personality profiles fiom 
handwriting, as explained by 
Ruth Holm es, founder of Pentec, 
In c, in  Bloom field H ills .

I lie  emotions of a person can 
be determined by the slant found 
in handwriting. Slanting to the 
left or straight up and down ind i­
cates s  withdrawn person. A slant 
toward the right indicates a 
friendly personality and a heavy 
slant toward the right indicates 
an im pulsive personality.

A person’s energy can be deter­
mined by pressure. Someone who 
presses hard when they w rite tend 
to have more energy than thoee 
who press lig h tly when writing.

Size helps determine ones con-

fidsnes level. Someone who w rites 
large tends to be more confident 
than someone who w rites sm all.

'The baseline'which is  more eas­
ily  determined when people write 
on unlined paper, helps deter­
mine a person rhythm . Someone 
who writea very stra i^ t (horizon­
ta lly ) tends to be rig id . Someone 
who writea along a straight Uim  
but mora flu id ly tends to be 
steady. Someone who writea u im - 
venly teiu ls to be uiutab le.

The way a person w rites an oval 
w ill alao give the handwriting an­
alyst a clue to a person’s inner 
makeup. A typ ical “o”  closed at 
the top w ill indicate how com­
m unicative a person is . People 
who don’t close the “o”  tend to be 
more talkative and open. People 
who close tbe “o” by cutting 
across the top, thereby sp litting  
the “o” into two unequal parts 
tend to be more secretive.

'The lower loop of letters ind i­
cate how sociable a person is . A 
person who w rites a “y ” without a 
loop, for example, tends to be 
more so litary. A person who 
w rites s “y”  w ith a large lower 
loop tends to be more outgoing.

How a parson crosasa a “t ” 
to lls a handwriting analyst ssvsr- 
al th ing i shout a w ritor. Somsons 
who p raises vary hard srhile 
crosaing a “t ”  tends to bo enthusi­
astic ; someoDs who prsMss lig h tly 
tends to be gentle.

Where a person crosses the “t ” 
gives a due to a person’s am bi­
tion. Someone who croeaes a “t ” 
nearer to the bottom tonda to be 
satisfied . Someone who croeeea a 
“t ”  in  the m iddle tonda to be 
practicaL A person who crosses a 
“t ”  at the top or above the vertical 
tends to be am bitioua.

Again, handwriting analysts 
sp e^  years learning the science 
of handwriting analysis and there 
to much more to it  than sim ply 
looking for slants and how a per­
son crosses a “ L ”

Be advised, peeking over your 
colleague’s shoulder end trying to 
surm iae if  he or she is  a lu iia tic  or 
a candidate for a Nobel prise to 
not recommended.

Rem em ber, to paraphrase 
Thom as Henry H uxley, a little  
knowledge can be dangerous.

“(Handwriting analysis) defines 
personality and performance poten­
tial,” Hoimea said. “I don’t  think 
there’s anything more important than 
those Csctors (when someone is being 
considered for a job).”

Handwriting analysis can go deep­
er, helping to separate the candidates 
already selected th ro u ^  the conven­
tional process, she said.

“We don’t  say hire this person or 
don’t  hire this person,” Hoimea said. 
“T hat’s not our role.”

Instead, a handwriting arudyst 
points out a person’s strong and weak 
points, personality traits, how they 
interact with others and solve prob­
lems and the p f  ntial for compati­
bility with employers or colleagues.

“> ^ a t  I do Is develop a behavioral 
profile,” she said.

Holmes said the growth in 
handwriting analysis in the past 20 
y e f  can be attributed to eeveral Csc­
tors, moot notably the legality and re- 
strictioru placed on the interviewer 
and the desire to find better people.

Corporate America is finding that 
when they do an interview, they are 
not permitted to ask so many things. 
Holmes said handwriting analysis is 
even more prominent when corpora­
tions are looking for key executives.

“When it comes down to a question 
of who will lead, handwriting analysis 
is even more significant,” she said.

On several occasions, she has done 
handwriting analysis of the existing 
executives like the president and 
CEO in addition to the candidate.

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Try patience 
when a child 
gets unruly

Recently, while going about the routine task of 
grocery shopping, I couldn’t help but notice that 
down the breakfast cereal aisle a child was wail­
ing, kicking and screaming at the top of his lungs. 
The child appeared to be about 3 years old. He 
was accompanied by an adult; I assume his 
mother.

The woman (mom) tried to ignore the child’s 
desperate attempt to get whatever it was he was so 
very distraught over. However, the more she tried 
to pretend to ignore his outburst, the more the 
child acted out. His aim, I suppose, was to contin­
ue his act until the audience applauded or until 
the curtain fell. In other words, he wasn’t satisfied 
being ignored; he needed and/or wanted a different 
type of response.

By this time, the child had managed to draw an 
audience of curious (some appeared troubled by 
the situation) onlookers. Once the child noticed 
the audience first looking then his mother contin­
uing not really attending or responding to what­
ever his needs were, he hurled a box of 
presweetened cereal out of the shopping cart.

Mom, who had earlier placed the cereal box ac­
cessible to the child, prol^hly in an effort to occu­
py or divert his attention, now kneeled down, 
withered by the situation.

It just so happened that an elderly, empathic 
onlooker intervened and probably in the nick of 
time. Her calm voice was reassuring. She said, 
“You think you have your hands full now, but 
wait, with patience it will be OK.”

Patience. The familiar statement “Patience is a 
virtue” is indeed true. It is a commendable quali­
ty, a quality more and more parents and caregivers 
alike find essential in working with and guiding 
young children and teens.

As adults, we can become impatient and some­
times provoked to anger, using words that hurt. 
Children can and will try adults’ patience. Temper 
tantrums, excessive crying or screaming fits can be 
embarrassing to a parent or adult, especially if a 
child does it in public. An adult not armed for the 
many challenges children bring may lose his or her 
patience quickly — to the firing point.

In many cases, adults could avoid being swayed 
or pulled into the pitfalls of the firing point. May­
be a good niid^t’s sleep the night before, or simply 
taking three, four, all right five, deep breaths in 
and out could help prevent losing one’s patience. 
Remind yourself that you’re the grown-up here; 
try not to lose your control.

Patience has to be worked on daily and worked 
on some more. Work and wait for patience — it 
arill come. Children deserve to have adults who are 
caring and consistently, consciously practicing pa­
tience. Children should have the r i ^ t  to experi­
ence learning and, too, self-control in a manner 
that teaches patience as well as allowing room for 
self-expreaaion in a non-threatening childlike way.

Once you’ve taken inventory o iyour tolerance 
level, or lack thereof, you can better make strides 
toward gaining patience. Unfortunately, some sit­
uations ariae when an adult lacks coping and con­
flict resolution skills and find himself or herself at 
wits end. Peelinp that may have a potentially 
abusive outcome surface and need redirecting.

Here are some tips for considering now to use 
later, if you find yourself at the thread-like point 
of patience:
■ Take five deep breaths. Inhale. Exhale. Slowly, 
slowly.
■ Cotmt to 20. Better yet, 90.
■  Sing or while in public hum your favorite tuna 
or song. “Don't Worry, Be Happy” is a good one.
■ Read a book or magatine. . . newspaper com­
ics.
■ Do some ait-upa or arm stretchea.
■  Watar your plants.
■  Call a Mand, relativs or the time/weathar num> 
bar.
■  Chaw aome gum or a crunchy fruit or vagatable.
■  Stop, atop back, pull your thoughts tofsthar, or 
SitdMIl.
■ Think of a food joke to relievo some of the Im- 
madiata taoaioB.

It’s like a 1,400-member fraternity 
that, if it weren’t for their love of auto 
racing, Detroit wouldn’t be able to 
hold it’s Grand Prix.

Volunteers. Volunteers that have to 
pay 20 bucks a year in order to volun­
teer. They make up the vast nuyority 
of the work force that has made the 
Detroit Grand Prix possible the last 
1 1  years.

Who are these folks? Where do they 
come from and why do they do they 
get involved with this? Their answers 
are as varied as the people who volun­
teer their services for the race.

Canton resident and fifth-year vol­
unteer Ed Fabiano felt that it was 
kind of a community pride thing

“These people (the volunteers) en­
joy being from Michigan and are 
proud of their state,” he said. “They 
get together, eqjoy themselves, and 
help the public enjoy a good race.”

'Ilie Detroit Grand Prix Associa­
tion volunteers, not to be confused 
with the Indy Car and Sports Car 
Club of America volunteers, basically 
work in either crowd control, trans­
portation or food services. They all 
donate at least three days, and many 
of them considerably more, to insure 
that the race comes off smoothly.

Take the food services volunteers 
for instance. These aren’t the 
franchise outlets in that they’re there 
to feed the volunteer army, not the 
public. V^th 1,400 mouths to feed 
and 1,400 thirsts to quench, the food 
service volunteers are as busy as the 
crowd control volunteers.

The leader of the food service vol­
unteers is Livonia Churchill graduate 
Todd Troy. Off the top of his head, 
Troy throw out some ro u ^  estimates 
as to what it takes to feed the volun­
teer force — nearly 1,600 hot dogs and 
Italian sausages per day for three

daya, 1,(X)0 pounds of hamburper for 
the weekend, 4,000 bags of chips per 
day and 6,000 (due cans of pop for the 
weekend.

Pirat-year volunteer Diane Werner 
of Plymouth hooked up with the food 
servicea crew. And despite the long 
afternoon’s worth of wo^ she put in, 
she has already found out first hand 
about the camaraderie associated 
with the volunteer force.

New friends
"It’s just like a network of new 

friends,” said Werner, who added 
that she felt this would be a good aray 
to get down to see the races.

And generally it seems that every­
body’s here for that reason. They're 
here for the races.”

Down on the track, making sure 
non-credentialed race fans aren’t 
wandering out onto the track or into 
places where they shouldn’t be, was 
Westland’s Larry lacoboni. In his 
sixth year as a volunteer, lacoboni 
said he’s had a blast meeting people 
that are as keen on racing if not the 
post-race parties, as he is.

“Yeah, I always take Monday off to 
recover,” lauded  lacoboni, who 
works security at GM’s Hydiamatic 
plant in Ypsilanti.

Althou^ the work is constant, the 
attitude with the volunteers is re­
laxed. Just ask locoboni’s buddies, 
John Falk of Sterling Heights and 
George Faber of Grand Blanc.

“There’s nothing like the smell of 
burnt methanol in the morning to get 
rid of a good hangover,” quipped 
Faber, much in the same tone as Rob­
ert Duvall did on the beach in “Apoc­
alypse Now.”

Falk agreed: “The cars, the speed, 
the sound, the smell . . . there’s 
nothing else like i t ”

It’s estimated that 152,000 
Americans will develop colorectal 
(colon cancer and cancer of the 
rectum) esmeer this yeat. An esti­
mated 50,000 will die from colon 
cancer and 7,000 from cancer of 
the rectum cancer.

The incidence among men and 
women is about equal and when 
detected and trea t^  in an early 
stage (confined to the bowel wall), 
the average five-year survival rate 
is 90 percent. The combined 
(male-female) incidence is second 
only to that of the combined inci­
dence of lung cancer.

With that in mind, the Horizon 
Surgery Center in Livonia is 
sponsoring a community educa­
tion program on colon cancer pre­
vention, early detection, treat­
ment and research at 7:30 p.m. 
Wednesday, June 23.

Dr. Philip LaFata, chief of gen­
eral surgery will be the guest 
speaker. A question and answer 
session will follow his presenta­
tion and a literature packet, cour­
tesy of the American Cancer Soci­
ety, will be given to those in at­
tendance.

Diet seems to play a role in the 
development of colorectal cancer. 
In fact, a diet high in fat and low 
in fiber may put individuals at a 
high risk of developing the dis­
ease. As a result the American 
Cancer Society issued dietary rec­
ommendations related to cancer, 
cause and prevention.

Most colorectal cancers arise in 
polyps which can be removed. In­
flammatory bowel diseases, 
chronic ulcerative colitis and re­
gional ileitis (Crohn’s disease) 
also are associated with increased 
colorectal cancer, often at an early 
age.

A personal history of colorectal 
polyps and/or colorectal cancer or 
other cancers also places an indi­
vidual at greater risk. And envi­
ronmental toxins are under study 
as possible causative agents.

Colon cancer screening is an 
important step in detecting pre- 
cancerous or cancerous lesions. 
The American Cancer Society re­
commends occult blood testing in 
patients more than 40 years of age

and sigmoidoscopy beginning at 
age 50.

While there is some controversy 
about whether current screening 
practices actually achieve the de­
sired goals, deaths due to colon 
cancer decreased between 1950 
and 1984 despite an increasing in­
cidence, a trend that may have re­
sulted ^ m  increased use of early 
detection techniques.

Treatment can include surgical 
removal of the tumor, chemoth­
erapy given to shrink the cancer 
and then surgical removal as well 
as surgical intervention and radi­

ation have been successful 
against various types of cancers. 
The treatment of choice depends 
on such variables as tumor type, 
size and location, as well as the 
individual’s past medical history.

Research into the causes and 
mechanisms of cancer have creat­
ed some changes and opportuni­
ties in the diagnosis and treat­
ment of the disease. For example, 
the burgeoning field of cancer 
genetics is allowing doctors to es­
tablish tumor markers to gauge 
the aggressiveness of disease and 
use genetic traits to diagnose cer­

tain types of cancer.
Through gtnetic engineering, 

researchers also may be able to 
correct impaired immune systems 
and even modify hereditary sus­
ceptibility by transplanting nor- 
m ^ copies of genes into cells that 
have mutated copies of those 
genes.

“In the woodlands, plants have 
only a few weeks to carry out the 
plan of a lifstime,** he said. ”Th*y 
have green leaves to produce food 
and flowers for seed."

P in t a rriv a l
The first plant to appear in 

woodlands in ths spring is the 
skunk cabbage, so named for its 
skunk-like odor. The flower has a 
temperature of 70 degrees and 
small bugs "cavort inside and 
pollinate it,” Sutherland said.

The smell aside, skunk cabbage 
had a medicinal purpose for early 
pioneers who u s ^  its leaves and 
seeds to treat whooping cough.

“It’s a service to the people,” 
added owner Niru Maru. "We feel 
good about, the customers feel 
good about and they come back. 
We’re really happy to do this.”

Andy’s isn’t swamped with re­
quests for Braille cards, maybe 
three-four times a year. Killion 
isn’t aware of a card manufacturer 
that produces Braille cards, so 
having the sentiments tran­
scribed by the volunteers seemed 
a logical way to go.

It’s not a new concept. It was 
once done at a card shop in 
Northville "a long time ago,” ac­
cording to Eleanor, a volunteer 
who declined to give her last 
name because “I won’t be the only 
one; other volunteers will be doing 
this.”

The service is simple, free of 
charge and quickly done. The cus­
tomer picks out the appropriate 
bi-fold greeting card, addresses 
and stamps the envelope, but 
doesn’t glue it shut.

The card shop then contacts 
Eleanor who picks up the card 
and transcribes it. Wherever pos­
sible, the greetings will be em­
bossed on the card and the recipi­
ent’s name will be typed on the 
envelope. If necessary, the senti­
ments will be typed on heavy pa­
per stock that will be cut to fit in­
side the card.

One card Eleanor did as a sam­
ple for the store has the cover 
greeting separate because of the 
stylized raised leaves on the cov­
er. But on the inside the Braille is 
done over the printed copy so 
“that the sighted and the blind 
can read it,” Eleanor said.

Once the transcribing is done, 
the volunteer seals the envelope 
and drops it in the mail. Depend­
ing on the greetings, the tran­
scribing should take about 10

minutes, Eleanor said.
“We’re going to try and do it all 

in the same day,” Killion said.
The shop has been offering the 

Braille c a ^  since May and al­
though there have been no re­
quests for the specialized cards, 
there’s been a lot of interest.

"A lot of people say Tm  going 
to tell so-and-so,” Killion said.

Eleanor’s Perkins Brailler is a 
form of typewriter with six keys. 
Braille is based on a cell of six 
dots (two rows of three dots each) 
and each key represents a dot in a 
particular position in the cell. 
Words are made up of portions of 
the cell.

Eleanor was certified to do 
Braille transcribing after attend­
ing school once a week during a 
regular school year and complet­
ing a manuscript of 50 pages that 
was sent to the Library of Con­
gress for review. She has been a 
transcriber since 1978.

“I had to learn to read Braille 
by sight,” Eleanor said, showing 
how her typewriter works. Her 
Braille forte is literature and text­
books.

As for the cards, Eleanor is ^ad 
to do them and has even lined up 
another volunteer to fill in when 
she’s on vacation.

“It’s a service,” she said, “like a 
ftiend who did the words for chil­
dren’s books so a blind mother 
could read to her child.”

A low-to-the- 
ground plant, its whits flowers 
turn pink aa they age. A cousin, 
the sesile trillium can be found 
only in the the state’s southern 
counties, and the painted trillium 
with a smaller flower and 
splashes of red on the petals show 
up around Port Huron and Ben­
ton Harbor, Sutherland said.

A plant that looks like the 
sesile trillium is the birthwort

whose bulled root in earlier tii 
was added to th* food of th* per­
son th* “cook” was intorseted in.

Mors than 50 species of orchid 
can be found in th* state’s wood­
lands, th* most common being 
the pink moccasin plant or th* 
stemleaa lady slipper. There ar* 
also 17 spades M violets which 
have their seed pods directly un­
der the leaves.

Name game
Among the flowers Sutherland 

introduced during his lecture was 
the daisy, short for day’s eye. The 
flower earned the moniker be­
cause it is one of the first flowers 
to open in the morning. Belief has 
it that if you pick a bouquet of 
daisies and put it on your table, 
your home won’t be hit by thun­
der and lightening, according to 
Sutherland.

The iris means eye of heaven

“A Swiss doctor decided that if 
a plant prut looksd like a human 
body part than it’s good for that 
part,” Sutherland said. “U m he- 
patica leaves look like the three 
lobes of th* liver. It’s called ‘pat­
tern of signature.’ ”

The blood root got his name be­
cause of th* red liquid it produce* 
when you cut across th* root. Its 
white flower comes errapped up in 
the leaves and is only open for a 
few short days.

Other sprittg plant* include the 
whit* baneberry, also a member of 
the buttercup family, and 
bellwort, a member at the lily 
family. Th* whit* baneberry 
forms poisonous white berries af­
ter it blossoms. Those whit* ber­
ries are the reason for its nick­
name of doll’s eye. The bellworC 
in earlier times was consider 
medicinal and good for the throat, 
the reason being its white flower 
that hangs down like the ulva of 
the throat.

The goldfin^ woat 
make its nest until the thistle 
flower has developed down, which 
the bird uses to line its nast.

Humming birds, on th* other 
had, are partial to th* ftizz of th* 
cottonwo^ tree. They us* th* 
fuzx and spider webs to 
their nests then decorate them 
with bits of lichen.

“For many of these plants it 
has taken hundreds of years to 
develop a relationship with the 
woodlands,” Sutherland said. “In 
fact, honey bees get an early stim­
ulus ftom dandelions.”

Calling into our 'inner voice maiV
A friend and I 

MORAL were catching up 
^8**R®CnVES with each other 

during breakfast 
She laughingly 
described some 
of her frustra­
tions over her 
new voice mail 
gadget. It simply 
d id n ’t record 
properly. Tech- 
n icians were 

THORCSCN called in to fix 
“ the inner 

voice.” Seems like they had to re­
turn at least three times until 
things worked.

We laughed about how our lives 
have gotten so complicated 
throu^ the technology guaran­
teed to make them simpler or at 
least easier. We also wondered 
what the impact is on people 
when we communicate with other 
human beings th rou^ machines 
and second-hand recordings.

Some people refuse to leave 
messages on answering machines. 
“Too impersonaL” they say. And

“Call Waiting” drives them up a 
wall. And yet most of us find our­
selves relying more and more on 
these conveniences.

Some interesting questions 
about the impact of our fast- 
paced technologically centered 
world are found in a new book out 
called “Care of the Soul: A Guide 
for Cultivating Depth and Sacred­
ness in Everyday Life.”

Dr. 'Thomas Moore, the author, 
wonders about “psychologicrd 
modernism — an uncritical ac- 
ceptence of the values of the mod­
em world.” 'This includes:
■  A blind faith in technology.
■  An inordinate attachment to 
material gadgets and conveni­
ences.
■  An uncritical acceptance of the 
march of scientific progress.
■  A devotion to the electronic me­
dia.
■  A lifestyle dictated by advertis­
ing.

It’s necessary for our total 
health to look objectively at our 
values and to listen to our souls. 
He observes that the great malady 
of the 20th century is “loss of

soul.” He says that soul is not a 
thing, but a “quality or a dimen­
sion of experiencing life imd our­
selves. It has to do with depth, 
value, relatedness, heiuty and 
personid substance.” 'The gifts of 
the soul include fulfilling work, 
rewarding relationships and per­
sonal power.

Rabbi Hiuold Kushner, author 
of “When Everything Yoa’ve Ever 
Wanted Isn’t Enough,” gives us 
another look at similar issues. He, 
too, voices questions that bubble 
up from our souls: “Shouldn’t life 
be more than a brief flash of bio­
logical existence? Was there 
something I was supposed to do 
with my life?”

Rabbi Kushner writes, “I am 
convinced that it is not the fear of 
death, of our lives ending, that 
haunts our sleep so much aa the 
fear that our lives will not have 
mattered, that as far as the world 
is concerned we might aa well 
never have lived. What we miss in 
our lives, no matter how much we 
have, is that sense of meaning.”

And later he shares this wis­

dom: “We will never be comfort­
able with who we are until we rs- 
alixe that who we are is special 
enough. If we have succeeded in 
becoming authentically human, 
eating our bread in gtednesa and 
eqjoying life with people we love, 
then we do not hiive to become 
rich and famous. Being truly 
human is a much more imprss-’ 
sive accomplishment.”

Maybe on those days when are 
are put on hold in a telephone 
conversation, or when we have a 
few bonus moments, we can dis­
cover once again our own “inner 
voice” and cherish the humim 
being who is there. And in doing* 
so, maybe we’ll also listen and re­
late to other human beings 
ruound us aa unique and char- 
iahed people as well.

E ight yean ago, Ingrid Dyken visited a

Netherlands art gallery that was displaying 
conceptual doll figures.

Intrigued by their inventiveness, the Observer- 
land artist bought one of the figures. Sculpting 
and crafting the dolls from scratch then became a 
passion.

“I was in awe at the work I’d seen in the gal­
lery,” the Plymouth resident said. “Something 
clicked, I guess. Within a month of returning 
home, I decided this is the kind of art I have to do. 
Once I started, I felt very comfortable.”

She never formally studied dollmaking. But 
Dljkers has always et\joyed dabbling in clay and 
fabrics. “That combination fell into place with 
conceptual figures, which gave me a chance to 
work with some of the art forms I etyoy.”

Dijkers is featured in the Gallery section of the 
July issue of Contemporary Doll, a Livonia-based 
international contemporary doll art magazine car­
ried by such booksellers as Little Professor on the 
Park in Plymouth.

A full-page color spread spotli^ts a 27-inch, 
cone-capped figure from her “Collector of Hearts” 
50-piece limited edition.

“There’s a bow-tied Renaissance figure, seated 
on a cube, holding stuffed gold hearts,” Dijkers 
said. “No two are exactly the same. ’There’s variety 
in detailing — the buttons, bibs and fabrics. And 
the hearts and clothing, although cut from the 
same pattern, may be different colors.”

'The Netherlan^ native boasts an interest in 
American and European folklore, tales and fables. 
Her figures inhabit a fairy-like environment. Lim­
ited editions run from 10 to 50 pieces. A few frg- 
uiea are one of a kind.

• “I really concentrate on smaller editions of 10 to 
16 pieces,” Djjkers said. “Within each edition, col­
ors and detailing may be different but hands, feet 
and heads are made from the same mold.”

Each Djjkers figure is a fairy, dwarf or elf. 
"Mysticism intrigues me,” she said.

Eiach figure has a story theme: “Collector of 
Hearts,” “The Weaver of Tales,” “Keeper to the 
Grove of Forbidden Fruit,” “Eifrn Wizard,” 
“Gaspar,” “Enchantress,” “Fortune Teller.” 

“Sometimes, I read a fable or story and a figure 
will develop,” Dijkers said. “Or I m i^ t  be working 
on a figure, just putting it together, and a story 
will develop. I don’t really have a set way to go.” 

Figures stand 20 to 90 centimeters. Heads, 
hands and feet are made of stoneware. Bodies are 
firmly stuffed cloth and imaginatively dressed. 
Designs boast antique fabrics, trims and buttons.

Dijkers likes unusual fabrics, from antique silk 
brocades and handbeaded Belgian laces to con­
temporary metallics. She visits Europe every few 
years to replenish her supply of Belgian and 
Dutch fabrics.

On-the-job training
Dijkers studied painting, ceramics and sculp­

ture en route to an associate’s degree in fine art 
from Schoolcraft College in Livonia.

But she’s basically self-taught, having grown up 
in an artistic family. “Both my parents earned 
master’s degree equivalents in fine art back in Eu­
rope. They now live in Livonia and still paint in 
watercolor and oil and sculpt figures in clay.” 

Dijkers also weaves, designs clothing and makes 
contemporary quilts, soft sculpture and collage 
jewelry.

Her dolls range in price from $160 to $600. 
They’re available at Chameleon Gallery in Plym­
outh and Ariana Gallery in Birmingham.

Chameleon owner Denni Bn^ehart first saw 
Dijkers’ dolls at Folkways Gallery in Plymouth 
four years ago. She liked them so much, she 
bought “Shell Collector,” a limited-edition elf 
holding aeashells.

When Dijkers asked about taking in her dolls 
last September, Englehart, who shows the work of 
260 artisU, quickly obliged. “I don’t cany a lot of 
dolls, but she’s very talented,” Englehart said.
“Her dolls have such character. 'They’re so UmU- 
vidual, so creative. And the fabrics are wondarftil. 
She won’t  bring in anything not doiM perfectly.”

'The Michigan Rsnaisaatkoo Festival in Holly 
will exhibit DUkers’ work in September. The Uvo- 
nia Arts Commission will sbosroaeo it In October 
in the Livonia Civic Center Library.

Yellow ribbons 
tied around oak trees 
signify homecom­
ings. Sticky bands 
stretched around 
tree trunks mean 
aomething quite dif­

ferent — e guard against the dreaded 
gypey moth caterpillar.

The peaky little crittera are chomp­
ing their way through Michigan’a oak 
and aapon foresta — at the rate of 
700,000 acrea last year. They’re per­
plexing suburban dwellera ^ m  Can­
ton Township to Bloomfield Town­
ship as they eat thair way through 
backyard trees and shrubbery. And 
the prognosis for this year la worse, 
aooording to experts.

“Michigan probably has the worst 
gypsy moth pit^lem in the country,” 
said Dabble McCullough, profiieeor of 
entomology at Michigan ^ a te  Uni­
versity.

Sometimaa, bands are placed 
around tree trunks to prevent the fus­
sy caterpillars with distinctive red 
and blue dots from moving up to feast 
on the leavae. Left unchecked the 
caterpUlara can defoliate a sride varie­
ty of spedoe — from oak to pine.

"Wa have a healthy population of 
gypsy moths hare,” said JMiy Ku­
chers, grounds auperviaor for Bloom­

field Township, which sprayed 
against the insecta laat month.

“They have e new habitat and no 
natiiral enemies. The potential for 
damage is definitely there. It takes 
two or three years for the population 
to build up. Various hot spots are ex­
panding ou t”

Depending on where you live in 
Michigan, gypsy moth outbreaks may 
last frm  two to several years or may 
never occur, according to MSU.

“Gypsy moths attach to tree 
trunka, the underside of leaves or of­
ten to recraaticmal vehicles, 
doghouses or fireplace wood. That’s 
how they got tboir name,” said Wayne 
Nierman, of MSU*s Oakland County 
Extaneion office.

“Originally they came from the 
northeastern statee. They’ve caused 
maasiva devaatotion in New York and 
Pennsylvania. "In Oakland Counfyr, 
the problem is more prograsaed t h u  
Wayne County.”

But Wayne County is not exempt 
V idv Pavlofi; a Canton Township 
homeownor, doaan*t know how th ^  
arrived, but the gypey moth has de­
stroyed a largs dense bush on her 
property and is now working on a 
backyard tree. Professional lawn care 
oompanisa are her firet line of de­
fence.

They breed them 
like race horses in Japan where 
one fish can coat $100,000,” he 
aaid. “They’re very docile. They’re 
almost pets. It’s fun just keeping 
them alive. You just marvel at na­
ture.”

Sea oats, weeping mulberries, 
72 roses, 400 day liliea and rare 
voodoo liliea with bulbs the size 
of basketballs fill in the rest of 
thia enchanting garden.

“To us, this serves as a natural 
tranquilizer,” Carpenter said. 
“The first thing we come home 
from a stressful day at the office, 
we walk back here.”

Kaselemaa hurried to add, “It’s 
so relaxing. About 6 or 7 o'clock, 
this back yard with the sounds of 
the bullfrogs bellowing, birds and

running sratar bscomas a whois 
ofchsatra."

Larry and Grnos Wamar’s gar- 
dana lie like a Calilomia oasis in 
the middle of this booming sub­
urb. Towartag avargrsaas abound 
along with tiara of landacapad 
ledge rock and fields of pachysan- 
dra and ivy around the home thay 
bought in 1964. Baybarry bushes 
and sculptured junipers served as 
homes for cardinals and chicka-

point ia this aorana area scraanad 
by hugs blue sprucoa.

Throe acroa of land on Ball 
Croak showcase natural woods 
and a ravine. Kuaa Chinaaa dog- 
arood, Japanaaa frilly laoa maple, 
Taryoabo pine and weeping cher­
ry coexist hero with raccoons of 
rabbits, ducks, gaass, groundhogs 
and a small herb garden.

“We put in a gunita pool in 
1967. We decided to make a 
smaller houae live bigger,” Grace 
Warner said.

Largo olive barrels hold kin­
dling. The Warners have scrapped 
grassy areas for bark, gravel and 
boulders in what they lovingly re­
fer to as their Calivonia home. “It 
makes it nicer to look at than 
lawn,” Warner said.

Marvin and Ann Howe have 
worked 23 years to build their 
rolling three-quarter-acre, park­
like setting. Purple phlox, fiischia 
impatiens and hlue forget-me- 
nots color an island on the right 
hand side of the yard.

In another island, hostas flour­
ish accenting a fountain and fish 
pond. At the top of the hill, a gar­
den of broccoli, cucumber, radish 
and tomato grow in the family 
garden. In fall, two to three piles 
of leaves from trees on the proper­
ty will decompose then be tilled 
back into the soil for next year’s 
vegetable garden.

“We’ve never put a leaf out in 
the street since we’ve lived here,” 
Ann Howe said proudly.

Instead of a new tractor, the 
Howes recently purchased a used 
golf cart to transport tools, sup­
plies and plants back and forth 
across the long narrow yard.

Other gardens on the walk in­
clude:

A comer lot comes alive with 
blue spruce and evergreen 
groundcover. Rose gardens adorn 
the walkway leading to the bouse. 
A freestanding deck in the center 
of the back yard serves as a focal

A sculptured carp on a wall 
alongside a brick path delights 
visitors to these gar^ns. Original 
sculptures created and cast by the 
homeowner add the tactile sense 
to individual areas.

A wtldflower garden rests ia the 
shade while a sunny bed boats 
coral bells and Texas buttereupa 
as well as iris and hardy gsrani- 
UBM. Garden plaques by Ohio 
sculptor GearEs Canuth decorate 
the yard. There alao is a small 
herb and vegetable garden and a 
raspberry patch.

A small, informal organic gar­
den highli^ts yet another private 
garden where 1,000 bullM and 
wildflowers bloom in spring. Sur­
rounding the home are star mag­
nolia, rhododendron, azalea.

Last time around, the Pavloffs 
decided to have just the lawn 
sprayed and skipped treatment 
for the bush.

“It’s twice as bad as last year,” 
Pavloff said. “It was a pretty 
bush. It’s real dense, with small 
leaves — about five feet tall and 
four feet in diameter and it grows 
on the dark side of the house. The 
caterpillars just about killed it. 
They ate a big chunk.”

‘T o  be effective, resources must 
be pooled,” DoUhopf aaid. “Last 
year, the Department of Agricul­
ture sprayed 230,000 acreas; that 
doesn’t include conununities that 
handled their own spraying.

He noted that 712,200 acres 
were defoliated last year, a 12  per­
cent increase over the previous 
year.

Gypsy moths can be controUed 
but efforts must continue azmual- 
ly. “They’re moving north and 
south,” Dollho|ff said. “Educa­
tion ia the first line of defense. 
There are some controls besides 
spraying. It’s an ongoing prooesa.”

Broksra and agents affiliated 
with the Birmin^am-Bloomfield 
Board of Realtors are used to 
dealing with the upper end of the 
houaing spectrum much of the 
time.

But they haven’t forgotten the 
little people, either.

The board, after applying for 
and receiving a $6,000 grant from 
the Fannie Mae Foundation, 
turned the money over to Light­
house of Oakland County, an 

.emergancy human services pro­
vider.

The grant will be applied to ac­
quire land and renovate a dilapi­
dated 700-square-foot building 
into a community center in Unity 
Park. That area of aoutheast Pon­
tiac has been designated for home 
rehabilitation and revitalisation.

“The 16,000 cash grant will get 
us started on the renovation,” 
said Tim Thorland, neighborhood 
development coordinator for 
Lighthouse. “We’re going to gut 
the interior and have a kitchen, 
bathroom and one large meeting 
room. Basically the whole house 
we’ll do with volunteer labor.”

“Only four (Fannie Mae) grants 
were given throughout the coun­
try,” said Kerry Schreiber, a Real­
tor associate with Max Broock 
and chairwonum of the board’s 
community aervice committee. 
“The purpoae was to align Real­
tors with housing developments 
for the poor.”

Schreiber envisions Light­
house’s community center aa a 
focua point for meetings, day care 
and informal classes.

The Birmingham-Bloomfield 
board recently extended a three-

year commitment to Lighthouse 
for an additional five yean, 
Schreiber said.

“The thought behind it is 
Lighthouse helps prevent home­
lessness,” she said. “We thought 
it parlayed to our industry very 
well. We wanted to do something 
of consequence and give aome- 
thing back to the conununity. 
They’re so well run, efficiently 
run."

The Birmingham-Bloomfield 
board had previously raised and 
contributed some $13,0(X) to the 
organisation, aaid Noreen Keat­
ing, executive director for Light­
house.

“We are honored that the Bir­
mingham-Bloomfield board has 
chosen Lighthouse to be their ser­
vice activity in this community,” 
she said.

Local developers and builders are re>mining some pre­
viously developed and abandoned areas in hopes of 
finding a few passed-over properties of gold. Passed- 
over lots and shuttered school grounds receive their 
due attention for redevelopment.

And it came to pass that with popu­
lation shifts and smaller-sized fami­
lies, there was no longer a need to 
keep certain schools open. So they 
were shuttered and remained closed 
for many years.

And some developers eventually 
recognised the opportunity for in-fill 
residential work in established com­
munities. So they bought the moth­
balled school properties, tore down the 
buildings and platted new subdivi­
sions.

And everyone hoped to benefit.
Developers and builders would 

make money with new affordable 
housing through redevelopment. 
Schools would rid themselves of main- 
tenance/liability problems and pick up 
some needed cash by disposing of sur­
plus property.

That was the scenario played out 
by David A. Gumenick and Alan M. 
(iottlieb, partners in Bayberry Park 
Inc. of Farmington Hills. They saw 
redevelopment potential in the former 
Madison School north of Harrison 
between Middlebelt and Inkster 
roads in Livonia.

Their vision: 73 detached condo­
miniums ranging from a two-bed­
room, 1,150-square-foot ranch priced 
at $115,490, to a four-bedroom coloni­
al of 1,777 square feet priced at 
$144,190.

'Three models are almost finished, 
and nearly a doien lots have sold.

Bayberry, which put in the roads 
and utilities, will construct the con­
dos in partnership with Benivegna 
Building Co. of West Bloomfield.

“In-fill doesn’t mean just schools,” 
Gumenick saicL “It means a skipped-

over parcel. I’m not dragging sewers a 
quarter mile. Utilities are proximate. 
It’s developed around you. Goods and 
services are available.”

Gottlieb bought the land from an­
other developer whose plans to ex­
pand a convalescent center failed to 
materialized.

“What impressed me about the 
parcel was I had built another project 
down the road and when I saw this 
site and saw almost an exact land 
configuration, I knew what I could do 
with it,” he said.

Litigation hassles
Gottlieb made his offer in 1989 but 

didn’t  break ground until last fall due 
to legal challenges.

“’The bottom line is if you have va­
cant land where you live, you don’t  
want it developed,” Gumenick said. 
“If it were me. I’d probably feel the 
same way.”

Gottlieb and Gumenick figured 
that they could have saved much 
more on development coats at the 
Madison site if the property hadn’t 
been tied up in litigation.

“We had to put in sanitary sewers 
and additional water and some storm 
drainage lines,” Gumenick said. 
“With the pluses and minuses, it was 
less expensive to develop (in-fill) 
than to go into a new development”

Benivegna was invited to bring its 
reputation and financing to the 
project

“I kind of consider it an oasis in an 
existing neighborhood,” said Ronald 
P. Benivegna. “We see a lot of poten­
tial here. We’ll sell very rapidly.”

“We’re going to tidte something 
that’s not on the tax rolls and convert 
it to a $10 million community and 
provide homes for people they can af­
ford,” Gumenick said.

In-fills on the rise
Michael Kahm, vice president for 

Singh Development of Birmin^iam, 
believes that in-fill residential proj­
ects could increase in the years 
ahead.

“We think urban sprawl is getting 
too far out,” he said. ‘W e’re looking

'The apartment vacancy rate, 
which surpassed 7 percent na­
tionally each of the past seven 
years, climbed to 7.9 percent for 
the first quarter of 1993.

Those numbers, reported by 
U.S. Housing Markets, a Livonia- 
baaed research publication, did 
little to cheer deiwlopers of rental 
properties and landlords of exist­
ing bulldinfs.

“Nationally, construction of 
new rental apartment units haafa’t 
been so skimpy in more than 90 
years,” said Mack Rofsrs, senior 
vice president for Lomas Mort- 
fs fs  USA, which tracks trends 
through U .S. Housing Markets.

Anyone who 
goes to a retailer today and walks through . . . 
will be amazed at the value for the money.”

Warner and Robert Johnson, also a U-M pro­
fessor, directed a two-year study of manufac­
tured housing that included research on com­
parative costs, market value trends and effects 
on the value of adjacent properties.

Because of its lowered cost, manufactured 
houaing can be especially attractive to first­
time buyers.

In 19M, the average price for a new single- 
section mobile home in Michigan was about 
$21,5(X), a multiple-section mobile home nearly 
$36,(X)0, Warner said.

Manufactured houses accounted for 28 per­
cent of all new house sales in the state that 
year, the study reported.

An analysis of 20,(X)0 sales of new and exist­
ing manufactured houses between 1987 and 
1990 in Michigan found that location is the pri­
mary factor in the value of a manufactured 
house.

Size up a field like this, 
and favorites multiply

There is no question golfers like 
the attention from knowledgeable 
golf fans in Southeastern Michigan. 
Most of them also enjoy playing the 
Thumament Players Club of Michi­
gan in OeartMm

Actually, there are more than 1 mil­
lion reaaons why the top senior golf­
ers in the world are in Dearborn this 
week. And we are talking about the 
$1,200,000 purse, the second largest 
ofllcial money purse in Senior PGA 
Tour history.

The winner will walk away with 
$180,000 and the runner-up will 
pocket $105,000.

That’s why Nicklaus, Trevino, 
Floyd, Weiskopf, Palmer and Ro­
driguez are all meeting at one of 
Michigan's finest golf facilities.

So what does the crystal ball say 
about this year’s tournament? Who 
is the favorite to win the 1993 Senior 
Players Championship and take 
home that big check?

A number of golfers in the field 
of 78 have a shot at walking away 
with the big money.

LET’S START with defending 
champion Dave Stockton.

“(Jim) Albus and I are the only 
two who know we can win on that 
golf course,” Stockton said prior to 
the start of last month’s Bell Atlan­
tic Classic.

"I’ve been playing well this year.
I feel fh)m tee to green, my game 
is at its best its ever been.”

He played well enough to win the 
Muratec Reunion pro-am in April 
and heading into this month’s play 
was the tour’s top birdie leader with 
150.

Stockton’s charge past J.C. Snead 
last year at the TPC of Michigan was 
a memorable one for the 5t-year-old 
Californian. He nailed a 40-foot birdie 
putt at the 17th hole to cut Snead’s 
lead to two strokes.

Then came the great comeback of 
Stockton - or downfall of Snead de­
pending on how you viewed it.

Stockton birdied the ISth hole while 
Snead ended with a double-bogey for 
a rare three-stroke swing. The win 
was Stockton’s first title in more than 
a decade and he has been playing 
well ever since.

Tourney favorites: Jack Nicklaus and Lee Trevino are al­
ways among the contenders at a Senior Tour event.
TPC of Michigan despite not win­
ning, including Snead whose 65 dur­
ing last year’s first round is a course 
record.

THROUGH HIS first 13 evenU, 
Stockton was third on the money list 
with more than $330,000 in prize 
money.

Albus, winner of the 1991 Senior 
Players Championship, has also been 
on a roll since he won the title. Win­
ning at the TPC appears to change 
people’s lives.

Albus, who was 95th on the money 
list in 1990 with only $14,433, rock­
eted up to 20th on the money list af­
ter winning $301,406. And he proved 
*91 was no fluke when he won $404,683 
in 1902.

This year he won the GTE Sun- 
coast Classic and Is currently 12th 
on the money list

Albus obviously likes the TPC of 
Michigan.

“I feel very comfortable there,” 
he said. "It really helps me mentally 
to go back there since I’ve won there 
before.”

Others have played well at the

AND WHAT about Jack Nicklaus?
“Jack is one of the fkvorites in any 

tournament he enters,” Stockton 
said. And when Nicklaus is on, he 
year but has played the course since 
it first opened in 1991. He has a dis­
tinct advantage considering he de­
signed the course.

Nicklaus was struggling earlier in 
the month. Following a poor show­
ing at the Bell Atlantic Classic in late 
May, Nicklaus finished with a score 
of 298, 24 strokes off the pace, at the 
Memorial Tournament

To win at the TPC takes both skill 
and intelligence. And compared to 
other courses on the Senior Tour, the 
TPC of Michigan is a long course 
which requires the big drive as well 
as a strong short game.

Which brings us to Raymond 
Floyd.

Floyd, who is among the top 10 on 
the money list despite only playing 
half of the Senior Tour events, is al­
ways a threat to win a tournament 
— whatever tour he is playing.

Last year on the Senior Tour, 
Floyd was among the best in both 
driving distance (273.4 yards) and hit­
ting greens in regulation (77.8 per­
cent).

This year, Floyd leads the tour in 
total driving and greens in regula­
tion. He is second overall statistically 
to Isao Aold, another golfer with a 
shot at the TPC trophy.

Meanwhile, Floyd has played in 
just four PGA tournaments through 
May. Playing both tours is something 
he doesn’t want to continue doing.

“I just don’t know where I’m go­
ing,” he said. “ I’ve got people pull­
ing me fh>m both sides, people want­
ing me to play their event"

are certainly glad Floyd is playing 
in Dearborn this week.

Another favorite has to be Bob Char­
les. The former bank teller fh>m Car­
terton, New Zealand has been cash­
ing some big checks since joining the 
Senior Tt>ur. His win last month at 
the Bell Atlantic Classic was his 20th 
senior win as he became the first 
player to earn over $4 million in ca­
reer Senior Tour earnings.

He also finished first in the Doug 
Sanders Celebrity Classic in March 
and was third at the Senior Com­
memorative earlier this month.

He also has an impressive track 
record at the TPC of Michigan. In 
1991, he finished second to Albus. 
Last year, he ended up seventh af­
ter a hot start in which he shot a 67 
the first day and a 69 the second day.

Michigan native Mike Hill, the 
leader of this year’s money list, is 
also playing some excellent golf. Hill, 
who was second last year in scoring 
average, has won twice this year. He 
finished tied for 12th place at last 
year’s Senior Players Championship

Al Geiberger, who finished 18th a 
year ago at the TPC of Michigan, is 
having a much better year in 1992. 
The California native has won two 
tournaments this year, is third sta­
tistically on the tour and fifth on the 
money list

Beauty, opuleace sad oapertly- 
deaigeed golf courses have always 
been the ideal locales to hosts PGA 
eveaU, aad the TPC of Michigan 
meeU all three criteria.

But. the Doarbom course — like 
all IS TPC courses throughout the 
country — have more than the golf­
ers IB mind.

Jack Nicklaus, Deane Beman and 
the rest of the staff the TPC of Michi­
gan have not forgotten about the spec­
tators.

“ When (PGA Tour) Commiuioner 
Beman designed the first TPC in 
Sawgrau. (Fla.), be came up with 
a concept with the sp ec ta to r in 
mind,” TPC of Michigan Director of 
Golf Billy Dettlaff said. “ He called 
it Stadium Golf, copyrighted it, and 
it is a concept which is being used 
at all the TPC courses.”

Stadium Golf is unique to TPC 
courses, and it has made viewing a 
tournament a whole new experience. 
No more is there a need to scramble 
up and down bleachers, climb trees, 
or fight the crowd. Stadium Golf has 
made watching a TPC tournament 
a walk in the park — literally.

"IT ’S COMPLETELY different for 
the fan at a TPC course,” Dettlaff 
said. “The natural terrain has been 
designed to make it possible for large 
amounts of people to all get a great 
view of the action. There is no need 
for bleachers.

“On the 18th (at the TPC of Michi­
gan), for example, 1S,0(X) people can 
enjoy the final hole of the golf tour­
nament (Beman) realized the impor­
tance of the spectator to the game 
of golf, and any spectator going to 
a TPC course can see tha t”

Fans at the upcoming Senior Flay­
ers Championship will notice the fan­
tastic viewing sites throughout the 
TPC of Michigan course, but there 
are some “prime spots” that give 
the informed fan an edge on the rest 
of the spectators.

To become an informed fan, read
on:

■  Twelfth hole, par-3, 166 yards: If 
you’re into panoramic beauty, wa­
terfalls, ponds, grassy swales and wet­
lands, this hole has It all.

And, it's all packed into 166 yards. 
The tee is elevated, so spectators 

who are lucky enough to get a spot 
at the 12th tee will have one of the 
most breathtaking views on the en­
tire course.

Not only that, but if you turn 
around you can watch players on the 
11th fairway. It's a short hole which 
cuts down on available space, but 
this one is worth getting up early.

■ Eighth hole, par-3,182 yards: The 
main entrance to the course has been 
moved this year, and the eighth hole 
will be the very first hole you see.

It also provides one of the best, 
and most pleasant, sites to watch the 
action.

“Coming in from the east side of 
the course and onto No. 8 will really 
give people a great first impression 
of the course,” Dettlaff said. “There 
is a real pretty walkway as they 
march along Rotunda (Road) and 
there is some beautifiil spectator 
mounding that gives the spectators 
a beautiftil view of the green.”

The eighth hoie is the second of 
four demanding par-3 hoies. It re­
quires a weil-stnick medium iron if 
a bogey is to be avoided. Under­
clubbing is disastrous because wet­
lands are the only thing in view from 
the tee to the green.

The green is protected by two bun­
kers. front right and left, and grassy 
hollows in the back. Hitting the green 
is no guarantee of making par.

’’Remembe', the eighth hole is the 
first hole the people will see, so if 
they want to sU y  there a while, 
they’ll have to get there early,” Det- 
Uaff. ” I have an Idea that's going 
to be a real hot s p o t”

■  Beveath hele, par-S, S42 yards: 
This hole is not only a cosmetically 
attractive place to spend some time 
at the tournam ent but it could also 
provide some of the most exciting 
shots of the day.

Dave Stockton has accomplished 
a great deal since he became a pro­
fessional golfer in 1964 He won the 
PGA Championship in 1970 and again 
in 1976. and played on two United 
States Ryder Cup teams.

In 1991 the California native cap­
tained the Ryder Cup team, and last 
June. Stockton won the Senior Play­
ers Championship at the TPC of 
Michigan in Dearborn.

But aRer all his experience and all 
his wisdom — being selected to cap- 
lain a Ryder Cup team  requires 
great knowledge of the game as well 
as knowing the top players' strengths 
—Stockton IS still fascinated by the 
game

“Golf IS just amazing to me.’’ Stock- 
ton said following the pro-am of the 
Bell Atlantic Classic In Malvern. 
Pennsylvania. “The interesting side 
IS the mental side. Golf is 90-percent 
mental and it's often ignored.

“People take too long when they 
play golf They think far too much.
I just go up and hit the ball. If it’s 
bad. I go up and hit it again”

Sounds simple
.And to Stockton, golf has become 

easier as he has gotten older and

Reunion Pro-Am near Dallas, Texas 
and Dnished th ird  a t the P ain  
Webber Invitational the week prior 
to the Bell Atlantic Classic.

Stockton was third on the money 
list with more than S337.000 in 13 tour­
nament appearances.

It’s easy to see that Stockton is play­
ing well heading into a tournament 
he has already proven he can win. 
So it’s not surprising to hear him say. 
“ I am looking forward to returning 
to Dearborn”

Stockton’s first-place finish last 
year was both dram atic in the way
It happened and special because it 

16 yeanhad been 16 years since he last won 
a tournament.

The last time Stockton had heard 
the roar of the crowd came in 1976 
when he walked up the 18th fairway 
at Congressional Country Club en 
route to his second PGA Champion­
ship

Dl'RING m s  career on the regu­
lar PGA tour. Stockton won 11 tour­
naments. including the two majors. 
He made over SI million over the 
course of 26 years.

But Stockton seems to be getting 
better as he gets older. And maybe 
the awareness of golfs mental side 
IS starting to pay off in fewer strokes 
and bigger paychecks.

“ I’ve been looking forward to this 
summer because I'm  playing well.’’ 
said Stockton, who looked quite fit 
and relaxed after playing 18 holes 
in the rain.

“ From tee to green, my game is 
the best it has ever been." he said. 
"I'm  hitting the ball a lot further 
than I ever did and I am putting 
pretty well”

Stockton's 1992 season has been 
one of consistency.

Through .May. Stockton was in the 
top 10 in four statistical categories, 
including first in number of birdies 
(130) and fifth in putting.

TO WIN any tournament is spe­
cial. but to win a major is as good 
as It gets.

“To me. it was like winning the 
Players Championship’ on the other 

lour.” he said. "The guys think it’s 
the toughest field to beat, so undoubt­
edly. I was playing against the best 
senior players, and that gave me a 
great deal of satisfaction."

It also gave him a much larger 
bank account. The win helped Stock- 
ton cap tu re the 1992 Senior Tour 
Rookie of the Year award and more 
than $650,000 in official earnings, 
more than four times what he made 
during his best year on the regular 
tour.

And what about this year’s TPC 
Senior Players Championship’’

"Anytime you win on a course, you 
feel good about going back there the 
next year,’’ he said. “ I do think I 
can play better tee to green than I 
played last year."

STOCKTON SAYS a defending 
champion has a distinct advantage.

Don't wait until the first round 
Thursday to visit the TPC of Michi­
gan Get out there Tuesday afternoon 
for the Merrill Lynch Shoot-Out.

It’s a blast.
The shoot-out is held on the Tues­

day of tournament week pnor to the 
17 biggest events.

it gives fans a chance to get a close 
look at nine of the top players with­
out fighting big crowds.

The atmosphere is lighter than dur­
ing actual tournament play, but the 
$4,000 prize for first place and the 
quality of the shoot-out field guaran­
tee excitement.

THE FIELD IS made up of the de­
fending tournament champion, the 
top three players from the current 
money list, the top three players 
from the all-time money list and 
three sponsor selections.

So there will be some serious play­
ers teeing off June 22.

The rules are simple.
The field begins on the 10th hole 

and plays the entire back nine. The 
highest score on each hole eliminates 
that player. The longer you last, the 
more money you make upon elimi­
nation.

Ties are broken by a sudden death 
“ shoot-out" involving a pitch, chip, 
bunker shot or putt. The player 
whose ball comes to rest farthest 
fVom the hole is outta there.

The winner of the shoot-out is the 
last man standing on No. 18.

PRESIDING OVER the festivities 
IS m aster of ceremonies Brian Hen­
ning.

Henning is the Tournament Direc­
tor of the Senior Tour. That job keeps 
him busy behind the scenes at every 
tour stop, but he comes to the fore

during the shoot-out.
The wise-cracking South Afhcan 

calls the shots on a porUbIc micro­
phone. He picks on the players, gets 
the fans involved and generally  
keeps the party going 

At last year’s shoot-out at the TPC.

"IT S  FUN FOR everybody, that’s 
the whole idea .”  said Henning. 
"They’re playing for a lot of money, • 
too. The winner gets $4,000 every 
week and a t the end of the year 
there’s a $400,000 shoot-out.”

The event gives players a first- ■ 
hand look at the course and gets the • 
fans in the mood for the rest of the ' 
week.

"The most important part as far 
as we’re concerned is that the shoot­
out entertains the fans with some . 

c lig h t-h earted  g o lf  th a t ’s flin to 
watch," Henning said. "The players 
are all kind of loose and my fVinction 
is to keep it that way.

“A majority of the players are sort 
of shy in nature. I bring their colors 
out during the shoot-out."

HENNING USUALLY carries the 
shaft of a putter with him as he 
roams the course. Fortunately, he 
hasn’t had to use it yet to fend off a 
golfer upset with his patter.

"There are certain players you 
don’t mess with." he said, “but I ha­
ven’t got a club across my head y e t 

"I take it easy when a new guy 
comes out. but they know what to 
expect."

There are small perks to being a 
volunteer, like A-ee tickets to the golf 
tournament and golf shirts embroi­
dered with the clinic’s logo, but that 
isn’t  why the Kiwanis, the dentists 
or anyone else associated with the 
clinic donates their time.

"They come because they want to 
do their part to help kids,” Cobb said. 
"Finding volunteers is no problem 
at all.

GARZA TRAVELS with the clinic, 
but he relies on groups like the Ki­
wanis and local dentists to organize 
each stop.

Dr. Gary Zeraghen and Dr. Robert 
Cording are two of the area dentists 
who will make sure everything runs 
as smoothly as a shiny, clean tooth.

At the Am  clinics, Garza and the 
rest of the dentists are often looking 
into mouths which have never been 
examined by a dentist before.

“That’s what makes this such a 
gratifying event,” Cobb said. “These 
kids need the care, and the dentists 
make sure they have a positive ex­
perience.”

Building a tradition
Surprises make TPC of Dearborn some fun

While Dearborn may never be com­
pared to Auausta (we have more 
steel than magnolias around here) in 
term s of tradition, the city is already 
developing a reputation as host of 
some memorable golf toumamenU.

And that's after only three years 
of trying

The names and even the locations 
of the senior tour's annual stop here 
have changed, but surprises and ex­
citement have been constants when­
ever the gam e's legends have hit 
town.

So while we gear up for this year's 
Ford Senior Players Championship, 
let's take time out for a history les­
son. Why, way back in 1000 . . .  .

Dearborn played host to its first 
senior get-together June 8-11 that 
year and it was then known as the 
Mazda Senior Tournament Players 
Championship.

IT WAS PLAYED on the venerable 
grounds of the Dearborn Country 
Club, since the TPC of Michigan still 
looked more like a parking lot for 
bulldozers than  a cham pionship 
course.

Henry Ford himself built the coun­
try club and it was meant to ftirnish 
a nice place for his employees and 
their families to congregate when 
they weren't cranking out Model T's.

Henry probably never envisioned 
a pack of millionaires tearing around 
the course with TV cameras and thou­
sands of spectators in tow and he 
may have spun a little in the grave 
at the sight of those Mazda signs all 
over the place.

But even he would have neither 
complained nor explained after the 
booming success of the event.

His club and the field’s biggest star 
took center stage.

Most of the players raved about 
the lay-out of the course and its ac­
commodations and everyone else

Just raved about Jack Nicklaus.
THE GOLDEN BEAK, who way 

back then was still a rookie on the 
senior tour, abeoluUly weet wild, ly­
ing a PGA record with a four-round 
score of 281, which was 37 shots un­
der par

That’s almost seven shots under 
per round folks. In laymen's term s, 
it's about one stroke under for every 
ball you'd probably lose playing the 
TPC course four times.

Nicklaus, as you would expect, was 
absolutely radiant after the touma- 
menL He made S190.000 fbr his troub­
les. which was the biggest single pay- 
check he'd ever pocketed fbr winning 
a tournament.

And he played what, even for the 
gam e's greatest player, was an es­
pecially high caliber of golf.

“GOD I HOLED a lot of putts this 
week,” he said a t a long and pleas­
ant post-tournament press confer­
ence. “ I don’t think I’ve ever putted 
four days like this."

He did that weekend and he main­
tained that it wasn’t  because the 
course was particularly easy. It may 
not be Pebble Beach, but it’s not like 
everyone else was 20-under.

Lee Trevino was, ftnishing 21- 
under in second place, but then it 
was back to Jim  Dent and Charles 
Coody, who tied for third a t 16- 
under.

“They mixed the pins up every day 
and maybe they weren't all as hard 
as on the regular tour, but there were 
probably eight hard ones and a few 
medium ones and only a few that 
were easy," said Nicklaus. “ I really 
don't understand how 1 shot that low.

“WHAT DID I shoot, this week, 
261? That's ridiculous. 1 amazed my­
self this week.”

"H e 's  playing extremely well,” 
Trevino said. “ He was holing them 
from everywhere.”

The end of the 1900 tournament im­
mediately turned people's thoughts 
ahead to 1991. when the event was 
slated to move to the TPC course.

Nicklaus. as designer of the new 
course, got the ball rolling at his 
press conference.

“The course will be fine," he pre­
dicted.

THE MONTHS PASSED, the new 
course opened up and the seniors 
teed off Dearborn's second annual 
tourney at its new site June 6.1991.

This time, it was known as the 
Mazda Senior Players Championship 
and Nicklaus. naturally, was every­
body's favorite to win the title.

He’d been leading by three strokes 
heading into the final day. but he was 
soon overtaken by the eventual cham­
pion.

.Albus fed on the course like a 

swarm of locusts, taking a two- 
stroke lead on Thursday with a six- 
under round of 66. hanging around 
the top of the chart Friday and Sat­
urday and then shooting a 70 on Sun­
day to wind up at a nine-under 279.

" I t’s a dream come true.” smiled 
Albus at his coronation press con­
ference. "1 think 1 surprised myself 
even more than you fellows.

"I played over my head, there's 
no question about that, but with the 
exception of guys like Ja c k  and 
Trevino, that's what you have to do 
to win a tournam ent"

could you ever get from a pro?

THE VICTORY CHANGED Albus' 
life. He had never won on the regu­
lar tour and if the $150,000 Nicklaus 
had won the year before was his big­
gest purse, you can imagine what Al­
bus' previous best had been.

He is now a fixture on the senior 
tour and, let's face it. will be one of 
the favorites again tius year 

But enough of this nice guy makes

good stuff.

a bear the Bear’s course proved, to 
be.

“ How tough was it?” said DRve 
Hill in response to a quesUon asked 
as he exited his own press conftw- 
ence. “On every (expletive deleted) 
tee it would have Uken a good doc­
tor to stick a needle in my (butt).”
