Model airplane fly-in 
to showcase big birds

G iant model airplanes — some 
with wingspans of nine feet or 
more — w ill have their day in an 
air show featuring Plymouth and 
Canton hobbyists.

“We're not talking about little  
toys here; we’re talking about a 
group of people dedicated to giant 
sized moidel aircraft,” said event 
organizer Ed Douville of North- 
ville.

He’s put together the “First 
Annual Big Bird Fly In ” Sept. 4 
and 5 at the Midwest Radio Con­
trol Society Inc. flying field on 
Five M ile Road just west of Ridge 
Road.

"I'm  expecting a turnout of p i­
lots somewhere between 50 to 
100,” said Douville, who is presi­
dent of the Midwest Radio Con­
trol Society.

Nearly 20 pilots are from Plym ­

outh and Canton, and some will 
be coming from other states and 
Canada.

The airshow is scheduled for 10 
a.m. to 5 p.m. both days and a 
food concession w ill operate dur 
ing the show.

Parking is $2 per car and there 
w ill be rest room facilities. Spec­
tators are urged to bring folcling 
chairs.

The event takes place on a 
manicured and maintained grass 
field with an 800-foot runway. A 
master of ceremonies w ill give a 
play-by-play of flight demonstra­
tions, and as many as three a ir­
craft w ill be airborne at one time. 
Some models reach speeds of 125 
mph.

Also featured is Dr. Keith Shaw 
of Ann Arbor, an authority and 
leader in electric technology for 
model aircraft.

Douville said that in modeler's

language, giant aircraft mean 
those with a minimum 80-inch 
wingspan, or certifiable as a one- 
quarter scale model of the original 
ftill-size aircraft. Biplanes must 
have a 60-inch or greater wing 
span.

The airplanes can weigh as 
much as 55 pounds, and are 
powered by gasoline engines driv­
ing propellers up to 24 inches in 
diameter.

The event is sanctioned by the 
Academy of Model Aeronautics, a 
non-profit organization dedicated 
to aero modelers. There are 2,500 
chartered AM A clubs.

The Midwest Radio Control 
Society includes pilots ranging in 
age ftom 12 to retirement age. 
Students are trained before being 
designated as pilots, and the club 
has its own flight instruction pro­
gram, training up to 20 new pilots 
a year.

A t issue now is a drain running 
along Joy Road near Canton Cen­
ter Road, in the proposed T r illi­
um Woods development.

The D N R  wants the drain un­
covered. B ut Anulewicx said the 
drain is seven fleet deep in some 
areas, and that could pose a dan­
ger to kids playing n e a ^ .

“I  do believe' we’re talking  
about a safety issue here,” Anu- 
lewicz said.

" I’m going to be hopeful here 
that we had a overzealous (D N R ) 
individual attem pt to do their Job, 
but ^ e y  didn’t take a step back 
and look at the ftill (situation),” 
he said.

”On that basis I  am confident 
the D N R  must come to the same 
cooduaion,” ho said, that the 
drain be covered.

”Their overall ohJective is an 
oxosUont one: the retention of 
wetlands, the cleansing of our 
stonn watOTs, svoidanos of down­
stream Impact of tarps quantitiss

of water,” Anulewicx said.
He said he hopes to meet with 

the D N R  and “t ^  to do it on a 
friendly cooperative basis. I f  that 
doesn’t work we’ll have to go from 
there.”

A t the meeting, trustee Charles 
Curm i commented that a poten­
tia l lawsuit to get the drain cov­
ered could have coat ramifications 
on the township, adding. “Kids 
have grown up around creeks in 
this township for a long tim e.”

“ It  is a very easy place for a 
small child to fall into and he- 
cause of the steep banks they can 
not crsfkrl out,” Anulewics said.

Township clerk M arilyn Mas- 
sengill asked Anulewicx if  the 
drain is currently dry. He said 
yes. “How doss w ildlife liVs in  
there? H iers ’s not a lot of logic,” 
she said, on the D N R  finding.

” I  believe in  their philosophy, 
but I  think you have to use Judg­
m ent,” Anulewicx said.

Governor promises ‘net tax cut’

Gov. John Engler ia determined 
that Michiganiana srill get a net 
tax cut, even after new taxes are 
impoaed to pay for schoola.

B ut Engler aaid he has seen 
nothing to “open the door” to 
raising the state personal income 
tax to pay for the $6 billion prop­
erty tax cut he signed into law 
Thursday.

Asked if  he had set a figure for 
a net tax cut, he said, “There srill 
be a net tax cut, but no numbers 
have been set.’*

Meanwhile, the Michigan Fed­
eration of Teachers, representing 
D etroit and a few suburbs, filed 
suit in Wayne C ircuit Court to 
halt the property tax cut because 
the state has found no replace- 
inent revenue.

State treasurer Doug Roberts, 
an Engler appointee, said the gov­
ernor m ight again to have 
voters raise the 4 percent sales- 
use tax^as a major replacement 
source. Polls have shown the 
sales-use tax is the least unpopu­
lar of a ll taxes in Michigan.

E n^er went to Greenfield V il­
lage in Dearborn Thursday, to the 
1861 Scotch Settlem ent School 
th a t Henry Ford attended, where 
he signed Senate B ill 1 to cheers 
from a m ainly Republican audi­
ence. I t  repeals $6 billion ip oper­
ating property taxes for public 
schools and interm ediate (county) 
districts.

delight collectors
F olk art collectors tend to be savvy shoppers. 

They must exhibit an uncanny knack for 
being the first with the hot idea, the first to 

discover the underappreciated and undervalued.
O f course there’s more to collecting than merely 

amassing a large number of reasonably priced 
items. True collectors only buy pieces that have 
meaning to them. They look for handcrafted 
quality, a sense of history and a personal 
connection. They fall in love first and worry about 
the financial value later. Often, the best pieces 
find them.

K athy B ricker of Backdoor G allery  in 
Farm ington defines folk art as something that is 
handcrafted and passed down from generation to 
generation. “It  could have a functional use in 
addition to its art form,” she says. W ith  this in 
mind, she and her partner K ath  Lathera opened a 
gallery of contemporary doll art. They exhibit non- 
traditional doll creations, each expressing a 
unique personality. The artists use fiber, wood, 
earth, metals and found objects to craft these 
extraordinary sculptures.

Personality plus

Lathers grew up in a small town and learned to 
sew at her grandmother’s knee while the older 
woman spun memorable tales. Today, she imag­
ines her own stories and expresses them through 
the dolls she makes. “I always leave room for the 
owner to personalize the doll,” she says, explain­
ing the sim plicity of her storylines.Pictured is

________________ “Dreamsweep” — she
sweeps away broken 
dreams to make room for 
new ones. Lathers’ dolls 
are elf-like beings draped 
in exquisite fabrics. “They 
are crafted from the soul,” 
she says, “very internal 
pieces.”

C arol Stygles of Jack- 
son creates mythological 

*  figures, mostly goddesses
woven of unusual, beauti­
ful fibers. G race Forrest’s 

essential beings feature plaster guaze heads and 
hands, and each comes with a story. “They're 
wisps of a sp irit,” says Bricker.

California artist Olga Cinnam on’s dolls are de­
signed so that every person sees something differ­
ent in each one. They are richly embellished with 
beads, exemplifying the fact that we are all made 
of different colors and textures.

Bonnie Penet of Ypsilanti uses twigs, bones, 
shells, feathers and other found objects to create 
her papier mache “Black Madonna.”

Legendary heros

The work of W endy E llertson “inspires fam ily 
legends,” says Bricker. Her dolls are intricate, fan­
tastical beings. And M arion  D rougalls of Ypsi­
lanti combines paper clay faces with painted fab­
rics to craft imaginative, legendary N ative Am eri­
can figures. “A Light Heart” symbolizes the 
ancient adage that “to get to heaven, one’s heart 
must be as light as a feather.”

"W e’re really creating a new form of folk art,” 
reasons Lathers. " It ’s the story aspect of our piec­
es that is so im portant to retain.”

“Michigan is obsessed with  
how cheap we can do it,” said 
Penny Shanks, former president 
of the Rochester P TA  (Council, 
ifree in g  with W allace that state 
fphool Ending is "definitely inad- 
^ u a te .”

Leonard Brozoxowski, a Farm­
ington H ills  resident who is presi­
dent of Robotron (3oip. in South­
fo ld , said he has spent $260,000 
iia teaching many of his 130 em­
ployees basic skills. He said the 
fnanufacturer of electronic tools 
ft>r heat treating firms must 
spend money on drug rehabilita­
tion, employee turnover, and 
teaching math and problem solv­
ing.

Asked if  he would be w illing to 
spend more tax money on educa­
tion, Brozoxowski said yes. ‘T m  
paying ’em anyway. I f  I  can spend 
more up front in  taxes and less 
later. I ’d be'ahead,” he told the 
task force.

Chaired by Rep. W illiam  Keith 
of Garden C ity, the Democratic 
task force met in Southfield’s 
Civic O n te r a few hours after Re­
publican Gov.

New curriculum

K eith was elated when South- 
field ’s Davis echoed some of his 
pet ideas on changing the curricu­
lum .

writing, speaking and listening 
with less emphasis on literature, 
a  Emphasizing “applied physics 
—  where the jobs are.” Currently 
Michigan schools teach biology, 
chemistry and physics, “but very 
few take physics.”

a  Shifting the math curriculum  
to probabilities and statistics 
rather tban traditional algebra, 
geometry, trigonometery and cal­
culus.

Parents resist change, Davis 
said. “They’d ju st as soon we do 
things the way they did so they 
can help their kids.”

Shanks of the Rochester P TA  
blistered Gov. Engler’s “schools 
of choice” plan. I f  it were adopted, 
she said, schools immediately 
would pour money into public re­
lations and marketing to attract 
good students. “We don’t  need 
more overhead,” she said.

"There would be no guarantee 
parents would have adequate in ­
form ation to make choices,” 
Shanks said.

Job skill* needod

Brozoxowski said he found local 
job applicants poorly prepared. 
“Seven out of 10 couldn’t spot six

and five eighths lochas on a tape 
measure,’* be said.

Although his bueineae is latar- 
national, Broscaowaki said Just 
five o f his 190 workers know a for­
eign language —  three because 
th ^  are immigranta erho learned 
Engliah as a second language.

Although Robotron has a com­
puter for every two empioyeea, he 
found that leM  than 25 percent of 
the workforce learned typig in 
school.

“Our culture focuses on iiu li- 
vidual performance instead of 
team perfonnance. We (public 
schoda) don’t  teach the skills of 
problems solving,” he said.

Broxozowski advocated a longer 
school day and year, noting for­
eign h i^  school graduates have 
spent an average of 3.2 years more 
in class than Americans by the 
end of 12th grade.

Jim  W arner, vice chancellor for 
curriculum  of Oakland (Communi­
ty (College, said 74 percent of U.S. 
colleges must offer remedial work 
because h i^  school graduates are 
so poorly prepared for college.

Dearborn H e is ts  mother K a­
thy Gross said her daughter 
learns more in a private school for 
$900 a year than in public schools 
funded at $4,200 per pupil a year. 
“You’ve been putting in large 
numbers of tax dollars. B ut mon­
ey doesn’t  solve it ,” she said.

“ P u b lic  schools take a ll 
comers,” countered Rep. Maxine 
Berman of Southfieid. “I f  you 
can’t  make it  in private schools, 
you’re out.”

Added Rep. Wallace: “I t ’s in ­
teresting everyone seems to feel 
that in  govenunent we can get 
more for less. B ut in every other 
part o f life, we believe you pay for 
what you g et”

**Wo used to have as many as 11 of 
t h m  a year,” Farmington Hills Fire 
Chief Richard Marinucci tells the 
group during the pre-fire briefing at 
Station 3 in the Olde Town section of 
the city. “We only have about two a 
year now. So pick up as much as you 
can.”

Actually, many fire departm ents 
don 't do training bum s at all. There 
are just too many concerns about lia­
bility and safety.

Shurtleff tells the group to make 
sure and refill their air packs and to 
“rehydrate” or drink water as often as 
possible.

Within about a half hour, an old, 
abandoned house on property to be de­
veloped as a new subdivision on Nine 
Mile near Averhill, becomes the train­
ing subject for the firefighters. For 
some it is their first fire. For me it is.

Hot day; heavy clothes

The tem perature is in the mid-80s 
and the air is as heavy as an overcoat. 
On go the boots, heavy protective 
pants, coat, hood, helmet with mask 
and an air pack — about 65 pounds 
tha t feels like a ton by the time it’s on.

.‘‘Is it (the air) on?” asks Lt. Mike 
Gyrr, a veteran firefighter who special­
izes in fire prevention and is my guide 
through this inferno. I can hear him 
through our two masks, bu t it’s like 
we’re in a fish tank. Garr says that 
when he first used an air pack, many of 
his fellow firefighters snickered, as if

he were leas than a true firefighter for 
using orM. Now they are standard, re­
quired equipment.

I inhale and it’s like air conditioning 
in my mouth — the only cool place in 
my body. But the momentary etyoy- 
ment of th a t small oasis gives way to 
the oppressive heat, as if I’m going 
th ro u ^  an old-fashioned washer ringer 
and all my energy is being squeezed 
out. I’m on fire and we haven’t  even 
seen flame one.

It’s 8 p.m., time to head into the 
burning building. Those bulky boots 
don’t  lift tha t easily as we climb a 
small stairway to two upstairs bed­
rooms, all the while staying low and 
pulling a heavy fire hose. Fire marshal 
Steve Hume starts the fire and it 
quickly goes out.

“I guess it’s* against our nature to 
start fires,” quips Garr.

Later I ask why they don’t  use gaso­
line or starter fluid — like when you 
fire up the charcoal grill out back.

What, no gasoline?

Shurtleff quickly reminds me of the 
training fire in Milford in October of 
1987 th a t claimed the lives of three 
firefighters when accelerants “flashed 
over,” cutting off their path of escape.

Hume tries again, th is time success­
fully, and the flames quickly climb th^ 
wall from the pile of newspapers and

Then a bell rings. Somebody’s air 
pack is within five minutes of being 
empty so it m ust be refilled a t one of 
the specially equipped fire trucks. But 
th a t is an improvement from a time 
when the air packs had to be refilled at 
the fire station.

After two upstairs fires, even the 
younger firefighters are feeling the heat 
and camping around the water, lemon­
ade and Gatorade coolers between trips 
into the house.

Chad Lyon, one of the newer fire­
fighters, grabs some water,and adm its 
that the heat has burned off any adren­
alin he had going in, unlike his first 
fire — a real one in February, which 
claimed a resident’s life and totally 
burned down a two-story house.'

“I went through three tanks (30 m in­
ute air packs) before I even took a 
break a t that one,” he says. “I had so 
much adrenalin going.”

We go back in the house to fight an ­
other fire when I come to another 
depressing realization — call it a lack 
of vision on my part. Garr had asked 
me if I would feel claustrophobic in all 
that gear. “No,” I had told him. “Ju s t 
as long as I can see what I’m doing.”

Wrong answer! I quickly find that 
once the smoke gets going. I’m lucky to 
see anything. Then I remember deputy 
chief Pete Baldwin telling me about a 
time when he walked up stairs onto a 
landing and became disoriented.

“Every firefighter who does th is very

House Is a maze

There will be several more fires 
thmiighniit the old house, which be­
cause of many additions, is like a 
maze, even though firefighters know 
the floor plan. Most times flrefighters 
aren’t  tha t lucky.

“It would be like me taking you into 
my house blindfolded,” Garr says. 
“You don’t  know where anything is and 
you can’t  see. And nowadays, the bed­
rooms in a house can be downstairs, or 
anywhere. So finding people inside can 
be tricky.”

Garr tells me th a t people outside can 
often tell as much or more about where 
things are and what the fire is doing 
than  those inside, which is why the of­

ficer in charge stays outside.
“I was once going up some stairs,” 

Garr says. “They (firefighters outside) 
told me not to, so I came back down. 
When I got outside, I could see th a t the . 
stairs had been burned away. But be- j 
cause of the smoke, I couldn’t  see I 
that.” ^

I leave the scene before 9 p.m. to g e t : 
a cold shower back at the station and  ̂
head off to another assignment. T he; 
firefighters don’t  finish their tra in ing ' 
fires until about l(k30 p.m. Putting ; 
away the equipm ent and cleaning u p ; 
the site takes them  well past midnight. ;

There is another entire set of prob- • 
lems firefighters face in the winter 
months. But I try not to th ink of th a t ; 
now. Besides, I’m too hot and too tired.

Pig roast delicious 
way to feed a crowd
W hen the Janes Gang throws a party,

watch out! Everyone loves a party, and as 
we near the trad itional end of sum m er, 

the  Janes Gang is no different.
M omma has a sim ple guideline th a t was 

instilled  in all the  k i ^  — “when you throw a 
party, never run  out of food.”

So as Labor Day weekend fast approaches, and 
w ith it thoughts of ending the sum m er with a 
party  to beat all parties, I thought it m ight be 
helpful to offer a few tips on how to roast a pig; 
k ind  of a “pig prim er.”

Folks who m ight a ttem p t a pig roast have two 
th ings in common; They love good pork, and they 
have a m u ltitude of friends. Roasting a whole pig 
to  serve a large group can be done by several 
m ethods. I t goes w ithout saying, a pig roast should 
be well planned.

To achieve ta s ty  results, i t ’s best to keep several 
po in ts in m ind. F irs t off, the party  p lanner should 
have a good source for whole pigs, should know 
how to beg, borrow or steal a rotating  sp it device or 
have access to  a good pit, and lastly  and m ost 
im portantly , should be aware of proper cooking 
procedures.

When it comes to  locating a whole pig for 
roasting, your best bet is to  contact a reputable 
butcher. Sm all suckling pigs, varying in weight 
from 12 to  35 pounds, and can be roasted in a 
standard  oven or large covered grill with m inim um  
fiiss.

Larger pigs, escalating  in weight to upwards of 
125 pounds are fairly common, b u t need 
sophisticated  equipm ent, and someone with a 
fairly good understand ing  of pig roasts.

T here’s no th ing  worse th an  having 75 of your 
closest friends s ta n d  around for hours w aiting for 
the  pig to g raduate from rare to  m edium  well done. 
If  your bu tcher can ’t  offer a good source, contact 
your local 4-H C lub or call a large m eat broker in 
the  E astern  M arket area of Detroit. (Yours tru ly  
gets his pigs frt>m Allied Provision in the Elastem 
M arket area.)

Expect to pay abou t $1.89 per pound for a whole 
dressed pig, w ith head in tact. To ensure adequate 
portions, allow a t least 2 pounds of dressed pig 
(head on) per person. If you don’t  know anyone 
w ith a pig roaster, your best bet is to ren t one from 
an  agency.

Motorized pig sp its s ta rt at $75 to  rent and 
escalate in price as the pig escalates in weight. If 
you have a big back yard, and don’t  m ind digging a 
hole three feet deep, 30 inches wide, and of 
sufficient length to  accom modate the pig (figure 
on a t least 4 feet in length for a larger pig) you can 
p it roast.

To pit roast, the cook must build up hot coals at 
least I'A feet deep, and then cover them with pea 
gravel about 2 inches deep. 'The pig is placed on a 
grate of welded wire and ^ e n  immediately covered 
with galvanized roofing and a foot or more of dirt.

Pit roasting is popular with cooks who want to 
entertain while the pig cooks because this method 
requires about 12 hours of cooking time for an 85- 
100 pound pig.

Both m e^ods will require about 200 pounds of 
good hardwood or ch a red .

Lastly, anyone who knows about roasting pigs 
will tell you that a good chef always has a meat 
thermometer within arm’s reach.

Whole dressed pigs require minimal additives 
to make the meat succulent and tasty. Speaking 
from experience, I have rubbed the entire pig, 
inside and out with grenadine, a sugary syrup 
available at party stores, that induces a subtle 
sweetness while the pig cooks.

StufRng the cavity with bunches of fresh herbs 
— rosemary and sage — also offers a tasty 
alternative. Salt and pepper are de rigeur and 
other than that, the most important ingredient is 
time. Not the herb, but thwhours needed to make 
for a memorable meal.

Having done both a rotating spit and a pit roast,
I prefer ̂ e  rotatiitg spit method for cooking 
simply because the person in charge has more 
control over timing and donenaas.

The only obstacles I can recall from spit 
roasting a pig include carefol observation of the 
pig, especially during the last fow hours. During 
the last fow hours of ooeking, the Jtiioss begin to 
run rampant and can turn a pig roast into a pig 
Are in seconds. Also, as the pig cooks, it must bo 
securely fostened to the spit so that it will not Aop 
around and possibly break.

A drip pan is a must to catch the drippinp and 
after securely attadiing the pig to the spit, I then 
wrap the pig in chicken wire so that it iHli not 
b r e ^ a p i ^

If you have an oven thermometer, the roasting 
temperature should stay at a constant 200-280 
degrees for optimum results.

A rslativaly eodoeod spit will maintain this 
temperature and can cook a 125 pound pig in 
about 6 hours.

If you travel to the southernmost 
point of the continental United 
States, you will surely happen upon a 
most heavenly dessert. And once you 
taste this tropical delight, you’ll un­
doubtedly return to Michigan craving 
more.

Why is it that most of us have to 
travel to the Florida Keys to discover 
a treat that’s been here all along? I 
can’t  answer that question, but after 
sampling a few slices of Key lime pie 
from three local experts, I can say, 
there’s no need to travel to the Keys 
for Key lime pie.

When John and Frank Camileri

took over ownership of the Whistle 
Stop restaurant in B innin^am  a few 
months ago, they didn’t  think Key 
lime pie would become one of their 
signature desserts. Whistle Stop pro­
vided the pie that was photographed 
in our Livonia studio for this story.

“Key lime pie was on the menu 
when we assumed ownership and has 
been on the menu for many years,” 
said John Camileri.

“Many of the recipes we’re follow­
ing were established by the restau­
rant’s founder Kathryn GrifRth, and 
we’re dedicated to maintaining the 
integrity she established, and the col­

lection of her original recipes.”
It’s hard to say what the original 

Key lime pie recipe looked like when 
Floridians discovered the Key lime. If 
you travel throughout the Keys today, 
you’ll encounter pies made mostly 
with a graham cracker crust, and a 
few made with a butter pastry crust.

Most recipes for the filling incorpo­
rate sweetened condensed milk, egg 
yolks or whole eggs, and lime juice. 
Some fillings are baked, others are 
thickened with gelatin and refrigerat­
ed. Some are topped with meringue,

At the W histle Stop, John  
Camileri improvised the  tra d i­
tional graham  cracker crust a b it 
by adding chopped pecans and 
walnuts. T he n u ts  add a nice 
crunch to the crust texture, and 
also balance well w ith the tangy 
Key lime filling.

I guess you should really expect 
a restau ran t nam ed Key Largo to 
feature Key lim e pie on its m enu, 
and you’re right. N ot only is it on 
the m enu, i t ’s been the best-sell­
ing dessert since the W alled Lake 
restau ran t opened in 1987.

T he technique used for the Key 
Largo pie filling is very sim ilar to  
m any found in the Keys. The fill­
ing — whole eggs, lim e juice and 
sweetened condensed milk — is 
thickened with natu ra l gelatin. 
I t ’s then poured into a baked 
graham  cracker crust and refri­
gerated 4-6 hours before serving.

According to C hef M atthew 
Jaguch, the secret to Key Largo’s 
success s ta rts  with the use of a u ­
then tic  Key W est lime juice 
which is ordered in gallon con­
ta iners from Key W est.

“Not only do we use the lime 
juice in our pie Tilling, but w ^also 
use it in a num ber of our tropical 
seafood entrees and salsas,’’ he 
said.

Chefs a t W histle S top and Key 
Largo agree th a t Nellie and Joe’s 
Key W est lim e ju ice m akes all the 
difference in the ir Key lime pies.

If  you read Key lim e ju ice bo t­
tle labels carefully, you’ll notice a 
variety of descrip tions for w hat’s 
inside the bottle. Nellie and Joe’s 
product is labeled. Key W est 
Lime juice. O thers call the ir prod­
uct Key lim e juice. If you travel to 
th a t sou thernm ost (>art of Florida, 
you’ll have difficulty finding an 
au then tic  Key lim e tree.

And if you go to  a produce m ar­
ket such as the W aterfront M ar­
ket on W illiam s S treet in Key 
W est, they’ll tell you th a t key 
limes are available only a t certain 
tim es of the year. If  you inquire 
further, they’ll explain th a t it all 
depends on when an elderly C u­
ban m an nam ed Joe (we th ink  
he’s th e  sam e Joe as the founder 
of N ellie and  Joe’s) delivers them  
in a sm all basket.

According to  Rod M illar p res­
en t owner of Nellie and Joe’s, 
there has not been a commercial 
production of lim e ju ice m ade ex­
clusively w ith Key lim es since 
1946.

T h e  Key lim e trees which grow 
in F lorida are very lim ited in 
num ber, “m ostly because they’re 
difficult to  grow,” he said. They

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Th« AlUn Park Bar, at Allan Road and the 
Southfield Froewayi, may look like your average 
beer and burger joint from the outaide, but to 
anyone who’s been there before, this little hole-in- 
the-wall eating and drinking establishment is 
anything but average.

As far as the outaide appearances go, there’s not 
much to comment about It’s . . . uh . . . brown. 
But inside, this place is jumping. During the day 
the clientele is made up mostly of business 
lunches and locals. At night sports fanatics crowd 
in for a burger or sandwich and a beer and mainly 
just kind of hang out

The long and narrow interior sports five TVs, a 
few pinball machines, a pool table that converts 
into a dining room table during peak times and an 
electric dart game. (Watch it! It’s right by the 
front door.)

As far as entertainment goes, no pasttime in 
this place could hold a candle to that magical and 
eventful moment when “first timers” are 
presented with their food order. It’s a whole lot of 
fun to watch somone innocently order a Reuben 
sandwich. As a matter of fact, try to sit next to 
someone who does when the waitstaff gets to the 
table with the order.

The Reuben sandwich is big. . . huge. . . 
colossal. . . unbelievably awesome. It’s what 
sandwich lovers would c^l as a miyor “sammich,” 
the kind that should be eaten over the kitchen 
sink.

Close to two pounds of corned beef (maybe more 
if the grill person has an audience), cheese,
Russian dmsing, sauerkraut and about six inches 
of pumperknickel bread make up this monstrous 
masterpiece. And somewhere next to it is a tasty 
kosher dill pickle.

So there you are, seated behind a 12-inch high 
Reuben. Your only ammunition — the ever 
increasing questionable size of your stomach, a 
stack of paper napkins and plastic fork and knife.

Hee, hee! I dare you . . . and so does everyone 
else! (io ahead, call home and tell ’em you’re going 
to be a little late. This is going to take you awhile.

One of your first instincts might be to try and 
order something else. Don’t  bother. Everything the 
Allan Park Bar makes is big. Half-pound 
hamburgers are topped with cheeses, huge 
amounts of ham and bacon, and the "Fat City” 
burger is smothered in chili, cheddar cheese and 
fresh cut veggies. ..

The Macho Nacho is offered on the menu with 
the warning “large portion” next to it. Take heed. 
The Italian Stallion is a foot-long Italian sausage 
smothered srith sauteed onions, green peppers and 
tomato, and the giant stacked ham sandwich is a 
nuqor feast for a mere $5.60. (Rumor has it that 
anyone who can eat three of these in a 45-minute 
time frame gets $1,000.)

Consider the benefits of some well-spent time at 
the Allen Park Bar — nothing on the menu

exceeds $6.25, unbelievable amounts of great food, 
some unique entertainment and a shot at winning 
$1,000 for packing away six pounds of Virginia 
smoked ham.

If you’re tired of the trendy restaurant/bar scene 
and find yourself hankering for a road trip, Waltz, 
Mich., is just the place to head for.

Waltz — population 600 (and that’s pushing it)
— offers one of the most quaint, down-home 
restaurants around. You can call for directions 
and when you do, you’re liable to get something to 
the tune of “take 275 south, swerve to your right, 
scoot along, dip and then you’re here. The Waltz 
Inn.”

Located on Walts Road (where else), the inn 
looks like a Cape Cod retreat. 'The outaide features 
a large front porch, perfect for stargazing or lazing 
around in the afternoon.

Inside is a frill service bar, plenty of booths and 
several old-fMhioned wooden tables to 
accommodate families as well as a few romantic 
tables for two.

Codreacu also makes this a 
thoughtful and  sentim ental 
journey. He visits H aitians 
squatting in New York City and 
talks a b w t the ability to speak 
freely in America and not in bis 
native land. He concludes that 
the country’s diversity only 
adds to its unique spirit, leaving 
us with a more or less hopeful 
message.

For his part, director Weis- 
berg keeps things simple behind 
the caihera, th o u ^  he does in­

dulge in arty neon reflections off 
the Cadillac’s glossy red finish. 
Don’t  aspect the typical scenic 
montagsa, since much of the 
journey was filmed in the gray­
ness of late winter.

In a  nutshell, “Road Scholar” 
accomplishes exactly what the 
New Orleans-based Codreacu 
has done on radio for the past 
decade. It mixes the sentimen­
tal arul sarcastic obaervatioiu oi 
sn  outsider both befuddled and 
fascinated by the ever-changing 
American landscape.

“We’ve got a different reputa­
tion in Detroit than we do else­
where. When people come, it’s a 
different attitude. People have 
seen us here quite a few times. 
We get a little more attention out 
of town,” said Bierman whose 
band’s current album is “Bliss.”

“When we’re playing the same 
songs (at every show) there’s gotta 
be an unlit Iromb somewhere on 
stage.”

But, he said, he’s adding the 
musicians so he’ll sell more al­
bums. After all, that’s not why the 
Junk Monkeys are in the busi­
ness.

“It’s not the money that’s im­
portant to us. A lot of people 
think it is . . . We like to play, 
put out music. ’That makes us
happy-”

‘Innocent Blood’ works — sometimes

Looking out from the window of 
her P ittsb u rg  apartment, Marie 
sadly reflects on the state of her 
life. She ia lonely and hungry. To 
the dark-haired pixish creature, 
people — by that she apparently 
means men — fall into two dis­
tinct categories that never over­
lap, food or lovers.

In the 1992 film “Innocent 
Blood,” French actress Anne Par- 
illaud (“La Femme Nikita”) por­
trays Marie, a vampire who has 
m o ^  to the urban jun^e and 
learned to use her environment to 
cover her hunt for human blood. 
Reading about warfare between 
local gangsters gives her an idea 
about where to find some likely 
victims.

The local mob families are wag­
ing a territorial war amongst 
themselves. It provides a perfect 
cover for a vampire not wishing to 
attract any attmtion. One of the 
hoods, actually an undercover po­
lice oifficer, i^ y ed  by Anthony 
LaPaglia, bumps into the vam­
pire (list. He’s polite but it’s his 
sad ayes that kaep him from be­
coming Marie’s next entrss. One 
of the other hoods isn’t  so lucky. 
A homy, churlish lout, ho ends up 
as the vampire’s main course in 
his car to the strains of Sinatra, 
naturally, singing “Witchcraft.” 
()uito appropriate.

The Mm begins with an inter­
esting premise about the mores of

Problems arise for Marie 
when the mob boss, played to the 
thuggish hilt by Robert Loggia, 
doesn’t  stay dead.

“I swear on my mother’s ayes 
he was dead and this ain’t  rto im­
provement,” one perplexed thug 
comments on his damagsd but 
still moving boss.

It’s about this point that the 
movie starts lapeinig Into tha usu­
al John Larxlis flint, relying heav­

ily on car chases and throw-away 
jokes when some suspense and 
plot development are required. 
The film becomes very remini­
scent of Landis’ earlier “An 
American Werewolf in London.”

Some of the plot problems rtre 
incorMistendeo which become an­
noying. Our vampire heroine rap­
idly recovers from being shot but 
the other vampires are Idlled pret­
ty easily by the same method.

The actors can’t  be feulted for 
their efforts. Parillaud ia interest­
ing as the vampire edio takes a

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School board should  
save extracurricular

There is still hope for saving co-currioUar activ­
ities in Plymouth-Canton Community Schools, 
and that hope lies with the school board.

It has the power now to preserve that part of 
school life, and I believe it should act to do so 
when it meets to n i^ t

The call for such action is not done without re­
gard for the complexity of the current situation, 
the many financial issues the board must tackle 
as it tries to manage of one of the state’s largest 
school districts.

For the record, taxpayers agreed to a millage re­
newal in June but twice defeated a proposed 4- 
mill increase. The outcome was to result in the 
elimination of 87 employees and co-curricular ac­
tivities, the reduction of other programs and limit­
ed building use.

I don’t beUevt people should have voted no, but 
I don’t live in the district and can’t condemn them 
for doing so.

TaxM always tough sad

You don’t have to be a history miyor to know 
taxation was an issue in this country long before 
public education was institutionalix^ and a lot 
of things have contributed to an ill mood among 
the electorate.

A lottery that was supposed to solve these prob­
lems but didn’t, uncertainty over a new federal tax 
plan, high property taxes in Michigan, federal def­
icit spending, and a Social Security surplus that 
everyone knows doesn’t exist have contributed to 
an erosion of public confidence in elected ofiBcials.

Apparently, the local school board is not ex­
empt The d^s io n  to ask for 4 mills — a chunk of 
which was to be used to build the reserve fund — 
in times of t i ^ t  budgets was not a good political 
move.

'The school district was a victim of circum­
stance, too. Between the millage votea, the state 
legislature took the bold action of eliminating 
property taxes as the means of funding public edu­
cation.

Feeling like a burden had been lifted, taxpayers 
were not in the mood to accept more taxes, and the 
4-mill increase then smacked of a last-chance 
money grab by the district

TIm youth got ovorlookod

Having said all th a t I’m beginning to lose sight 
of the purpose of all this, which is exactly what 
happens when the issue is funding public educa­
tion: the youth who attend these schools.

Everyone says, “It’s for the kids.” But the kids 
are usually the ones most affected and sometimes 
least considered.

In making tough decisions, the board ia to be 
commended for making scholastic skills a priority. 
But there are many o t^ r  school ftinctions that are 
important and beneficial to young people. These 
come under the heading of co-currioilar activities, 
which schools have traditionally offered and made 
to be part of a vibrant school life.

Bporta is a migoT part, but not the only one. 
Every other is just as important and meaningftil to 
those who participate. Perhaps this part of the ed­
ucational process won’t be th m  a year from now.

But the issue is 1993-94. Now is when it’s time 
for those concerned to do it for th* kid*. The 
school board, by its election to such high standing 
In the community, has been given that charge to 
the highest degree.
