Plymouth-Canton teachers gave in­
itial approval to a one-year pay freere 
if 30 of the 42 laid-off teachers are 
called back They're expected to vote 
on an agreement package today, ac­
cording to union president Chuck 
Portelli.

Co-curhcular activities, including 
marching band, sports and other ac 
tivities, have a chance of surviving if 
a plan proposed by the Coalition of 
Booster Parents is put in place. It 
calls for student fees and an extensive 
fundraising effort to meet the 
$300,000 to $360,000 cost of the pro­
grams. The teacher pay freeze will

have no effect on after school activi­
ties.

The breakthrough on teachers' 
wages came Monday during a general 
membership meeting attended by 600 
teachers who gave approval to the 
tentative agreement by a two-to-one 
vote.

“It was a private meeting among 
union members," according to Tom 
Cotner, teachers' chief negotiator.

“There wasn't any screaming and 
shouting. There were arguments on 
both sides of the coin. A number of 
people spoke to the fact that basically 
we don't feel it's fair that we were in

the position that we were in."
Administrators also are considering 

a wage freexe, Errol Goldman, school 
assistant superintendent, personnel 
and employee relations, said Tuesday 
afternoon.

“There are discussions ongoing 
about a wage deferral," he said add­
ing that no other formal school 
groups have settled contracts.

The tenUtive teacher agreement is 
basically the same proposal enacte<l 
last March for the 1993-94 school 
year.

T o  be ready in case the real th ing  happiens, P lym  
outh T o w n sh ip  firefighters w ith police, tow nship  ad 
m in istra tiv e  staff and the help  of Forti M otor Co. are 
staging a mock hazardo us m ate ria ls  em ergency.

T h e  exercise is schedu led  at the grounds of Ford 's  
hiheldon Road p lant from 8 a m. to noon W ed. Sept. 
15.

T h e  d rill is headeil by C h a r le s  V a n V leck , adm in  
istra tive  a ss is ta n t to the fire ch ie f and deputy em er­
gency m anagem ent coordinator.

“ If  yo u ’re going to have an em ergency p lan , you ’ve 
got to test it ,” V a n V le c k  said .

"We try to have one each year to test a certain  part 
of our em ergency p la n ,” he said . “ If  th ere ’s 
w eaknesses in the p lan  yo u ’ve got to try to find  
th e m ”

T h e  d rill, w hich w ill involve a th ird  of fire d ep art­
m ent personnel and som e police “ fam ilia rize s  people 
involved w ith how th ings operate.”

T h e  ch em ica l d ispersed  q u ick ly , but the incid ent 
showed i t ’s necessary  to have an em ergency team  
ready to go if  needed.

V a n V le c k  said  such  em ergencies can  happen at 
in d u stria l s ites, or w hen tra in s  or tru ck s  carrying  
ch em ica ls  are involved in accidents.

T l ie  d rill w ill involve a c la ss  3 or general site  
em ergency — “ A n acciden ta l release invo lv ing  a 
greater hazard  or larger area w hich  poses a potential 
threat to life or property and w hich m ay require a 
lim ited  evacuation  of the surrounding  area ,” acco rd ­
ing to an em ergency action  level c la ss if ica tio n  guide.

One more time, city of Plym­
outh voters are being asked to 
dump the residency requirement 
for city department heads

I.ast November, voters rejected 
a proposed change in the city 
charter that would allow city de­
partment heads to live outside the 
city.

'ThlB Nov. 2, a similar measure 
asks voters to allow city depart­
ment heads to live in Plymouth, 
Plymouth Township, greater 
Northville or Canton.

Why seek the charter change?
“Good people are getting hard 

to find,” said Hugh Harsha, who 
with Tom Healy heads a charter 
raviaion committee appointed by 
Mayor Robert Jonas

“This city has a population of

less than 10,000. There are a good 
many retired people, a good many 
children. We think we need some 
expertise available from a broader 
area,” Harsha said.

'The charter revision committee 
stresses that:
■ Many other towns have been 
dropping residency requirements 
for department heads.
■ Dropping such provisions al­
lows a community to widen its 
search for top talent to surround 
ing communities.
■ It permits promotion from 
within a city department for staff 
members who live outside Plym 
outh.
■ Department heads would live 
near enough to Plymouth to know 
the community and be quickly

*availabls for emergencies.
To approve the measure, Har­

sha said, “would not jeopardise 
getting people who are knowledge­
able of the community and its is­
sues.”

The committee has also 
stressed that to maintain the resi 
dency requirement, department 
heads would likely have to be 
paid more money — more in resi­
dent tax dollars, that is — to 
move into Plymouth.

Tom Willetta, the current recre­
ation director, will have to move 
from Westland to Plymouth if 
city voters again reject the charter 
revision question.

To get the word out that the 
question is on the November bal­
lot. “We hope that we could get 
some backing from the commis­
sion candidates,” Hareha said.

“It's like taking two poison tab­
lets instead of 10," said Sen. Jack 
Faxon, O-Farmington Hills, who 
uppoaed the meiuure because of 
harm to Southfield, Farmington 
and Novi school districts. “It still 
makes you woozy, but you're not 
dead.

“It increzMes the local coats of 
Social Security that historically 
were paid by the state. But it's 
not as much as they could have 
lost,” Faxon said.

"On balance,” said Rick 
Simonson, legislative agent for 
Oakland Intermediate School 
District, “what I'm hearing is that 
our schools prefer this to some of 
the alternatives."

“Probably the best bill we're 
gonna get,” agreed Gerald Dunn, 
lobbyist for 10 Wayne and Oak­
land county districts. “It’s decent 
for the in-formula districts (those 
eligible for state aid) and resfiect- 
able for the out-of-formulas. Re-

tirsmant waan't touchad."
"I'm going up north thia ava- 

ning," said Rap. Maxina Barman, 
D-SouthAald. "1 always vote no 
on it anyway. Ttka ratiramant part 
ia OK. I'm surprisad tha in-for­
mula districta ara going along 
with it."

“There’a a real puah for the 
Legialature to fund achoola for 
1994-95,” aaid Rep. Suaan Crimea 
Munaell, R-Howell, co-chair of a 
Houae Taxation subcommittee 
looking at SBT during a Detroit 
public hearing.

“1 auapect there will be a lot of 
activity. Taxation from the SBT 
will be part of that activity,” said 
Munaell, who wants to produce 
recommendations for restructur­
ing SBT by Sept. 14, if it’s to be 
done at all.

Herself a certified public ac­
countant, Munsell said the goal 
will be to have business make up 
a proportional part of the replace­
ment revenue or less. ‘‘We need to 
deal with it this calendar year,” 
she said.

Rep. Barbara Dobb, R-Union 
Lake, predicted lawmakers will 
allow school districts to reinsti­
tute some of the repealed )6 bil­
lion in property taxes. Reason: 
The Michigan Constitution pre­
vents the Leg'' lature from raising 
taxes by more than S3.8 billion.
Tax on jobs

Small-business people from 
SouthHeld and Belleville panned

tha currant SBT aa a tax on am- 
ploymant. Financial, oomputar 
and auto giant apokaaman Ilka 
SBT tha way it ia.

“Eaaa up on products mada in 
Michigan,” said Chari aa Hood of 
HLF Furniture Inc., Ballevilla 
maker of office furniture and em­
ployer of 75. Hood said non-wage 
coata such aa health care, unem­
ployment inaurance and workers' 
compensation should be removed 
from the tax base.

“There should be an incubation 
period for small, start-up busi­
nesses,” said Hood, drawing great 
applause from the audience.

Paul Pickell of Pick Publica­
tions in Southfield called SBT “a 
barrier to growth and proStabili- 
ty. It’s an unfair burden to small 
business. It’s very complicated 
and requires a CPA. It hampers 
reinvestment in one’s own busi­
ness.”

A “reasonable business profits 
tax” would be preferable, said 
Pickell, whose firm produces 
business directories.

“Let us know how you want to 
pay the business cost of education 
in Michigan,” said Munsell.

Linda Joliedeur, a Southfield 
entrepreneur representing the Na­
tional Association of Women 
Business Owners, replied, 
“Rather than look at it negatively
— like what do you want to pay?
— we need to improve the quality 
of education.” She deplored 
Southfield’s spending $9,000 per 
student a year and raising teach­
ers’ wages 8 percent as soon as 
voters approved a property tax in­
crease.

“Taxaa are a priee you pay for 
doing huainaas," aaid Mark 
Brooks of tha Cranbrook Group in 
Bloomflald Hills. ”If yw add a 
pries to labor, you’re going to got 
leas smployaea.”
SBT an Incentive

Jeffrey Muhn of Compuware 
Co. in Farmington Hills called 
SBT “an incentive to the softerare 
industry” in which Michigan 
plays a dominant role. Groaa re­
ceipts and profit taxes, which 
lawmakers are considering, would 
hit computer software firms hard­
er and drive them into the beck­
oning arms of Canada and neigh­
boring states, Muhn said.

John Neberle of Ford Motor 
Co.’s Dearborn headquarters 
made a strong case for not tinker­
ing with SBT.

“In 1975 Michigan replaced 
seven other taxes with SBT. The 
corporate income tax was 7 per­
cent. Michigan had a tax on net 
worth — a real minefield because 
it taxed reserves for health care. 
We were in court more often than 
not,” he said.

“We knew when we went to 
SBT there’d be trials and tribula­
tions,” Neberle said, citing major 
state Supreme Court decisions 
over 18 years. “We’re close to the 
end. We’ve got rid of a lot of irri­
tants to worldwide manufactur­
ing. The tax system has served us 
well in this state. We should 
spend time on how we improve 
education.”
Inconsistent

“I have found no consistency,” 
complained Rep. Kirk Profit, D-

Ypailanti, about tho atfoag diaa- 
graacDonu batwaaa buainaaa pa»- 
pU.

"You esm havo two paopla la 
tha same induatiy with a f l dif- 
faranca la groaa rooaipta, and 
thayll hava dilfarant anaarara,” 
aaid Rap. Dobb, alao an accoun­
tant.

Four aroman are among tha aix 
panel membara, but they gave no 
hint of whether they were recep­
tive to women busineaa owners’ 
pleaa to ahift the tax off employ­
ment coata.

Republican members are Mun­
sell, Dobb and Deborah Wbyman 
of Canton. Democrats are co-chair 
Mary Broam of Kalamaxoo, Profit 
of Ypsilanti and John Freeman of 
Madison Heights.

State treasurer Doug Roberta 
described SBT as a consumption- 
type, value added tax bas^ on 
the difference between the value 
of a product at sale and the cost of 
inputs. “Since value-added re­
flects the amount of business ac­
tivity a firm performs, it is a good 
proxy for the amount of govern­
ment services received by a firm,” 
Roberts said in written com­
ments.

Although SBT revenue varied 
from $900 million in 1981 to $1.85 
billion in 1985, it is a more con­
sistent producer than the old cor­
porate income tax, which gyrated 
wildly with auto booms and 
busts.

Teachers give something back
A tenUtive agreement reached with teach­

ers in the Plymouth-Canton school dis­
trict to take a pay freeze goes a long way 

toward restoring public confidence in education 
in this community.

The apparent willingness of the teachers to 
forgo a 3 percent pay increase tells the commu­
nity: “We’re in this with you and are willing to 
make a sacrifice.”

The trouble with such sacrifices during tough 
economic times is that they are often quickly 
forgotten. The school board and parents should 
make sure to mark down the date.

A committee representing the teachers and 
the school administration hammered out an 
agreement by which teachers would take a 
freeze, if 30 teaching positions are saved by the 
action.

Teachers were to formally vote on the accord 
today. We urge them to support the the agree­
ment. It will not only save jobs and improve 
education, but it will help salvage sports and 
other after-school activities.

Plymouth Canton teachers are in good com­
pany this fall, if they formally forgo the raise. 
Nearby, Ann Arbor teachers accepted a pay 
freeze and in Oakland County, West Bloomfield 
teachers accepted a pay freeze until January, at 
which time they will receive a 3 percent hike. 
Meanwhile, teachers in Troy accepted a 1.5 per­
cent pay hike, much to the ire of the Michigan 
Eklucation Association which sent the district’s 
teachers a letter attacking the agreement for 
being too low.

It’s tragic for a union to attack its own mem­
bers when they decide to work with a communi­
ty during hard times.

Let’s hope Plymouth Canton teachers don’t 
have to put up with such insults from their own 
union. Because of that, and the courage it takes 
to turn down a raise, teachers in this district 
should be lauded for the sacrifices.

However, things wouldn’t have gotten to this 
stage in the first place, without mistakes made 
by the Plymouth-Canton school board.The ad­
ministration and board bargained a contract 
with the teachers earlier this year for which the 
schools didn’t have the money.

The board then put a 4-mill property tax in­
crease on the June ballot. Most observers 
agreed the schools would need to put a millage 
question on the ballot, but none thought it 
would be as high as 4 mills.

That request was defeated in June by about
1.000 votes. 'The board ignored those no votes 
and put the defeated proposal back on the bal­
lot for Aug. 17. Again it was defeated by about
1.000 votes.

In the wake of that defeat, the board sought 
to cancel sports, band and other activites. How­
ever, booster club groups unveiled a plan to 
fund those activites, with the teacher pay freeze 
the centerpiece.

It was action by the booster clubs that got 
things off dead center and prompted the vote by 
the teachers. That should have been done in 
June by the school board.

New cable rates are unfair
A  gross injustice is committed when those 

who can least afford basic cable rates 
find them rising, while those who can 

most afford the niceties like remote controls 
and premium channels get a price break.

We think that residents of our communities 
should have access to basic cable TV at as inex­
pensive a rate as possible.

Citizens need to stay informed about import­
ant local issues. Cable TV, with its showing of 
live city council and school board meetings and 
candidate forums, is one way for them to keep 
informed.

To deny residents access to basic cable TV 
these days is just about the same as denying 
them the chance to read a local newspaper.

Cable 'TV rates increased for many sub­
scribers Sept. 1, despite new Federal Communi­
cations Commission regulations intended to re­
duce rates nationwide.

For example, MetroVision, the outfit that 
holds the cable 'TV franchise in Farmington, 
Farmington Hills, Bedford Township and Livo­
nia, is sending increases to more than 60 per­
cent of its Farmington-area subscribers. In­
creases range from $1.83 to $10.54 a month.

The hardest hit will be the 300 who pay bot­
tom dollar for the broadcast and public access 
channels.

Of course, many at the upper end of the spec­
trum, those who spend more on cable TV, will 
have their rates cut.

Yes, something’s screwy.
Rate changes differ throughout communities 

covered by Observer & Eccentric Newspapers, 
even in communities served by the same cable 
company. For instance. Continental Cablevi- 
sion in Westland formerly charged $20.25 for 
one basic tier service. It now offers three ser­

vices: basic at $10.90, a satellite tier at $11.36 
and a mini tier of three channels at $1.36. The 
basic, satellite and mini tiers all must be pur­
chased in order to carry premium channels — 
an obvious increase.

However, a remote control drops drastically 
from $3.95 a month to 12 cents. And premium 
channel costs remain the same.

In Southfield, Continental customers will pay 
an additional $3.25 a month, up from $19.50, to 
receive its 2-58 channel group. Those paying 
$12 for the 2-36 channel group will have new 
option packages of $13.27 and $14.69.

Garden City’s MacClean Hunter Cable TV 
Inc. seems to be the most economy-minded of 
the lot, while the situation is entirely different 
for Booth customers in Birmingham. There, of­
ficials are arguing over whether to even offer lo­
cal commercial stations 2, 4 and 7.

Many cable companies are sending out no­
tices to their customers to explain the confusing 
rate changes. There is a better way to run cable 
TV.

We’ve said it before in this space, but we’d 
like to reiterate emphatically that we don’t need 
a federal agency to straighten out cable TV. 
Good, old-fashioned competition in these sub­
urban markets would accomplish the same 
thing.

The same market factors that drive our econ­
omy should apply to cable TV, that great elec­
tronic middleman that sits between the viewer 
and what there is to view. Who knows? Perhaps 
someday, with competition and new technology, 
we’ll eliminate that middleman.

We recognize that cable companies are in 
business to make money, but that profit should 
not come at the expense of those who can least 
afford it.

O ne Plymouth-Can too teacfasr 

calls it “the bioast rip-off any 
community could have pulled on 

them. It’s the biggset hoax; the biggest 
con game I’ve ever been in.”

The elementary school teacher is 
talking about the “developmental phi­
losophy’’ that’s been rammed down the 
throats of teachers, parents and stu­
dents for the last several yssue in 
Plymouth-Canton.

The concept is good. The approach 
recognises that students mature and 
learn at different rates. With the “de­
velopmental philosophy" (administra­
tors hasten to point out it’s not a cur­
riculum or program), students suppos­
edly are helped along at their 
individual pace. A laudable benefit is 
the fact that kids aren’t  tracked into 
slow, average and fast groups of 
learners. Instead, students are “coo­
peratively" learning and proceeding to 
the next hurdle when they’re ready.

In some schools with classes small 
enough to permit the teacher to pay ad­
equate attention to each student, the 
developmental philosophy works just 
fine. In Plymouth-Canton, it’s been an 
abysmal fUlure for the most part. Min- 
imrd teacher training hasn’t helped.

While there are parents and teachers 
who like it, a growing number of others

have plesaied with tbs board (sr 
montlM now, complaining that their 
children can’t adsiquately road, write, 
spell or do simple math. They're more 
than worried about their children’s fu­
ture.

Frustrated srith the Uck of response 
from the district, parents Jim and Sue 
Mills started a newsletter to sducate 
others about the inefflcacy of develop­
mental education. As Mills points out, 
we can learn from others’ mistakes. 
England used the developmental ap­
proach in its schools and recently 
canned it, going back to more tradi­
tional education.

Learning at your own rate sounds 
good and could be effective, if elemen­
tary teachers in this district srere al­
lowed to teach and had classes with 
fewer than 30 students.

Apparently, demanding that chil­
dren learn to spell and write, work out 
math problems on paper, memorixe 
their multiplication tables, sound out 
words, and read is old-fashioned and 
out of line. Such practices, it’s thought 
by the powers that be, lower self es­
teem because not all students can 
achieve these things. It’s also damag­
ing to self esteem to have, if you’re a 
student, your paper graded or to be told 
you’ve answ er^ something incorrectly.

One third-grader recently spell the 
word love “7-7-T-O.” The teacher told 
the student that words aren’t spelled 
with numbers, and showed him the 
correct way. “11m boy’s mother called 
and said, ‘You burst his bubble. He 
wrote you a letter saying he loved you, 
and you burst his bubble,’ ’’ the teach­
er said.

“I told her I thought I should do it 
instead of his college professors.

“In developmental, you let someone 
sit until they mature," he said. “Do 
you think that encourges maturation? 
We should be introducing things; 
stretching and challenging stu^n ts . 
Once they’ve achieved it, you stretch 
them beyond that,” a d d ^  the teacher, 
who’s been reprimanded for teaching

instead of “^ c ilite tiM ."
The teacher a d d ^ M y  principal 

told me, ‘If somsooe in the room wants 
to learn something, they will tell you.’ 
This is the do-nothing, know-nothing 
curriculum."

One mother said she believes that if 
the parents content arith dsvelopmsn- 
tal education had their children tested, 
th e /d  probably find they’re behind. 
“I’m not saying it’s not s good pro­
gram, but t ^  class siass arc too big," 
she sidd. “How can a tsacbsr possibly 
know where every child is?” 'The par­
ent also isn’t  pleased that her daughter 
receives no spelling tests or work 
sheets in clam. Math is now taught 
with manipulatives, mainly beaiu, 
eliminating the expense of paper.

This mom, who’s volunteered in the 
classroom, also is concerned sbout the 
lack of structure. “DiscipliiM is a big 
problem," she said. A g r ^  another 
parent, “A lot of kids are getting less 
and less structure a t home. The last 
thing they need is no structure in the 
classroom.”

After much clamoring, the district fi- 
rudly established an early childhood 
advisory committee to study the dis­
trict’s curriculum and recommend im- 
provetaents. The board and adminis-

tratioa are to be applauded far dotr^ 
so. We cwi ealy that the nine 
meaths they t ^  to do thsir week — 
crucial tiuM fas laanMrs who aren’t
learning — are fruitftil.

In thetneanfliwe, we are rheating 
students and ourselves if we don’t  roin- 
staU sooM tried and proven traditional 
education for the iMxt gerMcation.

Mors than one teacher is surprised 
that no parent has had the moxie to 
sue the district. The teacher’s advice to 
ooDoemed parents is to 1) have your 
child evaluated at an irmtitutioo such 
ss the University of Michigan or Ma- 
donru University, 2) get a copy of the 
Plymouth-(]anton curriculum and the 
state’s curriculum guidelirMs; 3) ask s 
district administrator to expliun why 
your child isn’t  keeping pace; and 4) if 
you don’t get sa tis f^ o n , get a l e e ^ .

Maybe then defensive administra­
tors bent on furthering their own ca­
reers and reputations by being “inno­
vative” will listen.

Whatever happens 
on the field during a 
Plymouth Salem 
football game, senior 
Rob Shepley will al­
most certainly be in­
volved in the action.

One thing never changes with 
the Plymouth Salem varsity girls 
basketball team.

As their fiiendship en­
dures, the boys discover the 
wonders of women at 12, specifi­
cally in the form of Marilyn Mon­
roe’s nude calendar — “Miss 
Golden Dreams.”

At 18, the three friends find 
themselves about to go in differ­
ent directions: Roy into the Army, 
Scott to the altar and Ned to col­
lege.

Using his usual combination of 
charm and intimidation, Roy con­
vinces them to take a weekend off 
from their small Nevada town and 
head for Hollywood in his father’s 
borrowed sky blue Galazie 500 
convertible. Roy’s plan is simple: 
they’ll plant themselves at their 
idol’s feet, or at least the foot of 
her driveway if they can find it, 
until she agrees to a date.

Their trip is unwittingly fi­
nanced by Roy’s employers, the 
Gallo Brothers, (Kurt Fuller and

Stephen Tobolowsky), Indian 
Springs* well-mannered and un­
conventional but still menacing 
loansharks. When they discover 
Roy’s unapproved loan, the Gallo 
B r i e r s  set out after the bojrs, 
tracking them to the home of 
Roy’s Unde Harvey (Joe Pantoli- 
ano), an aspiring actor/flourish- 
ing bomb shelter salesman who 
lives in the Hollywood hills.

After trials and some disap­
pointments, the three boys must 
finally face the real challenge of 
their pilgrimage. “They have to 
complete the transition into be­
coming men,” said Priestley. 
“But they have to do it together 
and they’re really bonded for life.”

Throughout the chaos that en­
sues, the boys somehow manage 
to salvage the dream that brought 
them to Hollywood in the first 
place — the opportunity to meet 
Marilyn Monroe.

“Marilyn is the ultimate,” said 
director John Whitesell. “Reach­
ing her is like reaching Mount 
Olympus, and if they can just 
touch her, they take themselves 
out of being ordinary and make 
themselves extraordinary.”

‘Son of the Pink Panther’ falls prey to bad direction

Desperate attempts to win 
laughs by falling off a bike or 
singing opera off-key don’t mean 
that Benigni’s trying to fill shoes 
too big for him or that he’s even 
wearing the wrong ones. With 
someone other than Blake Ekl- 
wards behind the camera, “Son of 
the Pink Panther” might be 
something special.

The title sequence finds Bobby 
McFerrin performing an a cappel- 
la version of Henry Mancini’s jaz­
zy “Panther” theme. Dodging the 
converging names on the credits, 
animated versions of the Panther 
and Clouseau yuk it up in a movie 
studio recording suite.

This may be the only clever 
moment in the movie, which 
quickly moves into James Bond 
territory with an international 
terrorist (Robert Davi, who 
played 007’s drug-lord nemesis in 
“License to Kill”) kidnapping a 
.leautiful princess (Deborah 
Farentino).

Clouseau’s clumsiness. The part 
is softened considerably here, of­
fering love interest with Claudia 
Cardinale (as Clouseau’s mother) 
almost as an appeasement for 
past abuses.

He’s still knocked around plen­
ty, including the time when he 
jumps off a dock after a drowning 
Clouseau. The bit isn’t funny be­
cause they are standing in knee- 
deep water. It’s funny because 
this big-budget albatross, which 
can afford to shoot in five differ­
ent countries, can’t even disguise 
the wet suit teneath Lom’s soggy 
shirt and tie.

The intentional humor in “Son 
of the Pink Panther” isn’t nearly

as interesting. What can you say 
about a movie where the biggest 
laughs come from a poodle who 
rides on strangers’ legs?

D irector Edw ards, who 
launched the “Panther” movies 
30 years ago, has lost any sense of 
comic timing, especially in the ac­
tion-packed B o ^ a n  climax at a 
Midclle-Eastern fortress. Turn off 
Mancini’s musical score and 
you’d see how clunky the film- 
making really is.

But hasn’t this always been the 
schtick with the “Panther” mov­
ies? Just as Clouseau can bumble 
his way through any case and 
come out a hero, so can Edwards

direct mediocre comedies that 
still prove gold at the box office.

He and the series may have met 
their match with “Son of the Pink 
Panther,” which, if there’s any 
justice at all, should prove one of 
the summer’s biggest bombs.

Two different plans
“When an emergency does arise 

people always say they wish they 
had medical insurance,’’ said Jeff 
Dixik, a veterinarian for First Vet­
erinary Clinics of Michigan, 
which is based in Southfield and 
operates area clinics in Novi, Ro­
chester Hills, Southfield and 
Troy.

“Pet insurance does work, but 
people have to make an initial 
payment. There is another insur­
ance plan (VPI), which began sev­
eral years ago in California by a 
group of veterinarians. Both pro­
grams are becoming more wide­

spread. Insurance does have a 
place in the market.’’

Medipet offers taro plans. The 
first. Silver Tog, provides lower 
annual deductibles ($150) in re­
turn for coverage limits totaling 
$1,000 per iiijuiy or illness. Annu­
al premiums are $129 for pets 
three months to nine years old or 
$219 for pets 10 years and over.

The Gold Tag plan, meanwhile, 
provides h i^ e r  coverage limits 
($3,000 per injury or illness) with 
a' higher annual deductible ($300) 
and a lower premium — $59 for 
pets three months to nine years 
old or $99 for pets 10 years or old­
er.

Each plan allows a policy hold­
er to insure up to nine pets under 
one maximum deductible per 
year. Co-payment for the two 
plans is 30 percent.

Well, It's not so 
ftinny wlien your beloved cut or 
dog becomes 111 or Injured and 
the bills from the vets climb 
over $1,000. Pet insurance has 
been a big hit in the short time 
it’s been available in Michigan.

B y R .J .  K in g  
S t a f t  W a rix a

Sonny, an excit­
able Great Dane, be­
came bloated during 
a dog show at 
Schoolcraft College 
in Livonia and had 

to be rushed to an emergency clinic or 
face death within five hours.

The resulting operation, which 
Sonny survived, cost $900. But 
Katherine Lucy, Sonny’s soulmate 
and owner of Belle Creek Kennels in 
Livonia, paid a third of the bill, the 
remainder covered by a novel insur­
ance program.

“I have 10 Great Danes, and all of 
them are insured. I wouldn’t have it 
any other way,” said Lucy, who 
opened her boarding kennel in 1989. 
“(Sonny also) went through a window 
and broke both his wrist joints, and 
the insurance picked up most of that 
as well.”

(Sadly, Sonny .recently passed 
away.)

New to Michigan
Lucy’ insurance plan has been 

available across the nation via a 1- 
800 number since the mid-1980s. The 
plan, Medipet, recently found an area 
home at Kelter-'rhomer Inc., an in­
surance specialist in downtown Bir- 
m ingh^. Medipet is designed to 
help (^Ver costs for dogs and cats due 
to accidents, illness and disease.

“I can tell you Medipet works,” 
said Lucy. “I’ve never had a problem 
where I have to go back to a veterinar­
ian for more letters. And payment 
usually arrives within 30 days, 
though I’ve had some checks come in

as little as two weeks.”
For pet owners like Lucy, Medipet 

has proven effective in covering oper­
ations, which can easily run a thou­
sand dollars or more. ’The plan covers 
70 percent of expenses for X-rays, op­
erations, veterinary fees, prescrip­
tions and hospital stays once an an­
nual deductible is met. ^

“It’s actually a simple policy which 
is not intended for routine mainte­
nance but rather to cover the unex­
pected,” said Marilyn Chemoff, presi­
dent and chief executive officer of 
Kelter-Thomer. “We’ve been offering 
Medipet (since July), and the re­
sponse has been tremendous.”

Chemoff, who started with Kelter- 
'rhomer as a secretary in 1967, said 
the policy is backed by the Fireman’s 
Fund, a national insurance firm that 
has provided a wide variety of cover­
age since the Civil War. Kelter- 
'rhomer is the first insurance firm to 
offer Medipet in Michigan.

“To market Medipet we’ve sent out 
a letter and brochure explaining the 
plan to 1,500 of our existing mem­
bers,” said Chemoff, a Bloomfield 
Hills resident. “'The response rate so 
far has been 25 percent. We plan on 
mailing 10,000 letters over the next 
few months.”

Kelter-'rhomer, which had reve­

nues of $11.5 million last year and 
employs 45 people at its Birmingham 
headquarters, also spreads the word 
by placing brochures in veterinarian 
offices and pet supply stores as well 
as at pet conventions and breeding 
shows.

Kelter-Thomer, which operates 
branch offices in California, New Jer­
sey and Ohio, provides insurance for 
the environmental, manufacturing, 
retail and service industries. In addi­
tion to Medipet, Kelter-Thomer 
plans to provide wedding insurance 
in November.

Employment outlook brighter

Employment prospects here for 
the rest of the year are fair to mid­
dling, according to a couple of 
area specialists.

Mark Angott, owner of Manage­
ment Recruiters of North Oak­
land (bounty in Rochester, and 
Jeanne Heller, vice president of 
Manpower Temporary Services in 
Southfield, see a rosier future for 
metro Detroit than what their 
parent firms project for the Mid­
west as a whole.

Angott estimates that activity 
level at his agency through Aug­
ust of this year is 10 percent high­
er than 1992. “I don’t expect it to 
die off,” he said.

Management Recruiters Inter­
national, meanwhile, reported 
that necutives recently surveyed 
in Michigan, Ohio, Indiana, Illi­
nois and Wisconsin plan to have 
slightly fewer employees on board 
at the end of this year than the 
beginning.

'The net difference — average 
staff increase minus average re­
duction — for thoae five states is 
down a half percentage point from 
January and minus 4.7 percentage 
points from June 1992.

In a separate survey, Heller 
found that 28 percent of execu­
tives questioned here anticipate 
increasing personnel, 8 percent 
decreasing, 68 percent holding the 
line and 6 percent undecided now 
through Dwember.

Manpower Inc. surveyed execu­
tives in a dozen Midwestern 
states including Michigan and 
found that 22 percent anticipate 
hiring increases, 11 percent de­
creases, 64 percent no change and 
3 percent undecided.

“1 think we’ll see a slow, steady 
increase,” Angott said. ‘"This 
state has had hard times. We’re 
slowly recovering.”

'The typical placement for Man­
agement Reemiters has a college 
degree, 5-10 years experience, cur­
rently employed with a specialty 
skill such as quality control, An­
gott said. Most earn $30,000- 
$80,000 annually, he said.

Companies with vacancies — 
not the individuals eventually 
hired — pay his fee, Angott said. 
He said he averages upwards of a 
dozen placements per month and 
currently has about 40 positions 
toftll.

Specialty areas include bank­
ing, aocounting/finance, engineer­
ing, health care and data process­
ing.

“'There’s a lot of very special­
ized, technical positions that may 
not help the average person,” An­
gott said. "Companies are still 
looking for someone who can 
bring something to the table oth­
ers don’t  have.

“Probably 90 percent of our 
placements (already) would be 
employed,” he said. “Five years

ago, it would be 98 percent. A lot 
of good people in the labor force 
were hit by downturns, mergers.”

Heller also found executives 
surveyed here more upbeat about 
hiring permanent employees 
th rou^  the last quarter of this 
year than counterparts in the 
Midwest and nationally.

“I think it’s because we see a 
much more drastic flux up and 
down due to the auto industry,” 
she said. “Even though the econo­
my is not now where we should 
be, it’s certainly better.

“Many companies have diversi­
fied away from auto. 'That could 
help, too,” she added.

Temporary opportunities now 
are especially good in engineering, 
computer-related services and ad­
ministration — executive secre­
taries and administrative assist­
ants, Heller said.

“'There’s a lot of good opportu­
nities for tempo out there — $6 on 
up for manual, unskilled labor, to 
engineers who make a consider­
able amount,” she said.

Individual placements become 
employees of Manpower, which 
bills employers to cover the ex­
penses, Heller said. Temporary 
assignments can last from a 
month to a couple of years with 
two to throe w eeb typi<^

“In a lot of cases, we’re seeing 
temp to permanent,” Heller sai^  
adding t ^ t  employers will use a 
temporary employee to test for 
corporate f it

Who said caring for other people’s children is 
fun?

Donna Marsh, licensed in-home child care 
provider/professional, that’s who. A resident of 
Livonia, she spends more than 40 hours a week 
providing quality child care for youngsters, infants 
through age 9. For her, it’s a rewarding, even fun 
thing to do while giving of herself to others.

Marsh decide to research in-home child care by 
attending workshops and other formal training 
opptortunities to learn the ins and outs and pros 
and cons of providing child care. Marsh said she 
always wanted to work with children and when the 
opportunity presented itself after being laid off 
from a major corporation, she pursued her dream. 
In April 1992, she became a state registered child 
care provider.

“l^ e n  children give hugs in the morning and 
evening while in care, I feel like a $100,000,” she 
said. A feeling of love, comfort and security is 
what you’ll experience when entering Marsh’s day 
care home. A large colorful picture puzzle of the 
children enrolled and families that spells LOVE 
highlights the playroom wall. 'The caption above 
the puzzle says, "Kids are special people.” What a 
great way to make children feel like they belong — 
parents, too. Child care is a family affair.

The physical environment is one that says 
learning, child friendly, parent approved. 'There’s 
no doubt as to the hsu^ work and efforts put into 
preparing such an environment. Marsh says her 
brother, Garry Taylor, helped with the work of 
designing and building shelves, large storage areas 
and a creative fire escape exit that resembles large 
motor play equipment 

When I arrived to talk to Marsh, she and her 
brother were busy in the backyard, working on 
building a gingerbread style toy shed to house a 
plentiful amount of toys and equipment.

Not all the handiwork has been tailored for the 
children, but a sauna was put in for relaxing after 
working all day with a houseful of kids — thanks 
to brother Garry.

Four color-coordinated seat toy boxes contain 
art supplies, dress-up clothes, puzzles. Other age- 
appropriate manipulatives are stored in the 
smooth wooden toy boxes. These, too, are products 
of tailored handiwork.

Not only does Marsh receive much-needed 
family support from siblings, her husband, a 
physician, gets into the action by occasionally 
reading a story or two to the children between 
working with his patient-clients.

The schedule is filling and flexible, starting 
with readiness activities — ABCs, numbers, 
colors, shapes, etc., to arts and crafts, 
manipulatives, exploratory play and outdoor 
activities.

In the spring and summer. Marsh’s backyard is 
sectioned off arith a garden and has a waterfall for 
the children for play fishing. In the winter, her 
yard is converted to an ice rink for the kids to hone 
their skills at skating, if they desire.

Marsh admits to not only having fun with the 
children daily, but "I like to work and have a 
purpose.” She adds that it’s wonderful not having 
to leave home early and still work, doing 
something she enjoys a lot.

The hardest thing for Marsh is getting attached 
to the cute little people she cares for regularly and 
sometimes having to discipline them. Marsh uses 
the time-out method and makes sure it is followed 
with a communication with each child’s parent or 
parents.

She also shares that it’s difficult but 
understandable when parents demonstrate 
envious actions as they relate to her 
communication style and bonding with the kids. 
One parent c o n fe s ^  to becoming a bit envious 
when her child said she didn’t  make scrambled 
eggs “like Ms. Donna.”

Marah tries to accommodate families by 
working hard at strengthening parent/provider 
alliances and providing opportunities for children 
to feel special and a part of their surroundinp.
She boats birthday parties for each child at ^ e  
day care facility’s expense. She also gives gifts to 
parents on special occasions and at the holidays.

Her advice for new folks coming into the field is 
to find ru t as much as possible first.

“Be flexible and learn to listan” she said.
“Parsnts need to bo educated on child cars.”

As for the children, "go with the flow.” The 
flinnioat thing about children is their 
convereations. ‘

Philippians, Epistle of Joy” 
and “Rsmomber Newman — A 
Morning Devoted to a Loving 
Look at the Lifo of John Henry 
Carmnal Neerman” — through 
the university’s continuing educa­
tion program.

The first is a study of the Epsi- 
tle of St. Paul to the Philippians, 
while the second erill explore the 
influence of Neerman, a scholar 
and pastor of the 1800s who eras 
named venerable in 1992 by the 
Catholic Church, a step on the 
way to sainthood.

“I see a parallel between the 
two men,” Rice said. “Paul eras a 
preacher and was remembered for 
his erritings. Neerman had an 
enormous amount <)f writings — 
letters, sermons and even two 
novels.”

The university wanted a class 
on Scriptures and approached Fr. 
George Shalloub of S t Mary’s 
Antiochian Orthodox Church 
about the class. When ill health 
kept him from handling the class, 
he asked Rice to do it. It was Rice 
who came up with the subject 
Paul’s Epistle.

The Epistle begins as a thank 
you letter to the Philippians who 
had provided the apostle with fi­
nancial support. Paul generally 
shunned such support because he 
didn’t “want people to think he 
ta u ^ t  the gospel for money,” 
Rice said. The epistle goes on to 
communicate Christ’s message in 
a “very inviting way, whetting the 
appetite for the rest of the mes­
sage.”

The letter encompasses passag­
es which describe the meaning of 
Christ’s life, Paul’s witness to the 
power of His spirit, guidelines for 
Christian Life and a spirit of 
thankfulness.

“The Epistle to the Philippians 
was written by Paul at a time 
when he was old, sick discouraged 
and probably in prison,” Rice 
said. “But it’s written in a buoy­
ant, joyous way. When you read it, 
it’s contagious.”

She believes that for those in­
terested in the Scriptures the 
study of the Epistle of Joy is a 
good entry point It’s also good to 
look at the Scriptures a book at a 
time rather than by Testaments.

“I think it’s much more import­
ant to take one book and look at it 
in depth,” she said. “It’s more im­
portant to take one book and live 
with it, argue it and dwell on it. In 
survey classes you don’t  get the

flavor of it or the time to dwell on 
the words and let them penetrate 
your life.”

“People don’t want to study the 
Scriptures as a historian or theo­
logian; the average person wants 
to know what difference it will 
make in their lives, if they study 
it.”

The class will be 7-8:30 p.m. 
Thursdays, Sept 16-Oct 7, and 
costs $20.

The parallel Rice sees is in 
their lives. Paul was converted on 
the road to Damascus and had to 
leave his powerful position, his 
wife and friends and go to a 
church where his wasn’t trusted. 
Newman was an Anglican priest 
until 1845 when he converted to 
Catholicism. As a result he was 
forced to leave his friends and 
things he held dear, including Ox­
ford.

Newman was working for re­
form and restoration in the Angli­
can Church and was studying the

works of the fathers of the church 
when he decided to convert. He 
went on to become a priest in the 
Catholic Chruch and in 1879 was 
named a cardinal. By 1890 he was 
well respected for his worir in both 
the Catholic and Anglican 
churches. Rice said.

“Because of his convictions, he 
had to make a break that from an 
emotional standpoint was very 
difficult.” Rice said. “He said he 
saw the l i ^ t  and even wrote a 
hynm, ‘Lead Kindly Lif^t.’ ”

Rice has a profound interest in 
Newman and has read numerous 
books on him, including an Eng­
lish translation of Honore’s 
“Spiritual Journey of Newman.” 
She will use sever^ videos, one on 
his life and the other of Sir Alec 
Guineas reading the final sermon 
he gave to friends before leaving 
Oxford.

“Newman had a concern for the 
perplexed and great empathy for 
those who seek the truth,” she

said. “Most people like to think 
that what they believe is true. We 
have an innate desire for the truth 
especially in the spiritual realm. I 
think we can see ourselves in 
th a t”

In her class. Rice will eqilore 
the influences of Newman and 
students will learn more about 
his lifo as a scholar and pastor 
and why he has been named 
venerable by the church. The 
course will be 9 a.m. to noon Sat­
urday, Oct 9. The cost is $10.

“Newman was a head of his 
time, but he wasn’t rebellious," 
Rice said. “He believed that all 
things happen at the right time. 
He felt thist consulting the foith- 
ful was important that the foith- 
ful have to have a voice, and it’s 
important to hear the opinion of 
the laymen.”

W ithin  one 
day we read of 
clergy in differ­
ent parts of the 
world who advo­
cate killing other 
people. The most 
surprising is the 
story of the Rev. 
David Trosch, a 
Roman Catholic 
priest in Ala­
bama. He decid­
ed to place an ad 
in his local 

newspaper on the theme: “If 100 
doctors need to die to save over 1 
million babies a year, I see it as a 
fair trade.”

Rev. 'Trosch suggests that doc­
tors who perform abortions 
should be murdered. His superior 
forced the priest to sither reverse 
his position or be fired as a priest. 
His archbishop said, "It is a basic 
principle that a good end does not 
justify the use of an evil means.” 

Across the world, another cleric 
in Egypt, Sheik Mohammed al- 
Ghoxali, sUted, “A secularist rep­
resents a danger to society and 
the nation that must be eliminat­
ed.” A report goes on to say that 
fundamentalist clergy are “com-

peting in issuing certificates of 
death and licenses to kill.”

The world comes closer every 
day. What happened to Albert 
Schweitzer’s great in s is t  he 
called “reverence for lifo?” We 
must foel revulsion for religious 
leaders who so espouse ideology 
that they turn to bloody tactics. I 
know something of what goes on 
in the lifo of clergy. Too often they 
say what they believe their people 
want them to say. If you seek to 
lead radicals you must become 
radical. The ideology feeds upon 
itself.

In turn, our world media foods 
the radical causes by reporting 
the bombings aitd the killings. 
This group or that group, like 
gangs in turf watfore, has made 
its point If a priest wanted to 
make his point he would do just 
what the Rev. Troech tried to do. 
He would place an ad in a news­
paper, sugi^ting that doctors be 
murdered.

Radical religion means getting 
death! 'The basic source of lifo is 
not vengeaiKe! We have to see 
such movements, such death-ori­
ented religion, as desperate. Des­
perate means frill of despair, 
hopeless. It is a kind of relLgion 
that believes it is under attack. 
What these people foel to be un­
der attack is more often a culture 
and an economy than a foith. 
Such radical movements also be­
come a meaiu to raw power.

Every religion is related to a 
culture. A culture is a way to look 
at lifo. A culture is a way human 
beinp experience lifo in relation 
to their environment and tradi­
tions. Culture connects us with 
our very identity and survival. 
When cultures are attacked, relig­
ion erill respond.

I have to believe that Rev. 
Troech in Alabama believee that 
his religion and Catholic culture 
is being attacked. The clerics of 
Egypt likewise identify Weatem

to the root, the basic source of lifo. 
'The basic source of lifo is not 
secularism as their enemy. In the 
face of this threat, they erould 
rather go backward than forward. 
'The knifo and the gun will be 
their means for this return to val­
ues of the past.

Someone has said that it is not 
yet clear whether democracy 
works. It has not been around 
long enough. It will not work if 
the diversity of cultures is not 
protected. Without understanding 
for one another, we will wind up 
with religious leaders who advo­
cate murder. 1 observe that the 
pressures to polarise positions are 
strong. The protection of diversi­
ty, and the ability to have dia­
logue, have weakened. 'There 
must be an acknowledging of di­
versity and a strengthening of the 
middle grounds, i^ere diversity 
can be celebrated. Without this 
we foce a terrible friture.

Alexander Chams

A lexander Chams recalls that when he was a 
student at Livonia Bentley High School in 
the early ’70s, he had little interest in 

political matters. He spent most of his time 
keeping his grades presentable and running the 
mile or playing basketball for the Bulldogs. Plus, 
there was that job at a local Big Boy restaurant, 
along with another one at Hygrade’s where he 
"worked the bacon line.” There didn’t seem to be 
much time for anything else.

Although his parents, 
Richard and Barbara, still 
live in Livonia, Chams has 
moved away. The 
intervening years have 
brought about some 
dramatic changes.

A Durham, N. C., 
criminal defense attorney 
for more than 10 years, he 
in recent months has 
published “Cloak and 
Gavel” (University of 
Illinois Press), a 

meticulously researched, highly intriguing 
account of how, for many years, the J. Edgar 
Hoover-led FBI repeatedly spied on the U.S. 
Supreme Court through wiretaps, bugging devices 
and informers.

The St. Louis Post-Dispatch called “Cloak and 
Gavel” a “bonanza of Supreme Court history.”
The Wall Street Journal lauded Chams and his 
“mountains of internal government files showing 
that, at least through the mid-1970s, the FBI had 
all manner of secret sources and entanglements at 
the nation's highest court.” ^

Chams has appeared on national television to 
talk about his book, which was entered into the 
initial levels of competition for the year’s Pulitzer 
Prize in journalism.

If you’re wondering just how all this happened, 
Chams says the book got started in a kind of 
roundabout way during his first year in law school 
at the University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill.

Influenced by Klan shooting
That’s when he witnessed — via television news 

one day — the shooting of five Communist party 
workers by Klansmen. 'The ev^nt occurred in 
Greensboro, N.C., at an anti-Klan rally in fall 
1979.

Struck by the event, Chams (who had aspired to 
writing since high school) did a bit of reporting on 
the killings as a stringer for a Chicago weekly and 
then eventually sold articles to the New York 
Times and the Washington Post about the case.

Not long afterward, he wrote an in-depth story 
for the Post on migrant farm workers in North 
Carolina. He remembers it as an experience that 
sharply (Siqued his interest in investigative 
journalism.

After he’d done several other stories for the 
Times and the Post, he began entertaining 
thoughts of perhaps putting together a book, 
although he wasn’t sure what its subject might be.

Enter UNC political science professor David 
Garrow and his 1981 book, “The FBI and Martin 
Luther King, Jr.”

“When I read Garrow’s book, I began to get very 
interested in the FBI’s involvement in various 
other political movements,” Chams recalls. “Here 
was the government, accusing King of being a 
Cfommunist, and then taking steps to remove him 
as a leader — all under the table.”

Chams started wondering, he says, if they had 
done that with King, what were the chances that 
Hoover’s FBI had done something similar with 
other presumed adversaries in high places, such as 
the Supreme Court?

Even though he wasn't quite 
aware of it at the time, the seed 
for “Cloak and Gavel” had been 
planted.

In the meantime, Cborns (1) 
began hia law practice, (2) was ar­
rested for his own political activ­
ism (while protesting the training 
of Salvadoran soldiers at Ft. 
Bragg, N. C.), (3) traveled across 
the U.S., delving into various li­
braries, studying literally thou­

sands of papers and talking with 
numerous individuals as he 
researched the book, (4) employed 
the Freedom of Information Act 
to gain access to once-aecret docu­
ments held by the federal govern­
ment, (5) filed two lawsuits to 
gain aocees to documents the FBI 
refused to release, (6) had the 
book rejected in its earlier stagee 
by several publishers, (7) lost his 
agent, (8) acted as hia own agent 
and marketed the book himaelf, 
and (9) eventually found it a 
home at one of the nation’s fore­

most university preaaea.
“It never once seemed to me 

that it wasn’t worth the effort,” 
Charna emphasizes. “I knew I 
was going to keep woiking at it, no­
matter how much it took. To me, 
especially as a lawyer, it was very 
important. If I couldn’t trust the 
system, or if people couldn’t trust 
judges to make a decision based 
on the evidence preeented to them 
(without) law enforcement inter­
vening to try to influence thoee 
decisions. . ..”

■ To look at it, you would never 
^ e s s  that Botsford Commons 
was senior citizen housing, and 
that’s the way it was designed. 
Things that normally distin­
guish a home for the aging — 
support rails, emergency equip­
ment and the like —  are built- 
in and out of sight.

Botsford Com mons in Farm ington 
H ills has been prom oted as inde­
pendent senior citizen housing — and 
it is th a t  — b u t such a label is m is­
leading.

W hen Steven Faine, Botsford G en­
eral Hospitsd adm in istra to r for p ro­
fessional and support services, sa t 
down w ith architect Sco tt Bowers of 
Bowers and  Associates of Ann Arbor, 
the design philosophy was to take 
senior citizen housing a step  further.

L et’s call it evolving housing.
T h a t m eans designing houses su it­

able for perfectly healthy , active sen ­
ior citizens and  incorporating fea­
tures th a t allow the houses to evolve 
to m eet the  needs of an aging popula­
tion.

“At the  same tim e, these things are 
invisible unless you need them ,” 
Faine said. “T he analogy we like to 
use is th a t of a hospital b irth ing 
room.”

B irth ing rooms approxim ate a com ­

fortable bedroom, b u t when the  need 
arises for, say oxygen, a panel is slid 
out of the  way and  oxygen tan k s are 
revealed.

“T h a t’s w hat we’re trying to do 
here,” Faine said. “W hen we’re all 
done w ith this, I w ant people to  say 
they own a nice house, not a senior 
citizen house.”

Hidden safety aids
W hen com pleted, Botsford Com ­

m ons will include a ttached  residen­
tia l condom inium s and ap iu tm ents 
for active seniors, an assisted  living 
center for those who need a little  help, 
the Botsford C ontihuing H ealth  C en­
ter for seniors who need more in te n ­
sive m edical atten tion , a Town Com ­
mons w ith activities, dining, shops 
and services and a wooded site  com ­

pleted w ith a tra il network for the  en ­
tire  development.

I t m ay tu rn  ou t th a t some residents 
of Botsford Cfommons never need the 
additional features the  group is d e ­
signing in.

“And th a t’s fine,” Faine said. “ B ut 
i t ’s nice to  know i t ’s there if you need 
it.”

A sim ple example, Faine explained, 
are support rails. Certainly, not every 
person is going to  need handrails.

I t can be expensive to  retrofit a 
house w ith hand  rails if  someone 
needs them . A builder who installs 
them  during construction , however, 
risks scaring buyers.

“Who w ants to  wake up every 
m orning and be slapped in th e  face 
w ith a rem inder th a t they’re getting 
old?” Faine asked.

For Botsford Commons houses, the 
solution is to design special chair rail 
moldings — almost invisible from 
anywhere but right on top of them 
and securely fastened to widl studs — 
that double as grab bars.

Breaking new ground
Builder John Wineman of South­

field-based building company Wine- 
man & Komer, said Botsfori Com­
mons is unlike any project he’s 
worked on.

“It’s been a real learning experi­
ence,” he said. “The biggest market 
coming is the senior market.

“You really have to put yourself in 
the mind of the senior citizen.”

No longer simply the service­
able stu ff th a t covered your 
m other’s kitchen floor, vinyl has 
come of age in the ’90s.

“ If your cabinets and app li­
ances are in good shape b u t your 
kitchen still seems like it needs 
some work, the problem may be 
underfoot,” said Florence Per- 
chuk, a top kitchen designer.

“Adding new oolorfiil sheet vi­
nyl flooring may be ju s t the thing 
to breathe new life into the room 
w ithout breaking the bank ,” she 
said.

Retail outlets here quote prices 
in the mid $600 range for a good 
quality  vinyl, subfloor and in sta l­
lation for a room 15-by-9 feet.

Builders also put vinyl in 
foyers, breakfast nooks, sun- 
rooms, bathrooms and utility 
rooms of new houses.

Who’s attracted to vinyl?
“It goaa from all agoa — new 

homeowners to senior citizens 
who want something easy to 
maintain,” said Sheri Barber, as­
sistant manager at Independent 
Carpet in W a^ond.

“Usually the diet question has 
to do with budget, thm  how long 
thoy expect the floor to last,” she 
aaid. ’ "Schem es co n stan tly  
change. Technology Is constantly 
Improving.”

It’$ vinyl: This floor in the foyer of a mansion in Atlanta is, 
believe it or not, vinyl. Shows you how far vinyl has come in­
terms of its design potential.

Ifika any other product, all vi­
nyl flooring is not created equal.

Consumers should do their 
homework before buying to moke 
sure the pattern, color, quality 
and maintenance of what thoy 
buy will meet their needi.

If you’rs remodeling, oak to 
take floor somploa home to aee 
bow they actually chock out.

"It looks diffcroiit in yoai 
light,” Barber aold. “Look at H

with your cabinetry, how your car­
peting cornea up.”

"For eiam ple, the lighting is 
about twice what you or I would 
like or even need," W inem an said. 
The additional lighting come 
from recessed fiitu res. “T hat way 
it is sub tle .”

Reasonable costs
From a bu ilder’s perspective, 

W ineman said he doesn 't exp>ect 
the additional features to  add sig­
nificantly to the tim e of construc­
tion — it will add some cost, but 
not as much as one m ight expect.

“A lot of it comes down to p lan ­
ning,” he said. “And th e  hospital 
really did the ir homework.”

Since a lot of the additional 
safety and convenience features 
are being bu ilt at the planning 
stages, a lot of options are d e ­
signed out, he said. “T h a t speeds 
up the building.”

W ineman said he'll likely adopt 
some ideas he’s learned a t B o ts­
ford Commons in o ther W inem an 
and Komer projects.

"W e’ve always tried  to  take the 
things we’ve done in our custom  
homes and incorporate it into our 
other projects — even if people 
don ’t  see it or know i t ’s there, 
these th ings make a sub tle  im ­
pression and add to the value.”

Of course, not everything being 
developed for Botsford Commons 
can be adapted because the con­
dom inium s are part of the  B o ts­
ford Commons com m unity.

“ B ut if I add some of these 
th ings and people say I can live 
here 10 years instead  of five, 
th a t’s a selling po in t,” W inem an 
said.
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Glass etching is 
affordable, do-able

costs too, b u t the research and 
understand ing  into the needs of 
active and  dependent senior c iti­
zens works in the project’s favor.

“T here  is profit in it, but i t ’s 
not as profit driven as some other 
projects,” Bowers said.

L ittle  changes can make a big 
difference.

L ighted wall switches, hand 
rails, under-cabinet lighting, ex­
tra-w ide halls and doors, ad ju st­
ab le c losets, barrier-free e n ­
trances, single level, and wheel­
cha ir-adap tab le kitchen cabinets 
are ju s t a few of the additional 
features th a t can make independ­
en t living for senior citizens easi-

Not profit driven
Scott Bowers, partner a t the a r ­

chitectural firm of Bowers and 
Rein Associates in Ann Arbor, 
said  although he has worked on 
projects intended for senior c iti­
zens before, the level of com m it­
m ent from Botsford H ospital has 
se t th is  project apart.

On other projects, there have 
typically been more constra in ts 
because of a com bination of cost 
controls and a lack of und erstan d ­
ing. "O ur job (as architects) is 
complex because we work with de­
velopers on design versus cost.”

Botsford wanted to control

In addition  to those safety and 
convenience features required by 
the hospital, research and focus 
groups provided insights into 
w hat senior citizens want and 
w hat builders and developers 
th ink  they want.

“ For example, there is a m ind 
set th a t says buyers w ant vaulted 
ceilings, custom  woodwork and 
custom  floors.

“As it tu rn s out, they want 
nice, bu t economical w ithout a lot 
of toys,” Bowers said.

A nother surprise learned from 
senior focus groups was th a t 
square footage isn ’t  as im portant 
to senior citizens as it is to 
younger people and th a t the open 
floor p lans are less popular.

“They like more closed floor 
p lans with rooms th a t have a spe­
cific purpose.”

By v isiting  m em bers of the 
focus groups in th e ir  own homes. 
Bowers said  he discovered th a t a 
lot of people w ith 2,000 square 
foot houses really only use 600 
square feet.

W hat you may not know, how­
ever, ia th a t you can etch glass 
right in your own home or shop — 
with a  few simple, easy-to-m aster 
tachniquaa.

G lass etching involves froating 
or abrading the glaaa turfjace to 
create a dull, nontransparen t 
area. T he three moat common 
m ethods for getting the job  done 
are acid-cream etching, sand ­
blasting and diam ond-burr en­
graving. Each of these techniques 
can be approached arith a modest 
investm ent of tim e, space and 
cash.

E tching glass not only makes 
an eiijoyable project, b u t the re­
su lts add character to  your home. 
W hether you choose to  etch an 
entry door, sidelight panel, b a th ­
room arindow or mirror, you have 
the ability  to  transform  ordinary 
(uchitectural and design features 
arith d istinctly  personal detailing.

W hen choosing glass to  etch, 
keep in m ind th a t the  best m ate­
rial is one-fourth-inch-thick plate 
glass or lam inated safety ^ ass . 
S tandard  one-eighth-inch-thick 
window glass can be used, bu t the 
results arill not be as good. And, 
the th inner glass is m uch more 
ap t to break when placed under 
the m echanical stresses of d ia ­
mond b u rr engraving and  sand ­
blasting. If  you wish to work with 
one-eighth-inch glass, the best 
technique is acid etching.

pane.
There are m any sources of de­

signs for your glass project. Check 
your local library or book store for 
books tha t feature stained glass 
pa tte rn s and traditional designs. 
You can develop your own desigq . 
to  give your project a personal.' 
touch. The only lim itation here is : 
to  keep in m ind th a t block de-; 
signs with broader etched areas- 
work better than  th in-line draw ­
ings.

Regardless of the technique you 
choose, begin by m aking a ^ IL  
size drawing of your design tq  
transfer to the work. W hile you’r e . 
in th e  planning stage, consider: 
w hether the lines and areas you 
draw  will be etched into the glass 
surface or whether the b ac k v  
ground will be etched and the  de-.' 
sign left clear. Often the u ltim a te ' 
use of the panel will be the decid­
ing factor in th is  regard.

W hen the design is to  serve as a 
decorative em bellishm ent on a 
window or mirror, the design itself 
is etched to m ain ta in  broad tra n s ­
paren t areas.
