“I think teachsrs understood what 

we told them on Monday,” Portelli 
said. “They’ve chosen to underwrite 
the district by rehiring the 30 teach­
ers."

Tom Cotner, the teachers’ chief 
negotiator, said teachers were re­
signed to the situation at hand.

“Ordinarily when we fM an agree­
ment th en ’s Jubilatioo,” Cotnsr said. 
“And this time it was m on like resig- 
nation than Jubilation. Soma of this 
attention now can go toward daas 
sice and soma of the other problems, 
instead of the fbciu on what teachsn 
make.”

Cotner said he hoped people will 
recogniie that teachers yielded “in a 
time of need,” and it will be consid­
ered during the n u t  contract negotia­
tions.

School board president Roland 
Thomas said: “I am absolutely de­

lighted and pleased that our tsachsw 
voted so positively to try and do the 

of things we h a n  to do (or
kids.”

State aid bill gives school district 6-percent increase
Plym outh-C anton Com munity 

Schools will see a 6 -percent increase 
in state funding this year under the 
K - 1 2  education budget approved by 
the Legislature.

The $3.6-billion spending plan 
marks the last property taz-bmed 
school aid budget as lawmakers con­
tinue to eismine fair and affordable 
alternatives to support public educa­

tion, according to state Rep. Deborah 
Whymsn.

“After a summer of tough fiscal ne­
gotiations, the failure of Proposal A, 
and an unprecedented i 6 -billion 
property-tax cut, I am pleased we 
were able to deliver a responsible 
funding bill,” said Whymsn, a mem­
ber of the House Education Commit­
tee.

“'The flexibility and commitment

by legislators to regroup and present 
local school o f f id ^  with concrete 
funding totals was crucial to getting 
the new school year under way. I 
would have liked quicker results, but 
I am confident the needs of area 
schools will be m e t”

A apodal House Republican work 
group is exploring ways to restructure 
education and guarantee quality.. 
Three other committees are studying

how to establish different ftmding al­
ternatives, implement cost contain­
ment measures, sitd altar the tax ajrs- 
tem to assist in firumdng schools.

Whyman said she is certain tbs 
restructured school financing system 
will offer more equitable arid stable 
forms of support, and is optimistic 
legislators will have a plan by year’s 
end.

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Cable regulations spark static
B y T im  C a b v b li.St ATT Wbitu

TIm 1992 CabU Act will bring 
down cabl« raUa for tooM Omni­
com Cabla •ubacribora in Canton 
and Plymouth — but it could alao 
rMult in higher ratee for others, 
and in the loas of one or more 
broadcast channels.

As of Sept. 1, Omnicom will be 
using adjusted cable rates for its 
customers. The new rates, accord­
ing to Omnicom general m anager 
Lisa Boland, will m ean reduced 
bills for some custom ers.

“T he rates are com ing down 
ju s t a little b it,” Boland said. 
Rates for “custom ers w ith a lower 
level of service who need a con­
verter box will go u p .”

The shift in rates is due to  the 
Cable A ct’s m andate th a t cable 
com panies' charges reflect the ac­
tual cost of a service; before the 
act, com panies could keep the

price of basic service artificially 
low by shifting its coat onto addi­
tional services, such as remote 
controls.

But if the service is cheaper, it 
may also be leas comprehensive; 
the Cable Act also alloers com­
mercial broadcasters the right to 
demand or deny their program­
ming to cable TV. Pour local 
broadcasters, representing the 
four mAjor networks, have decided 
to deny their programming to 
Omnicom unless certain condi­
tions are met; WJBK-2, WDIV-4, 
WXYZ-7, and WKBD-80. Omni­
com has until Oct. 6 to sign an 
agreement with the broadcast sta­
tions.

B ut two of those four stations 
said  they don 't want cable cus­
tom ers to  have to pay anything. 
R epresentatives from WXYZ and 
W KBD said they w ant service, 
ra ther than  money, in exchange

for the use of their broadcast sig-

Tom Grieadom, general mana­
ger of WXYZ, said the sUtioo is 
right to ask for some form of com­
pensation for the use of its prod­
uct.

“We're asking for a recognition 
of the value of our signal,” Griaa- 
dom said. “They have never com­
pensated local sUtion for the 
right to use the signal, which is 
what 70 percent of the people 
watch.”

That “compensation,” however, 
is not necessarily monetary, 
Griesdom said. He is asking Om­
nicom for the use of its facilities, 
including the company's mailing 
list for cable subscribers.

Subscribers needn’t worry 
about extra charges for WKBD, 
either, according to Paul Prange, 
program manager for the station. 
Instead, as part of a national Fox

network plan, the station la aak- 
ing that, in eichangs for the right 
to broadcast Pox. Omnicom 
to carry a new Pox-owned cable 
channel when it debuts in the 
spring.

“What we’re all trying to do la 
benefit the consumers,” Prange 
said.

Prange added that while 
WKBD will get no cash from Om­
nicom, Omnicom will have to pay 
Fox for the right to carry the new 
cable channel.

Omnicom Cablevision covers 
Plymouth, Canton, and North- 
ville. Plymouth city manager 
Steve Walters said local govem- 
menu currently have no jurisdic­
tion over cable disputes.

“We will take the role which 
the federal government allows us 
to have, but nobody seems to 
know quite what that is,” Walters 
said.

Task force challenges gang activity
P aren ts  would be legally re­

sponsible for the ir ch ild 's  gang re­
lated activities, according to a 
proposal subm itted  by a com m u­
nity  ta sk  force on gangs, made up 
of C a n to n  police, P lym ou th  
T ow nship  and Plym outh, school 
officials and  social service agen­
cies.

T he com m ittee has devised a 
strategy for dealing with gang ac ­
tiv ities th a t include creating a 
ta sk  force to centralize inform a­
tion  about gang activity; and con­
tinue  com m unity education th a t 
include social service agencies 
who are trying to  educate families 
about gang inform ation and will 
coordinate referrals.

Task force m em bers agreed 
th a t sharing inform ation and 
keeping each o ther inform ed 
would go a long way toward p re­

venting and controlling gang-re­
lated activities despite dw indling 
social service resources in many 
agencies due to  budget cuts.

The task  force is expected to 
meet again in late Septem ber to 
consider fu rther action on the 
strategy and to fine-tune the re­
sponsibilities of each com m unity 
agency.

The com m unity wide ta sk  force 
was formed th is  sum m er after in ­
cidents a ttr ib u ted  to  gang activity 
surfaced in C anton Com m ons, an 
apartm en t complex on Haggerty 
Road.

M anagem ent at C an ton  Com ­
m ons A partm ents are tak ing  an 
active role to clean and spruce up 
the complex on Haggerty Road, 
while C anton Police and  residents 
a t the complex are busy organiz­
ing a Neighborhood W atch group

to m onitor future problems.
All over grown areas of high 

grass and weeds are being cu t, the 
fence along the  west side of the 
com plex has been repaired and 
graffiti is being cleaned off walls; 
playground equipm ent and the 
pavilion.

Lighting is also being enhanced 
around  the complex and residents 
are being encouraged to  leave 
house lights on from dusk  to 
dawn. Canton officials are also 
encouraging the complex to  con­
s id e r  im p ro v ed  la n d s c a p in g  
th roughout the complex.

C anton Com mons m anagem ent 
is working closely with the tow n­
sh ip  to respond to com plaints, 
an d  have copies of complex ru les 
to  all residents to  increase aw are­
ness and step-up  enforcement.

Meanwhile, various other tow n­

sh ip  departm ents an d  com m unity 
groups are getting involved in ac­
tiv ities a t Canton Com mons in 
areas residents believe involve 
gang-related activities.

C anton personnel are reviewing 
the  9-year-old sum m er cam p pro­
gram run by the Salvation Anny 
to see if  it can be improved. In ­
spectors will work w ith m anage­
m ent to  ensure the  property is 
kept up.

C anton police will continue to 
m onitor the Neighborhood W atch 
program. Police also are studying 
how th e ir  Explorers scouts can get 
involved in a m entor program.

Also, the C anton’s W om en’s 
Forum  is looking a t programs for 
positive role modeling for resi­
dents, and various social service 
agencies are stepping up  efforts as 
well.

T alen ted /g ifted  program  sh u ttle  to  keep on tru ck in g

A sh u ttle  service for s tuden ts in 
the T alen ted  and G ifted program 
will continue despite concerns 
th a t it was going to  be taken away 
in a round of budget cuts.

“W e'll provide the  busing w ith ­
out a charge,” said S uperin tend ­
en t Jo h n  Hoben.

He added, however, the d istric t 
m ust find a way to pay for the ser­
vice.

“W e’re still spending money 
th a t we don ’t have,” Hoben said.

Reading from a legal opinion, 
Hoben said  the service couldn’t 
be offered w ithout providing 
transporta tion , which costs the 
d istric t about $25,000.

Agreeing with H oben’s recom­
m endation, board m em ber Dean 
Swartzwelter said if the  service 
was discontinued fam ilies could 
take the ir cases to  court.

“ I would, too,” Swartzwelter 
said, adding th a t the am ount of 
money the  d istric t likely would 
spend in legal fees would far 
outweigh the cost to provide the 
service.

P aren ts of TAG studen ts are 
relieved the sh u ttle  will run. John  
Kownacki, a TAG parent, said 
“ I ’m  extremely pleased. Since 
busing  was provided for all the 
private schools in the area and 
since th is  was an educational p ro­
gram, it was necessary for our 
children to be bused .”

He said paren ts received a lot of 
inform ation, supporting  the ir ef­
forts to m ain ta in  the shu ttle , 
from S tate  Rep. Deborah Why- 
m an regarding the issue.

“ I ’m glad they got it passed ,” 
sa id  Dick H aar, a paren t of a

TAG student.
“W ith my work schedule and 

her (his wife’s) work schedule we 
d id n ’t know how we were going to  
get my son to school. I d id n ’t 
th ink  they could bus 90 percent of 
the kids and not bus the TAG 
kids. I know they have to  cut 
money, b u t th a t w asn’t  fair a t 
a ll.”

He added, too, th a t he knows of 
a t least one studen t in the TAG 
program who dropped out, be­
cause there w asn’t  going to  be 
busing available and there was no 
other m eans of transporta tion .

Jobless rates rise
Jobless rates rose slightly in 

Canton, the City of Plymouth and 
Plymouth Township in July due 
to seasonal influencea, the Michi­
gan Employment Security Com- 
miaaion recently reported.

Yet jobleaa rates were down 
from levels reported a year ago.

In the city of Plymouth, the 
jobless rate was 2.4 percent in 
July, up from 2.2 percent in June 
but down from 3.2 percent report­
ed in July 1992.

In Plymouth Township, the 
July unemployment rate was 3 
percent, up from 2.7 percent in

June but down from 3.9 percent 
reported in July 1992.

Employment dropped in most 
labor mafketa around the state as 
temporary layoffs occurred in lo­
cal auto industry facilities and as 
schools and colleges entered the 
summer vacation period.

“Seasonal job losses offset 
many of the normal employment 
gains in other industries such as 
construction, food and kindred 
products, amusements, hotels ,̂ 
eating and drinking establiabkl 
ments and real estate,” said 
Robert Eklwards, MESC director.*̂ ;

While the teach­
ers’ pay freese doesn’t pay for out 
of class activities, it will free up 
teachers to be involved in the pro­
grams.

“It certainly is an excellent con­
cept to have the people who are 
working with the school district to 
be supportive of the oo-curricu- 
lar,” according to Dick Egli, 
school spokesman.

“I th i^  there were a number of 
people involved, and it was a case 
of them coming together as a 
group,” E^i said.

Students and their parents wiU 
be mehing aacrifices, too, by pay­
ing directly for programs in the 
past were funded in the school 
district’s general budget

The foe schedule includes $125 
for all sports and $126 for march­
ing band — with a $250 cap for 
each student involved in these 
programs.

hardship cases will be developed, 
Vassallo said.

Nicole Kovachevich, a ninth- 
grade Plymouth-Canton High 
School student, said the pay-to- 
play system is unfair.

“If a lot of people can’t pay, will 
they have enough money for ev­
eryone?” said Kovachevich, who 
hopes to play softball and volley- 
iMll.

“If they pay for one they should 
pay for everyone,” she added.

'The fees are expected to raise 
$310,000. Fund-raisers, like sell­
ing pizsa at University of Michi­
gan games, are expected to raise 
$40,000. Also, each booster group 
will continue to hold its usual 
fund-raisers to cover the costs 
they handled in the past.

Co-curricular activities cost 
$843,000. The remainder comes 
from concessions between teach­
ers and administrators, as well as 
other budget cuts that will be 
made by the school board.

'The coalition includes two 
groups — a spirit team and a fi­
nancial team, collecting money, 
organizing fund-raisers and 
“working with the school board 
making sure the money goes to co- 
curricular,” Vassallo said.

“It will start to unite kids and 
the community to bring back 
school spirit,” Vassallo said.

“We have the greatest school 
district in the country and we 
have the (most unique) school 
district in the countiy,” Vasallo 
said, adding that the curriculum 
is outstanding and the fact the 
students from two h i^  schools 
attend classes on one campus pre­
pares them for a college atmos­
phere.

'Throughout the summer the 
board said sports and after-school 
activities would be cut if the mil­
lage failed.

Sports and other activities are 
taking place, and booster groups 
are trying to raise money to sa ­
vage programs.

Portelli said that if Plymouth- 
Canton teachers’ wages are com­
pared to other teachers in the tri­
county area, “We are nowhere 
near the top, and we are probably 
below mid(Ue now.”

A clause in the agreement cov­
ers teachers who retire in the 
1993-94 school year to recoup the 
3 percent they would lose by the 
freeze.

“The situation we find our­
selves in is not the teadrers’ 
fault,” Cotner said before the 
vote. ;*

“We’re being held accountable 
for something we have no ocmtKd 
over,” he added, referring to the 
voters’ defeat of the 4-mill tax in­
crease request Aug. 17.

A lot of concern has been ex­
pressed about class sixes that 
range from 32 students at the 
first-grade level to 40 at the h i^  
schools.

“These 30 teachers will not af­
fect class size,” he said. “We’re 
moving people in the classrooms, 
returning programs and recalling 
people who were now rm layoffs.”

But there are tome aerioua benefita 
to having a aportaman in Congreaa. 
They have a natural affinity for the en­
vironment, the aerioua environment, 
not the one concocted by the Sierra 
Club.

Ford ia aware firathand of the effect 
of pollution on the Great Lakea. He 
spenda time fiahing for lake trout in 
Lake Michigan off of Leland, near 
Traverae City.

He even haa a recipe for amoked lake 
trout. “You’ve got to cut that layer of 
fat from the belly before you amoke 
them.”

But Ford doean’t limit hia angling 
activitiea to Michigan; he’a alao an ac- 
compliahed eaat coaat fisherman, ply­
ing the waters of Chesapeake Bay in 
search of bluefish.

“You’ve got to watch for the gulls; 
that’s where you’ll find the blues,” he

said.
Ford talks with passion about the 

bay and its complex region, part freeh- 
water and part saltwater. Also, it’s con­
trolled by both Maryland and Virginia.

“They’ve got a fishing dispute ^ r e  
that makes our Indian frahing dispute 
seem simple. Virginia haa banned com­
mercial fiahing for the striper bass, 
while Maryland hasn’t,” he said, add­
ing; “Telling some of those folks they 
can’t fish is like telling people in the 
Upper Peninsula they can’t poach 
deer.”

Ford aaid that upon his return to 
Washington, D.C., after the August 
congressional break, he would head to 
his cottage on the Chesapeake for a 
weekend of dove hunting.

It’s no wonder Michigan doesn’t 
have a dove season. It’s been propMsed, 
but rejected.

Anyway, there’s another benefit to 
having a congressman who knows his 
way around a shotgun. It’s gun control.

Ratining assault rtflos is oas thing, but 
even tbs National Rifle Aaaociat ion 
was a bit confused about one piece of 
lagialatioo that Ford said would have 
baiuMd most of the semiautomatic 
shotguns in his gun caae.

“ I could help errita legialation to do 
that without banning shotguiu,” ha 
said.

Outdoing a Texas congressman: 
'There are dways plenty of atoriaa 
about how oim congressman outfoxes 
another on the House floor, but Ford 
has one story about tailing better fish 
stories than a Texas congressman.

It seems Ford waa with a certain 
Texan, fishing for steelhead on the 
Maniatee River, when Ford started 
telling stories about past large catches. 
The Texan was aware th a t folks from 
his state tend to be seen as people who 
can stretch the sixe of a fish by more 
than a couple of inches, perhaps as 
many as 12.

Anyway, at an appropriate pause in 
Ford’s large fish tde, the Texan said: ‘ 
“You boys from Michigan can sure out­
do us Texans on telling those fish sto­
ries.”

And those stories are the flip side of 
Bill Ford.

Learn from  Poletown
T here are compelling reasons for retaining 

Tiger Baseball in Detroit. What is less 
compelling is virtual unlimited public fi­

nancing to support a new stadium. I am re­
minded of the debacle of City of Detroit and site 
acquisition for the Poletown plant.

I would be willing to support a new stadium 
with some tax dollars. I would not be willing to

enter into a carte blanche arrangement of un­
known dimensions.

I suggest that any site acquisition/prepara- 
tion agreement include a limitation on public 
participation and that overages be covered 
wholly or very substantially by the developer. 
To induce the developer to participate in an 
agreement to take on this risk, the developer 
must have significant control and incentives.

I propose that the county commit to a fund

equal to no more than 110 percent of the agreed- 
to appraised value of the property identified for 
acquisition including clearing, preparation, 
highway work or whatever the county commits 
to. The developer would then be responsible for 
negotiations and could draw from the fund.

Incentives should be included. For example, 
if the developer underspends the fund, he 
would get to keep a significant percentage, e.g., 
50 percent. If the fund is entirely depleted be­

fore the task is complete, the developer would 
have to pay an established percent up to one 
hundred.

Panelists criticize Clinton’s plan

The pansliau at U.8. Rap. Jm  
KnoUanbarirs fonim on health 
cars Mood» bed ooa big thing in 
common: lliay don’t lika Pnai- 
dsnt Bill Clinton’s gaatating 
baaltb cars plan.

Tha panel spoka to a crowd of 
more than 360 busineae persona 
and doctors at Gian Oaka golf 
couraa in Farmington Hilla.

“Tha federal programa we al­
ready have (Madicara, Medicaid, 
at al.) are the programa that have 
messed up the ayatam,” aaid Jack 
Strayer, the director of federal af- 
faira for the Council for Afford­
able Health Insurance, represent­
ing 30 health insurance compa­
nies.

“How does it help Americans to 
provide them health insurance 
and deny them jobs?’’ said Nancy 
McKeague, director of govern­
ment relations for the Michigan 
Chamber of Commerce.

“The Clinton Administration 
does not believe that the market­
place will keep costa down. It’s 
difficult to see where the market 
is left in ‘managed competition,’ ’’ 
said Susan Adelman, a pediatri­
cian and past president of the 
Michigan State Medical Society.

“Bureaucracy and waste go 
hand in hand with the federal 
government and health care,’’ 
said Karl Albrecht, a vice presi­
dent with Action Benefits Co. of

Southftald.

that the federal government 
doesn’t reimburse doctors 100

der Madipam and Medicaid. Doo- 
tofs and boapitala, ha aaid, mak* 
up tha diffmne* ^  overcharging 
pdvauly insured patienta.

“If the federal government 
doesn't pay ita fair share, that’s 
going to show up in all of our 
premiuma,” he said.

Neither is Albrecht oonfldeiit 
that the Clinton Adminiatiation 
will design a good plan. “TTiiY 
have a taodency to pUgr funaa, 
and thera'a only on# Jot (Knel- 
lenberg) to protect ue up there,” 
he said.

Oxymorons In Washington
McKeague, the chamber of 

commerce government relations 
director, said tha term “managed 
competition” in health care is an 
oxymoron.

Lois Grant, who works for Real- 
tron of Radford, liked what the 
heard the panelists aay.

“killing small business,” she said, 
but tha Clinton plan is a no-win 
situation.

Rudy Gerhard is a co-owner of 
Viscount Industries in Farming- 
ton Hilla. Viscount pays more 
than $10,000 a month for the 
health insurance of 28 employees.

And if the cost keeps rising? 
“We either charge for it, or we 
make leas money, or we go out of 
business,” Gerhard said. “I hope 
somebody can come up with a so­
lution.”

Richard Helppie, the president 
of Superior Consultant Co. of 
Farmington Hills, joined everyone 
else in criticizing Clinton’s plan. 
Rather than simplifying the sys­
tem, Helppie said, the plan will 
add another layer of bureaucracy. 
“It’a crazy,” he said.

Just picked tomatoes 
luscious summer treat
I  did something the other day that I can 

remember my dad, and Uncle Pete doing. I 
walked out to my garden when the grass was 

still damp from the morning dew, pinched off a 
seed sprout from the fresh basil, plucked the start 
of another obnoxious weed, and noticed a perfect 
red sphere of a tomato hanging singularly from a 
vine.

This could have been one of those “Kodak 
moments.” It was a beautiful red globe. Beads of 
morning dew were still clinging to it. Instead of 
rushing inside for the camera, I opted, instead, to 
relieve the tomato from its vine.

I held it, observed its beauty and took a bite. I 
had never before eaten a tomato like an apple, but 
then never before had I felt the urge to eat a 
tomato right from the vine. It reminded me of a 
peach I had savored a few years back. The juices 
exploded and ran down my arm to my elbow. It 
was still cool on my palate, tempered from the 
evening’s light breeze.

There was little doubt that if Daniel Webster 
had not defined the term “luscious” the taste 
sensation of this singular tomato would have 
caused him to coin that exact term. It was the best 
tomato I had ever tasted.

Tomato harvest
I have been receiving conflicting reports about 

household garden tomato harvests. My head 
swells when 1 report my success this year.

Could it be the composting? The mulching? The 
ever-present weeding? God only knows, but I give 
reaffirming thanks to whomever for whatever I 
did. This summer my tomatoes have graced 
countless bowls of tabbouleh, been sliced razor 
thin for bruschetta, broiled, breaded and pan­
fried, and simmered into a satiny smooth soup.

I have passed bags to neighbors and the bounty 
seems to continue. This week I will begin yet 
another harvest and will freeze a batch hoping 
they taste as great in January as they have this 
past summer.

Preserving tomatoes
If you’re wondering what to do with your excess 

tomatoes this summer pay attention. On Aug. 21. 
Lois Thieleke, O&E columnist, and home 
economist for the Michigan State University 
Cooperative Extension Service, Oakland County 
office, and I taught a free class on tomato canning 
at Kitchen Glamor in Bedford Township. 
Participants also picked the winning tomato sauce 
in our contest.

Here’s a sampling of what I learned from Lois 
during the class. The first shocker came when I 
was showing the class ajar of tomatoes canned in 
a mayonnaise jar. Did you know that mayo jars are 
a no-no for canning? Use mason jars which are 
considered generic, and manufactured by Ball,
Kerr and Country Harvest. They are made of 
tempered glass especially for canning. 'Thielke 
went on to explain that the lids made for mason 
jars don’t exactly fit mayo jars and there could 
eventually be problems with the seals if you use 
them for canning.

Mayo jars, if allowed to bang together in the hot 
water bath during the canning process, might 
explode.

By the way, did you know that you can freeze 
tomatoes, sauces and purees in mason jars? I 
didn’t but again, Lois gave her blessing as long as 
they were are filled to the top and there is enough 
room for the contents to expand while freezing.

Here’s an easier, more convenient way to skin 
tomatoes. Core the tomatoes, place on a baking 
sheet and freeze. I tried this at home the next day 
and it worked! 'The skins popped off like magic!

When processing tomatoes in a hot water both, 
Lois said it’s necessary to keep the water boiling 
just to the point where it “cracks” the surface. Too 
rapid a boil causes the product to literally boil out 
of the jar and will ruin an otherwise perfectly good 
seal.

Lastly, I learned that the screw type rinp 
should be removed after the jars cool and that it 
was not necessary to keep the rinp on during 
storap.

So whomever said that “you can’t teach an old 
dog new tricks” probably never took a class from a 
source as knowledgeable as Lois Thielke. If you 
too ars interested in canning, it might behoove you 
to call the Cooperative Extension ^rvios Food 
and Nutrition Hotline, 868-0904,8:30 a.m. to 6 
p.m. Monday through Friday.

But, like her grand­
mother, mother and aunt, she hardly 
ever measures ingredients.

“My aunt made this sauce every 
Sunday when 1 was growing up in 
Philadelphia,” said Huneke whose 
sauce was picked number one by 
readers attending our tomato sauce 
class at Kitchen Glamor in Bedford 
on Aug. 21.

“I knew there were tomatoes, basil 
and garlic in the sauce, but I didn’t 
know how much. I just kept experi­
menting and tasting it until the sauce 
tasted just as good as I remembered 
it.”

Her versatile sauce can be canned 
or frozen for use later. Huneke uses it 
to make spaghetti, mostaccioli, lasag- 
na, stuffed shells, eggplant, chicken, 
and veal Parmesan, ravioli, and meat- 
ball sandwiches.

“Use fresh garlic, and brown it be­
fore you add it to the sauce, but be 
carefol not to bum it,” said Huneke 
who jokes that for her being a good 
cook is hereditary.

Married to Jon, Huneke works 
three days a week, but says she 
spends a lot of time in the kitchen 
preparing meals for her family, and 
loves it. She is teaching her children, 
John and 'Theresa Falaasco and two 
stepchildren, Christine and David 
Huneke, who are in their 20s how to 
cook.

“I think it’s important,” she said. 
"We never had 'TV dinners while I 
was growing up,” she said. “Fresh 
tastes better. My kids are spoiled. 
They like everything fresh.”

If papayas and mangoes aren’t 
exactly staples in your diet, here’s 
a brief guide to selecting and stor­
ing these nutritious, exotic fruits* 
■ Papayas: Ripe papayas should 
be about as soft as a ripe peach, 
with more yellow than green in 
the skin. Avoid shriveled fruit. 
Ripen firm papayas at room tem­
perature in a loosely closed paper 
bag. Refrigerate ripe fruit in a 
plastic or paper bag for up to 3 
days.

To prepare: Peel with a vegeta­
ble peeler and cut into slices. 
Scoop out the seeds and give 
them to the birds. Papayas are a 
rich source of vitamins A and C

and potassium. Half a medium- 
size papaya is about 60 calories.
■ Mangoes: Color is not a reliable 
indication of ripeness in mangoes, 
since different varieties are differ­
ent colors. One of the best, Keitt, 
can be solid green even when ripe.

When ripe, a mango gives to 
gentle pressure like a ripe avoca­
do. Mangoes are usu^y sold 
quite firm and need to be ripened 
frirther before eating. Ripen all 
varieties at room temperature, 
uncovered, out of direct sun. Turn 
occasionally. Refrigerate ripe fruit 
in a plastic or paper bag for up to 
3 days.

To slice: score skin lengthwise 
in 4 to 6 places; pull skin off. Cut 
flesh cheeks from each side of pit.

and cut into chunks.
Mangoes are high in vitamins A 

and C. One medium-size mango 
has about 150 calories.
■ Kiwi: When ready to eat, kiwi 
fruit is as soft as a ripe peach. 
Choose evenly firm fruit, free of 
soft spots. Ripen kiwi fruit at 
room temperature, uncovered, out 
of direct sun, turn occasionally. 
Refrigerate ripe fruit in a plastic 
or paper bag for up to 1 week.

To prepare: Cut in half cross­
wise and scoop out the flesh with 
a spoon, or peel and thinly slice 
crosswise to show off the decora­
tive pattern of the seeds.

Kiwi fruit is high in vitamin C. 
A 3'A-ounce portion has about 35 
calories.

How to  store tom atoes, speeci ripen ing
Here are some “Produce Partic­

ulars” from “Fruit & Vegetable 
News,” published by the Produce 
Marketing Association.
■ Store tomatoes at room tem­
perature. Storing tomatoes in the 
refrigerator can cause the ripening 
process to cease and reduce the 
tomato’s natural flavors. Toma­
toes give off a natural gas called

ethylene. Placing tomatoes in a 
closed paper bag or in a ripening 
bowl to trap the ethylene with 
hasten ripening.

■ Speedy cooking is the best de­
fense against cabbage smell. 
Here’s how to keep cabbage fami­
ly vegetables such as cabbage, 
cauliflower, brussels sprouts, and 
turnips from smelling when cook­

ing them. Use a lot of water al­
ready at a boil, so that it will re­
turn to the boil quickly after the 
addition of cabba^.
■ Grapes don’t ripen once they 
leave the vine, lliey are ready 
once you take them home. Refri­
gerate them in a plastic or paper 
bag and eat them as soon as pos­
sible because they are very per­
ishable.

Travelling areat, one enters the 
Loire Valley’s Touraine region, 
roughly following the Loire River 
east of the city of Tours (about 3.5 
hours by car, southarest of Paris). 
Here chenin blanc produces its 
most famous wines Vouvray and 
Montlouis. Vouvray is versatile 
and is made dry, semi-dry, sweet 
or sparkling.

A trip along the Loire west of 
Tours brings one to the heart of 
the Loire’s red wines in Bourgueil 
and Chinon. These reds are made 
from the cabernet franc grape and 
are bigger, more earthy wines for 
heartier meat preparations — 
beef stews and game in particular. 
Chinon is generally lighter than a 
Bourgueil and can be drunk 
young or mature. It’s a lively pair­
ing for roast chicken, red meats or 
tangy cheeses.

Anjou (where half the produc­
tion is rose wine from cabernet 
franc) and Saumur (with its crisp 
chenin blanc sparkling wines) are 
the Touraine’s western neighbors. 
Besides rose, the Anjou region is 
famed for white wines from subre­
gions. Savennieres wines are 
crisp, but Coteaux du Layon 
makes sweet frnessefiil dessert

Um city of Angara and

Dorm  form: Cut above the norm
A do-lt*yoiindfer, gome two-by-foon, &brie, 
■econdhand furniture and a daah of Imaginatioo 
can transform a dreary cinder block coUefe dorm 
room into a **Home Sweet Home” away 
home.

When Nick! Yuskowatz sralked 

into her dorm four years ago at 
(Central Michigan University, one 
word came to mind: institution.

The ciruier block walls, cold tile 
floors and heavy, room d^ening 
drapes in her suite and 22 others on 
her floor in Herrig Hall weren’t 
exactly the student’s notion of warm 
and inviting decor.

“Right oft, 1 thought, ‘If I’m going 
to live hers, it’s going to be nice, like 
home,’ ” said YuAowatz, a 
Farmington Hills resident and 1992 
Ontral Michigan graduate.

For starters, Yuskowatz and her 
three roommates decided who could 
contribute the things that are 
essential to dorm life these days — 
a TV, stereo, VCR, portable 
refrigerator and vacuum. From 
there, they shopped local garage 
sales to harvest a sofa, chair and 
lamps to fill the three-room suite.

■  S T R E E T  S T Y L E S
(Students say lamps are a must- 
have to replace fluorescent lights 

' that sometimes buzz and always 
produce yellow ̂ ore).

'They applied mauve floral contact 
paper on a half wall above the cinder 
block and ran matching border from 
the living room to the two bedrooms. 
'They bought plush blue carpeting at 
a renmant sale and hung dance 
posters and a vine wreath. 
Inexpensive floral throws from 
Penney’s covered a secondhand 
velour love seat and chair. One 
roommate splurged on a new 
entertainment center. Total cost: 
About $200.

“You need a plan; decide what 
you need and how to arrange your 
bedroom and living room so that 
your things are available to you,” 
said Yuskowatz, whose suite won 
third place lost year in a campus­
wide decorating contest.

These roommates happened to 
have similar taste, but that’s not 
always the case. If you like modem 
and your roomies want a cowboy 
western motif, compromise in the 
living room and do your own thing 
in the bedroom, they suggest.

You generally can’t paint dorm 
walls or put holes in cinder block 
(though students say toothpaste ‘ 
fills holes nicely), but don’t overlook 
the decorating power of fabrics and 
contact paper.

Contact has come a long way 
since the 1970s, when all you could 
get were gaudy florals and ditsy 
prints in primary colors. Today,

there ore style choices galorr Art 
Deco, graphics, geometries and 
traditional prints in a range of 
colors. You 11 probably have to 
remove it when you leave or have it 
approved by the next resident.

“Men decorate the main living 
area like a den; women decorate it 
like a living room,” said Mike 
'Thimsen, a 1991 Central Michigan 
graduate and a resident assistant at 
coed Tate Hall for two years. “Most 
guys set up their room around a 
stereo system and Nintendo. 
Women decorate with color and 
seem to change everything twice a 
year.”

Thimsen, a Birmingham resident, 
said aquariums froquently turn up 
in men’s rooms as do plants, sports 
and rock music posters. Women, on 
the other hand, opt for antiques, 
mementos from home and plush 
floor coverings “that actually fit and 
match the room.”

Most students who live in 
residence halls turn to fathers or 
other do-it-yourselfers to construct 
a bedroom loft from two-by-foura. It 
raises the mattress oft the floor, 
allowing room underneath for the 
school-issued desk and dresser.
Best of all, it creates more living 
area.

Most universities issue guidelines 
for loft building and do a room 
check in the fall to make sure they 
measure up. In Mt. Pleasant, East 
Lansing and other college towns, 
some lumber companies sell loft 
kits; some will even install.

You can reuse the loft each year 
you’re in the dorm and usually sell 
it to the next resident for a profit, 
said Yuskowatz. After three years, 
hers sold for $80. An interior design 
nuyor at Michigan State said her 
stylish loft with built-in storage sold 
for $350.

Roger Serr, assistant director of 
residence life at Michigan State, 
said dorm life isn’t so bad. Some 
newer halls even have basic cable 
TV  service.

“First year students usually aralk 
in the dorm and say, ‘How will I 
survive this?’ ” he said. "Six weeks 
down the line they’ve done a lot to 
personalize the room. Tve seen 
engineering students build a stereo, 
TV and phone into their loft.”

College towns are great places for 
yard sales because sellers know 
students will snap up almost any 
furnishings that are in moderately 
good shape. Secondhand sofas sell 
for os low as $30 to 150 and used 
carpeting can be found for a few 
dollars.

Dear Mrs. D.A.,

Thank you for your comments 
and for alerting the readers of this 
column to help that is available 
for them in the community. It is 
an act of generosity for you to take 
the time to do so.

Schizophrenia is hotly 
researched; each year brings 
greater understanding of its caus­
es and of valid treatment. For 
years, misunderstanding about 
the disease led to myths and 
misconceptions. Even now, one 
hears schizophrenic incorrectly 
used as an adjective to describe 
someone with a split personality. 
The symptoms of schizophrenia 
do not include split personality, 
but are hallucinations (perception 
of objects or events that are not 
real), delusions (false beliefs), bi­
zarre behavior, social withdrawal, 
apathy and limited speech and 
emotional range.

For the schizophrenic, whatever 
the combination of these symp­
toms, there is never peace. One’s 
mind is constantly flooded by 
chaotic thoughts and feelings of

which no sense can be made. Im­
agine being continuously bom­
barded by discordant sounds of 
cymbals and drums. Under these 
circumstances, even the simplest 
of tasks, like dressing or undress­
ing, becomes insurmountable.

Another misconception, which 
has been disproven, is that of the 
schizophrenigenic mother, that is, 
a mother who causes schizophre­
nia. The cause of schizophrenia 
has not yet been pinpoint^, how­
ever, it is clear that parents’ be­
havior is not the blame. Present­
ly, schizophrenia is understood as 
a collection of diseases with 
genetic, hormonal, and possibly 
viral, precursors.

There have also been some ad­
vances in early diagnosis, with 
some psychiatrists claiming they

can identify signs of vulnerability^ 
in the first few years of life. Drug  ̂
therapy for the disabled patient,- 
in combination with family edu-» 
cational counseling, are the treat-t 
ments of choice. Clozapine is one' 
of the anti-psychotics used, and; 
risperidone, currently widely- 
researched, shows promise as. 
being highly effective. “

A few weeks ago an enormous crate 
arrived at Burberrys in Troy from 
across the waters in merry old Eng­
land.

Staff members carefully unpacked 
the contents, their heads reeling from 
the odor of mothballs filling the stock 
room as box tops were opened.

“It was pretty thrilling to pull out 
these incredible antique Burberry 
outfits from years gone by,” said Cyn­
thia Feemster, assistant manager of 
the six-year-old store in the Somerset 
Collection. “We delisted in each 
piece of historical accessory we un­
covered, including a WWI RAF (Roy­

al Air Force) Officer’s sword and a hat 
with a gorgeous plume.”

Feemster said 15 vintage garments 
will be displayed in the store Sept. 
10-30 for the first time in the United 
States. The clothing comes from mu­
seums and private collections all over 
Europe.

Let it breathe
It all started with the invention of 

garbardine by draper Thomas Bur­
berry of Basingstoke Hampshire, 
En^and in 1856. Burheiry was deter­
mined to find a waterproof Cshric that 
would let air reach the body, after lis­
tening to a local physician berate the 
rubber-lined macintosh of the day. 
Though waterproof, he argued, the 
macintosh was unhealthy and un­
comfortable.

He called the cloth garbardine, af­
ter from a line in Shakespeare’s The 
Tempest — “I hid me under the Ga­
berdine for fsor of the storm.” 

Garbardine was advertised os “a 
cloth for all seasons — a garment for 
all the elements.” It was rechristened 
“the Burberry” by King Edward VII 
who got accustomed to yelling “Give 
me my Burberry!” as he bounded out 
the castle door.

’Two weeks ago a PBS camera crew 
set up in the store to tape a special 
program on the history of Burberrys. 
'The documentary will be a tribute to 
the company that has served heads of 
state, men of letters, military men 
and women, film stars, explorers, for­
eign leaders and the British monar­
chy.

Taking a clue from the linen 
smock-frocks worn by shepherds and 
fanners, he realized that the ability to 
keep out the wet depended on the' 
close weave of the C^ric combined 
with a loose style of the garment Af­
ter years of experimentation. Burber­
ry produced a superb cloth proofed in 
the yam before areaving by a secret 
process (in which no rubber was 
used) and then closely woven and 
proofed again by the same process in 
one piece.

In the trenches
Burberry’s most famous creation, 

the trenchcoat, was designed for Brit­
ish officers fighting in the trenches 
duritrg WWl. 'The original features,' 
epulets and belt loops, were for at­
taching equipment, but they remain 
on modem raincoats as a stylish fea­
ture.

The outdoorsy set quickly became 
steady Burberry customers and the 
garment line was expanded to irKlude

cia Clendenen (from Walled Lake 
Central), 5-10^ Danielle Sheehy 
(Marysville), 5-4 Shannon Cap- 
stick (WalM Lake Central), 5-7W 
Janine Sproul (Livonia Church­
ill) and 5-8 Sharia Yaklin (Walled 
Lake Central).

Clendenen can play anywhere 
on the front row and is a candi­
date for front row setter. Sheehy 
can also play left, middle or r i^ t  
on the front row. Sproul, Capstick 
and Yaklin are primarily back row 
defensive speci^ists.

A solid corps, to be sure, but 
the additions are more impres­
sive. Particularly the transfers 
from Henry Ford CC: 5-11 Dan­
ielle Pfeffer (Dearborn Edsel 
Ford) and 6-1 Kristen Barnes 
(West Bloomfield). Both have 
sophomore eligibility.

Pfeffer should be one of the top 
players in the Eastern Confer­

ence. “Danielle looks like she 
could be our left outside hitter 
and back row setter. She’s really 
improved her speed,” said 
Teeters.

Barnes is slated for middle 
blocker or the right side. “She’s 
been working really hard,” 
Teeters said of the former Class A 
all-stater, “and she’s gotten a lot 
stronger. She’s got great hands, 
and has setting ability. She’ll be a 
r i ^ t  side or middle person, and 
perhaps play the back row.”

With that lineup, Teeters 
would have an impressive team — 
certainly one capable of capturing 
a ninth-consecutive conference 
title, and probably a sixth- 
straight Region 12 crown. But 
there’s much, much more.

Like Julie Campau (Churchill), 
a 5-10 setter/outside hitter who 
attended (but did not play at) 
Michigan State last year. She’ll 
have freshman eligibility.

And freshmen like Margaret 
Heddle (Ypsilanti), a 6-7 defen­
sive specialist, and Tricia Kazya- 
ka (Warren Woods Tower), a 6-1 
middle blocker.

It makes for an improssive, and. 
sizable, liiMup. “Dim of ouir 
strengths is our h e i^ t,” said 
Teeters, but he qui^ly  added,- 
“OiM ol our weakneasea is our 
lack of speed. We’ll hide otM aiKl. 
use the other.”

Areas Teeters believes arill be 
much improved from last year are 
blocking and serving. “Our block­
ing spe^  is good. If we can make 
blocking valuable and consistent 
for us, we can be very good.” Aa 
for serving: “Our serving has im­
proved greatly. With more h e i^ t, 
we shopld be more coiuistent and 
have tougher serves.”

Now the weaknesses. “Coiuiat- 
ency is a mqjor factor in hitting, 
and r i^ t  now it’s a concern. Our 
hitting must be consistent And 
passing is a key. If we can serve 
receive well arid pass, we’ll do 
very well.”

Hitting consistently, passing 
effectively, and improving team 
speed (“Our team speed is in two 
players — Danielle sikI Shan­
non”) are goals. If realised, there 
should be nothing to impede SC’s 
march to conference and region ti­
tles, and perhaps even a top-fbur 
finish at tbe NJCAA Tournament 
in November.

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Aikman returns, but will 
Mr. Smith go to Washington?

Super Bowl MVP quarterback 
Troy Aikman will be strapped up 
and ready to play when his world 
cbamploo Dallas Cowboys face off 
against the Washington Redskins in 
ABCs “Monday Night Football” 
season opener on Sept. 6. But will 
Pro Bowl running back Emmitt 
Smith, who at press time was still 
holding out, be there too?

Aikman has been chomping at the 
bit for more playing time this 
preseason after recovering from 
off-season back surgery. Coach 
Jimmy Johnson has sUwd firm, 
keeping his golden boy on ice to 
make sure Aikman would be 100 
percent ready for the Cowboys’ 
opener against Washington. When 
the injury was first diagnosed, 
doctors ^  team officials predicted

Aikman could miss four to six weeks 
of the regular season, but Aikman's 
remarkable recuperative ability 
and his hard work during 
rehabilitation have expedited the 
process.

“He's young, and that’s the best 
part about it,” says “Monday Night 
Football” commentator Frank 
Gifford. “I had back surgery myself 
a few years ago, and I wouldn’t have 
wanted to play right away.”

The ’Boys won’t be the same team 
without Snnith, who has led the NFL 
in rushing yards and touchdowns 
over the past three seasons. Smith 
has been holding out for a contract 
similar to Thurman Thomas’ $4 
million-a-year deal. Without him, 
the Cowboys put the running game 
into the inexperienced hands of 
rookie Derrick Lassie, a fourth- 
round pick from Alabanoa, and

Michael Beasley, who spent the past 
season on Dallas’ developmentai 
squad.

When Smith’s holdout began, most 
of Dallas was sure that owner Jerry 
Jones would have Smith signed 
before the season opener, but as the 
summer wore on, doubts crept in. 
This was bad news for Aikman and 
wide receiver Michael Irvin, who 
rely on Smith’s potent rushing 
attack to open up the Cowboys’ 
aerial show.

The Redskins open the 1993 
season with a new coach, Richie 
Petitbon, who takes over for the 
retired Joe Gibbs after a long stint 
as Washington’s defensive 
coordinator. Petitbon’s arrival has 
already been felt by Redskins 
followers, who have seen their team 
experiment with a two-back set for 
the first time in years.

“I don’t know why he hasn’t been 
a head coach somewhere sooner, 
after all the big years he’s had 
personally,” says Gifford. ‘1  just 
hope he’s the kind of guy that can 
make the transition from a great 
assistant coach to a head coach. 
When you’re a head coach, you’ve 
got to be half shrink, half P.R. man 
and 100 percent coach. Richie will 
have to do it in his own way.”

The Redskins are trying to 
recover from a subpar 1992 season, 
despite going 9-7 and making it into 
the playoffs as a wild card. Last 
year’s biggest disappointment was 
the performance of quarterback 
Mark Rypien, who fell from the 
heights of Super Bowl MVP to the 
basement of NFC passers

“I think Rjrpien will probably be a 
lot different this year,” Gifford 
predicts “He went into a kind of a 
shell last year at the beginning of 
the season and had a couple of 
really bad games

"As a team, I think they were 
embarrassed about what happened 
last season, but I would say that this 
year, they’ll be the team  right 
behind the Cowboys in their 
dl vision ”
